-Out esteemed correspondent at Shelburne reporta on that
district as follows : The paat sumner lias been an uneventful
one for titis section of the county of Dufferin. Business men
have been doing a fairly successful business, mostly upon the
satisfactory basis of cash. This was the result of the summer
being a highly profitable one for farmers. Good prices were
realized for all kinds of farm stuff, beef and pork producta d'bing
remarkably well. Large sums were paid for fat cattle and
stockera, and for park, whicl ran up prices reminding one of
days of yore when six to elght dollars a hundred was the price.
As iogs are now mainly fattened upon clover, pork la one of
the mostimportant and profitable products of the farm. In the
past when hogs were carried over the summer they had to be
fed till the back showed from two and a half ta four inches of
fat, which miuch enhanced the cost of pork raising, This is ail
changed as lean and streaky pork la wanted. Good prices have
also been pald for lambs and sheep, whilst grain also did well.
Farmers have therefore had a good lime, the only drawback
being the frost in July which prevailed over the whole province.
This did great damage ta potatoes and ite unts, and in saine
cases te wheat. Many farmers are wlthout a home-grownu
patate, which la a very serious matter ta those who are poor, in-
deed aven to those ln fairly good circumstancpý, as potatoes are
usually present upon the farmer's table three times a day. We
have had abundant raina, and roots aother than pontaes look
well. Good prices have beau reflected in store-keepers' trade,
and in building operations. A large number of buildings,
rasidetiial, bank, barns, stables, &. have beau erected during
the past summer, and quite a large number are now in progress.
This section of Dufferin now stands pre.eminent for the number
and excellence of ilts far buildings. Altogether things are in
good shape ln this section. Another factor ln the farmer's
prosparity ta that he now gets money cheap. The six, seven and
eight par cent of the past has beau largely replaced by five and
five and a half par cent, which makes a vast difference in ita
aggregate cost of loans in the county. The Massoy Company
alono sold fifty-five binders here, and an enormous amount of
other "tuiff," including about seventy-five bicycles. Another
conpany disposed of 45 binders, and others have done equally

well. If the farmers would make a note of the monun-
tains of agricultural Implements manufactured into old
iron through grosa carelessness, they could easily save far
more than la represented by the reduction in interest. The
loss upon agriculturai implements atone in the province of
Ontario through carelessness must run np lto the millions.
Loan companies represent payments of principal and interest as
excellent, ln fact as regards the latter they are too good. They
find a diffliculty in getting money out aven at prevailing low
rates

-OTTAwA has bean invaded by the trading stamp scheme,
and from the number of retail marchants who have taken it-up,
they evidently believe it a capital thing-which ilt should be ln
Ottawa-It ta to be hoped experience will prove otherwise than
1u other parts Of Canada, not the least in Montreal whiere the
trading stamp scheme had a short lasse of life, marchants soon
discovering that to independently put out their own bait to se.
cure trade was preferable te investing in an arrangement to whlch
lie was never able te trace satisfactory results. Concerning this
trading stamp schane, whilst the Ottawa one may be honestly
iutentioned, it i nuotorious tliat similar movenents which have
flourished for a time elsewhere, have beau in the nature of triok.

"1TIIE OLD ORDER COIANGETH."
A commercial traveller of many years' standing wrote as fol.

lows recently to the Chicago Inter-Occan :

"I have travelled twenty years and nover missed a season. I
have been mnarried eight years, and only spent one Christmas
with my wife. But I would rather be a travelling salesman than
a lawyer or a doctor. Perhaps it is true that ta succeed In any-
thing a man mnust prefer thait thing. If I au to ho guided by
mry own experience, there are aiso other esseutials to even a
reasonablo succes. Know your goods, know your market, know
your customers. Wor ly day and travel by night. Keep youîr
digestion and your temper even. Keep your eye clear and your
hiand steady, and tell your customers the truth-not fairy stories,
not even 'good stores.'

"l The commercial traveller who carries a pistol, a pack of
cards, a bottie of whiscey and a box of cigars in a satchel doesn't
hold out. As a type lie is rapidly disappearing. The country
merchants have become educated beyond him. Goods are no
longer sold on friendshi p. They muat have merits of their own
and they muet be offered for sale at the right time. Anticipa-
tion ls half the battle. In the development of the country the
part played by commercial travellers ta rarely considered. Yet
it te a most important one. But It ts a great deal easier to go out
and do a thing than It is to tell how it ta done.

"Instead of the commercial traveller's work being a pictur-
esque spree, with guod tories, good cigare and perpetual parlor
car seate, it ie, after all, governed by exactly the same ruies as
those which regulate any otherbusiness. Ie is the middle man
between the seller and the buyer, and he muet command the
respect of each of thon. In order to do this ho can't well avoid
being truthful, courteous and polite. Instead of loafing, drink-
ing and exclanging jolkes with the people along his route, ho
muet work hard each day, say one town a day, and travel by
nigits to the next stopping-place. It is hardly necessary ta say
that he muet feel well and keep well t ho able to do this, and
his digestion must be equal to almnost any kind of food he finds.

l If iy own experience is of any value to young men who may
think of starting out in this business, they are welcome to it. I
began on the road about the time I reacied my majority; already
I had served a useful apprenticeship in the retail trade. Why
was that useful ? ßecause you can't setl goods unless you know
themî; you can't convince a customier unless you can answer his
questions and anticipate his objections. There's no use wasting
time in trying to mak friends with himr unless you can sell hilm
goods. Drinking with hii and telling hitm good $tories doesn't
count for much nowadays. It's more and more straight goods
and straight business."

"Every week I get letters from friends asking advice about
the road. I believe it is true that I an the oldest man in my
lIne, drygoods specIaltLes, travelling ont of New York. For
twenty years I have made regular trips through the Southwest.
I have never carried a pistol in that time and never needed -one
-in spite of the saying that when you need a pistol in Texas
you 'need It like h-.' I never saw trouble that I felt I had to
take any part in. Indeed, I nover carried a weapon since my

early days, when thore were not so many railroade, and I had to
maire waggon trips sometimes by night from one backwoods
town to another, with a colored man driving me and a Winches-
ter on the seat by my aide. When a young man ask how he
can start, ail I ca n say is, begin in a small way. Experience and
reputation, in your lino, are absolutely uecessary to secure em-
ployment by a good house at good money. Until you have
these, try for them, as a retail salesman, anywlere. Unknown
quantities are not wanted lu big bouses."

Although the above was written from a U.S. standpoint, it¯ap-
plies with equal force in Cauada. Commercial travellers are a
different class to what many of theni were in the sixties and
seventies.

-SOAP which is the measure of a people's civilization, as the
use of paper in the same ratio marks its culture, ts to ho cheap
enough across the line, seeing that some manufacturera who are
fortunate inpossessing a glycerine plant are working up this by-
product of soap at a profit, and are selling soap at cost. la
Canada the deuline in cost of production in late years, whether
attributable ta the more economie use of by-products or not, is
made manifest by the free gifts for coupons or wrappers which
bas hecome characteristlc of the trade. Still it would appear-
further glory awaits the Canadian soap manufacturer in the-
direction of glycerine. -The difference between the prices at
which the glycerine manufacturera can seli laundry soap and

assorted orders, the eyes of the wholesale dealers would soon be
opened to the inconvenience they were putting the retailers to.

It is estimated Chicago grocery jobbers will lose $100,000 by
tise sugar war now going on between tie lavemeyer & Arbuckle
refinerles. The Arbuckle plant, built In retalliation on the
sugar trust's invasion of the coffee business, dominated by the
Arbuckles, started six weeks ago. Its capacity is 3,000 to 4,000
barrais daily, while that of the trust is 40,000, or equal to the con-
sumption of tie country. The Arbuckles were joined by the
Mollenbauers, with an equally large plant. The output of the
two plants, handled by millions of capital, is suflicient to cause
the trust great trouble, particularly as the avowed purpose of the
Arbuckles has been to " sali sugar." In addition, a large in-
crease in coipetition is expected. The McCann plant in Phila-
delphia and the Dorscher in Brooklyn are ntarly completed, and.
it is expected, will place sugar on the U.S. market inside of 0
days- The capacity of the plants will exceed 20,000 bris. a day,
or one-half the demand.

Local wholesale grocers have adopted an important agreenient
in sugar selling affecting frelght rates on sugars lu Ontario and
Quebec. Sugars now will be sol : on an equalized freight rate
system, prices being on the delivered basis ai all the different
stations, taking Montreal as the starting point. The wholesale
trade will not make any more profit on sugar than at present,
but under the new agreement it is hoped they will be insured
against selling the goode at a loss.

Messrs. Gow, Wilson & Stanton, London, advise under date
80th ulto., that Indian teas are steady, except medium grades
which occasionally bring lower prices. Tetas of exceptional
quality realize Iighi prIces. The revised estimate of the crop
gives 154,000,000 lbs. as the total for this year, against 148,000,000
lbs. last. Speaking as to quality of teas arriving, our inform-
ants say that the good quality of Assams previously noted is
barely maintained Dirjeelings also show slight decadence. The
average of prices for alnost every district is this year lower than
last. Coylon teas, on the other iand, show continued improve.
ment in quality, and this gives decided strength to values. No
actual rise, however, can bo quoted, and considering the quality
buyers are obtaiuing excellent value for teiir money.

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which shall bave supreie control of the expenditure
authorised by the City Council is to be considered, and
that it shall be empowered to approve and recommend
the annual estimates for the different services of the
city. If this is adopted and a flexible annual rate in-
stead of the presently fixed one to cover the total cur-
rent expenses is provided for, a good result wili surely
follow.

[t nay be that some of the Chapters into which the
draft is divided will be easily disposed of. For instance,
Chapter v.i is very lengthy, and is devoted entirely to
the power to make by-laws. [t gives the power to
m uake these on any and ail matters in general, and then
provides in one hundred and twenty-one sections in de-
tail for almost everything imaginable in municipal
governmtent. In this respect we fancy there will be no
objection to obtaining the power whether or not in ail
cases il is exercised. To those vho- go through the
whiole Charter it will be a surprise to find in sub-
sections 26 and 27 of this Chapter vi, that it is proposed
to assume nearly all the duties and functions of the
H1arbour Commissioners

The city is to have the power to make by-laws
to regulate the use and navigation of all waters in the
harbour and adjacent to the city; to regulate the use of
ail public and private docks in the city, and mttaintain,
establish and alter them; to regulate and control the
anchoring, mooring, and discharging of all vessels in
the harbour; to fix the rates of wharfage and dockage,
anid to collect the said rates on all vessels coming into
the harbour, which, it wiill be remenbered, by a' pre-
vious clause defining the boundaries of the city
is declared to be within the city for all purposes. It
also gives power to regulate- the use of Lugs and the
towing of vessels. etc., etc., etc. lu fact the city w'ould
have the power to assume nearly ail of the duties now
devolving on the Barbour Commissioners.
L These provisions of the draft Charter seen strangely

out of place unless based on the assumption that the
Hiarbour Board is to be superseded or abolished. Evein
in that case the City Council should not be intrusted
%vith the power to tax and regulate the wliole trade of
the Dominion passing through its chief national port.
IL is not likely this feature will be allowed to pass.
The llarbsour Board has now its by-laws on ail these
matters, and two public bodies could not possibly exer-
cise jurisdiction over Ltem. IL could only lead to
conflict and confusion. Otherwise this Chapter;
occupyintg as it does over Lwenty pages of the book,
seems to have been prepared after much thought, and
iL is not likely that the lay metiers of the conmittee
will spend tuochi -time over it; but it will be of interest
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to note wiat may be said about the Lwo extraordinary
subsections we have drawn attention to above.

So far there has not been a great diversity of opinion
on vhat bas been disposed of, but the knotty questions
have not yet been seriously discussed. It cannot uow
be long before sotme of tiem are reached. The first
one will probably be disposed at the meeting this
(Friday) eveiting, wien the important matter of ap-
pointing an executive committee to control the civic
expenditure will, it is expected, be brought forward.
Should that change be adopted it will assuredly be a
.great step gained towards securing a better admtinis-
tration of our municipal business.

EXPENSÉ AND OTHER CONDITIONS IN
THE GROCERY TRADE.

Tlie grocery trade is reported to be in a healthier
conditiou than it ias been for soute Lime. During the
past four or five years a number of men lad got into
this business who were not in a position to carry on a
fair competition; they had not capital enough for the
business they did, ience were in the habit of obtaining
goods on credit for the purpose of turning themu as quick-
ly as possible into cash. This was doue by cutting prices
in some cases below cost and offering .termts which de-
noralized the trade. This class of men regarded
thetmselves as having more knowledge of the grocery
business than those wio kept to more prudent methods
and who found it a severe ordeal to competé with such
unscrupulons dealers. After inflicting serious damage
upon the trade generally these smart Alecks, who kntew
everything and somne thintgs that " were not so,"i were
compel.led to retire, and their room is mutiei more ap-

preciated Liati their company. We have knowledge of
one firm vhose turnt over in one year iad been rusied
up to $500,000 by representatives of this class, who
found the net profits made ont of this large business
were under $5,000 ! This class of men raised the ex-
pense of contducting business far beyond what is desir-
able, or which can be maintained ont of ordinary
profits.

The refiners have adopted a better systen whilch is
proving serviceable ail round. A delivered price lias
been establisied for sugars sent ail over the country
without any discriminations, so that now ail buyers are
placed on a parity, and every firm knows what its
neighbours are paying, so that one cannot be played
off on the other, and misrepresentations as to the price
paid the refiners cannot be indulged in. This has doue
uuchi to restore confidènce and check cutting.with its
attenlant expeinss.

The effects of the commercial tax and licensing
systein have been a source of well-grounded complaint.
These expeises have been most unfairly levied. The
storelcepers are of two classes, tiose who confine their
trade strictly to groceries, and those who are both

grocers ald liquor dealers. Upon those who are grocers
only a commercial tax was levied, fron which those
who ivere also liquor dealers were exempt. The excuse
made for this discrimination was, that as the liquor
selling grocer paid a license for the right to vend
spiritnîous liquors, he ought to be exempt fron the
commenicrciali tax as a grocer. Thus one grocer as such
paid a commercial tax, wlici his neighbour dealing in
the smie class of goods did net pay, and so being re-
lieved from this item in the cost of doing business, he
was able to undersell the trader who was not also a
liquor deaier. The gross inequity of this exemption
froin the-connercial tax'granted to one class of grocers,
aimounted practically to a bonus given to those who
deait in liquors.

'hie burthen of commercial travellers who were in-
coupetent, or injudiciouis, or negligent,has I)een great-
ly reiuced by thmeir beiîng now largely on commission
insteiald of salary, and by more general confidence pre-
vailiiig amongst wholesale louses. Travellers who ex-
cuse their inability to do business by coniplaints that
other houses are cutting, are deprived of this plea by
references beiig made mutually te see vhether such
practices are being iudulged in. It was found that

complaints on this score were as a rule either violly
uifolunded, or exaggeratcd, and by the reference sys-
tem, tiiere lias been removed a source of expense and
annoyance. The coimiiiissioi plan is found to get bet-
ter aid steadier work out of the travellers, and it fur-
niisies more reliable data for judging the value of a
ini's services. Every day his orders are tested to see
what he is doing and what profit he is making for the
firi. By this plan a variety of expenses are avoided
whici it was dillicul t te control, or to estimnate in ad-
vance. Aseach traveller bears ail the costs of a trip,
the amoiunt of then is his own business, and the net re-
silt of his work can be known readily fromn the amount
of his orders. An instance wasgiven us of a traveller's
haviig worked up a yearly returin of $100,000, wlen on
salary, aud then gradually falling away te one-tenth,
or less, as lis salary was paid whatever were his orders.
One New York bouse has a yearly turn over of $12,000,-
000. IL employs 02 travellers, ail on commission, one
of wlom nets $10,000a year. Mail-orders are increasing
largely which help to keep down expenses.

'Tle effect of departmîental stores selling groceries on
the regular grocers is not regarded as at ail serious.
They cut; prices it is true, but even 25 per cent off am-
ounts to only a trille compared with be heavy advances
on cosi which these stores obtain on dry goods. We
are inforiimed tbat they do not sell goods equai in
quality to those of the respectable grocery stores, so
that they have not reduced the sales or the profits of
lIhe ordinîary grocery houses.

On the wiole Lhe grocery trade is in a healthy condi-
tion; expiises have been brought w ithin reasonable
compî,ass by the better regulations of the commercial
travellers, and by had dlebts being reduced by the liouses
exchangiig coiideniel for their mutial protoction.

A TYPICAL FAILURE AND ITS CAUSES.

A failure occurred in this city recently under circulm-
stances which exhibit only too plainly the evil of over7
credit by storekeepers. A young man of the higli.-
est character who hlad received an excellent training
for the grocery business, opened a store in a pronising
locality. 1-e had suficient capital to lay in a large,
well-assorted stock, boughit ahnost wholly by cash. I-is
store was exceptionally attractive by its thorougli 
cleanliness, inost attractive service and goods kept fresh
and always of reliable quality. To the business the
proprietor devoted more than ordinary attention, he
worked like a slave te keep down expenses and build up
bis connection, which grew rapidly amcngst the well-
to-do families of the neighourlood. lis turn-over
vas large, although it was generally tbought that bis

prices were somewhat over the average, but, as his
goods and the service at the store and delivery of orders
were se satisfactory bis sales increased. Every one of
bis neiglbours regarded himi as being a very prosperous
trader. After running apparently a successful career
for a few years he vas compelled te make ai assign-
ment, much to the regret of his custoners.

What was the trouble ? [lis business was chiefly
with highly respectable families so that it was thought
bis bad debts nust bave been small. This, however,
was a delusion. H1îis " respectable" famuily custoniers
bled himi te death by their reckless and dishlonest dis-
regard of their store bills. Monthly accounts were left
unpaid month after monti, and then rarely paid in
full, but by suial inistalmnents whici hardly covered
the amount of their current purchases. When the
usual renioval tine came, vhich excites a positive craze
in this city every May, a number of his customers went
off te other residences Ieaving a grocery bill of several
mîonths unpaid and difficult te collect.

lndeed this seems to bc a cominon practice, and in
too many cases is the real motive for a change of resi-
dence. One of his largest customers, the wife of a a
person enjoying a considerable income, after a time be-
gan to delay payneut of the monthly account. It first
rai two mointis, thein three, then four without any
paynents. The storekeeper at.lastsent this most polite
intimation, " If perfectly convenient lie evould be nimch
obliged by, a cheque, as he vas in urgenît need of
inoney." The daily orders fron this family at once
ceased, so, by simply askifig for lis own lie lost a large
custoier and a considerable amount due te him, as.he
feared te sue lest the busines of others vould be with-
drawn. Yet the person wvho took this dastardly course
constantly figures in the society columns of the local
press as the giver of costly entertainnents !

We fear the Telephone is responsible for' a large
ancunt of over-crediting. Persons who are heavily in
debt to a storekeeper will ring bima up te send orders
for goods, wheni they would be ashamed to show thent-
selves ait their creditor's store. We have knowledge of
cases showing that money given to pay a tradesimian 's
long overdue accon t for househiold supplies, was spent
in drygoods or providing an expensive etertaLiment.
A lady of position, for instance, was given $60 to pay a
butcher's bill aud used te money to purchase a
îmanite ! On the streugtl of this display of cash she
was allowed to rni up a very large accouut which we
knlow to have beeni un paid fer over a year.
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The storekeeper, to whose failure we referred, re-
marked to us, that the moré "respectable" were his
customers the greater was his difficulty in collecting
their accounts, and nearly all his cash sales were to per-
sons of small means. Such experiences by our trades-
men indicate there being "something rotten in, the
state" of society. The present rage for social display is
demoralizing nany who, in order to secure prominence,
do n6t hesitate to victimise storekeepers nost heart-
lessly and dishonestly.

Take an illustration. A leading purveyor of meats,
vegetables, fruits, &c., intimated to a customer that her
account needei attention as he could not afford to have
mnoney so long unpaid. Next day she came in her car-
riage, sent a servant in with a cheque, alarge order,

and a very sharp message to the effect that her custom
would be transferred if any more dunning letters were
sent. The cheque was dishonoured, of which notice
was given, and the reply was that the matter would be
attended to after the family returned from Europe.
The holder of this cheque remarked, " If that is'nt get-
ting goods on fa!ke pretences I'd like to know what is."

For mucli also of the extravagance which leads to
the victimising of storekeepers the so-called Society
papers are responsibleby stimulating a form of vanity
which cannot be indulged in by many whom it fas-
einates without their overspending their income. To
somie of the gushing descriptions of social functions
which are published in the society press there could
very truthfully be added this remark, "-The above en-
tertaininent was fu rnished at the expense, of Mr.
Easycredit, the well known caterer, and other trades-

Were our sItorekeepers to reveal their experiences of
the dishonourable practices of some who plume them-
selves upon their distinction in society, the revela-
ion would show that society lionours are oft
rooted in dishonour of the meanest kind. Conipetition
is now so Ieen that it is difficuit for storekeepers to
place restraints upon their credit business. But, if
any combine is more justifiable than another, it would
be one formned by retailers to protect themselves from
the too prevalent habit of customers taking long credit
and setting their creditors at defiance when soliiled for
money. If even half-a-dozen of the more prominent
storekeepers in'each line of business, were tb agree to
insistupon the prompt payment of monthly accounts,
and to give no encouragement to any person transfer-
ringýhis custoi froni a store, because of his being
dunned for payment of an over-due bill, there would
be a very large addition made yearly to. the net profits
of retail business. Such a restraint wvould also be a
great beiefit to many who are too weak to resist the-
model n pressure of social influencesý vhich breed ex-
travagance, that, sooner or later, brings misery and
disappointment to them, as it does anxiety, losses, and
often ruin to the nierchants who have stimulated their
folly by excessive credit.

-TirE Bank of Ottawa will, in a few days, open a branch in
this city, and Mr. R. B. Kessen has been appointed manager.
Mr. Francis Cole, at present manager of the Arnprior branch,
will sueceed Mr. Kessen as manager of the Toronto office. .

-TuE American Fire Insurance Co., of New York, la reported
to be entering Canada. Mr. J. Boorner, Canadian manager of
the Manchester Fire Assurance Co. will aiso manage the-Ameri-
can for the Dominion.

THE THUNDERER ON THE KLONDYKE.

The London Time correspondent lias written a
letter from Dawson City that lias created a very pain-
ful sensation, which is deepened by trenchant editorial
comments in what is the leading newspaper of the
world. Every tiing aflirmed by the Times lias been
kcnown or ramoured for some-tine past in Canada, but
the reports of the misdoings of officials in the Klon-
dyke, have been received with discredit as they were
regarded as the exaggerations of those opposed to the
Government, or of others who were suffering froi
their own folly.

The independence of the Tines' correspondent and
her well known ability and capacity for getting at the
facts of any question she enquires into, cause her
testimony to be regarded as trustworthy. The laws
respecting mining rights are declared not only to be
"bad," but some of the officials are denounced as cor-
rupt. To obtain letters even at the Post Office the
clerks have to be bribed. Before claims can be regis-
tered the owner is compelled to relinquish a half or
quarter interest to the officials. Information as to
valuable claims received iii their official capacity is
taken advantage of to secure a share in theni by
officials who thus secure priority over the mining set-
tlers. One official declares that his instructions ex-
pressly provided for his having the privilege -of
selecting claims for his personal advantage. The
Tiînes avers thiat a systein of black-mail is pre-
valent in official circles in Dawson.City, and that
services to which settlers are entitled can only be
secured by "greasing the palms" of the Governmnent
staff.

Charges of so scandalous a nature made in so power-
ful and so independent a journal as the London Times,
cannot lie ignored, they disparage Canada before the
face of the world. The Government of Canada is very
properly acquitted of having " any synpathy wvith
such practices."

The Times' correspondent condemns most severely
the 10 per cent royalty tax imposed on the miners, and
the reservation by the Government of alternate claims
which is regarded as a " gross injustice to the local
prospectors who have borne the burden and heat of
early development."

"No industry in the world could long maintain
itself under 'the imposition of such a- tax. On the
Bonauza and El Dorado creeks I made a note of the
labour bills of four mines of various sizes. Of these
two were $100,000 a year, one was $50,000 for eight
months, another was $20,000 for a similar period. To
meet these sums paid away in wages gold must be talien
out of the mine before any profit can be made, but on
$100,000 worth of gold a royalty of $10,000 must be
paid. If, after taking out the amount necessary to
neet expenses no more gold should be found, the
royalty must be paid. out of pocket. In some of the
poorer claims this case has actually occurred."

The sanitary conditions of Dawson City are con-
deined as most dangerous to health, typhoid i. said- to
be prevalent, and an epideimic threatened. Such re-
presentations combined with the-unavoidable hardships
of life in that district taike the gilt off the Klondyke
gingerbread. The Governmnent cannot too early in-
stitute a searching inquiry into these charges and take
prompt steps for the better administration of the gold
ields.
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'lIE MOLSONS' BANK".

'lie Moisons' Biank ield its 43rd annual ineetinig on
the 10th inst. The report and statement were received
with mnucli gratification by the shareholders, except
tie reference to the very unfortunate r-obbery of the
WVinunipeg branci. Tlie net profits for the year eiding
301h September were $259,191, which ainounts to 12.96

per cent on the paid up capital, the difference froum
those of 1897 being only $14. The average of the
aniual profits from 1893 to 1898 bas been $241,831, or
12.00 per cent, a record whicl has very few rivals in
those of Canadian banks.

The profits were distributied as follow $180,000 in
two half-yearly dividends alt the rate of 8 per cent per
auiiun anid a bonus o' 1 per ceit, $25,000 applied on
baiik premlises acquired, and $54,191. to profit and loss
account, which now stands at $81,020. During the
year branches were opeiied at Vancouver, Victoria, and
Revelstoke in British Columbia, atd Simcoe, Ontario.

The Presidenit, Mr. W. M. Mazpherson, expressed re-
gret at the report not being as roseate as it was antici-
pated when it was first drafted, being somewh at clouded
by the Winîipeg robbery. The bank, however, will not
lose as much as was first reported as $25,000 of the
notes stolen consisted of 5 for $5,000 each, which are
only negotiable between banks ; 15 Dominion
notes for $1,000 eacl, whicli nto private person
could dispose of withiout suspicion which would
lead to his arrest ; so, thas ont of the ý62,000
taken there were $40,000 that would be non-negotiable,

irobably therefore the ultimate loss would not exceed
$22,000. The passing of any large amoiunt of Molsons'
bills, especially those of the denonination of $10, of
whichî 700 were stolon, would attract attention, so that
whoever is in possession of the notes taken from the
Winnipeg safe will have difliculty in disposing of the
great bulk of them, l The General Manager, Mr. F.
Wolferstan Thoinas remarked thaï probably only
about $12,000 of the iotes were of a class tshat would

pass froua hand to Iand. This incident illustrates very
forcibly t.he wisdou of having a class of notes only re-
deemiable when presented by one bank to an other, one
of which for $5,000 vas shown to the sharebolders. Mr.
Crawford expreýsed his pleasure at the stateient for

previous year being printed alongside that of the imi-
mediate past.

The staitementoî shows.an increase in deposits of
$453,951, of bills discounted and current, $712,608, and
securities $389,633. The amount due by foreign agents
was reducced from $984,062 to $319,417, and by agents in
United iingdon froi $390,099 to $215,356. Call loans
were also lesseîed by a siall amount. The circulation
ke.ps up near to the liiiit, leavintg a small niargin for
increase by the new branches.

The General Manager was heartily congratulated on
his retiurnî froua a long holiday, well earned after
twenty-eight years' service which lias resulted in
raising the Moisons Bank to n leading position amnongst
'te banks of Canada. lu these congratulations we
very cordially join.

l E LOSSE~S Ut) TO SEPTEMBElt.

'he Septem ber fire record is an exceedingly dark one.
The total aiount as given by the New York " Journal
of Coînunerce" exceeds any month in 1896, '97, or '98,
excepti March in ith fiistof tiese years. Up to August
there was a fair prospect of this year's fire losses being
below those of 1896 or 1897. But those lasti month
spoil the outlook, thougi were the remaining three
nonths to be favourable, the situation miglit be
redeemed.

The following shows the losses for each mionth tlhis
year and the corresponding one in previous two years

Though, as a rule, the summer months have fewer
fires and lower losses than the winter ones, there have
been so many variations that it is little more than guess
work to estimate what the future losses will be.
Canada unfortunately figures in September with the
iost disastrous fire of the month, that of New West-
minster, B.C., being down for $2,500,000. Apart from
this the fires in Canada over $10,000 were not extensive
being confined ta the one at Toronto at Bertram's.ship-
building yards, $70,000; a grain store at Quebec, $12,-
000; a felt factory at Brandon, $15,000 ; car sheds
Montreal, $100,000; a shoe factory in this city, $21,000;
and lumnber wharves at Grand Bay, N.B., $25,000.
These niake a total of $243,000, which is quite a mode-
rate amount for firas over $10,000 in the Dominion,
apart from the terrible conflagration at New IWest-
minster.

The break-up of the Underwriters' Association- in
New York some time ago introduced such irregularities
into fire insurance, and so demoralized the business
that an effort is being made to reorganize this body
which, it is alleged, is necessary alike for the welfare
of the underwriters and the protection of policyholders
as their interests were threatening to be.jeopardized by
the resources of the companies becoming depleted.
Cheap fire insurance is acceptable to property owners,
but if rates are too low to meet losses and expenses, the
resources of the companies are subjected to a* drain
,which weakens their capacity to fulfil lteir obligation .

10W LAPSES AFFECT DEATH LOSS.
The number of lapses in life assurance companies

has increased very largely in recent years. Tlere is a
correspondence between them and the intensity dis-
played by a company in its efforts to secure new busi-
ness. The severer the competition the more numerous
are lapses. It is well known that risks are written foi'
temiporary purposes, risks which are intended to lapse
afiter a short period vhen they are accepted. Pressure
is put upon soliciting agents as the year is drawing to
a close to make special efforts to surpass their record
by sending in applications to as large an extent as pos-
sible, prizes are offered for risks up to or over a certain
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figure, and special ternis are made with old insurers to b
induce them to add to their assurance anld to others to s
send in an application. Being tempted by these special
inducements large sums are written for insurers, who
drop their policy wlien the special ternis are with-
drawn. These baits laad to a large catch of fisi thiat
are like a certain kind known to Newfoundlanders, who
throw thei ont as " they spoil too quickly'' to be iar-
ketable. An enormnous aniount of the lapses are to be
accounted for by the number of risks )written for mere
temporary purposes, without any intention of their
being renewed year after year. The emiinent actuary
Mr. Emery McClintock recentl'y delivered an address on
lapses as they affect the deatli loss, before the National
insurance Convention at Milwaukee. T-Te considers the
first cause of lapses to be,

"A change of circumstances by whicli the policy-
holder finds himself unable to meet his preimium pay-
mîents. IL is believed that lapses of this class occur in
greater proportion among those risks which have be-
come deteriorated in health or in habits, so that hie
net effect of such lapses is probably favorable. The
second cause is that the beneficiary may die or be
othervise provided for, so that the insurance is no
longer needed. Lapses fromn this cause may be pre-
sumed to occur in fairly uniforn ratio anong risks of
all grades, and, therefore, to have little or no effect
upon the quality of the risks remnaining. The third

_cause is a change of feeling on the part of the indivi-
dual policy-holder, notwithstanding that lie still needs
insurance and is able to pay for it. Althougli the
company retaius its general popularity, this individual
is no longer satisfied. Whether the fault is lis own,
or that of the agent who induced hii to insure, or that
of the agent of soie olier comîpany who dislikes to
sec him go on wasting his money, tiis individual is dis-
satisfied, and drops his policy. Since lapses of this
class occur chi6fly during the first two of three years
of insurance, this cause of lapsing in popular coi-
panies is a minuor one after three years. So far as it ex-
tends, however, the effect of it must be iujurious, be-
cause good risks become effectively dissatisfied îueh
more easily than impaired risks. Taking all three
causes of lapsing together, the effect of ivhat we may
call customary or normal discontinuances is not very
ioticeable, one way or the other. After the fourth

year of insurance, the death losses of a good comnpany
imay be expected to range between 85 and 90 per cent
of the expected loss according to the American Table
of Mortality."

ALLEGED CONCESSION TO A PULP
SYNDICATE.

A report is current in Ontario that the Ontario Gov-
ern ment lias granted a concession of 75 square miles of
spruce lands along the Sturgeon river to a syndicate of
English capitalists. The conditions are alleged to be
that the spruce eut over this area is to be iade into
pulp in Canada, the company to expend $1,000,000 in
buildings and plant and Lo enmploy 240 hands. IL is
charged that by this concession the English syndicate
will have a "tremendous advantage" over Canadian
pulp makers, as .the Britishers will gel their raw ia-
terial free, for which the Canadian nanufacturers have
to pay $3 to $4 per ton.

Before expreusing any judgment on this matter we
should prefer to have more complete information than
lias yet been published. The o-fn. J. N. Gibsan of
1-ainiltoi, who is leld responsible for what is repre-
sented to be a niost unjust concession to au English
syndicate is so honourable a mian, and so slrewd in
business iatters, that it is difficult to believe lie would

be a party to such a deal as is represented. Ai exparte
tatement uay be accurate as far as it goes, but it is in
ill cases better to hear the other side before 'giving a
verdict.

TI-1E INDIAN REVOLT IN MINNESOTA.
The United States is again at war with Indians on

one of the national reservations. The seat of war is in
Northeirn Minnesota where a tribe of Chippewas fell
upon a snall body of United States regulars and killed
quite a niumber of oficers and men. The nimmediate
cause of the revolt was an attempt to arrest an hidian
chief who was alleged to have been engaged in an
illicit whisky traffic. This, however, vas only a match
which fired a train already laiçl for an explosion. The
real trouble arose over a grievance of the Chippewas
in regard to their treatment by American officials.
They had been granted certain " timber limîits" as we
say in Canada. In the management of these lands so
as to give the Indians their proper share of their pro-
ceeds, a business whiclh was in the hands of govern-
ment appraisers, the Chippewas allege that tiese
oflicers committed gross frauds. They charged them
for services ten tinies what was fair, and made false
returns to them of the proceeds of sales. The lumber-
men are.charged with having stood in with the officials
in robbing the Indians out of hundreds of thousands of
dollars. The story of these people is no novelty for
the Amierican Indian Agent las a bad record for fraud
and corruption. This outbreak is an especially un-
tinely one for those in the States who favour the
imperialistic policy, for it is being used by those who
object to expansion by acquiring Cuba and the Philip-
pines as Anerican colonies, as a proof of the utter
incapacity of the United States to govern subject races.
The press figlt over this question is eliciting coin-
ments in disparagement of Anierican political
institutions and public men whieh exceed in virulence
the worst attacks ever made by eneiies of the
Republic.

THE NEW YORIK CHANNELà COMPLAINEl) OF.

Sonie of the crities of this port vho seem to derive
satisfaction from every casuality to its shipping, seen
to be under the impression that such incidents are un-
known in other chlanuels, and that conplaints are not
made of similar defeets in other channels. The
secretary of the New York State Commerce Commission
presented a report to the meeting of this body held on
7th inst. in whieb lie points out that,

"The channels to the sea from the port of New
York are the subject of frequent criticism by those
using then, the chief cause of complaint being that
they are inadequate in deptlh, too narrow and too
tortuous.'-

This report calls on the Commission " to devise a
plan or system, for the coinmiercial expansion, of New
York to arrest the present decline and prepare for the
future, say a generation hence." 3ecause the cliannels
to the sea froi the port of New York are too shallow,
too narrow, and too tortuous, is no reason why defects
in the St. Lawrence route should remain unimproved,
but it is a good reason why the critics of this port
should stop their misrepresenting such defects by ex-
aggeration and speaking of themn as unkznown -ele-.
where.
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A ' COMING SUGAR PROBLEM.
The fact that the close relations which -will exist in future

between Cuba and the Unitad States will have a marked ef-
feet upon the production of sugar throughout the world is
keenly appreciated on the European Continent, as indicated
by reports which are coming ta hand from Gernan sources.
It is evidently feared that the policy already enforced by the
United States, in shutting out beet-root sugar by tariff legis-
lation will be given a firmer basis in the future by the im-
mense supply of cane sugar which will lie available froi
Cuba and Porto Rico.

America lias a demand for sugar of two millions of tons, of
which Louisiana supplies 200,000 tons, while 100,000 tons
cone fron beet, sorghum, imaple and other domestie sugar
productions. Before the last revolution, the Cuban sugar
production anounted ta over one million tons. lu well-
inforued Ainerican sugar circles they are convinced that
Cuba will cover the entire sugar denand for America in the
course of two or three years. This means for the Anerican
nation in the first place the yearly deficiency of a round $54,-
000,000 which the duty on inported sugar bas hitherto pro-
duced. It ineaus at the saune time the destruction of the
sugar production of Louisiana, which cannot exist without
the protection of the duty.

In the meoasure in which Cuba supplies the demand for
Ainrica. Aterica ceases ta be a custoner of other cane
sugar andbeet sugar, and this fact is wakinxg up European
beet countrias ta a sense of the problemx that will face it in a
litth while. Of beet sugar the U.S. imuports about 300,000
tons; the rest of the import cane sugar. When America
coases ta be a buyer of cane sugar, the English market, which
lias hithorto been the chief custoner for beet sugar, re-
mains for cane sugar. England bas during the last year
consumued aver 2,500,000 tons of sugar, of which about 300,-
000 came from Cuba and Porto Rico. As far as America
ceases ta be a customner, ho whvole English sugar demand
can bu supplied witi cane sugar. Then Europe will sit with
hur export premiums, and can realize nothing from then. It
is expected already that by the next harvest the changed cir-
cumnstances of Cuba will count for inuch, as suflicient cane
sugar stands in the field ta supply 500,000 tons about double
as iuch as lastharvest supplied.

THE RAT A CURE FOR 13ALDNIESS.
A Chinese gentleman advocates the rat as an article of diet

for those suffering fromt baldness. What the carrot is ta a
horses' coat, lue says, a rat is ta the huim n uhair. Neither fact
can ibe explained, but every horseian knows that a regimuen
of carrots wili make his stud as suooth and lustrous as vol-
vet, and the Chinese, especially women, knov that rats used
as food stop the falling out of hair, and make the locks soft,
silky and beautiful.

Woe have hoard of the eliicacy of mouse pie in a trouble-
saoma condition of childhood, when like the manna that feull
froin leaven "somae was wet and somae was not." It is
within our meiory too that yellow soap bas been pre-
scribed for liver complaint. Again live suails without a
doubt have saved many a victim of consumiption. But rats
for baidness. Ye gods ! Why have we beenu so blind ?
Is not "I Washîea Washee " himîself with bis queue a living
proof of the redents possibilities ? Does not science tell us of
the existence of latent forces ? The rat, mayhap, that bur-
rows underground ta escape its natural fos-the dog and
cat-vas once upon a time an hirsute animal, but in the fer-
ocious survivai of the fittest it became a skulking thing that
loved the niglit and lost its shaggy coat. Instead of growing
outward this grew inward in form of flash and blood. To
cook and eat it then as a remedy for baldness is self evident.

We do not pause ta consider carrots thus synthetically,
like Rougemont Crusoe, ta question us is ta embarass us.
Nor can we answar why those hairs in the region of the rats'
snout continued ta sprout outward, unless in the trivial re-
1aion of the sonig "Still bis whiskers grew."

Nevertheless as a'hair restorer there nay be mueb- of sug-
gestion in the rat. It should make the fortune of some of
our patent medicine vendors. le would be a foolish Faust,
however, who would put ta practical test the prescription-
" There are more things in Heaven and earth than is dreamt
of in thy philosophy" notwithstanding.

TO MINING INVESTORS.
That " distance lends enchantmient to the viev" is as true

of gold-fields as of Alpine slopes. The Klondyke fever bas
left stranded many a poor fellow whose har3 earnings of
years were spent in trying to reach that land of promise.
Among the muining enterprises cast into the shade by the
Klondyke boom is that known as the Granite Creck iMiin
Company, Ltd. A report lias just been presented ta its credi-
tors stating that the company has an indebtedness matured
and maturing amounting ta $30,000. An expenditure a
$25,000 is required ta develop the property and $25,000 more
of working capital is needed. These conditions render iL
necessary ta raise $75,000, which the stiareholders are asked
ta subscribe for by taking bonds, or to make a loan for the
the amount. It is pronounced impossible ta raise this sumt
from the publie, and the shareholders are therefore urged ta
find money to pay the company's debts and pro-
vide working capital, failing which the Granite
Creek Mining Co. will have ta be liquidated.
Ail of which makes up a pleasant outlook for those who are
creditors and shareiolders of this enterprise. The promoters
should have settled themnselves at the Grand Hotel, Paris, or
the swell hostelry of some other European city, and there
dined and wined on a sumuptuous scale so as ta attract at-
tention, and catch foreign investors who have a penclhant for
mining investmients in this country, of the merits of which
they judge by the glitter of a prospectus, and the elocuence
of promoters. Here, we are too near the districts where El
Doradoes are said ta exist ta lie caught so readily, and our
money bas been too hardly earned ta be thrown after wild
cats, though saine Canadians seem ta have had a desire to place
one of these animais in their ienagerie, or museuin Of stuffed
investiment curiosities, amongst which decoy ducks promin-
ently figure as reininders of past adventnres in speculative
sport.

A N1EW YORK BROKER ON THE STOCK
EXCHANGE.

Mr. Henry Clews, the well known, Nw York stock broker,
seemus ta have been in a relie.tive nood wben writing his last
circular. Ile recalls, "the historical Black Friday deal
twenty-nine years ago." In this he is a littie out as that î
dark day occurred in May, 1866, notin 1869, The situation
in New York nust-be serious vhen it recalls suci a.tine of
disaster. Mr. Clews refers ta one operator of that day as
having died in a lunatie asylum, and another as having had
"a knock down blow in the panic of 1894." As a witness ta
the causes of the fluctuations in stocks AIr. Ole vs is decidedly
interesting. fe writes : "At the present timie Wall Stretd
is under the influence of a severe collapse in certain indus-
trial stocks, which it will survive thé saine as it survived the
gold crash, and Wall Street will remain just where itis, not
only during our time but that of those who comae after us.
Ail the large industrial stocks go up and down through
manipulation. They are all backed by a clique of bold and.
powerful mnoneyed men. When those people load up with
the shares, then no obstacle can keep thei down : but when,
they sell out their holdings they step froin under and leave
the market unprotected. The room traders then invariably
jump upon them and pound them down ta low enough prices
ta biing the old heads back again into themr. Sugar is nov
going through this process. A few days since it was tobacco;
it broka from 1521 ta 118, and within a fow days, sugar's top
price for this year was reached Aug. 26th, when it sold up ta
146. It is now selling at 113. Last year's top price for

sugar was 1594, and the lowest 109, in the month of March.
It sold still lower in March of this year, the price being 107.
W'hat the chances of caqual, outside operators are in such
a struggle we leave our readers to estinate."

THE MUTUAL RESERVE.
The trustes of the Mutual Reserve Fond Life Association in

Now York have elected George D. Eldridge, first vice-presiden
and actuary ta lil the vacancy caused by tho resignation of
Thomas L. James, who retired on July 6. A feeling bas arison
that may lead to the retirement of President Frederick A. Burn-

alim, and the firm of Tracy, Boardman & Platt lias been retalned
there anuent. Varions rel:orts attributed this move to dissatisfac-
tion with an old contract with M. D. Moss as general manager
and to the discontent of the lifteenr-year class of members. Vice-
President Elridge Is credited with saying that " The contract held
by Mr. Moss, whereby ie should receive 85 par cent of the first
year's premimnis on new business, ceased absolutely to exist on
Dec. 31, 1897. An ameuded contract was thn made, and this
was cancelled in the middle of last July. Relative to the re-

1orted move against President Burnham it is belleve'd that It must
be wholly due ta the deubt of soine members as to the wisdom of
the increase which was ordered in the rates of the flfteeu-year
class." The report of the New York state insurance depart.
ment on the affairs and condition of the Mutual Reserve Pund,
which was filed at Albany on June 2, criticised sone of the other
methods of the association, but said in regard to the increased
rates that it was apparent that during the earlier years of the
association's existence, inadequate premiums were collectei
fromn the older inebers,while from the persistent younger eus it
appeared that the premiums collected were quite sulficient. The
Canadian branch has bean promptly paying maturing claims as
usual.

FIRE PROTECTiON AND INSURANCE RATES.
The time of insurance mon usually present at the conferences

of the Pire Underwriters' Association, was largely taken up early
In the week with a canvass of the situation as regards protection
and rates in the North-west. In view of the modification of
prices of insurance, many Lowns and villages are improving their
facilities for protection against lire. The cost of bonds for the
purpose Is more then amply repaid by the saving lu rates or lire-
losses, especially with the low rates of interest now obtaining.
It le hlgi time many of the lesser municipallties bestirred them-
selves lu this respect-if they would provide against a possible
rude awakening. The advice Is applicable east and west. It is
not the fault of the insurance managers if the caution romains
to long unheeded.

BUSINESS VICISSITUDES.

The wrecks of gallant ships on the fateful Sable Island, or the
derelicts whici find their Iaven in the Sargasso sea, are not so
numerous as those farmers who with prond hopes embark on the
sea of business, and after a more or less tempestuons voyage
bring up in a few short years highr and dry upon the rocks. To
wring dollars fron the soi, aven whien wheat sells low and mort-
gages threaten is apparently a smiling experience compared to
entering into business and be aware all too early that it le only a
question of time whon the knife will fall, as fall it must when
the asset of experience l not brought to bearý upon the struggle
for existence in a new sphere of action. " If our foresiglit had
been as good as our aftersight we would have been botter off a
long sight" is a paraphrase which carries umuch point to many of.
the husbandry class who have been sucked lu the maelstrom of
thIe debtors court by aspiring ta those pursuits for which they
were undtted-doubtless to one Louis Couture of St. Francois
River Du Sud, Que., who six years ago gave up farming and put
his hard won cash In a general store. Three -years -later ha got
tuto difficuliies and compromised at 75c in the dollar. Now he
ias assigned a second time.

To be adjacent to a large and popular store in the sane line of
businesî, is not the best earnest of success, and when the large
store lu question is a liberal and aggressive advertiser, the
chances must indeed ba slim. -StIll John Bull, men's furnish-
ings, St. Catherine street, bas stuck ta bis guns' nobly, as one'
bearing such traditional name slould, and for more thran a year
has been battling against heavy odds. He bas beau obliged to
capitulate at last to the extent of askihg from his creditore more

time, Bull started in the .fall of '97, buying the stock of the
estate late R. MeConkey, prior to which h e was clerking lu a
large retail drygoods house bre.

Frank M. Sullivan, dealer in safes and secales, St. James St.,
Montreal, bas assigned at the instance of G. W. Renfrew & Co.,
of Quebec. The liabilities amount ta about $11,000 and there
are seventy-one creditors. The chief among them are Burrell,
Stewart & Mille, of Hamilton, $1,088; M. Curran, Montreal,
$2,080; Gurney, Massey & Co., $8506; Kemp Manufacturing Co.,
$400, and Renfrew & Co., Quebec, $t,280. Mr. Sullivan has
been in difficulties for some time past and within the past year

,has been sued frequently. At the lastcivie Lye.election Mr, Sul-
livan had aldermanic aspirations, when ho contested a seat ln the
St. Antoine division against Ald. Ames.

The executors of the estate late Thos. O'Brien, general store,
Lyons Brook, N.S., have written creditors asking them to accept
50 per cent of their claims in full settlement. It Is said the
estate ow'es about $2,000 tu a deceased brother. Effortà are
however being made by the executors to put aside this claim,
falling which the composition will not be more than 25 per
cent. O'Brien died in the early summer.

Marel & Co., men's furnishings, Ottawa, have assigned. This
firn is registered as being owned by E d. Farmer, but it appears
Thos. Marcil is the real owner, the latter using his father.in-
law. as a cover, Marcil having been unsuccessful in a previous
business essay. The liabilities are said tu ho about $2,200, which
is considerable, as the present business was o nîy commenced last
April.

Casson & Co., grocers, Toronto, have assigned. It is under-
stood Mrs. J. E. Cassoun as been the sole owner of this business
since last February, wlheu on account of lier husband failling for
$6,000 the previouB fall, she registered proprietorship witlout
changing style. This was made necessary by reason of some of
the creditors refusing ta consent to the 25 cent composition of-
fered.

J. A. Pelletier, general store, River Ourelle, whose assignment
was noted in these columus sone couple of months since, lias
now been enabled ta edect settlement with creditors on the basîs
of 05 cents in the dollar spread over 12 mronths.

J.1.Slack, picture franes, etc., Ottawa, bas assigned alter
being in business there for the last nine years, He got into dit-
ficulties once before, in Joue '195 and was forced tu assign, set-
tling eventually for 50 cents lu the dollar ou small indobtedness.

Consequent upon the recent lire which laid in waste the thriv-
ing village of Treherne, Man., Urbain Engelvain, general store-
keeper thore, bas been compelled to seek compromise at 75
cents inu the dollar.

Thos. G irard, Jr,, general store, Napierville, Que., has assign-
ed. Girard at one time conducted a small store at Girard Sta-
tion, but romoved tu Napierville last siummer.

Another New Westminster fallure instalmnent by roason of the
recent fire. ls that of A..A. Richmond & Co., clothing, etc., who
are offering compromise. They started last spring.

Kerby, Gee & Co., produce merchants, Toronto, who helid a
meeting of creditors last week, the result of which was not
divulged when last going ta press, have now assigned.

L. Prevost, grocer and baker, Montreal, bas aesigned with
liabilities estimrated at $5,000.

We are in close communication withî theaccountaut, who was acting manager of the branch at the time,
the manager being away on a vacation; we are also in close

* communication with the solicitors, and we feel satisfled thateverythîing was done and thalt no time was lst In gettln to workafter thie robbery was discoverei. Mr. Durnford, the Irspector
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started within two or three hours after Our receiving the advice
of the robbery, and he is now in Winnipeg. The inspection of
the brach took place a very few weeks before the robbery, and
everything was reported as satisfactory by Our inspector. The
money was at the time in the treasury. The manager, who was
away for hi% holidays at the time of the theft, has returned ta
Winnipeg, and everything is beiug doue ta trace the robbers. So
soon as any trace of them is discovored, the bank fully intends ta
use every endeavor ta sift the matter, and when the culprits are
round it Is our full intention to punisi them in the severest way
possible. l the annual statement submitted to you to-day, you
will observe tliat it differs soinewhat fron those of former years,
asin compliance with the repeated requests of one of our
esteemed shareliolders, we have printed laet year's statement
parallel with the present one. I hope In doing so we have met
the wlshes of the shareholders. You will all be pleased ta sec
the general manager back among us. [le was persuaded ta take
a holiday, whicli we all know lie required; and it is needless ta
say iow well it was earned after twenty years of liard work in
the Bank. We are glad ta see him back, and hope lie lias cone
back in restored health, both for his own comfort and for the
great benafit that we all know the Bank will derive froi it.
(Applause.) • I will now move the adoption of the report.

The motion was seconded by Mr. S. H. Ewing.
The general manager explained that of the money stolen from

the Winnipeg branch, $25,OO consisted of five $5,000 notes which
could ionly pass from one banik ta another; they were absolutely
non negotiable, and if a private individual was found lu posses.
sion of saah a note, it would render hn liable ta arrest, because.
on the face of it it showed that It was simply for passing'from one
bank ta another. In addition, there were $17,000 of legal ten-
ders, 0f which, they were advised, several were in $1,000 bills.
Probably these were of the same class as thé $5,000 bills, but lie
did not like ta say positively, as suclh a stateinent might lie mis-
leading. He thought, however, it mighît fairly be believed that
$10,000 more would be of an irredeemable character, making the
total amount ta pass from one land ta another not more than
$12,000. He thanked the president for the very kind remarks
that had been made In reference ta himself, and stated that l-
stead of twenty years, as mentioned by the president, he liad
been lu the service of the ba:nk a little more than twenty-eight
years.

A $5,000 bank note similar ta those stolen from the branch at
Winnipeg, was passed round among the shareholders, after the
general manager had-read the wording upon it, showing that
l this note is given only ta a bank ta which the •Bank Act of
Canada appiies, and will be redeemed only when presented by
one of such banks."

" That," remarked the general manager, "I think pretty an-
curately defines who le entitled ta use those notes."

THE DISCUSSION.

IAlr. John Crawford, on behalf of the shareholders, expressed
pleasure that the directors had acceded ta hie request, and had
printed last year's statement along with the present. He con-
sidered that the stop had been wisely taken, and thonght that
the shaireholders, ta a man, were exceedingly thankful for the
concession. He did not see anything in the general statement ta
express an opinion upon. It was very similar to tliat of last year,
and the profits Of the two yeErs approachLed each other very
closely. He endorsed the remarks made by the president re-
garding the pleasure with which they saw the general manager
back among tliem in sucih good health. He spoke of the Win-
nipeg robbery a an unfortunate occurrence, but the like of
which it was extremely difficuilt ta guard against. le would
like ta know if the present system of inspection was as perfect as
it could be made, and expressed the hope that the investigation
into the affair would be thoroughly exhaustive, and that. if the
offender were detected, lie would be punished, not for the sake
of punishing the individual himself, but for the sake
of banking interests and - the community generally. There
should be no compromise lu a matter of that kind, it should be
pushed ta the very utmost.

Mr. S. H. Ewing made a few remarks appreciative of Mr.
Crawford's satisfaction at the publishing of last year's statement
aiong with the prosent one, and aiso fittingly alluded ta the re-
trn of the general manager, after which the motion for the
adoption of the report was unanuimously concurred in.

Mr. John Crawford thon moved :-
" That the thanks of the shareholders are due and are hereby

tendered ta the president, vice-president and directors of the
bank, for thoir attention ta its interests during the year just
closed;,

lie spoke of the pleasure it afforded, him ta make the motion,
touched on the great responsibility that rested upon the direc.
tors in administering an institution 80 widely scattered as the
Moisons Bank, and referred ta the satisfactory manner in which
they discharged their responsibilit.

The motion was seconded by Mr. James Wilson, and was car.
rIed unanimously.

In rùply, the president said: I thank you very much, on be.
half of the directors, for the very kind vote of thanks that you
have just passed. Earlier in the meeting Mr., Crawford made a
remark abaout dividing the profits among the shareholders oach
year, after the Rest hadl reached a certain amount, but we really
Cool that Il increasing the Rest In the way we have been doing,
and as we have haped ta have doue this year, It is a greater pro-
tection for the. shareholders' dividends than if we divided the
earninge o thie bank eaci year. We hope we may be allowed
ta continue ta deal with the profits In that way. With reference

inspectIon I may. say that it ls very, very thorough. In this

unfortunate case at Winnipeg, we had two men sleeping in the
bank et the time ; so that irrespective of the safe and the pre-
caution adopted in connection with It, the mon sleeping near the
vault should bc the best system obtainable. Once more, on be-
half of the directors, i would beg ta thank you very kindly for
your remarks.

The meeting thon proceeded ta the election of directors, and
the scrutineers soon reported that the' old board had been re-
elected, viz.: Messrs. Henry Archbald, J. P. Cleghorn,.S. II.
Ewing, S. Finiley, W. M. Macpherson, H. Markland Moison and
W. M. Ramsay.

At a subsequent meeting of the directors, Mr. W. M. Mac-
plierson was re-elected president. and Mr. S. H. Ewing, vice-
president.

Dressed poultry [s appearing on the market
contemporary with the first sapient re-
marks of Le Rédacteur anent the belated
date of Thanksgiving. and these are Il
good demand at full prices. Feeditufs
are easier, the open season being a severe
competitor in furnishing grass for stock
Groceries are moderately active and with
ont Incident save of the kind which ,0
reiterate would be tantamount to informlý
ing readers that the "Dutch have taken
RHoIland."

aloof. If it were only certain that the
leather market was solid, much of the
lesitancy oi the part of matînfacturers,
jobbers and dealers would disappear. A
feature of recent export trade was a ship-
nent to South Africa.

MITs AND lIAj) wAlm.-T- G specula-
tive business in pig tin which lias been
gcing on in Londou for some tiie past has
apparently moderated,but quouations show
vcry sliglt decline is yet. On the 5th inst.
