The
diffculty of getting these pocople into the
Church has been the ahsence of aay translation
of our liturgy, but that is now happily over-
come ; and that the undertaking has boen
done in & manner worthy of the subjoct may be
judged from the fact that, when the manusoript
was submitted to the faoulty of the Luthoran
Theological Seminary in Chicago, who were
not likely to be prejudiced in its favor, they
reported : ‘It is & zood and fluent translation
of the ministerial offices, The language is pure
and ecclesiastioal in form.

LUTHERAN PROTESTANTISM.

The following letter appeared in Good Fri-
day's issue of the Zimes (April 19). It is ad-
_dressed to Protostant-minded Churchmen by
Dr. Cheetham, Archdeacon of Rochester, and is

a8 follows :—

8ir,—The 19th of April is the birthday of
Proteatantism, or at any rate of the name
Protestant. It was on the 19th of April, 1629,
that the Evangelical members of the Imperial
Diet assembled at Speyer, made that protest
sgainst an edict by which the msjorily in the
Diet sought to restraln the further progress of
the Reformation, from which they and their
adherents received the name of ‘ Protest-
ants.”

Now what did Protestantism mean to these
original Protestants? It meant, in the flrst
place, & total rejection of the anthority of
the Pope It mesant the holding of juti-
fioation by faith. It meant to proclaim to
mankind that union with the Pspsl ~hurch
was Dot necessary (o brinw er to
salvation, Isam afraid it« - wo vuid that it
meant full liberty of conecience. The notion
that & man should be frec, so far as the law of
the land is coucerned, to think as he will of
things Divine and to worship God in his own
way, had as yet dawned upon fow.

But what did it mesn as regards worship?
Luther was at this time the great representa-
tive of Protestantiam. ILet us see what kind of
worship he practised snd 10commended.

He held a dootrine of the Holy Eacharist
whieh is scarcely to be distingnished from that
whioh is commonly held by Anglican High
Churchmen st the present day, nor did his con-
oeptions of ritual differ much from theirs. He
wae oontent to retain the ceremonial of the old
Church, rejecting only what was absclutely of-
fensive or undefying. He makes much the
same complalnt of the medieval service that
our own Reformers afterwards made. He
blames ' be soanty use of Scripture, the adop-
tion of i lie legends, ike saying of prayers by
the clorgy and choir only, and thatin an un
known tongue, which wore characteristio of the
old service. He would give far grester pro-
minenoe to the reading of the Bible, to preach-
ing, and to the congregational singing of verna
onlar hymns. But he still spesks of Mass and
Vespers in the service books which ke put forth
for the use of his own church at Wittenbers,
He waa content to retain Altar lights Huchar-
istic vestments, and Bastward Position; even
the elevation of the Host was retained until
1543, three years before his death, He wished
a representation of the Cracifixion to be placed
over the altar, and orucifixes are ¢ommonly
found iv Lutheran churobes even to this day.
He also recommended saricular confession. It
must not be mupposed that he ivsisted upon any
of these things as if they were matters of neoes
sity, or that heattempted to enforoe uniformity
or worship in the Evangelioal churches, What
1 wish to point out is that the most ardent of
Reformers, the most Protestant of Protestants,
was tolerant of many of the ancient cere-
monies,

Msy wo not also tolorate them? Is there
any necessary incompstibility between Protest-
aptism and the ceremonies which Luther was
content to tolerate in the Churoh when his in-
fluence was supreme? I detest law breaking
ag heartily as anyone ; but is it altogether im-
possible 8o to modify our formularies as to
permit usages which in the esrly fervour of
change were not ohjected to in the very focus
of the Reformation? 1 venture to suggest
these questions a8 food for thought now that

the birthday of Protestantism fallson so solemp
a day as Good Friday—s day when the thought
of our common redemption should draw to-
gether the hearts of Christians,—The Church

T®E QUEEN IN WALES.

———

To many of her Majesty's subjects it has beer
known for more than helf a géntury past that
our gracions Queen is ondowed with the “ gilt
of tongues.” In fact, she is one of the four
most accomplished linguists among living
ladies af Imperial rank, the other thrce being
ber own daughter, Victoria, the widowed Ger-
man Empress; Marie Feodorovna, the Russian
Czaripa; and Elizabeth, the Austrian Kaiserin,

The venerable Sovercign of these realms is
abgolute mistress of the four Huropesn Ian-

gusges—French, German, Italian, and Spanish
—which are moat interesting from a literary

point of view. Taking into consideration her
strong predilection for the “Land o’ Cakes” and
for the Highland people, it is by no meauns sur-
prieing that her Majesty should be “weel
acquaint with ta Guelic”; and we have been
informed that, some yeare ago, she assiduonsly
and successfolly studied one of the native
languages of ber Indisn Empire, Until last
Saturday, however, the great bulk of the Brit-
ish pation was igoorant of the fact that ite
revered Monarch was familiar with the Welsh
verpacular, and the snnouncoment that she had
availed herself of her exceptional knowledge
in that regard to acknowledge, with perfeot
ease and fluency, & small offering made to her
by a few Merionethshire peasants, was the
cause of no less astonishment to the public in
general than to the rnstic Cymry to whom the
Queen expressed her thanks in their nationsal
idiom. It appears that on Fridsy, shortly
before the time appointed for her Majesty's
drive from Pale to Bala, the Queen was told
that a deputation of Llanderfel villagers was
in sttendance, awaiting permission to present
to her s walking-stick, made of a hazelstem
grown in the distriot, and mounted with a
gold band bearing the inscription “ Llanderfel
fo H. M, Viatoris, R. L, 1889.” TUpon her
Majesty signifying her willingness to receive
the gift, the presentation committes was daly
admitted to the Presence, and its chairman,
Mr, D. Price, handed the stick to his angus
Sovereign with a few appropriate words, to
which—greatly to the amazement aud delight
of all the Cambrians present—the Queen, in &
clear voice and with a perfeotly correct pro-
nurcistion, replied, ¢ Diolch fawr iawni,” the
Eoglish meaning of which is ** I am very much
obliged to you" This unexpeoted compliment
to the Pricoipality was greeted with loud and
prolonged scolamations.— Daily Telegraph.

JACOB—A PAPER READ BEFORE THR
SUNDAY SCHOOL TEACHERS' ASSO-

Jacob then, having obtsined that on which
he had set his heart, has to be chastened and
dirciplined, and so rendered less unworthy of
his high calling and respounsibilities. =~ His
panishment follows almost immediately on his
gin; Jacob, the quiet, unadventurous man, the
tenderly cherished son, has to live in fear of

the brother whom he has wronged, has to leave
his mother, whom he never sees again, has to
start out entirely alone to s new couniry sud to
strangers. There ia no kind of murmuring on
the part of either mother or son, the punish.
ment is accepted, and note how at onoce it
is suftened by the tender mercy of God.  Very

arly in his journey a most beautifol vision is
ouchsafed to Jacob. He, the timid, heart sick

exile, is shown plainly the reality of those
gpiritual things - in which .he zo devoutly
believed, he is brought to a personal krowledge
of God, and to him is given, not only the

glorious promise f.r the future, but also the
comforting assurance for the present: “Iam
with thee, and will keep thee in all places,
whither thou goest, and will bring thee again
ioto this land.” Eminently cbaracteristio is
the way in which Jaoob receives this vision :
first with awestrack reverence, he realizes, as
he was intended to do, the actnal presence of
God with him in that lonely spot; in thankfal
faith he raises an altar there, and prays,—uot
for riches or honor, or prosperity in the new
land to which he iy going, but only that God
will be with him and bring him back to his
father's house *‘in peace.” Before he leaves
the place, he makes a vow, and years after God
has to remind him of this vow, and it is only
sfter its fulfilment that God blesses him anew,
ond changes his name to Israel. Do we not
sometimes, in stress of circumstances, make
vows, snd then forget them because so many
yonra have elapsed since the vow wus made?
Lot us learn from thisthat Grod hears our vows
and would havo us remember them. Time will
not allow us to follow olosely the gradusl
unfolding of Jacob’s character; he serves &
long and patient probation under Laban, who
uges Jacob’s own woapoos against him, and
deceives and oatwita him, as Jacob dec ived
and ontwitted Isasc ; his sin is brought home
to him more and more, and at last returning
homo, an outwardly prosperous man, there
comes over him a realization of his sin against
his brother, and the oid fear of him He
makes to him every reparation in his power,
confesses humbly the relations in which
he ought to stand to his elder brother: “ My
Lord Esan,” and *thy servant Jacob.” And
then having done all that his astute mind sug-
goats (0 ensure s peaceful meeting with his
brother, he sends on across the ford all that he
loves and valnes, and slone in the darkness, he
struggles all night with an overwhelming sense
of sin. He fights firet as it were with a man,
for it is against man that he has sinned, and in
& newly awakened soul it is the «in against our
fellow man that we feel most burdensome, then
as the faller tide of repentance fioods Jacob's
soul, the sine against maa are a3 nothing com-
pared with the sins against God,—it is the Lord
with whom be is wrestling. The viatory is
won, though the scar of the old sin still
remains; Jacob has obtained the full for.
giveness and blessing which he craved, his sin
has been put away and he bas found Hsea,
Closely following upon the reconciliation with
God, comes the reconciliation with his brother,
sod from this timo to the cloze of Jacob's
honored life, we find no lapse into his old sina.
Irreverently and with unclesn hands he
snatched at great and high blessings, and God
allowed him to have them, but he had to learn
thorough discipline und trisl, loneliness, con-
trition and remorse ; what was the real grandear
of the blessings he had grasped. The one
element of greatness in Jacob was a longing to
poesess the best always, tho highest he comld
reach, and then instead of sinking under the
responsibilities he had rashly clasimed, he rose
up to them and became worthy of them.
“ Walk worthy of the vocation wherewity ye
are called.” So wo sometimes 8ee & ohild con-
firmed, whom we think too young, or wanting
in proper seriousmess; or & Priest ordsined,
who through thoughtlessness, or deficient teach-
ing does not realize what he is undertaking ;
but when that grace of Cunfirmation or of Ordi-
natiop has been given, nothing can take it
awuy, Isasc could not take from Jacob the
blessing once given, Let us pray that the
priest, the communivaat, the Sunday-school
teachar, may rise up to their responsibilities
snd - principles as Jacob did, even thongh like
him, it be afier many years, and through the
stern discipline of suffering. Does 1he life of
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the Christian seem too high to live up to?
Pray earmestly; your .prayer will ascend to
Heaven; pray truthfally, and grace will be
gont down to supply your need. There is for
us & ladder from earth to heaven, on it the
angels of God are constantly descending to us
as well as sascending to Him, arnd ahove it
standa the Lord, promising to bs with us even
to the end. Let us pray this Epiphany season
that to each of us may be given & more rev-
erent appreciation of our spiritual privileges, &
fuller manifestation of Himself through them
and in them | L.C W.

THE OFFICE OF LECTOR.

The Bishop of Lichfield has conferred the of-
ficc and title of Lector on thirty six persons
whose names are given in the Diccesan Maga-

zine. The office is one of great antiquity, and
was ‘held in high esteere in the Christian
Church, but it has long fallen into abayance.
In these days, however, when 80 many lay
members of the Church are giving sasistance to
the olergy in reading the Lessons in Divine
gervice, there is very sufficient reasona for re-
viving this office, and for assigning a definite
place among Church workers fo those who dis-
charge this verysolemn and important duty.
Hooker says that ‘che publie reuwding of Holy
Writ is & second kind of preaching.” In the
ancient Service Books of the Church of Eng-
land there was an admonition to be addressed
to lestors, some portions uf which are worthy
of reproduction :—

This Order took ite origin from the prophets
who nsed to announce to the people the Word
of God, as did Ezra and others,

And so they receive authority from the
Bishop to recite in the hearing of the people
the prophoecies and other lections of (he sacred
Canon, They ought, therefore, to be instracted
in the Holy Soripiures, thatthey may both
understand what they read, and sccentuate it
oorrectly, and pronounnce it distinotly, 80 as nol
to hinder either the understanding or the de
votion of those who listen. For the voioe of &
lector ought to be impressed not only on the
ear butonthe heart, beoause, as saith St, James,
‘we ought to be doers of the Word and not
hearers only,’

Le.tors were cslled in former times heralds
or proolaimers, and this office our Lord Himself
iostitnted and exercised, when, in the syns-

. gogue at Nazsroth, He opened the Book of
Lsaiah and read there ‘The Spirit of the Lord is
uporn Me, beoause He hath snointed Me (and
suut Me) to presch the Gospel to the poor.’

From which it is clear that leciors who an-
nounce to the people the Word of God should
themselves be eminent for epiritual grace.—
Lichfield Diocesan Magazine,

PAROCHIAL MISSIONS TO THE JEWS
FUND.

The Committes of the Parochial Missions to
the Jewa in their last report just received,
acknowledge most gratefully the increased sup
port which has boen accorded during the past
year.

The aggregate income for the year, from all
sources has amounted to £1173 1ss, 10d , being

an increase of £323 18s, 6d., over that of the y

provious yesr.

The Commitice acknowledge their deep
gratitnde to their friends in Canada for their
most ganerous support and co-operation. They
have contribnied » much larger sum this year
than im any previous one, smounting in all to
£217 10s, 2d. They especiully thank in this
connection their indifatigable Honorary Seare-
tary, the Rev, J. D, Cayley, for bis successfal
labora.

They still deplore the lack of interest and
sympathy, exhibited by the msjority of Church-
wen, In the face of the distinot command of
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our Lord, it is dificult to acoount for this
strange indifference snd aputhy. [t ik necdlens
to remind them of their duty to tbe Jews, for
it is not qrestior.ed by any, Tt is udmitled on
evory hand, that something more than hersto-
fore ought to be dono by the Church for her
Jewish parishioners, and that both Clergy and
Laity should be made to feel the solomn respon-
sibility resting upon them to set before the Jews
the unsearchable riches of Christ, However
feeble the effort may be, it will surely tend to
the glory of God and the honor of cur Churoch,
if only oarried out ir a spirit of faithfulness
and loyalty to right principles.

The Committee add how to reach the Jew-
esges is & question groatly exercising the
minds of all engaged io the work of the Fund
It is an urdonbied fact that male s encies have
hitherto failed in influencing them in sny way,
thus distinctly implying that if the Church is
to do eomething for their spiritual welfare, it
must be done in the first instance by women,
Much of Mr. Lord's anccess among the women
of St. Olave's Parish, was due to the devoled
labors of his sister Misg Lord. Will any ladies
volunteer to undertake this special work? The
necessary qualifications are—love to Christ,
loyalty to His C hurch—sand & yearning desire
that ‘* Lsrael mightbe saved."” i

The report concludes with the hope tbat &

The service
wae conducted by Rev. Prof. Jones, of the
Royal Military College, Kingston, who also
conducted the morning service., At the mis-
sionary meeting the first speaker was Rev. Mr.
Young, who spoke at length regarding his
parish, or mission, which he oalied an off
shoot of the restory of Gananoque. Mr. Young
gave an interasting sketch of the progress of the
Church’s work in his missions, and said the
day was not far distant when a sub division
would have to hemade, Rev. Mr, Scantlebury,
s young and earnest worker, gave his ex-
perience in North Frontenac covering s period
of five yoars, When ordsained five years ago
he was given a mission field embracing four-
teen townships, since which time, owing to the
rowth of the Church, it has been divided and
sub divided until now he bas all he can attend
to in three missions contained within two
townships, the other portions having grown at
the rame rate and supplied with missionaries
by the libersality o! the Mission Board. Rey,
Me. Jarvis gave a brief sketch of the work of
the Miesion Board of this diogese, and said the
Church's work was progressing 8o rapidly thas
8 larger sum was required each yoar for mis-
sion work, although many of the missions were
now seif sustaining and many others would
goon be self sustaining., This year an extra
sum of three thousand dollars is required for
the work, and he waa certain it would be raised,
Daring the service the choir sung & number of
missionary bymns, and taken altogether the
gervice was a most enjoyable one. The collec-
tion was a respectable one aud in excess. of
those of former years, The clergymen present
were loud in praise ot the services inm Christ
Church, characterizing them as the brightest
sod heartiest in the diocese.— Gananogque
Journal, .

KzmprviLnLs.— The Memorial Church of
Kemptville was burdened with a mortgage of
$4,000 for five years. Interest during that pe-
riod came to $1,600 ; when the mortgage fell
due five years ago, $1,000 was paid off, reducing
it to 83000, the interest being lowered involved
$180 per annum for the next five years, A year
passed leaving the debt untonched. When the
parishioners assembled in church «n the first
Sunday of Jauuary, 1884, they saw a black
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board hanging on the eastern wall of the nave,
to the right of the chancel arch, with 3 000 little
squsres carefully cat into it, each capable of
holding an ordinary brass headed nail, Several
wondered, whilst some pondered in their minds
as to the limits of Ritualism, but they bscame
reassured when the Rootor, Rev. Mr. Emery,
explained the sitnation after the Nicene Creed.
He told them as they sent in their dollars
towards the debt on the charch they would see
the receipt on the board in the form of brass
headed nails, S

Results : In the last four years $1,800 bave
been paid in, and s0 many brass nails have filled
80 many squares.

When the mortgage became dae the 1sf inst.,
it was reduced to $1,200, drawing interest at
$72 a year, with liberty of paying the “capital
as soon as possible.

DIOCESE OF ALGOMA.

UrrmnatoN,— On Sunday, Jan. 19th, the Lord
Bishop of Algoma consecrated St. Paul's Church
here. A few words &s to ils history should in

terest all for whom a record of self-denying
effort and its realization has any charm. Twenty
yesrs ago, or more, the mission of Uffington
was first visited by & clergyman, then resident
at Bracebridge. Services wero held from house
to house, so to speak—by and by, logs were
provided by th.» people, to form the walls of a
smell church. These logs, on being drawn fo
the site, were considerad to be too long, so were
reduced by 6 feet.

They were then erected, forming & building,
27 x 19, and stood in this state for some time,
when they were roofed in, and windows put in,
Later, the bell was putin position, and a tower
erected by Mr, Cooke. This bell was given
many years before a church was thought of, by
a settler, then leaving the district, who left it
for that purpose, to another settler who, in
turn, handed it to Mr. Cooke.

In 1881, Mr, James Kirkpatrick purchased
the farm, on part of which this log building
had Feen erected, and, finding that the site was
still part of the farm, before purchasing, he
prooured a deed of site from I:aac and Hliza
Jane Hughes, which he handed over to the
Bishop. Finding that the church was in bud
repair, roof leaky and eeats falling down, Mr.
Kirkpatrick and the Messrs. Thompson re-
shingled and reseated the building. Oa Mr,
Kirkpatrick being toid by others that his labor
‘was ip vain, he said, * Not 8o, in tep yeards we
shall see things very different.’ Sanday's work
shows how true those words wera, In 1884
Uffington was made a separaie mission, and the
first clergyman in charge appointed. After
laboring for some three years, he resigned, and,
for the next twelve months, Uffington had to
depend, for Gospel offices, upon the clergy of
Buaacebridge and Gravenhurst. At the expiry
of this time, & second clergyman was appointed
who, finding the church ous of ropair, and too
small for the congregation and the decent
celebration of Divine Worship, suggested the
restoratica and enlargement of the oid building,
or the erection of a new one, but was told that
both were quite oat of the quesiion. To test
the power of the congregation the purchase of

& new organ was decided on, the old one hav-
ing outlived its usefulness. The congregation

stood the test and in two montbs, with the help
of friends in Oftaws, a fino beautifully toned
Dominion organ was bought and paid for.
Stimulated by this success, the congrogation
was emboldened 10 procecd to the erection of a
new churoh, At the Bishop's visitation in
March, 1889, the plans aud specifioations were
submitted to, and approved by his Lordehip.
the total estimated cost being $581, exclasive
of drawieg tnd furniture. In Jaly, the old
building (now known &s the church hall) was
romoved some fifty foet, and the new one
ereoted on the old gite, the site being, at onoe,
prepared by removing all the earth, subsoil.
&o, down to the solid rock, and on this the
foundations of grsanite and lime were built,
reaching in some cases, from 2 to 3 feet, in
others from 7 o 8 feot. In the northwest cor-
ner of the basement, provision wuas made for a
farnacs. Upon the foundation, the walls were
ereotud to & hoight of 11 feot, coverod by &
open roof, the walls being lined and plastered
inside, the roof covered in }-inoh pine, telted
and shingled, Oa the south side was oreoted
a roomy poreb, on the north an equally roomy
vestry, the latter completely fitted,

Double flooring was laid over the whole of
tho interior, the walls bsing wainscoted, the
windows throughout are lancet in shape—a
three light lancet in the east ond —all filled in
with stuined gluss manufuctured by Messrs,
Ritiott, Toronto, Kutering the church by the
principal entranoe, to the lefc is a handsome
front, presented by tho ohildren of St. Jude'’s
Charoh, Brantford, Walking up the nave, oro
sees & side door leading to ihe vestry; noxt the
chancel steps anu & striking feature, a trze
gothio chancel arch, Tho sanctuary railing of
polished maple, the gift of Mr. Cooke. Oakley,
oncloses & somewhat parrow sanctuury 22 foot
long, The sltar frontal is of crimson eloth
with monegram in centre, white and gold
orphroys, and super frontul of cloth of gold,
The super altar has also a froanwl of orimson
tnd gold, The dossal is comnosed of orimeon
snd violet oloth edged with gold. Upon the
oakep credence stands the communion plate
bearing the date of 1704 -

The ohoir stalls designed by Mr, Draper, and
the souting of the nave designed by Mr,
MoMurruy are all models of tasto and good
workmauship. ‘[he open roof which has been
oil-slained, gives & noble appearance (o the
whole, which stands & monament to the ability,
zeu! and devotion of the curate in charge.

Tho entite cost, furniture exoepted, is less
than $800. e geating and other furniture
cost $80, still to be raiced. The consecration
took place last Sunday at 10:30 8.m,, whon the
Bishop prosched from the text: ‘Ged is a
Spirit, and they that worship him mast worship
him in spirit and in truth.” That snch a baild-
ing shonld have been erected for 8300 was
astonishing to him and it showed careful super-
vision and harmonio1s sotion,

A celebration followed, at w ich there wera
39 sommunicants, At the children's servioe in
the afternoon the Bishop addressed and oate-
chised the children present, receiving satisfao-
tory replies to all but one of his questions, after
which he presented prizes to eleven children of
the Sunday school who had previously passed
an exsminstion in the Prayer Book.

OONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION

The Church News of St. Louis, Mo., says:—

The phrase * clerical beggary” is an outrage.
No clergyman oug..t to aceept the name, and
no man with & sense of what Christ's kingdom

on earth is would think of applying the alar.
The Church of God is not & “beggar,” by a
long way ; it is the Giver of all thav makes life
tolerabie ; rert, happiness, epiritual wealth, sns-
tenance for the soul, and blessed promiss for
what comes after the present life. The Church
ia divinely endowed, and independent of man’s
favor, it stoops to win souls for Christ, but not
for money.  David thanked the Lord that he
was permitied to give all his treasares for the
building of the temple, and if men would take
in all the meaning of his words as bhe made his
offering: * All things come of Thee, and of
Thive «wn have we given Thee,” there would
be no need to agk for gifts to carry on the work
of Cori:t among men. The things we call, in
common language, our own, belong to God
gifts, islents, money, endowments, capasily for
work, all are entrusted to our care, and for
the right use of which we will be held acconnt-
able, This is & serions mattor for a thonghtfal
man, and more sericus for the man who claims
what belongs to God to gratily his own will
and selfish pleasure. No, we are mistaken if
wo think we are doing a favor to Christ or His
Church by our gift or our work. We ought to
thank God from a fuil heart that we are per-
mitted to do anything or to give anything, It
i a privilege and not & duly. And & man with
the spirit of Christ in him gives, not because he
is under compulsion, not for the sake of a little
glory, not becuuse he expscts & reward; but
beoase he is a ohild of Goud, and so fulfills the
true purpose of his being.

The same paper adds 8s to acquiring & know-
ledge of the Christisn Year and the Prayer
Book :—

For 1hcse who perhaps are cut off from nearly
sll ministiations of tho Church exeept the
annual visit of the Bishop, a careful use and
study of the Prayer Bock will furnish all the
essentisls of the teaching of the Church. We
havo heard communioants in outlying missions
complain that they know but little about the
Chuich, ‘““they have had no instruction,” It
mav be partly their own fault. The Prayer
Book is in their hands; let them attentively
note the rubrics and directions, and read the

daily service, or at least that of the Sundays
and; Saints’ days; and it is easy to get the
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‘gpiritual affections into harmony with the
spirit of the Ohurch. And gradually the full
mesning of the Christian Year, with a olear,
permanent picture of the earthly life of Christ
flashes upon the mind, And with it all, the
appointed lessons and the portions of Seripture
for the Epistle and Gospel for Sundays and
Holy days, fornieh a consecntive and systom-
atic reading of God's Holy word ; and in sach
a manner as to add fresh {orce to each precious
truth as it is connected to the whole of revealed
truths in God's ways to man.

And berides the different offices set forth the]
doctrine of the Sacraments, the forms of belief,
and the right practice of the Christian life,
The office for the administration of the Holy
Commuuion explsins in clear light the meaning
and purpose of the Lord’s Supper. The minis-
tration of Bapiism unfolds what God requires
and what are the blessed vesults of entering into
His Fold. Tho order for Confirmation shows
clearly the duty and responsibility of a soldier
of Ciorist. The Creed tolls us what-to believe;
the Catechism, wlat to do. And io all the
offices, such 28 those for ‘he ordination of
Prients, the consecration of Bishops, the conse.
cration of Churches, the thonghtfal reader will
fird in the Prayer Book all necessary, if not
completely sufficient, knowledge of the teach-
ing of the Church in matters of Government,
Discipline, Daotrine rnd Practice. More than
one family, and moro than one clergymen can
trace not only their knowledge of the Chureh,
but the instrumentalily, under God, of their
coaing into the Church, to & stray Prayer
Book, possibly found in an attie, in a region
where the Church was unknown, The upshot
of the whole matter is, that the beginning and
fonadation of our knowledge of the ways of the
Church are to be found in an earncst, prayerful
use and study of the Book of Common Prayer.

CHURCH ENTERTAINMENTS.

To the Hditor of the Church Guardian :
Sir,—There has been considerable written of

late condemning the now quite provalent prac.

tice of holding entertainments for raising funds

for church purpoees, There is one way of look-
ing at the question though, that if the condi-
tions were complied with would feem to my
mind to justify the praoctice.

I will illustrate my idea by taking the oase of
an imaginary parish. Suppose & certain parish
has a debt upon its property, which has been of
long standing, and to all appearances would
seem to continue for many years to come were
it not for the ladies of said parish, who with
righteons indignation at the apparent deadners
of their sterner brethren, take the matter in
hand and organize themselvos into a society for
the purpose of liquidating the debt. Aware
that tueir own purses are unequsl for the par
po e they however realize ths fact that God
has bestowed upon them other talents besides
those of silver and gold, and it becomes their
endeavour to turn their -various talents into
these more paseable ones for the sake of helping
on their Master's cause and extonding his
Kingdom. As one way of making the exchagge
they give an entertainment. consisting of musio,
recitations, sale of fancy articles and refresh-
ments. Having advertised their entertainment,
when the time arrives the scciety opens shop,
a8 it were, and offers for sale the above men-
tioned goods at rock hottom prices; and as far
88 my opinion goes with such entertainments
people do get their money's worth. It makes
no difference to an honest Christisn dry goods

whether they can afford them or not, how they
obtained their money, &o., thoss questions are
not his province to enquire into; his duty is
to give honest values jor monies received. So
with the promoters of this ohurch entertain-
men), they bave advertised their goods for sale
a3 the merchant has his, and it is not for them
to inquire into the motives of those who patron-
izo thom ; they have only to give regulatiun
values for the oash received. Both the merohant
and the society carry on business for the same
purpose, namely of exchanging their goods for
cash at & profit. The difference is that whereas

L the mercbant gives bnt a small share of Lis

profita to God ; thia society devotes the whole
of both its capital and profits to His canse.

If the promoters of ehurch entertsinments
would follow the spirit of the illustration here
given—that is undertake them f.om a sincere
love to God and an earnest desire to devote
their time and talents to the advancement of
His canse, a8 well as discard from their enter
tainments all questionable forms of amusement,
there would not be the grounds f{or condemning
thia branch of church work that now exiat.

Let us not condemn this practice because in
the hands of some it is abused, bat rather exert
our inflnence by example as well as precept, to
oause the acts of all our brethren to proceed
from pure and honest love to God, that what-
sver way and every way we endeavor to serve
Him may be acceptable to Him, who desires
that in whatever we do we may do all to the
glory of God.

Canon Boyd, preaching of St. Oswald's
Church, Durham, on the eve of St. Oswald’s
Day, 1eferred {o the epiritual ancesiry of the
Englich Church people of the North. He said
they were the children of Oswald, of Aidan, off
Bede, of Benedict Biscop, of Hilda, and many
other saints like unto them,

Surely when they look back to their glorious
fathers in the Cbhareh of Engla nd, and espeocial-
ly in these northern diccoses of Darham und
Newcastle, when they saw through all the
vicissitudes of HEoglish history, from the
troubled duys of Oswald down to the days in
which they now lived. that this Church of God
had lived on from generation to generation;
when they realised the fact that they that day
confessed their faith in the words in which
@swald and Bede confessed theirs, that they
were living that day under t»2 ministry of that
continued line of priesthood which reached
from Oswal.’s day to the present; that they

were alill bathed in the same bath o1 regenera-
" tion a8 thoee saints were bathed in, and still ate
of the bread of which they ate, and drank of
the chalice of which they drank, at God's own
board, at God's own Eucharist, surely it would
stir up within them a double feeling, a feeling
of gratitude and a feeling of rerolve—a deep
feeling of gratitude to God for that, through
all the orisis of English history—through the

A

orisis of the rebellion of the Commonwesalth—
they still maintained this grand old English
Church in unbroken continuity. They could not
lose heart thongh muititudes gathéred around
them, and though voices raised the ory of
“Down with it, even to the dust!’

The recollection of the story of St. Oswald
and the other saints associated with him cor-
rected a very false impression common amongst
English people, and which did & great deal of
barm, If they were to ask most people how
Eng and was converted to the faith, they would
say that & certain good Bishop of Rome, St.
Gregory, sent & certain holy man, whom he
created an Archbishop, and this holy man, St.
Angustine, came to Kent, and there he preach-
ed the Gospel and established a Church, and
from Kent the Gospel of Jesus Christ went on
from kingdom to kingdom in England until at
longth it was established throughout its length
and breadth, He himself not long since heard
of an historic play, the title of which was “The
Conversion of England,” and this play repre-
sented the conversion of England as being due
entirely to the Roman Mission.

Now, what was the effect of believing this ?
Tho effect was that it was believed that they
owed to Rome the greatest debt of gratitude
that one people could owe to another people or
another Church; that from the first time at
which the Church existed in England it was
practically the danghter Church of the Roman
Communion, and that, however necessary the
Reformation was under the circumstances, it
yet practically was the daughter rising up and
smiting in the face the mother that gave her
birth,

Thke whole thing wae ulterly and adsolutely a
fiction. There was no portion of HEngland which
owed its Christianity directly to the Roman
Mission, except the county of Kent and certain
portions of the county of Middlerex. When the
King of what they should call Yorkshire wed-
ded the Christian daughter of the Christian
King of Kent, Paulinus came with her, and
brought with him also some other priests and
ministers, and he did preach the faith there to
win converts to Christ. He did build & church
there, but when the moment of danger came
Paulinus fled. He did what the present mis-
gionaries in Central Afrioa would not do, and
had been justified in not doing. When Paulinus
flad the people recently won to the faith were
not established in it, the influence passed away,
and the whole of the people of Yorkshire and
Bernicia, that was Darham and Northumber-
land, relapsed into heathendom, and they con.
tipued in this state unt’} at length missionaries
oame from Jona.

Jons was & missionary station that was es-
tablished by the Church of Ireland. Where did
the Church of Ireland get its Christianiiy
frora ? Why, strange to say, originally from
the Church that was existing before the Saxons
desolated that part of the country near to Iona
iteelf. St. Patrick went from Scotland to Ire-
land to preach the Gospel there and to establish
the Church of Ireland. The Scottish Church was
desolated and destroyed through the power of
the invader, and then St. Colomba came from
the Charoh in Ireland and reestablished the
Church in Iena and its distriot.

St. Patrick, as & matter of faut, therefore
gained his Christianity through Fritish Chris-
lianity, and the latter, traced to ita source, was
distinotly Oriental, and not in any sense
Western.,

The Reformation as an essential principle
was no new departure, It was kbuta movement
whereby English Churchmen went back to the
position of the Church of their fathers. A priest,
who had recently thovght fit to submit to
Rome, bad published a paper, the title of which
he set forth as ressons for submitting to the
Churoh of his fathers. Canon Body contended
that that priest had not submiited to the
Churoh of his fathers. He had deseried the
Church of his fathers, He had deserted the

Church of Aidan, of Oawald; of Bede, of Hilda,
and of Chad, and had yielded obedience to an
intrusive Episcopate.

It was their veneration for antiquity that
would make them true to the Church of their
northern saints. Not only did this remem-
brance of St. Oswald fill them with gratitude to
God for His goodness t0 them, and make them
resolve to be loyal to their inheritance, but it
would eave them from being fascinated by the
false lights of Roman controversialists, and
would keep them firm and true to the old
Churoh of their fathers.—Guardian.

THE BISHOP OF MANCHESTER ON
AGNOSTICISA,

In Tar CHURCH EcLxOTI® FeR FEBRUAKRY.

The Bishop of Manchester, preaching at St.
Saviour’s, Bamber Bridge, near Preston, took
his text from the words; “Wait for the
promise of the Father” (Aoctsi. 4). In these
days, he said, we had to encounter & very dif-
ferent theory of the origin of religious belief
from that given in the chapter from which the
text was taken, There were people who said
that it wus merely the latent instinct in man
which had ereated the purer and more spiritual
forms and sbapes of religious Lfe which history
had known, From Demos to the demi-god,
and from the demigod to the Divine Person-
ality revealed to Abraham, all the different

forms, it was alleged, had been created by the
spirit of man, by his latent religious imstinet.
In other words, God bad not created man, but
man had created God; and we were not to
look to the kingdom of God, but to the king-
dom of man for all progress in happiness and
prosperity, It was very easy to saysuch things.
That: theory, as a theory, was as good &s an-
other as a mere exprestion of opinion; but
what was the use of theories ? Their use was
to explain facts; but that theory desoribed
nothing, and explained nothing. What con-
clusion were they driven to if thoy accepted
that theory # Why, tothis, That so long as
men lived in the illusion that there was a
Divine power they wore wiser and betier, and
that when they rid themselves of that illusion
they became more foolish and worse. A man
must be strangely constituted who could believe
such a theory as that, Religion was simply a
bond to bind the soul to God, and if God were
an illusion religion was the bend that bound &
man to an illusion and must itself be an illusion,
How could anyone believe that, in the face of
the religious instinct that was in tho breast of
all the buman race? There was no race on
earth that did not have the feeling of depen-
dence upon & higher power. He krew that
travellers had testified to finding races without
the religions instinot, but ho said fearlossly
thatthose reports had never borne the seratiny
of strict investigation. It was said that the
Znlus had no such instinct until Bishop Han-
nington proved‘that they believed in & groat
ancestral god. It had been stated more recently
that the aborigines of Australia, who shared
with the Hottentots the reputation of being the
lowest of the human race, had no religious in-
stinct. That was totally false. Bat even the
man who knew them best thought so for
fourteen years, but when he became a8 it were
a member of their tribes he discovered to his
amazoment that they had a religion which no
woman of the tribes might know under penalty
of death, It was mnot true that thers was a
tribe anywhere on the earth’s surface that did
not know and believe that thore was something
diviner and Righer than iself, on which it must
depend. From the days that men carved their
hatchetis out of the flint they had felt that there
was 8 Being higher and diviner ihan them-
gelves, which would open their eyes and sup-
port their wills in determining to do what was
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sccording to their primitive ‘notions of right;
and so it had been down the long sges. In the
presence and in the dwelling of God man had
risen from the beast-like to the man.like, from
the man-like to the saint-like, and from the
saint-like to the Christian. Bat it was to be
observed that in the long devlopmont there had
been certain oritioal pericds. The development
had not bess at an equal inorenent of light and
power; there had been periods when the whole
human race had been lifted up to a higher

lane of insight and force, Thetheories of the
Fif‘e of the world and of the Church of God were
opposite one to the other. When lhe philoso-
pher looked into hie will and expected to find
there tho oreative power and all that was best
and noblest in his life, the humble believer
looked not within but above, The one thought
he would bo guided by the illuminating grace
of the Almighty; one worshipped self and the
other worshipped God, Let any body of men
in thie Jand live in selfish worldliness alone,
and in one gencration there would be such an
acceesion of ¢fiminscy, such a loss of strength
and courage, loss of purity and loss of peacs,
and all the world would flee from the people as
from the plague, In conclusion, he said there
was 1o institutiocn in this land that was safe.
Monarchy was not safe; aristooracy might fail,
democracy might fail—as it was obviously
fuiling in France—everything that was a type
of man might fail, but the kingdom of God
would not fail.

THE FEAST OF THE PURIFICATION.

(28D FxBRUARY.)

In the fostival of the Parification, as in that
of the Circnmoision, we see ancther instance of
our Lord’s obedience to the Law for man., He
whom the Heaven of heavens could not contain
was brought like any other first born child to
the Temple, that He might be redeemed, accord-
ing to the Law, whick thus constantly com.-
memorated the deliverance of the Israelites
from Egyptian bondage (Ex. xiii., 11~15.) His
parents brought Him, not with a lamb, not
with & splendid train of friends and servants,
bat with the poor man's offering—a pair of
turtle doves, or two young pigeons,

Bot He was 1ot to be left without witness,
Qne who was waiting for the Comnsolation of
Ierael, and to whom, thus waiting, God had
vouchsafed a special revelation, came into the
Temple, not by chance, but led by the Spirit of
God. His eyes were opened to sec, Here was
s little six weeks old infapt, with, so far as we
know, nothing about Him to distingnish Him
from hundreds of other children 80 presented,
yet the aged saint knew his Lord, and taking
Him up in his arms, he uttered that wonderful
hymn which has come from the heart and lips
of many an aged believer since that day, ‘ Lord,
now lettest Thou thy servant depart in peace
sccording to Thy word, for mine eyes have seen
Thy salvation.'

Nor was Simeon slone in his recognition of
the Meesiash. Anna, an aged and devout widow,
knew her infant Lord, and gave thanks and
spake of Him to all that waited for redem ption
al Jerusalem.

Waiting on the Liord ! That, it seems to me,
is the great lesson of this feast das’. Doubtless
Simeon and Anna saw enough every day to
grieve their hearts and {ry their faith. But
they waited, They studied the Scriptures,
which told them of the coming Messiah. They
did not forsske the Temple asd its services,
though they saw its priests atained with orime,
and its courts polluted by traffic and murder.
Thoy did ot lose heart, though all seemed
dark and hopeless, They waited, and God re-
warded their waiting with the sight of the
Messiah for whom they looked and prayed.

“ Wait on the Lord, be of good courage, and

He shall strengthen thy heart; wait, I say. on
the Lord " (Ps. xxvii., 14),—The Parish Visi-
tor, N.Y.

DEATH OF DR. DOLLINGER.

Dr, Dollinger, the illustrious historian and
divine, and the leader of the Qld Catholio
movement, died at Munioh on Friday evening,
10th January, at nine o’clock. Although suffer.
ing from influeneza, Dr, Dollinger was on Fri-
day engaged in his literary work whon he was
suddenly seized with a fit of apoplexy, which
proved fatal. The Last Sacramenis wore ad-
ministered to him by Professor Friedrich, an
Old Catholic, after which he passed quietly
away.. The late Dr. John Joseph Ignatius
Dollinger had nearly comploted his ninety-first
year, having been born at Bamberg, in Bavaria,
February 24, 1799, He received priest's orders

in 1822, snd almost immediately becams chap
lain to the diocese of Bamberg. In 1826 he
published & work on *The Doctrine of the
Bacharist duoring the First Three Centuries,”
which at once gained for him the repuuation of
a profound master of theology and & most
learned historisn. The fame ot this work led
to an invitation to lecture before the University
of Munich on the history of the Church, and
the substance of his lectures before that Uni-
versity was subsequently given to the world in
bis * Manaal of the History of the Church,” and
later in & most extended form in his ‘ Treatise
on the History of the Church,’ the first part
of which was published in 1838 and the second
in 1843, Dr. Dollinger was thenceforth recog-
nized throughout Germany a8 the greatest
divine of-the Roman Cathotis Church, Fora
short time he turmed his attention to politios,
and in 1845 represented tho Univorsity of
Munich in the Bavarian Parliament, and in
1851 he was a deiegate to the Parliameunt at
Fraokfort, where he voted for the absolute
separation of the Church from the State. In
1861 ho delivered a series of lectures advocat-
ing the abandoment of the temporal power by
the Roman See. His literary acuvity was very
great, and among other work which proceeded
from his pen were ‘Origins ot Christianity,’
*The Religion of Mabamet,” * The Reformation :
Its Interior Development and its Effects,’ ‘ A
Sketech of Luther, ‘The Chureh and the
Charches, or the Papsoy and the Temporal
Powe:.) Dr. Dollinger'’s psme obtuined &
world-wide celebrity by his vigorous oppositior
to the decrees of the Vatican Council and
especially to that one whioh declares the Infal-
libility of the Pope when addressing the Church
ex cathedra on questions of faith and morals.
"This breach with Rome led to his excommuni-
cation in 1871, but his conduct was approved
of by the Bavsrian Governmont, snd he became
the leader of all the German Roman Catholics
who were opposed to the Ultrumontare party.
The University of Oxtord conferred om Dr.
Doliinger the degree ot D.C.L. in 1871, and in
the same year he was elacted rector of the Uni-
versity ot Munich by fifty-foar votes against
six, Muny other degrees and scientific honors
were conterred on the venerable doctor, 4nd in
1874 the German Emperor, in recognition of
his services in opposition to the Ultrumontane
parly, gave him the Order of the Eagle, Second
Class, He presid:d over the Old Catholic Con-
ference, convened at Bonn, in September, 1874,
when it appeared that his views on ecclesins-
tical subjects had been greatly developed since
his rupture with the Cnurch, 88 he declared
that he and his collesgues did not consider
themselves bouud by the Council of Trent. He
also introduced a declaration, which was unauni-
monsly adopted, that the Euoharistio celebra-
tion in the Church is not a coutinuous repe-
tition or remewal of the great propitiatory
sacrifice. Dr. Dollinger was one of the most
remarkable instances in modern times of the

[

preservation of mental vigor to sn advanced
age. Hi> marvellons memory romained un-
impaired to the last, and up to a very fow days
ago he preserved his physical aotivity, and his
tall, upright form was daily familiar to the
citizens of Munich, by whom ke was vanorated
snd beloved.

The faceral of Dr, Dollinger took place at
Munich on Monday, 13th January, and immonse
crowds witnessed it. Many thousands lined the
streots which lead to tho beautiful semetery in
perfeot order, The hearse, on which lay a beauti.
tul wreath from the Empross Frodorick, was
followsd by & representative of the Regent
Prince Laitpold, by Ministers Baron von Crails-
heim and Baron von Leonrod, msny high
Court funotionaries and gonerals of the Army,
aud the Prussian Minister, The reotor and all
tho professors of the University, oxcept of
gourse the theologisns, were also incladed in
the certege, us well a8 both mayora of tho city,
numerous members of Parliament, and repre-
sentatives of all the moiencoes, literature, and
art, Conspicuous among the artists was Franz
von Lenbach, who years ago painted a splendid
portrait of the decoased savant and presented it
to him. Professor Friedrich performed the
funeral service according to the Old Catholic
rite, assisted by the Greek Archimaudrite and
the English olergy. His speech dealt chiefly
with Dollinger's works as a thoologiun, He
said that Germany had never beforo boasted a
theologian of suvh power, and that the world
bad not produced another in this century.  He
bore his excommunication us an undeserved
martyrdom; beiug a Church histovian ho koew
best that ho was not the only one whose merits
Rome recompensed in this fashion.—English
Church.

THE USE OF A PARISH.

A thing is worth just what can ba got out of
it. Itis well to keep that in mind,

What is the use of the parish 7
_ It may strike some of us a8 & rather strango
question. Wo have never thought whether
the parish noeded to bo of any use, It seomed
to us its own sufficient apology—its own sufl.
cient oxcuse for being.

Will this quite answer, however, when we
come to conaider ?

As a matter of fact, wo do think this iy
usually the view taken. And we honestly

confess weo believe thal there aro a thousand
dead parishes in consequence, Peoplo, with-
out thinking, quietly sssume that the parish
—the congrsgation, the oburch, or whatever
it may be called—is its own suflivient pnrpose
and ond. It exists for itselt, It complotes
itself in itself. And when ws usk, * What is
the use of & porish?” they would wunswer,
“ Its use in {0 be a parish—thub is aif,”

Now we do not think this can bo accepted,
The parish is not an ond, but & means. It was
organized {0 do something. And its valae
depends entirely on the extent to which it
does that something well,

To preach the Gospel, to save the souls of
men, to extend the Kingdom of Christ—this is
what thoe parish exists for, To baild ap
believers ; to gather in unbelievers; to bring
men to fuith and repentanece, to Baptism and
Confirmation, and lHoly Communion; to set
peoplo about good works—caring for the poor,
the outcast, the sick and sorrowful; to set
men working and giving for Christ’s sake and
man's—this is the purpose of the parish, as it
is of the Church and Ministry, and all the
means of grace,

The extent to which a parish does this sort
of business in the world is the measure of the
value of that parish. The parish that does not
do it at all is of no value whatscever, It, as
suredly, is not such a lovely sight that it is its
own beautiful exouso!
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" A parish does not exist that a certain num-
ber of neople may enjoy ‘“ clequent preach
ing’ or ‘“artistic ninging,” or that thoy may
have a beaulifnl churoh in which to worship,
or casrhioned pews in which to disposo them-
gelves. It does not exist to pay u large ealary

~to “a flrst-olass map,” or three or four thou-
gand & year “io first clase perfcrmera” in the
organ loft. If these things are the ends for
which pa ishes oxist, wo must confess they
sre hardly worth tho trouble of organizing
or sustaining. And it is just because theae
things are taken to be ends—because 80 many
good people feel that, having all these, ths par-
ish is complete and its purpose reached—that
80 many of our parishes avo so useless, cnmber-
ers of the ground, sud shames to the Cbhurch
whose name they bear.

How many sinners are brought to repentance
and better minds? How many unbelievers are
trained for Holy Baptism ?  How many child-
ren are instructed for Confirmsation? Hov
many outcasts are gathered into the fold?
How many poor and destitute are cared for,
warmed and filled? How bravely 18 the battle
fought for the Liord Jesus against the world and
the devil? How much does the parish do, snd
bow many dollara does the parish give away?
These are the qucations which will test the
value of tho use, good frierds who read this of
St. Paul’s, or St. John's, or St. James’ parieh,
of 'vzlhich you sars, perhaps (we iruet), justly

roud.

P The sad thonght is, that St. Paul’s, 8t. John's,
or the rest, may bo very * yrospercus,” very
very ‘strong,” very “ large" parishes, able to
command ‘‘ the first talent,” both in pulpit and
organ loft, and very well satisfied with them-
gelves, without being able to give any anawer
at all to sueh gquestions, and slas! withont any
idem, often, that such questions are not utterly
impertinent and sbsurd }

If you belong to asoy suoh parish, good
reader, do met yoursclf thinking. For, posi-
tively, your parish may be, according to its
own meagure, a very fine parish indeed, when
it really is not worth houso room in the Church
or diocese."— Church Journal.

TEMPERANCE COLUMN.

SERMON IN ST JOHN'S
OHURCE, ON NOVEMBER
17, 1889,

BY REV. DR, CARTRE, REOTOR.

“To knowledge temperance, and
totemperance patience.”-~2d Peter,
ivg 6

But let it be distinctly under-
stood that in all this self-protection
of society, there should be nothing

to prevent extending help to any
one struggling to be free from the
degrading habit that has unnerved
him. Hncoursge both in word and
deed is the privilege as well as the
duty of every man and womsan, and
Christian charity requires no less;
but Christian charity is one thing,
and socinl life another; and while
1 would havo ouwe as tree and un
limited as the human race, I would
have the other so restrioted by pro-
priety and ordorly observance, that
it would offer su honorable position
to ourselves and {o our children,
The physioal urd social ¢vila offered
the eye and ear, but what aro they
to the morul evils which make
thomselves known to neither sight
nor sound? The wearied body
must return to dust at last. Society
will forget oither to pity or to
blame the dead ; but where shall
the limit be put to the harm which
hus cowze to the soul ?  That harm
oar orly be suggos‘ed by whut we
know, by the gradusliy deadened
sepse of self-respect, by the steady
loworing of tho moral ione, by the
‘noreasing indifference to what is
pure and honorable; but by those
indications which wo can recognize,
we must have grave fears for the
oternal fature, shaped and sbudowed
by influences whioh had suoh pow-
er in carthly yoars,

Enowing then tho physical,
social and moral evils of intemper-
auce, we are ready 10 go on and
sev by whut further mesns it may
be resisted, sand the sccioty recom-
mends the establishmont of cuffeo
houses, workingmen's beucfiv sogie:
ties and sssoviations, reading rooms
with social gatherings lvr amuse-
ments as well as instrustion. Un-
fortunately some homes are neilher
cheerfal nor plessunt, and the
saloon offers a bright and attractive
welcome. For & large part of the
floating population of the oity there
is no bome at all, and the saloon
provides a subatitute; and the
gociety would do as much for
temperance, as private enterprises
does for intemperarce. Not & read-
ing room, and with a few dull,
religious, papers soatlered around
it, but a bright place, fuil of life
und flowers, and stiractive thongh
light and innocent reading; just
such a place as I have long hoped
the lower story of tho University
Library wight be; a place where
1 might ask a friend to go in and
take & drink—of hot coffee or tea;
a place whore those inoliued might
find a billiard table snd play the
geme irreverently as sach a game
should be played, and if the ladies
would take s part, s0 muchk the
better; in fact a genteel loafing
place, which should have ali the
attraotions of the saloon without

the sin, T would bave no religious
talk encouraged, nor godly mot-
toes upon its walls, I would not

cause the hesitaling feet to pass
hurriedly on by the anticipation of
& prayer meeting; bat I would
have religious principle underlying
all, uud the mere powerful bucuuse
it should never ehow itself upon
the surface. It would probably
have no financial success; it might
for & time be unpopular and but
little patronized ; but if it were the
means, during the whole year, of
establishing the principles of tem-
perance iu but one heart that was
being led towards intemperance,
would any of us venture to weigh
that result in & financial balunce 7

The society fartt.er resommends
wire legislation for the suppressinn
of vice of every sort. It recognizs
the faot that intemperance is not
the only vice that needs wise logis-
lation, but just now our attention
is directed particmlarly to thar,
Who shall say what is wise legis.
lation? Some would have no
legislation at all, others insist upon
that whick is not wise, but there
may be a few pr noiples upon
which thers can be general agree—
ment; and first, stringenl laws
against adulteration, The intem-
perate ure of alcoholic drinks is
bad enough, but it is far wuise
whon they are adulterated so as to
poison ss well as to intoxicate. I
wus once offered in exchange for
gome other property a liguid. I
do not know by wiat name to call
the vile compouud, in which there
was not a healthfel ingredient in
the whole composition ; and from
this and pure slcohol could be
made all kirds of alcobolic drinks
from high proof brardy to the Jow-
es} prado of whiskey, in every drop
of which there were the germs of
death to the body and insanity for
the mind.

1If thero must be drinking to ex-
cess let it be done at home. I know
it bad been urged that this would
be in favor of the rich man who,
can bay his lignor by tho quantity;
that is true, but is it not generally
the poor man who needs protection?
The frequenters of the saloon are
not apt to bo those who have their
stock ut home, but those who can
baroly spare the dime which they
have sk mped their necessities to
give. But a8 in all probability no
puch extreme measure will as yet
be considered wise, can not some-
thing be dcue even under the exist-
ing order of things ? Why not take
away aliscreens and blinds which
provent & free signt within. If
people do & thing under cover of
gecreoy as if they were ashamed of
it, that very fuct suggests it as a
disgrace. Why should such a dis-
tinotion be made between this and
any other line of business unless by
it, it is sought. Vainly indeed, to
deceive that public opinion, which
is never over-sensitive ?

Who can estimato the sadness of
the mother's mourning and the dis-
appointment of the father's hopus
over ihe son, bidding fair to be a
disgrace in placo of an honor to
their old age? Can all this sorrow
be put beyond us by the thoughs
* Am I my brother's keeper.' Let
us at least try the effeot of a good

example, and pray earnestly each
day that God would give, to us and
to all others, grace to live soberly,
righteously and godly in this pres-
ent world,
