truth, Mr,McKay, and to fairly quote or honestly represent
the statements of your opponeats is a simple, if not in
your practice a ¢ommon virtue, * * % Mp M, will
please remember that his mere asscrtion will not_be re-
ceived only so far as he shall clearly locate his references
and quotations. I have learned to place very little confi-
dence i Jiis word, for in addition to his well earned title
of slanderer of immersionists he is a convicted garller of
both Immersionists and Pedobaptists, * = * Ihavealready
followed my opponent_tuo far, althongh an entire column
remains untouched.

A. Revival

A favorite method of executing political ene-
mies was practised by the Proconsuls of the
Reign of Terror, in 1793, at Lyons and Mar-
seilles.

Missionary Intelligence.

A missionary lately returned from that inter-
esting field of labor, the Island, gives a most
encouraging account of the progress of Chris-
tianity in that benighted part of the world.

He says the mission recently organized at
Hanlan’s DPoint, to promote the morval and
spivitual welfave of the natives in that part of
the Island, promises to be o great blessing. A
service is regularly held on Sundays, which is
usually attended by large and apparently inter-
ested audiences.  The work is prosecuted in two
distinet divisions, namely, the spivitual and the
wsthetie, or, in other words, the preaching of the
Gospel and the enjoying of a mouthful of fresh
air. The success attained in this latter division
of the work has been truly marvellons. Not
only the natives of the Island, but thousands of
the light-hearted inhabitants of the mainland
who go over in fervy-hoats every Sunday, (much
to the delight of the pious ferry-men, who only
charge the nominal sum of ten cents per head,)
hiave attested the great henefits which they have
received from the Fresh Air part of the serviees.
As yet the missionaries have not seen any di-
reet moral results from their Iabors, but they do
not by any means feel discouraged. They are
working earnestly without hope of pecuniary
reward, though they have theinspiring conscious-
ness that they are doing muceh towards enrvich.
ing the poor boatmen financially, as well as en-
hancing the value of real estate on the Island,
by imparting to it an airof unwonted respect-
ability,

Canadian Statesmen In England.

Siv Joux, with Sir Cuanres TerreEr, was lately
present at & dinner given by the London Cor-
poration of Fishmongers. The illustriouns party
proceeded to the Fishmonger's Hall in a cab,
the expense of which was nobly defrayed by Sir
A. Gart out of his official income. The dinner
consisted entirely of fish; but the toasts were
numerous, and were imbibed with the hearti-
ness peenliar to fishes.  Sir Jonux, of eourse, was
inspired by the occasion and the surroundings
to speak with his usual facetiowus grace. He
said he felt quite at home in Fishmongers Hall.
Like Polonins, in Hamlet’s opinion, he might
seem to be a fishmonger himself. His whole
political career, he proceeded to explain, had
been very fishy.
