It i3 a wonderful dlscourse
when tho extreme youth of the orator is
considered and showa beyond question that
orators, like generals, are boro, not made,

Sir Thomas Grattan Esmonde, who was
very warmly cheered, said :

I thank you for the reception you have
given me to-day. As for as the compli-
ment i3 a personal one, I thank you on my
ewn part snd in my own name. But I
cannot help feeling that I am indebted for
this greeting not so much to apy lndivi-
{ual merit of mine us to tho fact that I am
striving to uphold a great causo in which you
are greatly interested. The candidate foran
Irish constituenoy nowadays has many wronga
againet which he must declare himuself, many
pational miseries which he must undertake to
gohis part in redressing (cheers). Hehas before
bhim the evidence of the iniquities of a system
of land ownership which baa long blighted
and cursed this country, snd which the Irish
people maust of necoseity pledge him to up-
root. Concerning that system, I have on
several occasions given my opision. I have
done g0 for the benefit of the Irish people as
s whole, and I maintain that inso doing I
have ncted for the Dest interests of the Irish
ladlerds themselves. lhero are some who
may think that these expressions of opinion
are but so many well rounded phrases,
uttered in tha heat of prblic discussion under
the excitement that in such circumstances
may be supposed te be natural to one of my
years. These pentlemen may, perhaps,
imagine that I do not reflect on whatI am
sying, that I do nat realize the possible out-
come of my remarks. But I can assure them
that what I say I have welliponsidered, and
that with me it 18 no mere catch-word when
Iatate that in my opinion it would benefit all
clastes were lacdlordism in Ireland to be
abolished (cheera.}) It needs uo demonstra-
tion to prove that the rest of the community
would Lenefit by such a change,

As for the landlords themselver, though
at present they may regard me as o most
abominable specimen .f juvenile depravity
(langhter), yob if they will consent to take my
advice it will be evident to them in after yeara
that I have been one of their best and truest
friecnds, My coupsel to them would be to
effaco themselves voluntarily hefore an im-
patient people make such effacement compul-
wry. By doing so now, while yet the way is
open to them, they will, I am convincegi, re
ceivo tar more for their properties than in the
immediate future, for if we are to judge by
ihe signs of the times the value of their in-
terest ia land must yearly diminish (hear,
hear.} Could they but open their eyes to facts
they would see that their time has come,
The events that are passing arcund us pro-
claim in thunder tones thot the sway of the
self-styled lords of the Irish scil is over, that
the systom oo which they throve snd by
which they trompled on the rights and liber-
ties of the Irish people is tottering to its fall.
It must bo & mercy to them and o relief to
the country that the fnel strugglos of this
moribund gyetem should speedily end, The
landlords of all men have nothing to
gein by prolonging them, All atsempts
to do 30 must only exasperate the nation
that has triumphed over their class, Are
they wise in doing so much? Their con-
dition is liko that of men in a burning
house, the longer they cling to it the less
ere they likely to carry away when they
finally make up their minds to go. I have
been severely roprimanded for my want of
discration by sapient organs of londlord
opinion, and it is, therefore, with some hesi-
tation that I venture to offer advice to a
clags 50 wise in its own conceit. But at the
risk of being thought presumptuons I will
repeat what I have said before—the time has
oome when landlordiam must disappear from
Ireland, (Cheera,) If its representatives
will come to forms with the nation of their
own accord they will show far more wisdom
in their fall than they have ever shown

o their greatness, If they will not

is pitiful at such a mowment, when the
natior is bracing itself for this supreme
offort, to witness the puny endesavors of
the miserable defenders of a dying des-
potisur to resist the progress of the Irish
people. It hns been the fate of this country
for many ceaturies past that at cvery cricis of
her long struggle against oppression =&
wietched faction, establjshed in her wmidst,
has abetted the joreign tyranny which she
atrovae to shake off.

f8l'hese men have played persistently the

They huve lived in our midst, but have not

They have shrunk fiom
no evil deed that could impair the prosper-
ity of Ireland, wod for the wrong they counld
not do themselves they have ever been ready
to pay the mercenary adventurer. The
dignity, the nationheod of the Irish
people is nothing to them, They are
foreigners in sympathy. The shrine
towarda which their homage is directed
is the centre of power in another laud, Their
business here is to Lkeep this nation in that
state of helpless servitude in which its political
righta can be violated with impunity, and its
national honor outraged without risk. At
this moment, at every critical moment of
Ireland’s history, they are active for evil.
In face of the spirit that has grown up within
the Irish race during tbe 1ast decade of
years, in.spite of the semse of its own
strength that has come upen our people
by the successes it has achioved, they
come now to plead the maintenance of
that subjection which enthrals and dis.
graces us. They are loud in their declara-
tiona that the legislative union which for over
eighty yenrs has robbed vs of our nationality
is a holy compact which it would be rackless
profunity to disturb ; that on it in some iu-
dispensable way depends that mystio blessing
known as the integrity of the empire ; and
that, finally, it is the one assured basis ot our
pational prosperity. They ask wny we
should desire legislntive independence.
We reply, because it is our right and we
choose to assert it. We are o people dis-
tinet from the Enoglish and Scotch; we
cun be friends with them if they will, but na-
ture has not made us one with them, We
claim for the people of Irelund that it con-
stitutes an Irish nation, and so long ns the
sense of a common national life unites the in-
habitants of this island, so long will they
claim the privilege of a freo people, and ca-
force their claims as opportunity permits,

As for the sacred compact of the union,
wo pity the men who are mean enough
to regpect it. It is to us a standing monu-
ment of mnational humilintion, a memo-
rial of wrongs which it wovld be
elementary wisdom in British statesmen
to pat forever out of sight. It reminds us
without ceasing of the foul deeds that werc
done but a generation or two ago to rob us of
our independence ; it keeps alive the memary
of the ruin thirty thousand blocdheunds in
British uniform wrought when they were lot
lcose on our people, to hold them by the
throat while an English minister filched away
the treassure of our notional liberty. It
reminds us too well of the scenes which
Lord Cornwallis, the Lnglish viceroy of
the day, bas sc graphically described :
¢t The burning of houses and murder of the
inhabitants by the yeomen or any osher per-
sons who delighted in that amusement ; tho
flogging for the purpose of extorting confes-
gion ; the free quartera which comprehend
nniversal repe and robbery throughout the
whole couniry.” It recalls the sordid
treachery of the Irish peers, who sold them-
selves—a worthless bargain—and with them-
selves the country—the Hamiltons, the
Beresfords, the Enniskillens and the
rest, , It keops fresh in onr recollec-
tion the feats of outrage achigved
by Sirr, Swan and Hempenstall, and
their comrade miscrennts, in bringing to
a conclusion that sacred compact which Mr.
Yon Trant Hamilton proclaime to Dublin
county snd to Ireland he will uphold to the
death. It provents us from forgetting that
£186,000,000 of this nation’s monoy were apent
‘between 1797 and 1802 in supporting British
troopa to stifle the votce of the Irish people;
that one million and o helf was apent in
bribing the owners of Irish boroughs; that
another million and a half was. divided
among the perjurers, traitors and butchers
‘who. had been. specially zealous 'in re-
ducing the nation ‘to helplesaness, and
fitting the civoke» npon its neck, ‘We might
perhaps be disposed to _let these things fade

gradually into the gloom of a melancholy past
did not our foes, foreign and domestic, not
insist upen enshrining them in the memory of
the people by claiming homage for the relics
of dishonor they have leit us. But they
come before us with dangerous freshness
when Hamiltons, Bercefords and Eanis.
killens again appear upon tho scene of Irish

We may win, or we may lose, in the fresh
struggle we eunter on, but never wo fuedly
believe while the bloed of Fitzgerald hallows
the pavements of Dublin Castle (checrs)
or the grass grows green on Vinegar
Hill (cheers), will s»n Irishman, who is
not & ronegade for pay, or & slave
by nature, acquiesce in the transac-
tion known us the legislative union, And
now for tka integrity of the empire. Let uas
discuss the matter in terms of common sgouse,
What concern of ours is it that the ewpire
thould bo glorious if wo ure not an acknow-
ledged part of the cmplre? (Hear, hear,)

bondaman that his masters should win
victories iu Asia or in Africs, if his sub-
jection was not made easier thereby?

o a level with them, we will then take
thought for the commou glory. But while we
are excluded from our rightful place in the
imperial councils, whilc we are chuined to
the imperial car—rzot admitted to sit in
diguity within it, we shall watch the
vicissltudes of its progress rether with an
eye to our own freedom than with a concern
for its safety. If the men who weary us with
petty platitudes about the integrity of the
empire mincerely wish thet we would sym-
puthiza with their unxicty they huave the
means within easy reach, Let them cliow us
to be of the cmpire as well us in the cmpire.
Let them make it worth our while to defend
it and we will do so. Butso long as they keep
us in & condition in which the downfall of the
imperial power is the collapee of a tyraony
which is grinding our faces, we must re-
gard their ijnvitstioa to zeal for the Em-
plre as u mockery of commonsense (applause).

LAID TO RE-T.

RIEL'S BODY BURIED WITH [MPRESSIVE
CEREMONIES—IN A CRYPT OF THE
CATHEDRAL.

Wuss1rEG, Man., Dec. 12 —The funeral
of Louis Risl ocourred this morning, Last
night your correspondent visited Riel's old
home at St, Vital. The houte was guarded
by & strong force of half-breeds armed
with rifles, who were doing sentry duty
in order to prevent any surprise.  This pre-
caution was due to a rumar that an attaek
would be medo upon the house und an effort
made to carry off the body of the dead chief.
tain. In tho house s large asecmblsave of
kalf-breeds svas gathered, many of them from
very distany points, and all apparently moved
with feelings of grest acrrow. Iu u corner
of the room, upon a bier covered with sheets,
lay the casizet encloeing the remains of Riel.
Your correspondent viewed the body carcfully
to ascertnin if uny of the sensational stories
circuiated za to violence having been com-
mitted on the body were in any sense true.
Nuthing wus seen which would bear ocut in
the most remote degree any particio of
the statements. The features were placid
apd but little aitered from the dsy on
which he was hanged. The hest of the roem
caused the face to thaw considerably, thus
imparting o ruddy, natoral glow to the com:
plexion, The eyes snd mouth were pertially
opened ; the former were much glazed, thus
destroyving the lifelesa expression. There was
no wistaking the face. It was Riel's. The
beard was nicely trimmed apid the bety had
beor dressed in a neat tweed euit. A pmall
cross vested nt the hewd of the eoflin,  Rel's
nother est in an arm chair wpear the feet
ot the corpse. Shr gave veut to her sorvow
at times in uncontrollable Gits ¢f weeping,
and did not apparently wotich aryihing
that was going onmarouwd her. Rici's wile,
with her little bov and girl, sy upon s bed
in onccorner of the room.

Vital, almost six miles. The casket was
boroe on & bier from which handles projcted
at frout and rear, Two men were locsted nt
each corner, and thus they marched uwlong
with a rteady tramp. It wus a long carry
over the rough roads, but those who bore the
burden were proud of their task and an ex-
pression betraying the distinction they felt
could bo seen on their faces. Folloving
sre the pames of the pall-benrers: Benjumin
Nault, Chorles Nuult, Elie Nuult, Prospere
Nsult, Perc Harrison, W. R. Lagimodjere,
Louis Blondean, Romain Lagimodiere, YNur-
bert Lndry, llomain Nsult, Alfred Nuault,
Martin Nault, Andre Nauit, Louson Des
Rivieres, Francois Poitras, Joseph Lagimo-
diere, S¢.

They
acted s o sort of guard in case of o surprise
which was feared ntfirst, The slelgh'm the
procetsion contuined Riel's mother, his two
gisters and his wife. The mother on leaving
the house insisted on walking in the proces-
sion, and did so as long as her failing
strength would bear her up. She was ab
last oblized to ride in the aleigh, Her
daughter and othor fzmale friends who were
present were dresged in deep mourning. As
the procession approached the cathedral the
beils which had so often awakened -the rebel
in nis early days tolled for him mournfally
now in his death. Soon the body nad reach-
ed tho stopa of the cathedral, then there was
a puuse and in a minute the great door swung
open and the surpliced choir bearing candles
in tneir honds approsched, The officintins
priest swupg incense out upun the bier, 5
few words were said while the crowd stood
reverently by with uncovered heads, and thep
the bier was lifted snd carried into the church
where it was placed upon the catafalque. An
ordinary requiem Mass was celebrated by the
clergy of the cathedral, The procession left
Riel’s house at St. Vitalabout half-past eight,
Lepine, Riol's old companion was present in
the procession and appeared much affected,
The original intention was to bury Riel beside
his father. The grave was dug, but fearing
that the body might be stolen, the remains
waro placed in a crypt of the cathedral for &
day or two. The grave is but a few yards
from the northern entrance of the cathedral.

eminent oculist could do nothing to cure the
child. Onone cye was notictl two white
spots, while an uleer was growing on the
other, Seeinz the viin ctlorts of the doctors
she conducted the child t» His ULordship
Bishep Bourget in the juonth of October,
1873, The venerable piclate conscled and
wgsured her thut her child would be cured,
‘Trom thut day the sorcs disappeared, and
afterwards the victim was perfectly well.
She, moreover, states that the samo girl, at
the age of 10 years, became nevous, weat into

hysterics, aud during eighteen months
trembled s»  much that it was
impossible for her to get on &
chair  alone, and she could not

even eat. Dishnartoned at seeing the doctor’s
fruitless attempts to cure her, the mother re-
called the former cure performed by Bishop
Bourget, and, animated with faith, she, in the
month of February, 1583, again visited His
Lordship at Sault-au-Recollet. He was
greatly moved atseeing the pitiable condition
of the child, and said :—**Be consoled, poor
mother, it is nothiang, the malady will disap-
pear and your child will be cured.”

A great change was noticed in the child’s
condition, and ahe ia now over all attacks,
This is signed by Herminie Archambault,
also her husband, Edouard Chaput, and Louis
Jos, Huot, the Rev, curé of the parish, who
recorded the occurrence in the books of the
Episcopal Palace of Montreal.

GATHERED TO HIS FATHERS.
_——

AWFULLY SUDDEN DEATI{ OF WILLIAM H,

VANDERBILT IN NEW YORK YESTERDAY

AFTERNOON,

New York, Dee. 8.—Wm. H. Vanderhilt
died suddenly at his residence on I%ifth
avenue about three o’clock this ajternoon,

New Youri, Dee. S.-—The announcement
of the audden death of Wm. H. Vunder-
bilt spread like wildtire through the city this
aftornoon aud large crowds soon surrounded
the bulletin boards of the various pewspaper
offices where the statement waus posted. In
the vicinity of his mansicn on Fifth avenue
the zcene to-night was one of impressive
solemnity. The blinds on the windows of
the brown stone pile were closed. Inside the
servants and friends tiptoed about with grave
and saddened faces. The door Lell was rung
every minute and the ioside portals swung
open fo admit other frienda who came to
mourn with the mourners, Upstairs behind
the drawn curtaina of the millionaire’s bed-
room were sobs aund tears, The children of
the dead money king gathered there about
his corpse, None of them had been with
him in the hour of his death. As he laid
upon the carved bed in the large square room,
the windows of which overlook the avenue,
Mr. Vandeibilt looked as if he pad fullen

in a gentle sleepr His features were as
penceful and &s natural as if he had
just censed talking und lwin down to

rest. His death had becn as puinless as it
was sudden. After arising to-day Mr.
Vanderbilt had helid his usual morninz con-
ference with his sons, Uorneliue and William
K., who were active managers of his railroad
properties, snd afterwards with Mr. 15V,
Russiter, his private secretary, aud lreasurer
of the New York Central Railway, to
whom he submitted a large share of the man-
agement of his private business affuirs.
Daring the morning conference he had been
more than ordinarily alert and active, so
much 8o a8 te excite comment, to which he
replied in a good-humered jocular vein. He
had caten n good breakfust und was looking
forward with pleasant unticipations to o ride
up the boulevard with his sister-in-law in the
utternoon, At 11 o'clack he gent to the
Grand Central depot for his old time friend,
Chauncey M. Depew, with o message that he
waunted to see him, Mr, Depew wue engaged,
and sent word that he weuld oot be wzble to
came for an hour or twe, Vanderbilt delayed
the appointment till 1 o'clock, and to occupy
the interval wont dnwa to tae studio of Mr.
Ward, the sculptor, in West Fifty-second
strect, to sit for a brovze bust of himezelf,
He returned and tovk lunch at 12.30 with his
wife, his son George and Mr, Twombly, and
at the tuble was noticeubly bright and cheer-
ful. Atane o’clock Rabert Garrett, president
of the Baltimore & Ohio, called and engiged
with Mr, Vanderbilt in n long snd animated
conversution ahout railroad mstters. The
confercnce lusted more than an hour, and Mr,
Vanderbilt sent word te Mr, Twombly that
he would be compelled to forego the intended
drive. {t was while the tallk turned upon
the scenes of his childhood and early work
contrusted with the tremendous achievements
of his ripe old age that Mr. Garrett, sitting on
the sofa and fncing the millionaire, who
leancd forward in his arm chair, a8 was his
habit when thoroughly interested, that the
visitor was suddenly made awarc of « slight
indistinctness in Mr, Vanderbilt's apeech that
grew into an inarticulate sound. As he
leaned over to catch his words

without a warning and fell heavily to the floor
on his face. Mr. Garrett sprang to his feet
with an exclumation of alarm, und seizing o
pillow irom the sofe laid it under his friend’s
hend, and then summoned Mrs. Vanderbilt
and George, the youngest son. Dr. McLean,
the fumily doctor, arrived in a few minutes,
but his intervention was uselesz.  Mr,
Vanderbilt never spoke or moved after
he fell under the sudden stroke and
died within a few mibutes without
a struggle. Dr. McLean pronounced his
death the result of a sudden stroke of para-
lysis or to the bursting of a large blovd vessel
ot the base of the brain, of the kind that are
sbsolutely fatal at the moment, and stated
that his denth was es painless as it was
sudden, By errangement of the near-
est friends with members of the family
it was decided that the funeral was to be on
Friday neqt at 10 o’clock from St. Barthole-
mew’e church. Mr, Vanderbilt had mude a
will, What its provisiuns are iz not known
to any one outside of the family and hie con-
fidential counsel and friend, Mr. Depew. The
children Mr. Vanderbilt leuves are in their
regular succession es to age from Cornelius,
who is about forty years old, down :—Corne-
livs, William K., Frederick W, and George
W and four danghters—Mrs. E, F. Shepard,
Mrs, William D. Sloan, Mra, H., McK.
Twombly, and Mrs. Dr. Seward Web.

SKETCH OF HINS LIFE.

Villiam H, Vanderbilt, eldest son of the
1ate Cornelius Vanderbilt, was born in Rich-
mond county, Staten island, on May 8§, 1821
He wos sent to the Grammar school of
Columbin college, where he acquired the
requisite knowledge for a business life. At
the age of 18 he entered the houso of
Drow, Robinson & Co. of Wall stree,
where, as & clerk, he soon won the
confilence of the firm, then known
as one of the strongest operators on the
atreat. At the end of two years Mr, Vander-
bilt's diligence had impaired his health

and he determined to try his hand
at forming and for a time he de.
voted his attention to the culiivation

of 350 acreg on Staten Island. His agricul-
tural efforts proved successful snd yielded
him & good income, He was subsequently
appointed to the receivership of the Staten
Island Rsilroad company, which had become
loaded with debts and embarrassments, &.'.ld
in this position he evinced the talents which
have made bim one of the first railroad men
on the continent. In ten years he had
paid off the claims sgainst the Staten Island
Company, conneocted 5t with New York by an.
independent ferry and piuced it wpon a sub-

| gtantial financial basis,

compsny, which he resigned when called tov
Europe to attend upon his dying hrother,
Georye, On his return he entered agnin npon
& busy career, In 1854 he was elecied vice-
president of the New York and Harlem Rail-
road company, and the fellowing yenr of the
Hudeon River Railroad Compauny. [From
this time forward his life has been part of the
railway history of the vountry. At onve the
confidant and son of the Jonun dore, he be-
came the ablo assistant throngh whoem the

comprehensive  plans  of  that master
miad  were  carricd  into  qguick  aad
suceesi ful exe utinon,  In 186H the Ceniral

and Hudsen River Cempenies were con-
solidated  through the instrumentuitty of
Commndore Vanderbilt, creating a noew
corporstion of wnrivalled wealth wud power
and Mr, William IT. Venderbilt was numed
in the articles of conselidation s vice-presi-
dent and exceutive ofticer nnd afterward be.
came its president, ¢ Billy,” as his Futher al-
ways called him, inherited by will the bulk of
his father's estate, which censisted nuinly of
vailroud property. In his manners he was
wirm and geninl, liberal in his charitics and
hospitable in his social dispoeition,
AN ESTIMATE OF HIN WEALTH.

Mr. Vanderbitt died possessed of wenlth
which seems almost fabulous. His fertune
was at one time placed as high as $200,000, -
000, and it ia believed that he was the richest
man in the world. In January, 1883, he told
a friend that he was worth $194,000,000, and
added : ** [ um therichest man in the world.
In Kogland the Duke of Westminster iy enid
to be worth $200,000,000, but it is mostly in
land und houses. It does not pay him 2 per
cent.” This was an unuenal iustance of
bosstfulpess on Mr. Vanderbilt's part, and
he was generally non-comumuuicative iu re-
gard to his finsncial condition. A year ago
it was known that he had $34,000,000 in
Government 4 per cent. bonds, but this was
witerward reduced to 833,000,000, partly
to aid his sons, who huad lost £10,000,000
in  Wall street. Ile afterwards pur-
chased 310,000,000 more of the 4 per cents,,
and he hud besides 8,000,000 in Government
34 per cents. It is said thet his Goverument
bonds are worth £70,000,000. He ownedin
nddition 822,000,000 worth of railroad bonds,
33,200,000 of state ana city bonds, and had
52,000,000 in moanufacturiag stocks und
mortgages. He stated to a friend that hie
ordinary expenses in a year were £200,000.
A Wull strect man, referring to his wealth,

suid : **From his Government hondy he
draws 82,372,000 a year ; from railread stocks

and bonds, £7,304.0007; from miscelluneons
Recurities, 2576,095 ; total, in rouand num-
bers, §10,350,000 a year. His carnings ure
thus over $25,000 u day, £1,200 an hour,
and 819 75 a minute.” ‘This was a year ago,
when his wealth was estimated at $200,000,-
000. Scme of his securities have decrewsed
ia value since then, but at the time of his
denth bis tortune was enormous,

from this that Mr. Vanderbilt aid not at ull
underestimate the possibilities of the <ocial-
istiv situation, and it will also Le scen that he
wia made of the stull which cusily tukes
frighs, There wus no more chaiacteristic
puisonaye in America than the preat million.
nire, and there was no man in this country

who had more lies told about him,
who sullfcred more in the publiz es
timat.on  from misinformation, or who

cared less what people suid und thought shout
him, Mr. Vaoderbilt's recreativns were few
and generally simple. Every one whe isat
all familiar with the muanner and custows of
prominent Americans is, of course, well
ucquuinted with the great New York Central
manager's fondness for spending his daysin
association with horses. But while Mr. Van-
derhilt put in two or three hours every day in
the pastime of driving up the road, and spent
still more of s hoors in the megnificent
stables which house his fancy horsellesh, the
methods by which he disposcd of the rest of
his time are comparatively unkuown. There
wus & period when he devoted & good
deal of his ottention to the afiairs
of railway atocks down in Wall street,
but for the past year he las operated
little, if any., DBut, when Mr. Vanderbilt
was not buying or selling stocks, he liked to
amuse himself with watching the market and
associating with the men who manipulated
it. Of an evening you would often find Mr,
V"anderbilt around the Windsor Hotel, where
most of the specclators congrlpute every
night to talk over the situation b2tween
sips of chompagne and wreaths of fiagrant
smoke. The great millionaire, however,
seldom lounged about the lobby or caid.
There is a little sitsing room open-
ing off to oneside of the hall, near the Forty-
gixth street entrance, and here, in company
with half & dozen friends, it was his delight
to sit and pass away a few hours of the eurly
night. They say he could spin anecodotes
about &8 entertaining as any man in the
rather brilliant eircle which make its head-
quarters at the Windsor, and his views on
national and financinl matters were generally
of sufficient soundness to merit serious con-
sideration. In these evening chute Mr. Van.
derbilt seldom touched n drop of wine, and
never drank liquor, but he possessed a singu-
lar fondpess for seeing other men enjoy them-
selves in this direotion, and when surrounded
by his frienda he would keep the table sup-
plied with the choicest brands of cigars and
champagne as long as his companions wouid
consume them. People who knew him well
tell me what he liked above all things was a
maa who treated him with no more than or-
dinary civility. and who plainly showed him
thut » gieat millionaire was to be considere]
vo more than an ordinary humon beivg. 1t
must, after all, be & rather discomforting
sensation to nlways feel that people regard
you simply for your financial superiority,
and it isn’t in the least wonderful that & man
holding this kind of thing constantly in mind
should occasionally beocome disgusted and
petulent. Vanderbilt liked to be troated as
@ hail fellow well met, and he did not enjoy
the sensation of being lionized and toadied.

THE LATE MR, VANDERBILT,

The sudden death of Mr. Wm. I, Vander-
bilt is an event that will cause a shock both
in social and commercial circles of the Uunited
States and Europe. As u sociul event it wiil
be a Dlow, for it is ncedless to say thetthe
decensed was koown well and favorably in
Although not
a man of the highest colture or educa-
tion, and of rather rugged manners, he was not
by any means of the purse proud order, and a
slightly uvapproachable manner exhibited by
him was duo rather to his business habits
and a sense of the importance of time than to
any thing else, But whether in his own
roows, or in the stables among the horees he
loved so well, he was clike cordial and genial
to those with whom he came in contact. His
charities too were large, and distributed often
in such a manncer that his right hand did ot
know what his left did. Ho also was in
the habit of giving in a formal manuner
to charities threugh a Moravian clergy-
man who acted as & chaplain and al°
moner. But Mr, Vanderbilt, like all persons
whose wealth s o ¢ public secret,” was the
victim of prefessional Deggars from all parts
of the world. Not a mail was received with:
out a sheaf of begging letters, and these were
always hunded to the gentleman referred to.
In the majority of cases o reply wus sent, but
the merits of the golicitation was left to the
discretion of the almoner, s man of much
judgment in human npature, and who
srldom erred in his reports. In u socinl seneo
Mr. Vanderbilt’s dcath will be a loss, for
although a certain class of people in American
eociely affected to look down upon the family
as parvenus, the palace on Fith Avenue was
one of the institutions of the fashiomable
world, and o pereon not haviog the entré was
hardly deemed in scciecty. But more im-
mediately this sudden dexth will seriously
aflcet the commercial world, The Vanderbilt
stocks are too important marketable
commodities not to be seriously disturbed by
the sad event. The great master financier
boing goao, the position of the securities are
no longer the same, His retirement from thoe
management of these was periodically re-
ported, but business circles knew perfectly
well that this wos more nominal than
real,

Mr. Vanderbilt’s life has been wrapt up in
business almost from the oradle, although at
the ountset ot his career it was never thought
he would attain ‘any business position. His
father, the old *Commeodore,” desmed him
dull and unequal. to business tasks, In fao

e
—
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his father designed him to be a farmer, which
for a time he was, and a successful one, © Mr.
Vanderbilt is said to have in later years ex-
pressed himself as deemiog this part of hia
life the happiest. Whatever he-learned in the
direction of ** relaxation” outaide the business
rontine of his daily existence,—love-of the
beauties of nature and a liking for horses,
dogs and live stock—he learned then. But
the old Commodors did not find his other
sons 8o able in business matters as he ex-
pected, and Willism H. Vanderbilt - was
called from his ploughshare. His businesa
advance was very rapid, and o slight training
he had received in an office stood him in good
stead, He was appointed receiver of the
Staten Island Railway, a moribund instito-
tion, which he moon re-eatablished on a
sound basis. Next he became vice-president
of the New York and Harlem Railway,
and then the New York & Hudeon, and then,
step by step, he became the railway king of
the continent. The wealth posaessed by the
deceased is, of course, only a matter of public
spsculation, azd much of it is of a character
linble to serious fluctnations. It must neces~
garily be that much of it is worthlese, now
that his own personal direction i gone, 30
great a power was bis pame oa the
stock market. It has Deen said that
ho was the richest man in the world,
but this is probably the inflated languago ofa
atock market, where inflation is « dangerous
element.

Girouard has been one of the strongest sup-
porters of Sir John Macdonald and his Gov-
ernment in this Province, and was always
close to the Cabinet. The letter from Mr
Girouard is on answer to Sir Alexander
Campbell’s one-sided ¢ Memorandum™ on the
Riel case. The Gazeite vnlla it a ‘*Plena for
Riel,” forgetting thatlawyers of the Gironard
stamp don't plead for dead men.

The pager is no ples for Riel, butitis a
powerfal and unanswerable indictment of the
Government's conduct in the matter of Risl's
execution. The effectiveness of the letter may
be judged, and will be admitted, from the
fact that the Gazette tries to make out that
Mr. Girouard ** begs the guestion altogether
¢ and hangs his argament either npon quibbles
¢ or upon wholly extraneous considerations,”

Mr. Girouard, it is needless to say, had ro
begging to do, nor quibbles to use, te prove
the iniguity and cruneity of the Govern.
ment in its dealings with the unfortunate
half-breed leader. Sir Alexander Campbell
is asked why the Cabinet omitted to consider
and weigh the fact of Goneral Middleton's
written request to Louis Riel to surrender to
the Canadian authorities ?

Were they afraid that the consideration of
Riel’s act in surrendering would have led to
o conclusion which wonld forbid capital
punishment ¢ The Gazetfe, with its usuval
perversity, asserts ‘‘that every avenue of
escape had been closed to Riel,” and his sur-
render did not entitle him to any degree of
clemency. ‘Uhut is simply o deliberate fulse-
hood uttered tossve the honor of the Ministry,
Iivery avenue of escape was pot rlosed, and
1tiel, if he had desired, could have taken the
same route across the border as did Gabriel
Dumont and Dumas. In any case, suppose
the Gazette statement waa true, viz—that all
avenues of escape were closed,—~—that weunld
and should not exempt the Goversment from
honoring ite word and treating its prisoner
according tn the code of civilization.

The Gazette, with contemptible bad faith,
says *‘ the circumstanres attending Riel's
capture are made by Mr. Gironard a mitiga
tion of his offence.”

It is inconcoivable how a public journal
can thus misrepresent and falsify the argu-
ments of an ndversary in soglaring 6 manuer.
Mr. Gironard atteropted no mitigation of
Riel’s offence by calling attention to thoe cir-
cumstances of his surrender, but he
charged Sir Alexander Campbell and
his collergues with criminal negligence
in omitting to diecusa the said circumstances
and to give them their dne weight in the
gettlement of Riel’s fate, Thoy were an
argunient against Ricl’s execution and not in
fevor of bis offence. And that is why Mr,
Girouard condems as ** cruelty unprecedented
among civilized nations” the execution of
one who surrendersd under such circum-
stances, Bu$ that was not the greatest omis-
sion.

Mr. Girouard, whose ability, learning and
sound judgmeat as a lawyer can not be ques-
tioped, ia of the cpinion which Tun Iost so
repentedly urged upon the Govermment, that
in carrying out tho verdict the recommenda.-
tion to mercy should not heve been ignored,
for the recommendation to merey was as an
s‘essential part” of the verdict as the word
¢ puilty” itself,

The Gazetle says that this recommendation
to mercy and the respite were questions
solely of propriety, did not affect the prin-
ciple of the case and had no bearing upon the
culpability of the condemmned wman., Ques
tions of propriety indeed! But even if they
did not affect '¢the principle of the case,”
they affected the principles upon which capita]
punishment is meted out to a prisoner, both
the law and humanity are there to prove it ;
and if ¢ these quostions of alleged propriety”
had no bearing upon the culpability of the
condemned man, they had a mighty strong
bearing upon the dishonor and the cruelty of
his execution. As Mr, Girouard has put it,
¢ the jury said ¢ The culprit’s life should be
*¢ gpared, and the Government hangr him,’
“ Can a single case be found in & vountry
 under the rule of Eoglish criminal law

Mr. Girouard then proceeds to desl, with
the false charges brought against Riel. He
denies and disproves the charges that Riel
wae & bad man, more disposed to sell than to
defend bis countrymen, or that be incited the
Indians to massncres, But admitting for a
moment the truth of all this, does it, asks
Mr. Girovard, constitute a eufficient reason
for setting aside the verdict of the jury, who
must be taken to have considered all the cir-
cumstances of the case in arriving at their
decision.

The question of the Scott exeoution, which
hag been so persistently flung in Riel's face,
even by members of the Cabinet, such as Mr.
Chaplean, is fully entered into and discussed
by Mr. Girouard, The history of the Red
River war is briefly retold, and attention is
called to the address to the Governor
General, moved for by Hon. Mr
Chaplean in 1875 in the Quebec Legie-
lature, condemning the action taken by the
Mackenzie Government aganinst Riel, and
claiming that the shooting of Scott was not
murder, but an *‘act proceeding from the
authority of the Government created during
the movement,” for which Riel was not per-
sonally responsible. Mr, Girounard aleo ex-
poses and condemns tho conduct pursned by
the Government on the question of &com.
mission to establish Riel's sanity or insanity.
He concludes his torcible arraignment of the
Ministry by saying **jthat history will perhapg
apy that Riel bas been executed for o crime
which he did not commit, and that we have
been guilty of a jndicial marder.”

* THE DOCTOR'S DAUGHTER,” BY
VERA.

*“The Dector's Daughter” is from the
gifted pen of & young and promising authoress,
who is not only an ornament to society at the
Dominion capital, but who has already made
her mark in the warld of Canadian literature,
Vera’s maiden effort, ** Honor Edgeworth,”
was most favorably received by the public,
and won the warmest praise of the critics.
““The Doctor’s Daughter,” like its predeces-
sor, will be able to stand on its merits, and
will add greatly to the rising reputation of
the novelist.

We regret to see that a Montreal evening
contemporary bas pushed its unfairness ao
far as to attempt to throw discredit on the
talented authoress and her production, with-
out in the least showing where either were at
fault, Perhaps the tone of the novel is too
pure, moral and religious to please its
wtheistic tastes, Besides the marked literary
merits of her productions as regards plot,
portraiture and style, the works of Vera offer
evidence of surprisingly deep reflection on
the social conditions of the time, and shows
that the authorese hag an intimate acquain-

'tance with the great questions which eccupy

the public mind and agitate the world.

It is gratifying to ind » young lady de-
voting her leisure to the pursuit of literature,
in these days of fashion and pleasure-seeking,
and consecrating her abilities to an effort to
bring abous social reformation and raise the
tone of society. Vere deserves the thanks
und warm uppreciation of the Canadian pub-
lic for these promising products of her liter-
ary labors,  Altogether ¢ The Doctor's
Daughter™ iz o work toat is pleasingly and
creditably racy of the goil, and which paves
the way for greater achievements in the world
of literature. We wish the charming and
gifted writer every success, and bespeak for
her an ever-incrensing circle of patronage.

ARCHBISHOP TACHLS MANIFESTO ON
THE SITUATION,

Thae most competent and reliable authority
io the Dominion on the affairs of the North-
Weat Territories is admittedly Archbishop
Taché of St. Bonitace, His advice and coun-
gel have been frequently solicited by the
legislators of the country; but unfortunately,
in the grentest of our national crisis, the
Executive, in that hour of madness which
precedes destruction, turned a deaf ear, not
cnly to tho prudent counsel, but to the most
urgent prayers of the venerable Archbishop
to desl generously and justly by the
half-breed and Indian population of "the
North-West, His Graco bewailed the
folly of the Government in silence
and made neither his grief nor his dissatisfac-
tion known to the world. Even the exciting
eventa of the past two or throe months could
not force him to break that silence which

‘shielded a a3t of guilty officials and adminis.

trators.,  But when the organs of the Govern-

ment ‘and-its reckics partisacs sought to

’plaka‘oapitai out of tbatksiblgpce, to put unholy
1'and unauthorized utterances’into the mouth

of the Archbishop, then his (irace, revolting
at the iden of being made the apelogist and
defender of an nnworthy administration, and
‘of being made the accuser and an instrument of
punishment against the oppressed half-breeds
and their loaders, refused to longer continue
the si'ent taol of such sn iniquitous game.
Justice and truth were being too viclently
outraged, and the great Archbishop of St,
Boniface sent the following measage thunder
ing over the wires to La AMinerve, the per-
gonal organ of the Hon, Mr. Chapleau, Secre-
tary of State, and official organ of tbe
Government.” .

“ Stop making use of my name
“to efend fthe Government
¢ They are responsible for the
‘¢ hbloud spilt and fori1he rebellion.
¢¢ They have hanged a madman.””

That imperative order was sent on the 28th
November last,

To-day His Grace snpplementa it with an
exhaunstive and significant manifesto on the
situation.

It is trae that the Archbishop does not tell
us apything new in the way of unjust dealing
and oppression practiced in the North-We
which we did not know before ; but the value
of the manifesto consiste in its being an over-
whelming corroboration of all the charges
brought againss the Government for their
maladministration of the North-West. Itis
a orushing arrajgnment of the whols policy
which has prevailed in the territories, We
invite the special and eerious attention of our
readera to this solemn utterance of Archbishop
Ta-hé. To-day we publish a few of the more
striking pussages as telegraphed to the Gazetie.
When we receive it by mail we will pablish

the document ix extenso.

In his manifesto, publiehed in' the Nortk-
West Review, aiter alluding to the reasons
which caured him to maintain silence to the
present time, und to the evils of the rebellion
and the possibility of its recurrence, Arch-
bishop Taché beseeches all serions men, who
have at heart the happiness and prosperity of
ocur dear Canada, to reflect on the causes
which have occasioned ounr misfortunes,
Minds too superficial, alas, are too interested
to take a serious and impartial view of our
difficulties, consider that they have ac-
complished their duties as citizens by
exclaiming, ¢ Riel ie the cause of all the
barm. It was he who did sll. He has paid
for it.- The conntry is safe now.” This ex-
planation is so unreasonable that if it were
accepted we might expect nmew disturbances
in the near future. It is deceiving one’s self
or striving to deceive others to throw on one
man the causes of the misfortunes which all
deplore. In my estimation the responsibility
of our disasters and our shame is attribntable
to several sources. They rest not only on
the active agents of the rebellion and the ad-
mianistrators succeeding in turn in the gov-
ernment of the conntry but aleo on many
other parties. The people of Canaua and
their rulers, while negetisting for
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considered but the extent and riches of the
vast domain of which they werse taking pos-
session, They did not comprehend the situa
tion becanse they kncw little or nothing of
what they needed to know. This first cause
of the difficulties naturally combines with
the socond onea I have just suggested. Of
the dltferent men in office, no doubt, it is
but justice to say that many of these men
were (ualified tor the functions, more or less
importaont, to which they were appointed, but,
alas, nct eo inall cases. Even importunt posts
weoro assigned to men torally unjuslitied for
the position, in my humble opinion. Thie
will be unaveidable as long as all appoint.
ments are baged exclusively on political mo-
tives. While selecting undeserved men, others,
perfectly apt, have beten dismissed or Jeft
agide, because, five, ten or fifteen years befors
they wero political opponents, It ia sup-
posed that there is no nsed to be particular
for & new country and especially among In-
dians. This isan erroneous opinion. Mora
senee, tact and ability are needed in a new
country where everything has to be organm-
ized than in a populous city, where a public
official may be toierated to a certain degree,
even should he turn ont a dolt or a fop, His
betters make up for the inconveniences which
occur. Were healone in the desert or prairie
it is quite a different thing. The inc.pacity

] of an employe is 80 much more apparent be-

cause he is alone. There is not the slighteat
doubt that if the Northwest is to be properly
governed it 13 necessary to be very particular
in the choice of men for varions services.
An indispensable gualification is to De civil
and sympathetic with the natives and settlers,
a8 a Kind heart, a gentle word, suffice to pre-
vent or quell dissatisfaction. Another cause
of the difficulties came from the discontent
of new settlers themselves., The Govern

.| ment, cclonization societies and others have

published pamphlets more or less cxact on
the country and its advantages. ‘The usfor-
tunste boom also got a footing in the North-
West, and,

many people came, The country was not
prepared to receive them in such numbers at
the time, I'atigue, loneliness, szclusion and
disappointment followed as a result of too
hasty immigration and then begun the series of
receptions for which it was songht to make
the Government responsible. Hence a
nstural tendency to general dissntisfaction,
Then came the early frosts, Oh, what harm
those irosts have done to the Government
and the governed ! People acted as if they
considered the authoritien responsible for
them. Indignation arose, but no revols
against authority was intended. There
was no wish of shedding blood, but a
stronger desire to have the shedding of
crowns from the public treasury. It was
not congidered in sowing the wind that they
would reap the whirlwind, This is so true
thut not o fow settlers say: * After all, we
have gained by it, Something of the kind is
wanted once in ten years.

“THE ENGLISH MINORITY IN ABJRC1
SLAVERY TO THE MAJORITY.”

Tre Victoria Warder, the Tory organ in
Lindeay, Ont., entertaina some rather start-
ling ideas of the relations which exist between
the Euglish speaking Canadisna and the
French Canadiens of the Province of Quebec.
To judge from the tone of that and other
Tory Orange paperas one wonld imagine that
Ontario was a neighbor of Timbuctoo instead
of Quebec, ao little knowledge do its public
writers display of our Provincisl inatitutions,
laws and customs. The iguoramce or the
malize, or both, of the Vicioria Warder goes
so far as to say that the Epglish mirority in
Quebec are in abject elavery to the majerity,
who are in turn epslaved to intolerance,
bigotry and superstition, The loyal citizens
of Ontario are then usked if they are goiny to
saffer their brethern of Quebec to coptinue in
such a state ? Itis worth while quoting the
ipsissima verba of the Victoria Harder :—

The GGlobe and the PosT boust that, 1n the
rebellious meetings in Montreal and throuvgh-
out Quebec, there was no breach of the pence
True~—but is not a mad dog orderly so long as
left alone. The Protestants there kuow o
trick worth two of opposing & Quebec mob,
They have not forgotiecn how thousands of
those heroes boldly attacked n delicate young
man named Hackett, a few years since, and
made mince meat of him. They attack
one or two defencelesa fellows whenever
found, but skulk off when opposed
by even half their pumbers. The people of
Ontario may as well awaken vhemeelves to
the fact that the great mass of Quebec's citi-
zens are enslaved, the greater partian ta fin-
tolerance, bigotry and superstition ; and the
minority, the English part, in abjeot slavery
to the majority. Shall the loyal citizens of
Ontario suffer their brethren, fellow mortala
in Quebec, to continne in ruch s etate ? Or
shall we ever have a more fitting occasion
than the present to wipe out the religious
and race prejudices "

The Warder acts too much like a mnarling
cur, and, we have no doubt, is hideously
offensive to the vast bulk of the people on
whose behalf it officiously takes up the
cudgela. The Warder, and all those like it,
would do well to bear in mind that nowhere
is a minority so well, 50 tolerantly and so
generously treated as the Protestant minority
in this Provirce of Quebec, All their reli-
gious and civil rights are abundantly protect-
ed, and their ghare in the public honors and
places of trust is more than what strict
numbers would eatitle them to. In this
respect they are 100 per cent, better treated
in Quebec than the Catholic minority in
Outario,

We sce hers as Mr. Turte pointed ont in
his letter to the Meail, what cennot Le seen
in any of the other Provinces ; constituencics
exclusively or largely Catholic sad French
returping members to the Legisiatures who
are Luglish Protestunts, The cities of Que-
bee aud Montreal and elsewhere have elected
and will elect their English [rotestant
mayors wnd other municipal oflicers ; but
show us an English or Irish or French Catho-
lic ever elected in ['oronto or apy other large
city of Ouatario to similar positions.

Whereve intolerance and bigotry may
flourish, they are not flourishing plants on
soil where Catholics are in the majority, no
matter of what nationality.

The Warder talks of the English minority
being in abject slavery to the [rench! This
abuse of the truth would be unworthy of
notice or contradiction ooly that there are
lotsa of gomes in Outario who, not ktnowing
the difference would be ready to swallow such
rubbish. For their benefit we may tell them
that the entire English speaking minority only
form about a fifth of the population of the
Province; and yet of the six memblera which
constitute the Provincial Cubimet two are
Protestapt representativer--dessre.  Lynch
and Robertson—und one Irish representative
in the p-rson of Mr. Flynn. They also send
gome fiftecn Eaglish-epeaking member both to
the Local and to the Federal Houses, and the
small Protestant minority of the Province has
arepresentative in the Dominicn Cubinez,

That does not look like exclusion or
slavery,

Then in the distributjon of public offices,
the minority more than holds its own, which
cannot Fe said of the Catholic minerity in
Ontario. For instunce, in the fifteen depart-
ments of the Provincial Civil Service the
French-Canadian employees draw salaries to
the amount of $110,456, while the aslaries of
the English-spenking employees amount fo
§42,750, or exactly twice the amount more
than what their numbers entitle them to.

After digesting thoss facts and figures we
would atrongly recommend the Victoria
Warder and its other Tory Orange chums to
leave well enough alone in Quebse, and if
they want to wipe out any roligious or race
prejudices to take a survey of their own dirty
intariors and tbe dark smelling corners that
still linger in Oantario, and they will find a
naugeous coating of prejudice, national and
religious, which will take all their time and
goud will $o wipe ont forever, :

very circumstance which has drawn this
unassailable testimony to the truth and to
justice, from the pen of the great archbishop
of the Northwest, is enough to shatter their
odious and unpatriotic effarts to whitewash a
criminal administration, His Groce, in open-
ing his letter, declares that, notwithstanding
the cruel anguish, the painful emotions snd
the mental suffering which he has experienced
at the sight of the distress and ruin around
him, he would still have kept silent
if certain partisans and organs ‘‘hsd not
‘¢ used his name in & manner equally unjuat
** and disloyal” in the discossion on North-
West affuir:;, and had not persisted in *¢ forc-
‘“irg upon him ideas which he never enter-
¢ 1ained and jeelinga which he repudiates.”
The Montreal Gazette this morning ap-
proaches the formidable pronouncement of
Mgr. Taché in a two column article, which
breathes neither defiance nbor triumph. It
could muster up neither sufficient audscity
nor pervereity to throw the document back in
the Archbishop's face, as Sir John Macdonald
did with the arraignment of the Government’s
policy in the North-West by Edward Blake
on tho floor of the House. Nor does the Gazeite
utter a triumphant cry that the Government
has been vindicated by His Grace, and that
opposition-to them is treason and means a
war of rnces and of creeds. The Gazette
reeled under the atoggering blow delivered by
the Archbishop in the following words :—

Minds too superiicial, alas? or
too interested 1o take a serious
and impartial view ot our diflicul-
ties, consider that they have
accomplished their duties as
citizens by exclaiming : ¢ Riel is
the cause of all the harm, it was
he who did all, he has paid for it,
the country is safe now.” This
explanation is so unressonable
that, »t it were accepted, we might
expecet new disturbances in the
near future. * * Therefore it is
deceiving one’s selt, or striving to
decrive others, to throw on one
man alone the causes of the mis-
tortunes which we all deplore.

No, the country is not now safe because Riel
is in his grave ; it will De eafe only when the
men who brought the rebellion abaout by their
misgovernment will bave been harled from
power and chastized for their sins against the
country and the people. The organs and par-
tisans of the Government cannot deceive an
entire people. These bave eyes to see and ears
to hear, and they will not remain deaf or blind
to the cries of the oppressed populution of
the North-West.

THE WHRITE SLAVES OF LABRADOR.

Tue ** great North-\Vest” and the ** Weat”
in general monopolizes 80 much attention in
parliament and press that people have little
time to give much attention to what lea in
the east. Yct it seems that there iz existing
at the present moment on the enstern coast
of Caunada.a condition of things whicn are
simply terrible, cruel and disgraceful, and
demand immediate remedy. Most people
buve read of the slave ships and the miceries
of their wretehed inmates at sen snd their

eulferings  when  banded over te the
tender mercies  of  their  purchaners,
But these horrors, s0 often deseribed,

cum, it wppears, be witnessed at cur own
doors, and the color of the victims is not
black, but white, Ior half & century past a
aystem of female labor has been cultivated in
conacction with the Luhrodor tisheries, which,
when investigated, is semething terrible.
Nvune too scon an agitstion hau been com-
menced in Newloupdland, havieg for its
ohject the suppreseion of what ie nothing
more than an outroge on civilization. The
press bas taksn up the subject, in consequence
of a reference in no measured terma to the
matter by the Chief Justice of the island.
The grand jury have endorsed his opinions,
and now, the ball set rolliug, 1t is probable
that semne bencfits may come. Seo far so good,
but it is torrible that a condition of affsirs of
the nature in question should have lecn
tolerated for so muany years, Thediscovery—
for it appears thut this old evil is to some
extent u dizcovery to a large proportion of
the community—has revealed a sad con-
dition of things, It appears that Juring
the fishing season women are shipped to
Librader under very innumon  ctrcum-
stapers, aed the whole traflic i3 of
u character quite as bad in degree ps tho
cow criminal slave trade. An idew of tho
evils which are cryiug for remedy may be
gleazcd from the following passnge extracted
from o Maritime paper :—

Tt ig calenlated by competent judges, that
not lesa then 4,000 women are cvery year
carried to Labrador in wretched small vesecls,
fearfully overcrowded, without sny attention
to comfors or accommodation—any separation
of the cexes, any meuns even of cooking, in
many inatances. The women and childroa are
pucked together iu the dark, pestifergus holde,
where acenes of suffering occur renfigding us
of what we have read regurding the.gd¥rors of
*'the middle passsge’ in the palmy/days of
slavery. ‘The voyage averages from ten duys
to a tortnight. To crown the horrurs, it is &
common practice for whole families to embark
carrying with them their domestic animals—
pouitry, gonts, pigs, dogs—if left behind thece
would perish by hunger. Iancy thecondition
of & vessel currying snch a human and asimal
cargo. Imagine the sufferings of these poor
sonls during « storm; snd bad weather going
to Labradorand returning home, iu Octobor and
November, is the rule along these rugged,
storm-beaten shores. On arriviog ot their
destination, after the sufferings endured on
board, they have to set to work, in the first
place, to olear out the huts which have bean
filled with snow and ice during the winter,
and these are still unmelted, In these huts,
built of sods, saturated with moisture, they.
find shelter ; and for four months they toil
bard catching and caring the cod, When
winter approaches, they are again packed on
board as before, aud if the wvessels escape
wrecking, they reach home‘:with enough
earned to keep them alive during winter. So
-the woary round goes - on, year:by. vear, add

Another gentleman describes ag follows the
condition of one of the vessels be was called
on to visit. He writes :—

I was reguested to visit a poor woman dying
of consumption. My guide teck me down the
hatchway. I had to crawl on my hands and
knees. Here Isaw, by tho dim light of a
lantern, men, women and children stowed
away in every hole and corner. The noise
of the children crying—men and women,
some scolding, some singing, was enough to
drive any one ineane ; not to speak of a
mother who only two days previous had
given birth to a child ; and the poor creature,
the object of my visit, pasping for breath
apon & bed fixed between two boxes, there
only being about six inches hetween her and
the deck of the vessel. But the stenca was
something more fearful than the mnoise, and
this was owing to dogs, goats, etc., heing in
cloas proximity, \Vhen I got back on deck
L waa theukful, The deck, Ishculd add, was
lnmbered up with puncheons, casks and punts,
8o that a female or a child would have & poor
chance to got out of the hold in a case of
emergency. Aund on that vessel, as on others,
the hatchway was covered up, when out at
#ea, unless the timo was very fine, which ia
an exception in the full. I will let the reader
imagine the hald of that vessel during a
storm at sea, That vessel in not an exeeption.
Yot may guess why so many women and
children were lust during the lute storm on
Labrador.

This horrible condition of society oxists in
the midst of our civilization !. . Here are
human betugs every year treated in a manner
which the law does not allow to bo extended
g0 the cattle which leave our ports, and until
now it does not seem to have been anyone's
business to interfere or investigate the sub-
jeet, Newfoundland is not in the Dominion,
but Labrador is, and so the press and peoplo
of the Confederation may do something to
bring akout the nbolition of this white stave
trade. 'The degradation of these women and
children is to a great exteut o matter belong-
ing to thia country ns well as to Newfound-
land,

THE MARCH OF THE SIX IUNDRED
MACDONNELL MEN,
A LEAF FROM THE

—————

WAR OF IS812,

The march of the Macdonunell men !  They
were not all Macdonnells, neither were they
all Glengnarrinns, nor even Scotchmen., In
that Drave little band of 600, led by
Red George—Colonel George Macdonnell
of the Glengarrice, the hero of
Ogdensburg! The officers were nearly all
Scotchmen, or at least bore Scotch names,
but fally five-sixths of the men were sturdy
young French wvoyageurs and hardy shanty
men, The woodman’s axe and the boatman's
onr or paddle were as playthinge in their
hands. They were just such kind of men as
had lately served in the Canudian contingent
under General Wolseley in the land of the
Pharoshe,

Come, young Canuadisn readers, let ua go
back some three score years and ten, to the
month of October, 1813 ; to those dark but
glorious duys in the past history of our
country—to those days when our noble and
bravo ancestors had to defend a frontier ex-
teuding over ope thousund wiles ia length
ugainst the asssults of an enemy ten times
their nuinber, munfully fucing overy invusion
and fioally drivieg thu cuemy trum our
borders ! The story or the sketch of suwe of
the deeds of our Tathers will, assuredly,
strike semo chord in  the * pencs hound
pulees " of the youny Canndian heart,

The celebrated march of gixty two Engplish
miles in twonty six hours by the Light Devi-
ston, under Cruwford, to reach the ticld of
Tuluvera, to protect wad caver the roteent of
the British army under Lord Wellington—
after thut terrible fight, which Wellington
had won but wus obliged atterwards to re-
treat or fall back wnd to tuke up unother
position——ig fumilinr to everyono the least
acquainted with the marches, the counter-
marches, and the buttles of the Peniveulur
war.

The writer, ag a boy, was intimate with
many of the men of the 95:h Rifles, one of the
Regiments of that Ligh: Division, and he now
recalls the delight with which he listened to
the stirring stories of the old soldiers, QOuly
seventeen men, wo believe, fell oug of the
rcnks during that long march of sixty-
two miles.

The formution of military cumps close by
the Canadinn frontier, ¢ ctending from Platts-
burg to Detroit, during tho summer and
autamn of 1813, guve evidenco of impending
coming cvents, the sum and substosce of
which was to strilie a decided blow for the
reduction of Czpada before the clese of that
year. The Americans had made themselves
musters of the wholo Western Amherst.
burg frontier, having dispersed the British
force upnder (ieneral Proctor.  Oanly a fow
hundreds of Proctor’s men cacaped by fulling
back and retreating through the then dense
foreuts of westorn Canada by way of Ancaster
to the entrenched position ut Burlingron
Heights, Iort George, at the mouth of the
Niagara, was gtill in tho possession of the
enemy.

Ta cur atory or sketeh :—¢ The march of
the Macdonnell men.” It was nob altogether
& march, It wus partly 8 march and partly
a snil—a nail of 170 miles down the rapids of
tho St. Luwrence, from Kiogston to Beau-
harnois, and a march of some 20 milea from
Beauvharnois through the backwooda to
jein  and support  the rear  of
DeSalaberry’s small force then facing, watch-
ing snd disputing the advance of Humpton’s
army of twenty times their number, Thia
extraordinary eail and morch of 190 miles
was performed in the almest incredible short
space of time of sixty hours of actual travel

Sir Goorge Prevost, the Commander in-
Chiet of the British army in Canada, wus at
Kingaton on the 20th of October, 1813, The
American army of fome 10,000 strong
was then concentrating in the nelgh-
baurhood of Kingston, mnsking preparations
for a descent of tho St. Luwrence to atlack
Montreal. Hampten’s army of about’ the.
same strength, watched by DeSalaberry, was,
advancing on Montreal by way of Chatean.
guay, to form a junction with Wilkinson on the
gbores of Lake S8t, Louis above - Lachine,

Tht}:sa were dark days for the fate of Moats
real.

Prevost mounted his horse at Kingston to
proceed by re-lays of horse with all possible
epeed by land to the threatened points in
Lower Canada. Before starting he sent for
Macdoanell (Colonel (George) who had lately
been appointed to the command of a battalion
of French Cunadian Fencibles Macdonnell was
then at Kingston, organizing and drilling that
newly raised regiment. Prevost asked him
if his men were it to proceed to Chateangusy,
and how scon.

Macdonnell's reply was :—** That his men
were ready to embark eo soon aa they had
dinner !” Plucky boys, such was the ma-
terial cur Canadian army of 1812 was com-
posed of. Prevost gave him carte blanche,
simply enjoining on him to throw his whole
foxce in tront of Hampton's advance.

If we may use a vulgar term, Macdonnsll
found himeelf in *“s fix,” He had not only
to find boatas, but to secare pilots to conduct
his force down the dangerous rapids of she
St. Lawrence. These preparations, fortu-
nately, did not take much over three hours.
Every man was then on board, That eail of
170 miles down the St. Lawrence from King-
aton to Beauharnois, in open boats, was quite
a different undertaking to u sail nowadays in
oue of our well-built and well-equipped lake
steamers.

Macdonnell and his six hundred had ogly
batteau and common flat bottom boats or
scows, row boats, with paddle and oar to
propel them, to face the dangers of the Long
Sault, the Coteau, the Cadars and the Cascade
rapids ; the breaxing of an oar or the loss of &
paddle would be a serions matter to them.
But these boats contained not only brave
men, but men skilled in the dangsrs of the
navigation through which they had to pass;
o goodly number of them were old voyageurs,
having many times previonsly faced the dan-
gers then ahend of them.

It was just 53 years before that time, in
1760, when General Amherst passed down
these same rapids from Oswego with his
army of about 10,000 mer, advancing on Mon-
treal, losing in one of these rapids—the
Coteau—03 battenux and 8S men. Macdonnell
did not lose one boat or one mar in his
descent. N

Besides the dangers of the rapids, this little
force after loaving Kingston hed to work its
way through the gunboats and the armed
schooners attached to Wilkinson's force, and
on their onward course through the Thousand
Islands and down the St. Lawrence they
were exposed at all points tw the enemy’s
marksmen and to the guns at the various
fortified posts as they passed, camsing them
to be on their guard the whole way and to
hug closely the Canadian shore, out of the
roach ot the enemy’s bhulleta.

They reached Beauharnois on the evening of
the 24th October, 1813, (baving encocuntered
a fonrful storm on Lake St. Louis, after clear-
ing the Cascades llapids,) thence from Beau-
harnois, by a midaight march, in Indian file,
of 20 miles, through the backwoods, arriving
at DeSalaberry’s resr at early morning of the
25th—ever-to-be-remernbered 25th day of
October, 1813, in advance of Sir George
Pravost, who had ridden down by relays of
horage.

On Provost meeting Macdonnell, he ex-
claimed in o tonoe of great surprise:—**And
whare are your men, Maodonnell 1’ * There,”
said Macdonnsll, pointing to six hundred
wora out men sleeping all around on the
ground, not one man missing! Thus ac-
complishing the distance from Kingston to
the battlefield of Chateauguay, 170 miles by
water and 20 miles by land, in eixty hours of
actual travael !

What a timely sriival was Macdonnell's
force to DeSalaboerry, whose whola force pre-
vious to this did not exceed four huandred
men, That same doy, the 25th of October,
lampton's ndvance was arrested, and then
begun a retreat, nn ignominious retreat, be-
foro a force now incroased to ahout one then-
and men, not one tenth of the invading
army—that 18, counting, all their ranks,
rezulnrs snd militin,

It is not our intention to chromicle the
mnny during feats of DeSallaberry’s little bund
of Canadian vehigeuraand the hardships they
hud to endure for weeka in watchiog and dis-
puting the ndvnnee of Hampton's army, but
simply to record, ng at the head of this arti-
clo: ‘**The muarch of the 600 Mucdonnell
men,” and we huve done this to the best ot
our humble ubility,

Neventy-two years have come and gone
since the meoting of Macdonnell and De-
Sulaberry on the battlefield of Chatosuuuny !
This was o meeting ot two kindrod spirits—
brothers in arme! Maedonvell was o true
representative of the Highland gentleman of
the old time, descended from a family
of soldiers. War, for centuries, had beem
their trado or profession, The same might be
said of all Highlanders at the beginning of
the last century. Scotch names could then
be found in every army of Europe. France
can boust of her celobrated Murshal Mao-
dounsld. DeSalaberry wes a true type of a
French nnhleman, a worthy representative of
an old French family, The DeSalaberrys
were early eettlers in French Canada.

The most striking historical feature of these
two Cwnudinng is this :—They were repro-
sentatives of twu noble fimiliea which,
seventy years hefore the meeting of these two
men at Chateauguny, were in orms agoinst
the erown of Grent Britain. The Mac-
donnells were all out in  the re-
bellion of 1743, olosing with fatal Calloden.
DeSalaberry's ancestors were then szoldiera
of old France, Yamay here add that in
religion they belonged to the same church,
the Church of Rome. If we mistake pot,
there were two DeSalaberrys at the storming
and fall of Caidad Rodrigoe, in Juvuary, 1812,
one in the British the other in the French
ermy.

Ve, as Canandisos, are allowing our old
landmarks to pass out of romembrance or to
full into decay. Would it not bo a ftting
tribute of respect to the memories of those
two nohle Cunadians to mark the apot where
they first met ? If nothing Dbetter, let
ny erect a simple Maypole, or a Cross, after
tho Canadian custom, or better still, a Sgotch
Chuirn, composed of loose stones, headed with
the followiog inscription :—¢¢ Thia is the spot
¢ where DeSalaberry and Macdonnell mot on
¢ the 25th day of October, 1813."

Stoney Creek and Chateaugnay will ever he
poted as turning poirts in the war of 1812,
Harvey, with his soven hundred and four
unlosdeld muskets and flintlesa looks checked
theadvanceof Dearborn’sarmy atStoney Creek
on Sunday morning, the 8th of June, 1813,
Harvey’s force was composed of fully
three fourths regulars, DeSalaberry, with
his’ small force of voltigeurs, consisting of
nine tenths of young French Canadian boya
and voyngeurs, watched for weeks, and
finally arrested and checkerd the advance of
Hampton's srmy, then on full march te Mont-
real. Thia ia a bright feather, gracing for all
time the bonnets of our young [rench Cana-
dian boys, les bonnsis rouge, and. the tugues
blen of Lower Canada, : L

“THE GOVERNMENT PLEA DE-

‘Mr. Girouard, M.P., Publishes a Crushing
Reply to the Mcemorandam of
#ir Alexander Campbelk

'To Sir . Alexander Campbell, K C.M.G.
{Minister of Justice during the proceed-

Sir,—1 have read with attention the
M-morandum which, as ** Minister of Justice
du o the proceedings against Riel,” you
1.+ (nh'ished in defence of the Government,

Firsy, lev me congratulate you upon having
presented to the public the case for the Gov-
eroment with so little delay. This course, it
is true, was not strictly parliamentary.
Usually the Goverament accounts to the
Housc of Commons and the members of the
House acconnt to the people; but in this
cage the decision of the Government had
cceated so much public excitement that it
would not have been wise to await the open-
ing ot Parliament.

The publication of the Memorandnm leaves
it no longer open to question that the Min-
iatry had not given that serious consideration
to this unfortunate affair which its impor-
tance required. .

In your Memorandum you altogether fail
to notice the most important reasons against
the prisoners execution,

General Middleton, on the battlefield of
Batoche, when the result of the fight was satill
uncertain, sent a written invitation to Kiel to
sarrender, together with his Council. Upon
this invitation Riel gave himself up, although
he might have escaped just as easily as did
Dumont and Dumais. Did not this invitation
imply a promise on behalf of Canada that
Riel should be treated with humanity ?

To hang an enemy giving himself up under
these gjrcumstances is an act of craelty un-
precedented amongst civilized nations. How
doea it happen, sir, that you have omitted to
consider thig important fact in your Memo-
randum? As it purports, on the face of it, to
be prepared at the request of the ‘“ Committee
of the Privy Council,” it follows that this ar-

ment against Riel's execution was not even
iscussed in the Council.

But this is not the greatest omission. In
carrying out the verdict, an essential part—
the recommendation to mercy—hss been
ignored. The jury said *‘the culprit’s life
should be spared,” and the Government
hangs him. Can a single case be found, in a
country under the rule of the English criminal
law, where a political offender recommended
to mercy by the jury has been executed?
This ground, set forth in so mazy petitions
sent from all parts of the country, also es-
caped the attention of the Cabinet. Nota
word is said about it iz your Memorandum,
and it must, therefore, be assumed that it
was equally overlocked in Council.

Apain, why this silence as to the last re.
spite, ordered on the very day fixed for the
execution (Novembar 10th), for reasons
known only to the Government, and which
it does not make public ? WWas the object
of this last respite simply to add six days
of torture and agony to the terrors of the
acaffold ?

But you tell us you do not wish to examine
the political question connected with the
North-West rebellion, and which, you say,
belongs to the jurisdiction of Parliament,
but, in the meantime, you affirm that Riel
was neither a hero nor a patrict, This may
be. But even so, was that a reason for hang-
ing him ?

You tell us, again, that Riel wasa bad
man, more disposed to sell than to defend his
countrymen, and that he incited the Indians
to massacres. Admitting for a moment the
truth of all this, does it constitute a sufficient
renson for setting aside the verdict of the
jury, who must be taken to have considered
all the circumstances of the case in arriving
at their decision ?

Is it, however, proved that Riel was will.
ing, aB you say, at any momenpt ‘* for the
‘‘gake of gain to desert his deluded follow-
“ers " The evidence quoted by the Gov-
ersment is not conclusive, ** He said” (to
quote from page 8 of your Memorandum)
¢! that if he got the money he would go to the
¢ United States and start a paper, and raise
“the other nationalities in the States,” Why
did he propose to raise the ** other national-
“‘ities,”” and against whom, if not against the
Canadian Government and on behalf of his
people ?

This is the evidence, upon which you base
your charge that Riel was not a patriot, and
that he cared more for himself than for his

" countrymen, a sericus accusatiuvn againat the
memory of & man who, if sane, had many
faults, but who was. at least, never suspected
of venality. In 1870 and during the recent
rebellion he was alwaye found in destitution,
and csring nothing for himself.

Bat, you say, Riel incited an Indian war
and is responsible for the depredations and
massacres committed by the savages, Was
he tried for this? Was he charged with the
murder of the Catholic missionaries and the
white settlers at Frog Lake? No, you dared
not do this, and it is a strange reason to give
for Riel'a execution, thatit was necessary in
order that you might hang the Indians.
Their lives should have been all spared.
Horrible aa were their crimes in our eyes,
their degree of civilization must be the stand-
point from which to judge of their criminal
intentiona, In their eyes, these massacres
were only accessories incident to war,

The Government of the United States acted
en and recognized this prineiple, when they
set free Sitting Bull and his warriors, after

. the Minnesota maszacres, Has the memory
of Custer, to which you refer, left deeper
feelings of revenge amongst us than amongst
our neighbors, that it should induce us to hang
Riel and the Indians? Will not our country
henceforth deserve to be called *‘ the country
of the gallows ?”

“Finally, sir, you tell us that it was Riel’s
second offence. You, at least, do not revive
the memory of Thomas Scott ; this was left
for one of your colleagues, a French-Canadian,
in his address to his constituents at Terre-
bonze. But was Riel ever convicted of Scott’s
murder? Is it not a fact that in 1874 he was
condemned to banishment for five yeara by
the High Court of Parliament as a punish-
ment for everything connected with the so-
¢ ud first rehellion? Is it not a fact that
tuit wus done sgninst the protests of the
whole Conservative party. of the Pruvince
of Quebeo, expressed both in the House of
Commeons and in the Frovincial Assembly ?
On Uecember 17th, 1874, Mr, Chapleau
moved, in the Quebec Assembly, an
address to the Governor-General, in which the
following expressions occurred :—*¢ That the
¢ leaders of this movement” {i.e., the move.
¢ ment of 1869-70) conatituted themselves &
“¢ government, and that an unfortunate act,
“¢ done under the anthority of that Govern-
“‘ ment, was the execution of ome of Her
¢ Mdjesty’s subjects ;- * * * that the
“‘ people have geen with sorrow and surprise
¢ that-prooeedings have been taken against
"%¢ certain persons implicated in these troubles,

T charging them with murder for acta pro-

-

« ceading from the authority of the Govern-
« ment created during the movement,

Who were the real cffenders in ihe
troubles of 1869-70 in Manitoba ? Was it
Riel or the Canadisn Government ? Daring
the debate, which took place last session on
the North- West rebellion, Conservative mem-
bers, and, among others, the member for
Provencher and myself, asserted theb the
blame lay with the Government, and no one
denied our statement. The Government of
Canada was, ic fact, responsible for the
events of 1879-70, because they attempted to
talke posscssion of the territory, rega.rdless of
the vested righta of the population, and
even before the deed of transier from the
Hudsen's Bay Company to them had been
oxccuted, This was the reason why the
Canadian Government promised afull amnesty,
and allowed Riel and his friende to remain st
liberty. So complete was the pardon sup-
posed to be thut in 1872 the same Louis Riel,
hearing of Sir G. E. Uartier’s defeat for Aon-
treal Kast, retired in his favor, and procured
his election by acclamation for Provencher,
the only constituency where the Franch half-
breeds could express their gratitude.

We have now only to deal with the action
of the Government regarding Riel's mental
condition. Riel

You say, sir, that the jary, in finding Rie
"guilt.y,”y, also found him sane. Should it
not rather be concladed that, as the plea of
insanity wsas the only defence setup at the
trisl, the recommendation of the jury to
mercy expressed somo doubt in their minds
as to his mental state, not strong encugh to
justify his acquittal, but strong encugh to
save his life ?

Whilst admitting that the six jurors were
the legal judges of his mental condition, it
cannot be fairly argued that they were
actually competent to decide so difficals a
questicn, Can it even be said that the
opinions of the Manitoba judges, quoted
by you, were enough to convince the pnb-
lic that justice was done in this reapect.
In a case which recently attracted much
attention in Montreal, where a q:uch less
complicated queation of inssanity pre-
gented itsalf—1 refer to the Lynam case—~the
judge, after hearing & mass of evidence, felt
compelled to refer the case to an expert, Dr.
Vallee, superintendent of a lunatic asylum,
The jury had no legal power to refer the case
of Louis Riel to experts, but in presence of
the evidence of educated people given at the
trial of $he opinions of such medical men a8 Dr,
Roddick—in face of the testimony of Dr.Clark
and Dr. Roy, the only alienists examined at the
trial, and who were all of opinion that Riel
was not responsible——in the face of the fact
that for months he had been confined in the
lunatic asylums of the Province of Quelgec,_ at
a time when he had no motive for feigning
lunacy, was it not the imperative daty of the
Government to order a thorough investigation
by experts?

The Government saw the weakness of the
evidence as to his sanity, and, at the last
moment, as you say, bad him examined
¢ confidentially.”

But the circumstances of the case demanded
an official inquiry, not a *° confidential one.”
Who were the experts employed ? Were they
competent and impartial? Where and how
long did they sit? Did they hear evidence ?
Where is their report? The answer to all
these questions is silence.

This was not the medical commission de~
manded by the whole Province of Quebec

and the hali-breeds of Maniwba and
the North-West in numerous petitions
sent in from August 10th till the

day of execution, This was not the full
inquiry promised by the Government to mem-
bera and among others to the undersigned.
Such a mockery was this so-called commission
that the Government has imposed absolute
silence upon its nominecs and call it *‘con-
fidential.”

When it is & question of personal liberty
only, the law provides for a genuine ex-
amination ; when, for instance, the point
is, should Rose Lynam remain in a lunatic
agylum or not, an expert is publicly
named by the Court, lawyers and wit-
nesses aro heard, and the experts’ report
is immediately made public. But when the
question is whether o man should be hanged
or not, no precautions are necessary, and the
public must take your word, sir, that every-
thing is all right. You will never be able
to remove the conviction that Riel was a
lunatic from a large portion of the pepulation.
Sorae days before his execution (Nov. 3rd),
when he wrote to his lawyer, Mr,
Lemieux, he spoke of visions of angels.
To the last, even at 2 o'clock on the morn-
ing of his execution, and in his farewell letter
to his mother and wife, he adhered to his
signature of Prophet, Louis ¢ David” Riel.
A few minutes before he left the jail to ascend
the scaftold, observing one of the veius of his
head, he said that the spirit was telling him
that he was destined to reign over the North-
West. Finally, it is in evidence that he
wished to make s speech from the gallows to
establish that he was a prophet. History
will not fail to record that our Government
has hung » mae, who was, most likely, insane,

1 cannot cloge this review of your Memo-
randum without calling attention to certain
pussages in the evidence quoted by you and
referring to the engagement at Duck Lake
{p. 6). You say thast ‘it was part of his
‘“ plan to capture the police force, or some
¢ high Government oflicial, in order to com-
¢ pel negotiations;’ and referring to the
second engagement, which took place at Tish
Creek (p. 0), that Riel, being urged to nego.
tinte, answered ‘‘that they must have
‘¢ another victory first, when they would be
¢ able to make better terms with the Govern-
“ ment."”

General Middleton has slso written from
Batoche, on May 13 :—*“I find from papers
‘¢ captured at Batoche, yesterday, that the
“ pumber ot rebels at Fish Creek was 280,
** under Gabriel Dumont ; that they intended
¢ to let me enter the ravine or creek, and
¢t destroy us, taking me prisoner and holding
‘¢ me as o hostage to assist them in muking
“ better terms with the Government at Ot-
 tawa.”

The English Statute of Treasons, under
which Riel was indicted, is in these words :(—
“Jf a man levy war against our said Lord

* the enemies of our Lord the King in the
“ renlm, giving to them aid and support in
“ his realm or elswehere, and thereof be
“ attainted upon due proof of open deed by
¢ people of their condition,” he is guilty of
treason.

Do not all the facts alleged by the Govern-
ment itself rebut the idea of levying war
against Her Majesty, which is the crime for
which Riel was hung ? On the contrary, has
uot the Government itself shown by the
Memorandum that Riel and the half-breeds
simply wished to redress what they con-
sidered grievances, real or imaginary,
it matters not? "Was not the resort
to arms in 1885 at most a' riet, in
any event, a crime other than high treason?
Higtory wil}, perhaps, say that Riel has been
executed for a crime which he did not commit
and that we have been guilty of a judicial
murder. '

THE  PRESIDENTS. MESSAGE.

HIS OPINIONS ON . CITIZENSHIP AND
NATURALIZATION—THE ** JAY” TREATY
—HE DISCUSSES THE QUESTIONS OF
FREE TRADE AND PROTECTION,

WasgINGTON, Dec., 8.—In his annual
message to Congress, President Cleveland re.
fers in fisting terms to the death of late Vice-
President Hendricks, He congratulates the
people on the friendly relations existing be-
tween the United States and- all foreign
powers. There are no guestions of ditficulsy
pending with any foreign government, The
Argentine government has revived 'a long
dormant claim againet the United States for
indemnity for their loes of the Falkland
Islands, but the President censiders the elaim
wholly groundless, He refera to the appoint-
meat of Kieley as Minister to Austria, and
the request of the Austrian Government that
bis nomination be withdrawn, and states that
to have complied with this request would
have been to violate his oath of office.
The Austrian Government refused to receive
Mr. Kiely, that gentleman resigoed, and the
post has since been left vacant, He refers to
the action of the United States during the
recent troubles on the Isthmus, action in
which he says was highly appreciated by the
Government of Columbia. The _treaty
with Nicaragua for the construction of
a canal at the expense of the United States,
submitted by President Arthar, is withdrawn,
the President believing thet the precedents
established proscribe entangling alliances
with foreign states. The President does not
favor the policy of acquisition of pew and dis-
tant territory or incorporition of remote in-
terests with those of the United States, con-
tending thut the present duty ot this Govern-

ment is to address itself mainly to
the development of the vast re-
sourcea of territory already committed
to its charge. He favors connecting

the two oceans Ly canal and believes the
Tehuantepec route perfectly feasible and
urges its advantages over others more remote
from the axisl line. Whatever highway may
be constrocted across the barrier dividing the
two greatest maritime aress of the ‘world
must be for the world’s benefit, Harmony
with China has not been interrupted by the
recent attacks on Mongolians in this country.

The President admits that, despite re-
striotive legislation, the Chinese queetiorn is
far from satisfactory. The President says
the recent disturbances were the resnlt mainly
of race prejudice, which exists in a large part
of our domain, jecpardizing the domestic
peace of the good relstionship of United States
with China. The admitted right of a govern-
ment to prevent an inflax of elements
hostile to its internal peace and security,
may not be queationed, That the exclusion
of Chinese labor is demanded in other coun.
tries where like conditions prevail is strongly
evidenced in the Dominion of Canada, where
China’s immigration is now regulated by laws
more exclusive than our own, If existing
laws are inadequate to compass the end in
view the President says he will earnestly con-
sider any further remedial legislation within
the treaty limits.

The creation of the Congo state uader the
sovereignty of the King of Belgium is re-
ferred to in fitting terms of approbation,

The restrictions upon the importation of
pork by European countries have not
been removed and there is no present
prospect of a reasomable change. The
President hopes that the temperate and
just attitude of the United States with regard
to such questions will lead to a satisfactory
understanding with Germany as to the proper
interpretation of existing naturalization trea-
ties, of which he sauys the Imperial govern-
ment has shown & tendency to extend the
gcope of residentinl restrictions to which
returning naturalized citizens of German
origin are asserted te be liable. The Presi-
dent says :—

The marked good will between the United
States and Great Britain has been muintained
during the past year. The termination. of
the fshing elauses of the treaty of Washing-
on, would have resulted in an abrupt cessalion
on the first of July of this year in the midst of
ventures of opern*ions of citizens of the United
States engaged in British American waters,
but for the diplomatic understanding reacked .
with Her Majesty’s Government in
June last, whereby assurance was obtained
that no interrnption of those operations
should take place during the curreat
fishing season, In the interest of good neigh-
borhoed and of commercial intercourse of
adjacent communities the question of North
American fisheries is oae of much importance.
Following out the intimation given byme when
the extensory arrangement above described
was negotiated, I recormend that Congress
provide for the appointment of & commission
in which the Governments of the United
States and Great Britain shall be respectively
represented, charged with the consideration
and settlement, upon a just, equitable
and honorable basis, of the entire question of
the fishing rights of two governments and
their respective citizens on the coasts of the
United States and British North Amcrica.
The fishing interests being intimately related
to other genmeral questions dependent upon
contiguity and intercourse, the consideration
thereof, m all their equities, might also pro-
perly come within the purview of such com-
mission, and the fullest latitude of expres-
gion or both sides should be permitted. Cor-
respondence in relation to fishing rights will
be submitted.

The Arctic exploring steamer Alert, which
was generously given by Her Mejesty's Gov-
ernment to aid in the relief of the Greely
expedition, was, after the successful attain.
ment of the humane purpose, returned to
Great Britain,

The inadequancy of exieting engagements
for extradition between the  Uaited
States snd Great Britain has been long appar-
ent. 'The tenth article of the treaty of 1842,
one of the earliest compacts in this regard
entered into by us, stipulated for surrender,

The President hopea that the needed legis-

new treaty with' Spain has been. found in-
adeguate snd another has been prepered.
The President favors an international
copy-right and assents to the termina-
tion of the commercial treaty of 18562,
with Turkey, he poiats oub the inadegquavy of
existing legislation, touching citizensnip and
paturaiization, which, he contends, should be
extended only to those who intend in go_od
faith to assume its duties snd responsibilities
when attuining its privileges and benefits.

It should be withheld from those
who merely go through the forms
of naturalization with inient to es-

cape the duties of their original allegiance
without taking upon themselves those of their
new status, or those who acquire rights of
American citizenship for no other than a
hostile purpose towards their original govern-
ment. These evile have had muny Hagrant
illustration. Referring to his withdrawal for
further consideration of treaties with Spain
and Sante Domingo, the President comments:
It is evident the tarif repulation by
the ““Jay” treaty diminishes the
revepues which are essentinl for the
safety and welfare of any government,
An emergency calling for an increase of taxa-
tion may at any time arise, and no engage-
ment with a foreign power should exist to
hamper the action of the government. By
the fourteenth section of the Shipping Aect,
approved June 26th, 18584, certain reductions
and contingent exemptions from tonnage dues
were made as to vessels entering United
States ports from any foreign port in North
and Central America, the West India islands,
the Bahamas and Bermudas, Mexico and the
Isthmus asZfar as Aspinwall and Panama.
The Governments of Belgium, Denmark, Ger-
many, Portugal and Sweden and Norway
have asserted, under the favored nation clause
io their treaties with the United States, a
claim to like treatment in respect of vessels
coming to the United States from their home
ports. The government, however, holds that
privileges granted by the act are
purely geographical, and no warrant
exits under the most favored nation
clauge for the extension of ihe privi-
leges in question to vessels sailing to this
country from parts outside the limitation of
the act, Undoubtedly the relations of com
morce with our near neighbors, whose terri-
tories form sco long a frontier line, dif-
cult to be guarded, and who find in our
country and equally offer to us natural
markets, demands special and considerate
treatment, It rests with Congress to consider
what legislative action may increase the
facilities of intercouse which contiguity
malkes national and desirable. The President
refers to the report of the Secretary of the
Treasury and says the fact that the revenues
are in excess of the actual needs of the
Government justifies a reduction in the
amount exacted from the people for it to sup-
port. The question of free trade iz not
involved nor 1is there now any ac-
cagion for a general discussion of the
wiedom or expediency of the protective
system. Justice and fairness dictate that in
any modification of our present iaws relating
to revenue, the industries and interests which
have been encouraged by such laws, and in
which our citizens have large investment,
should not be ruthlessly injured or destroyed,
We should also denl with the subject
in such a manner as to protect
the interests of American labor which
is the capital of our workingmen. Its
stability and proper remuneration furnish
the most justifinble pretext for a protective
policy., Within these limitations certain re-
ductions should be made in our customs re-
venue., The amount of such reduction hav-
ing been determined, inquiry followe where
can it best be remitted, and what articles can
best be released from duty in the interest or
our citizens, I think a reduoction should be
made in the revenue derived from the tax
upon imported necessaries of life, We thus
directly lessen the cost of living in every
family of the land and release to the people
in every humble home a larger measure of
the rewards of their frugal industiy.

The president favors the amendment of the
present compulsory silver coinage law and
suggests that it be left discretionary with
the officera of the government as to theamount
of coinage.

Referring to the report of the secretary of
the navy, the President saya: Ali mustadmis
the importance of an effective navy to a nation
like ours, yet we have not n single vessel of
war that could keep the seas against a first:
class vessel of any important power,

Tuking up the report of the Secretary of
the lnterior, the President deals at length
with the question of the treatment of the
Indians, and recommends the puassage of a

law  authorizing the appointment of
six  comniissioners, three of whom
shall be detailed irom the army,

to be charged with the duty of a careful in-
spection from time to time of all Indians upon
reservations or subject to the care and con-
trol of the government, with a view of dia-
covering their exact condition and needs, and
determining what steps shall be taken on be-
half of the government to improve their
situation in the direction of their solf support
and complete civilization.

Referring to laws directed against poly-
gomoue practices in Utah, the President

says there .should be mno relaxation
in the firm Yut just execution of
the law now in operation; I should

be glad to apppove such further discreet legis-
[ation ns will rid the country of this blot upon
its fair fams. I recommend that alaw be
passed to prevent the importation of Mormens
into the country,

Referring to the civil service the President
saye: I am inclined to think there is no senti-
ment more general in the minds of the people
of our country than the conviction of correct
ness of principle upon which the law
enforcing civil mervice reform is based.
Lxperience in its administration will
prokably suggest the amendment of the
meshods of its execution, but I venture to
hope that we shall never agais De remitted
to the system which distributes public
potitions purely as rewards for partizan
service,

The President comoludes his firet annual
message in the following words : ** I commend
to the wise, care and thoughtful attention of
Congress the needs, welfare and associations
of an intellipent and gemerous mation.
To subordinate these to the narrow advan-
tages of parsisanship or the accomplishment
of selfish aims is to violate the people’s trust,
and betray the people’s interests, But an in-
dividual sense of resporsibility on the part of
erch of us and a stern determination to per-
form our duty well, mnst give us a place
among those who huve added in their day and
Keneration to the glory and prospeaity of our
beloved land. .

MEETING AT ST. BYACINTHE.

THE EXECUTION OF RIEL STRONGLY DE-
NOURCED.

The third of the series of the meetings
under the auspices of the new Naticnal
party was held on Tuesday afterncon at St.
Hyacinthe, and was attended by about three
thousand people. The meeting was called
by a committee of leading citizens of S&.
Hyacinthe and surrounding country of
all political partics, and wos in every
respect & gathering of the most representa-
tive charncter of she counties of S5t. Hyn-
ciuthe, Rouville and Bsgot. A number of
leading citizens from Montreal proceeded to
the pretty little town by the morning train,
and the delegation was reinforced by detach-
ments at the various ‘stations. The meeting
was beld in the skating rink and was one of
the most enthusiastic yet held, On the
platform were noticed the following
wentlemen :—Hon. Senator Armand, Hon.

Senator Beuercze, Hon. P. B. de La
Bruers, Speaker of the Legislative
Council ; Hon Francois Langelier, M P

for Megantic and Muyor of Quebec; Mr
R Fontaine, Q C, warden of the County of
St hyacinthe ; Mr M E Bernier, M P for St
Hyacinthe ; Hon, Louis Blaubien, M P P,
Mr J G H Bergeron, M P, Mr A Casavant,
M P P for Bagot, Alderman Prefontaine, ex-
M P P for Chambly : Alderman Beausoleil,
Messrs A Denis, of the Uniom, of St
Hyacinthe ; P M Sauville, of the Patrie ; A
E Porier, Ernest Trembly, HJ Uloran, 1 A
Beauvais, O Desmarais, Beaudry, Dr St
Germain and many others.

Warden Fontaine occupied the chair, and
after his opening remarks, letters «f regret
were read from the following gentlemen :—
Mayor Cote, Mr A Desjardins, MP; Hon W
Laurier, M P; Hon P Garnean, of Quebec;
Mr B Beauchamp, M P P, Two Mountains ;
Mr B Guilbault, MP, Joliette; Mr ( Marion,
MPP; Hon Senator Trudel, Mr G Amyot, M
P ; Hon Senator Baillergon, Hon H Mercier,

MPP; Mr P B Casgrain, M P; Mr George
Duhamel, Hon Senator Pelletier, Mr Trudel,
MPP; Mr C E Gagnoa, M P P, and others.

Mr. Bernier, M.P. for the county, then de-
livered u few welcome remarks, during which
he thanked all present for their attendance,
and signified his intention of not delivering a
apeech because of the large number of speakers
present.

Mr. Casavant, M,P.P. (Conservative), fol-
lowed in a forcible address, in which he loudly
condemued the execution of Riel, which was
the only instance on record for the last sixty
years of a hanging for & political crime. He
instanced the manner in which the United
States had treated their political prisoners as
a very strong example which the Government
should have followed out in the case of Riel.

Hon. Mr. de Labruere, a strong Conserva-
tive, Speaker of the Legialative Council, and
chief editor of Le Courrier de St. Hyacinthe,
the former Government organ in the district,
also addressed the gathering, dwelling upon
the fact that, after a lifetime of atiuggle and
combat with political opponents, they all
found themselves united under ome flug and
standing on oue platform. He did not appear
before them as a member of the Legislative
Council, because the Quebec Government
had nothing to do with the case, but us a
citizen of the Proviace who had her in-
tereata at heurt, He came forward to
protest in the most solemn manner against
the execution of Riel, which had wounded
the French Canadian people at heart., He
came to vindicate in common with his former
political opponents the sacred rights and
privileges of a common nationality, He
wanted to give the rulers at Ottawa, of what-
ever party they belonged to, or whatever may
be the colors they waore, that they conld not
play wantorly with sentimeuts and rights of a
whole people, They wanted justice and feir
play for all, and they were decided that the
cause of humanity would not beset at de-
finnce,

Bon, Senator Bellerore then tollowed in o
speech which lasted an hour. He cautioned
his hearers to be careful of the attempts being
made by the Government’a subaidized press to
break up tho present movement. wnd thus de-
prive the Province of the just rights to which
she was entitled. He also cautioned thom not
to take any stock in the doenments which are
being circulated broadenst throughout the
country to prejudice the public mind on the
great vital issues now at stake. The pre-
sent movement was not a provocation, nor
wag it o war of races, He had supported the
Government for years but now lie would do
so no longer. In fact, he had not done so for
a considerable time past. (Cheers), The
Government had trampled under foot the
most eacred rights of the people of the P’ro-
vince, The spenker then proceeded to review
the career of Sir John Macdonald from tae
bursing of the Montreal Parliament through
the various phages of his potiticul life with
Sir Allan McNab and Sir George Cartier to
show that he had ever heen deceitful, un-
just, and unpatriotic. He related the at-
tempts made by Sir John to cheat Sir George
and Lower Canada out of her just rights in
the treaty of confederation, and ulso of his
action in seeking to deprive New Brunswick
of separate schools. All this career of deceis
wasg fittingly culminated in the disgracetul
crime of Regina, It was now the duty of all
parties to unite to drive him from power. In
conclusion he dircussed Mr. Chapleau’s letter
and Sir Alexander’s memorandum, and
pointed out that in numerous instances the
statements made were false and misleading.

Hon. Frangvis Langelier said Riel's crime
was not an ordinary ope ; his offence repre-
sented thgcause of a whole people, and when
he was hapged the sentiments of a whole peo-
ple were most wantouly acsailed and insulted.
Inthe present movement French Canadians
would have the sympathies and support of
the best pecple of all nationalities. The ling-
lish people had everywhere been known as
the ssaunchest champions of liberty, and in
this instance he had faith they would not be
found wanting. If the English people had

suflered the injustices that the Me-
tis auffered, they also would have
taken up arms, The Metis had

been contending for the most sacred of rights,
and the best proof of the sanctity of their
course wos that 2,500 claims of theirs had
been granted and pot one refused. They
had done all they could $o obtain justice, and
bhad employed all corstitutional means at
their command, but all justice had been
denied them, Riel and his comrndes had
been driven to rebellion. 1hey had don= this
in the New England States. The only differ-
ence wasthat success crowned the efforts of
the one who had achieved success, while
those of the others kad met with failure, He
(the s peaker) hed heen in communication
with leading men thronghout the Duminios,
and everywhere he hud been assured of sym-
pathy and support in this movement,

WRECK OF THE MAXWELL,
GALLANT SERVICES BY THE CREW OF THE Lipy.
TOAT,

Goberic, Unt., Dec, 9.—At an early hour
this morning the captan of the life boat
stationed here received word that a vesge)
was asbore about four miles below Goderich
The alarm was sounded, and, in a short time.
the life boat was on the way to the
wreck, which proved to be the American
gchooner A, C. Maxwell, laden with iron ore
bound from Marquette to Cleaveland ; she
wog in tow of the steambarge B. Swaine,
During the terrific gule of Friday night the
Maxwell broke away, while off Point aux
Barques. Owing to the snowstorm which
prevailed the barge was unable to give any
assistance. Captain Packer, of the Maxwell,
gave up all hopes of being saved, expecting
every hour the wvessel wound founder.
The crew stuck to the pumps until
they were completely used np. The men
suffered terribly and are badly frost bitten.
Every attention is being puid them. The
vessel’s boat, rudder, steering gear, both
anchors and sails wcte carried away., The
hull is in good coudition nud by the aid of
steam pumps it is expected she will be saved
if the weather permits, Thia is the first tine
the lifeboat bas been called into service and
the rescued sailors areloud in their praise ot
the kindness rendered them,

AN EXPEDITION TO THE SOUDAN.

Loxvpox, Dec. 11.—The activity and duily
increasing strength of the rebel forces have
attracted the attention of the Governtnent
to the serious state ol affairs in Krypr and
to the faet that the present British forcc
in Egypt is totally inadequate to cope with
the formidable army of the new Mblahdi,
Hence it is announced to-daythat the Gov-
ernment has decided to send a new expedition
to the Soudan and it is being prepared for
immediate departure for Egypt. The frontier
field force in Egypt consists of about 6,300
men under commaud of Brigadier-General
Grenfell, one-half of the force being British
and the rempinder Egyptian, The force ir
Egypt proper, which, with the above fiaid
force, constitutes the command of Lieut.-Gien.
Stephenson, consists ot about 8,000 British
and §3,000 Egyptians. Some 2,000 of the
former are stationea at Alexandria, the re-
matoder being in Cairo with small detach-
ments at Agsiout, Suez and Port Said. Under
General Hudwon at Suvkim there are about
3,000 British and Indian troops. Caliph
Abdulla has ordered every man over the nge
of 4G years to join the urmy of the Soudan.
The natives are readily obeying the order.
QOrders are expected for the reoccupation of
Dongola. Taere is continuous desultory
tiring at Koshay. Four British soldiers have
been wounded,

THE MORMON PROBLEM,

WasHINeTON, Dec. 10.—Senntor Edmunds
has devised a bill to put the Mormons in
Chancery. It proposes thut the act of the
Legislature of the State of Deseret, under
which the **Church of Jesus Christ of the
latter Day Sainte’ was incorporated shall
be repealed and apnulled apd thut the tem-
pornl affairs of the chureir shall be munaged
by  board of trustees to be appointed by the
Pregident of the United States, with the
consent of the Senate, and shall close up the
institution ns vapidly as possible undor the
direction of tie Secrvetary of the Interior.
The Attorney-eneral is directed to instirute
and proseeute proevedings  to forfeit and
esciient to the Uniced Suates all of the pro-
perty owned by the Mormon Chureh, with
the exveption  of buiidings  used  for
public  worship, and ihe Secretary of
the Interior is divested fa gell iv and invest
the proceeds for the hesedin of public schools,
The laws vrpanizing aid cieating a perpotual
ewigr: 0 fund ere wien aneubled, sad the
Attorce . General s dirvoted to dissolve the
corporaion, to puy ite duus, Lo disposeof the
pooperty and devuie the procedids to the beve-
it of the schools. Thw Loeyislarure is for-
bidden to create any cormpully or agsocisuion
for the purpose of Lringing emigrants into
the tersitory. This bill, if passed, will do
more to suppress Mormouism, it is claimed,
than any other means that cea be adopted, ns
the church is known to be a very wenlthy
corporaticn, and money causes a very close
ndhesion among the suints. .

81, Lorrs, December 10.—Bishop H. J.
Faust, of Salt Lake City, one of the leading
lights in the Mormon church, arrived here
yesterdey, He was asked what his views
were on the recent troubles at Sait Luke and
repiied ;—* I think the concentration _of
troops at Fort Douglasa and Salt Lake City
is naoutrage. We huve been too meek and
have been trampled under foot by the United
States nuthorities, Many influential Mor-
mons have been ruined and driven from
Utah on perjured testimony introduced in the
United States Court, Many of the Mormons
are pot polygamists, Now there is Mayor
Shorp of Salt Luke. Although he is s Mor-
mon he is not a polygamist. The United
States marshale are responsinle for all the
trouble. They hound the Mormons, arrest
them on _trivial charges and. either kill them
or gend them to the penitentiary.. I know of
many cesea in Utah where Mormons have
baen shot down by United States marshals
without cauge. These cold blooded orimes
have aroused the Mormons and they are dis-
posed to strike back when attacked. They
ought to have apterted themselves long ago,
