Not many years aglis. -»e
Hyacinthe was one of the most renown-
ed preachers of France. The vaulis of
Notre Dame rang with his eloquent ser-
mons, his powerful explanations of
Catbolic Truth.. Like Lucifer, like
Luther, like othere be became the viotim
of pride: lie cried out non serviam, and he

foll. Fora time his fume was lost in &

kind of notoriety. He 8et np his own
church, he took unto bimself a wife, and
he became a desd!y enemy of his former
Faith. Lately M. Hyacinthe-Loyson
tramped through the United States in
search of funds to support her hushand’s
church. The result of her mission was
evidently a failure, for a notice of
“Lease' is on the closed doors of that
church in the Rue d’Arras, The hus-
band and wife and their nineteen year
old son live in a flat in the Boulevard d'-
Inkerman, in Paris. Hyacinthe scarcely
ever goea out on the sireet. The family
bas ceased to be even noticenble, and the
clusing of their church is probably the
last act in a drama that created some
gensation in Paris, about twenty years
aAgo. The fame that the priest might
have attained has forever vanished, and
in his old age he beholds even the notor-
iety that he sought so ardently disap-
pear forever. Like many another ill-
guided soul he will driit into obscurity
and go down finally, ‘* Unwept, unhonor-
ed and unsung.”

{taly ; details of lilfe on the Riyal Yacht;
enumeration of volumes taken to read
during the trip ; sketchea of Jhe prepar-
ations at the Fiorentine Villa; and all
the minutise with which the court gossip
is 80 well supplied, must have taken up
considerable of his precious time. Yet
the editor of the World has fouud leisure
to figure up the guin to the Vatican
coffers as the pecuniary result of the
Pupe's jubiles. Yatea puts the amount
down at $1,250,000, exclusive of jewels,
plate, aud other valuables, which he es-
timates at $1.000,000. He also givea the
following interesting details :

There are many old laws which should
have lung since been repealed; but there
are also many forgotten statutes that
would be useful were they disinterred
and put intu force. Of the latter, this
one againet profune oaths is certninly to
be commended.

A NEW species of religious enthusiast
has made an appearance in New York
where he is striving to ubtain proselytes
to the religion of the Turks. His nnme
ia Mubammed Alexander Webb: his
mission seems to be a renl web of extra-
ordinary contradictions. Not long sgo,
while preaching his Crescent creed, he
invited his hearers to rend the Koran
and then read the Bible; if any one of
them did not find the Kuran superior to
the Bible he would eat the Kouran.
Speaking of the outcome of this great
ghallenge, the ‘* Michigan Cuthalic”
says: “They told Muhammed A. Webb
that they did not think the Koran was
any where the equal of the Bible, and
presented their Korans to Muhammed to
perform his part of the oral contract.
Whether it was that Muhammed's di-
gestive apparatus was not toned up to a
Koran menu, or because his challenge
was simply what is known in sporting
termology a8 a bluff, wedo not kunow,
but the fact remains that the Korana
presented are still untasted by Muham-
med.” The truth is that the Koran isa
dry and meaningless volume. Leaving
aside the question of the inspiration in
the Bible, there is high literary merit in
the volume of Christian Scriptures; it is
& book of prophecy authenticated by
past and present fulfilment; it is a bouk
of poetry lofty beyond the range of hu-
man power to imitate ; itisa book of
bistory such as no man has ever at-

tempted to equal. But the Koran is
simply a huge volume of maxims, more
or less meaningless; a book of immoral
teachings such as shock all sentiment of
civilization ; & book of the Sword and of
Mashomet. Mr. Webb may succeed in
gathering in a few dollars from the curi-
ous of the foolish ; but his converts, we
are certain will not be a menace to the

stabilily of Christianity.

THE GREAT NOVELIST IN ROME.

Trade and Art—The Trade-Novellst and
Artist-Novelist—Aun American by In-
heritance, an Itallan by Blrth, and
an Epglishman by Tralning.

In front of the Ara Coeli Istood. A
swarthy [talian was teiling of the dra-
matic death of Culadi Rienzi. His Eng-
lish was lightly worn, but it seemed to
please his audience, and_ 1t was for that
purpose they had paid their lire. The
crazy quilt language of the cicerone and
his audacious way of handling history,
made him cut an attractive figure in the
eyes of most tourists, whose desires are
amusement rather than study. As a
type, to use & phrase borrowed from
the school of pscyulogical novelism, he
was a study. To the student, Rumeisa
city of absorbing interest, to the ordinary
American bird of passage, 2 dull place.
It all depends on your point of view, If
you are & scholar, a collector of old lace,
or & vandal, Rome ia your happy hunting
ground. Itthese pursuita do not interest
you, Roman begguars with all sorts and
conditions of disenses, @omelimes by
pature, mostly by art, Roman fleas, and
the gaunt ghosts of the Campagnaquicky
drive you from the cadital of the Cesars
and Popes. A few other annoyances
might be added, such as sonr wine, whose
mist fumes are not to be shriven by yonr
bottlelet of eau de Cologne, garlic on the
fringe of decay, and the provoking smell
of salt fish in the last stage of decom-
position. But you have come to Rome,
it is & name to conjure with, and despite
the drawbacks, you must have a glimpse,
an ordinay bowing acquaintanve with
the famed old dame, At the office, an
English office, in the Piazza di Spagna,
you have asked fora * droll guide,” Who
could not listen to a scholarly one amid
such aclive drawbacks as wine, fleas and
fish. Michael Angeln Orazio Pantacel is

our man. Whaut do you care for good
%Jnglish? Did you not leave New York
to leave it behind? What do you care
for Ruman history? Pantacci is your
man, und bis lecture on C.la di Rienzi is
a masierpiece. A stranger joined our
little crowd. Pantacci at that moment
had attained his descriptive nigh-water
mark. His pose, voice, Were touchingly
dramatic. Cula way, as he expressed it,
%o perish.” The stranger smiled and

assed on. His smile was a composite
affair. It was easy to gee in it Michae!
Angelo’s historical duplicity and our
ignurant simplicity. The stranger was
tall, with the shoulders alightly stnoping,
& nose as near an approach to the Grecian
as an American may come, a heavy
black mustache, ruddy cheeks, thn._t whis-
pered of English feod mellowed with the
glowing Chianti. Who is that man?1l
said to my companion, whose eyes bhad
followed the stranger rather than Pan-
tacci. *That,” maid he, “is Marion
Crawford. the author of the Saracenesca
books. You remember reading them at
Albans.” Tell mesomething about him.
He is a very clever man.  Cola has per-
ished; let us leave Puntacci. On the
way to Cordiettis tell me something of

his life.

an art hardly to he met with in contem-
porary fiction. Fiction hasabrogated to
herself the whole domain of life, and
thus the art of telling a stary for the
story’s sake is lnst. Fiction has & mis-
sion. She freights herself with all 18ms,
Scott, Manzonl, even the great wizard of
Spanith fiction, could they live again,
were failures, Introspection is the cult,
and, happily for their fame, they knew
nothing of it. These great musters tol:
us how scenes of life were enacted. Why
they left to the inquisitive and later day
broud of commentators. Since then the
all absorbing scientitic spirit prevails,
aud we moderns brash away the delight-
tul humor of Dickens for the analytical
puzzl-s of Henry Jumes; the keen satire
of Thackerny for the coxcombetirs of
George Mwiedith, Fary cult interests
none, moiern children are ancient men,
Scepticism is rampant, and the cause ot
it i8 iu & great manuer due to the madera
novelist. ‘This product of the 19th cen-
tury world spirit cooly tells us that
romance lies dead. Realism has taken
her pluce. If we are to believe the
theories of its votarirs, it 13 without an
ideal —a mere anatomical transcript of
man. Whuat this theory leads to is well
illustrated by the gutter filth of Zla
and Catulle Mendes, It makes novel
writing & trade. Que ceazes to be as-
toni~hed at the output, il he thoroughly
grasps the difference between a trad.s.
man and an artist. Trade is a word
wmuch used hy realists. Grant Allen,
writing of that realistic necromancer,
Guy De Manpassant, hus nothing apter
to define his position than the phrase
“he knows hia trade.” In poiot of fact,
Grant Allen enunciates a truth in this
phrase, one that might be carried sill
tarther, by saying that his whole school
are jomineymen [nborers, tradesmen, if
you preler, turning ant work, tasteless
and crude, at the bidding of the erube-
seent young person ol tue period. It ia
teavily assnmed that work of this kind
is not, despite the word jugglery of their
school realism. It dots not deal with
the true man, but with a phrase, and that
abnormal. A better phrwe in use in
speaking of the works of this school is,
Literature of Disease. The artist who
ives must have a model, and that we
call theideal. The nearer he approaches
this the more lasting his work, All the
great artiats had ideals. Workmen may
be guided by the rule of thumb, The
first lesson m great artist learns is, ** The
art that merely imitates can only pro-
duce & corpse; it lncks the vital spark,
the sou:, which is the idea!l, and which 1s
necessury in order to create a living or
ganic reality that will quicken genius
and arouse enthusiasm throughout the
ages.” The gulf between the trade
novelist and the artist-novelist is of vital
importance. The former believes that
art is simply imitation, the lutter, that
art 1s interpretation. One is a stone-
cutter, the other & sculptor.

Crawford’s canon is that art is inter-
prelative, not imitative, and, moreover,
ho has a story to tell and tells it for the
story's sake. He has no affiaity with
that school 8o polntedly described by the
Scotch novelist, Barrie, as the one
“ which tells, in three volumes, how
Hiram K. Wilding trod on the skirt ot
Alice M. Sparkins without anything
coming of it “Cordiettis,” said my
friend, “give thenrderand I will tell you
what I know of Crawford.”  Paulo, gaid
{ to :he waiter, sume Chianti, and, weil,
a pigeon, * Crawiurd,” said my friend,
“was born in Rume about thirty-tive
years ago. Hiscareer has been nstrange
one, full of life. His early yeirs were
spent in Rome, where his father was
known as a sculptor, his boyhood in the
vicinity of Union Square, his early man-
hood in Engluad and India, In the
latter country he was the editor, proof-
reader, typesetter of a small journal in
the natives interest. As such he was a
vhorn to the notorious freak, Bluvatsky.
Crawford is an American by inheritunce,
an Itulian by breeding, an Eoglishman
by training, an Indian by viriue of
writing abuut India with the kuowledge
of a native, In 1873, by the finuucial
panic, Mrs, Crawlord lost her large for-
tune, and Muion was forced to sbift for
himself. He became & journalist, and
as such wandered over most of the in-
teresting part of the globe. Onr his re-
turn to New York, at the request of his
uncle, Sum Ward, the epicurean, who
had discerned his kinsman's rare power
of story-telling, he wrote his first book,
Mr, lsascs. It was n success, Of the
writing of that book, Crawfurd has told
us was “ very curious.,” I did not im-

He knowe how to tell a story, j agine that I possessed a faculty.for story

writing, and I prepared for a career very
ditferent from the career of a novaiist.
Yet I have fonnd that all my early life
was an nnconacious preparation for that
work. My boyhood was apent 1n Roms,
where my parents had lived for many
years, There I was put through the
nsual classical training—no, it was not
the usual one, for the claasics are much
better taught in ltaly than in this
country. A boy in Italy by the time he
is twelve is taught to spesk Latin, and
his training ia g0 thorough _that he can
read it with ease. From Rome I went
to Cambridge, England, and remained at
the university several years. Then I
studied for a couple of years at the
Ge.man universities. During this time
L went in for the rciences. and [ expected
to devolte mysslf to scientific work,
Finally [ went off to the East, where |
did a good deal of observing, and con
tinued my studies of the oriental lan-
gnages, in which I had tsken consider-
able interest. 1t was while [ was in the
E st that [ met Jacobs, the hero of Mr.
[sancs. Many of the events [ have re-
corded in Mr. [saaes were the actual ex-
periences of Jacobs.”

The writing of his firat novel ocenpied
the months of My and June, 1882; it
was published the same year, aud at
once established its author in the front
rank of living American writers of fiction.
Since then Crawford has written twenty
volumes of fiction. Crawford is frank
and he tells us how he manages to pro-
duce in a few years the amount of an or-
dinary lifetime. By living in the open
air, by roughing it among the Albanian
mountaineers, wandering by the sunny
olive 8'0oses and vineya:ds of Calabrin,
and by taking hard work and pot luck
with the native satlors on Inng voyages
in their felucena,” are the menns of the
novelist to hold healthand make nis pen-
work & laxative employment, In these
picturesque journeys, he lays the founda-
tion of his stories, makes the plots and
evelve the characters. He does not be-
lieve in Tro'lopes idea of sitting down,
pen in hand, and keep on sitting until at
its own wild will the story tukes ink.
The story in these excursions has Leen
lully fashioned, and it becomes but a
matter of penmaunshipto recorlit. How
quickly this is done may be seenfrom the
rupid writing of the noveiist, wnich
wverages 6,000 words the working day.
Yhisg rapid composition has its defects,
defects that are In sume measure com-
pensated by the photographic views of
the life and maoners of the people.
I'nese views are in the rough, but they
are truer than when toned down. Poetry
needs puring. The greatest novels have
been those that came hke Crawford's,
tresh frum the brain, and were hastily
despatched to the printer. Scott did not
mope over thesheets. Thackeray's were
written to the tune of “more copy.”
Your American critic, Stoddard, says
*“that Crawford is » man with many
talents, and with great fertility of inven
tion, is evident iu every stury that he
has written. He has written more good
stories and in more diverse ways than
any Lnglish or American novelist. It
does not seem to matter to him what
countries or periods hede.als with, or what
kind of persunages he draws, he is always
equal to what he undertnkes,” It may
interest you, in ending thiz biographic
sketch, that he is a convert to the Catho-
lic Cnurch, and with the American
critic’s idea in view, a Cosminpolitan.” 1
was not astonished by the former in-
formation, To those who know I'aly
and Mr. Crawford’s wonderful deawing ot
it. there could be but one opinion, that
the faith of the novelist was the same s
that of his characters. No Protestant
noveiist, no matter how mauny years he
had lived in Italy, could have drawn the
portraits that play in the Saracenesca
pugea. One of his friends had this in his
mind’s eye when he wrote of the supe-
rionty of the novelist's writings on Itnly
over thoss of his countrymen. Thi~
writer tells us that Crawford added the
indispensable advantage of being a Ca-
tholic in religion, a circumstance tha
has not only allowed him a truer sym-
pathy with thelife there, but has afforded
him an open sesame to many things
which must be seale.i books to Protest-
ants.”

Whatever tends to hrutalize & man ;
whatever robs him of his inteliigence,
and dethrones the reason which shouid
guide bim in the paths of rectitude,
unfits him for the duaties of citizeushup.
The intemperate man is a curse to the
state ; he is a cancer on the social bady ;
he not only consigns to destruction his
own Gud-given prerogatives, but he casts
atide every kindly feeling, and destroys
the home that was destined to be the
sanctuary of virtue. He crushes the
heart and dries up the well-springs of
buman kindness in the breast of the
mother who must be the inspiration of
patriotiam to future Awmerican citizens.
He impoverishes and brutalizes his chil-
dren, and by the force of his example
and neglect drives them into the haunts
of crime, where laws are set at defiance.
Every citizen has certain duties to the
state that endows him with the preroga-
tives of citizenship and guarantees him
protection for his life and property. Pre-
eminent amongst these duties is that of
obedience Lo the laws by which the statle
is governed ; not the sullen, ungenerous
obcdience such as the spaniel pays to the
master who has whipped him, but the
ready, intelligent obedience of one hold-
ing the most vital interest in the main-
tenance of the state which governs and
protects him, For the proper discharge
of this duty to the State

But when the intelligence is destroyed
or benumbed, when reason is dethioned,
passion assumes control over man, and
law becomes a meaningless thing to be
trampled under foot lest it should stand
in the way of licinse which the brutal-
ized man procluims. This is the condi-
tion to which the drunkard wantonly
and delirbately reduces himself. He
drowus in the poisonous cup the intelli-
gence and the reason which make it pos-
sible for bim to be a good citizen. By
his own wiltul act he becomes incapable
of rendering an intelligent ohedience to
law. He foreswears not only hies alle-
giance, but even the possibility of his
allegiance, to the state, and becomes the
subject of the most despotic tyrant, his
owu passions.

his. He is, pexhaps, a son on whom the
affections of a lile-time are centred, and
1o whom aged and feeble parents must
look fur support and cunifort in their de
clining years; or, it may be, he is a
father of & fumily, who, to satisfy his
own accursed appetite, takes the bread
from the mouth of the starving mother
and brings cousequent starvatien and
death to the suckling infant. He has
children whom he should teach tu be
G+ d-fearing, honest, maniy membera ot
society ; yet not a single kiudiy
‘waord do they hear from the lipy
of the monster who ia their father.
not a single lesson can they learn from
his words or example; only curses and
blasphemy and rend iheir tender ears,
and the gentle, fiial affection implanted
in their little hearts by nature’s God is
supplanted by a crouching fear In his
presence, and an unnutursl hatred for
the man who heaps cruelties and indi-
guities on their affettionate mother, to
whom only the wretchied little ones can
Iook for comfort and suppori. The fero-
civus beasts that roam the wild forests of
Africa never neglect their young, Toey
provide abuodant food fuor them, and
uiten at the risk of their own lives pro-
tect their offspring. It remains for
man alone to practise cruelty on his own
flesh and  blood after intemperance re-

GANADA [N ROME.

An Interview with Blshop Maodonald
of Harbor Grace, Newfoundland.

This being the jubiles year of His
Holiness Leo XI1L the eyes of the Ca-
tholic world are turned towards the
Eternal City, and all hearts beat in har-
mony with the hierarchy of the Cnurch.
Eager are we for any news that may
come to us directly from the oity of the
Popes, and glully do we avail ourselves
of every opportunity afiurded to hear
from the centre of Cutholicity, especiully
when snch news is brought to us
by members of the oclergy and
above all by the Bishops of the
Church. Naturally our pleasuie was
gresb when learning that Bishop Mac-

onald, of Harbor Grace, Newfoundlsnd,
was to pass through our city, on his re-
turn from Rome, and the celebrations
that he must bave there witnessed on the
glorious occaxiom of our Holy Fathers’
Jubilee. We, therefore,availed ourselves
of the occasion of the good Bishop's
passage through Montreal to glesm the
most recent and relisble information on
the subject uppermost in the Cathalic
mind today. Cuunsequentiy we called
upon his Lordship, at the Archiepiscopal
Pulace, and there had a most instructive
and interesting conversation, the sub
stance of which we feel pusitive will
be of greatest to our rea:lers,

“I nave been in Rome,” said Bishop
Macdonald, *“I was there fr the Epis-
copal jubilee of the Popes’ Having en-
quired of his Loxdship about the Huly
Father's health, and after referring to
the many contradictory reports that are
daily flushed acrues the wires, on & sub-
ject o delicate and yet 8o interesting to
all Catholics, we asked whac amonunt of
credauce might be given to such piecen
of mu-called aunthentic news. His Lord-
ship replied : * There is nothing in the
personal appearance of the Holy Father
or in hiis manner to cause any very seri-
ous alarms. Time deals gently -with
the great Pontiif, 1n his eighty-fourth
year he hus health enough on his side,
and vigor, to warrant the hope that he
may rule the Church yet for many
years.”

Being thus satisfied on the question of
the Pomiff s health, we naturaily thought
of our owil country and we asked Bishap
Macdonald if Canadan were well repre
sented at the celebration of the Episco-
pa jubllee. The answer war indeed a
pleasant one. “Canada,” said His Lord-
ship, *“made & most creditable shewing.
The Cardinal Archbishop and the Arch
diocese of Quebec were ably represented
by His Grace the lenrned Archbishop of
Cyrene; the diocese of Three Rivers was
represented by the saintly Bishop
Lafleche; the zealvus hard-working
Dr. Dowling, Bishop of Hamilton, stond
sponsor for the Upper Provinces; His
Lordship Bishop Emard, of Valleyfeld,
one of the most recently consecrated!
members of the bierarchy, represented
the district of Montreal; besidea the
bishops, thers were present many priests
from different parts of Canada.” * You
might imagine, perhaps.” continued
Bishop MacJdounald, “bat Canada and
the works done by the Canadian mission-
aries, the houses of education, the mag-
nificent progress made in all quarters by
the Cihurely, from one ocean to the other,
would be somewhat new to the Holy
Father and to the college of Cardinals.
But snich isnot the case, I'here iascarcely
a move made by the Church in Canada
that is not noted in the Eternal Cuy,
end deep is the interest taken by tie
Roman congregations, from the Pupe
down, in the great advances, the giant
strides that_ the propagativn of Fath,
is making in this country. Their at-
tention is constantly drawn towards Ca-

- nada, not only by the Archbishops and
Bishops of this couniry, who regularly
visit the Holy See, but also by the com-
munities that have done so much for the
cause of religion here, and the fruits of
whose lubors are already to be seen in
abundance even within the circle of
Rume itself. The Canadian College in
the Eternsl City is &' munument tu the
zenl and devotion, the Iabors and the un-
remitlting patriotism of its founders the
Fathers f the Sulpician Order in Mon-
treal. A patriotic work this college cer-
tainly is. “All the nations of the civilized
wi rid seek to be represented at the cen-
tre of Christian unity. Each of the great
gountries of Eurupe, and we may here
inclade America, has s Cullege in Rume,
Eugland, France, Belguim, the United
States of America, have their instiiu-
Liohay in the Reernal Qity, that sxq speci-

ally destined for the use of Catholic
sludents from their respeciive conntiies
and for those who are preparing themsel-
ves for the great life of the priesthud.
Some of these Colleges have been esta
blished by princes. by monarchg, by thé
wenlthy and devout children of the
Church, in the countries thit they re

preseut. Some of them owe their founda-
tion to the liberality of the faithful wha
were taxed—a voluntary tax—for the
purpose of having their country repres

ented in the City of the Pupes. Foremost
amongst the first is the Canadian Cul

lege : one of the last to co:ne into the
field : but one that has immediately
leaped tuthe higheat plane. and stands
there to-day a perpetual and active re-
minder of the laith and Catholicity o
Cronda, Yet no princes endowed it; no
monarchs gave it an impetus; no taxes
are being paid by the peopls of Canads
tor its maintenance ; not a diocese in
this country feels the weight of its sup-
port. The Fathers of the Sulpicisn or-
der in Muntreal, founded the Canadian
Cullege in Ryme, and they aline sup-
port it. Through their exertions it has
risen to the eminent position that it now
occupies, und no divcese nor parish in
Canada 18 called on to main!ain it in its
nigh sphere of usefulness.

pate, the Fathers of St. Sulpice carry on
their grand work, daily Increasing in
merit and usefulness, daily realzing
more and more their ideal of & thoroughly
representative Catbolic and Canadian
Cuilege.

of entertainment. The line was drawn
nowbhere—anything for a fight, whether
ia war between men, dogs, birds or boys.
San Franciscn has become the paradise
fo prize fighters, 8o the scum of ring-men
have drifted in hers from all over the
world. Beside the outside influx the city
is infested by a lot of toughs aud hood-
lume, local and to the manner-born, who
owe theirstatusin life to the all- permeat-
ing leaven of the hateful immunity al
lowed by the law to the professional
ruftians of the ring.

Of the Catholic Church they know com-
paratively nothing. Her external hie-
tory, as an organizel. society, they per-
haps to some extent discern, but of her
inner life, hex doctrinal teachings, her
.moral rule and discipliue, they have as
"yet not even a remote conception. Their
antagonism to her, as a church is nega
tive rather than positive, resnplting from
that falee. ides of her purposes and
methods which was transmitted to them
by their ancestors ; but which they ever
shiow Lhemselves ready to abandon when
s falsebood 38 discovered, Their per-

sonal sattitude toward those Cathalics
who are true fo their raligion, whatever
be their race or social standing isal-
most always generous and {riendly.”

“\What they need from us,” said Prof.
Robinson, referring Lo thewe inguirers,
“ ia knowledze and not argument.”

Richard Malcolm Juhnson, the well
known suthor, also read a paper at the
convention, in which, speaking of the
attitude of the mon-Catholics of the
Svuth towards the Church, he eaid :

“They honestly beiieve that the Ca-
tholic faith was s superstition and an
idulatry, known to be so by the leadirg
prelates from the Pope down. \What
wiaa more hurtful. they as honestly be-
lieved that the Catholic Church ‘was,
ever had been and ever would be the
friend and strongest supporter of des-
Epotic governments; that what it hated
most was individual freedom; that it
1gnored and cast forever out the Bibk ;
that it not ounly pretemied to absulve
from sin, but for satisfactory considera-
tion in money offered license to commit
it, particulazly in the case of the power
ful, without whose support it muat break
tu pieces.  Fur the Catholics amorg their
acquaintanre who were cultured and
known to be upright in generat deport-
ment southern Prutestants felt a plea-
sant, respectiul compaseion, wondering
how they could have been led to regard
an ageéd recluse in Rume as not e.nly im-
peccable but all-wise. * * % Nynpe
has doubts now that a Catholic may be
as much a patriot and a gentieman as
other people. Thoosands and thousands
not only sav prayers for the souls of
their dead, but are thankful when their
Catholic friends and sympathizers du
likewise,” :

George Parsons Lathrap, at the same
convention, speaking of ihe non-Catho-
lies of thir couniry, raid :

“We must find 8 way to reach them,
and 1o make them see and knuw us as
we actually are.”

These utterances give the keynote of
the movement which Father Etliotis
to initiate. The result wili be waiched
by many in aod out of the Catholic
Cunrch.

Father Elliot has received invitations
from several other Catholic Bishups tu
undertike a similar work in their dio-
ceses, but, as alrendy told, he will devote
the first year of his new field to the
dincase of Detroit—~The Milwavkee Cu-
tholic Cilizen.

THE BARDIC RACES,

cnm—

BY LADY WILDE.

The magi, the Sephoe, the gyranosop-
hists, and the Irish adepts, held ntuch
the sgame crved and the same dopmus
with regard to the eonduet of life neces-
sary to heighten the spiritual power.
Ibey all abetained from auimai toml at
such times a8 the rush of inspiration was
oun them and the maduess of prophetic
rage and at all times they favourdd
solitadde, living apart in the House of
Learning or BandicCollege. wiiese they ad-
mitted no obstrusive intimuey with lower
intellects to disturb their loity nud exait-
ed moads of thought,  The means, aluo,
by which they obtained mastery over
diseases and the minds of men, with the
strange aud subtle use they made of
heths, were all kept seerct smmongst
themselves; for they held that the pry-
ing eyes of shallew unhelicvers shiandid
never be suffered to intrude upin the
sacred mysteries,  And it is certain that
the bards possessed strange and mystic
powers of wisdom beyond and above all
other men. It was, therefore, very dau-
geroud to offend & poet. If any ane re-
fused him a request he would take the
lobe of the persun's ear and grind it be-
tween hiz fingers, and the man wonld
die. Yet the baris were capablo of
much human emotion, and were the
sweet singers of sympathy when sorrow
touchied & househ. .

The Bardic song amongst all nations
was tha fimst exyression uf the human
goul, with all its strong, passionnie emo-
tions and herioc impu'ses. It is remuark:
able that, although several invasions of
{relamd ure on recurd, ¥et tmt one lang-
uage seems to have existed there from
Lhe earilest times down to the coming of
the Anglo-Nornuing in the twelfth cen-
tury, The Bards hiehd it as their peculiar
duiy to raise the language to ite highest
petfection, nnd the fuwa of Celtic poetry
especishy, were most elaborate and the
structure of the verse exceedingly ditli-
cult. Ten years of study weie alowed
At the Druid’s College to gain pert: ction
in the art, and also to practise the nywen-
nty ; for at the royal festivals the Arl
Rine was expected Lo recite fully and
perfectly whatever heroic tale might be
called tor by the king st the banguet.
On great oeccasions alsu, when the meet-
mg was held in the open air, the chicls
gat round in a ciicle on mounds of turf,
winla the bards, standing in the cenire,
reciled the heroic narrative to the ac-
companiment of the harp, the chorus
juining In the lyneal portions at inter-
valy, and a ciicle of harpists at the ntter-
most ring ol the assemblage introduced
oceasional symphonies of pure instru-
mental musie to give the bards time for
rest between the parts of the recitation,

There were three chief mensures in
musgic in nse smongst the poets :—*The
Surrowful’or the chunt for the dead ; “I'lie
Delightful ? reserved for dances and festi-
vities ; and “The Reposing,’ devoted en-
tirely to love sunnets and the plaintive
wnfiness of Jyrical expression. But the
Ross-Catha, or baltle-liymn, was the great,
war sung to which the warriors marched
tn battle, and which inspired them with
the heroic madness thut braved death for
victory.

Everything connected witly the bards
is interesting. They were so giited, so
learped, and so beautiful. For cven
genius was not con-idered enough, with-
out beasuty,to warrant & young man
being enroiled in the ranks of tiie poets,
A noble, stately presence was indispen-
eable, and the poet was required not
nnly to be gifted, but to be handsome,
Then he was promoted thrungh all the
grades until he reached the last and
highest, called *The Wisdom of the
Guds,' but the knowledge then acquired
by the initiated was kept sacred trom
the crowd, and the adept swore by the
sun, the stars, and the hosts of heaven
never to reveal the mysteries acquired
by his initiation to the profane.

The high born maidens amongst the
noble faniilies were also trained by the
Druids in poetry snd music, and in the
exercise of the chase, such as archery
and throwing the lance, to give the
bodies health, vigour and besuty, while
those endowed with peculiar intellect
were admitted into the Bardic orders, and
became the priestess, prophetess, or
poetess of the tribe; who inspired men
by her eloquence and had power by her
incantations over the deep mysteries of
life. Sueh was Eudain, the chief nostess
of Erin, the guide and inspirer of Euzene,

the King of the Suutb, the prophetess of

her nation, who saved him and his king-
dom from ruin by her wisdom, and re-
deemed him by ber counsels from his dis-
sofute and evil Jife,

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HOLY THURSDAY.

‘We are in Holy Week, the last of the
Lenten season, and the most important
of allthe year. since it is commemorative
of the most striking events 1n the his-
tory of our redemption. To-morrew is
Holy Thursday, the day that witnessed
the establishment of the Church. Upon
that momentous occasion, when par-
taking of the Last Supper, Our Divine
Lord send forth His Apostles, giving to
them the mission to estublish His Church
all over the earth, to preach, to convert,
to administer the sacraments. It was
that night, before Judas had performed
his act of perfidy, and befure the tragic
scenes in, Gethsemane’s Garden took
place, that Chriat delivered His last will,
and gave Hia final instructions to all wao
were to begin the perpetuation of
the mighty wurk He was about to com-
mence,

Ono Holy Thureday the Redeemer
broke bread and hauding it to His chosen
few, performed the miracle of transub-
staniation. At that moment for a first
time, were ithe words, *This is my
Budy " pronounced; and immediately
the Eucharistic Sacrament was created.
This, next to His death, was the greatest
act of superhuman love that the Bon of
God could perform. He thereby gua-
ranteed us His perpetual presence in the
Sacrament of our altars. The institu-
tion of the Blessed Sacrament was not
enough. It was followed, almost imme-
diately, by the words, ‘go ye and do
likewise ” go and preserve for the human
race the food that is of the sonl for its
salvation; go and by the priests of the
Church; go and repregent, in a visible
manner. the ever present but invisible
Head of the Church. He, there and then,
created the Order of the Priesthood ; He
bequeathed His Power to St. Pcter and
his successors. The Sacrament of Holy
Orders came into existence on the ocea-
sion of that.great ordination under the
new dispensation.

No wonder then that the day is called
Holy Thureday. The kiss of Iscariot
told the mastcr that numbers of traitors
would follow the example of the fallen
‘Apostle, and receive unworthily the pre-
cious gift of His Body and Blood. The
weakness and denials of St. Peter pre-
figured the priests and guardians of sonls
that would some day fall away from the
awlnl graces they had received, and
would deny the Truth that bad been
given to them. But Christ also beheld,
down the vista of centuries, the noble,
pious, and fervent millions whose com-
munione of reparation would ascend, like
incense, to heaven, and the vast army of

His sacerdotal soldiera that would “ fight
the gnod fight ” on the field of existence.
In truth is it & day of sacred and holy
memories, and one npon which all faith-
fr] Cathalios should to pay special bonor
to the Euncbaristio presence, and renew
their devotion towards theVicar of Christ
snd their confidence in the priesthood
that He established. Thereby will they
prepare themselves for a worthy celebra-
tion of the atill more trsgic events re-
served for the following and closing days
of the grace-burdened perind of Holy
Week. Let us then, on Thursday, pause
1o reflect upon the mysteries commemor-
ated and upon the onfathomable love
that dictated the institution of the
Eucharist and Priesthood] Without the
latter the furmer could not be perpetuat-
ed: and without the former we would
have but & cold, hollow, meaningless
creed ; one that would be despoiled of its
choiceet treasurs—the perpetual pre-
sence of Jesus Christ in our tabernacles,

GOOD FRIDAY.

The saddest and most glorious day of
all the year! The day of twilight gran-
deur; the weaving of funereal darkness
into perpetual light. In the story of the
Passion we read of those scenea that
have thrilled the human race with awe
and the niere mention of which has gone
duwn the ages, like & trumpet-call sum-
moning the spiritually dead to a resur-
rection of eternal duration. We need not
ask our readers to linger with us in con-
templation of the events of Good Friday ;
in our churches they are pictured in the
“Stations of the Cross ; * from our pulpits
they are repeated in the varied tones of
different preachers. No matter how elo-
quent the speaér he can add nothing to
the sublimity of the drama enroted on
Goulgotha; no matter how simple his
gtyle, it cannot fail to fire us with a spe-
oies of enthusiasm and devotion that on
no other occasion can be felt. Could we
but transport ourselves in imagination to
the period of Redemption, and surronnd
ourselves with the actual scenes and the
living actors, what an astounding pano-
rama would we not behold. Standing upon
some eminence outside the doomed Je-
rusalem, we would behold the fate of
millions of dead patriarchs and just ones
hanging in the balance, the future salva-
tion of millions yet unborn awaiting the
consummation on yonder skull-shaped
mountain. Over the valley and across
the Jordsn would come the cry of the
rabble, the clishing of speara, the tramp
of soldiery, the curses of the Jews, the
execrations of the Scribes, the moans of
the sy mpathetic, the weeping of women,
and the groaning of a vast multitude.
Adown the Via Dolorecsa, would we catch
a glimpse of one, solitary, deserted figure;
moving under the weight of & cross and
clad in the trappings of a mock monarch.
We would see Him fall ; then hear the
kicks and blows that caused Him to
arise again. At lastthe yelling, demoniag
throng, would issue from the Fish Gate,
and dance, in wild anticipation of bloody
scenes, up the rocks of Golgotha. Finally
we would see the Creator, Redeemer and
future Judge of our race, suspended be-
tween heaven and earth, The price of
ou: salvation flowing down the wood and
dampening the earth ; the barbaric con-
‘duot of the military around the Croes ;
the Joving Bt. Jobn, the weeping Magda-
lene, the agonizing Mary, the Mother.
At last we wonld hear a voice ory out,
“Consummatum Est;” as the work of
Redemption was immediately acoom-
plished.

Then, turning again to the mountain,
we would ses the soidiers depart; the
centurions casting lots for the garments
of the Mighty Dead; and the faithful
few looking up to the silent Saviour.

But then; Ah! A transformation!
Clovds rolling up and along the horison ;
lightning leaping across ithe expanse;
the shn préwing dark upon the western
sky; the earth rocking like a tempesi-
lushed ocean: the dead coming fuith
from their graves and walking amongat
the living; the val of the temple rent
from top to bottom. Nature in awe and
consternation in presence of Divinity in
the agony of superhuman love. All this
would we have seen and heard, were we
to have staod near Calvary eighteen hun-
dred and sixty years ago. All this we
know to have taken place; and sll for
our salvation. Were we to have wit-
nessed the tragedy, we naturally wounld
have felt our blood boil, our Indignation
grise, our horror at the sacrileges over-
come our every faculty. Yet,to-day.the
same scenes are enacted around us, and
we participate in them, -

Even a8 we write—even as you read—
are we daily playing the pari of the
Ruman soldier, the cruel centniion, the
black-hearted scribe, or the bloodthirsty
Jew. By our sing we are causing the
same Divine Victim to renew the agonies
of Good Friday, and to suffer over again
the borrors of that sanguinary sacrifice.
We drive ia the nails with, the hammer
of our passiona; we pierce the side with
the spear of our iniquities. And yet we
are pot indignant with ouraelves. Good
Friday is at hand ; let every true Catho-
lic celebrate it in a befitting manner by
doing penance for &ll his errors and by
striving to repair the wounds he has in-
flicted upon Calvary’s Victim. In that
way alone can we expect to worlbily
prepare for a resurrection with Him on
Enster morning. We must bury in His
tomb all the evil of our being, and await
the three days to come forth glorious in
apiritual grace. Then will this be a txuly
Good Friday for us all,

HULY SATURDAY.

This i8 a day of repose, cf transition
between the gloomy scenes of Friday and
the glorious event of Sunday.  Although
it was not until Sunday morning that the
Saviour cnme forth trom the tomb, still
the prelude to the hymns of rjuicing is
heard on Saturday. From the repository
the Sacred Host is carried to the altar;
at the Gloria the bells ring again; the
lights around the tabernacle are more
numerous and the vestmenta of black are
exchanged for white, and ceremonies
preparatory for the coming year are per-
formed. The holy water, to be used for
all Church purposes, is blessed ; the oil
and holy chism sra also prepared; the
great Pascal candel, an image of Ohrist,
with the five wounds, arisen and glori-
ous, is blessed and lighted. Ou the
Gospel side of the altar it is placed, and
there it remains till the day of the As-
censiop. It tells us of the light of Truth,
the gospel of revelation, that the envoys
of Christ must carry all over the earth
and unto every future generation.

Holy Saturday is also the day upon
which the Cathalic is suppused to with-
draw into the hermitage of his own
hear! and there prepaved himself fittingly
for the rolling away of the slone from
the sepulchre of his sinfulness, when
the Angel of the Resuxrection descends
on the morrow. It isaday most holy
because it i8 the eve of the greatest
event since Creation. To close the
lenten seasonin a worthy manner and to
be assured of a epiritual rising on the
morning of Easter, 11 is necessary to en-
ter into thespirit of the Church upon that
day. She invites us tb penance, to abso-
lation, to & purification in the salutary
waters of penance. By following her in-
structions and obeying her preceots we
cannot but secure a happy and glorious

Eagter. Holy Week will soon be a thing
of the past for tbis year. Of the thon-
sands, the millions called upon to celeb-
rate the commemoration of the sacred
deeds that the finst Holy Week witnessed,
how many will there remain to join
in the ceremonies next year? This fear-
ful vncertainty should make the true
Cathalio so act as if he were positive that
this will be hialast Holy Week on earth,
and that his next Exster will be a re-
surrection into a life that knows no end-
ing. A happy Easter to sll our readess !

EASTER DUTY.

This is the season when every Catho-
licis obliged, under heavy penally, to
approach the Sarraments. There is &
Inw of the Church, one that admits of no
donbtful interpretation, to the effect
that each Catholic must confess hiz sins
and receive Holy Communiop, at least
once in each year, and that at Easler
time—and in his own parish. To say
that there are no excexptions to this
rule of the Church would not be true;
but the exceptions arise from ocircum-
stances, which must be fully weighed
and will admit of no trifling. To be ex-
empt there must exist a specialora gen-
eral dispensation. The special dispensa-
tion must come from the Ordinsry of the
diocese, and be for very valid remsons.
Buch exceptions are few and far between.
A general dispensation exists for all who
are under the physical impossibility of
attending to their duties. For example
a man who is living in the woods, away
from priest or church; or a person who
is 80 situated, either through illness or
other unconquerable circumstances that
he caunot reach tbe church or segure the
services of & priest. Catholics so placed
are dispensed ipso faclo from the obliga-
tion; but they must have the intention
of fulfilling their Easter duties as soon as
s favorahle opportunily cocurs. In all
other cases, and without exception, each
one is bound, under pain of ex-commu-
nication, to confessa and receive Holy
Communion inside the prescribed time
of Easter.

We draw special attention to these
pointa as they are of major importance.
The penally alone should suffice to im-
preas a Catbolic with the gravity of the
obligation. We sincerely hope that no
reader of THE TRuE WI1TNESE will be
found in the category of the delinquents.
Wise ia the Cbhureh in placingsuch stress
upon the fulfilment of this sacred duty.
It serves torecallmany a wanderer who,
were it not for the shame or fear of the
consequences, might go on for years es-
tranged from the Communion of the
Faithful. Easter is the period of resur-
rection, and, with Christ, each one should
arise spiritually from out the tomb of
sin and into a life of spiritual grace.
When Easter dawns may there be none
go unhappy as to fall under the Church’s
condemnation and God's diepleasure ;
may all perform their Easter duties!

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THE JESUIT IN SOCIETY.

One of Franoe's * patriaticslly anti-
clerical” organs tells its readers that the
“ Jesuit carnot possihly be a safe guide
for youth, because he is outside the
workll, he does not move in society, and
he cannot therefore be competent to
prepare his pupil for the ways of the
world, much less to gnide men of tha
world,”” This is a text upon which we
could build a pretiy lengiby essay; but
a8 space is limited we will strive to
prove a proposition directly the opposite
of the one laid down in the peculiar sen-
tence sbove gunted. We believe that
the Jesuit (and this applies to the mem-
bers of other religious orders) is, by his
very training and the rules under which
he lives, pre-eminently calculated not
only to prepare & pupil for the world
but also to guide and direct the men
who move in what is known &s society.
In order to reach our conclusion we will,
firstly, ask ourselves what ia society ?
serondly, what are the laws that regu
late suciely ? thirlly, what are the rules
and Jaws that govern the Jesuit’s life?
and fourthly, what knowledge and ex-
perience of the social requirements does
the Jesuit necessarily poesera? All the
jdeas or arguments about to be used are
our own, and we know not whether they
will please or displease the Order we
have chosen to speak of,

In the broadest acceptation of the
teim, society is the aggregate of indivi-
duals united for mutual protection and
assistance, and moving in one sphere,
The first sociely consisted of Adam,
Eve and their children; as the race of
man became more numerocus the social
circle expanded ; finally, smaller circles
of families, communities, provinges,
nationalities, each larger than the other,
were formed, even as the works of a
olock, or like the creature of Ezikiel's
vision, “ wheel within wheel and glisten-
ing with eyes.” Each community has
its inner social circles; so has each
nationality ; so has eacli great branch of
the human family. But divide them as
we will, sub-divide them as we choose,
the different elem-nts that go to make
ibe social existence of the world are ali
suljected to the same laws, the same
general regulations, and are all guverned
by the same universal principles. Let
us then see what are the laws that regu-
late—or should regulate—society in
general and which consequently apply
to each parlicular element in the social
structure.

All law emanates from God and har-
monizes with His laws, otherwise it is
not what it purports to be. The so
called law that does not flow from the
Divine luw, and that is nut in harmony
with God’s spuken or writlen desires, is
8 mere contravention of Jaw and a sam-
ple of human injustice. O 1r laws—civil,
criminal, political, social and religious—
all correspond with the regulations laid
down by the Creator, or if they fail in
that respect they are not calculated to
attain the ends that all legislators should
bave in view. We pre-suppose, there-
fore, that the governing laws of the
world, or of scciety, if you so chooses to
call it, are as perfect a8 buman inge-
noity can frame them, and thag they
harmonize with the laws that Gud has
given to nature and to man for the pre-
servation of the one and the salvatior of
the other. This much being admitted—
if it is not admitted then our society is
a mere chaotic mass of confused contra-
ventions of the will of God—we must
conclude that the man who best under-
gtands toe laws of -society and the rules
and regulitions whereby he is to be
guided, is the most likely to be able to
put them into practice and therehy to
peoure the epd which every child of our

tace has in view, namely, happiness and
prosperity even in this world, For the
present we will not load this article with
Any reasoning upon the necessity of at
taining fulure rewards beyond this life.
Thue buving established whiat society is.
of what that social spbere, in which
men of the world are obiiged to move,
consists, and having considered whence
should flow tlie laws that are to govern
the members of that society, let us turn
to the particular case of the Jesuit and
see, in a few words, what laws and rules
govern his life.

The Jesunit Order {and the same of the
other religious orders in the Catholic
Churclh) is a rociety within a society-
It is & wheel; a small one, but an ail-
important one in the great mech nism
of the social machine of the wurld. The
rules and regulitions that govery it, and
according to which its members must
live constantly, are in as perfect har-
mony with the laws of God as anything
human can correspond with anything
divine. The discipline, so strict and sv
unrelenting, that the Jesuit undergoes,
is calculated to make him learn, not
only by theory, but by experience, the
very fundamental principlea of social
strength. The union, the obedience to
the rules, the self-denial or rather self-
immolation, the constant study, the
quiet, the meditations, all these tend to
make the Jesuit become perfect master
of the requirements of his society. He
has made it a life study and has devoted
all his trained energies towards the per-
fecling of the laws that guide the desti-
nies of his society. He is therefore an
adept, 80 o speak, in all questions that
pertain to social organization, or the
progress, success and ullimate accom-
plishment of its end by the rociety of
which he is a member, and which society
is on'y one of the numberless sub-
divisions into which all society, or the
human family, is divided.

Before turning to the last question,
that of the knowledge and experience
which the Jesnit most neces:arily poe
sess, we desire to remark that the man
of the world, the individual “ moving in
society,” as it is called, has no time {on
account of business), no inclination (un
account of absence of training), no
puwer {on account of irreflection in the
whirl of life) to pause and meditate
upon the laws that govern the social
structure, and upon the necessity and
means of conforming his life to the legi-
timate requirements of these laws and
rules. He is carried off in the burry of
woridly affairs, he scarcely ever pauses
to reflect upon the logical consequences
of whatever action or course he may
adopt, he is satisfied to listen to the
more experienced and blindly obey wnat
they lay down for him, as a rula of life,
or eise to disregard their advice and run
a short and inglorious career, to go up
like a rocket and come down like a
stick. If the man who is destined to
move in society is precluded {rom reflec-
tion, meditation, study, to whom is he
to apply for guidance in the great social
world into which he ia about to euter, or
in which he has already stirred ?

We have shown how the Jesuit be-
comes necessarily imbued with the laws
that govern his society ; extend thase
laws, 88 you would strelch an elastic
band, and they are the same that should
guide the social world, that more numer-
ous society of the human race, Becanse
if the Jaws that govern society must flow
from and harmonize with the laws of
God, snd 1f the rules and regulations
that are the sclidity of the Jesuit’s so-
ciety, o flow and harmonize, it naturally

follows that they must be identical, only |

more extensive in their application in

one case than in the other. Cmse-|

quenily, the Jesuit, who has been su

trained and whose life is a study of and
meditat-on npon the means of fulfilling
the laws of Gid and obeying the rules of
his society, must be in the highest de-
gree competent to preparc the youth
entering the world, or to guide busy
men, already launghed in the maelstrom
of the great outside society. The Jesuit
studies, reflects, medilatea for the maun
who has neicher time for study, inclina-
tion for reflection, or desire fur media-
tion. Thus without actually moving in
what is called saciety the Jesuit is pox-
fect muster of all the requirements of
that sucial ephere. Its governing laws
are a3 familiar to him as are the * Exer
cises of St. Ignating;” the dangers he
can perceive are hidden from the d2zy
waze of the man of the world; the op-
portunities and advantages that he
understands nre often passed over in the
hurry of life by the one who should take
advantage of them. From the pulpit,
in the class-room, and above all, in the
confessivnnl, the Jesuit is positively the
surest and most reliable guide that even
the most worldly-minded of the world'y
can pussibly secure. His experience,
gleaned in one day of confession, is
greater than all that any ordinary man
conld collect in a long lifetime. Build-
ing then upon that experience and per-
sonal knuwledge of the dangers in so-
ciely, the causes of these p: rils and the
eflects of falling into them, and adding
thereto his mastery of the rules that
should govern the social world, the
Jesuit at once becomes the most ac-
complishicd of tearchers and the most re-
linble of guides.

We compared society to a watch, the
ingide of which is composed of wheels ol
different sizeg, but all of the utmost im
portance. 'The Jesnit Society is, there
lore, one of the smaller wheels, but one
that is correspondingly important in the
working of the whole timepiece. The
larger wheels may make more noire, but
they could not move correctly and regu-
larly were they not gnided by the inne
oms, And the least pec upon the cogr
of these latter will suffice to cast the
whole mechanism into confusion. The
main spring of this immense watch i»
Religion. The sorial wheels may be all
property adjusted, but withont the main
spring of Faith they eannot move. And
when in motion, the great hour-hand
moves about on the dial uf time, starting
at & certain hour and performing a com-
plete revolution, as it returns to the
point whence it starfed : so each indivi-
dnal in the social body sets out, at »
given bour from God, and on the clock
fnce of exirtence perfuorms a revolution.
aud returns to the source whence he
started. But all this social machinery
and all the rules and Inwe that govers
the order of the world or the order of the
Jesuit would be useless were one certain
P.wer absent. The wheels of the watch
may be perfectly made and exactls
placed, and the main epring may be in
accordince with every scientifie require
ment, but unlers the watch is wound up
it will never move and keep time. An
external and superior force is required
to apply the key. So with society : the
Jesuit’'s instruction, his guidance anil
his experience would be useless to th
world wers it not that the works wer
wound up by the Hand of the Almighty.
With the great key of His crealive
power God sets all these harmonies in
motion, and without His aid, the Iawa,
the rules, the regulatinna of society
would be as useless as the wheels of an
unwound watch. The religious society
being the wheel nearest to the Huand
that sets all in motiun, is necessalily the
best calculated to guide the others.

Davin deflying his own party and risirg
above relizions prejudice and politieal
bias, to bring the scatlerer of the evil
seeds of bigotry and seclarian animosi-
ties to time ; Me. Devlin taking advan-
tage of the oecasion 1o launch into an
attack upon the two Itish Catholic repre-
gentatives on the Government benches ;
Hon, Mr. Costigan dischaiming all sym-
pathy with Mr. Wallice's eentiments
and voting agningt the Goverument;
Hon. Mr. Currsn, the Solcitur-General,
disapproving the course of the man who
accepted uflice with himself and nnder
the same leadership, and emyphasizing
his «isupproval by a vote alverse to the
party he supports and the Government
of which heig a member. For all this
1angled combination of diff-rent religious
and political elements, with its contra-
diclions and seemingly purodoxical situ-
ations, let us strive to find a solution
and impartinl explavation,

We all know, and politicians abnve all
~hould know, that no matter what parly
amap belongs to there rre always certain
questions, apart from the general policy
that he supports, npon which he mu-t
clash with his leader or the majority of
that leader’s following.

THE EFFECT OF THE BilLL.

On Irish Opinion—Un Ebnglirh Opinlon
Praotical Solidarity of Irish Mem-~
bhers—0Oppos!ition Knovked Out
of Time.

London, Feb. 1§.—Doubtless the cable
has braught you copious aceounts of all
that has haprened here this memorable
week when Mr. Gladetone introduced his
second Hone Rule Bill and the House
of Commens read it for the firgt time.
I have rather an appalled idea of the
quantity of “matter” which muost have
renched the American press on the sub-
jeet, for T had a glimpse of one of the
telegraphing rooms the evening Mkr,
Gladstone spoke. What ascene! The
machines npon machines, the telegraph-
ists working them like men possessed,
the rmirhing messenger boys, the clouds
of “ Aimsy,” the miles upon miles of
punctured “wheatstone’” tape rattling
and roaring outward from these loomsof
news ! And it was all about that even-
ng’s debate. And they told me thut it
had been going on from morning (des-
criptive matter and accounts of scenes
and incidents before the speech began),
and that it would be going on.

FAR INTO THE XIGHT,

and that there would be something of a
gimilar scene most evenings of the week.
They told me, toe, that leagues of this
matler was going direet tv America via

After
this aund much more has surely been re-
lated, and it I were toexpuilute there-

I am, theretore, rubbed of the richest
and mest obvious subject and must
leeve dercription alone. Tnere are other
matlexrs touching these events, however,
which do not get staleso quickly, and
about which the eable is not quite 80 re-
liable as it may be in mutteis of mere
reporting and description. These, as it
bhappens, too, are the more vital portinns
of public events, and it may be nseful, ss
I conceive it, to sny something of the as-
pects they present ta those who happen
to be in a position of peculiar advantage
for vbeerving Lthem from inside points ot
view. The Home Rule Bill has now been
introduced, and its cecond reading fixed
for Murch 18, scme weeks {ram now. In
the interval thiere are several things
which will receive a good deal of con-
siceration. First, as Lo the bill itself—
what sort is it ? 1 can only refer yon tu
the forecast of it, which I discussed
pretty fully in The Pilot several weeks
ago. Puint by point the vital provisions
of 1he bill, which Mr. Gladstone explain-
ed ‘this week. ate identical with those
explained in thut forecast. Thereis only
a slight difference, and that is only an
apparent difference. The bill provides
for a reductivr of the Irish members
irom 103 to eighty, whereas the forecast
said the Irish members would be contin-
ued at Westminsterin their full strength
80 Jong as the power of dealing with the
land guestion was reserved tothe Lwper-
ial Parhament., Now the reduction pru-
tested against by Mr. Parnell (as was
pointed out in that letter) was a reduc-
tion to thirty-two, as a
¢ SYMBOL OF IMPERIAL UNITY” ;

and it is contended by the Government
that the reduction 4o eighty is not in the
sense of a disabling reduction at all, but
is simply a readjustment of the Irish re-
presentation in proportion to the popula-~
tion. Even so, I have reason to believe
that the pravigion in the bill touching
this point will be altered to the provision
described in the forecast; thus lultilling,

as in sn many other instances, what Mr.
Campbel-Bannerman, the Secretary of
State for War, alluded to in the dehate
this week- ag = Mr. Parnell's statesmanlike
intuitions ™ The bill is faulty i:vone or
two respects, and bnth sections of the
[rish party. the majority and the Par-
nellires, are agreed in demanding that it
be amended in these regpects. But these
are amendments which can be effected
in committee. In the main the bill isa
sound and gatisfuctory acheme for giv-
ing practical eflect to the great principla
ton which Mr. Gladstone has pledged
himeself of national antonomy for Ireland:
and it is most gratifying and satisfactory
to know that both wings of the Irish
party take exactly the same ground in
supporting it, subject to the reservations
mentinned. Nu speech in the debate,
indeed, created a better impression than
Mr. John Redmond’s, and all Irishmen
feel a great sanse of relief at what ap-
pear to be the growing rapprochments, at
any rate the practical harmony ofaction
which is being settled between the two
sections of the Irish Nationalist repres-
entation in the House.

THE LIBERAL PARTY

openly exyress their gratification at the
state of things, and such a paragraph as
the following from the Speaker. the semi-
official weekly organ of Mr. Gladstone’s
government, will douhtless he as pleasant
reading ta frinds of Jreland at your side
of the Atlantic as it is here :—

“Mr. John Redmond’s speech was a
hitter digappointment to the Tories, who
had been harboring a fond hope that the
Parnellite members meant to play the
vart of wreckers to the Home Rule Bill,
For our part, though we have differed
from them, of course. and found plenty
of fanlt with some of their pr.ceedings ;
we must say we have never taken this
atupid and insnlting view of the Parne!-
lite members. We have recognized their
sincerity, und we have always felt confi-
dent that, when it ecame to the scratch,
their patriotism would effectively assert
itself. Mr. Redmand’s clear, ahle and
moderate statement on behalf of his col-
lengues diftfersso little, even in its critical
attitude, from the equally clear ahd nble
statement of Mr. Sexton on behalf of the
frish Parlinmentary party, that the en
tire Nationalist representation of Ireland
may now be described as united in sup-
port of the prineiple of the bill. This is,
perhaps,the fact of best angury for Home
Rule amongst all the events of a remark-
ably auspicious week, and it is & fact
highly creditably to the statesmanship of
the [rish members rs a whole.”

Now, before leaving this point I agk
leave to say one word entirely from my-
self. [ assume that the readers of the
Pilot are not afraid of looking faots in
the face with

this respect. and whatever their likes or
dislikes about Dparlicular persons or
groupes, they have a keen and ur.clouded
eye for the value of a political fact. They
are aware perhaps also of the open and
independent vposition I have always
striven to assume with regard to the un-
fortunate division in. the Irish party,
With this preface, perhaps they will
permit me to cite, now that the prophecy
1t contains is fuifilled, the following pas-
sage from a letter 1 wrote many weeks
ago, but which through some accident of
the post has miscairied and come back

to me again, Lo
I was alluding to & certain disgruntled

Liberal who was threatening some time
ago to make trouble becsu<e Mr. Glad-
stone rafused to give him office, and who
was hossting in the clubz and elsewhere
that he could use the Parnellites as a
gort of guerilla hand, to bielp him to dish
Home Ru'e, and therefire I wrote:
“ Here1s one of the cages 1n which this
gentleman proves himsell taa eclever by
half. He proceeds on the nssumption that
these Irish polilicians are as cynical ns
himeelf, and that they are utter foals into
the bargain; in both of which assump-
tions he is profoundly mistaken. It wili
be well for dispassinnate friendls of Ire-
land in America to beware of letting
their vision of facts be clouded by the
reckless calumnivs of partisanship—
things which by their violence amt in-
justice have done more damage indriving
men Lo extremes, in sowing bitterness,
perpetuating misunderstanding, and ex-
citing contempt for the national char-
actler, than our cause will be the better
of for many a year. There are good as
well as bad Irishm ' n on both sides of

and amnongst the Parnellites there are
men — Nationalists from their ecradle,
men who have heen figting and suffering
for their conutry in jail and out of it all
their lives—who may be trusted to tuke
»& patriotic a view of these gquestions as
the equally gnod Nationalists amonngst
the msjority of the party. These men
may not see eye 1o eye with each other
as Lo the questions on which the split
divides them. But they are the same as
ever they were on the main question ;
and it is absurd and contempib:e to pre-
tend that because they hiva been pum-
melling ench other lamentahly for the
past yenr or twa, they have snceeeded 1n
pummelling each other into Orangrmen
or  Whigs. Those who pretend such
things either dn not think whst they are
saying or else they have a very low opi-
nion of their owa conntrvymen. [ am not
of their number, and [ feel contident
that when it comes to the point, either
in presence of an attempted betrayal or
in presence of a generous and adeqnate
gulution of the Nutional question, the
true Irishmen, both from the Parnellite
and the McCarthvite sections of the
National camp, will be found acting
shoulder to shoulder on a common
policy.”

So much for the effect of the bill upon
Irish opinion. Iis effect upon English
upinion is more remarksble, It mny be
gaid to have practically fiabbergasted the

Opposition. The Unijvnists have, in
fact, overreached themselves by
their own tactics of the lust few

years. Their attacks upon Home Rule
in every mood and tense, as disruption
of the Empire, total separation, and
every extreme and obiectionable thing
which they thought would alarm Eug-
lishmen, have not only led their own
friends Lo expect some dire catastrophic
portent in the shape of a Home Ruie Bill,
but have actually helped to prepare the
mind of the ecountry at large for a much
stronger measure than it would have
heer ready for otherwise, The result is
that the entirely reasonable measure
which Mr. Glatstone has just introduced
has struck the Oppusition
BETWEEN WIND AND WATER.,

Not that the new Home Rule Bill is, in
the main, any less than the biil of 1886,
but the Unionists and their organs,in
the excessive zeal of their misrepresen-
tations, instead of attacking fthe reality,
wagted all their ammunition upon a
fantastic scheme of their own inveuntion,

and now that the genuine bill comes into
view, they are left without an effective
shot, They nare utterly disconcerted,
and the full-blnoded high spirits with
which they came to Parliament before
the bill was introduced, threaten to eva-
porate in flatnlent demoralization, They
are looking to Lond Randolph Chnrehill
to put new life into them, and Lord
Randalph is looking into the ditches of
Ulster as the only Unionist fighting line.
Lord Salisbury 1s going over there to
mauke the air blue with threats and to
sound high the Orange drum in a few
weeks. But nothing is more tharoughly
d.scounted than these Inst-diteh futmin-
1tions of Orangedom.  Nobody in Eng-
land believea that Mr, Johnstone, of
Baliykilbeg, the most nminble amnd kindly
old gentleman, is going to seu forth to
cut Papist throat~ ns soon as Home Rule
is pussed, or that Col, Saunderson, the
boffoon of the House of Conimops, is
going to lie in & damp diteh with »
blunderbuss in his hand when he can
contribute to the gaiety of his nation
from the benches of the Irish Parlia
ment.

1 bave always pointed to two condi-
tions in particular as essential to the sue-
cess of Home Rule in the present situa-
tion: First, that the Bill should he a
sufficiently zood one to bring abaout the
practical solidarity of both secrions of
the Irish party ; second, that Mr. Glad-
stone's health should be such as to per-
mit him to exert his will vigorously and
thins overcome the troublesuine elements
which exigt in his own party. These two
vomhitions are now fulfitled, and if Provi-
dence only permiis them to cantinue, al}
is well. The Irish members between
them, as I peinted ont in the {irst letter
[ wrute sfter the general electton, held
ane ot the keys of the position, and Mr.
Gladstone bolus the other, These two
working together enn make all muleon-
tents come to beel. The bill will pass
through all its stages in the House of
Commons without ditfi-ully, and there is
even a possibility that the Lords will
think better of throwing it out—~T.P.G.
in Boslon Pilpt.

BECKET'S DEATH.
An Eve Witness Describes the Murder
of the Great Archbishop.

One of the mnst dramatic pieces of
writing in English histurical literature is
Edward Grim's aceount of the murder of
the great priest, Thomas A. Becket, says
an ¢xchange. (:im was not only a cun-
temporaty of Becket’s, but he was ae-
tually with him at the moment of his
murder, and sawthe ghastly spectacle 1n
all its minutest detnils. The sccuunt
will be found reprinted in' one of Mr.
Nut-'s excelient Jittle volumes of “ Eng:
lish History from Contemporary Writ-
ers.” On the fifth day after the nativity
of Christ the hour of dinner being over,
Becket had departed with some of his
nousehold from thacrowd into s inner
room to transict some business, leaving
a crowd wailing in the hall outside.
Four knights with one” atlendant enter-
ed. They were received with respect as
the servants of the Xing, acd well
known, and those who waited on
the archbishop, being themselves
al  dinner, iuvited them o table,

The knights senrned the fond. Presently
Jhey were ushered intn the presence of
the archbirhap, when they sat for a lone
time, arvl did nnt aalute h'm or spexk to
hWim. The archhishop turned to them,
and, geanning the frce of each one,
greeted them in a friendly manner, but
they answered him with cnrses, and
ironeally prayved that God mivht help
him. At this Becket colorel deeply,
n wareing that they had come * to his
hurt.” Wher-upon Fitz Urse, who
seemed to he the chiefl among them,
hreathing fury, * Wa have samething to
a1y to thee hy the King’s enmmand : say
if thon wilt that we tell it here before
A1.7 The prelate’s reply was: “ These
thinga should not be spoken in private
or in the chamber, but in pnble” If
the doorkeeper had nnt called back the
clerks tha intrnders wounld have killed
him ng thev afterwards confessed, with
the ghalt of bis crvss. which stood by.
Fitz Urse, again addrersing the arch
sishap, spoka of his “ obhatinate pride”
ind declared that his desizn agninst the
King was known tu all. Tn a few digni-
fied words Becket sought to justify his
poliey.

After some miore recriminations the
knights sprang un, and, comirg clnse to
him, said ** We declare to you that you
hnve spuken in peril of your head ”
“Do you come tao kill me? axked
Becket ; and he added, “I have commit-
el my cruge tn the Judge of all, wher.-
fore I nm n't mnved by threats, nor are

my sonl for martvriom.” The knights
t en went ont uttering imprecatiins,
nd presently returned with ewords
axes, falehions and other weapnns.

Justin McCarvthv?’s Anpeal to the Irish
ot New York,

KeEw YoRk, March 26.—A message
was cubiled to the Hon, Wm. E. Glad-
stone to-night by the Natioral Federation
of Americe pledging him their most vi-
goreus suppoit in his effurts to carry
through the Hume Rule bill, and expres-
sing alike tlie reariments of the thous-
sndawhohal g tin red at the Academy of
Music to endurse his action and the tens
of thousands of Irivhmen throughout
America who are loyal to their muther-
land, The miraage was as follows:—
“ We, the citizens nf New York, in mass
meeling assembied, beg to tender you
our hearifelt sympathy in  your
effurts to achieve fur Ireland the
long sought for messure of justice
which we trost God will enable
yu 1o speedi'y carry to & successiul
termination, anil we pledge yon our
wigorous and eontinued support theough
the pumgele.” It was signed hy Th.omas
Addis Emmet, Morgan J. O’Briea and
Jobn Byine. This wus the keynote ol
the great pathering of Irishmen at the
Academy of Music this evening., The
pecple listened to patriotic airs by the
99.h Regiment barid and cheered enthu-
siastically when Judge Morgan [, O'Brien,
the jremiding cfficer, and Cungressmun
Bourke Cockran ecame on the platiorm
follumned by & number of the prominent
men, From the governms of almost
every state in the union came messages
of sympuihy with the movemens for the
freedom of Ireland.
