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SOME REASONS FOR A BELIEF IN
HOM@EOPATHY.
INTERESTING COMPARISONS BY DOCTOR
W. S MILLS.

At the meeting of the Fifth Interna-
tional Congress, held at London, Angust
5-8, 1896, Dr. W. 8 Mills, of Stamford,
Conn., presented a paper entitled, “Some
Reasons for a Belief in Homaopathy,
Including Comparative Statistics,” from
which the following figures are takene
These figures are the latest comparative
statistics we have seen, and were ob-
tained from the officiul reports. Here
are some of them condensed from Dr.
Mills’ paper.

In Philadelphia the hospital corres-
ponding most nearly in the ¢haracter of
work to the Ilahnemann, is the Penn-
sylvania. In 1894, there were treated
at the I'ennsylvania Hospital, 2,553
patients with a mortality of 1049 per
cent. During the yearending March 31,
1895, there were treated at the Hahne-
mann Hospital 1,851 patients with a
mortality of 529 per cent, or for the
same number treated, the Allopaths lost
198 to our 100.

Atthe Western Penngylvania-Hospital
Pittsburg (Allopasnic), in the year end-
ing September 30, 189, there were

treated 2,305 patients with a mortahty
of S48 per cent. At the l’ittsl)ur:;,
Homwopathic Hospital, during the year
ending March 31, 1895, there were
treated 1405 patients with a mortality
of 6.37 per ecent; or for the same number
treated, the Allopaths lost 141 to our 100,

The total number of patients treated
in the Cook County (Chicago) Hosptal
for five yewrs ending January 1, 1894,
was 43598, of which 28221 were assigned
to and treated by the Allopaths with a
mortality of 11.87 per cent, and 6,968
assigned to and treated by the Homa-
opaths with a mortality of nine per cent,
or for the same number treated, the
Allopaths lost 132 to our 100, Here all
patients being taken in numerical order
and treated in the same institution, it
cannot be charged that the comparison
is unfair. )

The largest Homwopathic Hospital in
the world is the Metropolitan Hospital
on Blackwell’s Island (formerly Ward's
Island Hospital, N. Y.) The Allopathice
Hospital corresponding most nearly to
this is the City Iospital (formerly
Charity Hospital) also on Blackwell’s
Island. “Patients are =ent to these two
hospitals from the department distribut-
ing oflfice, pro rata, according to the
number of vacancies in each, and irres-
peetive of the disease to be treated.

According to the last published report
of the Department of Publie Charities—
1892—the Allopatiis treated that year
8,:430 cases with a mortality of 7.35 per
cent ; the Homwopaths 3,060 with a
mortality of 5.36 per cent,or for the
same number treated the Allopaths lost
137 w our 100.
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The Massachusetts General Hospital,
in 1894, treated 4,605 patients with a
mortality of 4.83 per cent, while the
Massachusetts Homwopathie Hospital,
during the same year, treated 1,191
patients with a mortality of 419 per
cent, or for the same number treated,
they lost 234 to our 100,

Johns Hopkins Hospital (Baltimore)
Allopathie, in 1894, treated 3,018 patients
with a n orfality of 652 percent. At the
Marylard Hemwopathie Hospital, there
were treated 336 patients with a mor-
tality of 3.37 per cent, or for the same
munbertreated, they lost 193 to our 1o,

In private practice Dr. Mills gives a
collection of S,000 cases of diphtheria in
Chieago, (Dr. R. N, Tooker's tigures:
treated with antifoxin. Mortaliyy, 22
percent.  Iu sane city 515 cases treated
homwopathically.  Mortality, 7.5 per
cant. Difference in favor of Homa-o-
pathy overantitoxin, 14.7.

In an epidemic of typhoid fever at
Stamford, Conn., in 1595, the mortality
under old schoul treatment was 7-74 per
cent., while under homawpathie treat-
ment it was 4.09 per cent.

At New Haven, Comn., from 1881-5,
the mortality in scarlet fever, was 999
per cent. under old =chool treatiment and
4.30 under homaopathic treatment.

In diphtheria the old school mortality
was 35.45 per cent.; homuwopathie, 21.23
per cent.

In typhoid fever the old schosl mor-
tality was 23.95; homeropathic treat-
ment, 20 per cent.

In measles the old schon]l mortality
wag 1783 per cent.; homaupathic 188,
A difference in this disease of 15.95 per
vent, in favor of homweopathy.

We have reported hospital records:
Allopathic, 50,305 patients with a n.or-
tality of 1032 per cent; Homawopathie,
19439 patients with & mortality of GOy
pervent.  In other words, for the same
number of patients treated they lost 149
to vur 10n,

These figures show that with all its
progress the  *old”  “ seientific ™ or
“allopathic ™ school, still lags woefully
behind the homaopathic in curing the
ills of humanity.

The city of Buffulo entertained the
delegates in royal style, and the con-
sideration given the proceedings by the
daily papers showed clearly the popu-
larity of Homaopathy not only in the
Queen city of the lakes but throughout
the United States.

It was pleaging to not the presence of
a number of Canadians, and it is %0 be
hoped the members of our school
throughout Canada will unite with the
Association and gain the support such a
large society can give to Howmwopathy
in this country. .

Familiarity with death is apt to alter
one’s eariier conceptions of it. Two
ideas are very generally aceepted which
experiecnee shows to be false. One is
that the dying usually fear death; and
the other, that the act of dying is accom-
panied by pain. Itis well known to all
physicians. that when death is near, its
terrors do not scem to he felt by the
patient. Unless the imagination is stim-
ulated by the trichtful portrayal of the
supposed * pangs of death,”” orof the suf-
ferings which some believe thesoul must
endure afterdissolution, itis rare indeed
that the last days or hours of life are
passed indread. Oliver Wendell Holmies
has recorded his protest against thé
custom of telling.a person who does not
actually ask to know, that he caunot
recover. As that loving observer of
mankind asserts, that people almost
always come to understand thatrecovery
is impossible ; it is rarely needful to tell
anyone that this is the case. When
nature gives the warning, death appears
tobe as little fearéd s Sleep.  Most sick
persuns are very, very tired; sleep—
long quiet sleep—is what they want. I
have seen mauy people die. I have
never seen one who seemed to fear
death, except when it was, or seemed to
be, rather }ar away. XEven those who
are constantly haunted, while strong
and well, with a dread of the end of life,
forget their fear when that end is at
hand. As for the act of dying—the final
passage from life to death—-it is abso.
Iutely” without evidence that the oft-
repeated assertions of its painfulness
are made. Most pevple are unconscious
for some hours before they die; and in
-the rare cases where consciousness is
retained unimpaired until a few minutes
before the end, the last sensation must
be of perfect calm and rest. 1t is worse
than ¢ruel to add to the natural dread of
death which oppresses us in health the
dread of dying.—Dr. Roesvelt, in Scrib-
ner’s Magazine.

That a simple test for digestibility, by
which one can determine essily if asolid
food is one which is proper to give to &
sick person, is to drop a-small piece of it
into ¢old water. Ifit soaks up the water
rapidiy the food is moderately digestible.

BED WETTING.
ITS CAUSES AND TREATMENT.

One of the most annoying and dis-
tessing complaints of childheod isincon-
tinence of urine, or, more commonly,
bed-wetting,  Mothers are frequently
worried to discover the cause and then
to cure this difliculty. Children most
affected are between the ages of four and
fourteen, It is more troublesome in
winter than in summer. Those of 2
nervous temperament are the greatest
sufferers. Sometimes urine is passed
while absolutely unconscious or the
child dreams of the act and awakes to
find itself wet. The cause of the trouble
is not always in the bladder itself.
Worms may produce s reflex irritation
or the child may drink too large a
quantity of fluids in the evening, or his
diet may cause too acid a condition of
the urine. There may be a stone in
the bladder, or a congenital malforma-
tion of the organs may require an
operation before relief can be obtained.

Bed-wetting will, however, generally
vield promptly to Hommopat%xic treat-
ment.  Relapses may occur, su that
this case should be kept under observa-
tion for a long time. There may be a
constitutional difliculty dating back to
parents or grandparents, and this will
require one of the deep acting remedies
like calc. carb. 6x,or sulphur 30x, given
two ur three times daily. If the urine
be high colored and strong smelling
benzoin acid 6x will ofienrelieve. When
the bladder is at fault, causticum 6x, or
gelsemium 3y, is the remedy. Pulsa-
ti}l;& 3x will relieve many cases in little
girls,

Never resort to corporal punishment.
It is cruel and the fearof it will increase
the trouble. Thechildshould sleep on a
hard mattress with light clothing. He
should notbe allowed to sleepon his
back. Sponging the lower part of the
back with hot water at bedtime is
recommended. Ten, coffee, all sharp or
sour articles of food, are probibited, meat
only in moderate quantities. Drinks
should consist of water, milk or cocoa.
The child should cmpty the bladder at
bedtime. The howel: should be kept
regular. The patient requires plenty of
fresh air, and & cold bath 1n the morning,
drying quickly, may prove of benefit.

Lively dreams are in generai a sign of
nervous action.  Soft dreams a sign of
slight irritation of the brain; often, in
nervous fever, announcing the approach
of a favourable crisis.  Frightful dreams
are a determination of blood to the head.
Dreams about blood and red objects are
signs  of inflinmatory  conditions.
Dreams about rain and water are often
signs of diseased mucous membrances
and dropsy. Dreams of distorted forms
are frequently a sign of abdominal
obstructions and disorder of the liver.
Dreams in which the patient sees any
part of the body especially suffering in-
dicates disease in t&le part. The night-
mare, with great sensitiveness, is a sign
of determination of blood to the chest.—
Fam. Doct.

Lemonade made from the juice of the
lemwon is, according to the People’s Pricnd,
one of the best and safest drinks for any
person, whether in health or not. Itis
suitable for all stomach discase, excel-
lent in sickness, in cases of jaundice,
gravel, liver complaint, inflammation of
the bowels, and fevers. It is a specific
apainst worms and skin complaints.
The pippins crushed may be used with
water and sugar and taken as a drink.
Lemon juice is the best anti-scorbutic
remedy known. [t not only cures this
disease, hut prevents it. Sailors make
daily use of it for this purpose. I advise
everyone to rub their gums with lemon
juice to keep them in a healthy con-
dition. The hands and nails are also
kejpt clean, white, soft and supple by the
daily use of lemon instead of soap. 1t
also prevents chilblains. Lemon is used
in intermittent fevers, mixed with strong,
hot, black coffee, without sugar. Neu-
ralgia may be cured by rubbing tbe part
affected with acatlemon. Itisvaluable
also to cure warts, and to destroy dand-
ruff on the head, by rubbing the reots of
the hair with it. It will alleviate and
finally cure coughs and colds, and heal

digeased Tungs, if taken hot on going to
bed at night. Its uses are manifold, and
the more we employ it internally and
externally the better we shall find our-
selves.  Lemon juice, according to a
writer on Good Health, is anti-scorbutie,
useful in removing tartar from the teeth
anti-febrile, ete. A doctor in Rome is
trying it experimentally in malarial
fevers with great success, and thinks
that it will in time supersede quinine. —
American Inventor,

HOW To WALK UPSTAIRS,

“*There are butfew persons who know
how to walk upstairs properly,” says a
well-known physician. “ Usually a per-
son will tread on the ball of his foot in
taking each step, springing himself up
to the next step. This is very tiresome
and wearing on the muscles, as it throws
the entire suspended weight ot the hody
on the muscles of the legs and feet.
You should, in walking or climbing
stairs, seek for the most equal distribu-
tion of the body’s weight possible. In
walking upstairs your feet should be
placed squarely down on the step, heel
and all, and then the work should be
performed slowly and deliberately. In
this way there is no strain upon any
particular muscle, but each one is doing
its duty in a natural manner. The man
who goes upstairs with a springing step
vou may be sure is no philosopher, or,
at leas’, his reasoning has not been
directed to that subject.”

il stoves and gas stoves should never
be kept burning in a sleeping room, for
they are burned in the open air of the
room, and having no connection with a
chimney flue, throw the poisonous car-
bonic oxide of combustion into the air of
the apartment and make it unfit for
respiration. Evenan oillamp isdanger-
ous if left burning all night, but an oil
stove is worse, because stoves generally
feed more Hame, consume more of the
oxygen and give off more poisonous
aas.

The striking prominence among * Louse-
hold remedies ™ of horribly bitter and
nauseous * varb teas”" of cherry bark,
of quassia, of asafetida. the recommend-
ation of such remedies as roasted mouse
eaten whole, snahe brothidrinking urine,
hot blood, ete,, ewe., the confidence im-
posed in violent purgatives and emetics,
are obvious survivals of the magician's
principle of administering  nauseous
messes of every deseription in the
hope of disgusting and driving ont the
evil spirit that causes the disease.
Their whole medicinal value lies intheir
offensiveness. Such common practices
as the charming wway of warts, wearing
of ironrings and the carrying of potatoes
or chestnuts inthe pocketto **draw out”
rheumatism, are alko of unnistakable
charaeter, and dozens of others might
De mentioned.

But is all this any more “demoniacal”
or silly than rammnng mereury into a
sick man untill his teeth fall out and his
bones rot, or iilling bim with quinine
until his head swims and his hearing is
lost, or injecting into him the virus of
consumption, or of diphtheria diluted
with horse serum, or of cholera, or
hydrophobia, or *animal extraets?”  If
compelled to choose between the two we
would take the harmless * varb teas ™ as
medicine in preference to disease virus.
Butthe wise mantakes neither.  Homue-
opathy is good enuogh for him.

TWELVE RULES FOR INSOMNTA.
ALL EASILY FOLLOWED.

1. Rise in good time in the maorning.

2, Take moderate exercise ¢without
fatigue; and be as much in the open air
as possible during the day.

3. Avoid heavy meals, rich dishes,
strong tea or coffee and alcoholic drinks,
especially toward night.

4. Eat only plain, well-cooked food;
a small proportion of meat. with abun-
dance of vegetables, fruitiripe or stewed),
whole meal bread, ote,, and drink water
or lemonade (made trom fresh fruit) at
dinner.

A Go to rest in good time, for over-
tired nerves and eyes are a frequent
cause of sleeplessness,

6. Iave no light in the bedroon,

which should be as quiet and dark as
possibile.
7. Thebedroon: must be well vent-
ilated. This ecan casily be done by
opening the top sash of the window an
inch or more, so as to allow the escape
of impure air. while fresh air enters
between the two glasses at the center
of the window, A light curtain over
the window will prevent all draught to
the sleeper

8, The clothing shonld be entirely
woolen; no heqvy cotton coverlid, but an
ciderdown quilt must be usedand the
warmth must be suflicient, but on no
account excessive, carefully regulating
the amount of blankets according to the
temperature.

9. No heavy meal must be taken
within two hours of retiring, but a cup
of warm milk, soup or light farinaceocus
fond (with milk) should be drunk the
last thing be -e¢ going to sleep.

10. Where sleeplessness is chronic
a thorough toweling (first with a wet
towel, then with a dry one, using tepid
or cold water: will set the action of the
skin and the circulation right.and so
relieve the avercharged bloo i vessels of
the brain. A soft hot water bottle to the
feet will sometimes have the snme effect;
the feet must not, on any account, be
allowed to remain cold.

11. Al exciting subjects should be
avoided as much as possible.

12, Keep a clearconscience and dun’t
worry, even though * nature’s sweet
restorer, bhalmy sleep,” should refuse at
first to be wooed, for it takes time, as
well as patience, not only to cradicate a
mischievous habit, but to form a good
one.
