Italian Army Headquarters, July 3. 
Venice's liberation by the expulsion of 
the Austro-Hungarian forces from the 
delta of the Piave River was attended 
by some of the ha -dest fighting seen 
on this front. Th<The text of the statement reads:

-South of the Aisne our troops this 
morning attacked enemy positions in 
the outskirts of Retz torest, in the re­
gion northwest of Longpont. On a 
front of about three kilometres we ad­
vanced twelve hundred metres, oc­
cupying Chavigny farm and the ridges 
north and south of that farm. The 
unwounded prisoners counted up to the 
present number 347, Including four of­
ficers.

Austrians put up 
a terrible resistance, and it is esti­
mated that 20,000 officers and men, or 
50 per cent, of their effectives, 
killed, wounded or taken prisoner.

The enemy employed 87 Battalions, 
among which were considerable ele­
ments of the celebrated Orient corps, 
originally prepared for operations in 
Palestine, for the purpose of holding 
Jerusalem. How serious was the 
menace to Venice Is indicated by the 
fact that Austrian guns were only 
five miles away. Sandbars exist along 
the Adriatic coast where the ground 
is solid enough to support càanon, it 
the Austrians had ben able to advance 
them.

are now pointing to General Savinkoff, 
who was war minister In the Kerensky 
cabinet, as the man behind the Von 
Mirbach plot, which is being gradually 
developed by the Teuton press into a 
great anti-German movement backed 
by all those men whom Germany has 
found to be hindrances in her plans 
of aggression In Russia, 
telegram circulated by the Wolff News 
Bureau, of Berlin, says:

"Savinkoff Is considered to be 
sponsible for the deed. He is, more­
over, said to be closely connected with 
the Czecho-Blovak and Social Revolu­
tionary movements. His whereabouts 
is unknown.”

I An Atlantic Port, ?uly 8,—Another 
neutral ship, the Norwegian steamer 
Augvald, 2098 tons,
French port for Baltimore, has fallen 
a victim to a German submarine. • A 
transatlantic liner, 
brought the news of the sinking of 
the Augvald In mid-ocean on June 23, 
and also landed eleven members of 
the crew of 27 men. Three of the 
crew were drowned and the remain­
ing 13 are unaccounted for.

The rescued men were picked up by 
the liner after having drifted help­
lessly for 11 /days, subsisting for 
most of that time on seaweed and 
rain water wrung from their clothing 
or caught in their cape.

According to members of the crew 
the sea wolf adopted the same meth­
ods as used by the U-boats in their 
recent operations off the Atlantic 
coast. The steamer was stopped by 
shell fire, the crew ordered into two 
boats, and the ship then sunk with 
bombs.

Captain Egge of the Augvald 'eft the 
ship with twelve men In his boat, and 
it became separated from the other 
life-boat containing 14 of the crew. 
For two days the latter boat drifted 
about and was then upset in a storm. 
Three of the men were swept away 
and the others managed to right the 
boat and bale her out. They lost all 
their food and fresh water and 
their oars were gone.

Drifting helplessly the men began to 
suffer for want of food 
Finally, on July 4, the rescue ship came 
over the horizon and the exhausted 
and starving men were soon safely 
on the deck of the liner and given 
every comfort.

Simultaneously with the arrival of 
the submarined crew, warnings 
sent out today that hostile U-boats 
may be encountered between latitudes 
36 and 45 north. On July 6 an enemy 
submarine was reported In latitude

3. Our firm does not discriminate 
against employes Joining a union, if 
they see fit. We operate an open shop, 
and no discrimination Is shown 
against employes simply by reason of 
their membership in a legitimate 
trade organization. It must be under­
stood, however, that ordinary shop 
rules must be observed, and that 
canvassing for membership to a union 
will not be permitted during the com­
pany’s working hours.

4. The two girls to Whom you re­
ferred were not dismissed by reason 
of trade union affiliations.

No Disclosures Made.
"Dr. Rumely, In his report to the 

alien property curtodian, made no dis­
closure of his relations with Albert 
or Von Bernstorff or the Imperial 
German Government. Instead, he re­
ported that he owed $100,000 to Her­
mann Sielcken, now deceased, upon a 
note -and he also reported that the 
notes which he had given Renskorf, 
Lyon & Company, accompanied by a 
pledge of the stock of the .8. 8. Mc­
Clure Newspaper Corporation, had befen 
surrendered 'to him In exchange for 
the $100,000 note in September, 1917. 
In other words, by giving his note for 
3100,000 he had obtained a return of 
notes aggregating in excess' of $1,- 
800,000 and stock representing a con­
trolling Interest in The Evening Mail.

"Rumely has claimed recently that 
It was Sielcken who put up the money 
In the transaction.

419,500, or an increase of $1,223,400. 
On the other hand the net earnings 
of the system for the. eleven months 
ending May 81, 1917, were $9,318,800. 
while for the corresponding period 
ending May 31, 1918, they were only 
$2,412,400, or more than five million 
dollars less. The Canadian Pacific 
showed a loss in net earnings for the 
five months ending May 11, 1918, of 
mpre than five million dollars.

The Ontario Temperance Act is a 

massive affair which seeks to estab­
lish prohibition and provide for Its 
enforcement without leaving anything 
to the discretion or authority of the 
executive. The act contains over 
30,000 words. It has now come to -a 
partial breakdown, and there is no 
way to repair the machinery except by 
calling together the legislative as­
sembly.

The act Hu honest, well-intentioned 
legislation, but it has no spring, no 
elasticity, no faculty for grappling 
with an unexpected situation. The 
Dominion order- ln-councll prohibiting 
inter-provincial traffic In liquor threw 
the whole statute out of joint, and ex­
posed the vital weakness and ab­
surdity of its provisions concerning 
the licensed vendors.

What we need is some legislation 
along the American model. When 
congress passes a law It declares a 
policy and authorizes the president to 
safeguard and enforce that policy by 
proper regulations. The "Jones amend­
ment" recently before the United 
States Senate would, if passed, have 
made the United States bone dry, and 
yet it contained only 227 words, as 
against our provincial statute of 30,- 
OOO. Our legislature would be well 
advised absolutely to prohibit the use 
of intoxicating liquors for beverage 
purposes, and authorize the lieuten­
ant-governor-in council to provide by 
regulation for such sale as may be 
licit for exclusively mechanical, sacra­
mental and medical or pharmaceuti­
cal purposes. In sanctioning such sal’s 
the government would regulate the 
purity of the liquor, its measurement, 
and the price at which it was to be 
sold. It could do away with the 
•’mixer,” and the profiteer, and deal 
In a summary manner with the crook­
ed physician and the bootlegger. But 
the day has more than arrived when 
we must adopt the American way of 
drafting ou/'Tf'gislation and making 
provision for enforcement.

Barcelona, July 8.—Signs are not 

wanting in certain sections of the 
Spanish press of uneasiness of what 
the verdict of history may be on 
Spain’s attitude during the war. In 
spite of a well-organized propaganda 
in the form of a constant deluge of 
false information thruout the country 
by means of subsidized newspapers, 
and in spite of the undoubted pro- 
German sentiment of the army and a 
similar sentiment in other influential 
quarters, the Indications are that 
events are slowly bringing home to^he 
average Spaniard a sense of doubt as 
to whether his country’s interests 
would, after all not nave-been better 
served by a neutrality frankly friendly 
to the allies.

The machinations of the German 
espionage system have in several In­
stances been glaringly exposed. One 
of the Madrid daily newspapers, altho 
it has several times been suppressed 
by the military censorship, has succeed­
ed in bringing to light activities by 
the German embassy in connection 
with the labor troubles in Spain last 
year, while within the past few weeks 
one of the chiefs of the Barcelona 
police was accused of being in league 
with the German consulate spy bureau 
for the purpose of assisting submarines 
along the coast.

It is currently reported that the dis­
covery of the police official’s complicity 
was made by an expert pickpocket, 
who, in the course of his professional 
activities, came into possession of a 
pocket-book containing several com­
promising communications signed by 
the official in question, 
once recognized the value of the docu­
ments and sold them to the editor of a 
socialist newspaper, who lost no time 
in publishing them and in bringing 
grave charges against the police of 
aiding German submarines to sink 
Spanish merchant vessels.

After some delay the police official 
was arrested, and investigations now 
being made are expected to bring in­
teresting information to light.

> Chatham, July 8.—With a proposed 
Increase in rates to domestic 
sumers of gas, the principal matter for 
consideration at the resumption of the 

,«as Inquiry before the Ontario Rail­
way board in this city today, the 
hearing has developed into one of the 
most unique lefal controversies which 
have even taken place In tMs city, in 
which no less than fifteen leading 
western Ontario counsel are engaged 
In oppoMng the application of the 
Union Gas Company, the producing 
company, for an Increase in rates to 
domestic consumers of from 25 cents 
Per thousand feet net te fifty cents 
per thousand cubic feet- 

As a result of an application made 
by O. L. Lewis, K.C-, city solicitor of 
this city, an order has been made by 
the railway and municipal board giv­
ing E. R. C. Clarkson it Co. and 
Harry Collins of this city, chartered 
accountants, access to the books of 
the Union Natural Gas Company, 
with a view to ascertaining the annu­
al returns of the company making the 
application. In requesting an order 
to this effect. O. L. Lewis pointed out 
that the Union Gas Company had been 
maton g a very substantial return on 
their investment in the past, and be­
fore any further Increases in rate» 
were allowed, access to the books of 
the said company should be had, as 
It was known that they had watered 
their stock to a considerable extent 
and that their dividende should be 
estimated on the actual 
paid up.

J. L- R. Starr, K.C., of Toronto, re­
presenting the Union Gas Company, 
in reply etatpd that a complete state­
ment was being made by the Clark­
son Company, and they would allow 
the Chatham auditor to secure such 
other information 4n this regard as 
was desired.,

Will Deplete Tilbury Field. '
Today's enquiry was concluded with 

the evidence of Eugene Coete, a direc­
tor of the Union Company, who in 
the course of his statement to the 
board, stated that the Tilbury field 
would be entirely depleted in six years, 
at the present rate of consumption, 
while if the field was conserved for 
domestic consumers It would last for 
eighteen year* But In order to supply 
domestic consumers at a paying rate, 
an order Increasing the rate from 
twenty-five cents per thousand feet to 
fifty-five cents was necessary, other­
wise the company would be operating 
at a loss.

T. B. Weymouth, gas expert and con­
sulting engineer for the United Gas 
Company of Oil City, Pa., called by 
Mr. Starr to give evidence with regard 
to a total valuation of the Union Gas 
Company's property and the possibili­
ties of the field, stated that it would 
be impossible for the producing 
pany to supply gas to the domestic 
consumers at less than sixty cents per 
thousand feet.

Will Btrike Uniform Rate.
Referring to the application of the 

Union Company, the chairman of the 
board, Mr. D. M. McIntyre, stated that 
in dealing with the question of rates,
It was the intention of the board to 
strike a uniform rate for all domestic 
consumers, and such manufacturers as 
were permitted to use gas under the 
new act passed by the Ontario Legis­
lature. He also stated that In dealing 
with special cases of industries which 
have been cut off by the order of the 
government, while they were sitting to 
grant relief to parties who bad been 
damaged by the measure. It was not 
1-helr intention to make any order 
which would affect the Ontario Legis­
lature's enaction.

In reply to the question as to 
whether special allowance was not to 
be made In the cases of churches and 
schools, which have been cut off by 
the measure, a proceeding which was 
termed by one counsel as "kalserfsm,” 
the chairman of the board stated that 
there did not appear to be any means 
of granting relief to these Institutions 
which were in a position to secure 
other fuel, in the time Intervening be­
tween now and winter or to combine 
for services in the interests of the 
suffering domestic users during the 
winter months.

Counsel representing every town and 
municipality in this district are in 
attendance to oppose any Increase In 
rates, while large deputations are wait­
ing a hearing on behalf of concerns 
which have been cut off, the majority 
of which are producing food stuffs or 
other products of an essential nature.

Only one special case was referred to 
at today's hearing. J. M. Pike, K.C., 
representing the Chatham Gas Com­
pany, a distributing company, statea 
that under the new act this company, 
which was supplying all Chatham 
users, would be cut off, also the Chat­
ham Steam Heating Company supply­
ing all the business houses with heat 
during the winter months and the 
Chatham, Wallaceburg and Lake Erie 
Railway.

A LETTUCE TIP.

Lettuce should be sown three 
times during July, and the young 
seedlings must be kept well water­
ed. In fact, all lettuce should no 
kept very moist to prevent it from 
running to seed too quickly.

SUtes. He agreed to the demand that 
was made upon him and sent a message 
to Maximilian saying that he would not 
l>e at>le to support him any longer and 
urging him to withdraw from Mexico.

This was not relished by the newly 
created monarch. To be made an em­
peror in one breath and to be uncrown­
ed In another was neither pleasant nor 
dignified. Nevertheless. Maximilian had 
the sense to see that he could not main­
tain his throne without the aid of French 
soldiers. Besides he never had any relish 
for tlie adventure and so he finally con­
cluded to follow the advice of Napoleon, 
He called for the necessary papers and 
prepared to sign his abdication.

But at that critical moment his hand­
some and ambitious wife entered the room 
and brushed the pen from his hand. She 
told him that she would go to the courts 
of Europe and Interest kings and princes 
In the enterprise and that they would 
surely aid him In holding his crown. He 
listened carefully. His Judgment and his 
desire were both against staying in 
Mexico. But he was devotedly attached 
to his wife, and was anxious to do any­
thing that would contribute to her bap-

He yielded and thereby lost his life.
The French soldiers had been with­

drawn by this time and the new emperor 
found himself with a nondescript army 
and a discontented people. In the mean­
while the empress hurried to Europe and 
rushed from one capital and one court to 
another In a frenzied effort to get some 
of the powers to back up the pretensions

Ottawa, July *.—The following is a 
summary of the war situation for the 
past week cabled to Canada by the Bri­
tish ministry of Information and is­
sued here by the director of public in­
formation;

There have been minor operations 
on all the allied fronts In the west. 
Tlie Italians conducted minor offen­
sives on the northern front and be-

tween the branches of the Lower 
Piave. The operation in the north 
suited in the capture of certain lm-

portant peaks previously of great as­
sistance to the enemy in attacking. On 
the River Piave the Italian objective 
has been eMablished on an eastern 
branch thus shortening and streng­
thening the front. The process of 
clearing the Austrians from between 
the two branches of the river still suc­
cessfully proceeds yielding a consider­
able number of prisoners.

Serious effects produced In the Aus­
trian and Hungarian ranks by the even 
limited casualty Uets permitted by the 
Austrian Government are evident. The 
Hungarian premier reduced the correct 
figure by nearly half, yet even so the 
indignation produced was considerable 
and in reality in both the Italian the­
atres the true figure Is being daily 
largely increased.

Were Always Hungry.
Numerous prisoners examined in­

clude officers, non-commissioned offi­
cers and men of Austrian and Hun­
garian divisions. AH agree that con­
ditions in front Unaware very bad and 
aWho officers and men are itot actual­
ly starving "they are aways hungry," 
War weariness among the troops is 

'considered caused by the poor food 
and under-feeding. The prisoners also 
agree that the accounts given of the 
Internal situation are'not exaggerated. 
There is great dearth everywhere and 
disturbances, often engineered by dis­
affected soldiers returning from cap­
tivity in Russia who after a month’s 
leave do not wish to re-enter the army, 
are reported.

To make matters worse this year’s 
crop is bad; no food is being sent from 
the Ukraine and the poor people have 
practically no subsistence. Provisions 
are obtainable in the towns in small 
quantities at exorbitant prices so that 
none but the rich are able to make 
ends meet. Secret hoarding slightly 
eases country Mfe, but even here prices 
are prohibitive and a prisoner's fether 
recently paid *136 for a small pig.

The population earnestly desire 
peace, but say that the war le con­
tinued for the benefit of the Germans 
and the wealthy classes. Hungarian 
troops complain of HJ-treatment at the 
band* of the Austrians. Hungarian 
r,'fleers and men desire only to go 
home. Germany is frankly hated, and 
the general feeling Is that the whole 
war le being waged for the sake of 
the German Emperor.

On the French
On the French front, in two minor 

operations, the French retook high
ground between Coeuvres and St.
Pierre L'Algle, while French and
American troops retook Hill 204 in the 
Chateau Thierry sector. Both opera­
tion* deprived the enemy of strong 
print* and give the allies a position 
where a distant view is obtainable
which will make an enemy attempt to 
advance along these two roads to-' 
ward Paris- more difficult- X"

On the British front on the morn­
ing of Friday, June 28, a most suc­
cessful operation was carried out on 
the front between three and four miles 
eastward of the Forest of Nleppe. Ws 
advanced our line about 1600 yards, 
taking over 400 prisoners, two field 
guns and a number of machine guns 
and trench mortars. The operation 
wae carried out by men mostly from 
Yorkshire, Lancashire end the north­
ern counties, while some southern 
English units co-operated. Our ow'n 
casualties were very light and the 
line here was greatly strengthened.

Simultaneously, American troops 
took advantage of the confusion to 
capture certain hostile posts west of 
Merris, taking 4 i prisoners and six 
machine guns.

Austrslisn Success.
On the morning of July 4 Australian 

V.cops, assisted by American unite, 
carried out a very well executed minor 
operation south of. the Somme in the 
si me sector, where they had already 
had such remarkable Io^tl success. 
They advanced their line approxi­
mately one and a half miles, capturing 
tee Village of Hamel and Veire Wood, 
taking about 1600 prisoners, a num­
ber of machine guns and an anti-tank 
gun. In addition to the prisoners the 
German losses were heavy, while the 
attack was so well organized that our 
cwn losses were exceptionally slight.

Three thousand women marched 
tint London in various uniform, re­
presenting the hundreds of thousands 
i;ow doing war work in England- Fur­

GERMANS AGITATED
OVER ASSSSINATION

TO FILL IMPORTANT JOBS.!
Commission Will Call for Applications 

to the War Purchasing Board.

Ottawa, July 8.—An indication of 
the intention of the government to 
have all important positions filled by 
the civil service commission, under 
the authority conferred upon that 
body by the Civil Service Act of last 
session. Is the calling by the com-/ 
mission for applications for three Im­
portant positions on the war pur­
chasing board. The new officials re­
quired are three assistant directors, 
who will receive an initial salary of 
three thousand dollars per year. The 
duties of the directors will be to ex­
amine tenders and to make recom­
mendations in connection with the 
awarding of contracts. They may be 
required to travel and to reside in 
any part of Canada If necessary. The 
commission announces that considera­
tion will be given to oppllcatlons by 
telegraph from applicants between 
thirty and fifty years of age residing 
at a distance, and that arrangements 
will be made for personal interviews 
in Vancouver, Winnipeg, Calgary, 
Halifax, and elsewhere if necessary.

London, July 8. — The murder of 
Count von Mirbach has caused great 
excitement in Germany, the Exchange 
Telegraph correspondent at Copen­
hagen report». All the German news­
papers use violent expressions in 
commenting upon the event, but at 
the same time fere generally in agree­
ment that fhe Bolshevik Government 
was not connected with the assassi­
nation.
