Farmers Had to Flee.

Eau Claire, Wis.,, Dec. 1.—The Chip-
pewa River is jammed with ice in sev~
eral places from the Dells Sorting
works, just below Eau Claire, to Gravel
Island, two miles from Chippewa Falls.
The backwater at Chippewa, is accumu-
lating rapidly, flooding part of the
town, and is up to 18 feet. = Alarming
reports are received as to the possibil-
ity of the ice jam breaking and precipi-
tating a great mass of water on Eau
Claire. About 20 miles of the valley
division of the Chicago, Milwaukee &
St. Paul Ratlroad, south of Eau Claire,
is. under water and ice; there have
been no trains for three days. Orn the
lowlands below Durrand the rise was
so rapid that many families had to flee
in their night robes to places of safety.
The suffering among the women and
children was intense, and many have
frozen feet and limbs. Those who
could do so fled to the railroad track.
There they built a fire, and tried to pro-
tect themselves from the frosty winds
until relief arrived. An engine and
coach sent out from Durrand gathered
up 40 or 50 of these people. The bot-
toms are all under water, and the stock
and produce are a complete loss.

The Town is in Danger. 7
Stevens Point, Wis.,, Dec. 1.—The
water in the Wisconsin River here has
reached a point only three feet below
the high-water mark of 1881, when this
town Was flooded. The streets for sev-
eral blocks back from the slough which
runs through the city are flooded.

Will Seon Be Established in Toromto, Em«
ploying 100 Hands—AMarble to Be
Made from Gypsam.

The World was informed yesterday
that & mew industry, which should
prove of considerable importance, is
about to be established in ‘Loronto. It
is sald that the enterprise will employ
100 hands from the siart, and otner-
Wwise be of value to the corporation,but
it is the character of the venture that
is unigque and interesting.

The purpose of the promoters is to
produce artificial marble. They pro-
pose to manufacture marble from gyP~
sum, Siow-going old Dame Nature
consumes a few muallion years in trans-
forming the crude gypsum into the
fine marble, but now the act is to be
done in 48 hours or so. 5

Mr. George W, Parker, the- inventor
of the chemical process, with whi
the “hardening” is done, yesterday
showed The World samples of clocks,
pedestals, table-tops and other fancy
articles, exactly resembling prettily-
marked marble in appearance, solidity
and polish.

When crude, the gypsum Is soft ahd
easlly carved, and it is while in this
state that it is turned and cut, ordin-
ary wood letters and carving utensils
being used for the purpose. Then,
when shapen, the articles are subject-
ed to the chemical solution and
ed. The articles can be produced at
about one-tenth the cost of the
marble.

The Canadian patent has lbeen ap-
plied for and yesterday .= Mr. C. H.
Waterous of the . Waterous Engine
Works Company, Brantford, secured
an order to supply the plant required.

Prof, Coleman of the School of Pracs
tical Science writes concerning this
invention: “1 have examined with
great interest the specimens of ‘artific-
ed le’ which you have shown me,
and have discussed the patefited pro-
cess by which they were made. Mr.
Parker of Michigan, the inventor of

Dehydration of gypsum by heat, con-
tinued for a few hours, soaking the
dehydrated gypsum with sulphate of
alumina solution and then drying the
mass operated upon. By this means
the gypsum, which is soft and easily
cut with a knife, or turned on a lathe,
is transformed into a hard substance
very much like u*rble and capabile of
the same uses. ‘he raw material 8
very cheap and obtainable in large
quantities; the treatment is simple and
the result surprisingly good. A speci-
men of gypsum from western Ontario
was given to Mr, Parker for treatment
after being initialled by myseif, and &
fragment broken off for future identi-
fication of the mass. After treatment
in the way mentioned, I found that
it filled the fragment broken off and
was evidently the identical mass of
gypsum from my  collection at the
School of Selence. But its properties
were ite changed; it is even harder
th. marble, which it closely resem-

, and is not attacked so readily
by acids, which is a point in its favor.
So far as I have examined. into the
process, I am very favorably impress-
ed by it. A cheap and easily-worked
substance is changed by two or three
days’ treatment of a simple and in-
expensive nature into a substance as
beautiful and apparently as durable
as marble, which is very costly when
of good quality.”

Theological wranglers can fully occupy
their time in stemming the rising wat-
ers of free thought, and defending their
citadel of faith and mysteries without |
wasting their time and energies in|
clawing at each other.

There are three brothers of the Colonel liv-
ing—John Button of Buttonville, Newbury
and Frank Button of Ringwood.

Col. Button is a staunch Conservative,
and was an old-time friend of Sir John A.

He 1s
a Freemason, a Methodist, and an Orange-
man. He has served in the Grand Lodge
under Sir.

;:r(rnl'nst number of Injuries are reported
from the West. -In that section as many
players have been iijured as heretofore,
This is due to the non-adoption of the new
rules, or rather, a non-enforcement of them.

The football fathers will have to make
the game still more open in order to do
away with so many accidents, says a New
York writer. The number of accidents last
sengon was much greater than the num-
ber this season. Yet in looking over the
partial list here givei, it can be seen that
125 men were more or less serfously hurt.
Of the four who met death in the game,
two were boys, one but 15 years of age.
The boy was young Boyies of Louisvllle,
Ky., who died from appendicitis, caused
by a kick received in a game, On last
Thursday Walter L. Rhue_ was killed In
Brooklyn. He was but 17 years of age.
Bert Serf of Nebraska was killed in a
mass play. He was picked up after a
serimmage unconscious, and died from con-
cussion of the brain.

With still more open play the 125 injured
reported should be materially lessened, and
the game will be as interesting and much
less dangerous. A list of the accidents
follows: Number killed 4, dangerously in-
jured 9, legs broken I, arms broken 2,
noses broken 9, ribs broken 12, collar-bones
broken 9, ribs sprained 22, shoulders dis-
located 9, other dislocations 14, miscellane-
ous accidents 34. Total injured 125.

CONSUMPTIVE SANITARIUMS

Dr. Craik, dean of the medical faculty
of McGill University, favors the build-
ing of a serles of consumptive sani-
tariums throughout the Dominion on
the ground that they will tend to mini-
!mize the disease.  Such institutions
will relieve each large community tr_om
the -care of consumptive patients, and
the disease will be diminished by their
isolation. Anyone who is tainted with
the disease is almostisure to give it to
those who are attending him. Says Dr.
Craik, in an:article in The Montreal
Witness of Monday last:

«This fs particularly noticeable in
the case of a family where there are
several girls. One of the sisters is
stricken with the diséase. The others
nurse her ; wait upon her at the, bed-
side ; kiss her, It almost invariably
happens that one: or more of these
ministering sisters take the diséase,
while the bhoys of the family escap®
because they are relieved of this duty
and go out into the fresh air.”

The isolation of consumptive patients
is a question of public policy. It is
just @s necessary to the public health
to isolate the victims of phthisis as
it is to isolate those afflicted with chol-
era, smallpox or diphtheria. While
Dy. Craik pelieves in eonsumptive sani-
tariums,
stringent regulations, 1In the frst
place he s emphatically opposed to
any ‘private @iterprise in this direction,
however much it may look like philan-
thropy. All such institutions should be
directly . under Government control.
They should be designed for the treat-
ment of censumption in -all its stages;
not for selected cases. It is said the
semi-private hospitals treat only such
patients as are merely threatened with
the disease or as have it in its incipi-
ent stage, thereby creating favorable
statistics in regard to alleged cures of
the digease; Dr. Craik is opposed to
building the sanitariums at summer re-
sorts or along the ling of travel. They
should be located in out of the way
places, and some miles from the rail-
way: It has been established that the
districts in which sanitariums have been
erected are very unhealthy. The vic-
tims' expectorate when they are out
walkihg, and the germs of the disease
are disseminated. TUnless these sani-
tariums are subjected to the most thor-
ough inspection this will become a
gource of public. danger instead of a
public blessing.

RURAL DELIVERY OF MAILS.
The Chicago Record, writing of the
delivery of mails, says :

“One of the factors which make rural
life in England pleasanter than in this
country is: that of rural delivery of
letters. To go into the country in Kng-
land s not, as in America, te- isolate
oneself from the world. The morning
mail comes as regularly to thé-dweller
in the country as to the dweller in the
city, and as a consequence guing to
the ‘country is not looked upon by the
city dweller in England as the penance
it is in America, where the mails are
irregular and remain at the postoffice
till ' called for. ' Rural free delivery
would de more than any other one
agency to popularize country
and by bringing the country in closer
touch with ‘the cities and the rest of
the world would add immensely to the
comfort and happiness of rural life. To
give this needed mail service would
involve a considerable addition to the
expenses of the Postoffice Department,
but it Would greatly increase the reve-
nues of the department alsc, and in no
other direction could money be expend-
ed to greater benefit of the people.”

A great deal could be done in Canada
by the establishment of a good rural
delivery and the fextension of the
present mail system to towns and vil-
lages away from the lines of railways.

APTER THE POLICE BOSSES

Hoek Drivers Have Rights Under tie New
Aet Which They Intend to Get the
Benefit of, 1f Possible.

Up to the last sesslon of the Ontario
Legislature there appeared to be no author-
ity vested either In the City Counecil or
in the Board of FPolice Commissioners
either for regulating the hours of labor for
persons employed by livery or boarding-
stablekeepers, or by owners of hacks, car-
riages, omnibusses, etc., and other vehicles
kept for hire, or for Heensing the drivers
of cabs within this city. The result of
this was that the employes
were oftentimes obliged to work as many
as 140 hours per week for the sum of $7.
Recognizing the state of affairs, the Legis-
lative Committee of the Trades and Labor
Council brought the. matter to the notice
of Hon. A, S. Hardy, the then Commis-
sioner of Crown Lands, with the result
that at the last session of the Legislature
he introduced the Municipal Amendment
Aect of 1896, Section 9 of this act amended
the Municipal Amendment Act of 1893{_by
declaring that the Boards of Police Com-
misssioners may regulate the hours of
Inbor of the persons employed as already
mentioned. It alse provided that they
should be leensed, Later on a large de-
putation, com%oled of such representative
clergymen as Rev. C. H. Shortt, Rev, P. C.
Parker, Rev. Thomas Sim Rev. C. O.
Johmston, Rev. William Galbraith, Rev.
William Frizzell, Rev. J. A. Turnbull and
Rev. Father Ryan and members of the
Trades and Labor Council waited upon the
Board of Police Commissioners, directed
thelr attention to thelr enlarged powers,
stated the grievances of the men and asked
that the Board remedy them by some new
regulations. The Commissioners were as-
tonished at such a state of affairs and in-
timated a desire to do something in sthe

ONTARIO'S MINES MARVELS,

Bo Says an Eminent English Mining
Authority .
London Mining Journal.

Although rapid strides have been
made in the direction of gold mining
in Ontario of late, much remains to be
dgoge before it can be said that the
prbovince possesses an established min-
ing industry. Mining efigineers and
others in a position to judge think the

rate of progress wretchedly/ slow, and
they have certainly good grounds for

their belief, and, to one who appre-
Cciaes the great lLwportance of our
western Ontario goid fields in tneir
bearing on thne poss.ble large increase
of .traue to the ciues of tue'province,
it is a macter of swprise that the peo-
ple of taino dv nu. show more n-
terest in the development of the min-
erar resources of theswr country. Min-
ing experws, from au parts, wne have
visitea the goid districts, consider them
y @ marvel, and not to be equalled in

<.any part of the world. Most of the

properties are easily reached by water-
‘ways, the ores are comparatively
easily worked, the capital required to
work them is small, lavor is cheap,
there is an abundance of water, tunver
is abundant for every purpose of the
miner, and, lasiuy, there is ‘‘gold ga-
lore.” Truly under such favoravle con-
ditions progress should be greater.

Une ofteu heass tne remacg m
that Canadians require to be educated
on mining matters; this is, no doubt,
true, and to that end 1 would suggest
10 couwpany promoters that a better
prospecius be given to the public when
floating a new company. Canadians
are essentiailly a business péopwe, and
maturally wish to have full particulars
of the property they are asked to In-
vest money in, As it is at present the
informauon contained in the prospec-
tus is meagre in the extreme; nothing
is said about the price to be paid for
the property, how aund from whoin ac-
quired, what contiacis have been en-
tered into, or what remuneration the
directors are to receive for their ser-
vices (some companies have as many
as 12 directors, who, of course, donot
give their services for nothing). The re-
port of the mining engineer on the
property should be given fully (and
not a condensed report, as is usually
8lven), together with maps and p.ans,
and, with regard to assays, I think it
would be more satisfactory in every
way to have a few tons of the ore put
through a stamp-mill, because an as-
say is more frequently than not made
from, a picked sample and cannot be
regarded as a‘criterion of the worth of
@& mine, If the foregoing suggestions
are carried out, Investors will appre-
ciate them, and if the property is to be
conducted legitimately and in a busi-
nesslike manner, there is no reason
why any information necessary for
one’s guidance should be withheld. As
it is, some of the prospectuses which
1 have seen 'simply read like a fairy

le, and one would be foolish indeed
.Eo invest money on the strength of the
information” contained in them.

So rapidly do the discoveries of won-
derful mineral wealith in Ontario follow
one another, that one's time is fully
coccupied in handling samples, inter-
viewing prospectors, and listening to
the latest “find” in.some new district.

it is reasomnable to expect that there
are deposits of diamondiferous rocks.
They may: be considered analogous tl;
ore which the prospector finds, It is cer-
tain that it came from an ore ve.n or
deposit. Where this deposit of diamondi-
ferous rock lies can only be a matter
of speculation. Prof, Hobbs, in an ar-
ticle read before the Wisconsin Aca-
demy of Sciences, points out two re-
glons in which the geological conditions
are such that they may contain the de-
posits, They are in'the Menominee dis-
trict, in northwestern Wisconsin, and
Pigeon River on Lake Superior.
In both of these places basic intrusive
rocks have cut through carbonaceous
shales, as in the dlamond regions ok
South Africa.
