The conference on Missionary and
Bible Training Schools, which met in
the lecture room of the Toronto Bible
Traini School, was largely attended,
nearly 70 institutions of learning being
represented. Rev. Dr. Blmore Harris
presided, and many reports were given
of the nature and amount of Bible
study now given in connection with the
curriculum of literary colleges and uni-
versities. The course of study in
Bible Training Schools also received
careful comsideration, many of the
leaders of these dnstitutions giving
valuable hints and suggestions. The
practical work of the students in city
missions was also reported, and the
necessity of some medical training was
urged for those who are expecting to
labor in the foreign field. Classes in
sacred music were also recommended.

Changes Made in Trotting Rules,

New York, Feb. 27.—Official report has
just been made by Secretary Gocher of
the National Trotting Association, relative
to the proceedings of the twenty-first con-
gress of the association, recently held in
this city.

I'he changes in the rules were not num-

ierous, but they define far more clearly
i the penalties that will be inflicted in the
future and state in certain terms what
| transgressions of the rules are.
{ Among the new rules adopted it is now
iunlawful to call a race after sunset. No
| person under penalty can enter a horse or
bave his horse entered in a stake 1ace.
' Races for prizes, where certain conditions
are complied with, give no record to the
borse the winner of a heat or race. Judges
and timers cannot officiate if interested in
any horse in the race, under penalty, and
all entries In mixed races, trotting or pac-
ing, must state at which gait the horse
entered will perform.

The changes in the rules most important
to the horseman begin with section 1 of
.rule 3, which now allows entries to he
made by the owner, agent or an authoriz»d
person. The nominator, if not the owner,
is lable to a fine if he does not state the
name and residence of the owner im the
entry. Secretaries are required to publish
and mail to each nominator, likewise the
secretary of the National Trotting Associa-
tion, and notify within 72 hours all nouilna-
tions in classes not filling.

All entries for mixed classes, trotting
and pacing shall state the gait under
which the horse emtered will perform.’

Under section 2, rule 7, on a demand
for identification of a horse, the elgibility
of every horse must be established to the
satisfaction of the judges. Drivers, own-
eérs and others shall have the right at all
times to give information of frauds or
wrongs without incurring penalty.

Rule 16, which allowed a reward for de-
tection of a fraudulent entry, was struck
out, and a new rule added, which permits
any person or horse under penalty to the
National or American Association the
r.jght to compete on grounds of either the
National or American Association members.
The disqualification can only be removed
by order of the Board of Review upon pay-
ment of a fine of $100. The fine applies to
the horse or horses regardless of any
change of ownership. )

Rule 19, section 1, makes it obligatory on
all judges not to call'a heat after sunset
by the calendar. The previous rule allow-
cd the judges to decide whether it was too
dark for racing or not.

In the rule for selecting judges and time-
keepers of a Tace it has been changed to
read: ‘‘Any person who at the time is un-
der  penalty of suspension, expulsion  or
(t-thm't ?qumliﬁaglon,hnr who has: any in-
erest in any . e horses engaged there-
in, shall theéreby be restricted txg:m acting
in any such official capacity in that race.
And if any such person who 8 thus lis-
qualified violates this restmiction he shall,
Upon' conv'etion, be expelled.”

ANNUAL REPORT.

Your Directors have pleasure in presenting the Sixty-eighth Annual Report
and Financial Statements, duly vouched for by the Auditors of the Company.

There has been a moderate increase in the Premium Income in all
branches, the Canadian Fire Business, particularly, showing a considerable
increase over that of any previous year, this being mainly due to the advanc-
ed rates which have been obtained.

The balance of Revenue Account, $99,590.00, has been applied as follows:
$65,000.00 for two half-yearly dividends, the first at the rate of Seven Per
Cent. and the second at the rate of Six Per Cent. per Annum, $4,045.26 writ-
ten off office furniture and Securities, and the balance, $30,644.74, added to
the Reserve Fund, which now stands at $612,001.96.

Although considerable progress has been made during the year in the di-
rection of advancing rates throughout Canada and the United States, the re-
sults of the business, owing to the increase in fire losses, have not proved
satisfactory to companies generally, and measures are now being taken for
further advances, which should bring about a material improvement in the
condition of the fire insurance business on this continent.

The report, on motion of the President, seconded by the Vice-President,
was carried unanimously. In moving the adoption of the report, the Presi-
dent said: .

The Revenue Account shows that, after deducting losses and expenses
from the premiums for the year, there is a balance, or underwriting profit, of
$68,795. This, with the earnings from interest and rents, $40,795, makes the
total balance at the credit of Revenue Account $99,590. Compared with the
preceding year, the figures before you show a gain in premiums (after deduct-
ing reinsurances) of $127,159, and a reduction in losses of %16,124.

This increased income is derived mainly from the fire business, and, as
stated in the report, is chiefly due to the better rates that have prevailed. In|
the Marine Branch, there has been little change in the volume of business |
we have done, but, while the income from this source represents less than
one-fourth of the total premiums received, we are indebted to this Branch for
nearly one-half the year’s profits.

Taking into consideration the large amount of fire business transacted, the
results of the year—although they show a marked improvement on those of
the year 1900—cannot be regarded as affording an adequate margin of pro-
fit, but those of you who have noted the records from month to month of the
serious fires in Canada and the United States, beginning with the conflagra-
tion in the business centre of Montreal in January last, must, I think, regard
the accounts presented as more favorable than might have been anticipated.
We can at least claim that they will bear comparison in their general re-
sults with those shown by other companies operating in the same fields as
ourselves, and this is perhaps the best test of the judgment exercised by the

officers and agents of the Company in the prosecution of its business. The | D

problem as to what rates will be adequate to meet the losses of any one year
is a difficult—I might say an impossible—one for the most experienced under-
writers to solve. They can only meet the changed conditions that confront
them from time to time by readjusting their rates in accordance with the loss
records which these changing conditions produce. The adverse experience
of companies engaged in the fire business on this continent for the past two
years has shown the necessity of increases on many classes of risks, and we
have benefited to a considerable extent from the advanced rates which pre-
vailed during the year 1901, and, in view of the action taken during the past
ten days by all the leading companies doing business in the United States to
bring about a more radical advance than has hitherto been attempted, I feel !
that we may safely anticipate that these improved conditions will have even
& more marked effect upon the business of the present year.

In reviewing the business of the past year, as well as of the preceding
eight years during which I have had the honor of occupying this chair, it is
very gratifying to'observe the progress which the Company has made in its
fire business in Canada, as well as the profits which haye accrued upon this,
notwithstanding the losses by the conflagrations of the'past two years. A
Company which has been doing business—as the British America has—for
upwards of two-thirds of a century should, we have felt, occupy a prominent
position in connection with the business of its home field, and while an in-

come equal to that of some leading British offices, which carry much larger
amounts on individual risks, might not be looked for, it should command a
liberal share of the business and be able to show results equai to, if not bet-
ter than, the average, results of its competitors. They progress which the |

indicated by the following figures: In 1892 the total fire premiums of the Com-
pany in Canada were $173,951; in 1901 they amounted to $351,505. These fig-
ures represent the net premiums (after deducting reinsurances), so that dur-
ing these nine years the income of the Company in this branch has increased
upwards of 100 per cent., while the total increase of all companies reporting
to the department is about 40 per cent.

DISARM THE CRIMINALS,

If Liberalism stands for anything it
stands for equality, for liberty, for
justice. The fundamental principle of
a great deal of the legislation to which
the Iiberal party in this country and
in Great Britain lays claim is the
equality of citizenship. This principle
is the one underlying the doctrine of
representation by population. Premier
Raqss, the leader of the Liberal party
in ‘Ontario, has altogether disregarded
this fundamental principle in the bill
which he has introduced for increas-
ing the representation in the legisla-
ture. We take it that the mechanic
of the city is as much entitled to re-
presentation in the legislature as is
the farmer in the township or the
laborer in the village. The govern-
ment’s bill neglects the rights of the
residents of the city in the matter of
representation ‘and gives undue influ-
emce to the sparsely settled districts
of New Ontario. We do not mean
to say that New Ontario should not
be fully represented in the legisla-
ture, but we do claim that the City
of Toronto should not be discriminated
against. The cities are as vitally in-
terested 'in the municipal institutions
of this province as are the counties
and townships. Indeed, the problem
of cily government is much more com-
plicated than the government of rural
municipalities, villages and towns.
The greatest problem to-day outside of
national issues is the government of
cities. Not only do cities have more
questions affecting themsgeives locally
than do the rural municipalities, but
in provincial matters and in citizen-

much interested as the residents of
rural districts. The mechanic of the
city has as much interest in the law
of property, in the protection of
personal rights, in the administration
of justice, in matters relating to trade
and commerce, as has the farmer.
Why, then, should the cities not have
as large a representation in the legis-
lature as the rural districts? And
why should we give the mechanie only
one-third or one-half the influence in
the legislature that the villager or
the farmer is able to exercise? Here
in this city, with a population of over
200,000, we have but four members,
while Premder Ross proposes to give
the same number of representatives
to a territory the population of which
is but one-quarter that of Toronto.
The territory is of course a great deal
larger, but in point of value there is
hardly any comparison. Population
and not territory &hould be the basis
of representation. This i{s the prin-
ciple as carried out in the United
States, both in the election of mem-
hers to Congress and to the state
legislatures. Representation by popu-
lation has been accepted as the only
solution of popular government in that
country. It is to be hoped that Mr-.
Whitney will not allow the govern-
ment to perpetrate a violation of a
great constitutional principle. The
leader of the opposition will be justi-
fled in obstructing the bill until jus-
tice is done the other parts of the
province as well as thg district that
is specially favored by Premier Ross.
Premier Ross is in power to-day prin-
cipally because of his violation of the
fundamental principle of representa-
tion by population. If this city had
nine members, as it is entitled to have,
the government would have been out
of business long ago. Mr. Ross has
profited by the injustice Toronto has
suffered in the past, and he now pro-
poses to create new constituencies that
will be favorable to him in order to
keep himself in power: for another
period of time, as he sees that he is
fast losing his grip on the province.
The Ontario government has done so
many discreditable things to keep it-
gelf in power that the community has
ceased to be startled by anything, Few
more discreditable things, however,
have been perpetrated upon a com-
munity than this proposal of the
Liberal government to violate the
principle of the constitution in order
to retain its hold on the ftreasury
benches. The people of Toronto will
probably suffetr more injustice thru
this iniquitous proposal than the resi-
dents of any other city in the province.
We think the occasion calls for a pro-
test of .some kind on their part, and if
they are alive to their rights they
will hold an indignation meeting and
protest against the iniquitous scheme.

Decision on Peoint of Law,

PRESIDENT’S ADDRESS.

The President, Hon. George A. Cox, in moving the adoption
of the Report, spoke as follows:

I have pleasure in moving the adoption of the Report which
has just been presented to you. I feel very strongly
that the shareholders and policyholders alike are to be
heartily congratulated on the result of the operations of the Com-
pany during the fifty-fiftth year. The growth in all departments
has been most satisfactory, as a brief review of the figures will
show.

The number of applications received for the year was 3,871,
for assurances of $8,467,243. The policies actually issued re-
presented assurances of $7,761,000, an increase over the previous
year of 1,579 in number and of $2,397,996 in amount, while 3,238
policies were delivered, effecting assurances of 7,078,356. The
number of policies actually paid for is the largest in the Com-
pany’s record for any one year, and this, I think, is a very marked
indication of the quality of the business which our agents are se-
curing, as it establishes beyond any question the fact that only
applicants are approached who can afford to maintain their poli-
cies, and who make application with the strong conviction that,
they are doing right and have fully decided to carry out their
part of the contract if the policy be issued. Of course some
applications, received prior to 31st December, had not been com-
pleted, but in many cases the policies have now been issued and
paid for, and will be included in the business of the current year.

In regard to the premium income in 1901, it is not easy to
make a proper comparison with that of 1900, as in the latter
year our Quinquennial Division of Surplus took place, and a con-
siderable sum entered our premium income in that year as sin-
gle premiums to purchase reversionary additions. Perhaps I
should explain that this course, although usual heretofore with
many ecompanies, was adopted for the first tirne by our Company,
in accordance with the legal requirements of the Insurance De-
partments of those States of the American Union where we do
bisiness, and is also approved by the Dominion Insurance De
partment.. As this is the only way whereby we can obtain credit
in the Government returns for dividends applied as bonus addi-
tions, we propose to continue this method at subsequent divi-
sions of surplus.

This should be espeecially gratifying to all, as it in-
dicates the very healthy state of the Company’s investments, and
demonstrates the care which has been exercised not only in the
investment of our money, but in looking after it subsequent to
its investment. Our total annual income now exceeds three and
one-half millions of dollars,

The death claims paid during the year, as you will see from
the Report, are very little in excess of those paid during the pre-
vious year. We have had a number of sudden deaths during the
year of comparatively young lives, where the previous health
had been apparently perfect. These resulted from acute dis-
ease, which could not have been foreseen, and from accident,
but, notwithstanding this, it affords me much pleasure to be able
to say that the total claims were well within the amount expect-
ed and provided for. It is interesting to note that the average
duration in the Company of those lives assured, whose policies
became claims during the year, was 21.16 years, as compared
with an average of 13.556 shown by our forty-seven years' experi-
ence, published in 1895, and with the average of 13.50 as shown
by the Institute of Actuaries’ Hm. experience.

The assets of the Company now amount to $24,5604,000, and
in referring to this item I would like to draw your attention te
the figures which were presented to you in the Report for the
year 1891. In that statement the total assets were shown to am-
ount to $12,074,124.87, a growth of over 100 per cent., being the
result in one short decade. I mention this simply to give you a
clear idea of the actual growth which we are enjoying. -

I now come to the question of liabilities, and I am at a loss
to know how to adequately convey my congratulations to the
policyholders and shareholders upon the completion of the
change in the valuation basis. Several years ago the fact was
pressed home upon us that the rate of interest assumed in the
calculation of our reserves was altogether too high, in view of the
constantly decreasing rate of interest obtainable on loans and
investments of the first quality. After the most careful consid-
eration, and after seeking the advice of men of undoubted ability
in the dctuarial, as well as in the financial, world, steps were tak-
en to gradually lower the rate of interest employed in making
our calculations. This, as you are aware, has been in progress
now for some eight years, until to-day your statement appears
with its liabilities on. policies issued prior to 1900, valued on an
Hm. 3 1-2 per cent. basis, and those issued since that date valued
on an Hm. 3 per cent. basis. The reserves thus brought out am-
ount to $22,709,306, gnd exceed those required by the present
Canadian Government standard by $2,565,198. In confirmation of
this, I am glad to be able to put beside our own valuation the ac-
tual valuation of our policy liabilities made by the Dominion
Superintendent of Insurance, whose certificate calls for reserves
of $20,144,108. As intimated in the report, so far as is known, no
other Canadian Company, and, .with one possible exception, no
United States company, employs so stringent a valuation basis
or holds such strong policy reserves as the Canada Life now
does. I think it is impertant to point out that the adoption of
this new standard of valuation practically removes the neces-
sity of any further change in our valuation basis for the present
generation of policyholders, so that the Canada Life may now
be said to have arrived at a settled basis for the valuation of ite
existing policies.. It is interesting, however, in this connection
to note that in Great Britain, out of sixty-eight companies, re-
porting to the Board of Trade, fifty-six of this number value on
a basis lower than 3 1-2 per cent., while fifty of them value on 3
_ per cent. or lower, and eight value on 2 1-2 per cent. The Aus-

tralian Mutual, with head offices at Sydney, Australia, value
their policy liabilities on an interest basis of 3 1-2 per cent.; so
that you will see the present position of the Canada Life, with its
liabilities valued on a 3 1-2 per cent. and 3 per eent. basis, com-
pares favorably with that of the leading companies of the Empire.

I have much pleasure in moving the adoption of the Report.

VICE-PRESIDENT’S ADDRESS.

Mr. F. W. Gates, the Vice-President, spoke as follows:

To second the adoption of the Fifty-fifth Annual Report of
this Company upon this occasion is to me a source of no little
satisfaction. To have been privileged to see the consummation
of our efforts in bringing up our reserves to the new valuation
basis is a source of keen gratification to one who, like myself,
has been intimately identified with this Company for nearly half
a century, and who has had the honor of filling its Vice-Presi-
dency for a quarter of a century. I have lived to see the Reserves
of this institution moved, first from a 6 per cent. interest basis
to a 5 per cent. basis; then from a 5 per cent. to a 41-2 per cent.
basis; afterwards from a 4 1-2 per cent. to a 4 per cent. basis,
and now from a 4 per cent. to a 31-2 per cent. basis, with a fur-
ther provision of a 3 per cent. valuation for recent business. Our
position now, therefore, is practically this: All the business of
last century is upon an Institute of Actuaries Hm. 3 1-2 per cent.

basis, while all the business of this new century is upon a 3 per
cent. basis.

I am sure that the announcement which we make to-day as
to the completion of this difficult problem in the readjustment of
our reserves will be hailed with great delight, by all our field
representatives, and also by all those interested in the perman-
ent welfare of this great institution.

I was much interested in reading the other day am article
from a financial jeatnal touching upon events that have happened
8ince our last quinquennial report. I quote two or three sentences:

“It is also worthy of remark that during the past year

several of the British life companies have dealt in a very

radical way with the problem of increasing reserves; for
instance, the Life Association of Scotland, one of the old-

est and best-known companies of Edinburgh, last year

entirely passed its quinquennial division of profits.

British companies have made very large reductions in

their last profit divisions, so that what appeared to be

two years ago a heroic measure on the part of the Can-
ada Life Assurance Company has since that time been
outstripped by even more heroic treatment on the part

of well-known English and Scottish companies.

“The Canada Life appears to have very well weathered

Strikes Decreasing,

In the report of the Bureau of Labor
Which was presented to the House, it'

PASSED MANY BAD CHEQUES

Inspector Stark Identifies William
Lodtman, Who Operated in
Toronto Last Week.

HAS CONTINENTAL REPUTATION

Poses as a Newspaper Mam and
Carries Passports te Idem- =~
tify Him. i

The presence in the city last aeek
of William Lodtman, alias H. J.
Frawley, alias Willlam Lansing, who
has a continental reputation for pass-
ing worthless cheques, was announc-
ed yesterday afternoon by Inspector
Stark, who is anxious that officials of
monetary -instiitutions should be on’
their guard. Lodtman is described as
being about 50 years of age, over 6
ft. in height, fair compilexion, red-
dish hair and weighs about 200
pounds. He has protruding teeth and
.?.n, (gnped;lment in his speech. He is
usually accompanied by a woman
about 35 years old, . slender build, 5
feet 6 inches in height, with dark
hair. Lodtman poses .as a newspaper
man and passes cheques for small
amounts, because he has learned by
experience that the authorities, even
“hé is arrested, are mot disposed to
g0 to the expense of prosecuting him.

Passed Two Cheques Here,

On Feb: 19 Lodtman went into a
King-street bank and presented to the
teller two cheques, one for $39.80 and
the other for $18.50, both purport-
ing 'to have been drawn by A. Rus-
sell, assistant managing editor of The
Boston Globe newspaper on the Na-.
tional Bank of Boston in favor of Dr.
Willlam Lodtman. The man produced
what purported to be his pass-
port as an American citizen. The
document bore many seals and signa-
tures, and after it had been examined
the monedy was paid over. In due
course the cheques came back
marked worthless, and the thefts were
made known to Inspector Stark,who
-yesterday learned a lot regarding the
man from the Central Bureau of
Identification at Chicago.

Wanted m Many Places.
Lodtman is wanted in Washington
for passing worthless cheques at the
Brant Hotel, where he was stopping
in September last. From Washington
he came to Hamilton, Canada, and
succeeded in working a bank teller
for a smaill amount. Then he turned
up in Williamsport, Pa., where he
passed cheque on Bush & Bull,
merchants, and was later arrested in
New York under the name of Dr. H./
J. Frawley: He jumped his bail of
$1000, and operated extensively in Cin-

At the last named place he was ar-
rested for grand larceny, but was dis-
charged. Lodtman is also wanted for
passing bogus drafts on The Buffale
FExpress at Sault Ste. Marie, Mich,,
and on The Boston Transcript at Bos-
torsx).8 ‘These frauds took place jn May,
1898.
