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Political Intelligence
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Both political parties seem to be suf-
fering from something like disintegration.
Never have the rank and file of the Con-
/servative party been less incll to
cheer than at present. The politicians
out in North Perth. The
voters had little to say, but falled to
respond to the old-time eppeals to party
lovaity. The poor showing made by the
Conservatives in Nova Scotia was large-
ly due to the same wsilent disaffection.
There was no open rewvolt, but there
was unmistakable dissatisfaction.

The Liberals are in lttle better powm-
tion. They are winning over mo dis-
satisfied Conservatives to thelr columm.
If they get in et the mext election it will
not be because the majority of the people
want them, but because the people are
in a petulant mood and care little what
happens. They are in much the same
mood as a hard drinker who wakes up
with e terrible thirst in a local option
town and has to choose between ginger
pop and sarsaparilla.

You hear grumblings among the Con-
servatives about the stupidity or worse
of the government in dealing with the
nickel situation; about the tragedy of
the Ross rifle; about the commissions of
Allison and the absurd eulogies heaped
upon Alllson by Sir S8am Hughes. You
hear a good many complaints, and they
are mot all directed at the Ottawa gov-
emmment. A child can see that the Hearst
government does not stand where the
Whitney.government stood less than two
years ago. The pall that seems to rest
upon the spirits of the party is the feel-
ing that the government on Parliament
Hill and In Queen’s Park alike are drift-
ing and bumping elong without sail or
rudder, i

But you must not suppose that the
Liberals are entirely satisfied with their
situation. A prominent member of the
party, whose name is mow a household
word thruout the province, said to a
World reporter the other day:

“The Liberal party will carry the
next federal election, but they do mot
deserve to carry anything. They stand
for nothing; they have fearned nothing
in opposition. ' They will be kicked into
office, only to be kicked out again.”

Some uneasy feeling of this kind must
have prompted the recent Idberal con-
ference at Ottawa. Some of the party
teaders in and out of parliament as-
sembled and thru the dog days sat in
camera, morning, afternoon and night,
They evolved many planks for a mational
platform end groped about for a new
leader.

Strangely enough their minds all turned
to social uplift. Three hundred thousana
young fellows, we hope, will soon be com-
ing back from the war seeking employ-
ment; 200,000 munition workers will have
to produce something besides munitions.
Big problems, social and economic, face
the country, but they are going to be
solved if the mothers’ pensions, old age
pensions and mational Insurance-can do
it. Mr. Rowell, who is quite an uplifter,
has gone to England, but in his absence
a new light has arisen. The Ottawe Free
Press says that the chief result of the
recent conference has been to project a
new figure into the mationali Mfe of
Canada.

The new figtre is Mr. Joseph B, Atkin-
son of The Toronto Star. Mr. Atkinson,
we are told, is a large employer of labor
and has done much in Toronto to uplift
the tolling masses and improve their
condition. Whenever he speaks, we are
told, the common people hear him glad-
ly. He was appointed chairman of the
sub-committee of health and wsocial re-
form at the recent conference, and when
he recommended mothers’ pensions and
old age pensions and national insurance

LONDON, July 26.—A despatch from
Berne, by way of Pontarlier, France,
given out today by the wircless press,
gays:
