THE MARKETS

Review of the Conditions in the
- Fruit, Grocery and Provision
and Fish Markets.

In theearly part of the season, both
fruit growers and fruit merchants antici-
pated an abundant crop and good busi-
ness; but, within the last few weeks have
been greviously disappointed, as, owing to
unfavorable weather conditions their
hopes have not been realized, which means
higher prices and shorter supply.

A local fruit dealer, talking with the
Times said that the high winds and dry
weather, and especially the high gales
which have swept Canada and the United
States, 'have played havoc with the ap-
ple trees, knocking the fruit to the ground.

Oringes, he said, seemed to be fairly
good, but the storms in Spain
aged the crop of Almeria grapes, and there
is also a shortage of grapes and peaches
in the Niagara district. Nova Scotia
plums have proved a failure and very few
have been shipped to St. John.

Indications point to higher figures, he
added, instead of low prices and plenty
of fruit.

Nuts, generally, are also a short crop
this year.

In point of quality, Ontario apples are
cleaner and better than last year, being
less affected with spot or fungus.

Nova Scotia Gravensteins are poor and
“geabby;” but the Baldwins are of clean,
good quality.

As to price, Ontario apples are about
the same as last year, and all other brands
are lower by from 40c. to 50c. a barrel.

GROCERIES AND PROVISIONS.

According to a local grocer the season’s
outlook for the wholesale trade is bright
and encouraging.

The principal items of interest at the
present time are lard, canned goods and
wheat.

In the &rst mamed item, the figures
have advanced slightly and the price will
probably be high till after Christmas. As
a result of this advance in lard, pork
packers have talked sonie of raising their
prices, but the increase at present is not
950. a barrel. ‘Beef is scarce
and packers seem to have oversold.

There is the usual heavy, fall demand
for flour and it is difficult to secure cars
in which to ship the goods promptly. This
is owing largely to the rush westward,
to take care of the wheat harvest there.
In this particular, conditions at present
are such that millers have to fight for cars
to load for eastern portions of the coun-
try, and the railway, people think they
a great favor if they, fur-
nish a single car.

New supplies of canned goods, such
as mew corn, tomatoes andl fruit are ar-
riving in large quantities and prices are
higher than usual, the edvance being
chiefly, on vegetables of all kinds.

THE FISH MARKET.

The fish market is well supplied this
season and prices although comparatively
the same as last year, are high,

The catch of fish for pickling purposes
has been about twenty per cent better
than last year, especiaily to the eastward
of Halifax and along the southern shores
of Nova Scotia,

Qodfish are plentiful and sell at figures
ranging from $4.65 to $4.75 per quintal.

Mr, Boyd is an agriculturist of consider-
able experience and in his journeys
through England and Seotland he took oc-
casion to note the increasingly progressive
spirit among the farmers. The various
agricultural colleges, and especially Wye
College, which came under his observa-
tion, are being more Jargely attended than
at any other stage of their history, while
many of the fairs were parti Jy notice-
able for their beautiful and splendidly ar-
ranged exhibite.

In his travels Mr. Boyd paid a visit to
the extensive nursuries of the Drum-
monds, at Stirling, and studied the meth-
ods and prdcesses by which forests are
raised from the seedling. He also visited
what is known as the Sir Walter Scott
district. :

From this study of the tariff question,
and espevially his -observations on this
trip, Mr. Boyd does not believe-that pro-
teotion or legislation of any-kind will ef-
fect closer relations between Canada and
the mother land. It is his opinion that
both the Canadian farmer and-manufac-
turer should strive after the production
of such a perfect commodity, that it could
compete guccessfully in any market on its
own merits without being given a prefer-
ence. Imperialism wae unlikely to ‘receive
any lasting impetus from mere wsentiment;
in this material age monetary considera~
tions were ageinst it. A cheaper rate of
postage between Canada and Great Brit-
ain, the removal of protective tariffs, as

Newfoimdland Affairs

$St.. John’s, Nfld., Oct. 12—The colonial
cabinet at its meeting last night to discuss
the fishery eituation, decided, it is un-
dergtood, to resist to the fulest possible
legal exitent the enfercement of the modus
vivendi arrived at by the British and the
American governments.

The Telegram, the premier’s organ, pub-
lished an exhaustive article today in which
it is stated that the modus vivendi is ob-
jeationable because it attempts to grant to
the Americans rights additional to those
conferred by the treaty of 1818; because it
attempts to surrender the colony’s right to |
legislate for the preservation of the her-
ring fishery; because it attempts to nul'ify
the colony’s existing laws which have in
view the same objeot; because it attempts
to abrogate part of the foreign fishing ves-
sels act of 1905 and becanse it attempts
to’ violate the bait aat. The artic'e pre-
dicts that the Downing strest authorities
will be unable to enforce the modus vi-
vendi which has agninst it the law of the

the sentiment of the ccuony.

The article contains citations from the
works of Hall, Anson and Dicey, to show
that it has a basis in constitutional Jaw for
the position taken.

The merchants of St. John’s, in the reso-
lution adopted by 'them last night, with
but one diseentient, protest against the
modus vivendi as a gross violation of the
rights of a eelf-governing cclony. The re-
bolutions declare further that the use of
purse seines will be ruinous to the fishery
interests, and that it will be attended with
serious financia! loss to the colony and in-
dustrial embarrassment to the inhabitants
of the west coast. The merchants express
alarm and astonishment in the resolutions
regarding the terms of the modus vivendi.

Toronto, Oct. 12—A financial sensation
this evening is the announcement that
the Bank of Montreal has purchased the
business of the Ontario Bank of Canada,
and the larger bank ‘has assumed to pay
all the liabilities, depositors and note
holders; and also to ontribute $150,000
for the good will of the business. i, a1
ter the administration of the assets there
is still a surplus it will be divided ' among
the shareholders.

The present position of the Ontario
Bank forcing them to sell out is the re-
sult of stock speculations by the general
manager, Charles McGill, who is reported
‘heavily involved in Wall street.

The bank has a capital stock of 81,
500,000, and -a rest fund of $700,000. In
financial circles tonight it is suggested
that there will be no rest fund left on
‘investigation.

The city newspaper offices have been be-
sieged by - anxious depositors, who have
been pleased to assure them that their
money ‘is safe. The matter of prosecu-
tions is entirely in-the hands of the
bank’s solicitors.
