It is no doubt much easier 
to afford relief at once, without the intervention of a visitor, than to go 
through the forms which reference to him involves ; but, it s ou 
home in mind, that every infraction of its rules is a blow at the per­
manence and usefulness of the association.

The Board now retiring from the management of the affairs of the 
association, impressed, as the result of their own experience, with the 
great value of the rules which have been cited, have deemed it not inap­
propriate for them, at this time, to urge the recommendation that no 
relaxation in the observance of those rules may be sanctioned, but that 

all would strive to follow them implicitly., ^

The complaints of unrelieved applicants who have been sent to the 
Association should not be listened to, until they have produced a card 
from the visitor, for a card aligning the reaton of réfutai thould 
obeayt be given to the unrelieved applicant#, which, if produced, will 
show why he was not relieved ; and, if «.produced, a proof that he has 
been attended to. In either case, the member will thus be made 
acquainted with the action of the visitor, and the reason for it.

Two or three important résulte involved in the observance of the 
foregoing rules deserve notice. First, by refusing aid to the persons 
described, none are necessarily left to suffer. Even those who obsti­
nately persist in their vicious courses, and cannot be relieved without
