tatives to abandon a proposed recess of
five weeks beginning today ‘and remain

Washington, Aug. 2—The reservation
proposal agreed to by seven Republican
senators as a basis of ratification of the
League of Nations covenant is so word-
ed, it became known last night that the
“reservations and understandings,” enum-
erated shall become “a part of the
treaty” and shall not stand simply as a
detached interpretation by the senate.

While some of the sponsors of the

i programme regard it as merely inter-
pretative in effect, clarifying the language

of the covenant without change in the
meaning of any provision, others of the
seven believe it goes further and greatly
softens certain features which, they say,
violate national rights.

. The reservations as agreed to in dgfin-
ite terms are embodied in a proposed
lratii')catic-n resolution, reading as fol-
ows:

“Thut the senate of the United States
advise and consent to the ratification
of saiditreaty with the following reserva-
tions and understandings to be made a
part of the treaty by the instrument of
ratification:’ .

“l. . That whenever the two years’

FOREST FRES ADD
10 CANADK'S BURDENS

One of the most destructive forest
fire seasons in recent years is taking a
tremendous toll of Canadian national
wezlth. With the exception of a small
area in Northern Ontario, practically all
the fires cleaned off the timber crops
on lands that are useless for agriculture.
Such lands can grow. only one crop and
that is wood. Once stripped these areas
lie profitless for half a century or more.

Repeated fires usually kill reproduction’

for all time to come and another section

of barrens is thereby added to the na-

tion’s great total.

Contrary to public impression, every
forest fire is a direct blow at the prov-
incial or federal treasury, for the rea-
son that more than ninety per cent of the
forest lands of Canada are public.owned.
Licenses issued are for cutting rights
and are usually for one year. The title
to the lands always remains in the name

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NEED OF JUVENILE COURT.
The police magitsrate of Peterboro,

* Ontario, recently ordered two boys to

be lashed. One was nine and the other
six years of age. They had broken into
three stores. The boy of nine years was
‘given ten and the boy of six years five

‘Jashes, laid on by a policeman- In ad-

dition the older boy’s mother, a widow,
was fined $12 and the father
of the younger boy $18, or ten days in
jail. The Trades and Labor Council
will lay the case before the attormey-
general of Ontario. The Toronto Globe
offers this comment: :

“All this procedure seems to have the
warrant of law, except that it is doubt-
ful whether a child of six could be .sent
to jail. Their crimes were premedi-

_tated so far as this aggravation can be
‘attributed to children of their tender

age. They may have been unusually
difcult children to deal with, or the
careless management of the parents may
have been responsible for their down-
fall. But the punishment meted out to
them is repulsive to the tendency of the
times. Juvenile courts have been estab-
lished all over the continent in order to
correct without spoiling wilful children,,
and such a court is badly needed in
Peterboro.”

St. John witnesses no lashing of clhil-
dren, but it is still without a juvenile
court and probation -officer to deal with
such cases as those of which the Globe
speaks. Young persons may still be
arrested and kept overnight in cells, who
ought to .be symmoned and dealt with
in a juvenile court removed entirely
from the police court atmosphere. The
munieipal council has declined to make
a grant for such a court, and it is nQw
up to the city council. The conditions
surrounding much of the child-life of St.
John are very undesirable. A properly
constituted juvenile court, such as they
have in Halifax, for example, would
greatly help to improve the conditions.

SIR ROBERT’S PLEDGE.

Inamess&getothepeopleofst. John
on the eve of the elections in 1917 Sir
Robert Borden said:

«“The thorough and efficient equipment |
of St. John harbor is part of our policy.
I desire to emphasize what I declared at
St. John on,the 5th of September, name-
ly, that the defeat of the Laurier gov-
ernment will not retard, hinder or pre-
vent in any way the construction of ter-
minal facilities at St. John, or the equip-
ment and development of that port as
one of the Aflantic..national ports of
Canada.” <EER

In a speech in St -John at that time

he said:

“QOn several occasions when the party
had laid down its platform it has em-
phasized the necessity for the nation-
aliaztion of the great ports of Canada,
of Montreal and Quebec, of St. John and
Halifax.”

Sir Robert's pledge, so far as St. John
is concerned, has not been fulfilled. We
all know what has been done for Hali-
fax, and that the port of: Quebec has
not been compelled to do what is now
asked of St. John, which is to provide
out of harbor revenue for the interest
and sinking fund on the’ present debt
and all future expenditures for harbor
development. Commission is not nation-
alization, and Sir Robert Borden in 1911
promised nationalization.

Tt is because of the different treatment
St. John has received from that accord-
ed Halifax and Quebec and because the
pledge of nationalization has not been
carried out, that the citizens, before they
vote on commission, should have definite
knowledge of what the government pro-
poses to do in relation to through: traffic
here, the facilities for handling if, and
the rates to be charged shipping using
the port.

: OF HEALTH MATTERS
The Kings county board of health met
yesterday, afternoon at Sussex. A re-
port on an investigation of the wells and
cess-pools at Hampton and Rothesay
showed unsanitary conditions existed. In
most cases the wells were too close to
the houses and nearly always on a lewer
level. Leakege from  cess-pools pran
from one property into others and condi-
tions were far from satisfactory. A com-
mittee was appointed to arrange for ade-
quate supply of pure water.

Federal Tradé Commission’s report on the pack-
ing industry would tend to show that the people do not seem to be worrying over the precise percent-
age of profits made by Mr. Armour and Mr. Swift and Mr. Wilson and the rest, nor are they so deep-
ly concerned lest these gentlemen branch-out too widely into the grocery business. What they do ask

;. is: are the packers profiteering; are they keeping up the price of meat and other products they hand-
le; are they one of the props of the High Cost of Living?

AHICAGD FANG
THREATEN 10 BOYGOTT
NATIGNAL LEAGUE

Threatening to boycott the National
League for the rest of the season Chi-
gago fans are making an open display
of displeasure for the recent trade that
gave the Giants Phil Douglas, a finish-
ed and accomplished pitcher, for Davey
Robertson, .an outfielder with a record
of achievement, but one who has played
no baseball to speak of for two years.
While Chicago fans are not so angered
by the trade itself they are of the
opinion that the move of the Cub offi-
cials has clinched the 1919 pennant for
John McGraw beyond further cavil

One Chicago newspaper prints a half
page of protests from Cub fans. Most
of these wordy arguments are based on
the fact that the Giants were showing
signs of slipping and that the advent
of Douglas surely will sand up the track
and provide a carriage for the rest of
the journey. The Windy City bugs
have given up the ship and insist that

there will be no further chancé to stop

the Giants now.

It would have been much better to
battle to the finish of the race as they
were than to strengthen the Giants
without taking any of the efficiency of
the club away is the argument of one
fan. He writes that McGraw gave
nothing for considerable and is to be
congratulated for pulling the wool over
the eyes of the Cubs.

It is strange that the fans' in Cin-
cinnati do not take the same view of
the matter as do those in Chicago. In
fact the protests are even more numer-
ous and to the peint in the home of the
Reds. William Phelon, who rides the
down-trodden Reds and boosts them in
their glory, says that he is ready to toss
up the sponge. He declares that the
only thing necessary to complete his
baseball journey is a photegraph of
seven owners asking McGraw to take
the pick of the respective seven t®ams
just so as to have a winning club in
New York.

Cincinnati would like to show that
there is collusion behind the deal and
that the Cubs, realizing that they are
too far out of it to have a chance, saw
to it that the Reds would not have .a
chance either. Most of such charges
come from beaten fans who like to be-
lieve that nothing in baseball is honest.
The fact of the matter is that the trade
benefited both the Cubs and Giants.
That McGraw had reserve or extra
material so valuable as Robertson is to
his credit and not to be held against the
Giants.

The Cubs have a host of fine pitchers.
Douglas hardly will be missed with
Alexander, Hendrix, Tyler, Vaughan
and a couple of youngsters going at
proper gait.. The Giants have an out-
field much too fast for Robertson, He
never has been missed at the Polo
Ground in the last two years.

Robertson will fill a mighty hole in
the Cub outfield. It will make it pos-
sible to shift Lee Magee back to the in-
field, either at second or third, and play
Robertson “alongside Mann and Flack.
Robertson should make the Cubs a fac-
tor in the race for the rest of the season
provided he can lean against that apple
as he did before he retired from the
game.
