BELIEVE ATLANTIC
* RATE WAR IS SURE

~ Next Month

Would Involve All British and Continen-
tal Lines--Sharp Rate

Cutting Expected

(Canadian Press)
London, Dec. 19—The Atlantic rate
pwar which has been threatened for
months past, seems now inevitable. It
is said on the authority of-the Journal
of Commerce that the two most import-
ant German companies have failed to
arrive at a settlement of their difficulties
and the situation has now been aggr‘-
vated by thé Hamburg-American line|
deciding to reduce its rates before. the
important meeting of the North Atlantic
conference to be held on the 21st of next
month. A -

As a result of this decision, the agents
here, and at other places on the contin-
ent have been notified by the British
lines. that they will- be reluctantly com-
pelled to follow the lead -of the Ilam-
burg-Amerika line and accordingly there
is every reason to believe that the con-
ference agreements, now. existing will
be terminated after January 21.

In shipping and goyernment circles
there is an intense feeling of resentment
against. this forced situation, which is
said to have arisen from a desire on the
part of the Hamburg-Amerika to assert
to the world the strength of its individ-

ual position.

duplieated to emigration centres clear-
ly indicate that all companies, in the face
of the present situation, are preparing to
meet sweeping reductions of rates by
the Hamburg-Amerika line by similar
reductions, which it'is felt, will lead to
one of the most disastrous, rate cutting
wars. that has yet happened.

Mexico City, Dec.s19 — The fgc}era.l
troops just missed capturing Emiliano
Zapata, the rebel leader, yesterday at
Nenapera Ranch in the federal district,
about fiftecn miles to the south of Mex-
ico City, where he had established his
temporary headquarters during his re-
cent atiack- on the government forces.

The federal troops approached the
franch from several directions, and
skirmishing with  Zapata’s followers®
procecded for an hour, resulting in the
route of the rebels.

Some of the rebel prisoners told their
captors  that Zapata himself was in
commend and was one of the last to
escape. He broke through the circle of
federal troops with a few companions
who used the machetes to cut their way

out.

Regina, Sask., Dec. 19—To bring to
the settlers of the scattered rural set-
tlements of Saskatchewan access to the
treasury of books, a system of ‘travel-
ing libraries will be established under
the terms of a bill read a second time
in the legislature.

SAYS ALBERTA WILL USE
CANAL AS GRAIN ROUTE

\

Calgary, Alta, Dec. 19—That the
Panama Canal will be the almost ex-
clusive route of Alberta wheat to the
markets of the world, is the opinion of|
E. J. Fream, of the Grain Growers Grain !
Company, the largest organization of its
kind in the world, who has just return-
ed from the Pacific Coast.

Several arguments have been ad-
vanced by grain men and others to the
effect that the grain will shrink from the
heat in passing through the canal unless
it is bagged. Mr. Fream says that it
will be out of the question for the im-
mense volume of Alberta grain to be
shipped in bags, but he does not place
much stock in the shrinkage theory,
which he thinks has very evidently been
advanced by opponents of the western
route.

The largest fig farm is being prepar-
ed at Bay Minette, Ala. There are at
present eighty acres under cultivation,
180 acres have been broken for planting
next spring, and more land will be used
as soon as possible.

This is the birthday of the Right
Hon. Sir Charles Fitzpatrick, chief jus-
tice of the Supreme Court of Canada.
He is today sixty years of age, having
been born in Quebec in 1853. He prac-
tised law with distinction in Quebec for
many years and was engaged in many
noted cases. Entering parliament in 1896
he was successively solicitor-general and
minister of justice, going to the Supreme
Court in 1906.

Hon. P. S. G. Mackenzie, provincial
treasurer of Quebec, was also born on
this date. His birthplace was Cumber-
land. House, Hudson’s Bay Territory,
and he is today fifty-one years of age.

Hon, Adelard Turgeon, member of the
Legislative Council of Quebec and a
former cabinet minister celebrates his
fiftieth birthday today.

LONDON'S RECENT BlG  °
DEAL IN REAL ESTATE

Comment of the Papers on Duke
of Bedford’s Sale of Covent
Garden Property

The London papers were full of the
news of the sale of his Covent Garden
property by the Duke of Bedford to
Mallaby Deely, M. P.

Many columns were printed recalling
the entrancing history of the Covent
Garden area which the duke sold. The
history of the Bedford family is told at
length and the career of Deeley is
equally well treated.

All the articles are illustrated with
maps, sketches and photographs.

Many editorial are devoted to the sub-
ject, the Unionist journals pointing the
moral that the financing of Lloyd
George is driving the big owners to dis-
perse their estates under fear of exces-
sive taxation and even of confiscation,
whilst, on the contrary, the Liberal pa-
pers use the incident as a proof of the
benefit accruing to the landowners in
consequence of the great growth of the
community through industrial develop-
ment under free trade and recall the
fact that Covent Garden, which was
valued at $30 a year when the Duke of
Bedford secured it, has now an’ annual
value of $125,000.

Prudence and Sublime Courage

The London Daily Mail, which won-
dered editorially whether to most ad-
mire the duke’s prudence in divesting
himself of his estate or Deeley’s sublime
courage in venturing to .purchase when|
the stormy petrels of Lloyd George,
hover threateningly overhead, published
an exclusive interview with Mr. Dee-
ley, who declared that the deal was a
private one. He was, he said, not back-|
ed by any syndicate and had not, yet|
come to any decision as to his future|
use of the property.

Morning Post’s Tearful Lament

The Morning Post (high Tory) la-
ments the substitution of plutocracy for
aristocracy involved in the transaction.

The Daily Telegraph sees a great fam-
ily tradition shattered by the passage
of the estate into the hands of one of
those financiers who 1is a peculiar,
though an essential product, of our
times.

The @aily Citizen (Labor) speaking
of Deeley as “thinking and dealing in
fortunes, shaming the Arabian Nights”
thinks that maybe the duke forsees the
end of the people’s amazing patience
which makes them the drudge and the
drayhorse of the aristocrats but express-

es the opinion that the duke is doing

very well in securing compensation

Mr. Archer a Man of Education, Born
in Liverpool=—Is a Photographer

Battersea has laughed at caste and
color prejudices and chosen a colored
mayor. John Richard Archer, progres-
sive, was chosen mayor of the borough
that returns John Burns to parliament.

Though Mr. Argher is a colored man
nobody mentioned the fact during the
course of the election. Afterwards the
only person to refer to it was Mr. Arch-
eh himself, and he said a great deal
about it.

The voting was very close, the victor
securing the honors by one vote—380 to
29.

In returning thanks Mr. Archer said:
“The suspense is over, and the victory
is won, and I am the proud victor of a
victory such as never has been gained
in Batteras before.

“I am a man of color. Many things
have been said of me which are abso-
lutely untrue, but I have entered into
the humor of it because I knew they
were untrue.

“I am the son of a man who was
born in the West India Islands. I was
born in England, in an obscure village
called Liverpool. I am'a Lancastrian
born and bred, and my mother—well, she
was my mother.

“She was not born at Rangoon, but she
is a member of one of the greatest races
on the face of the earth—she was an
Irishwoman, so there is not so very
much foreign blood about me after all.”

His concluding remark was: “My elec-
tion tonight means a new era. You have
made history tonight. For the first time
in the history of the English nation a
man of color has been elected as mayor
of an English borough. That will go
forth to the colored nations of the world,

BOTH FOUND GUILTY

Turkish Soldier Adventurer And
Woman in Montreal Sentenced
Next Week

v

Montreal, Dec. 19—Sadik Bey, a Turk-
ish military adventurer, crystal gazer
and fortune teller, and Madame Martel,
were both found guilty by Judge Bazin
yesterday of having performed an illeg-
al operation on Emelienne Raymond last
April or' May. Sentence was set for next
Tuesday.

Sandik Bey has for some time been a
noted character in Montreal, having
come under the notice of the police, two
years ago, when he pretended by crystal
gazing to reveal the whereabouts of the
body of a Chinaman, thought to have
been murdered, but who later turned
up alive.

Born in Poland, Sadik Bey, entered
the Turkish army and became A. D. C.
to the ex-Sultan Abdul Hamid. When
the Young Turk revolution occurred, he
came to Canada, joined the Canadian
militia and became an officer in a hus-
sars regiment. He took up the practice
of medicine, and also practiced fortune
telling on the side.

STAY IN LIGHTHOUSE FOR
WINTER T0 ESCAPE THE
HiGH COST CF LIVING

Ottawa, Dec. 19—Preferring rather
than pay high rent and living charges
on shore this year, to spend the coming
winter in lonely lighthouses isolated in
the bleak expanse of Lake Superior, two
light-house keepers in the employ of
the marine department furnish ex-
amples of the pressure of the high cost
of living. Marine department records dis-
close that for the first time on record
lighthouse keepers on two of the most
forbidding spots in the big lake, have
made preparations to spend the winter
there. They have given as their reason
their disinclination to cope with the high
cost of living on the mainland at Sault
Ste. Marie this year. They propose to es<
cape its demands by spending some five
months where rent at least is a negligible
factor, on a forbidding spot some ten
miles from the mainland—which in a
Lake Superior winter practically means
ten miles from nowhere.

Washington, Dec. 18—Secretary Bryan
and Chevalier Van Rappard, Nether-
lands minister, today signed a treaty|
providing ‘that any question between the;
United States and the Netherlands which
cannot be settled by diplomacy, shall be
submitted for investigation to an inter-
national commission of five members.
The period of investigation is fixed at
one year, although it may he shortened.

This 'is the first treaty between the
United . States and a European nation
based on Secretary Bryan’s peace plan.

 Removal From Office
- Of Chief of Police

s
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®Resolved, That the report of the com-
misgioner of public safety on the condi-
%on of the police department be received
by this comncil; and, further
/- *Resolved, Tint a copy of the report
‘be forwarded tc the lieutenant-governor-
fn couneil, and that, in view of the un-
satisfactory conditions found, the gov-
ernment be requested to remove the chief
from office.”

.Buch was the motion of Commisaioner
Agar which was unanimously adopted
_ at a special meeting of the common

eouncil yesterday afternoon, when a full
board whs present to discuss the police
question.

That a further investigation of the
matfer would be made by the govern-
ment before any action was taken on the
foregoing resolution was taken for

d by the ‘common council, when
e_question as to whether Chief Clark
had had full opportunity of defending
his gg the recent in-
vestigation was  considered. This
m was brought up by Mayor
rd whe said that, while he was not
under the impression that the chief had
not ‘had ample opportunity of saying
anything he desired in his own defence,
if one put himself in the chief’s place
{t might seem that the bald recommend-
gtion of the council that he be removed
from his position might seem, in the
gircumstances, rather drastic. It was,
however, after some discussion, unani-
mously agreed that the report embodied
charges against the chief sufficient to
make his removal desirable, and that the
further investigation by the government
that would be necessary before any ac-
fion could be taken would give the chief
the chance to defend himself more fully
if he so desired.

The necessity for having the absolute
control of the force, including the ap-
pointment of its chief, in the hands ‘of
the common ‘council was strongly em-

hasized by every member of the board,
and it was confidently stated that such
Ppowers would. be vested in ‘the council
should the position of chief of police
' become vacant.

 “Among the points on which stress was
laid 'by the commissioner of public

gafety was the apparent public indiffer-
ence to the vital importance to any com-
munity of an efficient police foree, and
the allegation that “g prominent member
of the government had mdde a promise
to, a prominent member of a certain or-
der that the present chief would not be
4nterfered with, no matter what came
or ‘when.”

Me., McLellan’s Statement.

'Commissioner McLellan opened the
discussion by saying he had intended to
make at that meeting of council some

. remarks on the police conditions in ad-
dition to his report. This, however, he
had decided against, as .he did not be-
lieve it would be of .any advantage or
avail. He wanted, he-said, to draw at-
tention to the importance of the police

@s.a public department, as it might make

or break the future of any city. To this

effect, he read ‘the’ following statement:
“It does appear, to me that the matter
of police efficiency is regarded by many
of our citizens as a trifling one, and that
these citizens who so regard it do not
realize the importance of the police de-
partment. Ge 2od
“When a person attempts to consider
the importance of such a department,
with its activities constantly in the pub-
lic eye and its bearing direetly upon the
life of the city everywhere and at all
times, then and only then will it be-
come apparent that the commissioner
. responsible for that department must
have the utmost support of the public

against the demands of politicians, pub-
. lic officials, citizens and friends. ‘

“Theére may be other departments
eonsidered by members of the public as
being of more importance than the po-
_Hee, but there is none so apt to wreck
a city’s future as an inefficient police
department, due to lack of strong and
. efficient administration.

"' " @The lack of proper control over St.
‘John’s police force has been due to a
lack of fear and’ respect on the part of
the subordinates afid the lack of proper
administrative méthods on the part of
the superior officer. The moral and gen-
eral attitude of the superior officer are
vital elements in police administration,
and no superior can succeed unless he is
i able to command the respect and genuine
support of the subordinates.”

Commissioner McLellan assured the
board that he had certainly made an
honest attempt to run bis department
well, in spite. of any ecriticism that may
have Leen made of his administration.
He implied: that 'the public, or a part of
the public at least, seemed . indifferent
to the police maladministration of the
department by its chief, but that he was
pot the only one who was alive to the
inadequacy of 'the police service He
referred particularly to ' the remarks
made by the adjutant of the Salvation
Army in Centenary Methodist church
last Sunday regarding the lack of pro-
tection for girls in this city, ete.

“Not a day goes by,” the commission-
er added, “but that a report of some
kind comes to me relative to conditions
that should not exist in a town with an
efficient police department.”

He then referred to a report he had
recently received of gambling—* a sure-
thing place”—which was being conduct-
ed in the city. He knew there were
other similar places.

“As regards what has becn said about
spite igfluencing me, there is nothing in
that .'2 all. “I have been simply held
responff ble, and have been conscientious-

ly imvestigating the conditions in the
department.”

So long as the government has control
of the appointment and disroissal of the
head of the force his own hands were
tied, the commissicner gaid, and so long
as the people of St. John were satisfied
with the present administration, he
would not be any longer responsible for
the results, and would wash his hands
of any responsibility in the matter, ex-
cept for voting appropriations for the
force. “The matter is now entirely in
the hands of the council,” he went on.
“1f T am required to make appropria-
tions for a force of a hundred men un-
der the present regime, I will have to
do it, but I will not be responsible for
the results, and I can only do it on the
request of the commission.”

Thought It a Clear Statement,

Commissioner Aggr thought the state-
ment of the commissioner of public
safety clear and sufficient. Commission-
er McLellan had bis entire sympathy in
the inatter.

“But I do not sec what else we can
do,” he said, “than to receive the report
and forward it to the governor-in-coun-
¢il. We have seen this report and know
how things are. If we had the power
to make a change I feel we should want

to make one. So

eerned, we shall bhave.to provide a forced

Commissioner McLellan had said he:
felt sure that the government would,do
nothing in the matter beyond holding
a further investigation.

Commissioner Schofleld—*Commis-
sioner McLellan has said the government
will not act according tp our resolution;
I believe he must have something in
his mind that' the other commissioners
do not know.”

Commissioner McLellan—*“It is simply |
that a promise has been made by a!
prominent member of the government to |
a prominent member of a certain order |
that the chief weculd not be interfered
with, no matter what came or when.”

Commissioner Schofield then urged
that the city must gain complete con-
trol of the force. “We have tried more
than once, but we must keep at it till
we get it.”

Another phase of the question, he
said, was the removal of the present
chief. It seemed to him that the coun-
cil must first prove his incapncity in
different Wways, and that, granted this
was done, the government would be
forced to remove the chief, He recom-
mended proceeding on constitutional
lines. }

“My idea is this,” he said. “I have
in mind at least half a dozen charges
against the chief, and 1 think we ought
to take the report and formulate these
charges, then forwsrd them with the re-
port and a recommendation that the
chief be removed, to-the government.”

Commissioner Wigmore.

Commissioner Wigmore also, spoke of
formulating charges against the chief,
but said he had not much to add to
what had been said by Commissioner
Schofield, and that he was very strong-
ly of the latter'’s opinion. He referred
to the last time the question had been
broached by the commissioners at Fred-
ericton. At that time the premier had
suggested that the government should
appoint - &  committee to investigate ‘the
chatges against the chief. The commis-
sioner felt sure that, should one half
of the charges againgt the chief be
proven, he would not hold his job very
long after such government investiga-
tion. But he thought that Commissioner
McLellan should let the public know
the name of the man in the government
who- had made the promise referred to,
and the name of the prominent mem-
ber of the organization that had been al-
luded to.

Commissioner McLellan—*“Should not
the government ask that question?”

That point was dropped, but Com-
missioner Wigmore added that no com-
missioner could properly conduct his de-
partment without being given absolute
control of it.

With reference to the point that it
might be alleged that the chief had not
had a fair show for defending himself,
Commissioner McLellan said that he
knew perfectly well that throughout the
investigation every opportunity had been
sought by the chief’s counsel for “let-
ting the city im, or letting me in for
a libel action.”

The commissioner said hethad. little
-faith in ‘what the goveriiment inight -do.
“My work in the matter is ended,” he
went on, “and the rest is up to the com-
mission. In whatever that may be I
will join.”"

He spoke of the fact that the last visit
of the council to Fredericton had at
least been -prodactive of a promise from
the government that, 1n case of a va-
cancy by death “or otherwise,” the city
should have the appointment of the next
chief,

“The ‘or otherwise’ was the difficult
part,” he added. ) :

Commissioner Wigmore said that
though he had spoken of formulating
the charges against the chief, he thought
there was that embedied in the report
which would serve the same purpose.

Commissioner Schofield brought up the
point of fixing the responsibility.
*“Should we go on record,” he asked, “as
requesting the government categorically
to remove the chief?”

Mayor Frink.

Mayor Frink expressed himself strong-

in favor of having thc power of ap-
pointing the successor to the chief vest-
e¢d in the city. He was surprised, he
said, that the Globe, which was gener-
ally considered a reliable organ of pub-
lic. opinion, should have recently taken
the stand of advocating that this power
be vested in the city when that paper
had up till lately approved the exist-
ing state of affairs. 'This fact, he
thought, would have some weight at
Fredericton.

He voiced his view, however, that
the -government was not influenced so
much by the public cpinion of St. John
as by the rest of the province from
north to south and from east to west,
exclusive of St. John.

“The government,” he continued,
“may not consider the evidence taken in
the recent investigation as valid evi-
dence against the chief on account of the
chief and others not having had the op-
portunity to defend themselves.

“The government, however, must take
the full responsibility in the matter at
present.”

The mayor then emphasized the need
of St. John, as a growing cily, for ade-
quate police protection. While the gov-
ernment may- perhaps consider the ap-
pointment of the chief as a minor mat-
ter, it is cemainly of the utmost im-
portance in the present conditions, he
said. “But if it is necessary to draw
up a home-made law to protect the citi-
zens, I will have no hesitation in taking
my part in this.”

Commissioner Schofield suggested a
slight change in the wording of the reso-
Jution which Commissioner Agar had
formulated, but the resolution was finally
adopted in the foregoing form, as Com-
missioner McLellan pointed out that the
chief had made no denial whatever of
a number of charges embodied in the
evidence taken at the investigation. This

The mayor said he had little sym-
pathy with the chief, but it might per-
haps seem hardly fair to him that the
council should recommend his removal
from office without having had ‘all the
chances possible. If onc put one’s: self
in the chiefs ‘place, this feeling might
be understood, he said.

The mayor expressed himself as hav-
ing no doubt at all that the government
would ultimately give the city complete
control of the force. -

Commissioner Schofield—“We are . all
satisfied thal our request will result in
an investigation on the part of the gov-
ernment.”

Commissioner McLellan—“Yes,
they may hold their
1019.”

The resolution was then put to the
vote ‘and carried unanimously.

DETERMINED ON |
FITHER EMBARGO OR
CLOSE INSPECTION

Washington, Dec. 18—Whether com-
mon lrish potatoes from Canada, New-
foundland, Great Britain, Ireland and
Continental Europe shall be barred from
the United States because of the danger
of importation of dangerous plant dis-
eases, or ghall be admitted under the

Same restrictions as apply to nursery
stock, was the subject of a hearing to-
day before the “federal horticultural
board under the direction of Secretary
Houston.

At the outset Secretary Houston said
the question under consideration was not
the lifting of an embargo against dis-
eased potatoes but whether a quarantine
should be absolute or administered in
such a way as to admit the entry of
‘potatoes properly passed upon by gov-
ernment experts.

Dr. ‘Gussow
‘States experts had not made a sufficient
investigation of the potato crop in Can-
ada upon which to base a recommenda-
‘tion that the whole cropshould be bar-
red ‘from the United States because of
disease. - He said American agents had
gone into Canada to investigate potato
disease conditions without co-operating
with him.

The state pathological experts urged
a strict embargo for a period of years
on the ground that potato diseases are
known to exist in certain portions of
every foreign country, included in the
department of agriculture’s notice on the
gikject. !

Lord Eustace Percy, third secretary of
the British embassy, expressed regret
that the United States should have sug-
gested the embargo on English potatoes
without co-operating with the agricul-
tural experts of that country in their in-
vestigation 'of conditions. To suddenly
impose an embargo, he said, would be a
disturbing factor in the scientific work
of the nations. Great Britain, he added,
wished to -co-operate with the United
Stales and other nations in a general
policy of agricultural education.

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MAYOR'S PROPOSAL
FOR NEW BERTHS
BEFORE  COUNCL

Progress Reported — Petition For
Purchase of Motor Driven Fire

Apparatus Rejected — Stands
For Teamsters

Mayor Frink’s proposals for the con-

struction of deep water wharves near
the Ballast wharf were laid before the

yesterday afternoon. The 'purchase of
motor driven apparatus was brought up
on the petition of city merchants and
again defeated. An amendment to the
assessment law suggested by A. P.
Barnhill, XK. C., was discussed and the
location of stands for teamsters on the
streets was dealt with.

When the council was called to order
a petition signed by King street merch-
ants asking the council to reconsider the
refusal to purchase motor driven fire ap-
paratus was presented but, after some
discussion during which Mayor Frink
maintained that financial conditions were
unfavorable for such a purchase at pres-
ent, a motion that the petition be
tabled was adopted. Commissioner Mc-
Lellan then moved that the apparatus be
purchased, but this was lost by the vote
of the mayor.

A letter was presented from C. D.
Wanamaker protesting against the in-
fringement of a city by-law by team-
sters who have ‘been standing their
horses on the north side of King Square.
The council decided that the infringe-
ment could not be permitted and the
Mayor suggested that, if the teamsters
would locate on ' Market Square, the
council might erect a shelter and place a
telephone there for their use.

A. P. Barnhill, K. C., appeared before
the council to ask for the amendment of
a section of the assessment act, which
he thought most unfair add which was
not in force anywhere else in the world.
This s the provision which makes ex-
ecutors resident in St. John lable for
_assessment on estates handled by them
on behalf of testators whose decease had
occurred while fot resident in the city.
The mayor promised to fake up the
matter with the city recorder.

* A proposal was made by the mayor
to request the government to build two
800-foot wharves between the sugar re-
finery and Reed’s point, pointing out that
this would, besides developing the east
side of the harbor, ‘'wipe out the un-
sightly trestle and afford two berths for
large steamers. He suggested that the
present railway could be changed by the
expropriation of some property. He said
that he proposed to ask the government
to do the work because the council knew
that the city could not undertake the
improvement and he thought that. the
council shouldtake some action. Com-
missioner McLellan objected to -aband-
oning any city property for a purpose

that would bring in no direct revenue.
Comifnissioner’ ‘A gar was in favor of the
move, but as the matter had been intro-
duced unexpectedly he moved that pro-
gress be reported: - :

DISPROVES CENSUS
REPORT OF INCREASE
IN' ILLITERACY HERE

In the aftermoon'session of the Teach-
ers’ Institute yesterday Dr. W. S. Car-
ter, chief superintendent of education,
explained the fallacy of the report on il-
literacy, published by the federal gov-
ernment, pointing out that the children
in this province do not start to school
until they reach the age of six, while in
other provinces five years is the usual
starting age. This leaves a large num-
Der of children classed as illiterates. The
statistics however, he said, showed a
great increase in the number of schools
and the number of students.

The governor of New, Zealand, Lord
Plunket, and. his wife took a great in-
terest:in.the movement, and in 1912 the
minigter of public. health, recognizing
that the ‘society was performing & bene-
ficient public function, decided that the
work" should be still further extended.
It was arrangéd 'that Doctor King
should be released from his other official
duties in order to undertake an extensive
lecturing .tour throughout the whole do-
aninion. This year Doetbr™ Kinig was

The lecture last night was arranged by
the sanitary committee of the Manchest-
er Corporation, and Councillor Jackson,
the oMairman of the cormmittee, in open-
ing the proceedings, said England had
a great deal to learn from some of the
colonies about the care of child-life. The
question was one of the most import-
ant of public health work, and was all
the more serious because of the ever-de-
creasing birth-rate. Legislation had
done a good deal to society in this mat-
ter, and administration by public author-
ities cquld do very much mgre. :

Some Practical Hints

Dr. Tenby King first described how
the New Zealand society had obtajned
the co-operation of the newspapers in
publishing a weekly “Our Babies” col-
umn, the information in which was sup-
plemented by experts whenever mothers
wrote for more details. It was often said
that the worst diseases of mankind were
consumption and cancer, but, in his
opinion, the greatest were poorly de-
veloped jaws and breathing passages and
deca%ng teeth. Those could be avoid-
ed by giving the little ones plenty to
do even in their youngest days, and by
| putting into their bodies deep breaths of
fresh air and well-chewed food: It was
important that babies should have kick-
ing exercise two or three times a day,
but the question of feeding was of even
greatér importance and had a great

Points in Feeding

Careful investigations had shown that
children did neot require food oftener
than- once -in four hours. In Chicago it
was' laid down municipally fhat & ehild
sheuld not have food oftemer than five
times a dgy, in Germany and ia many
parts .of the continent the standard was
six times a day, and it was the same in
:New Zealand. The hours of ,feeding
ought to be the same every day, and no-
thing ought to be given at night. If the
baby did happen to ¢ry at one o’clock
in the morning it should be given some
boiled water. If it woke up the next
night it should be given boiled water
again; it would not be such a fool as
to wake up the third night and everyone
in the house would be assured of his
or her proper rest. He advised that
careful attention should be given to the
amount of food given each day, for over-
feeding was a8 injurious as starvation.
This was especially the case with flesh-
forming foods, because the waste from
it was more poisonous than that from
other forms.

Importance of Fresh Ale

Speaking of the imporiance of fresh
air, Doctor King condemned the use of
baby - carridges with patent leather
hoods, and of veils or anything which
would imprison the air over the -babys
face. He also spoke strongly against the
pragtice of covering cradles, se that the
air cannot circulate freely, and that of
placing babies in front of the fire, espec-
ially immediately after bathing. As to
the place in which a cot should be put
in the mother's bedroom, he advised that
it should be on the opposite side of the
window from the mother’s bed. It was
of great importance that windows
should be thrown wide open, but it was
permissible té4 have a screep inside the
room to prévent a direct current of air
from passing over. the bed. H womeén
would avail themselves of the open air,

A Bush Town

(Manchester Guardian)

It is a town with &n atmosphere. Even
the railway, which runs along the north
side of the street—there is  only one
street,—is dominated by the atmosphere.
One steps from ‘the .suffocation of the
Pullman; there is a crisp crunch as
noccasins strike the snowy; the snorting
symbol of today glides out of the world
with two steam squeals; and one stands
in a luminous infinity of amethyst and
primrose and silver. “Light” is too hard
a word for the intangible color which
caresses ‘you; it is rather the spirit of
light. , )

“Ain’t that your trunk at the depot,
sir?” The trunk is taken to the hotel,
and one follows disconsolate. A plenti-
ful supper is served in the dining room
which is—Canadian; that is to say, a
bald and garish apartment where the
chairs are surprisingly uncomfortable;
the crockery surprisingly thick, and the
waiters surprisingly the equal of the
diners; indeed, were it not for the name
over the doorj.and the fact that a num-
ber of plates are thrown before one
much as a hone is thrown. to a dog, it
would be a pardonable mistake to im-
agine oneself in the conversation-room
of a waiters’ club. The allurement of the
street draws you hastily from the table,
and a pleasant surprise awaits a strang-
¢r in the discovery of that the etiquette
of perfect equality does not forbid the
acceptance of a timorously offered grat-
wity. For myself the pleasure was inci-
dent to the discovery, and has not prov-
ed recurrent.

In the corridor you cover as much as
possible of your person with furs On
the left hand as one approaches the en-
{runce there is an open door, from which
comes the confused hum of many volces,
Glancing through one sees a row of fur
caps, reefer coats with hugse shecpskin
collars, and an understructpre of clumsy
trousers. Most of the trousers end in
moccasing, but here and there a coat
vests on a mighty pair of Wellingtons.
"I'he line of clothes apparently stretches
into infinity, but probably ends some-
where in the cloud of pungent smoke
which fills the air, and mingles with the
fumes of rye whiskey to form the lum-
berjack’s heaven; for the trousers, the
reefers, and the fur caps arc occupied
by leather-faced bushmen, who' lean
across the long counter, fat wad of bills
in one hand and whisky glass in the
other, drinking with steady purpose un-
til the first dissolyes into the second. As
Vre evening wears away the hum of
‘miagyar and Finnish, Russian and Swe-
dish, Italian and Irish will rise to a
wild shouting as it did ‘the other night
when Giovanni Pattriti plunged his
knife into Black Dietrich in order to
convince him that he, Giovanni, could
make more spruce-ties in a day than
could Dietrich in two. It was at any
rate, a final argument; for Black Diet-
rich gasped his last blasphemy on the
floor of the bar, and Giovanni will never
again hear the ring of an axe in the fro-
gen silence of the bush. A slim, grey-
bearded man salutes us in French, and

pusses ‘into the bar. He is “‘he Count,”
the last of an old French house. Out-

side on the verandah, a woman waits
patiently until Monsieur le Comte shall
have drunk his absinthe; for a squaw
serves her husband without  question,
ard Madame la Comtesse is of the pure
blood of the Chippewas.

Now the pearly ‘twilight is gone.
Across the snow a ribbon of strewn dia-
monds runs towards the moon, but is
lost in the black mass’ of the bush,
Narrower ribbons lead to the station-
lights. On the right is the yellow glare
of a few stores. They seem very insigni-
ficant. Some day, of course, they will
bring fosth after their kind; Mr. Eich-
entaum will build a “ready-made” de-
partment opposite, and will label it
“McGregor and Co” in big gold letters
on a big black sign; and someone else
will build a boot factory under the ridge
where the wolf is moving. But just now
the stores are pleasantly paltry; the
night admits them carelessly, and wear-
them as another jewel.

The street projects into the bush, and
becomes a white avenue with black
walls that move and whisper.

Victory of Colony Farm in British
Columbia in Live Stock Compe-

titiog New Chapter in Experi-;

‘ment 3

Chicago, Dec. 10—Agriculture, as a
self-sustaining means. for curing demen-

tia, won conspicuous victory when the
awards were made at the international
live stock show, to animals exhibited
by Dr. Charles E. Doherty for the Col-
ony Farm of the Mental Hospital at
Coquitlam, B. C. The result achieved
in British Columbia may mean a world-
wide change'in the administration of
state institutions for the ‘care of those
thousands who are within the twilight
zone of mental incapacity.

The success at Coquitlam, signalized
by various blue ribbons at Chicago and
other shews for live stock bred and
cared for there, is credited largely to
Doctor Doherty, a brief, business-like,
dynamic person, and to Doctor Henry
Esson Young, minister of education and
provincial secretary of British Colum-
bia, and to the financial support given
to them by the province: The one
building completed has dost $600,000.
The asylum complete will\have cost 2,
000,000. v

Patients at Coquitlam are made to feel
that they are guests—mot “inmates.”
