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DRIVE TURKS OUT
‘ AT BAYONET POINT

Details of Desperate Battle With Servians
Which Ended in Fall of

Ottoman Troops Made First Attack, But Were Repulsed
—Then Servians Charged Under Fearful Hail of Shot
—Great Losses on Both Sides in Balkan War--Bulgarians
Now at Adrianopole

(Canadian Press)

London, Oct. 26—The Turkish troops

were the first to take the offensive in the
desperate battle which ended in the ‘fall
of Kumanova into the hands of the Servian
troops and opened up the way for their
further advance on the stronghold of Us-
kup. ;
The Servian, legation in London has re-
ceived an official account of the fighting,
from which 1t appears that during a driz-
zling rain -and heavy fog' on Wednesday,
the Turkish troops advanced on the Ser-
vian position five miles from Kumanova.

As soon as they came into touch with
the Servian outposts heavy fighting began
and lasted throughout the afternoon. Both
armies suffered severe losses but the Ser-
vians succeeded in staying the Turkish on-
slaught.

The battle was resumed at ome' o’clock
on Thursday morning, the Servighs this
time taking the offensive and attacking the
Turkish troops who had entrenched them-
selves during the lull in the fighting. After
an artillery duel, a. general advance was
‘ordered by the Servian comander at six
{o'clock under cover of the -artillery. The
Turkish field guns replied vigorously.

!infantrymen were iexposed to a sweeping
fire. Nevertheless they stormed the Turk-
ish trenches again and again until finally,
jat. .the point of the bayomet, they drove
‘ot treops out. ; :
It took the Servians four hours to clear

‘Servian artillery annihilated three squad-

lrons of Turkish cavalry and the Turkish
{lopses are said to have numbered 5,000
{killed and wounded while twelve of their
field guns were captured. The Servian casu-
{nlties also were heavy. They lost many of-
{ficers including two regimental command-
‘ers and several battalion comanders.

The Servian advance guard is now before
.Uksup. according to  the report. At the
|town of Novipazar farther to the north,
‘there was also a brisk battle. After the
town was taken by the Servians, the Turks
attempted to retake it, but were repulsed
and virtually annihilated.

Paris, Oct. 26—-The Matin eays that
news has been received in Paris from
Constantinople through an indirect but re-
liable source to the effect that on Friday
morning the Bulgarians routed the Turk-
ish forces massed at Kavakly between
* Asanbeli- and Novakdira, and that, ae-
cording to the Turkish headquarters staff,
the affair cost the Turks 1,300 men: killed.

Kumanova

London, Oct. 26 —After a four days’
heavy battle the Bulgarians are resting.
There were ‘no reports of fighting yester-
day along the line from Kirk-Klisseh to
Adrianople. The Bulgarians have not yet
decided whether they will attempt to cap-
ture Adrianople by aseault or starve out
its garrison by a siege. The full extent
of the Turkish disaster at Kirk-Kilisssh
is still unknown, but it is'almost certain
that the bulk of the garrison there effect-
ed a retreat from the town before it fell
into the hands of the Bulgarians. . .

The early capture of Kirk-Kilisseh was
a great surprise even to the Bulgarian
staff officers and their allies and the swift
progress of the war was unexpected by
Europe generally. It has been only nine
days since Turkey declared war and yet
events have marched to the point wherve
the possibility of intervention by the pow-
ers already is talked of.

Much interest centres in the nature of
the alliance of the Balkan States. Tt is
said on good authority that one of the
provisions of the alliance is that no one
state shall conclude peace without the
others agreing to do so.

Next in importance to the operatione
in Thrace is the struggle between the Ser-
vians and the Turks in the Kumanovo

region, Conetantinople at last admits the:

success of the Servian army....The Fer-
vians on Thurkday captured two  fowns
Vuchitrin and Gilan, orf the road hetween
Mitrovitza and Vranya.

The Montenegrine are pressing their ‘at-
tack on Soutari.. It is reported that the
Turkish garrison at Bcutar] Was'retired t
the heights of Zadriana, south of the town.
This action is interpreted as a preparation
to evacuate Scutari.

The Greeks are continuing their. narths
ward march and yesterday oceupied Kos
ani, about twelve miles northwest of the
town of Servia.

Accounts of the fall of Kirk-Kilisseh re-
ceived here admit that the Turks fought
doggedly, repeatedly repulsing the Buigar-
ians, who, however, always returned to
the charge. The reports says the Bulgar-
ians displayed praiseworthy endurance in

the hand to hand fighting in the vine- E

yards to the north of the town, which be-
gan at dawn after Wednesday night’s at-
tack by the artillery, which had set the
town on fire.

Turkish Losses Heavy

It is now eaid that it wae Asmed, eon
of Mahood Mukatar Pasha, commander of
the Turkish forces at Kirk-Killiseh and
not a son of Ghazi Mukhtar Pasha, the
grand: vizier, who was captured. It is al-
so said that the Turkish columne fled
south and east pureued by the Bulgarians,
fighting rear-guard actions as far as Visa
on the east and Babenski on the south.
The Turkish' losses were more than 2,000
men killed and 2,000 made prisoners. In

their conversations ‘the prisoners gave the
impression that the fortress at Kirk-Kilis-
Bes was on short rations.

" King Ferdinand has sent a stirring nies-
sage to the troops, praising the dash and
gallantry they exhibited in their attack
on - Kirk-Killisseh.

Buigarians Fire Adrianopole
Sofia, Bulgaria, Oct. 26—A portion of
the town of Adrianople has been set on

to privatc despatches.. .The Bulgarian
troops have taken the outlying forts of
Maret, Havare and Sufilar' and have also
captured a railroad station in the extreme
outskirts of the town. Enghteen hundred
prisoners have fallen into their hands.
The Bulgarian army is reported to be
advancing along the whole front, and a
despaich says the Turks are retreating in
panic, while the civilian population is
fleeing toward Constantinople.

The village of Kotchavi was captured by
the Bulgarians yesterday after severe fight-
ing at the point of the bayonet.

Ancther Montenegrin Victory

London, Oct. 26—The Montenegrin army
under General Martinovitch has occupied
Koplik near Tarakosch from' which posi-
tion its artillery can be trained on the
forts of the Turkish city of Scutari accord~
ing to offieial reports received by the Mon-
tenegrin consul here.

The other Montenegrin army commanded
by General Vukotich has defeated a force
of Turkish irregulars entrenched at Rogo-
va. endeavoring to prevent the advance of

"af Bulgatian treops have been observed in
front of the nhorthern and western de-
fences of Adrianopls, according to a des-
patch from that city. It is supposed they
are also strengthening their attacking lines
in front of the northeastern forts. The ex-
odus of the civilian population from the
fighting zone continues, A crowded train
coming from Adrianople was derailed yes-
terday interfupting traffic for twenty-four
sours.

The Turkish council of ministérs yester-
day diecussed possible intervention of the
powers and decided not to entertain any
such proposal at present. Turkey is believ-
ed to be trying to secure the support of
Austria-Hungary. :
At the Pass of Sarandapore

Athens, Greece, Oct. 26—The losses of
the Greek army in the battle at the pass
of Sarandaporo totalled eighteen officers
and 169 soldiers killed; forty officers and
1,037 men wounded. The Turkish losses
were very heavy. The civilian population

in Macedonia is stricken with panic and
many of the families are emigrating to
Egypt.

If the afflicte
child was to be properly cared for it
would need nearly the entire attention of
one other person and in poor families the
lessening of the earning power of the fam.

A splendid ex-
ample of what could be done, however,
wag found in Massachusetts, where the
state home cared for 1,500 of the feeble-
minded. = Here they were sheltered and
protected and cared for by specially train-
ed attendants. Thoge who were able to
work were practically self-supporting, and
those who were not were cared for in a
proper manner. The surroundings were
made as pleasant as possible, and the in-
mates were far happier, in most cases,
than they would be at large.

When the worki‘
is properly presented to the people and
they are shown the vital connection be-
tween forestry, the conservation of water |
power, and the general business prosperity
of the state, there is no difficulty in secur-
ing public sentiment enough to make the
work entirely successful as has been amply
proved in other states such for instance as
New York, Pennsylvania and Massachus-
etts.”

Weigh 101 Tons And Are 62
Feet Long—Fifteen Inch Calibre :

Berlin, Oct. 26—Guns of:15-inch calibre;
which will throw shells weighing 1,650
pounds, are to be mounted on the latest
German super-Dreadnoughts, the KElsatz
Weissenburg, Elsazt Kurffuerst Friedrich,
and an unnamed vessel which is at pres-
ent denoted as “S,” which are now be-
ing built at Kiel and Wilhelmshaven.

The news comes in a roundabout way
from naval quarters in Ttaly and Austria,
but there is reason to believe that it is
accurate.

AROUSING FRIUIN E
IN"GOOD CAUSE

It is the establishment of such an insti-
tution that the Halifax Women’s Council
has in mind. Thera wag some digcussion
at first regarding the scope of the worl,
whether it-ghould be local, pI.‘OVIDCXl] or
maritime, but it wag finally decided to con-
centrate om securing & provincigl home,
and the government was seen witl} this
object. hile the matter was considered
favorably, the members of the government
felt that the expenditure of the sum in-
volved eould be made only in response 173
a general demand representing the major-
ity of public opinion, The next step was
to secure such a volume of public opin-
ion as to create an overwhelming force in
favor of the expendifure, and it was to
this end that the promoters of the move:
ment were now bending their energies.

League Formed

The Nova Scotia League for the Protec-
tion of the Feeble-Minded was formed
with headquarters in ‘Halifax. With this
as the parent organigation, branches of
the leagne were being formed in every
city and town in the province. John
Weir was appein as organizer and
started . hig work at the beginning of this
month, visiting each town in turn. His
work had been most successful. Fach
branch would do its part in the campaign
of education and would also help to or-
ganize the publie feeling thus aroused to
bring presaure to bear on the members of
the legislature to pass the required act, and
it was hoped that within a short time the
demand for the founding of the proposed
institution would be #o0 irresistible that
it would be no longer delayed.

While this was the chief work in which
the Halifax Women's Council were en-
gaged at present, it was by no means the
limit of their efforts. The public play-
grounds of Halifax were carried on most
successfully under their direction and this
year four well equipped grounds were con-
ducted with a staff including a supervisor,
two teachers for each and instrufiors in
athleties for hoth boys and girls. The
work had reached a etage where the or-
ganigers felt that it should be recognized
as a publie institution, and so supported,
but this they had not secured. Tn this
respect they were holding up St. John as
an example to be followed.

Another problem with which they were
endeavoring to cope was the care of Pro-
testant girls, who came in contact with
the police authorities. The Catholie chureh
cared for girls and women of their faith
who were arrested and sentenced, but
there was no provision for the others ex-
cept the jails. The result of condemning
a girl, arrested perhaps for a minor of-
fence, to association with other women
who were to be found in jails, was a very
serious matter, and it was to rescue them
from this that the couneil was working.
They proposed the establishment of an
industrial home for the three maritime
provinces, where such eases could be (ar-
ed for, and steps were being taken to se-
cure united action from the three prov-

inces in the matter.

PLAYGROUND HAS A
TRAINING 70 GIVE JUST
AS HAS THE SCHOOL

(Montreuat Trerald.)

When playgrounds were first started
throughout Canada the general thought in
the minds of the people was that the pur-
pose of the playground was to keep chil-
dren off the street. Today the playground
has a specific training to give which is not
less definite, and perhaps no less import-
ant, than the training of the school itself.

The street, the railway yard, the dark
alleys and courts of tenements, are not
only undesirable but .unsafe places for .chil-
dren to play. In many sections of some
cities the street is the only playground
the child has and évery automobile pur-
chased makes ‘these ~ playgrounds more
dangerous for him. Tn the year 1912 in ten
days the newspapers reported twenty-two
children killed and rinety-five injured in
automobile street aécidernts. Playgrounds
would go far to prevent much of his need-
jess sacrifice of .child life. In New York
in 1910 of the 1717 children’ arrested, 450
were arrested for playing on the streets

If a child is to grow up healthy and
vigorous he must be kept in the open air
much .of the time. All of the congresses
on. tuberculogis have "éxpressed the belief
that the playground is ome of the most ef-
fective means in thé prévention of the dis-
ease. ;

Dr. Henry 8. Curtis says that at the time
he took charge of thé playgrounds of the
District of Columbia the tests [of "the
Public Schools Athletic League for jump-
ing, chinning and running were establish-
&d. Dr. Curtis applied the test to’ the boys
in twenty playgrounds and did not find
one who could meet the réquirements. Af-
ter four summers of playground work the
test . was tried again, and there were 500
boys who could reach the etandard, in all
three activities and two of three hundred
who could in two of ‘them. Each year Dr.
Curtis found the record in' twenty-two field
events going up, showing that organi
play had helped the children physically as
unorganized play which preceded it had
not donme. The vigorous play in which
the children take part provides the best
possible exeréisé for the development of
vital strength which is going to be trans-
lated into terms of efficiency later in life.

Formation of Character

Children form most of their habits in
play. The child who has -formed the habit
of cheatizg in his games has formed the
habit of cheating in other of his relations
in life. The play-ground brings into the
situation a new factor, the Director, whois
the umpire of the games and insists on
honesty, and whose example is more large-
ly copied than the example of any other
person in the community.
Play tends to strengthen the child’s will
by giving him opportunities to exercise
choice and to make quick decisions. It de-
velops the spirit of sportsmanship—the law
of the square deal—a wholesome sense of
pride in his own accomplishments, but bet-
ter still, in the triumphs of his playmates,
as in the case of the little girl who point-
ed with much pride to a friend who had
come out ahead of her in a test, saying,

WAS: MADE N CROMWELL'S DAY

Says Wife of Rich Farmer of That
Time Communicated With Her
at Spiritualistic Seance--It Means
a Lot of Money

(Times Special Correspondence.)
London; Oect. 16—Down in the heart of
Lancashire, a little, old world village, is
in a flutter., A woman from London is
there hunting, with the aid of local volun-

teers, for a will which was hidden more
than 250 years ago, and which she believes
when found will prove her to be the heir
to a fortune of several hundred thousand
‘dollars, now in chancery.

Bhe is doing this, she says, at the re-
quest of a ghost, a restless ghost which
got into communication with her at the
first spiritualistic seance she ever attend-
ed in her life and told her that it knew
where the long-lost will of old John Brad-
ley, a rich farmer of Cromwell's time,
whose lineal descendant she claims to be,
is, buried. . This woman is Mrs. James
Anderson, whose home is in Gunnersbury,
one of the suburbs of London. The
spirit described itself as that of John
Bradley’s - wife, the only pereon he told
where he had hidden his last statement.

Mrs. Anderson is not a spiritualist. She
attended the seance at the invitation of a
friend. This wase in August last, and hard-
ly was the seance in full swing before the
medium announced that a spirit wanted to
communicate with Mrs. Anderson, as it
could get no rest until a. great wrong had
been put right. Then it revealed ite ident-

wealthy Lancashire farmer, and told about
‘the will that is supposed to be buried at
Bradley Fold, a town which is three miles
from Bolton and takes ite name from John
Bradley, who lived there and owned all
the land for miles around.

Back to Cromwell’s Day

Bradley was in his prime when - the
Roundheads and Cavaliers were at each
other’s throats, and was as stern, uncom-
promising a Puritan as Cromwell himself.
He was famous for his taciturnity, rarely
speaking to anybody but his wife, and,
in his old age, is =aid seldom to have
spoken to her. When he drew up his will
disposing of his vast property he hid it,
and local legend declares that he told the
secret of its hiding place to no one '‘but
Mistress Bradley. He made her promise
solemnly, however, not to tell anyone—not
even the other members of his family—
where the will was secreted, until he was
dead.

A few months afterwards he died, and
all the rest of his kindred expected the
widow to produce the missing will forth-
with, but the old lady disappointed them,
With a sternness equal to Bradley’s own
she refused to tell where his last testa-
ment was, buried, and after many family
squabbles, and many futile searches for
the will on the part of the wrathful rela-
tives, the.latter gave it up and scattered
to different parts of the¢ country. The
widow promised that she would reveal the
secret -when she was dying and not be-
fore. Then suddenly, says the legend, she
was stricken with paralysis, and thus the
only one who held the secret was dumb.

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MR PLUMMER, SPEAKS
OF STREET PLANT AND
THE HOBE OF ST. JOAN

Head of Dominion Company Also:
Confirms News of Resignation

of Mr. Butler 5 |

In his private car attached to the Mon-
treal express at noon today J. H. Plum-
mer, president of the Dominion Iron &
Steel Company, phssed through the city
on his way to the works of the company
in Sydney. He was accompanied by Hec-
tor Mclnnes of Halifax. Mr. Plummer
said that his trip ‘was merely one of rou-
tine business inspection. Matters were pro-
gressing most favorably at the plant in
Sydney, and plans were under way for
further expansion, He confirmed the re-
port that M. J. Butler had resigned as
manager, and said that the resignation
would become effective probably about the
middle of next month. Mr. Butler had
been with the company under thre¢ years’
contract and this was now expiring. There
would be no word of a successor for some
time. 5o !
Speaking of the proposed ‘establishment
of a steel plant’at St. John, Mr. Plummer
said that there was *plenty of room for
such in Canada. ‘The %ountry was grow-|
ing, and there was redlly too much foreign'
stock being imported. While he had not
had an opportunity, to closely study St.
John as a possible site for such an in-
dustry, there were -several advantages ap-
patent on the surface which would be
regarded ‘with favor !in connection with
such an enterprige, While other things
would, of course, have to be carefully con-
sidered, the unlimitéd lime resources about
St. John would be a valuable asset in con-
nection with the werk of any steel plant.

10 PRISON FOR THEHé‘

Two Constables Found Guilty in’
Montreal — Pilfering for Some

Montreal, Oct. 26—While the wives of
two condemned men fainted in the court|
of special session, as Judge Choquet pro-|
nounced sentence, the weeping prisoners
were led from the dock, and placed in a
cell awaiting, the priscn van to spend the
next few years in the penitentiary, George
Gorde, a sworn-in special constable of the |
C. P. R. was given three years, and Rob-|
ert Weir, another constable received a two!
year sentence for! thefts extending over a|
year, and amounting to more than $1,000. |

Both wives swooned as Judge Choquet,
after saying the men could get seven years,
listened to a tearful plea for mercy, which
came from the dock, for the wives and
children of the convicted prisoners.

Detectives Cowan and O’Donnell carried
the stricken women to the stenographer’s
office where they were dashed with water
end revived. Mrs. Weir was allowed to
gsee her husband, for a sad good-bye unti
they met again in Treland, the husband
agreeing it was best for her health to re-
turn to her family.
