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mm ■(Canadian Press') 4-London, Oct. 26 —After a four days’ 
heavy battle the Bulgarians are resting.
There were no reporte of fighting yester­
day along the line from Kirk-Kliseeh to 
Adrianople. The Bulgarians have not yet 
decided whether they will attempt to cap­
ture Adrianople by assault or starve out 
its garrison by a eiege. The full extent 
of the Turkish disaster at Kirk-Kilisseh 
is still unknown, but it is1 almost certain 
that the bulk of the garrison there eject­
ed a retreat from the town before it fell 
into the hands of the Bulgarians.

The early capture of Kirk-Kilieeeh was 
a great surprise even to the Bulgarian 
staff officers and their allies and the swift 
progress of the war was unexpected by 
Europe generally. It has been only nine 
days since Turkey declared war and yet 
events have marched to the point where 
the possibility of intervention by the pow­
ers already is talked of.

Bulgarians IJjre Adrianopole

Sofia, Bulgaria, Oct. 26—A portion of 
the town of Adrianople has been set on 
fire by the Bulgarian artillery, according 
to private despatches. The Bulgarian 
troops have taken the outlying forts of 
Maret, Havare and Stdllar and have also 
captured a railroad station in the extreme 
outskirts of the town. Enghteen hundred 
prisoners have fallen into their hands.

The Bulgarian army is reported to be 
advancing along the whole front, and a 
despatch says the Turks are retreating in 
panic, while the civilian population is 
fleeing toward Constantinople.

The village of Kotchavi was captured by 
the Bulgarians yesterday after severe fight­
ing at the point of the bayonet.

The Servian legation in London has re­
ceived an official account of the fighting,
from which it appears that during a driz­
zling rain and heavy fog on Wednesday, 
the Turkish troops advanced on the Ser­
vian position five miles from Kumanova.

the distribution of bulletins. There is, 
however, no state forester, nor as large 
an expenditure on the part of the state 
government as is made in Vermont and 
New Hampshire. The Bangor Commercial, 
reviewing the situation and urging the 
nepd of more extension work, quotes the 
following interesting letter from Profes- 

Briscoe of the University of Maine: 
“There is an urgent need at the present 

time for an increased appropriation to 
provide additional instructors for giving 
the educational work in forestry and for 
promoting extension work along the 
lines as have proved so successful in Ver­
mont. Without state forests and with lit­
tle or no active public sentiment for for­
estry, and the meagre funds available, it 
is exceedingly difficult to accomplish the 
hopes and aims of the department in the 
way of extension work. If ample funds 
are provided by the legislature for carry­
ing on this important work great things 
can be accomplished by Maine. Over 78 
per cent of the total land area of this state 
is in forest or waste land, and much of 
it is land that can*most profitably be used 
for the production of forest crops.

“The profession of forestry is a com­
paratively new one. The whole movement 
up to the present time has been an edu­
cational one. Little actual forestry is 
practiced e in this country outside of the 
work done by the federal government and 
a few state organizations. When the work 
is properly presented to the people and 
they are shown the vita! connection be­
tween forestry, the conservation of water 
power, and the general business prosperity 
of the state, there is no difficulty in secur­
ing public sentiment enough to make the 
work entirely successful as has been amply 
proved in other states such for instance as 
Netw York, Pennsylvania and Massachus­
etts.” _____________

League Formed
) The Nova Scotia League for the Protec­

tion of the Feeble-Minded was formed 
with headquarters in Halifax. With this 

the parent organisation, branches of 
the league were being formed in every 
city and town in the province, John 
Weir waa appointed as organizer and 
started his work at the beginning of this 
month, visiting each town in turn. Hie 
work had been most successful. Each 
branch would do its part in the campaign 
of education and would also help to or­
ganize the public feeling thus aroused to 
bring pressure to bear on the members of 
the legislature to pass the required act, and 
it was hoped that within a short time the 
demand for the founding of the proposed 
institution would be *0 irresistible that 
it would be no longer delayed.

While this was the chief work in which 
the Halifax Women’s Council were en­
gaged at present, it was by no means the 
limit of their efforts. The public play­
grounds of Halifax were carried on most 
successfully under their direction and this 
year four well equipped grounde were con­
ducted with a staff including a supervisor, 
two teachers for each and instructors in 
athletics for both boys and girls. The 
work had reached a stage where the or­
ganizers felt that it should he recognized 
as a publie institution, and so supported, 
but this they had not secured. In this 
respect they were holding up St. John 
an example to be followed.

Another problem with which they were 
endeavoring to cope was the care of Pro­
testant girls, who came In contact with 
the police authorities. The Catholic church 
cared for girls and women of their faith 
who were arrested and sentenced, but 
there was no provision for the others ex­
cept the jails.

When playgrounds were first started 
throughout Canada the general thought in 
the minds of the people was that the pur­
pose of the playground was to keep chil- , 
dren off the street. Today the playground 
has a specific training to give which is not 
less definite, and perhaps no less import­
ant, than the training of the school itself.

The Street, the railway yard, the dark -
alleys and courts of tenements, are not J 
only undesirable but .unsafe .places for chil­
dren to play. In many sections of some 
cities the street is the only playground 
the child has and every automobile pur­
chased makes 'these ' playgrounds more 
dangerous for him. In the' year 1912 in ten 
days the newspapers reported twenty-two 
children killed and ninety-five injured in 
automobile street accidents. Playgrounds 
would go far to preterit much of his need­
less sacrifice of child life.' In New York 
in 1910 of the 1717 children arrested, 4M 
were arrested for playing on the streets

If a child is to grow up healthy and 
vigorous he must be kept in the open air 
much of the time. All of the congresses 
on tuberculosis have expressed the belief 
that the playground is one of the most ef­
fective means in .the prevention of the dis­
ease.

Dr. Henry S. Curtis says that at the time 
he took charge of the playgrounds of the 
District of Columbia the tests of the 
Public Schools Athletic League for jump­
ing, chinning and running were establish­
ed. Dr- Curtis applied the" test to" the boys ft 
in twenty playgrounds and did riot find • 
one who could meet the requirements. Af­
ter four summers of playground work the 
test was tried again, and there were 500 
boys who could reach the standard, in all 
three activities and two" or three hundred 
who could in two of them. Each year Dr.
Curtis found the record in twenty-two field 
events going up, showing that organized ft 
play had helped the children physically as w 
unorganized play which preceded it had 
not done. The vigorous play in which 
the children take part provides the best 
possible exercise for the development of 
vital strength which is going to be trans­
lated into terms of efficiency later in life.
Formation of Character

Children form most of their habits in 
play. The child who has formed the habit 
of cheating in his games has formed the 
habit of cheating m other of his relations 
in life.

London, Oct. 12—It was just 100 years 
ago on Thursday since the present Drury 
Lane Theatre opened its doors. The cir­
cumstance, obviously, was one not to be 
allowed to pass unnoticed, and we have 
all been more or less busy writing the his­
tory of the building whose drooping for­
tunes were revived two years after its re­
construction by Edmund Kean.

In 
tion with this project the opinion of the 
Academy of Medicine was sought, red 
Professor Letulle, who is secretary of the 
standing committee on tuberculosis in the 
academy, has completed an exhaustive re­
port on the matter.

The report pronounces in favor of com­
pulsory notification of the disease. But 
ly not ripe for any such revolution.

•Consumption, this résolutiqn declares, be­
ing contagious in certain special circum­
stances only, the measures authorized in 
the case of such diseases as small*pox and 
scarlatina #annot logically and fairly be 
applied to it, and, in any case, if they 
were applied, they would very often be 
inoperative, alike from the prophylactic 
and the curative point of view. Every 
practical step, and, in particular, disin­
fection, could, whether in the case of 
death or illness, be achieved without need 
of compulsory notification.

“In the circumstances,” the resolution 
concludes, “what ought to be done is to 
make disinfection in the case of death or 
change of dwelling of a consumptive as 
easy and practical as possible, and the y 
compulsory notification bill should not be 
proceeded with.”
Suicide of Artillery Officer

Passing through one of his fields, a 
farmer of Troyes came upon the body, or 
what had been the body of a man, lying 
some hundred yards from the .highway.

Conditions have been very favorable and 
the business has been steadily expanding 
and to meet the further demands of the ( 
industry additional machinery is being se- ( 
oured.> Some of the equipment will re­
place older machinery but some of it is 
to be of a new type to enable the concern j 
to undertake the manufacture of new lines.

The additional machinery will require the ;

tory at Courtenay Bay. By careful plan­
ning it will be possible to house all the 
machines in the p&gaent building with the 
exception of one which is so large that noj 
room can be, found for it.

now but the contractors were delayed. It 
is now expected that operations will com­
mence next week.

The directors of the company are seek­
ing authority to enlarge their bond issue. 
The original authorized issue, which was, 
very small, has never been sold and it j 
is not their intention to offer the 
issue for sale. They wish to have a larger 
bond* issue available, however, in case they 
should ever want to use the bonds.
