Legers; of Lady Rodney and of Frederick
and ‘Lionel Guest, both of whom have
American wives.

One of Captain Coly Fellowes’ sisters is
married to Lord Guernsey, future " Earl
of Aylesford; another is the wife of Lord

Duke of Richmond; and a third is the
Hon. Mrs. Ferdinand Stanley, whose hus-,
band i8 a brother of ‘the Earl of Derby. '

“Lord ‘de Ramsey’s peerage is of modern
creation. - It ‘was conferred by Queen Vie-
toria on the occasion of her golden jubi-
lee in 1887, upon Edward Fellowes of Ram-
sey Abbey in the County of Huntingdon, '
who derived an immense fortune from his
breweties; a source of wealth which his
father and grandfather before him, had
found to their advantage. He died exact-
ly a month after being raised to the peer-
age and was succeeded by his son, who had
_ served in the Life Guards as captain, and
who has now become entirely blind, losing
first the sight of one eye and then of the
other. He makes his principal home at
Ramsey Abbey, which is built on the site
of the famous monastery and Abbey of
Ramsey of ante-reformation days. It was
bestowed at the time of the dissolution,
by King Henry VIIIL, upon Thomas Crom-
well and from him passed through the
Titus family to Coulson Fellowes, from
whom the present Lord de Ramsey is de- |
scended in the direct male line.

Coulson Fellowes owed his first name to
the fact that. his  grond-uncle, Thomas
Coulson, M.P., for Totnes, and a direc-
tor of the Bast India Company, had left
all his great wealth to his sister, Mrs.
William Fellowes. His wealth was indeed
the foundation of the fortunes of ihe
Wellowes family, which, at the time of the
late Lord de Ramsey's elevation to the
peerage, had represented Huntingdonshire
in parliament for the greater part of a
century.

Lady de Ramsey’s hobby is dog fancy-
ing, and Pekin puppies are her specialty.
‘At Haverland Hall, her place in Norfolk-
shire, there is on the borders of the park
a large nursing home which she built and
founded and which is maintained entirely
by the ‘sales of the Pekins, which she |
raises. |

Lord de Ramsey is, among other things,
custos. rotulorum of the Isle of Ely which,
although situated within the County of
Cambridge, is the only division in thoi
country that is subject to a custos rotu-|
lorum (appointed by the crown, and en-
joying the right to appoint magistrates),
who is not also lord lieutenant. Indeed,
the island of Ely, formerly an oasis in
the midst of the marshes and fen land of
Cambridgeshire, is wholly independent of
the Lord Lieutenant of Cambridgeshite,
and subject to Lord de Ramsey.

From
these Henry Evelyn Pierrepont, of Brook-
lyn, New York, and the late Juliet Pier-
repont, mother of J. Pierpont Morgan, are
descended. The American Pierreponts, or
Pierponts, can, hewever, put forward no’
pretensions to any of the honors and es-|
tates of Evelyn Pierrepont, the 'ast Duke
of Kingston, since thé various pecevages
which he possessed were acquired by his
father considerably after the other Lranch
of his family had emigrated to America. ;

The founder of the family of Pierrepont
was Sir Robert de Pierrepont of the Castle
of Pierrepont on the borders of Picardy.
The castle ruins are still in existenze. He
was one of the companions in arms of Wil-
liam the Conqueror at the battle of Hast-
ings, and received from that monarch the
manor of Holme Pierpont in Nottingham-
shire, of which he was the first tord, and
which is today one of.the two remaining
country seats of the present Earl »f Man-'
Yers.. Thoresby, the other ancestral home
of Lord Manvers, is also in Nottingham-
shire, and famous for its beautiful forest|
scenery, its fine old Elizabethan mansion |
and its grand old park, ten miles in cir- |
cumference.

The chief of the family in the reven-!
teenth century in the male line direct from
the comrade in arms of William the Con-
queror was Sir George Pierrepont  of
Holme Pierpont, mentioned as ancesvor of
the American Pierponts. The son -of his
oldest son became Earl of Kingston-upon-'
Hull, Marquis of Dorchester, and Duke of
Kingston.

Lady Frances Pierrepont, brought charges
against the duchess to the effect ~hat her
marriage had been of a bigamous character, "
and was therefore invalid. A trial of the
duchess in the House of Lords chowed
that prior to her marriage to the duke she
had been secretly wedded to Augustus Her-
vey, then an obscure lieutenant of the
royal navy, frho had meanwhile by inheri-!
tance become Karl of Bristol, and from!
whom she had never obtained a divorce.:
She was consequently convicted of bigamy
by her peers, divested of her ducal tle of
Kingston, and reduced to the status of |
Countess of Bristol.

She, however, retained possession of the
great fortune of the duke, while her bioth-|
er-in-law, Philip Meadows, responsihle for:
the suit against her, found himself com-
pletely ruined. He was descended from !
Sir Philip Meadows, master of the house- |
hold to Charles I. When she died, years
later, it was found that she had left the
whole of the Pierrepont property to
Charles Meadows, son of the man who had
robbed her of her title of duchess. On com-|
ing into the fortune Charles Meadows
assumed by permission of the crown, the
patronymic and arms of the Pierrzpont
family, and was eventually raised to the
peerage, first as Baron Pierrepont of |
Holme Pierrepont, and afterwards as Vis-|
count Newark and Earl of Manvers. The:
present Lord Manvers is the fourth duke’
of the present creation.

THE PUBLIC HEALTH

—

At a special meeting of the board of
health yesterday afternoon, several import-
ant matters were dealt with. The esti-
mates for the coming year were prepared,
taking up a large amount of the time. A
matter of much public interest was the
submission by Dr. Melvin, medical health
officer, of a draft of a by-law regulating
the handling and exposure for sale of food
products

It provides that all food products that
ave generally eaten raw shall be protected
or covered from dust, flies or insects when
placed for sale inside or outside of stores;
that during the conveyance of meats on
any highways in the city or county, for
commercial purposes, they shall be pro-
tected from dust, flies, ete. These regula-
tions were adopted by the board and will
be put into force as soon as possible.

Tt was announced that the slaughter
house regulations are to come into effect
Jan. 1. The officials were instructed to see
that these regulations are carried out to
the letter. Plans and specifications were

submitted for draining and plumbing in
connection with the Isolation Hospital.

THE SMALLPOX SITUATION
1S SUBJECT OF CRITICISM

Montreal, Dec. 28—That with the open-

ing of the provincial” legislative "assembly!
only a few days away and a small pox epi-|

demic in’ the city ‘of ‘Quebec, the Quebec
municipal health authorities do not seem
to be taking efficient means to stem the
rising tide of infection s the burden of
a statement by Dr. Elzear Pelletier, secre-
tary of the provincial board of health. The
provineial office, ‘apart from giving forth
a statement in the matter, is reticent re-
garding details.

1t is understood, however, that existing
conditions have been in evidence for some
time and that negotiations were on foot be-
tween the' authorities of ‘the provineial
board of health dnd the Quebec city
health office, regarding the matter. It is
impossible to ascertain the exact nature
or result of these mnegotiations, but it is
known that the provincial authorities will
urge the local health officers to do their
utmost to cope with the situation.

~OF AVTON CORYS

Erance to Aid Science of Aero-
! nautics—A Name for the Ser-
! vice

:Paris, Dec. 27—The French Chamber has
decided to increase the pay of army offi
ers and men who belong to the aviation
or aeronautic corps. Officers who hold a
license as military aviator or. as dirigible
pilot will receive $1.60 a day allowance;
officer pupils, eighty cents; privates ‘em-
ployed overtime or under instruction as
pupils or mechanics, forty cents.

The test for the military license as avi-
ator is increased from a sixty-mile flight
to one of ninety miles; and the height
fiom 300 metres to 500.

4 The chamber estimates that under this
plan there will be seventy-five officers
holding military licenses, 100 officer pupils,
fiity non-commissioned officers as mechan-
ics, and 175 privates, and that the cost
of this increased pay will be $110,880. A
