persons, but all this increase was in the
cities of Canada, and in our new ter-
ritory, Manitobs, the North West and
British Columbia. The Liberals who
complain that the population of Canada
is not increasing more rapidly, should
remember that if their advice had been
taken its increase would still have been
less than the census shows it to be.

They tried to prevent the Can-
adian Pacific Railway from being built
from ocean o ocean.

They endeavored to turn
the tide of travel through the United
States to the south of Lake Superior, 8o
that all our traffic with our own north
west would haye to be done through a
foreign country, thereby exposing us to
the caprice of an unfriendly custom
house, and the liability to have our trade
cut off at any t. The Liberals also

Most of these appear in the
first insiance, in periodicals. This office
does not exact a re-entry of the same
work reprinted in book form from a
magazine or periodical, but many pub-
lishers re-enter of their own volition
for the sake of greater security.

So far the advantages of the Interna-
tional Copyright Law seem to be partici-
pated in by publishers and readers as
well as authors. American editions o
English copyright books are now sold
without any, or only a slight advance
on the price charged for similar works
before the law went into effect. It is
likely that hereafter such books will be
more carefully manufactured, and sold
at a scarcely perceptible advance on
former prices, for the publisher will be
protected from the ruinous competition
of his rival, and as his editions will be
larger he can afford a better manufac-
tured book, for the same price,after pay-
ing for the copyright, than he could be-
fore when he paid none, and had no

sought to prevent the national policy
from going into force,although this policy
has been the means of developing the
great cities of Canada, and almost doub-
ling the population of Montreal and Tor-
onto during the Jast ten years. These
matters should now be recalled because
they form & complete answer to the com-
plaints that are made asto the population
of Canada not showing a greater in-
crease.

RemaRgABLE VovacE of Two Sarps.—A
‘remarkable sailing match which may
be (said to have practically extended
over a period of eleven months and & half
has just been completed. Two ships,
named respectively “Lorton” and “Cock-
ermouth,” left Liverpool together on
October 5, 1890, bound for Astoria, Ore.,
where both arrived within 12 hours of
each other. On the long voyage they
were in sight of each other for 48 days,
duringwhich time their crews exchanged
courtesies and visits by means of their
small boats. Both left Astoria on the
same day, April 8 of this year; but their
destinations were different—the Lorton
being bound for Dunkirk and the Cock-
ermouth for Haver. .
