Denver, Col. Feb. 8.—A special from
Newecastle, Col., says:—An explosion oc-
curred last evening in the Grand River
coal and coke mines, just as the day
shift comprising some 76 men were pre-
paring to leave the mine.

Parliament has been dissolved and the
election will take place on the 5th March.

This 1s but a short period but with
energy and determination much may be
done in twenty days. The readers of
the GazerTE will now see the wisdom of
our demand that a convention of
the  Liberal Couservative party
ghould be called months ago
for the purpose of selecting
candid~tes and making preparations for
the elections which even then were in
theair. Now, the dissolution of
Parliament finds the Liberal-Conserva-
tive party without candidates and with
no very definite idea where suitable men
can be found to stand as the standard
bearers of the party. It would have
been much better ifthe Gazerre’s ad-
vice, which was honestly tendered in the
best interests of the party, had been as

2t ts for bringing a portion at
least of the in transit trade of Canada
to this port. They have commenced to
bring goods over the C. P. R. from Moh-
treal and points west, which will be
shipped here on board their steamships
for England, which now come to
this port about once a fortnight.
The Damara, which is expected to arrive
herein the course of afew days, will
take the first cargo from the Upper Pro-
vinces under this arrangement, and al-
ready about thirty car loads ofgoods are
on the way. Unfortunately there are no
facilities on the West side for the ship-
ment of these goods, so that for the pre-
sent they will have to be brought over
the bridge to the government pier, which
means an extra tax of 60 cents a ton,
but it is expected that soon this
difficulty will be removed. There is no
doubt that if the projected improvements
on the west side had been carried out
and wharves and warehouses provided
the Furness line boats this winter might
have come here once & week and carried
to London every trip a full load of west-
ern goods.

In this connexion it may be mentioned
that the council of the Board of Trade
at their meeting yesterday resolved
to ask the government to baild
two  additional warehouses on
the Intercolonial pier one along the west
face of the pier and the other to the
porthward of the South slip. This slip

THE BEHRING SEA APPEAL.

The Supreme court of the United States
has granted the petition of counsel re-
presenting the owners of the Canadian
schooner Sayward, for leave to file an
application for a rule to show cause why
a writ of prohibition should not
issue to the Supreme court of Alaska
to preven: them from taking farther pro-
ceedings in this case. Thiscourt libelled
the schooner in question for taking seals
within the waters of Behring Sea and now
the Supreme court of the United States
calls on the supreme court of Alaska to
show ~anse why this was done. Thus
the whole question of the jurisdiction of
the United Siates and their rights in
Behring Sea will come up for adjudica-
tion before a court competemtto deal
with it. This decision will make Mr.

Tt is hardly worth while to enter into
the reasons which have led to this dis-
solution.

CONFORMITY.

A contemporary is puzzled to know
how it is, if as is alleged, the true ruler
of Costa Rica is a former citizen of the
empire state, that country isa full cen-
tury behind the times, and the school
ma’ams spend most of the school hours
smoking cigarettes, Men are the crea-
tures of their surroundings, and itis as
natural for one,, or for a small minor-
ity, to do in Rome_as the Romans do,
as it is for a drowsy truant from school
to roll offa log.

It is al-
ways so the world over with occasional
notable exceptions. Among the high-
lands of Scotland the men grow tall in
sympathy with their mountains, while
in Holland they grow short and pudgy, as
might be expected in a country of wide
spreading plains and marshes.

The Late Robert Canard.

The funeral of Mr. Robert Canard lust
Sunday was one of the largest that has
occurred in Indiantown for mauy years.
It was attended by many masons, of
which order he was the oldest member
in the city, and by many of our oldest

4| inhabitants, both in public and private

life. The services were conducted by
Revds. L. G. Stevens and F. W. H.
Pickles. The pall-bearers were M.
Douglas  Austin, George Travis,
John Tapley, John C. Edwards,
John Stevens and Thomas Bagwall.
The father of Mr. Cunard, afier
whom he was named, was ome of
tre Loyslists, who came here from
Philadelphia in 1783, He was a
cousin of Sir Samuel Cunard, and soon
after his arrival took up a tract of land
at Jones’ Creek, removing to Indiantown
in December 1800, making his home on
the property which he had purchased,
that is now occupied by Court’s building.
His son Mr. Thomas Cunard, who re-
sides at Westfield and was p at
the funeral, was born at Jones’ Creek,
12th Sept. 1800, while the subject of this
sketch was born at Indiantown,
Dec. 12, 1802. When Mr. Cunard
was a youth Indigntown consis-
ted of but a few residences and shops
which communicated with each other
only by foot paths through the thickets
and over the rocks. Caleb Merritt kept
a liquor shop on the spot now occupied
by the resid of the d d; Rob-
ert Comley lived near by and burned
lime at a place called the Devil’s hole on
the Strait Shore ; Jobn Wiggins kept a
general store on the ground where Horn-
castle’s hardware store now stands ; C. B,
Pidgeon oceupies to day the site of John
Lee’s cooper shop in those old times ;a
man named Laskey had & house on the
site of D. D. Gl & Son’s steamb

office ; William Eagles carried on cooper-
ingwhere Mr. Robert Dalton now resides;
Jesse Reynolds had a tavern on the
site of Waring’s foundry ; and Shubal
Stevens lived but a few steps distant.
There was only one house at
Pleasant Point, one at Robertson’s Points

48m. | now called Poquiok, and one between

Indiantown and the foot of Portland,

—fiizp_ | which stood at Orange corner. Mr.

Cunard was in most of the early years
of his life employed as a surveyor of
lumber, but he often took contracts for
bringing rafts of logs down from the
upper waters of the St. John. This
was  before steam had been
apphed to propulsion ‘and the
rafts were handled by men with small
boats, anchors and warps. It took a
crew of 30 men as many days to guide a
raft down the river, as with the apgli-
ances now in use it takes hours. Mr
Cunard also did a large grocery business
just opposite the Waring foundry, but
in the great Indiantown fire he lost ali
his stock and boildings, and a
wharf which he also owned. With Sir
Leonard Tilley, Mr. Cunard founded the
first temperance organization Indian-
town ever had, and his long life was
marked by consistency and integrity in
all things. To his venerable brother
and all the members of his family the
GAzZETTE extends its sympathy in their
loss.

The grandfather of the late Mr. Cun-
ard was one of the first settlers of
Morristown near Philadelphia. He
erected the first substantial building in
that town, the material for which he
brougut from England. The first meet-
ing of the town coancil, Mr. Cunard being
Mayor of the town,was held in this
building. The following is a copy of &
document brought by Mr. Robert Cun-
ard, father of the deceased to 8t John in
1788.

We whose names is hereunto uub-
scribed do certify that the within named
Rosxrt CUNARD, an Inhabitant of Phila-
delphia County, in the Province of Penn-
