Trade Disputes in June Show 
Increase Over Same Month 

Last Year

Ottawa, July 20.—The Labor Gazette 
in its monthly summary of business 
and industrial conditions, states that 
during the month of June prosperous 
conditions prevailed in all branches of 
Canadian manufacture and arrange­
ments were being made for the estab­
lishment of many new industries in the 
Dominion. The general tope of the 
lumber industry was healthy. Unskill­
ed labor was well employed, railway 
construction absorbing a large num- 
ber of men. Generally speaking, all 
classes of labor were well employed. 
Except in a few cases the supply of 
labor generally equalled the demand. 
During the month there was general 
activity in nearly all branches of in­
dustry- throughout Canada.

Industrial accidents occurred to 192 
working people. Of these 82 were fatal 
and 11 resulted in serious injuries. In 
addition, eleven fatal accidents were 
reported as having taken place prior to 
June 1.

Thp number of trade disputes was 
tweiity-seven, an increase of nine com­
pared with June, 1910. About 208 firms 
and 15,010 men were involved. The 
loss of time to employees during the 
month was approximately 355,435 work­
ing days, comnared with 299,400 days 
in May and 75,500 In June, 1910.

“The run of springs this year has 
been the largest In the history of the 
northern canneries, and the fish have 
been of excellent quality. I have a 
theory that the ever-increasing run of 
springs on the Skeena River may in a 
great measure be due to the fact that 
for many years the hatcheries of Ore­
gon have been turning out millions 
of springs, and we are now receiving 
some benefit in northern British Colum­
bia from that work.

"Sockeye fishing in the north is away 
behind this year. I did not visit the 
Naas, but I was informed that results 
there had not been as good as last 
year. On the Skeena the number of 
cases of sockeye packed Is fully thirty 
per cent, less than last year at this 
time, but last year the run of sockeye 
on the stream was very large.

“When we left the Skeena the run 
of sockeye was improving and the 
canners hope for a good year. At 
Rivers Inlet, the weather has been 
against good fishing, but with the re­
cent improvement of conditions, the 
run at that point is improving. At 
Bella Ooola results have not been as 
good as last year, and at Kamsquith, 
the run of sockeye has been very poor. 
At Alert Bay, results have been only 
fair.”

The secret of 
success in poultry raising, as indeed 
with all stock, is to preserve the vi­
tality at a high pitch—in other words 
to prevent disease, rather than cure it. 
Where fowls are raised in large num­
bers, success must depend upon the 
strong health of the great majority of 
the birds. It is impossible to doctor 
200 or 300 fowls daily. It is stated that

PRISONERS DENOUNCE 
STATE WITNESS

Proves Victorious in Shooting 
Off Tie — Sixth Captures 

B. C, Electric Trophy3 Santa Rosa, Cal., July 20.—Dr. B. C. 
Chisholm, on trial in the superior 
court here for the murder of John D. 
Powell, whose body was found In a 
tent near here early In the spring, 
confessed Tuesday afternoon. Chis­
holm had not confided his intention 
even to his own lawyers. Chisholm 
said that in killing Powell he acted in 
self defence.

Chisholm’s confession includes ac­
knowledgement of the truth of nearly 
every assertion that has beep ad­
vanced - by the prosecution. He said 
that Powell's real name was Jack 
Williams. Chisholm corroborated the 
testimony of many witnesses con­
cerning his whereabouts, and ad­
mitted that he had obtained a mar­
riage license to wed Blanche Mc- 
Cready, at the time giving his name 
as Powell, because he did not know 
whether or not he had been divorced 
from his first wife.

Chisholm also admitted having 
taken out a life insurance policy as 
John D. Powell, and corroborated the 
details of this transaction. He con­
fessed that he had written ail the 
letters and cards Introduced as evi­
dence against him. He admitted that 
he had been convicted in the east on 
a counterfeiting charge.

Dr. C. Chisholm was found guilty 
here Iasi night of the murder of 
Powell. Although the jury returned 
a first degree verdict, it recommend­
ed life imprisonment. Chisholm will 
be arraigned for sentence on Saturday. 
His counsel said last night that he 
would seek a new trial.

FOR FORTY YEARS thetr eyes he la not telling fairy tales. 
He is merely recounting what was then 
ah ordinary incident of every-d&y life. 
By and by the buffalos dwindled in 
number and finally disappeared in 
places, Ttiat event, to the untrained 
redskin, meant disaster and death, for 
he knew not how to do anything else.

It was then that the value of the 
agent and his assistants became appar­
ent. They taught the redskins how to 
till the soil and produce grain, with 
the result that now even where the 
wild animals have totally disappeared 
they are able to live comfortably. Not 
only did the government stave off 
stalking death in this manner, but It 
ordered the establishment of schools 
on the various reserves, so the grow­
ing redskins would not be at the same 
disadvantage as their forbears, and so 
began the evolution of the Indian. 
With the disappearance of the buffalo 
the great. tracts of land still held by 
the Indians became valueless to them, 
and it became the work of the present 
commissioner to negotiate treaties with 
them for the surrender to the govern­
ment of such lands.

In the year 1876 Mr. Laird was ap­
pointed lieutenant-governor of the 
newly-organized Northwest Territories, 
a position which he held for five years. 
Prior to that appointment he was su­
perintendent of Indian affairs and had 
a seat in the Mackenzie government, 
being minister of the interior from 1874 
to 1876. In his present capacity of In­
dian commissioner he has control of all 
the reserves throughout Canada.

In the" intervals of official life Mr. 
Laird has gone back. to the editor’s 
desk which he filled in his earlier 
years, when he established the Char­
lottetown Patriot, one of the most 
honored and stalwart of Liberal or­
gans in the Dominion.

No matter how foolish 
and even ridiculous martyrs may b 
and It must he admitted that most of 
these women were both foolish and, 
Ridiculous in their militant capers—it 
cannot be denied that suffering for 
the sake of conviction always reaches 
the human heart.

Perhaps the policemen were the most 
unsympathetic onlookers. „ Wken I 
asked a dignified constable if s per­
tain cleric in knickerbockers, • who 
stood in the section of male strag­
glers for woman suffrage, where the 
Bishop of London, he answered with 
some asperity that the aforesaid 
bishop would not so demean himself. 
Another policeman assured me that 
the suffragists were growing milder 
now, but he still retained vivid me­
mories of stormy days, when he car­
ried some of these same sisters (point­
ing to the lady journalist section) in 
his arms, he panting, they writhing 
and banging his helmet, from the 
vicinity of Premier Asquith’s resi­
dence.

Six miles of international femininity! 
Such was the spectacle which the 17th 
of June offered to astonished London. 
If memory tricks me not, I believe a 
naval battle was once fought which 
historians labelled with this romantic^ 
phrase—the 17th of June. And to me, 
a humble member of the genus homo, 
to me a mere masculine, there was a 
taste of battle’s magnificently stem 
array in that Immense army of 
women. As I gazed down upon the 
marching legions as they swept past 
Nelson’s column, and his attendant 
lions, It seemed to me that a new era 
had downed for the human race. 
Whether for weal or woe that proces­
sion of over 40,000 suffragettes was in­
vested with prophetic svmbollsm. 
"Terrible as an army with banners”— 
that was the age-old and ever-beauti- 
ful verse of Scripture which recurred 
to me again and again as I saw host 
after host of women stream up the 
choked streets, like a river of silver, 
from the Thames embankment an<j 
roll on noiselessly, rhythmically 
through cheering multitudes. In days 
to come, when historians yet unborn— 
female Macaulay’s? — describe the 
opening festivities of the reign of 
George V., I feel sure that they will 
single out this grand demonstration of 
their grandmothers as of far more 
human Interest, of more prophetic sig­
nificance, tlmn the luncheon of the Im-' 
perlai parliamentarians, or any event 
connected With the crowning of the 
fifth George.

As I watched the torch-bearers of 
female rights pass by, I was impressed 
first of all by their attire. I went out 
expecting to see a number of women 
of bold mien, fighters of policemen, 
apostles of the far-flung tile, the ter­
rors of Downing street, 
really saw was a kid-gloved, daintily- 
booted, splendidly gowned pçpcession 
of determined but attractive members 
of the gentler sèx. There were a few 
freakish-looking females; some of the 
marchers were ill-favored, but the 
majority were dressed in perfect taste 
and looked like the average daughter 
of Eve, exquisitely feminine, and high­
ly decorative in her habits. The band 
of actresses was, of course, specially 
representative of finery ; 
were gorgeous and their bouquets of 
roses sent a waft of perfumed sweet­
ness, which permeated even to the 
base of Nelson’s column; they were 
very beautiful, and as most 
popular actresses of London. Lena 
Ashwell, Eva Moore, Lilian Bralth- 
waithe, and many others, marched in 
the ranks, they received many cheers. 
The actresses and the peeresses were 
most attractive, sartorially, but the 
humbler sections were also beautiful. 
Female gardeners, lady writers, sani­
tary inspectresses, civil service steiiog-. 
raphers, factory girls, fair girl grad­
uates in cap and gowns, nurses in uni­
form, artists, school teachers, society 
leaders in rose-swathed motors, moth­
ers’ clubs in landaus — they were all 
eminently respectable and good to look 
upon. Most of the women were 
dressed in white, wore sashes of 
mauve, white and green, and carried 
fluttering pennons or banners adorned 
with the same favors. Each section 
had its banner,. I have seen many 
imposing processions, but never one so 
rich as this in banners. They were of 
all shapes and sizes. Some of them 
bore mottoes which made painful 
reading for male tyrants. Everywhere 
there danced the words, “No vote, no 
pay;” but it must be recorded that the 
inventiveness and decorative 
shown in their banners was wonderful. 
To me it was the greatest joy of the 
whole parade. It was distressing 
oftentimes to see a bevy of delicate 
women bravely straggling to keep a 
golden banner upright as they tolled 
along, but the painting of that sign 
and the inscription thereon were al­
ways worth seeing.

In a procession so affluent in pic­
turesque features it is difficult to say 
what was most imposing. Many would 
have voted that the line of heroines 
was best of all. It was decidedly In­
teresting to review the history of 
womankind in those who represented 
Joan of Arc—Miss Annan Bryce, niece 
of the British Ambassador to Wash­
ington, took this part; she was clad in 
armor and rode a war horse; the 
Abbess Hilda, who founded the first 
English university; Florence Nightin­
gale, Grace Darling, and others. To 
some of the English queens were the 
most captivating. It was a pity that 
Queen Elizabeth was not mounted, for 
she was handsomely gotten up, one of 
the best figures in the line of march, 
and everyone was convinced of the 
fitness of things in having Queen Bess 
among the suffragists, for she was as 
militant a representative of her sex as 
even Mrs. Pankhurst herself, 
queens of England were very fine, but 
tc me the band of the nineteenth cen­
tury celebrities in poke bonnets, hoop 
skirts and crinolines were delightful.
I discerned Mrs. Gaskell, Mrs. Somer­
ville, Mrs. Browning, Jenny Lind, and 
Jane Carlyle. Each one was 
but I could not help wondering what 
Thomas of Chelsea would have said 
could he haw stood near one of Nel­
son’s lions and beheld this modern use 
of Jane's name and dress, 
thing I am certain that he would have 
growled, but his dear friend, John Stu­
art Mill, would have counted last Sat­
urday one of the greatest days in the 
calendar.

It was generally conceded when 
Mayor Morley voiced his desire to have 
a beautification commission for the 
city that he had a big idea In his 
head, but it is questionable if even his 
most ardent admirer would have 
credited him with schemes of the 
colossal dimensions—and expenditures 
—as have been devised by the com­
mittee appointed to look into the mat­
ter of civic improvement with parti­
cular regard to the new site for the 
city hall. Two plans, differing hi 
style and purpose but capable of a 
similar representation in current coin 
of the realm, have been devised for the 
beautification of the city’s centre, and 
they will both be discussed at a joint 
meeting of the council and the com­
mittee to be held in the city hall to­
night.

In the event of either schenie going 
through millions of dollars will have 
to be spent, as each of them is typical 
of the grand system of civic architec­
ture. Both of them have as their 
dominent note the retention of the 
city hall in its present neighborhood, 
but associated with this idea there is 
such a resplendent plethora of im­
provements in the shape of widths of 
clearings as -to render the imaginative 
city hall something like j; an oasis in 
a desert of space.

The first plan entails the widening 
of Pandora avenue to 280 feet In parts. 
The idea of this ,is to form a square 
consisting of t^he following street 
widths: frontage on Douglas east, 410 
feet; Fisguard street north, 540 feet; 
Government street west 320 feet; and 
Pandora street north 600. In the 
square thus devised it is proposed 
to locate all the civic buildings in­
cluding the city hall, the fire station, 
the police depot, the city jail, etc. 
The buildings of these departments, 
however, are not proposed to be at­
tached to one another but scattered 
about the square In picturesque pro­
fusion like so many bowers in a fairy’s 
park.

Territory, of which he was the first 
resident lieutenant-governor. He is in 
Victoria at the present time on a holi­
day visit and is accompanied by his 
daughter. It is eight years since he 
was here before, and in the interval 
history has been recorded. He was 
quietly studying the changes, the 
amazing changes, that had taken place 
in the formation and surroundings of 
the city in that comparatively short 
space of time when the inevitable ar­
rival of the reporter dissipated to the 
four winds his musing cogitations.

In the old days 
wh^n his work brought him into close 
personal contact with the Indians 
throughout the northwest territory, In 
the days when the exploitation of the 
red man’s body and soul was deemed a 
legitimate occupation, he earned for 
himself an unpronounceable but most 
honorable title, which is capable of the 
translation: "The man whose tongue 
is not forked.” That title is pregnant 
with meaning, and properly under­
stood it is a high compliment from the 
red man to the unfaltering integrity of 
this “agent.” Whisky or “hootch," as 
it was colloquially termed among the 
reds, was absolutely forbidden (with­
out permits from the lieutenant-gov­
ernor) in these days, and mdny were 
the devices resorted to to smuggle the 
burning liquid into the possession of 
the Indians for which, of course, they 
were always willing to trade at a 
great disadvantage to themselves, but 
Mr. Laird did his utmost to protect 
them from themselves in this regard.

Since he first became identified with 
the oversight of the Indian as minis­
ter of the interior in the Mackenzie 
cabinet, Hon. David Laird 
through many treaties with the In­
dians for their land on behalf of the 
government. One of his most recent 
successes in this respect was in 1909, 
when he completed an agreement for acre;

where several months .will be spent in 
hydrographical work, the U. S. S. Ex­
plorer, in command of (3apt. H. W. 
Rhodes, tied up at the marine and fish­
eries dock this morning. The vessel 
came here from Seattle and after tak­
ing on a quantity of stores set sail 
again shortly after noon bound for the 
Alaskan coast.

Although this is the first time the 
Explorer has come Into the harbor It 
Is not the first time she has called here. 
On former occasions she has always 
droppecPanchor off the outer dock, but 
this time Capt. Rhodes decided to bring 
his craft right in. The Explorer Is only 
a small vessel but is staunchly built 
in order to weather the heavy gales 
encountered in the treacherous Alaskan 
waters.

During the past winter the United 
States survey steamer lay at Honolulu 
and several months ago was ordered to 
San Francisco to outfit for a trip to 
the Kuskokwim river. When this was 
completed she set sail for Seattle and 
after spending a few days there left 
for the nprth via this port. The Ex­
plorer will come south about the end 
of October.

Capt. Rhodes stated that the gov­
ernment of his country had taken hold 
of the matter of establishing more aids 
to navigation in Southeastern Alaska 
and that before long, when he had com­
pleted a survey of the Kuskokwim 
river, it would be improved also. Fol­
lowing the many wrecks last winter 
congress has decided to make naviga­
tion more safe.

Vernon, July 17.—Mr. M.. Y- Allen, 
divisional fire warden, is back from 
Seymour Arm, where he experienced 

' great difficulty in getting under control 
a bad bush fire which for several weeks 
raged among the cedar and pine tim­
ber of that district. It was extremely 
difficult to get supplies to the scene of 
the fire, as they had to be packed on 
horseback, and part of the way on the 
backs of the men.

“Should a Y. M. C. A. branch play 

basket ball, compete to gymnastics, 
swimming or athletics against a col­
lege or school team or individual, they 
must obtain from the association of 
the A. A. U. In whose territory they 
are a sanction, and each man must 
become registered, as such competi­
tion would be open competition. If 
they should not obtain such sanction 
and the individual members should 
not register, they would thereby dis­
qualify themselves from competition 
in sports over which the A. A. U. 
claims jurisdiction.

“Any branch of the Y. M. C. A., on 
July 17, which does not hlod individ­
ual membership in the A. A. U., and 
whose athletes are not registered with 
the A. A. U., cannot claim protection 
from the A. A. U., and its athletes can 
join any club holding membership In 
the A. A. U. by notifying the chair­
man of the registration committee of 
the association in whose territory they 
reside.

“It Is your duty tt> keep the colleage 
athletic associations, high school ath­
letic associations and church athletic 
associations posted In relation to ath­
letic conditions, for if they compete 
with Y. M. C. A.’s in any sport, with­
out A. A. U. sanction or registration, 
they cannot thereafter compete in any 
sports that you have sanctioned, nor 
can a club member of the A. A. U.

vVhen Tnackeray was five years old his 
father died, and the child was taken to 
England. He entered Charterhouse school, 
which he was later to immortalize as the 
Greyfriars, of the “Newcomes.” Curious­
ly enough, Thackeray disliked the school, 
and used to speak of it as "Slaughter­
house.” Charter hr use has forgiven him, 
however, and it is at Charterhouse that 
the-chief commemorations of the centen­
ary will take place. Thackeray went on 
to Cambridge, where he became acquaint­
ed with Tennyson, Fitzgerald and other 
brilliant men. He took no degree, and 
after a year at Trinity College, he left 
Cambridge to travel on the Continent and 
study art. Returning home, he read for 
the bar, but drifted Into literature and 
became for a few months the editor of 
the National Standard. Financial losses 
drove him to Paris, where he set seriously 
about the task of studying art with a view 
of making a living with brush and pencil. 
This was the time chosen for his mar­
riage, his wife being a beautiful Irish 
girl, who afterwards became Insane, and, 
although she outlived her husband 30 
years, her affliction was a bitterer blow 
than death to him.

It was In the year of his marriage that 
Thackeray began to write the sketches 
that were to introduce him to a delighted 
public. He used a pseudonym for several 
years, until the publication of the "Irish 
Sketch Book” In 1843. Next year "Barry 
Lyndon” appeared; and of Barry, W. D. 
Howells has said that he was the most 
perfect creation of Thackeray’s mind. Af 
Leslie Stephen points out, however, it was 
not until the “Book of Snobs” appeared 
four years later that the world realized 
that s genius of the first rank had ap­
peared; and In the same year came 
“Vanity Fair.” No man ever wrote a 
greater novel than "Vanity Fair,” not 
even Tha- eray, and although he con­
tinued to work Industriously for another 
fifteen years, he might easily have stop­
ped with "Vanity Fair,” and his great 
reputation been no poorer. This at least 
is Lord Rosebery’s opinion, and no critic 
of our time has better taste.

Speaking on the subject the other day^ 
Lord Rosebery said:

“Admirable as was his other work, hé 
could throw it all overboard and face 
posterity with ‘Vanity Fair’ alone. If a 
genius wrote for his livelihood there must 
be an inequality of product.. If a man 
produced a nook like ’Vanity Fair’ he ac­
complished much more than the mere 
presentation of a supreme work, 
gave the world a new standpoint, a new 
method, a new- style of thought. He set 
his mark on his age, and what he might 
do afterwards was only to stamp and run 
it in.

“ ’Vanity Fair’ was not free from de­
fects. Its attraction was all to vice; vir­
tue in it sat gloomily in a garb of the 
whitey-brown. It was almost pathetic to 
note the failure of Amelia and the elab­
orate pains Thackeray toblfc with her. He 
sweated blood to make her interesting and 
attractive, but failed. It was the very 
earnestness of elaboration that destroyed 
Amelia. Thackeray, finding he could not 
strike the right note at once, spent pages 
In trying to catch it. He wrote to his 
mother saying he hoped Amelia would be 
redeemed by love. She was not. She was 
past redemption, 
these blemishes proved the greatness of 
the book. The blemishes of (Vanity Fair’ 
exalted lt, for what must be the merit of 
a work which absolutely eclipsed such, 
defects? And when they turned to the 
other side, how were they to end in re­
cording its merits? The" admirable fig­
ures, the various play of features in '• 
every page, the dramatic power, the 
sublime scorn which governed and in­
spired the book—ail were admirable.”

It is good to know that Thackeray was 
appreciated as a great genius and also 
as a great man, while he lived. Down to 
our own day, memoirs and magazines 
bear testimony to his noble character, 
his simplicity, his tender-heartedness, his 
hatred of all that was false, his respect 
for the good. He shrank from the fame 
that he had so fairly won, but no man. 
was more generous in adding to the fame 
of others. English literature has not had 
a novelist before or since, about whose 
genius there has been so little difference 
of opinion.

The Puget Sound Salvage Co., took 
the contract for floating the steamer, 
but repeated attempts to raise her 
were unsuccessful. During one of these 
attempts the vessel’s smokestack was 
carried away. It was not until June 
25, that she was finally brought up, 
all the openings having been sealed 
and the steamer pumped out. Scows 
were used to assist in bringing her to 
the surface.

The Tampico was placed in the
Moran drydock, where she was thor­
oughly examined and surveyed. It 

warrants was disclosed that the mishap was 
due to the overboard discharge. Six 
plates on the bottom were found 
damaged by reason of the vessel's 
lying on the beach, one plate having 
been renewed and five faired and re­
turned. No other damage was done 
except that by being submerged for 
so long a period.

CANADA'S WHITE COAL.

0 Enormous Development of Waterpower 
in Provinces—Future Possibilities.i

It is estimated that there is $200,000,00» 
of capital invested in power propositions 
in Canada. To be exact the amount is 
given as $198,641,800. The capacity in horse 
power, which has been developed, amounts 
to a little over 2,000,000 h. p. In respect to 
the capital Invested' and the amount of 
horse power generated, Ontario leads, 
having over $84,000,000 of capital Invested 
In that province and 801,000 horse power. 
Quebec comes second with $71,000,000 of 
capital Invested and 563,000 horse power. 
British Columbia Is third and Manitoba 
fourth.' The 2,000,000 horse power develop­
ed is but a small fraction of the total 
horse poWèr available In the Dominion of 
Canada, which has recently been estimat­
ed by the government officials at 25,682,997 
torse power, So that the field for further 
development la almost unlimited, 
i Canada is blessed with an abundance 
of white coat ànd thêrë does not seem to 
1 >e the slightest doubt but that the future 
power for manufacturing purposes, as 
veil as for tractions, will come from elec- 
rtcity generated by water power. 
Throughout most of the country coal has 
:o be imported, and its use in manufac­
turing incréâse's the cost to 
extent.’*’The use of white coal, or water 
power, will undoubtedly make certain 
lections in Canada among the greatest 
manufacturing districts in the world.

In Montreal and vicinity therj is abund­
ance of water power, and it is expected 
that in a very short time tens of thou­
sands of horse power will be delivered In 
the city and used for manufacturing pur­

ses. Cheap power is the first essential 
manufacturings This will shortly be 

supplied to Montrealers through, the 
medium of the Canadian Light & Power 
Company, as well as "Sther power com­
panies generating power on the St. Law.- 
l-ence.

about Dominion day, according 
to a decision reached at a recent meet-' 
Ing. ■

I; was generally agreed that ihare 
could be’ no more suitable place as re­
gards this portion of the Kootenays 
for rose culture, some of the gardens 
in tile city, which are at present glor­
ious with the blooms, being given as 
pi >of.

Feeling, however, that some steps 
should be taken to increase rose culture 
in Nelson, the association decided to 
obtain orders for trees and to supply 
then* at a cost price of about 20 cents 
each to all who care to apply for them.

The trees will be obtained at this 
low cost by purchasing in large quan­
tities, lt being estimated that from 
3,000 to 5,000 will be required. Each 
tree will be guaranteed to be two years 
old and to flower next year.

In order to Induce every owner of a 
garden to plant the trees at this nom­
inal cost the association will employ a 
special canvasser who will visit each 
householder and take orders for the 
trees.

Vickers, Deckhand on Tees,

(From Wednesday’s Daily).

About one hundred passengers came 
south on the Grand Trunk Pacific 
steamer Prince George, Capt. Frank 
Saunders, Which arrived in port early 
this morning from Prince Rupert and 
Stewart, The crack vessel had a splen­
did trip both north and south, practic­
ally no disagreeable weather being en­
countered, which permitted the many 
passengers to enjoy the run Immensely.

Thomas 
Stedham, of the Pacific Coast Con­
struction Co., which firm secured the 
contract for constructing the new 
marine and buoy at Prince Rupert for 
the Dominion government, returned to 
this city on the steamer and reports 
that excellent progress is being made 
on the big building and dock.

Word was brought south on the 
George to the effect that the river 
steamers were now able to get past 
Kitselas canyon. For several months 
the sternwheelers have been unable to 
get through on their way up to Hazel- 
ton from Port Bsslngton. The water, 
however, has fallen a great deal and 
the boats are now able to buck the 
wateis, which are still running rather 
swiftly.

At 10 o’clock this morning the Prince 
George sailed for Seattle and will re­
turn here to-morrdw. She will take 
north to the two cities a full list of 
passengers as well as a good cargo of 
general freight.

While the C. P. R. steamer Tees, 
Capt. Gillam, was unloading her cargo 
at Alberni last Monday, a heavy piece 
of machinery struck Vickers, one of 
the deckhands engaged in the work, 
and broke his leg. A doctor was Im­
mediately sent for, when It was dis­
covered that Vickers had suffered 
a painful injury and the broken mem­
ber was set. On the arrival of the Tees 
in port this morning from Clayoquot 
and other west coast points Vickers 
wàs removed to the St. Joseph hospi­
tal.

Officers aboard the Tees . state that 
the whaling Industry off the west coast 
is becoming better and better each 
week. The little steamers are having 
no difficulty in harpooning a sufficient 
nùmber of mammals to keep the staffs 
at the stations working long hours. 
From present appearances the catch off 
the west coast this year will surpass 
all former records. The whalers have 
broken all preceding marks in repard 
to the number of whales taken by each 
vessel and before the end of the sea­
son it Is expected that there will be 
some keen competition between the 
steamers.

clean -bill of health,
