It is, of course, a benefit to the youth 
of a city to have a university in it; but 
the benefit is almost equally well se­
cured when it is within easy reach of 
the city. If possible, that city ought to 
be the capital of the province, for there 
are advantages in having the seat of 
learning not far from the seat of gov­
ernment.

To the Editor:—From time to time 
during the past few months letters 
have appeared In British Columbia 
newspapers which have discussed the 
relative merits of an urban and a rural 
site for the university which British 
Columbia is to build for Itself in the 
near future. The pros and cons of the 
question have been carefully discussefi 
in these articles, and it seems as though 
the advantages of a rural site greatly 
outweigh those of an urban one.

The following letter, which has just 
been written by His Excellency the 
Hon. James Bryce, the British am­
bassador at Washington, is doubly in­
teresting. since it entirely concurs with 
that opinion:

“Any reply to the question which 
you put to me regarding the most de­
sirable site, whether in a large city or 
in a rural area, in which to place a 
university, must be made subject to 
the remark that the professional schools 
of a university, such as those of clini­
cal medicine, law and engineering, are 
generally better placed in, or close to 
a great city. With a school of agricul­
ture it is otherwise; it ought to have 
its experimental farm, and be placed in 
the country,

“Apart from the question of such 
schools, the balance of advantage 
seems to me to lie with a site in the 
country, but within easy reach—say 
about an hour's railway ride, or per­
haps less—of a considerable city. The

their responsibility in deciding upon the 
site of their university; much of the 
usefulness of that institution to the 
population of their province will de­
pend upon the suitability of its site. 
It seems certain that the weight of 
the opinion of one so competent as the 
Honorable James Bryce will do much 
to influence public sentiment so that 
British Columbia’s university will be 
founded where it may commence its 
career under the most favorable cir­
cumstances for achieving the greatest 
possible usefulness.

Locking the Box.
The magician tugs a stout iron trunk 

upon the stage and calls for volunteers 
from the crowd to inspect its solid 
construction. A committee of awkward 
spectators mount the platform, where 
by nodding heads they attest to its 
tightness and permanent fastenings. 
The iron box is made like a safe, as 
rigid, as solid, as Impossible to un­
joint. The gentleman In evening dress 
submits himself to the handling of the 
committee, who are invited to bind him 
hand and foot, place him within the 
box and secure him within it.

Securely fettered the performer is 
placed in the case, the lid forced down 
and locked. As an extra safeguard the 
bulky package is bound and tied with 
stout ropes to prevent the prisoner 
from escaping or the box from open- 
ing. The perspiring workers finish 

" their task-and walk to the side of the 
stage, wiping their necks where their 
collars seem to be in the way.

Emerge the Magician.
A crack of applause brings them face 

about to behold the smiling magician 
bowing graceful courtesies to add to 
the charm of his legerdemain.

The whole effect of the trick Is • in 
the elaborateness of the preparation. 
The more impressive the preliminary, 
the more impressive the mystification.

Getting Away With the Money.
It was upon this fundamental prin­

ciple of the art of deception that I 
built my famous “Secret Ballot Rules" 
in the contest on the Tankton Bee, 
landed the “big money” and got away 
with it, right under the guns of the 
enemy.

Teheran, April 26.—The Shah has 
consented to an indefinite prolongation 
of the armistice at Tabriz and the en­
trance of unlimited supplies to the 
city, which for a month has been in a 
state of siege, defended by 5,000 Nation­
alists, or Constitutionalists, against 
6,000 soldiers of the Shah.

Many persons have been killed on 
either side and the inhabitants of the 
city have been reduced to Abject want.

The “generosity” of the Shah is as­
cribed officially to be the result of ne­
gotiations with the besieged, but it is 
believed to have been due to Russian 
intervention.

The announcement that a Russian 
expedition has left Julfa, on the front­
ier, to restore order at Tabriz, has 
caused great uneasiness among the in­
habitants.

COQUITLAM DAM 
TO BE ENLARGED

RIGHTS OF PUBLIC '
ARE SAFEGUARDED

Executive ComM ' Settles 
Long-pending Question 

After Consideration.JR0UBLE AMONG
MEMBERS OF CREW

(From Friday's Daily.)
Careful and lengthy consideration 

has been given by the executive coun­
cil to the application of the Vancouver 
Power Company, one of the B. C. Elec­
tric Railway Company’s corporations, 
for permission to raise its dam at Co­
quitlam lake to a height of sixty-feet, 
and yesterday afternoon it was decid­
ed to grant the request.

This matter has been before council 
for many months, and several sittings 
were held for the purpose of hearing 
the application and the objections 
made, and adjournments were granted 
to enable engineers to examine the site 
and report.

The company has a large dam at the 
mouth of the lake to create a head of 
water for power generation purposes, 
and is desirous of greatly increasing 
the size of it so as to obtain a big ad­
dition to the horse-power available. Its 
application was opposed determinedly 
from two sides. The city of New West­
minster gets its water from the lake 
and rejoices in an almost absolutely 
pure supply. As the raising of the lake 
level will naturally flood a certain 
amount of the wooded land around the 
lake the people of the Royal City are 
afraid that the water will be contam­
inated by the decaying vegetation in 
the flooded area. The settlers in the 
Coquitlam valley had a much 
imminent danger In mind—but one' 
which engineers declare to be visionary 
—that the enlarged dam might burst 
and sweep them and their farms out 
of existence.

It is understood that in the order-# n- 
council which the lteutenant-goverjior 
will sign in a day or two conditibnS 
and restrictions are imposed upon the 
company which will amply safeguard 
New Westminster’s water supply and 
ensure the perfect security of the dam. 
These conditions are based on the evi­
dence given by the engineers employed 
by the' government and the three par­
ties interested, who all agreed that the 
objections raised could be fully met by 
engineering precautions.

Bill Has Been Introduced in the 
Illinois Legis- 

. lature.

Springfield, Ill., April 24.—Based upon 
the supposition that animal and vege­
table miscellanea now the decorative 
vogue on women's headgear is a likely 
lurking place for germs and bacteria 
dangerous to the public health, a bill 
regulating hats introduced in the Illi- 
ffBts legislature by Representative Hil­
ton, attacks the present millinery evil 
in an unique fashion.

Hilton’s bill is entitled “a bill for an 
act to prohibit the manufacture, sale 
or use of unsanitary, dangerous or 
deadly headgear for hats and to regu­
late the exhibition thereof."

Hats more than 18 inches in diameter 
are tabooed. Likewise are aigrettes, 
feathers, pins and similar adornments 
protruding more than six inches beyond 
the crown. And the crown must not 
exceed a cubic foot in size, nor weigh 
more than five ounces. Provisions for 
the protection of individual and public 
health are made in the clause which 
prohibits the use of “any dead body 
of any bird, snake, lizard or other ani­
mal, reptile or insect subject to de­
cay and likely to become the breeding 
place of germs.”

$100 to $200.

The maps are made of a Japanese 
wood fibre and^re practically everlast­
ing. Bach one of the set is framed and 
the group contains all the continents 
of the world. The mountansl are shown 
by actual shape raised on the surtacc, 
and valleys, plains and waterways are 
indented so th^t the student at a glance 
sees the country ,,as it is. The reasons 
for various climatic codifions, scarcity 
of rainfall or the. reverse, are notice­
able at a glance, and the reason of 
the enormous railway systems taking 
the courses across the continent of 
North America that they do is plainly 
shown by the1 lay of the country 
through which t£e railways pass.. The 
various mountains of the continent are 
shown according to scale at their va­
rious heights. Lakes above sea level 
are shown on the may above sea level, 
being raised the requisite comparative 
height, and which is distinguishable 
to the eye and more evident’by pass­
ing the hand across the surface.

THE CHARGES AGAINST MR. PUG- 
SLEY.

We are told of the alleged determina­
tion of the Conservative party to force 
a dissolution of the ■ House of Com­
mons over the “Pugsley episode." It 
is not at all probable that the opposi­
tion desires another election, and par­
ticularly an election upon any such is­
sue. The Conservative party has Just 
emerged from an electoral contest very 
much chastened. That fight was con­
ducted chiefly upon issues such as the 
so-called Pugsley scandal. The coun­
try gave its verdict, tantamount to a 
declaration that it refused to lend its 
ear to charges of ministerial or party 
corruption. In particular was the fight 
against Mr. Pugsley in New Bruns­
wick waged upon the Mayes affidavit— 
the subject of belated charges In the 
House of Commons—and the people of 
that province, who ought to be most 
interested and best informed upon it, 
sent the Minister of Public Works back 
back to his place in Parliament with a 
greatly increased following of Liberals 
behind him. Which no doubt accounts 
for the zeal with which the Conserva­
tive government of the province is pur­
suing the Minister, although two of the 
members of Mr. Hazen’s cabinet sup­
ported him in the campaign.

Now we do not think the people of 
Canada outside of New Brunswick are 
deeply interested in this New Bruns­
wick political feud. Canadians outside 
of that province are probably satisfied 
that a Premier who has never yet hesi­
tated to dismiss a minister whose rec­
ord would not bear investigation would 
hardly stand up in his place in the 
House and declare he was proud to be 
a colleague of Mr. Pugsley unless he 
had good ground for believing that his 
faith was being placed upon a worthy 
man.

From the statements made in the 
House of Commons upon both sides of 
the question it appears tWat the man 
Mayes—a dissatisfied government con­
tractor—made an affidavit affecting the 
character of Mr. Pugsley. This decla­
ration was made, admittedly, following 
threats upon the part of Mayes that he 
would "get even" with Mr. Pugsley for 
refusing to recommend that a dredge 
owned by the said Mayes should be 
purchased by the government. The af­
fidavit in its original form was not 
satisfactory tor political purposes, but, 
like the Colonist forged telegram, it 
could be altered. So it was dated up 
two years—purely for campaign pur­
poses, of course. Thus it was made to 
cover a period when Mr. Pugsley was 
a member of the government, the "epi­
sode” occurring two years previous to 
bis joining the government. That is, 
in short, an example of the manner in 
which “scandals" are treated in order 
to impart to them a semblance of the 
real thing.

DOOMED TURKEY.

An ordinary kiosk in Turkey is a pa­
vilion or architectural structure erect­
ed for the purpose of marking or decor­
ating a tomb. The Yildiz Kio.sk in 
Constantinople is the residence during 
certain seasons of the Sultan of Tur­
key. Abdul Hamid has not proved in 
his life that he is a particularly ami­
able character. He has lived up to the 
title bestowed upon him by one of the 
great cartoonists of Punch. We do not 
know what is going to happen to him 
now. He is a prisoner in the Yildiz 
palace. The Young Turks have got 
him at the cost of two thousand lives, 
not counting the multitudes who have 
been slaughtered indirectly as one re­
sult of his system of government. We 
do not wish his majesty any harm. He 
is probably a product of his peculiar en­
vironment. It is not given to mere un­
believers to appreciate the ways and 
manners of the faithful. In all candor, 
however, it must be confessed that the 
world would not go into deep mourn­
ing if the Yildiz Kiosk were to become 
an architectural decoration of the 
tomb of Abdul the Damned.. The loss 
to humanity and civilization would not 
be irreparable. But after Abdul and 
his system, what about Turkey? The 
Young Turks appear to be triumph­
ant. They represent in a feeble way 
Liberalism in the regions dominated 
by Mohammedanism. Are they strong 
enough to carry out their avowed prin­
ciples and to give the long tortured peo­
ple of Turkey constitutional, stable 
government? Will they be permitted 
to attempt this without outside inter­
ference? The situation is tempting to 
contiguous nations hungry, for addition­
al territory. Turkey by manifest des­
tiny is ordained for dismemberment. 
Has her time come?

No necessity to get excited about the 
navy. Representatives of the different 
parts of the Empire will consider in 
council what each part shall do. When 
that is decided upon and set down in 
black and white, Canada will 
ceed to carry out her part of the Im­
perial programme. The matter is not 
one calling for spectacular play on the 
part of any member of the combina­
tion.

MAKING CIVIC

COUNCIL WANTS TO
KEEP TAX RATE DOWN

Estimates Will Be Cut to Suit 
Revenue Available at the 

Old Rate.

There is a lull in the consideration 
of the civic estimates for 1.909. This is 
due to tlie fact that the council de­
sires to see just how much cloth it 
will havç before cuttirg its coat.

The estimates are considerably high­
er than last year’s, of course, but the 
revenue will also be greater, at las’, 
year’s tax rate, by reason of the in­
crease in the assessment. Whether the 
one will balance the other is a ques­
tion which no one can -answer until 
the assessor has complet :d his work 
and totalled the roll.

On the part of the council there is 
a strong disinclination to increase ! Sve­
ta x rate, and the object of the pres­
ent delay is to have the figures of the 
assessment so as to calculate' what the 
revenue will be at the tax rate which 
has remained for the last few years at 
about the same figuré. Last year it was 
25 mills on the dollar, and the year 
before it was 24 mills.

Should the revenue in sight not come 
up to the total amount called for by 
the estimates, even though these have 
been cut down, the pruning knife will 
be further applied. As the estimate's 
stand they do not provide for any 
luxuries, and some departments claim 
that they have not even been allowed 
enough for necessaries. If It becomes 
necessary to cut the estimates any 
further, to prevent an Increase in»the 
tax rate, It looks as if it would be at 
the expense of the services which suf­
fer the cut.

Young Turks Patrol City.
At 8 o’clock to-night the city was 

orderly, but the population is still 
excited. Guards of Young Turks have 
been posted throughout the city, and 
shots are heard intermittently. All 
suspects are being disarmed and peace 
rapidly restored.

Correspondent Booth, an American, 
is reported hurt, but not seriously.

Has Sultan Surrendered?
Constantinople, April 24.—(Later.)— 

A file of Young Turks troops, under the 
command of a lieutenant, has just en­
tered the palace, and it is believed 
that the Sultan has either surrendered 
the thrope or will be thrown into 
prison.

Leaders of the Young Turks who 
went into consultation with Sultan 
Abdul Hamid shortly before noon have 
not returned from the palace.

Reactionaries Blamed.
Vienna, April 24.—Dispatches from 

Constantinople declare the reaction­
aries were responsible for the conflict 
there. The messages say that the 
Young Turks entered the city peace­
ably, and there would have been no 
bloodshed had not the troops within 
the city opened Are. When they were 
fired upon, the invaders ordered their 
full force to the front and the battle

There is indeed felicitation in the 
March report of the Harriman lines re­
specting colonist travel to the North­
west. Out of a total of 5,371 colonists 
coming into the territory of the North 
Pacific Coast during the month, the 
State of Oregon gets 2,811, Idaho comes 
next with 1,346, and all the Sound coun­
try brings up the rear with 1214. To be 
sure, this is the record of the colonist 
business over the Harriman lines which 
feed Oregon and Idaho more than they 
do the Sound country." But, the wide 
disparity in figures more than balances 
that fact.

Comparisons as to the relative at­
tractiveness of different Northwest sec­
tions aside, there is sufficient to arouse 
f:he local pride of the Oregonian in the 
increase which the Record shows over 
the colonist travel of the year 1>efore. 
More than 100 per cent, increase in a 
single year in the business life of the 
nation, is something to brag about. It 
is the manifestation of a fact which 
many of us, perhaps, have not stop­
ped to consider.

Oregon possesses the resources and 
advantages which more than counter­
balance business depression in other 
sections of the country. To all material 
ments and purposes, now and for some 
years to come, the state is master of 
her own destiny. Citizens of the state 
have acquired the habit of letting their 
fellows abroad know of these things, 
and in a fashion that brings investiga­
tion first and conviction and the colo­
nist afterwards.

One can hardly estimate the value of 
this new blood. It lies not alone in the 
cultivation of new land and the inau­
guration of new industry. It is of poli­
tical and of social significance, 
brings an amalgamation of methods 
and ideas which, on the whole, repre­
sent the best purpose in the country, 
that of solid and permanent homebuild- 
ing. In the process there is the evolu­
tion of a spirit quite distinct in itself— 
that spirit of sturdy creativeness which 
characterizes the development of new 
communities under advantageous con­
ditions not realized in the old—a spirit 
that makes for higher achievement.

“Why a Police Captain’s Daughter Is

London, April 23.—The principal 
terms of the reported agreement be­
tween the Sultan and Young Turks 
are the establishment of a constitu­
tional government with safeguards 
against a' revolutionary movement 
through the purification of the army 
and the adoption of the civil service.

Indifferent of Fate^_
The Belgian legation suffered greater

There is no fur­
ther danger from the soldiers, as the 
last element of strength of the reac­
tionaries Is crushed.

Before Phillips came to Seattle in 
1897 he served a term in the peniten­
tiary at New Westminster, B. C. He 
was arrested by Detective Wells with­
in 15 minutes after reaching Seattle. 
While climbing from the patrol wagon 
Phillips pulled a revolver from his 
pocket and shot Wells through the 
heart. He was run to earth 
blocks away after being shot through 
the wrist. The band was later ampu­
tated. Phillips swore to" reutrn to Se­
attle, to murder the physician who 
needlessly, he claimed, amputated the 
hand. He also said he would murder 
the detective who shot him through 
the wrist if it was the last act of his 
life.

Mrs. Spofford Advocates it at 
Meeting of W. C.

T. U.
THIRTY THOUSAND

FOR WATER SYSTEM

The regular semi-monthly meeting of 
the W. C. T. U. was held Thursday af­
ternoon at the home of Mrs. McAdams, 
Fraser street, Esquimau, with the 
president, Mrs. Thompson, in the chair, 
and the secretary and a large number 
of members present. The meeting was 
in charge of Mrs. Spofford, and after 
the usual opening exercises, she gave 
a very interesting and instructive ad­
dress on Scientific Temperance, hand­
ling it in a way which showed a thor­
ough mastery of the subject. After 
some introductory remarks the speaker 
said in part:

“In the light of many years work as 
a teacher of total abstinence from al­
coholic poisoning, I solemnly aver that 
had I the power our system of educa­
tion would be so changed that the 
course of study for every pupil from 
the kindergarten toddler to the high 
school graduate, should be founded 
where God founds our very being—on 
natural law. They should know the 
laws of health since their physical be­
ing Is the firm base of the whole char­
acter. Tpe body was intended as the 
temple of the Holy Spirit, but Alcoholic 
and nicotine poison leagued with bad 
food, unnatural dress, bad ventilation 
and 111 proportioned exercise are de­
mons that hold the sacred citadel. 
God’s laws written in our members we 
pass lightly over that we may learn 
man’s formula for parsing a verb or 
construing a foreign quotation. When 
we study the natural sciences we soar 
amid the stars, and hammer the rocks 
or dissect the flowers, but place the 
study of our own wise splendid mech­
anism at the foot of the list, instead of 
building the whole edifice of education 
upon the solid rock against which the 
gates of hell shall not prevaiL Yet we 
call ourselves a science loving people, 
and think we know God’s reason why. 
So said Francis E. Willard years ago, 
and in creating in the Woman’s Chris­
tian Temperance Union the department 
of scientific temperance instruction, her 
prophetic vision then beheld what we 
now see, every child in the public 
schools of America being taught first 
of all to know itself.

“There are four virtues which may be 
said to be the cardinal points of char­
acter—sobriety, integrity, Industry and 
gentleness.

“But how shall the young avoid this 
great peril and the nation be saved from 
drunkenness? Only by being taught, not 
alone by the religious or moral agen­
cies of the country, but by the state 
which recognizes itself as the educa­
tionist of the nation. In the geography 
lessons of the public school should be 
Included the maelstrom of moderate 
drinking; the Niagara of drunkenness. 
In learning grammar the Importance 
of the verb "to be” and "to do,” as 
related to a boy’s life proceedings, 
should be emphasized. The true solu­
tion of many knotty problems of ll/e 
are of most importance, and should 
receive more study than mathematical 
problems do.

“With regard to this important In­
struction our Canadian schools are far 
behind those of the United States. In 
nearly all provinces the educational de­
partment provide for optional teaching 
only and no examination on the subject. 
We are without textbooks from, which 
to give instruction. Though in all 
provinces the number of educational­
ists who are deeply interested ill the 
study of the question is rapidly in­
creasing.”

There was a special meeting of the 
Oak Bay council this morning in the 
office of the clerk, at which three by­
laws were passed dealing with the wa­
ter question in Oak Bay municipality. 
These by-laws will be discussed at a 
public meeting to be held in the muni­
cipal hall over" the Oak Bay school on 
Monday night, when It is hoped all 
ratepayers will be present.

By-law No. 1 authorizes the*council 
to construct, operate and maintain 
waterworks for the supply and distri­
bution of water to the inhabitants of 
Oak Bay municipally.

By-law No. 2 fixes the charges to be 
paid by those using or connecting with 
the mains. It is expected that these 
charges will be approximately the 
same as those at present paid.

No. 3 is to authorize the council to 
raise $30,000 for waterworks purposes. 
At first It was intended to have bor­
rowed $50,000, but it was found neces­
sary to reduce this amount lti order 
to comply with the Municipal Clauses 
Act, as that act does no empower the 
borrowing of a sum larger^ than the 
current year’s revenue will pay 4 per 
cent. upon.

The whole will be fully explained at 
the meeting on Monday night, and will 
be voted upon by the ratepayers be­
fore becoming law.

At the close of the discussion the 
ratepayers of the municipality will 
form a branch of the Vancouver Island 
Development League.

The necessity of all steamers carry­
ing wireless apparatus was well illus- 
tarted on Saturday when the steamer 
Aorangi met with a mishap outward 
bound thirty miles southwest of Cape 
Flattery. She had left this port early 
Saturday morning, but when she had 
got a short distance from land a small 
flaw was discovered in the big 11%-inch 
steam pipe which connects the four big 
boilers with the engines. Steam was 
seen leaking from this right at the 
flange on the engine, end.

Chief Engineer Ward at once rea­
lized that the fracture was more seri­
ous than it lookèd, and as the amount 
of steam issuing therefrom increased 
the steamer was stopped and tempor­
ary repairs made. A consultation was 
then held and it was decided to return 
to port ai^j have the pipe properly re­
paired, this being a work that it would 
be impossible to do at sea.

The Aorangi had been passing out 
at a speed of about 14 knots, but she 
was put on a seven-knot speed, and 
even with that pressure the size of the 
fracture increased, and the pressure 
had to be reduced 
neared the dock. On arrival Night 
Watcjiman Nelson thought he was tak­
ing the lines for the Lonsdale, and was 
greatly surprised when he saw the 
officers of the Aorangi aboard.

The B. C. Marine Railway officials 
were at once communicated with In. 
spite of the fact that it was about mid­
night. The yard foreman was reached 
by telephone and he got the manager, 
brought a gang around and set to work 
at once, and the engineers were at 
work on the Job by 3.30. The fractured 
section was taken off and removed to 
the works, where it was repaired and 
this morning at 5.30 the vessel once 
more started across the ocean.

While the officers of the engine room 
took things very calmly thery realized 
that had the pipe burst when full pres­
sure was on it, there would have been 
no one come out of the engine room 
alive. There was no shirking, however, 
and fortuantely all went well.

Speaking of the event several officers 
on the liner showed how useful wire­
less might have been under these cir­
cumstances. If the pipe had burst the 
vessel would have been helpless, and 
with her 120 passengers on board would 
have been in grave danger. Even as it 
was if the vessel had been much far­
ther from shore it would have been a 
very serious matter. With wireless qp- 
partus, however, they could have sum­
moned aid.

Speaking of the incident, Chief En­
gineer Ward said that the fracture was 
a very serious one. The fracture reach­
ed half way round the big pipe by the 
time they reached port, although when 
first discovered it was but small. If 
they had had wirelss they could have 
notified the Esqulmalt people to be 
ready for them, and thus have avoided 
considerable delay. As it was it was 
too dark to signal the Tatoosh station, 
although they were all prepared to do

The Dominion enactment which prohib­
its foreign vessels to engage in the coast­
ing trade in British Columbia was put in 
force recently lor the first time. The 
Transit took a cargo of coal from Lady­
smith which it was intended to transfer 
to the Rupert City at Vancouver. She 
-pulled alongside the passenger steamer 
and the work of discharging had scarce­
ly commenced when a Dominion officer 
stepped aboard and ordered the work to 
cease.

Expostulation was useless, the official 
was inexorable, and would not even allow 
the work to proceed on the payment of a 
fine. He threatened the confiscation of 
the vessel and many other dire conse­
quences. The result was that the Tran­
sit passed quietly out of Vancouver har­
bor bound north.

Kpsmos liner. Sakkarah arrived in 
port Saturday evening from Europe 
via South America, Mexico, San Fran­
cisco and Eureka. She brought 800 
tons of nitrate from Chili for this port 
and 150 tons of European freight which 
came across the isthmus of Tehaunte- 
peç bv rail. This included a quantity 
of tin'linoleum, chalk and coffee. The 
vessel has about the same amount for 
Vancouver, which she will take over 
to-night, returning here to dock before 
proceeding to Seattle. For Puget Sound 
she has a quantity of general cargo 
from Antwerp, largely spirits. There 
are, however, 1,000 packages con­
signed to the exhibition at Seattle which 
was brought from Dublin .via the Te- 
hauntepec railway. Sardines from Nor­
way are also among the freight, these 
being for Tacoma.

The Sakkarah left 31,000 bags of 
coffee at San Francisco, which had 
been collected from the smaller steam­
ers at Salina Cruz, that being the cen­
tral point at which all the Kosmos 
boats meet and exchange cargo. The 
big German freighter also brought a 
large oergo from Europe which was 
distributed all round .the coast of South 
and North America.

Perhaps the most interesting item of 
cargo carried by the steamer was a 
consignment of 36 silver bars, which 
were taken on at Mazatlan and deliver­
ed at Sail Francisco. This was valued 
at several hundred thousand dollars.

Washington Official Says He

As Simoff's watch and a small sum 
of money /were found in his pockets, 
and over %1,000 in gold sewed in his 
clothes, robbery was evidently not the 
motive, It Is thought that a row oc­
curred after Simoff entered the house, 
but nothing definite has been learned 
as yet.

WOMAN IS SENT PIONEER PASSED IN

DEATH OF E. BELL
TO HIGHER COURT

Charged With Shooting Her 
Husband With Intent 

to Kill.

He Came to Province by Way 
of Panama in Days of 

Gold Rush.

Some time ago reference was mjde 
in this .paper to the death of Ewen 
Bell, Indian agent at Clinton. The 
death occurred on the evening of April 
8th. Fuller details have been received 
and are now given with a sketch of 
the career of the deceased.
’ Mr. Bell was bom in Belle Creek, 
Belfast, Prince Edward Island, and 
came to the Pacific coast on the occa­
sion of the great strike In Cariboo in 
1862 among other ambitious and ad- x 
venturous young men to seek a for­
tune. The journey in those days was 
taken by the Isthmus of Panama, and 
Mr. Bell could tell many an interesting 
and thrilling tale of these stirring 
times. Having had a good business 
training he was largely engaged In 
mercantile pursuits at Lillooet and also 
in Cariboo. When the gold fever sub­
sided he took up his residence at 
Clinton, carrying on business, when 
fifteen years ago he was appointed to 
the Indian agency of Williams Lake. 
This position he held up to the time 
of his death. Although inheriting and 
possessing a splendid and robust con­
stitution, the hardships he underwent, 
travelling over an area of four hun­
dred miles in all sorts of weather must 
have tended to undgrmine an iron 
frame. A few months ago he was 
seized with a stroke of paralysis, and 
althouh the tenderest care and atten­
tion were given him, and apparently 
he was steadily improving the final at­
tack came on his retiring on Thursday, 
the 8th, when he succumbed to the 
dread messenger. Few men had gained 
more implicitly the confidence of his 
fellowmen. He was a devoted and af­
fectionate husband, a kindly father, 
the truest of friends. He had a high 
sense of justice and honor. The funeral 
took place on Saturday, when the re­
mains were followed by a large con­
course of devoted friends to their Iasi 
resting place in the cemetery on the 
sunny hillock at Clinton, where se 
many of his friends have preceded him.

PULP WORKS WILL

BE RUNNING BY JUNE

Work on Swanson Bay Mills is 
* Being Hurried 

Along.

The Swanson Bay pulp mill- will be 
manufacturing pulp by June next, accord­
ing to word brought by the Princess Ena. 
Work is being rushed on the mill, be­
tween seventy and eighty men being 
employed getting ready for the opening. 
The Ena took up a consignment of ma­
chinery on her last trip, there being a 
roller which came from Edinburgh on 
the Oanfa some weeks ago.

A new wharf is being built at the mill, 
which, when completed, will be the larg­
est north of Vancouver. The new addi­
tion will be 700 feet in length, and the one 
there now is very large.

Another addition at Swanson Bay will 
be the erection of a new hotel which will 
have seventy rooms. This has been made 
necessary on account of the large number 
of men employed and the desirability of 
providing suitable accommodation for 
them.

The sawmill is at present running from 
7 a. m. to 9 p. m. cutting the lumber for 
Sol.
