The players escaped with 
slight bruises. The Chateau Valmousee, 
near Saint Cannat, was badly damaged.

It ob­
tained the appointment of Women Factory 
Inspectors for Quebec and Offtario; like­
wise the extension of the. provisions of the 
Factory Act to the Shops Act in Ontario 
as regards the supervision of, women work­
ers. Tt obtained the appointment of wo­
men on the Boards of School 
New Brunswick, and the amendment of 
the School Act eo they might,be elected in 
British Columbia. It has brought about 
changes in the arrangement for women 
prisoners in various places, and has or­
ganized Boards of Associated Charities in 
various centres. It has established hos­
pitals in some small centres, and originated 
the idea of the Victorian Order of Nurses. 
It has organized cooking schools and cook­
ing classes; and has spread sanitary know­
ledge eepecialy by means of health talks 
to mothers. It has been able to do

enquiries into the laws for tqe Protection 
of Women and Children ; was responsible 
for the awakening of interest which led 
to the opening of the first Montreal depot 
for the «distribution of modified milk for 
infants. “The Council has. taken much in­
terest in. the care ahd treatment ,of the 
aged poor and of the, -feeble-minded. It 
has, through affiliated societies, planned 
for the better care ot and wiser, distribu­
tion of, women immigtahtas. It has taken 
steps to assist in the checking of tuber­
culosis, and has planned and carried out 
many other schemes tending to the wel-, 
fare of the country. Recently the ques­
tion of Women’s Suffrage has been consid­
ered, but the Council - is not, pledged one 
way or the other.

Lady Drummond acted as convener of 
the committee responsible for the com­
pilation of the hand-bdek of information 
relating to Canadian women arid their 
work, which was prepared at" the request 
of, the Dominion Government for publica­
tion and distribution at the Paris exhibi­
tion.

LIQUOR IN MONTREAL*
»

The liquor license commissioners of Mon­
treal propose to give the saloon keepers of f 
that city good reason to observe the law. | ^ 
Moreover, there is to be a substantial re­
duction in the number of licenses issued 
in that city. We quote from a Montreal 
exchange; — “Any liquor dealer who in 
any way violates tfie liquor law during 
the next six months will loee his license.
This decision was reaffirmed by the Li­
cense Commissioners yesterday afternoon. 
Moreover, they declared that before 1910 
the number of lieuses in Montreal would 
be reduced to 400. This means that there 
will be forty-two liquor licenses cancelled 
within the next six monhs. The commis­
sioners remarked that it made no differ­
ence whether it was a big hotel or a small 
saloon that broke the law, as all would be 
treated in the same manner. The license 
commissioners have no authority to can­
cel a certificate of license during the year.
But they have agreed that when a case 
for violating the license law homes before 
the police or recorder’s courts no decision 
will be rendered until the commissioners 
have made a thorough investigation into 
the matter, and if they decide that the 

.license should be cancelled, the judge or 
recorder who tries the case, will, when 
rendering judgment, order that the license 
be cancelled.”

Tlje thunder shower on Friday evening, 
which was so gladly welcomed, meant a 
considerable loss to Robert Ahearn, of 
Loggieville, whose house was struck by 
lightning and badly damaged. The light­
ning came down the chimney, tearing off 
the plaster and breaking every window in 
the house. Fortunately no one was in the 
house at the time.

Fredericton, N. B., June 13.—(Special) 
—Cool weather, the absence of wind and 
effective work on the part of men who 
have been engaged for days past in fight­
ing the flames has brought about a de­
cided improvement in the forest fire situ­
ation in this section of the province.

It rained heavily at Nappadogan lake 
on Saturday morning and there were 
showers at Sheffield and other points. 
There was no rain, however, in the Kes­
wick district but the weather was damp 
and foggy and the flames there have made 
little headway since Friday night.

At Bear Brook the fires have been pret­
ty well stamped out and unless high 
winds occur there is little further trouble 
to be feared in that quarter, according to 
today’s reports.

A. E. Hanson, land surveyor of this 
city, visited the burned district at Kes­
wick today. He says that a very large 
stretch of country has been burned over, 
including much valuable timber land. He 
reports conditions very bad but not as 
bad as he expected to see.

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Y>,BIG DREDGING PLANT ON WAY HERE

FROM BOSTON FOR HARBOR WORK
VR

:Mother Gave Her 
Child Away.

Three tugs left Boston on Saturday 
morning for St. John, towing to this port 
for work here the most powerful ' dredging 
plant eVer seen here. John E. Moore re­
turned on Saturday from Boston, where 
he purchased the dredge and three scows 
and, under tow of the tugs Lord Kitchen­
er, Kate F. Jones and Neponset, the great 
digger is expected, with favorable weath­
er, to reach St. John probably by Tues­
day.

An idea of the size and capacity of the 
dredge may be had from statement of the 
fact that there is no larger dredge of the 
type at work in thb United States. She 
works three buckets of nine, ten and 
twelve cubic yards capacity and has pow­
er to work one of fifteen yards capacity. 
The dredge is capable of dredging to a

depth of fifty feet, which is far greater 
than has ever been done here.

The three scows are of 1,000 yards ca­
pacity each. As Soon as the anchor is 
put in and the dipper arm is rigged the 
dredge will be ready for immediate work 
and will start at once at the Carleton 
flats and Beacon bar under the Maritime 
Dredging and Construction Company’s 
contract with the dominion government. 
The dredge is fitted with electric light 
plant and will wogkglay and night at the 
digging operations.

The dredge has a record' of removing 
7,000 cubic yards of material in a day of 
twelve hdurs under1 favorable conditions, 
but the digging at Sand Point is hard and 
the depth, owing to the rise and fall of 
the tide would possibly not allow as much 
yardage as under different conditions.

Quebec Priests and People Re­
sent the Anti-Catholic Attitude 
of the French Government

Montreal, June 13.—He feast
Corpus Christi, the most import­
ant of the Roman Catholic church, 
was celebrated here today with great 
eclat, but two incidents were generally 
noticed and commented upon. The first 
was the total absence of the French tri­
color flag in the monster procession which 
for 100 years has occupied a very prom­
inent place in this splendid religious dem­
onstration of French Canada.

Of late years the anti-Catholic attitude 
of the French government has been con­
ducive to the abandonment of the old 
national flag, first by the church and sec­
ondly by the people m the cities of the 
province of Quebec and when today’s in­
cidents were talked over it was the gen­
eral remark that not a single tri-color 
banner appeared in the fete dieu proces­
sion composed of all classes in the• Cath­
olic community. There were a good many 
of the Sacred Heart religious flags at dif­
ferent points in the ranks and hundreds 
of school children carried miniature Brit­
ish flags as tùey marched along.

The second incident, which evoked uni­
versal comment , was the wonderful 
change that has come over St. Lawrence 
(m*»n street), up to a few years ago the 
commercial boulevard of the French-Can- 
adian race and through which the great 
procession always walks.

Today the street has become to a great 
extent the home of the Montreal Hebrew 
merchants and the saying is that thebe 
will not be a Roman Catholic storekeep­
er on this thoroughfare five years hence 
and that the attitude of the people to­
day and the comparatively few decora­
tions in honor of so important a feast of 
the church goes to justify the prediction, 
in fact the religious authorities could not 
but observe the mighty change and it is 
not at all probable that the procession 
will ever again pass through what may be 
called an exclusively Jewish quarter.

Rector of Trinity Gives a Sunday
