Divided Libirasls.

Now that the elections are over, it
will not be- amiss for the ADVANCE to’
have a word on the subject with its
friends of the Liberal party in North-
umberland,  as well as elsewhere, for,
outside of some local considerations,
which do not affect the party general-
ly the issues on which a marked di-
vision took place were common to the
whole dominion.. It is self-evident
that a very large number of Liberals
were opposed to the policy on which
the party leaders, Messrs, . Laurier and
Cartwright, determined ‘to run. the
election. Free trade and Unrestricted
Reciprocity sounded well at first
to those who had experienced all
the evils and none of the benefits of the
protective system adopted twelve years
ago, and we confess to a leaning to-
wards them: in the absgract. - Bt when
it became apparent that a struggle was
imminent between the two great parties

issue as the reversal of existing fiscal
conditions and a quasi-alliance with
another country, it became the duty of
every man capable of exercising inde-
pendent judgment in view of the facts
and circumstances, to do so.  Pelitical
party machinery in the Dominion is,
we believe, mainly vesponsible for the
want of independent thought and
action which prevails in regard . to im-
portant public - questions, and:  both
newspapers and individuals are too
much inclined to accept the output of
‘the political mill, rather than take the
treuble to put together for themselves
a genuine article reliable in every part,
land constructed by  themselves from
the raw materials of fact, ohservation
and experience. In ‘common with
many others we had not investigated
the subject of Unrestricted Reciprocity
very far before we were convinced that
the country could not afford to ac-
cept it. Having arrived at that con-
clusioc the ADVANCE stated it in the
most unequivocal terms, We said:—

“Imperial Federation and Unrestricted
Reciprocity are excellent things in
theory, but impossible in practice.

* * * * *

Unrestricted Reciprocity is only another
name for free trade, which however de-
sirable, is impossible in Canada. Reci-
procity with all countries, in a limited
number and certain classes of products
is worth striving for and will. no ‘doubt,
eventually, be partially secured, but the
policy of Unrestricted Reciprocity is a
delusive and impracticable one.”

That was the position of the Ap-
VANCE, not when the eleetions were
pending, but at a time when it seemed
they, would . not be Theld for months;
and it was one arrived at when we had
every desire to follow the Iiberal
party, but were forced to a different
course by a study of the country’y po-
sition and the conclusion that the
policy of the party weuld only end in
national bankrupicy and humiliation.
Not a man of the Liberal party either
questioned oar declaration or remon-
strated against it. The ADVANCE had al-
ways acted in good faith with the party,
both in Northumberland and else-
where.  Its publisher, in every elec-
tion contest, placed it, 'without even
the asking, amongst the fighuing forces
on that side, and it too often bore
witness to- the fact that while it was
expected to receive its full share of
the scars of conflict, it was favored
with little of either sympathy, support
or even acknowledgment of its services.
When the late election was announced
and it might have been expected that
the Liberals of Northumberland would
be called together under the rules of
their Association, in the usual way, and
an opportunity have been thus afforded
for a discussion of the situation, that
course was avoided, while certain ger-
tlemen met, by private invitation,
in Newcastle, selected a candidate and
went into the contest in the name of
the Liberal party. After the selec-
tion was thus made the candidate of
these gentlemen asked the editor of
the Apvaxce for his support, by tele-
graph. He received a prompt reply,
expressing regret that the support ask-
ed could not be given, followed by an
open letter giving reasons for the
editor’s position, whick, had a meeting
of the Liberal party of the Connty becn
called, under the rules of its Associa-
tion, wouldr have been laid -before that
body.” 1t is just possible that the
position of the ADVANCE was a matter
of indifference to the gentlemen' calling
themselves the Liberal party in the late
contest, and, indeed, several of them
have even stated that they were glad
it was opposed to them, but, in any
case, it is quite unteasonable, in view
of the facts we have stated, for M.
Mitchell’s friends to have expected us
to advocate a policy which we believe:l
to be destructive of our best national
aspiratiyons and certain to lead to the
bankruptey and humihation of the
Dominion.

It is quite evident that the ADvancE is
not quite alone among the Liberal forces
of the County—and, indeed, the country
at large—in having sufficient loyalty and
courage to pursue the path of duty,
rather than follow old leaders upon
dangerous ground. Mr. Mitchell's ma-
jority over Mr. Adams in 1887 was 746.
On Thursday last Mr. Adams’ majority
was 473; in St. John, three Liberals were
returned in 1887 while that constituency
went against the Liberals by 1000
majority on Thursday, the election result-
ing in the return of three Conservatives.
In Westmorland, where Mr. Wood, the
Conservative candidate had a majority of
542 in 1887, his majority on Thursday
was 2,100, the largest, perhaps, ever
received by any candidate in New Bruns-
wick. All over the Maritime Proviuces
similar results seen. New Bruns-
wick, which sent a majority of four
against the Liberals in 1887. now sends
ten; Nova Scotia which sent three now
sends six, and Prince Edward Island
which sent a Liberal majority of six now
sends but two, The lesson of these
stubborn facts is obvious. It ought to
teach the section of the Liberal party
which persists in pursuing shadows and
rallying around meaningless and obsolete

are

of the country on' so. momentous an_

watchwords, that the men who are to
control the destinies of Canada are they
who have a grasp of its present conditions
and interests, rather than those who
waste time and energy in bewailing
errors of our past and have so little faith
in our future and the country’s capa-
bilities as to advise us, in the first
quarter-century of our existence, to pro-
claim that we arca national failure by
throwing ourselves helplessly into the
arms and power of another people. !

It is gratifying to know - that so many
of the party have broken away from the
old lines at this important time in the
history of Canada, and we are quite
satisfied over the fact that the Apvaxce
was in the thickest of the fight, beside a
splendid coutingent of independent
Liberals, whose clear view of the battle-
ground and loyal appreciation of the
great issues involved led them to recog-
nise as friends. only those who opposed
the suicidal'and imipossible policy of the
followers of Messrs. Laurier and Cart-
wright.

Cartwright,
at a subsequen!t meeting said Mr,
Blake “received as a professional fee,
as he had a perfect right, the largest
fee ever given in Canada, though such
large fees were not infrequent in Eng-
land, $25,000 as a retainer from the
C. P. R. in the case about the crossing
of the Manitoba and South-western
railway, and that he had received other
fees as a professional man from the C.
P. R, and that be felt a delicacy in
sitting in the House and voting oa
measures affecting that company.”
And the following telegram was also
published:—

“KiINGSTON, Ont.,, March 3 —The state-
ment that Isaid the FHon. Edwd. Blake
was paid $25,000 to keep his mouth shut is
false. I .appreciate the honor of Edward
Blake too highly to make any such state-
ment,

‘(Signed) HENRY BawDEN.”

It was believed that the foregoing
despatch was a party move to connter-
act the effect of Bawdew’s outrageous
assertion, for every true man—Tory or
Liberal—who knows Mr. Blake, would
resent it. - Correspondence between
Mr. Blake and Hon. G. A. Kirkpat-
rick is now published, which shows,
on the part of Mr. Kirkpatrick—who

‘was present atthe Inverary meeting

and challenged Bawden’s assault-on
Mr. Blake—that Bawden actually ssid
what he is since made todeny, Kirk-
vatrick, however, expresses the belief
that young Cartwright endeavored to
save himself from being a party to
Bawden’s infamous attack. Of this,
however, Hon, Mr. Blake, in a letter
to Mr. Kirkpatrick, referring first to
the Bawden telegram and then to the
whole matter says: -

I assume that this document is not au-
thentic, becau-e I should be sorry to thirk
that the late Liberal candidate for ¥rontenac
[Bawden] bad aggravated the slanderous
falsehood of the speech by the hypocritical
falsehood of the d :nial.

As to Mr. Bawden’s witnees, Mr. Cart-
wright, notwithstanding your too generous
words, the spirit in which he otfered and
gave his “‘evidence” is too obvious to be
misunderstocd or explained away ; nor am 1
able to adopt his opinions on the poivt of
honor.

Were it true that T had accepted a re-
tainer of $25,000 in sach a matter as the
Manitoba crossings case, I should have tak-
en, not a reasonable fee to secure my pro-
fessional services in & court, but an enor-
mous gratnity, eo disproportioned to the
ostensible obje¢t as to be dishonorable to
giver and receiver alike.

Were it true that I had thus or otherwise
placed myself in such a relation to any
clients that ¢ I felt a delicacy in sitting in
the House and voting on matters affecting’
them, I should have been false to the views
of duty on which I have acted for close upon
a quarter of a century of time, and at a loss
of far more than a quarter of a million of
money.

In the latter of these two allegations thre
is not the smallest modicum of truth.

The former of them, from which the latter
is inferred, is a mountain of most monstrous
fiction, elaborated out of a molehill of most
innocent fact.

It is true that I was offered retainers on
both side in the Manitoba crossings case.
The company bappened to come first.
‘First come, tirst served” is_the reasonable
obligation of our professicn, and therefore,
according to rule, I accepted the retainer of
.the company,,and not that of the Manitoba
Government.

Buat it is not true, as Mr. Cartwright stat-
ed, that my retainer was $25,000. It was
but one-fiftieth part of that sum, a modest
$500 ; and, though I say it that thould not,
I gave my clients more than value for their
money by my laborg in the cause.

Forgive me, my dear Kirk, if I add that I
should not have troubled you had these at-
tacks been made by certain of my opponents
and your friends. To such attacks from
such quarters long habit has, I awm sorry to
say, made me callous. :

But the sources and circumstancee of this
particular calumny have induced me to give
it more notice than it perhaps deserved, and
certainly more than it would otherwise have
received fromw me.

Pray accept my grateful thanks for your
own Kiudness and sense of fair play 1n tha

Mr. Blake has the party misfortune
to think and act for himself. His
presence at the head of qr amongst
the Liberal party had been that of an
effective leader and reliable co-worker.

When
he could no longer follow his part y
with safety to the country he wrote a
frank statesmanlike letter ac-
quainting them with his views and giv-
ing the reasons upon which he based
them.

According to a Montreal despatch
of Tuesday tothe St. John .Glode [lib-
eral] Sir Ricbard . Cartwright says:
The Liberals have carried 45 seats in
Ontario against 46 carried by the Gov-
ernment. The Globe claims a majority
of two for the Lilerals in the Province
of Quebec, while Manitoba gives a
Government majority of 3, the N. "W.'
Territories 4 and British Columbia 6.
A safe estimate of the Governwent
majority, therefore, is 31, and there are
several places yet to be heard from.
The Government’s majority just after
the election of 1887, with East Bruce,
Oat., to hear from, was 28, so that it
is better off at the start than it
was four years ago, When Parliament
meets in the latter part of next month
there will be the usual gravitation of
independents and doubtfuls to the Gov-
ernment side and it will not be a
matter of surprise to find the minis-
teral strength in the House unimpair-
ed.  Facts are stubborn things, and the
situation seem to be just abont as we
have stated it.

Mr-Blake’s Letter.

The lctter, or, rather, manifesto, writ-
ten by Hon. Eiward Blake, late leader of
the Liberal party in Cacada, and which
was suppressed while the elections were
pending, at the request of the liberal
lsaders, was published on Friday last. It
fully bears out the contentions of other
independent liberals, who held that Un-
restricted Reciprocity involved a deficien-
cy of Canadian revenue that could not be
made up save by direct taxation, the
assimilation of our tariff with that of the
United States, and control thereof by
that country, discrimination against the
mother country and, ultimately, annexa-
tion. Had Mr. Blake’s views been made
public before the elections, there is mo
reasonable doubt that the effect would
have been a more marked disapproval by
liberals of the Farrarite policy than there
was, and a general disavowal of the lead-
ership of Messre. Laurier and Cartwright;
and it seems to have been an unlooked for
failure of duty on the part of Mr. Blake
that he witheld his manifesto, believing,
as he did, that it was unsafe to follow the
present leaders of his old party.

Finding the great leader and most emi-
nent and respected of Canadian statesmen
agaiust therr policy, and realising the
damaging effect his declarations must
have upon it before the couatry, the
Laurier and Cartwright organs, led by
the Toronto Globe, which is edited by the
notorious Farrar, have joined in an effort
to tar Mr. Blake with their own brush.
They impudently, and without any war-
rant, whatever, publish the statement that
he has declared himself in favor of annex-
ation. This slander is simply the out-
come of the vindictiveness generated of
their chagrin over his refusal to follow
them in their advocacy of whet is only
annexation in disguise. Itis one of the
many unreliable anl misleading state-
ments with which these psapers have
teemed during the past month, and which
are calculated to lower both our politics
and the reputation of Canadian journa-
lism.

It will be remembered that the Toronto
Globe stated, at the time that Mr. Blake's
letter was real with closed doors at the
West Darham Liberal Convention, that
it was a brief letter,simply announcing his
retirement from the representation of the
constituency on account of ill health. " An
idea prevailed, however, tha! it contained
much more than that, and when some-
thing was published indicating what its
purport really was, the annexation mana-
gers found it necessary to counteract its
inflaence. The lengths to which political

mendacity will go even in high places in
such matters, will be understood by the
following, which we find in the Toronto
Globe of 24th Feb. : —

Mr. Blake’s letter, as published, occu-
pies four ordinary newspaper columns,
aud is the most full and able exposure of
the unténableness and impracticability of
Unrestricted Reciprocity that has yet
been given to the peop'e of Cuinada. It
begius with a logical presentation of the
general position of the D .minion, al-
though it is ve-y pessimistic and, we
think, presents the extravagance and cor-
ruption of our ruling politicians in over-
wrought colors, Emerging, however,
from his moody reflections, which, after
all, are those of a disappuinted and petu”
lant statesman, who realises that his
ideal is unattainable, he says we have

“a goodly land, endowed with great
‘“‘recuperative powers and vast resoarces;
‘‘inhabited by populations, moral and re-
““ligioys, sober apd industrious, virtuous and
“‘thrifty, capable and instructed—the des-
‘‘cendants of a chuice immigration of men of
“‘mark and courage, enegy and enterprise ;
“‘in the breasts of whote children still should

‘‘glow the sparks of those ancestral fires,
K(etc.'l

He passes on to consider our economic
position and deal with the pulicy of the
Liberal party. His sentences are, per-
haps, a little redundaut, but they express
his meaning most namistakeably. We
select the following :

1. ‘““Any practicable plan [.f Unrestricted
Reciprocity] iovolves differential duties
against the United Kingdom and the rest of
the world.”

2. “It involves—as to the bulk by agree-
ment, and as to much from the necessity of
the case—the substautial assimilation in
their leading features of the tariffa ¢f the
two countries, - * * * & % - Unre.
stricted Reciprocity without an agreed as-
similation of duties is an unsubstantial
dream.”

3. *“Of the financial problem presented by
Uurestricted Reciprocity I have seen mno
solntion which would leave us without a
great deficit.

4, “I see no plan for combining the two
elements of permanency of the treaty and
variability of the tariff which does not in-
volve the practical control of the latter by
the Sta‘es.”

5. “Since any practicable arrangement
does substantially involve, not ouly differ-
ential duties, but s comuwion tariff, Uare-
stricted Reciprocity. becomes difficult to dis-
tinguish from Commercial Union."

6. “The teadency in Canada of unrestrict.
ed f:ce trade with the States, high duties
being maintained against the United King-
dom, would be towards political unicn”
owing to the ‘‘trade and fiscal relations,
amounting to dependency, which it would
create with the States ; and of the greater
isolation and divergency trom Britain which
it would produce. We wonld then, indeed,
be looking to Washington.”

7: *““The feeling [1n  the States] is that
scme day, soouer or later, a political reor-
ganizatioa of the coutinent should and must
take placz, not by force, but by the free con-
sent of 1ts inhabitants.”

Mr. Blake next proceeded to referin a
speculative way to poisible pclitical con-
tingencies :—

“‘But one large topic remains, arising out
of or rather underlyiny the whole statement,
the bearing of which I had hoped, until the
news of the dissolution, to reserve for oral
discussion. You will, doubtless, have in-
ferred my opinion that the policy ef absolute
free trade with the states is i.tiinately con-
nected with, and cannot pruperly be divorc-
ed from, the question of our political future,
which, therefore, it must force into the party
field. While not disguising my view that
events have already greatly narrowed our
apparent range and impeded our spparant
freedom of action, I hold by the suggestion
that our future ehould not be settled (as we
have allowed it to be settled in the past,
perbaps much farther than we yet realize) by
accident, or, unwittingly, by sidewinds or
the inglorious policy «f.dr.ft. It should,
rather, be determined so far as it remains
within our control, by tixed pu:pose, after
due discussion and deliberation, as becomes
a free people resolving on their lot. This
large problem, involving in our csse vaiious
suggested plans to which others must be
parties, demanded the anxious weighing of
conflicting considerations and a long course
of courageous and indeperdent, but calm and
dispassionate, handling before it could be
advauatageously introduced into a party field
like ours. Such haundling it has not received,
nor, indeed, ceuld that have been deemedin
the least degree necessary by those promo-
ters of free trade with the states who ad-
vance their point in the belief that it by no
means involves our political future; and
that it tends not to the weakening of exist-
ing or the creation of new political relations,
but, rather, to the strengthening of present
connection.

*“Tbus 1t has come to pass that the public
mind is, in one sense, even more unready
than formerly, and is, at any rate, quite un-
prepared for intelligent decision and hardiy
disposcd even for the fair and candid discus-
8ioa of the question. It would not be pos-
slble here even to epitomize the many points
which occur upon the several projects for
federation with the United Kingdom, for
independence and for political union with
the States, all of which are thought to have
onze been, or still to remain open in some
sense to our choice. =~ Were that possible it
would yet be absurd to employ the critical
moment at an election :n preliminaries of
such a wide debate, nor do I believe, as I
have said, that a wise eolution is to be ad-
vanced by bringing the discussion into the
party tield to-day and, at aoy rate, I am
aoxious that you should have the opportun-
ity, if yon think it worth your while, of
considering what I havebeen oblized to get
before you, unprejudiced by any further in-
timation of my views on this point. Thus I
did not add to many matters with which
you have been neceesarily troubled, any
speculatione of my own as to your future.
It is not needinl/that 1 should. Whatever
you or I may think on that head, whether
we dislike ofTike a political union, we must
agree that the subject is ome of great
moment, towards the practical settlement of
which we should not take one serious step
without reflection, orin ignorance of what
we are doiog.

“Assuming that absolute free trade with
the States, best described as commercial
union, may and cught to come, I believe
that it can only come assn incident, or at
any rafe a3 a well understood precursor of
political union, for which, indeed, we should
be able to get more better terms before than
after the surrender of our commercial in fe-
pendence. Then, so Lelieving—believing
that the decision of the trade question in-
volves that of the constitutional issue, for
which you are unprepared avd with which
you do not even conceive yourselves to be
dealing—how can I properly recommend you
now to decile on commercial union? Do
not suppose that these arewith me ques-
tions of yesterday. Long ago, while leader

of the liberal party, it became duty to
examine into a similar design, submitted by
a political architect of some reputation. 1
thought the foundation insecure, the lines
defective and the estimate of cost inade-
quate. It seemed to me that the proposed
structure could be erected only on that
different foundation, those other lines, and
that larger cost which has been described.
For thisit was conceded that the people
were not then prepared. And I was unable
to propose the design for adoption as a party
plan. My views remain unchanged to-day.

*“It has caused me deep distress to d.iffer
from political friends. Gravely distrusting
my judgment as to opicions unshared, diffi-
culties unfelt and consequences unforseen by
them, I sincerely wish to be found, as I have
earnestly striven to find, myself in error,
But it is our own convictions, right or
wrong, that must, after all, be true. To
put forward opinions we do not hold, or
iguore difficulties we cannot solve,or deny or
conceal the tendenoies aad results of policies
we undertake to propound, would be dishon-
est and unworthy. And, therefore, I could
not address the elecctors of West Duaiham
without speaking my mind freely on the
points I have advanced.

. - - .

““Now, while I am unable to fight under
false colors, neither can I endure, at -the
very height and crisis of the battle into
which & wrongful dissolution has unexpect-
edly plunged the liberal party, to take a
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different tack or to turn one hostile gun
against the well-loved friends in whose com-

pany, whether as comrade or commander, I

ave sailed so many stormy seas and fought
so many Jhot ecgagements; whose general
course I approve and whose ships I wish not
wrecked, but safe in port. What, then, is
left for me to do ? This only, since I cau-
not help, to hurt as little as I may, aud,
therefore, to go down with my little ship in

May I beg you, then, to treat my state-
ment, made now to you alone, as giwen for
the t me 13 sacred coulidence ; to accept my
heartfelt thanks and undyivg gratitude for
your past kindness, and to let me bid you
with emotion deeper than I can exprese, an
affectionate farcwell,

What the Great Commcreial Paper of

A\ Freo Trade England Saye.
7 From the London Bconomist, Feb. 14, 1891.

What we want to point out is, that
without taking the mother country into
consideration at all and looking at the
subject frcm the pomnt of view of Cana-
dian eeli-interest aiore, the policy of the
Liberal party is one which cannot work
to the advantage of the Dominion. Its
practical effect will be to tax Canadian
consumers for.the benefit of American
manufacturers. Protection is bad, even
when home manufacturers are the persons
protected, but it is infinitely worse when
the persons who reap the advantage are
foreigners. And that is what wonld be
the case iu Canada if such a differential
tariff as is proposed i establishad. The
immediate effect, of course, would be to
deprive Canada of tho £1,474,000 of cus-
tows revenue now derived from imports
from the United States. Tf there were
real free trade the Canadians would not
thereby suffer. They would, indeed,
gain more from the lowering of the prices
of Worted produce than the revenue
wolild lose, because part of the benefit of
the higher prices goes at present not to
the Treasury, but to the protected home
producers. But there would not be free
trade. The American manufacturer
wonld be protected again:t the only ef-
fective competition they have to fear—
the competition that is, of British manu-
facturers. They would therefore be
under no compulsion to lower their prices,
but would work up to the full line of
price which the tariff on British imports
permitted. Thus the million and a half
or so which the revenue lost would go,
not to Canadian consumers, but to Ameri-
can manuiacturers, with the result that
the Canadian taxpayers would be com-
pslled to pay that amount twice over.
They would have to continue to pay it in
the price of thegoods, and naw taxes to
a similir amouut would have tou be im-
posed to make good the gap in the
revenue. Nor would the process end
there. To whatever extent the American
products were successful, with the aid of
the tariff, in displacing British goods, to
that extent the loss of revenue would be
increased. What the people of Canada
are asked to do, thesefore, is to pay to
American manufacturers tome millions of
money which now go into the Treasury,
and to tax themselves tuv make up the
loss. Real free trade, we repeat, would
more than recoup for any reduc ion of
revenue, because it would relieve them of
the tax they now pay in the form of
needlessly high prices for the articles they
import and the similar articles of home
mauufacture, But this compensating
gain is to be denied Canada, and for
what? Not that Canada may increase
her trade, but that she may so divert
trade as to increase her dependence upon
the United States. For nothiog is more
certain than that if the effect of the dis-
criminating tariff were to close Canadian
markets against British goods, we should
be compelled to curtail our purchases of
Canadian products. Trade is in essence
barter, and if the Canadians will not ex-
change with us, we muat seek others who
wil. And the people of Canadacan
judge for themselves which i3 the better
market, the British or the American, sze-
ing that their exports consist largely of
agricultural "produce, and trade in agri-
cultural prodosts with the United Stales
is much like sending coals to Newcastle.
What the result of the elections will be
it would be rash to attempt to predict,
but of this Canada may rest assured, that
if she ‘atterapts to buwy tiade with the
United States by sacrificing her trade
with other countries, it will not be long
before she finds cause to rue so impro-
vident a bapgain.
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How it was to be Worked.

The Winnipeg Free Iress gives details
of an interview held by Horace C. Craw-
ford with Erastus Wiman at New York
not long since. Crawford says that dur-
ing the course of the interview, Wiman
said distinctly that ‘‘the Americans had it
in their power to force Canada to do as
they wished, and that Canada would be
compelled in her own interests to accept
unrestricted reciprocity.”

I told him that I believed from the re-
marks of many members, of Parliament
that he could not, so long as Sir John
Macdonald’s administraticn remained in
power, bring about what he desired.

But, if you want to
know : a mugwump isa man dissatisfied
with his own party but who has not gt
nerve enough to go over to the other
side.”

New Brunswickers, generally, and es-
pecially those who have followed Messrs.
Laurier and Cartwright into the Farrarite
camp, will not feel that they occupy a
very high place in the estimation of the
Ottawa Liberal organ, the Free Press,
which, on Friday last said :—

No man who understands Canadian poli-
tics will venture to assert that New Bruns.
wick, Colambia, Manitoba and the Terri-
tories voted agninst nnrestricted reciprocity
yesterday. They did nothing of the kind.
They were carried away by the contemptible
‘‘support the government” cry. Had a Re-
form government appealed to the country
yesterday on a policy ef unrestricted recip-
rocity they would have carried every prov-
ince. A prominent Canadian public man
once remarked that : “If Satan himself was
premier of Canada and had Judas Iscariot
for minister of tinance, he would have no
difficulty in gettiog a majority in New
Brunswick and British Columbia.” And
wpon thoee provinces Sir John Macdonald
must now depend for support. How long
can he bold them ?

Self-respecting New Brunswickers must
feel that political alliance with a party
whose sentiments are represented by such
papers as the Free Press, is positively
degrading,

Mr. Mitchell’s paper of Saturday last
said

At time of going to press yesterday,
there was still some hope that Hon. Peter
Mitchell’s return was assured, but when
the polls from back districts were brought
in they were found to be overwhelming-
ly against him. It is needless to say that
-the Goveriiment strained every nerve to
assist Mr. Adams, and that the whole
weight of the railway influence was used
in a most vnscrupulous manwner.

Mr. Mitchell’s troubles began with the
first returns and lasted all through. New-
castle parish left him 113 behind ; Chat-
ham, 63; Nelson, 121. These three left
hima 297 behind. The ‘‘back districts,”
as he terms them simply maintained the
ratio of voters who were opposed to the
Farrarite policy. Mr. Mitchell singles
the railway men out for especial blame,
althongh he complained on declaration
day, of two hundred and foity Dominion
officials being against him. Itis said he
counted all who were appointed in the
county since confederation,many of whom
had died, or been turned out tkrough his
recommendation. He is about the last
man who ought to complain of Dominion
officials, however, for they always support-
ed him in former elections and were about
evenly divided in that just ended.

Some of the ante-election declarations
of the Farrarite organs are amusing.
Here are a few from the Toronto Globe.

““We look with absolute confidence for
a Liberal victory.”

“The Tory leaders see - the hand-
writting of their doom upon the wall.”

“‘Sir John has heen out-generaled and
out-manceuvred all through this contest
from start to fimish, and he knowsit.”

“No foundering vessel, hoisting a
flag of distress and discharging her dole-
ful minute guns, has ever moie cleatly
proclaimed that she was hopelessly drift-
mng upon the rocks of doom than the
tactics of the Conservative captain have
proclaimed that the Tory ship is drifting
on the rocks, and that her captain and
crow are at their wit's end.”

“‘Reportd from Gloucester County are
to the eftect that Burns is losing prestige.
Narcisse Landry brother of the judge, is
his opponent. Mr. Landry is the
nomivee of the Acadians, who out-
number the other voters in the county
about 300. This makes matters blue for
Mr. Burns.”

And the Transcript said:—

The Liberals expect.to redeem Ottawa
with ease. They carried ittor the local
by 1,200 majority.”

“A prominent .Tory has just stated on
the streets of Moncton that. the jig is up
80 far as the government is concerned.”

And yet the government is sustained by
fully thirty-one ma jority.

‘“Mr. Josish Wood to-day received a
telegram instructing him to “‘rake steps
to carry Westnorland and Albert at all
hazards, because unless they were carried
the government was doomed.”

Well, Wood’s opponent didn’t save his
deposzit, but the government has no less
than thirty-noe supporters to the good.

And ths Montreal Herald, Mr. Mit-
chell’s paper said:—

Our information from Narthumberland
County, N. B., warrants us in believing
that the opposition to Hon. Peter Mit-
chell—which looked somewhat formid-
able at tirst—is rapidly weakening, if not
collwpsing. Indeed, why there should
be serious opposition to Mr. Mitchell, is a
matter of surprise. When
Mr. Mitcheli’s ability and experience are
contrasted with that of his opponent, who
is there in Northumberland County that
cannot see that it would be an act of
supreme folly to reject the forme: and
place confidence in the latter? We have
not the slightest ‘apprehension of auny
such result.

Give us a rest on the subject of Mr.
Mitchell's ability. He must have left it
in the Herald office on the occasion of hLis
late visit, for no one in Northumberland
detected that quality in either his speeches
or conduct while here.

laughed and applauded, breaking into
“cheers for Adams” several times. When
Mr. Tweedie had ended, rousing cheers were
given for Adams and Tweedie and he and-
some others left the hall, followed by nearly"
the whole auilience, after which it issaid
Mr. Watt bad a quiet time, all to himself’
and tothe weariness of the fifty Mitchell
men and forty three assorted boys who re--
mained. Some of the men have since told
us that they would have left when the
audience did, but that they had ‘regard for-
the Chairman and feared the effect their-
deserting their orators would have on the:
election next day. But, said one of the:

Sharks Tortursd to Death.

“The -people of Galveston hate sharks
more than poison, and yon wounld think so,
too, if ycu saw the numerous logs of wood
bobbing up and down in the bay there,”
said Hubert E. James, a hardware merchant
from the Texas metropolis, to a Chicago
Tribune reporter. -

““The sharks in the bay of Galveston are
about three feet long,” continued Mr.
James, “‘and spoil the good fishing, or what
would be good fishing, by eating or scaring
to death about all the fish in the bay. This
80 provokes the fishermen that they go out
in parties and catch all the sharks they can.
They never kill one immediately, but hore a
hole through the upyper fin ¢f each one and
with a pi:ce of ropz about three feet long tie
Mr. Shaik to a log of weed heavy enough to
keep him from going far from the surface of
the water. The unwelcome occupant of the
bay is kept a priscner until he becomes so
hungry that he turns his stomach tkyward.
The fish in that way is tortured to death,
and it is hoped that other nembers of the
tribe will take waraing and give the Bay of
Galveston a wide berth.

“The Humane Society dosen’t disturb it-
self ahont the clow death that is dealt out to
the sharks. Everybody takes parc in the
good work. I have seen at oce tine as many
as forty logs being dragged aound by the
captives. Some of the bobbers were tearing
over the bay at a terrific rate,
would scarcely move, so uear death were
they. As soon as the shark dies the corpse
is relieved of ita log and rope, which are
used to torture another intruder.”

The King has accepted the resignation of
the Norwegian Cabinet.

If
the King follows the constitutional usage by
choosing a new Ministry from the majority,
it will tend to the rapid repeal of the Scan-
dinavian Union ; if he appoints a Ministry
to combat the majority, it will be certain to
provoke a conflict which will threaten public
peace and order.

The invitation tendered by the United
States Government to the French Govern-
ment to take part in the Colambian Exhibi-
tion in Chicago was accepted by the Cabinet
without discussion. It issaid Fraace is the
first country to accept the invitation.
