Passing on, the speaker compared
Dr. Wilkinson's book with Dean Stan-
ley's  famous chapter on Baptism
showing the agreement and -disagree-
ment, Finally, said he, if you are a
truth lover and seeker, Dr.Wilkinson’s

gelf ‘at variance with the opinions of
the author.

‘““The Hamilietic Value of a Know-
ledge of Heébrew.” ' The writer took
practical examplss from  the Bible,
showirg how knowledge of |the ori-
giral language proved itself a great
ald to the preacher . in gettirig the
urud’.h in the clearest.

No
ore -had disputed the statement, for
the Tel-Le undoubtedly had the larg-
est circulation in Pekin, and Pekin
and the world were at that time held
to be synonymous.

“But a year or two ago a paper
called the Mil-I1 appeared. Owing to
its price being but a half-cash, and to
the gay youthfulness of its staff, it
became very. popular.
