NEW YORK, June 16.-J31X hundred 

persons, men, women and children, at 
a conservative estimate, met death yes­
terday by the burning, beaching and 
sinking of the big three-decked excur­
sion steamer General Slocum, which 
took fire in the East River near the 
entrance to Long Island Sound, while 
on her way to a Sound resort with 
more than a thousand excursionists, 
the Sunday school pupils of St. Mark’s 
German Lutheran church, their re­
latives and friends.

At one o'clock this morning, accord­
ing to a statement issued by Coroner 
O’Gorman of the Bronx Borough, 483 
bodies had been recovered from the 
destroyed vessel, burned to death or 
drowned, and found on the shores to 
which they had been washed or picked 
up in the' river to which they had 
jumped or fallen from the burning 
vessel.

Tugs are arriving hourly with bodies 
from North Brother Island.

AN AWFUL DISASTER.

Efforts to subdue the fire were futile 
and word was sent at once to the cap­
tain, who started to make a landing at 
134th street. He was warned, how­
ever, that the boat would set fire to 
lumber yards and oil tanks there and 
changed the Slocum’s course, heading 
her for North Brother Island, half a 
mile away. The flames had now brok­
en out along both sides of the steam­
er. The passengers, seized with panic, 
rushed to the stem of the vessel to es­
cape the heat and the smoke that was 
constantly increasing. Policemen and 
deckhands aboard the boat struggled 
hard to quiet the panic, but their ef­
forts were unavailing. The wild dis­
order increased, as frantic mothers 
sought to find their children who had 
been at play about the decks.

EIGHTY-EIGHT CHARRED

The tug Fidelity succeeded in pick­
ing up 88 charred corpses in Hunt’s 
Cove, off Rykér’s Island, and carried

■ them into the Sound. None of these 
bodies, it is thought, can ever be 
identified. Heads, legs and arm? are 
burned off, and not a shred of clothing 
is left on any of them.

What loked like a big hatch on which 
weye five or six charred bodies, was 
found floating in the cove at Hunt’s 
Point- and towed carefully alongside 
the Fidelity.

FIVE HUNDRED BODIES RE­
COVERED. •

Approximately 500 bodies have been 
recovered and are now being tagged at 
the morgues of Bellevue hospital and 
Harlem. Divers are still busy taking 
bodies from the hold of the vessel, 
which they say is choked with bodies 
and these of hundreds who leaped or 
were thrown into the river have not 
been recovered.

THE SEASON OF EXCURSIONS.

It is the season of Sunday . school 
excursions in New York harbor and 
bay and Long Island Sound, the latter 
one of the most picturesque bodies of 
water in the world. Great prepara­
tions had been made for the seven­
teenth annual excursion of the Sunday 
school of St. Mark’s German Lutheran 
church, the congregation of which, is 
drawn from the dense population of 
the lower east and west sides, and the 
General Slocum had been chartered to 
carry the excursionists to Locust 
Grove, one of the many resorts on 
Long Island Sound. It is variously 
estimated that there were between 
1,500 and 2,500 persons on board the 
General Slocum when she left the pier 
at Third street, East River, though 
the Knickerbocker Steamboat Com­
pany, which owns the steamer, offi­
cially states that the number of pas­
sengers was 878, that being only one- 
third of the vessel’s capacity. It is 
thought, however, that there were sev­
eral huijdreds of young children for 
whom fares are not usually charged 
on these excursions.

THE DECK GAVE WAY. ' ■
Tonight a surging crowd is held back 

by police lines, formed about the city 
morgue at the foot of East Twenty- 
sixth street. The crowd began to ga­
ther as soon as it became rumored 
about the city that the dead would be 
brought to Manhattan from North 
Brother Island and other places where 
at first they had been taken. When 
the Massasoit came to dock with 85 
dead, the work of removing the bodies 
from the steamer proceeded slowly un­
til no more room was found inside the 
morgue, and the autopsy room 
cleared and the blackened and dis­
torted bodies were placed on the floor

North Brother Island, where the ves­

sel was beached, contains a scarlet 
"fever ward. . The patients, who wit­
nessed the disaster, were ordered in­
doors and the doctors hastened to the 
rescue of those who had washed 
ashore, but some scores of persons died 
while tjiey were being attended,,., to.

The three-decked excursion steam­
er General Slocum, belonging to the 
Knickerbocker Steamboat Co., was 
■burned to the water’s edge off North 
Brother Island at the entrarf&e of Long 
dsland Sound this morning, resulting 
in the death by burning or drowning 
of at least six hundred persons, mostly 
■women and children. Four hundred 
•and forty-seven bodies have already 
been recovered. Divers are now busy 
taking bodies from the hold of the 
vessel, and the bodies of many who 
leaped into the river, have not yet 
been recovered.

The General Slocum, which was the 
largest excursion steamer in these 
waters, left Third street. East River, 
at 9.30 ’clock this morning, having on 
board the annual Sunday school ex­
cursion of St. Mark’s German Luther­
an church, Sixth street. Her destin­
ation was Locust Grove, one of the 
manv resorts on the Sound. The ex­
cursion was in charge of the Rev. Geo. 
C. K. Haas, pastor of the church. The 
vessel was commanded by Capt. Wil­
liam VanSchaick, one of the best known 
excursion boat captains in New York 
harbor, who has commanded the Gen­
eral Slocum almost since she was built 
in 1891.

Rolling Mills Does Some Work.
In the case of McDonald v. Selfridge 

yesterday, Judgment was given for the 
plaintiff. This was an action brought 
by John McDonald of the city 
ket, against Robert Selfridge of Hamp­
stead, to recover 898.60, the amount 
paid by the plaintiff to the defendant . 
for a cow. The transaction took place 
in June, 1903, when the plaintiff visit­
ed a river boat at Indiantown to buy 
stock. He made an offer to the defend­
ant for a cow, which was on board, 
and the offer was accepted. The plain­
tiff tried to milk the 
then, but decided 
hard to milk. This he told the defend­
ant and demanded hack the money 
which he had paid over. The plaintiff 
also said that he thought that a calf 
which stood near the cow was Included 
in the sale, but was afterwards in­
formed to the contrary. The plaintif! 
claiming that delivery had not been 
made, and that he therefore had a right 
to recover the money which he paid 
the defendant, went away and left the 
cow on board. Later en the cow was, 
at the instance of the defendant, put 
in a bam in Indiantown, where she 
remained until the following Novem­
ber. She was then removed to the de­
fendant’s stable at Hampstead, where 
she died shortly afterwards. J. B. 11.

At the Portland Rolling Mills last 

night a most interesting and instruc­
tive demonstration was given of the 
modem methods of horse shoe manu­
facture. Though continually handling 
horse shoes, very few of the city black­
smiths had ever seen one made by any 
other .han the old fashioned way at 
the forge. The Portland Rolling Mills 
Co. extended an invitation to the local 
blacksmiths to visit them last even­
ing and see the horse shoe manufac­
tured by modem machinery.

A representative gathering of the 
smiths assembled at the mill about 
-seven o’clock and the demonstration 
was started. The iron for the shoes is 
first rolled out In bars about 30 feet 
long, having the grooves cut out for 
the placing of the nail holes. These 
bars are then cut into the required 
lengths without heating, 
are next laid six in a pile and 
put into a heating furnace, 
white hot they are taken out and put 
into a machine which, being fitted with 
a die the proper shape, catches the bar 
at both ends and bends it at the cen­
tre into the well known lucky shape. 
The next part of the process Is the 
rolling and putting the concave on the 
side which comes next the hoof. This 
is done in a machine which -works at 
about the rate of two shoes in three 
seconds and which polls them perfect­
ly flat and at the same time presses 
the under side to the required shape. 
Taken from here the shoes are allow­
ed to cool and then put into the hands 
of the men running the machines 
which punch the holes for the nails. 
This manner of putting the nail holes 
in is much better than the old way as 
it allows the hole to be sloped in the 
direction w-hich the nails must take, 
thus making the placing of the shoe 
much easier. The final handling of 
shoe files off the roughness of the un­
der side. By the above process and 
with the machinery now at the com­
pany’s plant and of men, one hundred 
kegs of shoes a day can he turned out. 
This is just four times as many as 
under the management of the company 
which ran the mills up to four years 
ago.

As to the merits of the case your cor­
respondent hsts no opinion to offer at 
this stage of the proceedings, but It Is 
plain that the discussion will do good 
by calling attention to the matter of 
security for policy holders who Invest 
In mutual assessment companies rather 
than with those concerns which con­
duit their business on old line prin­
ciples. Senator Ferguson of P. В. I., 
came pretty close to the kernel of the 
trouble when he stated that in his op­
inion the position of the policy holders 
of the Mutual Reserve was due more 
to the fallacious principle of 'doing 
business than to any other cause. He 
thought this system of Insurance should 
never have been legalized and feared 
that more troubles were coming. The 
flnance minister and the superintend­
ent of insurance should more fully ex­
ercise the powers of controlling fallac­
ious Insurance given them under the 
insurance act. Hq criticized CoL Dom- 
ville for having devoted his energies 
more to the exposure of the company 
than to relieving the shareholders. In 
his Judgment the senate should act 
promptly. And the senate did by start­
ing an investigation yesterday.

E. B. Osier of West Toronto, made 
a valuable contribution to the budget 
debate yesterday. Mr. Osier Is always 
listened to with attention by both sides 
of the house. He scored the govern­
ment for Its failure to adopt a fixed 
tariff policy and described the present 
fiscal policy as a policy of vacillation 
a day to day policy, which changed ac­
cording to conditions In the United 
States. Mr. Osier failed to see any 
safeguards against dumping In the pro­
visions the government had made with 
that object in view. The system was 
a very complicated one and he ventur­
ed the opinion that by next session the 
tariff will have to be changed. Re­
ferring to the depreciation of Canada’s 
assets under liberal administration, Mr. 
Osier made a strong argument In fav­
or of a scientific exploration of the 
country with a view to discovering the 
wealth of our national heritage. For 
this work it would be wise to make a 
large expenditure, as It was not only 
the duty of the government to preserve 
the country's assets, but to take steps 
to reveal new sources of wealth. Mr. 
Osier emphasized the value of Can­
ada’s water power, which under an en­
lightened administration could - be 
made, he said, to pay the debt Incur­
red in opening up the country. But 
these water powers were now being 
exploited for the benefit of private cor­
porations. This was a dominion, not 
a provincial matter. Under the exist­
ing conditions foreign capital seeking 
fields of Investment was in ignorance 
as to the opportunities in this country, 
the only information they could get 
being from private sources which were 
not always reliable. Mr. Osier deplor­
ed the depletion of the country’s tim­
ber resources, which was going on at 
an alarming rate and pointed out the 
need of reforestry, a work to which the 
government was not giving sufficient 
attention.

to the council the colonel of the regi­
ment informed him (Fisher) that the 
gentleman slated for major had with­
drawn his name, so he struck it out. 
The minister flatly denied the charge 
that he had been Influenced in his ac­
tion by party politics. But Colonel 
Hughes read the memo he had receiv­
ed, a copy of which had been sent by 
the same delivery to the minister, and 
iwhich copy the minister by Sir Wil­
frid's orders refused to make public.. 
.This memo showed that the colonel of 
the regiment had to Induce Mr. Plckel 
to withdraw his name temporarily 
at least, as Hon. Mr. Fisher was de­
termined to block the whole organiza­
tion rather than allow- Mr. Plckel to 
be gazetted because that gentleman 
was a strong political opponent.

The explosion of this bombshell 
forced Mr, Fisher to admit that he had 
Interfered for political reasons, where­
as in his first statement the minister ot 
agriculture assured the house his only 
objection to Mr. Plckel’s appointment 
was that he did not possess the requis­
ite military certificate of qualification. 
Now, as a matter of fact, only two out 
of the sixteen officers gazetted were 
qualified, the practice being as General 
Lord Dundonald pointed out in his 
memo to appoint officers provisionally 
to new corps, with the proviso that 
they take a military course within a 
certain time.

It Is The accident which occurred at Ma­
gaguadavlc Tuesday night resulted in 
the death of Fred King. The follow­
ing particulars were received in the 
city yesterday:

The victim, Fred King, and a number 
of others were engaged in moving by 
hand some cars loaded with lumber. 
King was in front, pulling with hia 
hands. He slipped and fell across tha 
track in the way of the advancing 
car. His companions hastened to his 
assistance, but were not quick enough 
to remove him in time to prevent the 
car from passing over both his legs.

The bleeding man was hurriedly 
taken to Fredericton on engine No, 11, 
and was operated on at Victoria Hos­
pital by two physicians, 
long survive the operation, for about 
twelve o'clock he died.

Fred King was twenty years old and 
his home is at Megond, York county. 
At the time of the accident he was 
working for Mr. Robinson, lumber 
operator for James Murcble of Calais, 
Me.

But gradually the Russian bureau- 
orasy has been fastened on Finland. 
In 188* Russia took power to legislate 
upon certain Finnish matters without 
the concurrence of the Tocal diet. In 
1900 the Russian language, which was 
spoken by only 8,000 out ot the 3,000,000 
people, was made official. Next year 
saw the abolition of the military sys­
tem ot Finland and the Introduction 
of the Russian system. In MOB large 
powers were taken from the senate and 
given to the governor general. Finnish 
officials were replaced by Russians. 
Last year Russian was made the lan­
guage of the senate and of the military 
service. All this Russification of the 
Grand Duchy is described as a viola­
tion of the charters and constitution 
of the country.

The people who would formerly have 
gone cheerfully to fight for their 
Grand Duke Emperor have now been 
dragged unwillingly to the far eastern 
war, while Russia has altogether lost 
their sympathy and respect. Today it 
appears that the Russian language, 
Russian official systems, and Russian 
despotism are not all that Finland 
has accepted from Russia. The Rus­
sian custom of dealing with obnoxious 
rulers has gone thither with the other 
features.

Those checkers in the I. C. R. employ 
who are paid monthly held a meeting 
last night for the purpose of petition­
ing the management of the road and 
also Hon. H. R. Emmerson, minister of 
railways, for two weeks' holidays. All 
the • checkers were present and Peter 
C. Sharkey was chosen chairman. These 
men who put in ten hours a day, are 
compelled to remain on duty every day 
in the year excepting Sundays. Owing 
to the amount of freight handled be­
tween eleven and one o’clock on Sat­
urdays the checkers are kept busy dur­
ing the whole afternoons getting things 
straightened out. This rush of freight 
is due to the Saturday half holiday be­
ing observed by merchants generally, 
who desire to have their stuff delivered 
before closing hour. The work of the 
checkers is done in open sheds in all 
seasons, and in winter the men are 
subject to much discomfort. As a gen­
eral rule rheumatism is prevalent 
among men employed at this class of 
work.

Considering everything the checkers 
think that two weeks’ vacation might 
be granted them during the year. Many 
other government employes receive re­
gular holidays, and in the I. C. R. all 
monthly men with the exception of the 
checkers come under the same rule. 
When any are laid oft through sick­
ness their pay is deducted.

It has been their conten­
tion for years that they were unable 
to mine coal at a profit on account of 
the high freight. The majority of the 
induvidual operators who are still in 
the field now sell their coal at the 
mines to the greater companies, re­
ceiving a proportion of the selling 
price of the coal at tide water.
