The average person
requires eight full hours of aleep, and
obiidren under ten cught to spend aé
losst ten hours in In extreme
infancy the healthy child spends nearly
sll his time in sleep, waking only to
recel ve nourishment, and dropping in-
to sleap again. This habit is as notable
in littie animals as in infants, Geadu-
aly the hours of sleep are rtened,
bul any healthy child will take & dally
nap it he fs allowed to until he is six
or eight years old. At this period the
rigorous mother usaally interferes and
conel it her duty o vent any
waste of time in siothful rest. The
wise mother allows the nervous ohild
to continue these naps as long aa it
shows sny inclination to take them.
