Under the present sys-
tem, however, it is always well for a pris-
oner to make some inquiries as to his term
of imprisonment, and let his friends know
of his whereabouts. |

But referring to Dalhousie College. It
seems to have been an unfortunate enter-
l)riae from the day the Earl of Dalhousie
aid the corner stone in 1820. If not in-
correct, it originated as an offset to Wind-
sor College, which was a striztly denomi-
national institution, under the Church o
England, and so remains to this day, but
with considerable modification in its gov-
ernment and management, and more in
harmony with the times. As everything
was ‘‘church” in the beginning of the
century when the Charter was
obtained, it can very easily be understood
why King’s College should have been
worked on strictly church lines, with all its
Governors and Senators and Professors
belonging to the one persuasion. The
effect of this t:,iginning was detrimental to
the College’s advancement, as it was to be
sustained out of the people’s money, to
which all denominations ;hEe contributed,
so that there were heart burnings and
jeslousies all along from the start. Only
the sons of Churchmen felt that they could
breathe frw the atmosphere ot King's
College, while those of other churches
stood aloof, and weited for the time to
come when they could have institutions for
the higher education, which all alike might
approve and feel at home in, as their own
and only Alma Mater. Henee the Pictou
Academy, under Dr. M'Cullongh—hence
Dalhousie College—Wollville Academy—
Sackville Academy—all now grown into
the di i of Colleg: d all, with
the exception Ofr.l Dll:oucie dlt the begi;:-
