MORE INTERESTING DETAILS
OF LAND STEALING DURING
LAURIER ADMINISTRATION

How Three High Officials in Department of
Indian Affairs Cleaned Up $84,000
Through Sale of Indian Reserves—Formed
Partnership and Had Worked Game Sys-

tematically.

Special to The Standard.

Ottawa, April 13.—That Frank Ped-
ley, James A. Smart and W. J. White,
all high officials in the department of
Indian Affairs did extensive business
in the Indian lands, which they ac-
quired by tender, while in the service
and under circumstances which gave
them every advantage over the public,
is one of the most sensational of the
many sensations ¢f the investigations
dealt with in the Ferguson report, on
the alienation of the natural resources
of Western Canada under the late ad-
ministration. The remaining reports
were laid on the table today.

In the case of the Blood Mountain
Indian Reserve land, which, was the
biggest of the deals entered inte by
Smart, Pedley and Company, the evi-
dence shows that several hundred
blank tenders were prepared at Otta-
wa and taken to Toronto by Smart
amd- Pedley, Witere' the¥ were H11ed in
and forwarded back to Ottawa where
all except eight or ten were successful.

The profits made by the three offic-
ials on these deals was over $84,000.

The cemmissioner stated that while
conducting the investigation into the
Blood Indian Reserve he learned that
Pedley, at.that time deputy superia-
tendent general of Indian affairs, to-
gether with W. J. White, then and in
fact now, in the government service,
as an inspector of immigration, and
James A. Smart, deputy minister of
the interior had formed a partnership
for the purpose of acquiring and sell-
ing, and did acquire and sell, portions
of certain Indian reserves, which were
offered for sale by the government by
tender, at a time when all these three
gentlemen were occupyirg positions
in the service of the Dominion gov-
ernment. The sworn evidence of the
three accused substantiates beyond
all doubt, truthy of the charges,

A. C. Bedford Jones, the Toranto
lawyer, who acted as Pedley's man
Friday, in the Blood Indian Reserve
transaction, was also brought into
service for these deals.

A declaration of trust entered into
between the three officials cited that
it was deemed inexpedient to tender
in their own name for the lands they
were desirous of acquiring, and that
they procure Allan Bedford Jenes, to
tender for them, and to hold the same
for them.

Mr, Bedford Jones in his turn secur-
ed other instruments to actually put
in the tenders. The first tender was
made on November 14, 1901, and the
gentlemen secured by Mr. Jones to
put in the tenders were R. B. Beau-
mont, G. W. Marsh and C. E. Mag-
Kenzie, of Toronto.

How They Worked It.

Now take note of the system em-
ployed.

The commissioner finds that the evi-
dence conclusively shows that thrae
or four hundred blank tenders were
prepared at the city of Ottawa and
brought from Ottawa to Toronto by
Messrs. Smart and Pedley, or one of
them, and then the respective de-
scriptions and the amount tendered on
each quarter section were filled in at
Mr. Jones’ office in the City of Tor-
onto, on November 13, 1901, A
cheque in some instances, and a Do-
minion Express order in other in-
stances, accompanied each tender.

These three or four hundred tend-
ers were all successful with the excep-
tion of some eight or ten,

These tenders were for lands in the
Moose Mountain Reserve. The report
and the analysis of tenders accom-
panying it, and the evidence of W. A,
Orr show that prior to the recelving
of the tenders, two reports had been
made as to the value of these lands.

These reports weM in the depart-
ment and available to Mr. Smart, as
deputy superintendent of Indian af-
fairs. Mr. Smart stated in his evi-
dence that he was nof aware of it.
Nevertheless they were there for his
examination and available for his guid-
ance when he was making the tender
on behalf of himself and Pedley and
White, and Mr. Orr swears that they
were not open to the inspection of the

public which would include other per
sons making tenders.

Mr. Smart in his evidence admittsd
that he prepared three statements
which were produced later from the
evidence of Mr. Bedford Jones, shows
ing the figures upon which they based
the amount which they had decided
to offer for each quarter section. The
tenders for Moose Mountain lands
‘were open on or about the 15th of No-
vember, 1901, by Mr. Orr and J. D.
McLean. Mr. Smart was not present.

At the time of the making of the
tender on the Moose Mountain Reserve
Mr, Smart was deputy superintendent
general of Indian affairs. Mr, Pedley
was superintendent of immigration and
ivllr. White was inspector of immigra-

on.

The area of land purchased in cone
nection with the Moose Mountain Re-
serves was slightly over 45,000 acres.

was §$564,850. The land was sold by
them on April 18, 1903 for $112,500, or
at a profit of $57,150,

;The profits on the other Indian landg
which they purchased in 1901 were $8.

$18,000 on lands known as the reserve
100 or $84.335 in all. These lands
have all been paid for by the people
to whom they were sold by Smart,
Pedley and White with the exception
of about $1,000,

In connection with. (‘lm('axtapasia.
lands the commissioner draws special
attention to a memorandum by James
A. Smart which reads as follows:

The Department of Indian Affairs,
Canada, Ottawa, November 14, 1910,

Memorandum.

Mr. McLean,—I expect to be away
for a few days. Regarding the tend-
ers for Chacastapasia lands and Moose
Mountain reserves, you had better
open them with one of the officials
and prepare a statement with report
recommending the highest tenders in
each case. The . tenders of course
must be in acecrdance with the notice
of tender. I advise you to extend the
time for the Chacastapasia for a week.
The others can be arranged at vace,

Signed J. A. SMART,
Deputy Supt. General.

The commissioner points out that if
the extension of time for the opening
of the tenders had not been made,
Messrs. White, Smart and Pedley
could not have put in tenders as they
had not done so up to November 14,
nor had any one put in tenders on
their behalf. Mr. Smart at first dee
nied the authenticity of this memoran-
dum, but later admitted that it had
apparently emanated from him. The
tenders for the Chacastapasia Reserve
were put in by J. W. Smith, while
those for Reserve 100 were signed by
A. S. Menary, a young lady who was
a stenographer in the office of Marsh
& Marsh in Toronto. At the time
the latter tenders were put in there
had been a change in the positions
respectively of Messrs. Pedley and
Smart,—no doubt their zeal on behalf
of the public was deemed deserving
of recognition. Mr. Pedley moved
from the position of superintendent
of immigration to that of deputy su-
perintendent general of Indian affairs,
Mr. Smart had been appuvinted ta the
position of deputy minister.

Pedley, together with Orr and Mec-
Lear were present when Reserve 100
tenders were opened.

Kept Spoils at Home Instead of in
Bank

The commissioner calls attention to
the fact that while Pedley kept two
bank accounts he did not deposit the
considerable amounts of money re-
ceived by him from these ventures in
either account, but kept it in his poc-
ket or in a safe at home.

During the year 1903, these three
gentlemen had a company incorporat-
ed for the purpose of handling their
land deals and the commissioner caus-
tically remarks that one could well un-
derstand the following extract from

Ottawa, April 13.—The bill to give
Canadian soldiers a vote in the af
fairs of the country has been debated
all day, and it is the proposal of the
Liberal opposition to kill the measure.
They are not able to do sc in the Com-
mons but they can do so in the Senate
where the Liberal majority there are
ready to obey every behest of the
Liberal chieftain in the Commons, Sir
Wilfrid Laurier.

The chief blocker today is Hon
Wm. Pugsley who is convulsed with
rage whenever he contemplates the
idea of giving these young men a vote
on their country's business, “Let them
fight for us? Yes, surely. Let them he
one of us? No, never. They must not
have a voice in the destinies of their
country.”

Mr. Pugsley, with skilful manouvr-
ing, has delayed the passing of the
bill, but he has caused a good deal
of wonder by his action in following
the white plume of his chieftain in
this denunciation of the right of a
Canadian fighting man to have his
say in what shall or shall not be.

AEROPLANE FLEET
BEING CALLED FOR

Ottawa, April 13—The following
memorandum was issued by the
Naval Service Department today:

Volunteers are required for the
Royal Naval Air Service. Select-
ed candidates, after recelving
training in Canada, will be despat-
ched at once to England.

Men desirious of being consider-
ed for selection must be generally
between nineteen and twenty-three
years of age, and in no case over
thirty.

They should apply to one of the
following officers, either by letter
or personally: Secretary, Depart-
ment of the Naval Service, Otta-
wa; Captain in charge, H. M. C.
Dockvard, Halifax; superintendent
H. M. C. Dockyard, Esquimalt,
from whom further details will be
supplied.

Selected candidates will be re-
quired to obtain their Aero Club
certificate at their own expense;

see his way clear to adopting the sug-
gestion.

Hon. Frank Oliver said the present
bill would undoubtedly afford oppor-
tunities to switch ballots, and this
government was not above suspicion
of doing it.

RUSSIAN PRINCES
MAKE THEIR ESCAPE
FROM MLAWITZ

Were Prisoners in Aus-
trian Detention Camp—
Count Tolstoi, Son of
Writer, also Escapes.

Washington, April 13.—An official
war office bulletin from Vienna, re-
ceived by the Austro-Hungarian em-
bassy here today, sald the Russian of-
fensive in the Canpathians had been
brought to a standstill and that coun-
ter attacks had broken the Russian
line in several places.

German Government “Re-
grets” it is Forced to
Make Reprisals Because
Submarine Crews are Be-
ing Treated as Common,
Prisoners in England.

London, April 13—The text of the
note presented by the German Foreign
Office to the American Ambassador tc
Germany, on the subject of submarine
prisoners is contained in a despatch |
received from BerMn today by Reu-
ter's Telegram Company. The text
reads as follows:

“The Geérman government has learn-
ed with astonishment and indigation
that the British government regards
officers and crews of German subma-
rines not as honorable enemies and,
accordingly, treats them not as other
prisoners of war but as ordinary pris-
oners.

“These officers and crews acted as
brave men in the discharge of their
military duties and, therefore, they are
fully entitled to be treated like pris-
oners of war, in accordance with in-
ternational agreements, The German
government therefore enters the
strongest protest against a measure
which is contrary to international law,
and sees itself at the same time, re-
gretfully compelled immediately to
execute the rep Is announced by it
and subject to similar harsh treatment
to a corresponding number of English
army officers who are prisoners of
War.

“When moreover, the British govern-
ment see fit to remark that the Ger-
man navy, in contrast with that of the
British, failed to save shipwrecked
men we can only reject with loathing
the insinuation that such a rescue was
possible for German ships but was
wilfully neglected.

“The unders ed begs the Ambas-
sador to convey this information to the
British government, and to also take
steps to secure for the members of
the American embassy in London an
opportunity personally ¢o inquire into

the treatment of German submarine
prisoners at present, and to report
concerning the details of their lodging,

maintenance and employment.
“Further proceedings regarding the
British officers who have been pro-
visionally placed under officers arrest
will depend upon the treatment of the
German prisoners.”

~ On Stamp Taxes

A careful study of Section 12 of the
Special War Revenue Act, 1915, will
make clear, it is hoped, the scope and
application of its provisions.

The person issuing a cheque, note
or bill, must affix the two cent stamp.
The bank will have to cancel. A
cheque must be cancelled at or before
the time of yapment; a bill or promis-
sory note at the time the Dbill or note
is transferred or delivered to the bank.

If the
cheque left the maker's hands, that is,
was issued before the 15th, no stamp
will be required. I1f, however, the
cheque leaves the maker's hands on
or after the 15th, the stamp will be re-
quired, no matter what the date on the
cheque is,

It is expected that the fifty dollar
penalty will be sufficient to deter any
attempt to antedate cheques during
the short period after the 15th in order
to escape the two cents payment.

As to the method of cancellation for
cheques and other instruments, Sec-
tion 19, sub-section 4, provides that
the stamps shall be deemed to be
cancelled if lines or marks are drawn
across or impressed thereon, so as to
effectually render the stamp incapable
of being used for any other instrument.
It follows from this that a stroke or

bank.

The bank has no authority to affix
a stamp which the maker of any of
these instruments has neglected to af-
fix To do so would be to encourage
laxity on the part of the issuing pub-
lic, and to begin it would result in
trouble for the bank in collecting the
two cents. Besides, the party issuing
is liable to a penalty of fifty dollars
if he issues the instrument without
the stamp. It is hoped that with co-
operation on the part of the banks the
party issuing the cheque, note or bill
would no more think of letting the in-
strument leave his hands unstamped
than he would of mailing a letter in
the post office unstamped. Probably
banks, as a matter of convenience for
their customers, will require to keep
a supply of stamps on hand, which the
customer will pay for when he pur
chases the stamp to affix to his cheque
or note,

Section 19 of the Act provides for
the preparation of stamps for the pur-
poses of the Act by the Minister of
Inland Revenue, who will see to their
distribution, These. stamps will be
found in the hands of collectors of in-
land revenue, postmasters and other
icers of the government and other
persons who may be appointed by the
Minister of Inland Revenue to sell

of two cents in lieu of the stamps pre-
| pared by the Inland Revenue Depart-
ment. It is desirable, however, that
wherever possible the special stamp
prepared by the Inland Revenue De-
partment should be used.

It is not expected that cheques and
bills of exchange on which have been
impressed a stamp of the requisite
value by means of a die will come
into general use. It will be a consid-
erable expense to get cheques emboss-
ed for this purpose, as the work would
have to be done under the direction of
the Minister of Inland Revenue. The
adhesive stamp will be much handier
and probably in the working out of
this measure the number of adhesive
stamps used will bear the same pro-

The report of the general secretary,
Miss Charlotte A, Pratt, showed that
much useful work had been done dur-
ing the year. The relief work, mostly
in the way of providing coal, provis-
fons and- clothing was greater than
that of the preceding year, and involv-
ed conferences with clergymen and
others in thirty-nine cases. Encour
aging progress was shown in connec-
tion with the educational classes. Dur-
ing the year, the report shows, calls
were made by 502 King's Daughters;
telephone calls, 2,153; committees no-
tified of meetings, sixty-three; letters
received, 146; written, 111; press no-
tices, thirty-five; meetings held, mon-
thly, twelve; house committee, twelve
executive, nine; committee, twenty-
two; circle, forty; class nights, forty;
mothers’ meetings, seventeen; wom-
en's council, four; special, four; an-
nual, one. The report showed in de-
tail much good work in all depart-
ments.

The report of the hospital commit-
tee presented by Mrs. A. M. Fletcher
gave interesting particulars of valu-
able work done in the visitation of the
sick. Mrs. Fletcher also presented the
report of the mothers’ meeting com-
mittee. The food and fuel fund re-
port was presented by Miss Ella G.
Henderson and showed that the work
done had been much appreciated. The
house committee's report recorded
that 148 permanent boarders and
about 162 transients. Expenses for
the year were shown to be $2,123.92;
income $2,567.42; balance in hand
$443.60. The report of the spiritual
committee was given by Miss Laura
McLaughlin. It showed that all meet-
ings had been interesting and helpful.

The Comfort Circle report present-
ed by Miss Carolyn Nice was very
encouraging.

At the busi-
ness meeting which was short about
thirteen resolutions were dealt with,
all having a bearing upon the rela-
tions of the retailer with the whole-
saler or hig customer. One of the
matters dealt with was the Bulk's
Sale Act. The association approved
the principle of the bill sent before
the local legislature and turned down,
but favored some amendments calcu-
lated to bring everybody wishing to
sell out their property on an equal
footing, It was said a farmer or mer-
chant wishing to sell out should be
obliged to notify his creditors and ad-
vertise in the papers, and that there-
after it should be left to the creditors
to decide what they ghould do. The
convention favored the adoption of a
Garnishee Act such as they have in
Quebec, as a means of collecting small
debts.

After a business meeting in the af-
ternoon the members of the associ-
ation were taken in automobiles to
the sugar refinery which they in-
spected, and then to the Reversing
Falls and other points in the city.
Later they were entertained at lunch-
eon at’ Bond's restaurant and from
there they went to the Imperial Thea-
tre where a special programme was
put on for their benefit.

Altogether the members of the as-
gociation had a busy and enjoyable
day and will be more eager for the
gessions which will be continued to-
day.

In opening the afternoon meeting
President A. O, Skinner spoke of the
growth of the association in New
Brunswick and Canada generally. Re-
ferring to the importance of the re-
tailers, he sald that in St. John they
paid about seventy-five per cent. of
the city taxes.

Mayor Frink, on behalf of the city,
extended a welcome to the delegates,
and went to speak of the progress of
St. John in recent years. Much of
the progress of the city was due to
the activity of the men engaged in
commercial and mercantile pursuits.
On one point they had cause for con-
gratulation—in spite of the depression
of business and the desolation of war,
St. John and the province stood up as
a green oasis in the business world.
E. M. Trowern, gecretary of the
Dominion Association for eighteen
years, said St. John was a very beau-
tiful and well located city. He was
glad to see so many merchants assem-
bled to discuss their business affairs.
A. Murray of Fredericton made a
short address, discussing retail prob-
lems, and urging merchants to trade
with one another locally.

There are
over 250,000 retail merchants in Cana-
da, and their capital investment would
equal the capital invested in agricul-
ture and a lot of banks in addition.”
The speaker said the day for public
markets had gone, and he .did not
think much of the St. John city mar-
ket. He was pleased at the remark
of the Mayor that the people of St.
John looked at things carefully before
moving. That was good. The moment
you let your affairs get in control of
the dear soclalists—then the Lord
help you.
When Kitchener was asked what Eng-
land was fighting for, he said the right
of free and independent peoples to
govern themselves. It was to preserve
the same right England was fighting
for, that the merchants were getting
together.
Continuing the speaker said the re-
tail merchants had secured the pas-
sage of an act, prohibiting the sale of
goods for less than wholesale prices,
and this act had had a great effect. No
matter what their religion, merchants
believd they had to do what was
right, and all were agreed that Cana-
dian merchants from ocean to ocean
should be banded together in support
of this ideal.

The witnesses were Belvidere
Brooks, vice-president and former gen-
eral manager of the Western Union
Telegraph Company; Henry Lynch, a
telegraph operator, who claimed that
his unionism forced him into exile in
Winnipeg, Canada, to find work; H.
B. Perham, president of the Order
of Railroad Telegraphers; Edgar G.
Barrett, of Downer's Grove, Illinois,
a Western Union employe, who con-
fessed himself a former special agent,
or “spotter,” and Edward G. Reynolds
general manager of the Postal Tele-
graph and Cable Company.

Mr. Brooks made plain his opposi-
tion to the Commercial Telegraphe:s'
Union, as at present constituted, stat-
ing that the strike of 1907, which he
declared cost the Western Union
$5,000,000, was inaugurated at San
Francisco the day after the compauny
and a committee representing the tel-
egraphers had reached an agreement
to arbitrate the differences. “Since
then,” declared the withess, “we have
not cared to employ men interested
in the union.”

Mr. Brooks said he did not consider
wages high enough.

Mr. Reynolds said that the welfare
of the employes of the Postal Com-
pany were his personal and special
consideration. There is a union with-
in the company, he said, officers of
which take up grievances with the
head of the company. Vacations, with
pay are allowed, and there is a benefit
system. Mr. Reynolds disagreed with
the Western Union witnesses on the
wage question, asserting the telegraph-
ers were paid as much as they could
earn in any other field of endeavor,
Barrett said that, while engaged as

a spotter, he joined the Union to get

information to be used against that
body.

Commissioner O'Connell then read
to him his application for member-
ship. It bound the member to keep
faith with fellow-members, to do noth-
ing to injure them, and contained oth-
er pledges of loyalty.

Local Organization and its
Sphere of Eifort — How
Contributions are Sent to
Front.

The following article on the work of
the local Red Cross Society is printed
at the society’s request, in order that
all may understand just what the so-
ciety aims to do and how it plans to
do it.

The fact that Red Cross branches
organized locally are not independent

societies is one which the general
publis and, indeed, members them-
selves, are slow to grasp. The history
of the formation of the Red Cross

Society should now be familiar his-
tory; it is part of the loyalty of every
Canadian to know the why and where-
fore of the <Canadian organization,
which was established in Canada in
1896, and was the first colonial branch
established in any country. The first
aid was tendered to the belligerents
in the Spanish-American war, and was

from whence they came.
The Red Cross depot s a recelving
station, it belongs to the city, and
should be loyally supported and re
cognized by every organization send-
ing goods or money to the front. This,
of course, is not imperative, it is mere-
Iy a courteous recognition of the ef-
forts made by the war office to facili-
tate individual effort throughout the
Empire. Some doubt seems to exist
in regard to the final distribution of
goods sent through Red Cross chan-
nels. The question is frequently ask-
ed: “Do you receive a recognition of
your work?” If this means are the
goods duly acknowledged to the local
depots day by day, week by week, the
answer is “No.” But there are issued
from time to time by the British and
Canadian Red Cross societles little
pamphlets in which the work is ac-
knowledged; also lists of things re-
ceived are printed in a little booklet,
Reasons why you should support the
Canadian Red Cross Soclety. It has
not yet dawned upon those hard work-
ed people in Toronto and in London
that in the midst of this terrible war,
when it is difficult to obtain word of
the sick and wounded that living in-
dividuals should require a letter ac-
knowledging their gifts. To want ap-
preciation is human, but the very fact
that from headquarters comes specific
requests is sufficient answer to those
who have faith in an admiralty and a
war office that has kept open through
all these terrible months the channel
of communication all over the Empire.
The question of socks is another
burning question. Socks have been
asked for from the hospital depart-
ments and from the field comfort sup-
ply depots. Thousands of socks have
been sent through the local depot
which has over 400 knitters always at
work That they have nreached the
soldiers at the front is known definite-

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST
LAND REGULATIONS.

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a quar-
ter-section of avallable Dominion land in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minjon Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be
made at any Dominion Lands Agency (but
not Sub-Agency), on certain conditions,

Funeral Wednesday afternoon.
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Three beo:r shop keepers
face Police Court on
charge of illegal liquor
selling.

Frenk Marney of Brussels street,
George Moses of Brunawick street, and
Ida Patnaude of Erin street, were be
fore the magistrate in the police court
yesterday afternoon om the charge of
selling liquor without a license. While
the charge took that form against the
defendants, it was not the usual case
which d& generally heard when persons
have been selling whiskey, gin or ale,
but, in these three cases, the persons
reported had sold mothing but bottles
of Pilsner beer, and on the labels of
the bottles were the words “Pilsner
Beer, non-intoxicant, manufactured by
W. B. Daley, St. John.”

In all three cases the defendants
were innocent of the knowledge that
in selling this beer, as an ordinary
soft dnink, allowed them under the
holding of a beer license, they were
selling a beverage containing more
than three per cemnt. of alcohol, and,
therefore, liable . L. A, Conlon ap-
peared as counsel for the defendants.

The first case taken up was that
against Frank Marney. Special Po-
licoman McMahon testified that he
purchased two bottles of Pilsner beer
from Marney in his shop on Brussels
street on March 20th, for which he
paid 24 cents. Witness took the beer
to the Chief of Police and later was in-
structed by the Chief to take it to M.
V. Paddock to be analysed.

M. V. Paddock gave evidence that he
had analysed the beer and found that
it contained 3.06 alcohol.

Mr. Conlon for the defence pointed
out that his client was unaware that
the beer contained such a percentage
of alcohol, as he had purchased it
from a dealer believing it to be non-
intoxicant,

The court said there was nothing
to do but adjudge him guilty and Mar-
ney was fined one hundred dollars or
three months in jail,

The next case taken up was that
against George Moses. Special Officer
McMahon was also the officer in this
case and testified that on March 23rd
he purchased two bottles of Daley’s
Pilsner beer from a woman in a shop
at 29 Brunswick street, and they
claimed the shop was kept by George
Moses. Witness said that on March
27th, on the order of the Chief of
Police, he took the beer to M. V. Pad-
dock to be amalysed.

At this stage of the testimony there
were some sharp passes between Mr.
Conlon and the witness. Mr. Conlon
asked witness if he was the same man
who had tended bar in Fredericton and
St, Stephen. Witness declined to ans-
wer, eaying he would mot tell where
he worked before he went on the police
force, and that the lawyer was only
trying to show him up, and that he
was just as smart as the lawyer, The
court ruled that the witness was not
obliged to answer the questions.

John O'Neilll and <Chief Simpson
of the police force testified as to the
identity of the bottle in evidence,

M. V. Paddock testified that he had
enalysed the contents of the boitle
and found that it contained 3.36 per
cent. of absolute alcohol by weight,
and it was anlysed by distilation., This
case was adjourned until next Friday
afternoon at 2.30 o'clock when License
Inspector Jones will be called regard-
ing the issuance of a license to Moses.

Ida Patnaude was the mext defend-
ant. In this case John O'Neill gave
ovidence that on March 23rd he pur-
chased two bottles ef Daley’s Pilsner
beer from the defendant in her store
67 Erin street and was acting under
the instructions of Chief of Police
Simpson.

M. V. Paddock sworn, testified that
he had analysed the contents of the
bottle in question and found that it
contained 3.47 of alcohol,

In answer to Mr. Conlon the wit-
ness said that beer with that percent-
age of alcohol could be intoxicating.
Witness then gave the following per
centages of alcohol to be found in
liquors: Whiskey, 35 per cent; brandy
about 45; lager beer as high as § or 6;
and not under 8 per cent; sherry wine,
14 or 15; tawney port, 14; Budweiser
beer, 5; Jamaica ginger, 90,

This case was also adjourned until
Friday afternoon next at 2.30 o'clock.
