Look Towards The
Amateur Standing

The Summer Season for
Sports Is Fast Approuching
~Athletes Should be Care-
ful.

Now that the baseball season in the
Maritime Provinces is fast approach-
ing, and it will not be long before the
athletes will be preparing for the
track and field meets, it woukd be well
to jog the memory of those taking
part, to look towards their amateur
standing. It is an important subject far
all those intending to take part in the
different athletic events, To play with
or against any professional or unregis-
tered player will certainly get a good
amateur in wrong. There afe thous
(ands of good young amateurs in the
‘Prov!uca who should be very careful
{88 tu thelr standing. To play with any
{so called independent body may get
them {nto serious difficulty. The whole,
matter was thoroughly threshed out
o a recent meeting of delegates re-
presenting the amateur clubs in the
Maritime Provinces, when by a large
majority it was declded to agree with
the so called “Covey Affidavit,” and
there appears to be mno real reason
why the amateur rulings should not
be lived up to the letter. Since the
sal® meeting many proposals  have
been publicly expressed principally by
those who are opposed to the affidav-
it, and the question is now asked, “why
did not these proposals be put forfth
at the meeting where the representa.
tives of the clubs had assembled, and
why 18 it that some people attempt
to call themselves independent while
some of thelr players had stated that
they could not take the affidavit as
to their amateur standing?’ Certain
persons in Picton want amateurs ana
professionals to mix. Auy person who
has followed the game for any length
of time kuows perfectly well that such
could not be thought of. As for spe-
clal priges, other than medals or cups,
it appears that some athletes are not
quite clear on the matter. The affidav-
it clearly covers all special prizes and
the affidavit does not effect the pay
for all legitimate expenses as set out
in the rule book of the A, A, U. of C.

There 18 only one way for the amat-
eur to do, and that is to play the game
fair, and if he does not care to follow
the amateur rulings, them drop out
manfully and become a professional.
If there {3 an athlete who cannot take
the affidavit that he Is an amateur

lo‘lry and encoutrage good true amat.
eurs to follow in his footsteps, It is
a case of house cleaning as far as the
amateur officials are concerned and
will certainly benéfit the persém who
desires. to keep clean in sport,

There has been recently, so
we learn #rom the New York oorres-
pondence of a financial contemporary,
a considerable number of enguiries
made among the various Canadian
agencies in the United States which

world early in 1920.

American manufacturers are finding

that there will be no very consider-

This was the only pat
of disagreement in the treaty.

The war ministér states Japan ol-
fered “to negotiate” withdrawal after
the signing of the treaty. Popular
opinion favors immediate withdraw-
al’ which hindered Matsushima.

Petrov often referred to the Jap-
anese newspapers asking why Japan
did not evacuate when the people fa-
vored withdrawal. :

Labor Deputation
Given Rude Shock
. By Premier Hughes

Their Complaints More Than
He Could Stand and He
Said Things.

Loundon, April 20-—(By Canadian
Press.)—Premier W. M. Hughes, of
Australia, somewhat shocked a depu-
tation of shipwrights and allied trades
that waited on him recently, according
to'the Melbourne correspondent of the
London Times. The deputation com-
plained to the Premier of the Austral
fan Commonwealth that four Common-
wealth ships had peen repaired at Ant-
werp; instead of in Australia, and that
two had been repaired in India by
black labor, receiving 8 annas ‘(eight
pence) a day,

The shock came in connection with
the latter complaint. This proved too
much for the Premier., He jumped
from his chair and exploded: “Black

labor be damned.” He followed this
up by execlaiming to the deputation:
“Go to blithering blazes. Don't talk
to me about black labor.”

Before the deputation could recover
its breath Premier Hughes was hurry-
ing from his room and pushing his
way through the deputation.” He
stopped long enough to say that only
one ship had been repaired at Ant-
werp. The policy of the Government,
he declared, was to have all repairs
effected in Australia, but he insisted
that-one must allow for emergencies.
The labor representatives present
endeavored to appease the Premier,
but he slipped into his motor car and
was off, while the astonished depua-
tion stood heipless in his room.

After one
of Mr. Logan's speeches before the
St. John Board of Trade, long be-
fore there was a Dominion election
in sight, Hon W. H. Foster, Premier
of New Brunswick, arose and said
there was undoubtedly a real danger
of a secession movement if the out-
standing claims of the Maritimes and
their future interests did not receive
greater consideration firom Ottawa
than they had received in the past.
Mr. Foster deprecated the idea of se-
cessivn, but declared that it would
be unwise to ignore the possibilities
inherent in the present dissatisfaction
of Maritime people with their statns
in the Canadian Confederation. And
to this no dissent was made by a re-
presentative gathering of the busiess
men of the chief city of New Bruns-
wick.

Recent events have rather conspir-
ed to change the objective of the
Maritime grouch from Ottawa to To-
ronto. An important officlal of the
Nova Scotia government solemnly as-
serted that the principal issue in the
last Federal elections was Toronto.
“Not that Toronto is not a city of
very good people, enterprising and
industirious,” he added, “But Toronto
is too fond of referring to the rights
of Quebec as dangerous bogles of
varions sorts, and seeing in the in-
sistence of the Maritimes upon their
rights under Confederation, impudent
demands for political patromage and
special privileges.” A similar feeling
found public expression, when a Hali-
fax business man, long time manager
of an important Maritime Bank, de-
clared that Ontario had exercised an
undue influence in shaping the fiseal,
tranip tion and cial poll
cies of Confederation and that the con-
sequent subordination of the interests
of the Maritimes had prevented them
folfilling the promise of their pre-
Confederation development.

The fact of the matter, however, is
that the political effects of Confeder
ation offer a rather inadequate ex-
planation of the relative retardation
of the industrial and commercial pro-
gress of the Maritimes, as compared
with other provinces. The major
causes of their unsatisfactory con-
ditions lie within the domain of eco-
nomics,“and are interwoven with the
developments in the techniqune of clv-
ilization which has changed the whole
industrial and commercial complexion
of the modern world.

The appearance of the iron steamer
and railway would have effected a rev-
olution in the industry and commerce
of the Maritime Provinces, if they
had never entered Confederation. Am-
erica, with great wealth, vast resour-
ces and varied technique, was not able
to hold her own as a mercantile ma-
rine power when the iron and steel
steamer began to seriously bid for the
carrying trede of the world, although
her wooden ships had attained ton-
nage nearly equal to Britain’s and
had surpassed Britain’s mercantile

When ' the trial of John Paris,
charged with the murder of =Sidie
McAulgy, " was  resumed  Saturday
[ moruing a large crowd was present.
The prisoner took the gtand and was
durther questioned about his move-
ments in Truro on August 2; also
about the journey from Truro to St.
John and what happened on his re.
turn to this city,

* Paris said that he was rowed
across the river by Willlam Sweet.
He and 'Humphrey had a conversa-
tion with Krnest Canipbell, as the
latter had said, but it was on August
‘4. He had rowed across the river
with Humphrey and John Best might
have seen them, but Mrs. Craft
could, not. The prisoner said he had
ireen acquiring an education since
the last trial and.could now read a
little,

In November, Paris said, he. had
been taught to write by a man who
was in jail for debt.He was in 8ol-
tary confinement at the time. The
debtor’s cell was about twelve feet
away, but he was allowed to pass in
the. hall. He was in jail about five
weeks. After that he got odd .words
from the-hallmen; Smith, Keefe and
Davis. He thought his first teacher's
name was Blundage. Paris continued
that he occupied the same cell after
he was sentenced at the last trial as
before, and said he had been kept in
the condemned cell since the first duyi
he was arrested. He could not readi
writing, but could read print. He
was taught to write by means of a
copy. He reproduced the copy on a
sheet of paper. He could not be cer:
tain that the words were identical
with that of the original copy. He
told Bimndage to make the copy like a
letter, He told the man that he had
to learn to write as he could not get
anyone to " write his letters . for
him. He then said that the copy
that ‘had been shent him contained
three times as many words than the
one he had made in court. The Attor-
ney- General instructed him to make
another copy like the original. Mr.
Vernon objected to any questions be.
ing asked about the copy. Paris con-|
tinued that he had learned to write
well enotigh to write a letter to his
mother. He had no exact recollection
of the words he had told Blundage &9
write. 'What he had written on the|
paper was what he had learned in
jail. All he remembered was that he
told him he had no education and
wanted to learn to write. He was
positive he could not read or write at
the first and second trials. Within
three weeks of his firstJessonhe sent
& letter, hut could not say if it was
understood.

The copy was placed in evidence.

Returning to August 2 Paris told
of places he had visited in Truro on
August 2. He was at the Eastern
Hat ahd Cap Co. and at Spencer's
garage between two and six o'clock,
but could not say exactly. He was
at Nichol's garage before that, be-
tween one and four. He was at the
Island and saw some policemen there
but could not say what tfime it was.
He could ‘not swear if he told Chief
Frazer where he was on August 2,
but if he sald so at the former trials
it must be so. He had sold mush-
robms on August 2, but could noy
remember whether it ‘was to Moxon's
or not. He had sold mushrooms to
Moxon's a number of times, There
was some one with him, he ‘thought
a child. It might have been his lit-
tle nephew.

Paris said he thought he was at
Moxon’s store on the afternmoon of
August 3. He did not think he had
sworn on the last trial that on Aug-
ust 3 he was not in town_ that after-
ncon. He then said he did not re-
member whether he was at Moxon's
or not in the afternoon. He was in
the store during the evening just be.
fore leaving for the train to come to
St. John.

At the request of the Attorney Cean-
eéral the prisoner.‘drew a plan of the
store. He said Louis Bya~d was with
him in the evening, but he was not
sure whether Byard entered the store
with ®im or stayed outside. There
was_a third man present whom he did
not know. Mr. Moxon was behind the
counter. *

On the 6th of August the prisoner
claimed to have been in St John and
said he hauled ashes on this date,

The witness estimated the distance
between the Clyke and the Kaiser
(Paris’ grandmother's) house, as a
hundred yards, and said that Paris
would be incorrect if he stated the
distance to be eighteen feet.

Gordon  Hayman, .carpenter-contrac-
tor, farmer, and property owner of
Truro, stated he had known Paris for
over fifteen years, and identified the
accused in the court room, as the man
he had known. His first recbllection
of Paris, he said, was while the lat-
ter was a young fellow attending the
Willow Street School in Truro.

Witness said he was at the Tru
station on the night of August 3, be-
cause his son, Yuill, left that night
for the West on the No. 9 train with
the Harvesters’ excursion.

Building Case
Befﬂhe Court

Evidence Heard Saturday in
Charge Preferred Against
the N. J. Lahood Company.

A case that is causing considerable
interest is that preferred against the
N. J. LaHood Company, charged with
erecting a building on Charlotte street
next to ‘the Dufferin Hotel, contrary
to the regulations given in the per-
mit, and also with erecting the same
b“uding contrary to the by-law re-
ferring to the erection of wooden
buildings in fire districts No. 1 and 2.

The case was resumed in the police
court Saturday when Mr. Tobias was
recalled on the first charge and said
the building was being built on rock.
Inspector Carleton being recalled said
the height of the building was meas-
ured from the cuib on Charlotte St.

In the second case, the Inspector
told of receiving and granting the per-
mit for the building and of cancelling
it. on April 7th. He said that he was
not asked for anothar permit.

James Newlands told of the meas.
urements of the building, and said he
did not recall the wording of the per-
mit. He said the ceilings were steel
and the walls plaster.

Commissioner ~Thornton testified
that he first saw the building on April
8. At that time the rough floor was
down and the frame up on one side,
On April ilth or 12th, he said the
frame was all up with the exception
of the roof and was partly boarded in.
About the 20th the roof was well un-
der way., He said he understood the
permit had been granted om March
29th. At that time there was mno by-
law extending fire district No. 1 to in-
clude district No. 2. He thought the
by-law went through on April 12th. He
said he notified the workmen to stop
work on the 8th, and the company had
been sent previdus notice as it was
proposed to put through the by-law re-
ferred to, and on.that account he wish-
ed the construction on the building
stopped.

Tae case was closed for both sides.
B. L. Gerow for the defense, asked
that the case be dismissed, as he said
the commissioner had not made the
charge in good faith. He showed that
the permit was cancelled on April 8th,
and twelve. days later, the measure-
‘ments were taken, while Commission-
er Thornton said the permit was can-
celled. in accordance with the pro-
posed by-law. He further said no rea-
son had been.given for the order to
stop building. The building was prac-
tically the same as required by the
permit and over $2,500 worth of work
had been completed when the order
permit was_ cancelled.

‘W. H. Harrison, for the city, con-
tended that the building was erected
contrary to the regulations, and in
the first case and in the second case
was contrary to the fire law for both
districts No. 1 and No. 2 so that the
new by-laws did not affect it.

The case was set over till today.

Sermon of Interest Preached
by Rev. Harry B. Clarke in
Portland Methodist—Large

Clarke took gs his text the
words of Gen. 4-21: “And his broth-
er's name was Jubal, the father of all |

such as handle the harp and organ.”

In opening the preacher said fail-
ure to appreciate music did not ne-
cessarily mean a lack of intellect for
Dean Hook, one of the leaders of the
Anglican church, who was the father
of the statement that “Handel's Mes
siah’ had turned more - sinners to
righteousness than all the sermons
ever preached, knew only two tumes,
the National Anthem and the other le
had forgotten.

He referred first to music in nature
and said the earth was only the echo
of the sphere. Dealing with ancient
music he said the Bible was the au-
thority on which we had to rely for
our earliest knowledge. Jubal, sixth
in descent from Cain, was the first
musician in history. The organ of
that day however was not the modern
instrument but was a mouth instru-
ment with pipes of various sizes and
sometimes known as a “Pan Pipe.™

He then refgrred to music in wor-
ship. The Hebrews had developed
this idea in a wonda:!al way and in
the Temple worship used seven dif-
ferent instruments. In later days ft
had become omne of the most impert-
ant parts of the service and the
hymn book had played a big part in
bringing about the unity which ex-
isted between the different denomin-
ations.

The hymn book was the most Ca-
tholic compilation of church. While
all could not preach from every pul-
pit and all might not sit together at
the communion table, yet when the
hymn book was opened it brought
about a communion of saints of all
credds.
