The Harbor.

The mercantile classes of St. John are
waiting patiently for the Common Coun-
cil to take some action on the sugges-
tion of the Board of Trade that the hat-
bor be placed under a Government
Commission. The harbor is rapidly
shoaling for want of dredging, and the
channel has been very much natrowed,
and may be narrowed still more, by the
extension of private wharves. While
business increases the accommodation
lessens.
from sure destruction, thade safe for pre:
sent purposes and large enough for the
future, without the expenditure of a very
much larger sum than the property
owners of St. Jolin are willing to tax
themselves for. The only resonrce open
is to place the harbor under the Govern-
ment of Canada, so that Parliament may
be asked to authorize the raising of a
special revenue for the carrying out of
the necessary imprdvements. Parlia-
ment will never put any more funds at
the disposal of our present harbor cus:
todians, nor do anything for us until we
have followed the example of Montreal
and Quebee, and the sooncr the Com-
mon Council passes a resolution inviting
the Government to take the harbor off
the hands of the Corporation the better.
The important harbors of the world are
in commission; municipal bodies have
everywhere shown - theit inability to
initiate and sustiin a proper system of
preservation and improvement; and
we, with our useless Ilarbor
Commiittee; . whose  Chairman  is
the annually electcd Mayor, are far
behind the age. If the harbor were in
charge of Commissioners, with a reve-
nue arising from some special impost, it
might, in the course of afew years, be
restored to its ancient boundaries, and
the dangers of its entrance greatly les-
sened. lthas been acquiritg an evil
reputation very fast, of late years, the
effect of which on the trade of the port
is already considerable. When legislat-
ing the harbor into Commission, Parlia-
ment will, doubtless, pmvidé the neces-
gary measures for preventing the etimp-
ing of sailors and fraudulent conspira-
cles of tugboat owners. The question of
surrendering our rapidly degenerating.
harbor to the Government, so that it
may be dredged out, and otherwise im=
proved, is more important than any
other question now before the people of
St. John, and it is to be hoped that the
Common Council will waive the petty
patronage derived from its control, and
act for the best interests of the port.

Change of Tune?

When two or three English Tory pa-
pers condemned Sir John A. Macdonald,
the Toronto Globe and its echoes cried
out lustily that the voice of the English
press, even that of the Tory press, was
against theirenemies. But wh the Loz
don Liberal papers came out with arti-
cles praising and approving of most of
the things the Grits condemned, and
using much harsher language to the |
Grits for uttering and reiterating false
and slanderous charges—charges that
have been proved to be false —than to
Sir John Macdonald for having raised
and used an election fund, it aroused
the wrath of the Globe and its echoes.
They condemn the Liberal press, they
shake their fists at the Liberal press, and
they impute ignorance and evil motives
to the Liberal press. And then the
Times—the Times at whose first articles
they had clutehed with shouts of joy—
after it had expressed its disapprobation
of Sir John began to p#b the lash on the
backs of the letter-stealing politicians,
slander-mongering  partisans, and
grossly  inconsistent law-givers of
the Grit ecamp. Then an outery
is raised against the Times. It is
no longer the “wise” Times, the * in-
dependent” Times, the “well informed”
Times, the “impartial” Times; but it is
ignorant, partisan, and ohjectionable al-
together—as bad, in short, as the Liber-
al press. And this is just the Grit
system from beginning to end. The
man or the journal that supports them
is great and good, and the man or
journal that opposes them or exposes
their inconsistencies and hypocritical
cant is corrupt andignorant. Men who
were denounced by the great Grit organ
as the most degraded of their kind
when they were candidates for Parlia-
ment, and charged with being paid tools
of a corrupt Ministry after they got in-
to Parliament, are now lauded as pure
patriots, wise statesmen, high-minded
and honorable men. And this is the
Grit system right through. They have
been well named “The Organized Hypo-
crisy” by the popular voice, and their
leaders seem proud of the distinction.

Church Millinery Agitation.

The Episcopal Church in St. Jodn is
somewhat agitated over millinery mat-
ters just now. Some men of the St.
John’scongregation—grown men—have
been carrying around a petition praying
the Rev. Mr. Armstrong to preach in
white robes instead of black, and the
new Rector of Trinily, after having
preached in black a few times; has don-
ned thesurplice. The important change
was made yesterday, and many mem-
bers of the congregation were deeply
offended at thé Rector’s action. Their

! grandfathers, fathers and themselves

had listened to the preaching of the Gos-
pel in that Church by black-gowned
Rectors, and they felt that they had paid
their money for a continuance of the

surplice. Othersagain thought only of the
service and the sermon, caring nothing
at.all about the color of the preacher’s
clothes. Tt is to be hoped that we are
not to have anothet Church scandal in
St. John over this question. Let the
disgusted members of Trinity, and the
disappointed petitioners of St. John’s,
exchange seats, and then all will be
satisfied. - We give this advice freely,
and hope to see It acted on quietly. It
will involve some trouble, of course, but
better that than quartelling in the house
of God.

The people are most
of them Catholics, and warmly attached
to their Archbishop, himsclf a Pole, and
no friend to the Prussian government.

Board of Trade.

Th> question of Dominion Lloyds, ‘an-
nHunced as the subject for discussion this
morning, secured a very large represen-
tation of the members. The minutes of
the last meeting were read, after which
the President, C. H. Fairweather,
briefly stated the object of the meeting.
He had received a telegram from the
Hon. Minister of Marine asking for a de-
legation frcm the Board to meet Lloyds
surveyors from Quebee, Prince Edward
Island, and a delegate from Kings Coun-
ty Board. It was a question in which
nearly all were interested, as the Domin-
ion Lloyds was to be established contrary
to the call of the Board for delay. Inthe
formation of rules, the interests of St.
John should not be ignored. This is the
purpose for which the meeting was called.

Mr. S. S. Hall moved that this Board
appoint a delegate to go to Ottawa, and
assist in framing rules and regulations
for the Dominion Lloyds.

Mr. J. W. Scammell seconded the mo-
tion to appoint a delegate.

A. L. Palmer, Esq., then spoke, refer-
ring to the discussions on the subject in
Parliament. He had seen that, rightly
or wrongly, the large majority of the
members of Parliament were determined
that ships should not go to sea without
Government inspection. He had,on a pre:
vious occasion, asked that rules should
be drawn by the Board to direct the Go*
vernment in forming the Lloyds. At tlie
present time he did notthink it right that
a delegate should go to Ottawa, as his
action would bind the entire Board. If,
when the rules are sent back for con-
sideration, any exceptions are taken, the
Government could justly say that they
were framed by comsent ot a delegate
from St. John. He could not think that
the Government would frame faws and
force them on the country without free
discussion. The classification of vessels
by the Act would not be made compul-
sory.

Mr. J. W. Scammell made a speech in
faver of the resolution. The Minister of
Marine had told a delegation of tlis
Board that he would oppose compulsory
classification. The Minister had asked
for a delegate representing the views of
St. John, and he thought it would be bet-
ter to act in concert with him. The
delegate might have power to telegraph
for instructions as the various rules came
up for discussion.

Mr. John Burpee stated that the ma-
jority of the Reform Government was op-
posed to the cstablishment of Dominion
Lloyds, and if prompt action was taken
they might have their wishes granted.
He was entirely opposed to it.

James Domviile, Esq., wanted to know
if Mr. Burpee spoke authoritatively, as
the leader of the Reform Party:

Mr. Burpee said he did not: \

Mr. Domville said from what It¢ had
heard from members of the so called Re-
form party the establishment of these
Lloyds was inevitable.

Mr. Burpce wanted to kmow if they
gave him their counsel, or if he only
considered such to be the fact.

Mr. Domville called him to order, and
told him it was not only illmannered to in-
terrupt, but uncotistitutional: The Presi:
dent called ordef, and Mr. Domville
finished his speech in quiet. He favored
a delegation.

Mr. R. H. DeVeber said that after Mr.
Domville’s action in Parliament k¢ was
surprised at liim sayliig anything.
He opposed sending a delegation;
or taking any action o the request of the
Minister of Marine:

Hon. T. R. Jomes
had been too much

thought there
vacillating al-

ready amongst the members of the Board: ;

As the Lloyds will not be compulsory the
ship owners should not hold up theirhands
against it. If the English and French
Lloyds were to unite tliis Liloyds would
be their only protection.

Mr. W. C. Watson made a speech op*
posing the Lloyds, and also regretted the

! personal element that liad been introduc-

ed into the discussion. Members deemed
the meetings of the Board a good place
to fight their private battles in. Being
entirely opposed to the Lloyds lie should
not vote either way on the resolutiott Be:
fore the meeting.

Mr. G. McLeod moved an amendient,

that it was not desirable to have a Domi-
nion Lloyds, and that the Board refuse

to send a delegate to Ottawa, but rencw |

their remonstrance to the Government,

Mr. Dunn spoke in favor of Mr. Mc-
Leod’s motion and opposing the Lloyds,
during which Mr. Tuck interrupted him,
and he challenged Mr: Tuck or any other
man to discuss the question with him.

Mr. Harrison thought that as Canada
was now the third rate power she should
have Lloyds of her own.

Mr. Tuck objected to the law being
called “The Government law” as Mi:
Dunn had done. It wasa law passed by
the Dominion Parliament, and by no
party. This brought Mr.Dunn to his
feet, and Mr. Ellis rose to a point of ot
der. Several others were trying to
speak,and forsome time confusion reign-
ed. Itlooked as if there might be some
fun, but they cooled down after a little,
and the discussion was resumed.

Mr. C. W. Weldon gave a legal dis-
quisition on the subject. He thought
that as our ships sail under the British
flag, all legislation should be from the
Imperial Parliament. It was a commer-
cial question, however, and one that he
was not particularly interested in.

Mr. Palmer opposed- this idea of Mr.
Weldon’s and thought that Canada should
legislate for her own ships. The Im-
perial Parliament dare not stop the legis-
lation of the Parliament of Canada for
the good of her own commcrece. As the
subject was one of greut interest and as
many had not had a chance to speak, he
suggested an adjournment of the dcbate:
