'NOTES AND NEWS.
UNITED STATES.

Flour is.selling at $22.50 per barrel in
Helena, Montana, and is scarce at that.

A woman in Louisville, Tenn., recently
sneezed a false tooth out,while feeding her
chickens, and one of them picked it up
whereupon the woman caught the chicken,
cut open the crop, and, having taken out
the tooth, sewed it up again. ' The chick-
en lives to crow over the adventure.

Ribbed glass for roofs and cellar win-
dows is comparatively a recent‘introdue-
tion. The Boston and Lowell Railroad
station at Boston is roofed with 25,000
feet of this glass, weighing three pounds
to the square foot; and the Boston and
Providence station has on its roof 18,000
feet, weighing four pounds to the square
foot. :

A resident of Indianapolis has a moss
agate found in Dakota Territory which is
an inch long and aboaut half an inch wide,
the moss in which is m the form of a cas-
tle with tiree distinct towers, and along,
low wail extending back toward the sea
line, which is very clearly defined.

A Warning from One Iieyend the
Grave.

About three miles southeast of the city

of Schenectady the highway is intersect-
ed by the New York Central Railroad.

At this point an aged couple, Mr. and

Mrs. W., well known to all the citizeus,

and that the venture will be made next’

‘| returning home from an evening drive,

were struck and instantly killed by -the
train due in Schepectady at6 p. m. This
accident occurred at ten minutes before
6 p. m. e .

At ten minutes past5 a lady in the city,
Mrs. C., of a highly nervous organiza-
tion, and intimately acquainted with the
unfortunate couple, answered a ring at
the front door of her house, heard by
both her husband and sister. She found
standing at her door an elderly lady,
whom she had neverbefore seen, dresse:
in the'fashion of years long since gone
by. The stranger said nothing, when the
lady of the house opened the conversa-
tion by observing: .

«I do not know you; do you wish any-
thing?”

«“Nor I you,” replied the old lady.
“Send down to the 6 o’clock train;. the
bodies of Mr. and Mrs. W. will be in it.”

The old lady then walked off. Mrs. C.
jmmediately told her husband, who was
in the house, aud asked hiin to go down
to the depot, which was not-at any great
distance. He, however, ridiculed his
‘wife and her nervous apprehensions; but
being again u , went down to' the

‘depot to find that the' train had not: yet

arrived, and no report -of any acciden’.
He returned home at-5.40—even yet be-
tore the accident—to laugh at his wife
and her fears. - The train arrived a little
late, and in a few minutes a-messenger
rushed ‘up to say that the dead bodies of
the old couple were on the trainy and to
request Mr. C. to come down, which he
did, and helped them off. The messenger
was seat up to Mr. C.-in'consequence of
his first visit and inguiries. There were
no means of telegraphic communication
with the place where 'the accident: hap-
pened. Afterward, in ‘describing the
appearance of the lady to.a sister of Mrs.
W., she recognized it at once as a faith-
ful portrayal of her mother, who had been
dead many years. 4

The Cannibal NiamsNiams,~>
The London. Times draws the follow-
ing’ sketch from: ;Dr. . Schweinfurth’s
¢« Heart of Africa”: But here we are in
Wando’s ' territory, thit capnibal King,
and the question is how he is to be ap-
proached. After making 4" little halt at
an outlying seribah of the Nubian, to
reach which they had to cross a wilder-
ness of trees for eight days, they found
themselves in latit iCe 4 degrees 50 min-
utes noi th, and about 80 miles due south
from Sabba, Aboo Sammat’s headquar-
ters. At last they planged into Wando’s

country some 1,000 strong, and were |

soon in the very heart of the Niam-Ni-
ams. The name Niam-Niams means
¢ great eaters,” which we detect in the
common , West Indian ‘“nyam,” for to
¢ eat,” and which is certainly well appli-
ed toa cannibal race. As these people
paid such attentivn to their frizzled hair,

no@lng abont Dr. Schweinfarth’s ap-
~

pearance so interested . them as his j»

straight hair, which he wore purposely
long. It was not his color; they had
heard of, if they had not seen, white
men ; but that a human being should have
stch long lank hair seemed to them so
strange that they looked upon its owner
as something supernatural. ~ All this
time, though they had seen nothing of
Wando himself, they had met two of his
brothers, wlo had traated § .em well, but
Wando remained sulky aund threatening

In this position of affairs, Aboo Sammat
took the bull by the horns, borrowed
Schweinflrth’s fevolver, and set off lor
Wando’s camp, attended only by his body
guard. This move was quite successtul,
and the hos ile chief- patched up a friend-
ship wlich lasred, however, but a short
time. The immed dte result was a grand
fraternization of ‘the Miam-Niams .with
the Nubians, great banquets, ifrequent po-
tations of merissa or native beer, and &
visit of Wando himself to Dr. Schwein-
furth. - Though the sable potentate
showed at this interview all the sel-posr
session of a Savage, sitting, in all but ab-
solate nakedness, on Schweinfurth’s only
chair, - and ‘revealing an -‘exuber

ance of fat.. which made the chair’s
owner tr:mble, he went away in
great fear, for the traveller took
him so roughly to task for his want of
hospitality in sending him nothing to eat,
and still more for his hostile demonstra-
tions—a scolding which was accompanied
by repeated blows of the fist on the t@ble
—that Wando was at his wit’send. When
in addition to this the traveller's attend-
ants pointed out to the King the a.::iul
consequences which would befall hinf if
he touched a hair of the traveller's head,
who at a word could make the earthy yawn
and give out flames that would consume
him and his people, it-is easy to under-
stand how penitent Wando became, and
that as soon as he went back he sent the
Frank ‘“a revolting ragout made out of
the entrails of an elephant at least 200
vears old.” This dainty dish was at once
handed..over to Schweinfurth’s faithful
Bongo bearers; but alas! for the credit
of King Wando's cookery, ouly to be re-
jected by them with the greatest disdain.
By this timne every one in the camp ex-
cept our traveller’s personal attendants
was firmly convinced that he was
a “Leaf-eater,” and that he -went about
in the ‘woods and plucked flowers and
leaves only to satisfy the cravings -of -a
morbid vegetarian appetite. *“This
Frank,” they said, ““is never so happy as
when he can get into a thicket in a forest
where, dismissing his attendants, he ga-
thers and devours an enormous quantity
of leaves.” It was observed, too, that on
such occasions he always came forth
from the woods with an exhilarated ex-
pression and a satiated look; what fur-
ther proof, then, was needed that it was
thus that he songht and found his daily
food? So convinced were the Niam-
Niams of this they mnicknamed him
“Mbarik-pa,”’. or the ‘‘Leaf-eater,” a
name by which he was at last known to
all the tribes. Coupled with this were
wild stories that there were no trees in
the lands of the Franks, and that leaves
were such a novelty that they could not
forbear to pluck them. This was what
the Niam-Niams thought of Schweinfuarth,
but it will bc asked what did the -travel-
ler think of them? On the whole he is
favorably dispesed towards them in spite
of their undoubted cannihalism, of which
he had numerous proofs. Nothing could
exceed their hodesty, and their women
were remarkable for their modesty and
morality. The Niam-Niams are good fa-
thers and mothers, and most devoted
husbands. It several times happened
during this expedition that Abbo Sammat
and his men had in their passage through
Niam-Niam districts to seize some of
their women as a material guaranty, and
in every case this step brought the hus-
bands of the pledges thus tuken to rea-

| son. As for thelir cannibalism, they have
not, unfortunately,the excuse of the New
Zealanders and South Sea Islanders for
this habit; there is no scarcity of food
to drive them to prey on their own
species, for they are skilful hunters and
live in the very district where the best
supplies of ivory are drawn, and which,
besides elephants, abounds in buffaloes
and antelopes. Yet the Niam-Niams are
not only, cannibals who eat the flesh of
men slain in battle, but they will fall - on
a dying ‘man or child and pop him
into ' their “cauldrons, and even ' dis-
turb the .dead  in their graves to
devour their. putrid remains. So in-
veterate is this man-eating in them and
other tribes, suchias the Monbuttoo, that
Schweinfurth thinks thata fat white man,
in spite of the nimbus of respect and
dread which' protects a Frank, could
hardly traverse their country in safety;
and as for fat negroes, the onlv Niam-
Niam who was against eating them was
King Wando, who informed our traveller
that men came t> him for shelter when
they found themselves growing too fat,
for fear.lest they should be eaten by the
inveterate man-eaters who surrounded
then. 'None of these fut ‘men, who noj
doubt had often eaten others, would have
parodied Butler and said—
- ** Doubtless the pleasure is as great
** Of being eaten as to eat.”

On the contrary they fled to Wando asto
an asylum, and, having flattcned on men,
now looked on cannibalism with extreme
aversion. At first it must be owned that
Sehweinfarth could rot believe that .he
was living amoug a cannibel race, but.the
further he went into the heart. of Africa
the more he was convinced of the univer-
sality of the custom, and at last he seems
to have looked on it with ‘the eyes of a
philosopher and to have covsidered him-
self on the whole indebted to an institu-
tion ‘which added to his colleetion of
human skulls. Very many specimens
which but a few hours beforé had been
boiled in a Niam-Niam or Monbuttoo pot
may now be seen in the Berlin Museum
neatly npmbered.

Fredericton Water Sappiy. |
This question is agitating the people of
the Celestial City at present, and the City
Council are discussing several plans for
providing a good supply of water. On
Friday last the entire Council, with a
distinguished American engineer, went
to Tower Hill Lake to consider the ques-
tion of bringing water from there to the
city. The lake is about four miles from
town, and so elevated that a head of four
hundred feet could be obtained. The
water was tasted and found to be excel-
lent, but there were serious objections to
its use. The lake has no visible inlet or
outlet, and for some distance round it
there is soft muck, the water seem-
ing to be only the drainage of the sar-
rounding land. The experiences of the
Lparty were very amusing, and the work
was somewhat fatiguing. Some of the
Conmcillors were completely used up, and
had to allow the others to finish the work
of inspection. The party went round
the lake, and the American engineer gave
a decided opinion against drawing their
water supply from Tower Hill. He re-
commended water from the river instead
of bringing it so far. The Waterous
system and several other plans have been
proposed and are still being discussed.

A. J. Smith to Sustain the Railway
Officials who Worked for ¢ My

deat Carvell’s Case.
To the Editor of the Tribune.

For the past three weeks reports have
been flying *“thick and fast” of the names
of those who are to be dismissed from
office on the Intercolonial Railway.
Among the names are those of John S.
Trites and Henry A. Whituey, the former
a track master, the latter engineer or
«hoss” in the mechanical department
here. Now, I contend these men will
not be dismissed, as the reader of these
linesJwill soon perccive.

You remember the election for the Lo
cal Legislature in this County was more
keenly contested than many supposed it
would bz, onc hundred and fifty votes
only being required to elect Messrs. Han-
ington and Landry over Messrs. Humph-
rey and Pickard. It is alleged that near-
Iy two hundred Frenchmen were employ-
ed on the Railway, under Trites, at or
near Amherst, and the pay of these men
was kept back till after election day, so
as to prevent them from exercising their
franchise. Only a few of the men, some
ten or twenty, could borrow enough
money to take them to Dorchester. The
remaining electors could not go withont
money. The Governmert would not psy
them their Wages, and therefore the
votes which would have elected Haning-
ton et. al. were not cast. In the face of
what Trites did for the party—for Ed-
ward J. Smith & Co.—will not the Minis-
ter of Marine use his influence to keep
the gentleman whom Brydges reported
as thoroughly incompetent, in the position
he he'd on the 18th of June last?

We next have Mr. Whitney’s case.

A letter dated Hazel Green, Ky., July
22, to the Cincinnati Gazeite, alleges the
following facts: -Having just returned
from a visit from Brenehit county, we
found that county in a most terrible
state of anarchy. Politics has nothing
to do with it; it is a persoual feud be-
tween the parties engaged, originating
from some of the rcsults of the war of

the rebellion, so I am informed. The
parties engaged are represented to me as
having beeu guerillas, and disagreed on
the wind up of the war about the divi-
sion of their spoils. Since that time a
bitter feeling has existed between the
parties, and has gradually grown strong-
er, and at the present time both parties
are in open war, one against the other.
Many of each side have since the com-
mencement been either killed or wounded.

On Thursday, the 13th inst., in the town
of Jackson, county seat of Brenehit
county, Jerry Little and Cartis Jett, two
of the opposing parties, commenced an
affray in which Jett was killed; and Jerry
Little seriously, but not mortally wound-
ed, although having received nine buck-
shot in his body. The friends of each
then commenced, and others became em-
broiled in the difficulty, when Hiram Jett,
the brother of the dcad man, received a
wound in the fleshy part of his thigh.
This ended the affray for the time; but
the friends of the parties at once com-
menced arming themselves, and by night
there were at least fifty armed men in
town, cager for the fray.
