ILROAD BRIDGE COLLAPSED
TRAIN FILLS WITH WRECK

Miss Pritchard, the supervisor" of 
nurses at the hospital. Miss Pritchard, 
is a Canadian and a graduate of the 
Seney Training School for Nurses. She 
is not much older than the young wo­
man for whom Dr. Reuss is allaged to 
have shown especial fondness. , But 
Miss Pritchard believes in discipline 
in a hospital, and she doesn't believe 
that kissing tends to increase the 
discipline. ...At a meeting on Monday night Dr. 
Fowler reported tbs result of the in­
vestigation. It is said that all the 
older members of the medical board, 
on bearing Dr. Fowler’s report, were 
in favor of suspending Dr. Reuss 
and recommending his dismissal to 
the board of managers. It is als osaid 
that all the younger membere of the 
board weren’t in favor of doing any­
thing of the kind. They believed, it 
was said, that the offense with which 
Dr. Reuss was charged was not so 
fearfully and awfully heinous, and 
that he ought te be allowed to get off 
with a reprimand. According to the 
unofficial reports of the meeting, the 
older members of the board carried 
the day, and it was voted to suspend 
Dr. Reuss and to recommend his dis- 
missal to the board of managers.

There is no official report of the 
meeting to be bad for publication. 
When Dr. Fowler was seen last might 
he said: •

“This is a matter that I cannot dis­
cuss. It hasn’t yet been disposed of, 
anyway, and it is something to which 
publicity should not be given.

Another member of the board, who 
was so modest that ho didn’t care to 
be quoted largely, because he said he 
didn’t want to get mixed up in kissing 
games anyway, said:

“The story that Dr. Reuss was 
caught kissing one of the youngest 
and prettiest nurses in the institution 
is true, and it is also true that he has 
been disciplined. I don't care to say 
any more about the ease than that.

Still another member of the board 
added this statement to the history of 
the case: "Reuss may have been in­
discreet, but I would not say he was 
idiotic. His business was not to have 
got caught, and then nobody would 
have blamed him. I don’t know that I 
blame him much anyway." ♦

Patterns 1 * came promptly. As soon as the news 
of the accident reached Conneaut, the 
wrecking train and a hastily construc­
ted ambulance train was despatched 
to the scene, and the wounded, with 
the exception of Randall, Backwick 
and Swartz, who were taken charge 
of by their parents at Conneaut, were 
brought to Conneaut. The living were 
conveyed to a hospital.

The remains of the dead were trans­
ferred to the morgue to await identi- 
fication. The place where the horror 
occurred was a crooked creek, directly 
north of East Springfield, Pa. For 
many years the creek has been span­
ned by a heavy structural steel bridge. 
On May 10 the work of filling up the 
valley was commenced. Down in the 
ravine, 55 feet below, masons were at 
work building a large atone abutment. 
The scene presented a horrible appear­
ance. The steel was wrenched and 
distorted into one huge mass. The 
three cars containing atone were 
broken to bits and the railway tracks 

obliterated in the pile.. The accident 
stopped all traffic on the line. The 
passengers were sent over the Lake 
Shore. ■ — -

The cause of the wreck can be laid 
only to accident. For a long time 
trains have been compelled to reduce 
their speed to four miles an hour 
when passing over the bridge. Rail­
road men regard it as miraculous that 
it stood the strain of the passenger 
train. No. 3, while moving slowly over 
it when five minutes later it collaps- 
ed with only two or three uncoupled 
cars standing on it.

■ Buffalo, N. Y., July 12.—A telephone 
message from Girard, Pa., says eight 
persons were killed and a number 
injured by the collapse of a bridge 
on the Nickel Plate Railroad near 
Springfield yesterday. The bridge

BURIED UNDER THE WRECK.

Springfield, Pa., July 12. — A local 
freight train, bound west, containing 
two cars of stone to be left at a 
bridge undergoing repairs, went 
through the bridge, which collapsed 
from the weight of the train, carrying 
with it the entire train with crew and 
gang of workmen. P. A. Moore, con- 
doctor of Conneaut, Ohio, and Wm. 
Griffith, engineer; of Buffalo, were in- 
stantly killed. Seventeen men at work 
on the bridge also were carried down 
in the wreck, and many are believed 
to be buried under it. The wreck oc­
curred at 10 o’clock yesterday morn­
ing near here on the Nickel Plate.

NINE MEN KILLED.
Cleveland, O., July 12.—According to 

information given out yesterday at 
the headquarters of the Nickle Plate 
road here, nine men were killed as the 
result of the collapse of a bridge at 
Springfield, Pa., yesterday .while a 
west-bound local freight was passing 
over the structure. The bridge was 
being repaired. When the locomotive 
and cars went down a gang of Italian 
laborers working beneath the bridge 
were caught. At least seven of the 
Italians were instantly killed, and a 
number of others badly injured. .P. A. 
Moore, of Conneaut, the conductor, 
was also instantly killed. The names 
of the dead laborers have not yet been 
learned.

FURTHER DETAILS.
Cleveland, July 12.—A special to the 

Plaindealer from Conneaut, O., says: 
“Just after 10 o’clock yesterday three 
cars of the east end local freight 
went through the Nickle Plate bridge 
at Springfield, Pa. The train left Con- 
neaut only a few minutes before the 
accident, in charge of Engineer Wal­
ter Griffith, of Buffalo, and Conduc- 

• tor Phil. A. Moore, of Buffalo. The 
latter was killed outright. The bridge 
gang was at work on the bridge, and 

, ten men injured are mostly workmen. 
* fill was being made at the bridge, 
and 25 workmen were about the struc­
ture. The horrible affair occurred 
just after passenger train No. 3 had 
pulled through. The local, after the 
passenger train had passed, pushed 
three cars, heavily laden, up on the 
structure to unload stone for masons 
working beneath on the atone founda- ■ 
tions. The work of unloading had 
hardly begun, when, without warning, 
the whole structure with the three 
laden cars filled with laborers fell 
with an awful crash into the valley. 
So sudden was the affair that only 
one man, a mason, named Geo. Smith, 
had a chance to leave in time to save 
himself from injury.

New York, July 12.-Several thous­
and people gathered in Madison square 
Wednesday evening for the purpose of 
celebrating the announcement of Park 
Commissioner Clausen that on account 
of the opposition by press and public 
be had decided to annul the arrange­
ment with Contractor Spate for paid 
chairs in the parks.

Oscar Spate, the park chair man. has 
obtained from Justice McAdam, of the 
supreme court, at his home, a tem­
porary writ of injunction and an order 
to show why it should not be made per- 
manent, restraining the park commis­
sioner from rescinding the contract 
executed between Spate and Commis­
sioner Clausen regarding the perk 
chairs.

Chinese Troops Defeated by "Allied 
Villagers"-a New Boxer

Movement:2
London, July 12.-A despatch from 

Pekin says: The imperial troops un­
der Gen. Lu Yea Ben have been de­
feated by the Allied Villagers’ Socie­
ty at Atchichou, 40 miles south-east 
of Bao Ting Fu. The magistrate of 
the district has arrived in Pekin and 
asked Li Hung Chang to send 1,000 
reinforcements from Lochien Fu, 
where there are 2,000 Shantung troops 
waiting the permission of the allies 
to come to Pekin. The French who. 
stopped the troops at Lochien Fu 
some weeks ago have now agreed 
they can enter the province to Chi 
Li.

A NEW BOXER MOVEMENT.
Shanghai, July 11.—A new Boxer 

movement is being started, according 
to Chinese intelligence from Sien Fu. 
Fu Chun, the heir apparent, with 
other members of Prince Tuan's fam­
ily, has gone to join Prince Tuan on 
the borders at Mongolia, and there 
are strong indications that Prince 
Tuan is preparing to march against 
the foreigners with the tacit ap­
proval of the Empress Dowager

Pekin. July 12.—Correspondence still 
continues between the Americans and 
German military authorities regard­
ing the soldier who was shot at the 
German Legation over a month ago. 
Major E. B. Robertson, who is in 
charge of the legation guards, refuses 
to admit that the shot which hit tine 
soldier was the same as the one fired 
by the American sentry. He asked 
permission to send his own doctor to 
examine the man. General Von 
Trotha refused to allow this until the 
claim for damage is admitted.

Arrested, Nine mut and
All Deported.

Evanston, Ill., July 11.—Thia sub­
urb of Chicago was the scene of a re­
ligious riot last night. Disciples of 
John Alexander Dowie, the noted "di- 
vine healer” and “reincarnation of Eli­
jah" were mobbed in the streets while 
attempting to preach. The Dowieites 
expected trouble, having been driven 
out before, and came 200 strong. Eggs 
and stream of water from hose in the 
hands of firemen greeted and routed 
them this time, but not before nine 
Dowieites had been sufficiently injured 
to claims to be victims of persecution. 
One half of the Dowieites were from 
“Zion,” Chicago, and the remainder 
were members of a paid body guard 
which Dowie maintains. The guards 
were intended to prevent any inter­
ference with the meeting, and when 
it commenced they formed around the 

Dowieites to hold beck the crowd 
which gathered rapidly as soon as it 
was known that another Dowie meet­
ing was in progress.
POLICE CHARGED THE DOWIEITES

As on farmer occasions eggs and 
vegetables were quickly evident in the 
proceedings and the Dowie guards and 
those whom they were trying to pro­
tect, were soon spattered with yolks 
and battered with old vegetables. Sev­
eral fights resulted with damaging re- 
suits to the guards. The entire police 
force of Evanston was called in to 
service and after the chief had ordered 
the Dowieites to withdraw and had 
met with a refusal he ordered his men 
to charge them. The police did not 
use their clubs and the guards held 
them buck by sheer weight and force 
of numbers.

The crowd meanwhile was growing 
ugly and Mayor Patten seeing that 
unless something was , done quick­
ly people would be seriously hurt and 
possibly killed, ordered out a fire en­
gine. The steamer at once turned 
a four-inch stream on the Dowieties 
and they went over like tenpins. Wo­
men as well as men were thrown down 
by the stream and sent rolling in the 
mud.

The people of Evasion danced and 
hooted with delight as the firemen 
steadily advanced, driving the Dowie­
ites before them in utter rout. The

About 20 other Dowieites were tak­
en into custody, more to save them 
from the crowd in the streets than 
for any other reason.

MORE RIOTING THREATENED.
The Dowieites say they will return 

in greater force, and the people of 
Evanston declare it will only make 
the next riot just so much the larger.

Corporation Counsel Paden, of 
Evanston, on whose advice Mayor 
Patten acted when he directed that 
the hose be turned on the Dowieites,. 
says:

"The Dowieites were arrested, not I 
because they came here to preach, but 
because they blocked one of the streets 
with their meeting and refused to 
move on when told to do so. They 
clearly violated a city ordinance."

Many others were also more or leas 
hurt.

BURST INTO SONG.
When the Dowieites who had been 

arrested by the police reached the 
courtroom they broke out into song 
in spite of their plight, and continued 
shouting their exhortations so that 
those who bad collected on the out-

. side could hear them. I
Overseers Piper and Spicer were put 

under bonds to insure their appear­
ance July 17 before Justice Ely, to an- 
swer chargee of disorderly conduct 
and refusing to clear the streets.

Chief of Police Knight guarded the 
march to the depot. Before the train 
pulled out the crowd again became 
boisterous and missiles were thrown, 
but Chief Knight saved the Dowieites 
from further harm.

DISCONTENT.

On the 4th of July, while spread- 
eagle orators all over the great re­
public were glorifying their country 
and its institutions, this is what Eu- 
gene V, Debs was saying:

The constitution of the United 
States was founded in inequity. Our 
much vaunted equality is only a myth. 
The rights of the laboring people had 
no consideration in the drafting of 
that document.

The supreme court of this country is 
nothing more than a convenience for 
the rich. Every judge who sits on the 
supreme bench to-day is a tool of cap­
italists. Chattel slavery was fully re­
cognized under the constitution, but 
this inequity of men never troubled the 
fathers of the country. Civil wsr did 
away with this form of slavery, but it 
only gave way to an improved and 
all embracing slavery which made vic- 
time of all laboring men.
. There is a good deal of slavery in 
the world to-day. Much of it is self- 
imposed, but it is slavery none the less. 
Ever since the world began men 
have been the slaves of destiny, of 
circumstances, of environment. If the 
environment is pleasant we make no 
protest ; if it is unpleasant we kick. 
So long as the chains are light or 
pretty, we do not mind. If they are 
ugly and gall we grow restive. One 
form of restiveness is voiced by Mr. 
Debs.

The laboring man cannot get used 
to the startling contrast between his 
own condition and that of his mil­
lionaire employer —of which education 
has made him conscious. When he 
hears that his employee has bought a 
new steam yacht, built a new palace, 
or endowed e university, he wonders 
bow many thousand years he would 
have to work at his present rate be- 
fore he could have that much money. 
When his boss drives by with his wife 
in silks he looks at his own wife in 
calico and grows restive. Discontent 
with industrial conditions existe ev­
erywhere oil-earth probably, but it ex­
ists in its most eggravated form in 
the United States for various reasons. 
Of this discontent Eugene V. Debs is 
simply one of the republic’s mouth- 
pieces. There are many such mouth- 
pieces, but be happens to be one of 
the most conspicuous.

STRAWBERRY CULTURE.

Baldness
Thin Hair, Discolored

grow it.- When located within con- 
venient shipping distance of a good 
market the strawberry usually pays 
well for growing • commercially, as 
well in fact, year oy year, as any crop 
of fruit or farm produce. But with 
strawberries there must be no slight­
ing and neglect no hit or miss work, 
as the friut makes an exacting mis­
tress and demands that It be given 
full care and attention to produce 
good paying crops. To begin with, 
we want some good clean land upon 
which to set the fruit. Elevated, 
light loamy soil, in short, good corn 
land. Is just the place for a good bed 
of strawberries. 1/0 not spare its 
preparation. Plow and croesplow 
harrow with disc harrow and smooth­
ing harrow. Secure the finest and 
most perfect tillage possible. Finally, 
roll or drag. As to fertilizers, use 
what is rich in potash and phosphoric 
acid, but not in nitrogen, as nitrogen 
is sure to make too much vine but too 
little fruit, what we are all after. For

The Daily Graphic says:—There died 
at Gui.dford last week a man of whom 
the following remarkable story is told: 
—His name was James Outterson Pratt, 
and it is said that about twenty-live 
years ago he-purchased the site on 
which the town of Johannesburg now 
stands for the sum of £350. For sev- 
eral years before his death Pratt was 
an inmate of the Infirmary of Guild- 
ford Union Workhouse. He was born 
in 1833, and was the son of a barrister. 
Shortly after Pratt’s birth his father 
succeeded to a life interest in some es­
tates in Northumberland, and at the 
age of thirteen Pratt was sent to the 
East India Company's Naval College 
at Finchley. Later be went and saw 
fighting against Malay pirates. He was 
made a Lieutenant at 21. Owing to 
illness he obtained leave of absence, 
during which he served with Sir Robert 
Lakeman's levies in the Kaffir war In 
1852-53, receiving a medal. When the 
•Crimean war broke out he served with 
the Naval Brigade before Sebastopol, 
being severely wounded by the bund­
ing of a shell. His left leg was shat­
tered, and his left arm, collar-bone and 
three ribs were broken, the second 
finger of his right band being also shot 
away, and a severe wound inflicted on 
Ills head After careful nursing Pratt 
recovered sufficiently to proceed to In- 
dia, where, it is stated, he saw fighting 
during the Mutiny. For distinguished 
service with the Calcutta Naval Bri- 
grade, which got the name "Pratt's 
Own," he was rewarded, and after the 
quelling of the Mutiny he is said to 
have been appointed Resident Magis­
trate of one of the districts in the Bom­
bay Presidency. He afterwards mar- 
Tied a niece of Sir William Chaytor, 
Bart., and five years later sent his wife 
to England for the purpose of having 
their two daughters educated, but the 
ship they went by (the Madeira) was 
wrecked off Cape Coast, and all on 
■board perished. Pratt was shortly af­
terwards invalided home, but as his 
•condition was so critical he was land­
ed at Cape Town, and for nearly two 
years he was practically Insane. Dur­
ing that time someone reported him as 
dead to the authorities, and consequent­
ly when the East India Company’s af- 
fairs were taken over by the Govern­
ment his name was struck off the list 
of persons entitled to pensions. Not­
withstanding frequent representations 
his claims were repudiated.

Later on he started sheep farming at 
Rondebosch, and made coast surveys 
for the Cape Government. A geologist 
who was prospecting in the Trans- 
vaal advised Pratt to buy a piece of 
country near the Limpopo River, 
bounded by the Witwatersrand on one 
side. Johannesburg now stands on the 
site. It was nearly 18,000 acres in ex­
tent. and for It Pratt paid £350, and 
settled down as a farmer. When the 
Zulu war broke out he. with some vol- 
unteers, served under Lord Chelms- 
ford. Later, in the Boer, revolt of 1881, 
be raised 600 volunteers and joined the 
military force in Pretoria. When the 
Transvaal Republic was proclaimed 
Mr. Kruger offered Pratt service under 
the republic, but he declined, saying 
he had always been an Englishman and 
meant to die one. He refused to take 
the oath of allegiance, and his proper­
ty was confiscated and he himself es­
corted across the border. When he re­
turned to England he found his rela­
tives dead, while the War and India 
Office authorities refused to recognize 
him, he being registered as dead for fif- 
teen years. This shock to an old man 
brought on paralysis, from which Pratt 
never recovered, and afterwards, his 
private means becoming exhausted, he 
was obliged to enter Guildford Work- 
house. Recently Pratt's case was 
brought to Mr. Chamberlain’s notice, 
and the Colonial Secretary forwarded 
the papers connected with the case to 
the High Commissioner a few months 
ago, but Sir Alfred Milner’s reply had 
not been received when Pratt died.

The farmer knows 
be cannot get a good crop without good 
seed in case of onions, potatoes, corn, 
etc.; how can he expect good, large 
crops of best fruit unless he sets straw­
berry plants obtained from careful 
breeding of pedigreed stock—plants 
bred for vigor, plants obtained from 
young breeding stock that has not been 
allowed to fruit and exhaust Its vital­
ity. We do not fancy the matted row- 
system of culture, but prefer the nar­
row, thin row system, by some called 
hedgerow, the plan in this case being 
not to allow them to become too thick, 
but to keep them so that sun and air 
can get in among the leaves and make 
fine, large, firm, highly-colored berries. 
Just the berries to eat or to sell at 
highest market prices. Thorough Ul­
lage, shallow and persistent, should be 
given throughout the first season to 
encourage the fullest possible growth 
•nd development. Do not allow the 
plants to fruit any the first season set. 
but pinch off all the blossoms, so all 
to throw all the strength and vigor of 
the plant into its own growth and ma- 
turity. Apply a light, thin mulch after 
heavy ground freese in early winter. 
The next spring a good crop of berries 
should result. There is a difference 
of opinion as to whether a bed should 
be fruited more than one year. If in 
good condition, however, we can burn 
it over right after picking, thereby, 
killing weeds and spores of fungous 
growths, and get a fair bed for a sec­
ond season's fruiting; but In no case 
fruit longer. In fact, often only • the 
first crop will pay well.

WINTER TREATMENT.
'Affected trees that have been prop­

erly treated during the growing period 
will be free from knots, generally, 
speaking. Should any remain after the 
leaves have fallen they should be cut 
off and burned, and badly affected 
branches also, not later than Feb. 15th. 
as the spores or seeds are then ripe. 
A large majority of young trees can be 
saved by judicious pruning and will 
ultimately become healthv: otherwise 
the trees will die and infect others in 
your neighbor’s orchard.—Bulletin 
Ohio Experiment Station.

Butter made from milk of alfalfa-fed 
eows is liable to have a peculiar flavor 
unless special care is taken in the 
handling of the cream. It is customary 
to separate a very heavy cream and to 
hasten the ripening in order to exclude 
or cover undesirable flavors. The 
cream tests about 40 per cent, fat, and 
the use of homemade or commercial 
starters is not uncommon. In one 
creamery the cream is stirred contin- 
ually for five hours after it is put into 
a vat No doubt this serves to aerate

1flavors. The cream is churned when 
I from twenty to twenty-four hours old

Report of the Ontario Exploration 
Parties Made Publie—Delusions as 
to the Climate Disposed of — A 
Summary.

25 cents.The report of the Government explora- 
tion parties who covered new Ontario last 
summer has just been published. Although 
portions of it have from time to time been 
made public, the full magnitude of the re­
sources of that vast region have scarcely 
been comprehended. The volume contains 
nearly 300 pages, and is made specially lu­
teresting by the presence of scores of pho- 
tographs, revealing the wealth of many 
forests, the abundance of water powers and 
examples of good farming discovered in un­
expected places. The report of the various 
parties la summarized as follows :—

The great clay belt running from the Que­
bec boundary west through Nipissing and 
Algoma districts and Into the District of 
Thunder Bay, comprises an area of at least 
24,500 square miles, or 15,680,000 acres, 
nearly all of which is well adapted for cul­
tivation. This almoat unbroken stretch of 
good farming laud is nearly three-quarters 
as great la extent as the whole settled por­
tion of the Province south of Lake Nip- 
losing and the French and Mattawa Rivers. 
It la larger than the States of Massachu- 
setts, Connecticut, Rhode Island, New Jer­
sey and Delaware combined, and one half 
the size of the State of New York. The re­
gion is watered by the Moose River, flow 
ing Into James Bay, and its tributaries, the 
Abitibi. Mattagami and Missinabie, and by 
the Albany and its tributaries, the Kena- 
garni and Ogoke. Each of these rivers is 
over 300 miles la length, and they range In 
width from 300 or 400 yards to a mile. They 
are fed by numerous smaller streams, and 
these In turn drain numberless lakes of 
larger or smaller size, se that the whole 
country la one network of waterways, af 
fording easy means of communications 
with long stretches fit for navigation. The 
great area of water surface also assures 
the country against the protracted droughts 
so often experienced in other countries. 
The southern boundary of this great tract 
of fertile land is less than 40 miles from 
Missinabie Station. on the Canadian Pact 
fie Railway, and the country north of the 
height of land being one immense level 
plateau sloping off towards James Bay the 
construction or railways and waggon roads 
through every part of it would be a com­
paratively eaey matter.

In the email part of the District of Rainy 
River which was explored the proportion of 
good land is not so great, but the clay land 
in the townships around Dryden was found 
to extend north in the valley of the Wabi- 
goon River, with an area of about 600 
square miles, or 384.000 acres. There are 
also smaller cultivable aress at various 
Another important fact established by the 
explorations la that the climate in this 
northern district presents no obstacle to 
successful agricultural settlement. The in- 
formation obtained completely dispels the 
erroneous impression that Ite winters are 
of Arctic severity and its summers too short 
le enable crops to mature. The absence of 
summer frosts noted by the explorers and 
the growth of all the common vegetables st 
the Hudson Bay postal must disabuse the 
public mind of this erroneous impression. 
The 50th parallel of latitude passes through 
the centre of the agricultural belt, and the 
climate is not much different from that of 
the Province of Manitoba, lying along the 
same parallel, with this exception, of 
course, that the winter is tempered by the 
great spruce forests and the presence of so 
large a proportion of water surface. The
