The advice is & sound one, for
so lozg as British purchasers work through
eastern brokers, they mustexpect that the hard
wheat of this Province and the Territories will
go through some strange mixing processcs
while moving from the farmer’s wagon to the
Atlantic steamship’s hold, We have & system
of reliabiy grading there, and we wish British

grain men would avail themselves of its advan-
tages.

» -

The election of Mr, E. F, Clarke to the May-
orality of Toronto is rather a staggering blow
to the prohibition cause in Ontario, There
way be some truth in the statement that the
Orange vote of that city went pretty solid for
Mr, Clarke irrespective of the liguor license
question. But if that be the case it may be as.
aumed with equal truth, that the Roman Cath.
olic vote went equally solid against him., Itis
much to be regretted if either influence in any
way affected the election, and it is just possible
that the one power about neutralized the other
in the contest, and license or prohibition was
the real jssue which decided the election,
There is a lesson in this defeat, which prohibi.
tionists would do well to study.  Public opin.
ion, like water, if forced by some actificial
meaus above its level for a time, will undoubt.
edly recede ouce that artificial power gives way
‘and the chances are that tho reaction will for a
time force it below its natural level. Then a
coinmunity not educated up to a prohibition
point muy by surrounding circumstances make
a sudden and erratic step in that direction only
‘to recede as suddenly. Prohibitionistsare peo-
ple of extreme ideas, who will uccept nothing
-as permanent short of this pet extreme, and it

" is ot to be wondered at that they so often fail

- in securing any good results, By accepting the-

ideas of niore moderate people they might as.
.sist much in restiicting -the liquor traffic and

abolishing its evils, On the principle of half
in preference to no bread they could obviate
many of these struggles which wo sco of fanat-

ical prohibition on one side and defiant, if not:

lawless drunkenness on the other.  But people
of extreme ideas never will work upon practical
principles, and prohibitionists who sec only the
evils of the liquor tratfic, will not bear in mind
tha' in handling it they are also handling a
question of trade and revenue.  Thus their ef-
forts as well as their good intentions are so
frequently vsted,
* * -

In arccent letter to the Toronto Globe, Mr.
W. N. Fairbanks, of Emerson, exposes how the
workmg of the Canadian Department of Cus.
toms is twisted and perverted so as to preserve
the monopoly of the C. P. R., even to the ex-
tent of preventing the fnrmcr's sload of wheat
from reaching an eastern market, by any other
carrier. The following quotation from the let-
ter in question shows the situation at Emer-
son:

¢ You avo aware that the Northern Pacific
Railway company have recently extended a
branch of their lino to this place, thus giving
us another connecting livo with Ontario. This
should operate {through competition lowering
the rate of freight) to raise the price of grain
somewhat in this part of Southern Manitoba, A
syndicate was accordingly formed to put up
warehouses oa the Canadian side of the line for
the reception of wheat to be loaded on the cars
of the Northern Pacificon the American side
of the line, but operations were deferred, until
the Customs Department ¢ uld be got to agree
not to refuse the certificate (that it is Cunadian
grain) that must accompany. the grain in order
to its readmission free at the port of entry in
QOntario to which it would be coveyed by the
American cars, About three months have now
clapsed and the Customs Department still ne-

glect and refuse to instruct their collector at-

this port to issue the needed certificate; al-
though offers have been made.to pay for extra
time of the Customs officials while engaged in

-overseeing the loading.of cars.”
Before Mr, Fairbanks gets through with -the-

Department of Customs at Ottawa he will ‘find
that the convenionco of the citizen is about the
last thing considered by that departnent, if in.
deed it ever receives consideration at all.  Ior
over o year tho merchants of Winnipeg tried to

" got redress for the tyranny and annoyance they

were subjected to by two oflicials, (ono a son of
tho Ministor of Customs) and althongh they
fully substantiated the complaints they had
made by ovidonco bofore a commission, the
Departinent never condescended to make a re-
port on tho mattor to the complaidants, al-
though one was promised and frequently asked
for. Mr. Fairbanks will find every department
at Ottawa slow in consideration of public con.
venienco, and ho mxgllt as well look for sanitary
arrangements in & pig-pen, us look Yor such
consideration from the Customs Departient.

As the appronching assembling of the Local

] Legmlaturc draws nigh the public interest in the

solidly in favor of a compatriot like Mr, Burke
is beginning to give way, and people.are open-
ing their eyes to the fact that differences of
language and race wengh lighter in-Manitoba
than anywhere else in the Dominion, and that
a provincial rights party here is likely to em-
brace a large proportion of French as well a8
Lnghsh speaking citizens. The coming.election
in St. Francis Xavier may ‘furnistra strong

- proof of this fact.

Put with both of these vacant seats carried
by the Governmnent, the position of the latter ia
by no means a solid one. Dr. Harrison canuot
expect the most hearty. support from Mr.
Norquay, whom he has virtually crowded.out
of the Premicr’s seat, and the *‘old man” is not
withont friends in.the Government following.

CoMuextiaG upon the defjciency in trans.
portation now being oxperienced by the
American milling industry the Northwestern
Afiller of Minncapolis of December 30th con.
tains the following :

“The great bulk of tho tonnage now coming
to ‘our ports is owned by foreigners, and they
are naturally averse to thoe idea of having their
countrymnen increase the consuption of our
products, henco they do not care if theiv lines
are overtakern aud our exportera are obliged to
suffer from unreasonable and very unprofitable
delays in transit. At this writing, what
amounts to a practical- blockade exists in our
export flour trade. The clearances of flour
from Boston last Friday were beyond anything
in the history of the trade, being 80,000 sacks,
while steamship and railroad men say that the
bulk of the flour now on the docks in New York
is sold and freight taken for export, but that
there is not tonnage enough there to take it
away., This is a very pleasant state of affairs
for foreigh millers to contemplate. lheir
capitalists have sense enough to know that no
country can afford to hire its ships from the
shrewd mariners of other climes, orto pay
tribute to otean transportation lines which have

free access to its ports, but are owned by

foreigners.”
The Miller does not require to go back five

years ito find a time when ocean steamships’
carried wheat from this continent to Europe at
nominal feaight charge, and in some instances
for nothing, while flour went at rates very little
higher. The changed circumstances area great
inconvenience at poesent, but certainly no
greater- than. we experience from our own rail.
roads, aud to assume that foreign ship-owners
try to aggravate the incoavenieuce, in order to
make protit for millevs in their own countries,

and lose money themselves, requires a big
stretch of imagination. If -ocean steamship
companies geacrally are paying now;-it is the
firat time for many years. Both the United
States and Canada have-for years by & tariff
policy almost prohibitory in many of its details,

been lessening -the aggregate of freight from
Europe to America, and steamship owners have
had to -depend *Iainly/ upon:the freight from

this side. A traffic which is onc-sided never
can expect the perfection in facilities, which a.
traffic both: ways will briug ont. A few years
of the policy outlined in the last message of
President Cleveland would do move than any-

thinﬁl else~to -cure the-evils complained of by

the Miller, and it would cure in two ways, asit

would enable ship builders and owners on this
side to compete with European vppasition, and

Perhapsthe
Muller would prefer the sucking bottle policy of -
the United States Government subsidizing
ocean craft enough to fill the' wants of the
millers. .

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THE NEW GRAIN STANDARDS.

The changing of the grades of wheat
grown in Manitoba and the Northwest
seems to havo raised the ire of grain deal-
ers generally in the east, and from the
Montreal and" Torvonto Boards of Trade
protosts against the Department of In-
ternal Revenue for its action in the imat-
ter bave been mude in strong terms,
These protests draw their main strength
from the fact of the changes in grades

being made in the middle of a season,.

when many contracts for future delivety
were running, and so far as the protests
cling to this cause of complaint, they ave
not without foundation. To simply usher
in a new system of -inspection without in
any way providing sowe special arrange-
ments for the completion of business done
upon the old standards would undoubted-
ly be the caisé of great inconvenience to
the grain trade both in the Northwest
and the East, and would very likely create
many misunderstandings and some en-
tanglements between men whose business
transactions have hitherto moved along
smoothly. The course of the Department
in suspending the operation of the Order-
in-Council untjl the crop of 1887 has been
exported, is a- wise one. But there is no
necessity for such a change goiug intoforce,
without provision being made for respect-
ing existingrights incontractsnow running
their course, The same Department at
Ottawa bas the power to make all such
provisions necessary to guard sl existing
contracts, either by order of the Governor-
Generalin.Mouncil, or by delegating to
representatives of the different Boards of
Trade the necessary power to make such
temporary arrangemientis as the practical
knowledge of such representatives would
dictate. Thatwork would have to be done,
and done immediately, and would require
careful handling by men of practical judg-
ment and experience, but theré is no
reason forsupposing, and especially without
a trial, that the undertaking could not be
accomplished so that no person would
suffer.

Any difficulty that really exists at
-present in adopting the amended wheat

grades has arisén. from the astounding’
promptitude with which the Department

of Inland Revenue complied with the re-
quest of the Winnipeg Board and the

Vice-President of the Canadian Pacific
Railway Co. Tho grain men in this
province who concurred in memorializing
the Dopartment for the desired changes,
were about as much astounded asany
others at the-promptitude of\the Depart-
ment, and some of them are, douhtless, a
little puzzled Ly it. They confidently ex-
pected that the grain shipping season
would bo about over before thetr
request was acceded to; if it was at all,
aud that the chango would be all arranged
in timo for the selection of standards from
the crop of 1888, and not sooner.

But from the East there are complaints
against the changes as unnecessary and
uncalled for, which seem to us here as
very uureasonable, The qualifications for
for No. 1 hard wheat in Canada, call for,
by the new standard, a better grain than
fills the same grade in Minnesota, Dakota
or any other portion of tlus continent,
while the grade of extra Manitoba hard,
calls for a better wheat than our former
No, 1 hard, so that the Inspection still
leaves scope for the highest quality of
Red Fyfe wheat to those who desire such.
Had our eastern” grain purchasers been
paying a few cents a bushel more at-Port
Arthur for our No. 1 hard, than has been
paid at Duluth for the Minnesota No. 1
hard, as they really shuuld have, then
their opposition to the lowering of the.
standard to uear the Duluth level would
be consistent and based upon justice,
On the contrary No. 1 bhard in Port
Arthur, has sines the close of lake naviga-

‘tion, kept steadily below the Duluth price

from thrie to five cents a bushel. Rail-
way monopoly aided them in thus bearing
prices, and when Northwestérn grain
raisers and dealers have secured relief
from a little of the pressure thus held
upon them, protests from eastern grain
men are at once made against the change
which only deals out a fraction of justice
to grain interests here.

. The climax of hypocrisy is reached in
the protest from Toronto. Three years
ago, when special grades were made by
law for the Red Fyfe wheat grown here,
these Toronto grain men opposed litterly
the same; maintaining that such whest
was not one whit better-than the. spring
wheat raised in Ontario. Now that a
change of grades allows some eighteen
per cent. mors than formerly. of an ad-
mixture in cur hard -wheat of the -class of.
wheat raiged in Ontario, ‘the same men "
in Toronto are loudest in their protest’

against the change. It may be, however, '

-

that these men are sincere in their protest-
ing. That they have become- true con.
verts to a belief in the superiority of
Manitoba hard wheat, and their violent
protesting is only aun illustration.of the
truth of the saying, that couverts «re
always enthusiasts if not fanatics.

Thero has been another .suggestion
made oa these Montreal aud Toronto
protests, namely, that the Boards there
feel put out about never being consulted
upon such & matter of importance. If it
be a truth, that they never were tonsult-
ed, then there are some sensible people
around that Department of Inland Reve-
nue at Ottawa, who consult only people
who are interested in a matter of busi-
ness. It would be a strange courge of
the Departmerit to consult the Winnipeg
Board about the gradiug of "peas and rye,
which are not raised here, but may yet be
reiced in abundance, and it seems to us a
much stranger course to consuly the
Boards of eastern cities about the grad-
ing of & variety of wheat, which the law
says must be raised in this country to
entitle it to grade. If the Department
has decided to consult in futurs only such
portions of the Dominion as are interest-

"ed in proposed legxslatxon, and avoid the

meddling of disinterested outsiders, then
they have adopied a good sound pmncxple
of business, In Man,xboba it will"be wel-
comed, for in arranging the details: of
anything for'this province from a liquor
licensing Act down to a church tea meet-
ing, pll Canada has hitherto claimed the
Fight to meddle and muddle. ‘

COMMERCIAL INTERESTS OF'THE EIPIRE:

" Seldom has anything more opportuns
been said by a public man, than théut-
terance of the Honorable Joseph Cham-
berlain at the recent banquet of the Tor-
onto Board of Trade, in response to the
toast of the “Commercial. interests of the
Empire.” We say his words were op-
portune, coming as” they do at a time,
when neither of the two great political
parties of this Dominion-favor a policy of
free trade intercourse lLetween the pro-
gressive nations of this world, but each
has its own hobby based in some way or
other upon the lowest instincts of nation-
al-selfishness. The words of the great
radical statesman- wiile they catry a

‘strong.appeal to the ultra-protectionists

of Canada, are also fall of specml import
to that polmcal party, which in former
‘years 8tood by theé principles of froe trn.de,

‘but-has now bartered away that pnncxple
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for a hazy dream of a protective system,
made only wore dangerous to free trade
interests, from the fact of its' secking a
coalition of Canada and the United States
within its scope.
:Mr. Chambetlain in his speech display-
ed all the national pride of an English-
man, and a patriotism ‘worthy of a true
Briton. But he failed to utter a syilable
in favor of national pride or patriotism
finding a groove of national sclfishness in
which to fiow.  (reat Britain’s interests
were not, in his mind, confined to the in-
terests of a few islands in Western Eu-
rope, Lut embraced the Ewpire all over
the world, and ran in unison with the in-
terests of the United States and evory
progressive country in the New as well as
the Old World. An Empire composed of
numerous scattered states, each enforcing
its.own tariff, crotchets and petty selfish-
ness in trade legislation, to the sapping of
the very foundation of the whole found
'no morc favor with Mr., Chamberlain,
than did-the proposal to link the most ad-
vanced colony of the Empire with an out-
side-nation in buttressing a falling system
of smilar selfishness and cupidity in con-
nection with commerce. )
But Mr. Chumberlain’s speech was not
all confined to eunlogizing the cosmopol-
itan freedom of the trade of Great Brit-
ain.
for Canadians specially. He said:—
“What Canada required was the devel-
opment of her great, her illimitable re-
sources and not a turiff which would
shackle her agricultural industriecs. The
first thought of Cunada should be to get a
population on the soil and to create cen-
sumers, Industries would spring up and
prosper ther whether. there was a tariff
or not. He wasin favor of widest possi-
ble Commercial Union, not only with the
United States. but with the world—a
truly -unrestricted reciprocity, It was
.surely - restricted reciprocity which
would make a people dependent for finan-
cial freedom on tue Government of the
United States, or, something which. would
be still niore important, Canada’s political
freedom. When the slender tie that

‘bound Canada with the mother country

became burdensore to the former .cnun.
try, then it- would be time enough for

Britain to consider a measure’of relief”
: In giving such advice to Canadians, Mr."

‘Chambéxlain was well aware that by a
tariff-policy Cabadian manufacturing in-
dustries nud béén nursed irto existence,
-which Co-day; were, with a: vory fow ex-

It contained some valuable advice

ceptions, powerless to compete in export
markets, even. w?xen admitted free of tar-
iff. ‘That the ‘very existenco of these in-
dustries depended entirely upon their
products being sold to Canadian consum.
ers at bolstered prices.  Xie was equally
well aware, that the value of all such in-
dustries to the Dominion was a mere bag-
atelle, compared with the development of:
the practically unlimited agricultural re-
squrces of the country, and that every
tariff prop under such industries was so
much of a drag upon agricultural pro-
gress. Ha could learn from a glance at
our exports for any year, that these were
composed almost entirely of agricultural
products, and that the bolstered manufac-
turer contributed practically nothing .to-
wards throwing the balance of trade with
other countries in our favor, in short if
he made inquiry into the matter at ¢l he
would see clearly that the protected man-
ufacturing class were the drones of the
Dominion, who had to bhe fed inside, but
brought nothing from the outside to as-
sist in their own support. Can we won-
der then that Mr. Chamberlain reached
the conclusion, that what Qaunada requir-
ed was the development of her great il-
limitable resources, and not a tariff which
would shackle her agricultural indus.
tries.

To the advocates of Commercial Union
with the United States Mir. Chamberlain
has stated in plain language, that in
Great Britain the question of & comnplete
severance of the slender tie, which binds
the Dominion to the mother country will
be considered in preference to the union
they.advocate. Annexation or complete
independence he has stated are practic-
ally matters of choice for Canadians
themselves, and with tho choice he be-
lieves no British party will interfere. Mr.
Chamberlain has thus brought the ques-
tion of Commercial Union down to a
practical basis, and has shown, that in
advocating & trade policy for Canada, lib-
eral and free from cupidity and selfish-
ness, he advocates and predicts a policy
for Great Britain equally unselfish as re-
gards the political destiny of the Domin-
ion. Weregret that Mr. Chamberlain
did not furnish for our tariff bolstered
ultra-layalists, an ultimatu such as he
has for commercial unionists, Had he
done so, we might be less bored in future,
than we have been-in the past with these
hypocritical professions of loyalty to .the
British thrine and Empire which tariff
protected toryism has so incessantly pav-
aded before the ‘eyes of the gushing Brit-
isher, and the still more brainless Yank-
opholist, if we may be permitted to coin

. & word for the occasion.

The-words of Mr. Chamberlain, at the
late festive gathering in Toronto, carry
weight on account of their being the opin-

“ions of:ona of Great Britain’s progressive

statésmes ; bub.to.those who. have read
‘ and studied-the political history .of that
| nation for the past Gty years, they carry

,of its fine edge.

additional weight as embodyiug principles
deep-rooted in the miuds of the British
people.

THE YEAR'S BALANCE.

As yeot but fow of our retail morchants
have so far advaaced with stock taking,
as to reach a balance sheet, and know ex-
actly the result of the year's business
transactions. 'We have no reports of
this kind from the courtry so far, but
from what we can learn from city retail-
ers the results promise to be only fairly
satisfactory,  Quite a number report an
increase of business done, and none re-
port any marked decrease from the figures
of 1886. But the large majority report
an aggregate about equal, or at best but
little over that of the previous yéar: Tak-
en altogether there is no great ‘reason for
jubilant feelings among our city retailers.
During the spring and summer of last
year, they passed through a time of finan-
cial scarcity during which they did not
feel much ieclined to pueh much of any-
thing but a cash business, and that was
herd to push.  During the fall and win-
ter they have done a good business gener-
ally, but the volume and aggregate have
been much short of what the abundant
crop of this year would lead themto ex-
pect, and with some there has been con-
siderable disappointment at the results of
the fall and winter trade.

Undoubtedly the retail trade of this
city figures much smaller than it ought,
and until a much lavger proportion or the
Manitoba ccop is raised on the now va-
cant lands around the city its proportions
cannot materially increase. Another ¢d-
verse circumstance 18 a lack of manufac-
turing industries to create a consuming_
population in the city itself. If some
successful move were made for the set-
tling of the vacant lands around the city,
we believe it would not only quickly re-
lieve the first drawback, but would: also
give an incentive to manufacturing enter-.
prise and greatly mitigate the second
evil. Anyhow, it is certain that some
great movement is necessary, or the vol-
ume of the city’s retail trade: must con-
tinue to be phenomenally light for its

-population.

Among our wholesale merchants gen-
erally the balance sheet for the past year-
has been struck, and while with many the
aggregate turn-over shows a large increase,
with nene have the increase in profits
-been in proportion. Soms houses actual-
ly report a heavier aggregate of sales and
a smaller of nett profits, than in 1886.
The year has-certaiuly closed with whole-
sale trade in ‘this city in a healthy state,
and with prospects good.for 1888. But
‘few, if any, of our wholésalers have-added
.materially to their wealth. the past year.
Goods bave been sold on close margins,

Opium Smuggling.

Special Customs Agent Wolff, who visited
Victoris last July in the hope of being able to
discovar 1180y mare’s nests in connection with
the customs busincss in this province, according
to an Ottawa dispatch by way of Chicego, has
stated in the capital that in the course of bis
investigations here he had learned that enorm-
ous quantities of opium were being smuggled
into the United States at that and other points
in the Dominion. He got into the confidence
of several Chinamen purposely to report to the
American authoritics how the business was be-
ing carried on, which information he has com-
municated to the customs oﬁicmls on the other
side of the line, where, he states, the revenue
of the country is being defrauded to un almost
incredible extent. According to Mr. Wolff's
story large quantities .of manufactured opium
are being sent east over the Canadian Pacific
from Victoria, whence it makes its way into
the United States and various points along the
St. Lawrence. There are now eleven factories
refining crude opium in Victoria, says Mr.
Wolff, any one of which is sufficient to supply
the local demand of the Chinesein that province
The production of the other ten, as a matter of
course, finds its way into the United States. In

James Drake, of Selkirk, is moving his saw
mill from that town to Broken Head River, on
Lake Winnipeg, where hie purposes the mauus
facture of oak timber, the demand for that clm
of lumber being good.

Of the great raft venture, the New York
Presssays: ‘It is the largest and most dan-
gerous waif that the waves have ever borne,
and mariners, particularly those engaged in the
coasting trade, have reason to fe  the monster.
It is 580 feet in length, is sixty-five feet in
width on the water line, and is 38 feet ‘high,
Dark almost as the sea green itself, with no
masts to be scen by day, or light to be exhibited
by night, it travels on stealthily, with a veloci-
ty each momunt almost increased by the asurgs
ing of the rear portions of the timbers. No
more dangerous xmpedxment to navigation has
been on the coast or ocean for years, and has
been a fortunate matter that the history of the
raft ends with the failure of the ventdre, the
practicability of which it sought to iliustrate.
It was built at a little place called Joggins, in
Nova Scotia, for Mr, James D. Leary, of New
York City, and by its failure to reach port
safely that gentleman estimates his actual loss
at 335,000, and his prospective one at 875,000.
It had almost reached the harbor of New York
when, on Sunday moming, December 18th, in
o fearful storm, the 15.inch towing cable parted,
the tug was compelled to put into port and the
raft drifted out to sea. It is probable that it
will break up.

Last weck some of the leading industrics of
Vietoria, including iron works, boots and shoes,
furniture and soap manufactures, were briefly
dealt with, This week the same line will be
followed, commencing with

LUMBER, AND SASIf AND DOOR

mauufacture. There aro several establishments
engaged in maunufactuting sash and doors, cte.,
but only one saw ill is conducted-on any con.
siderable scale.  The Rock Bay saw mill, the
name by which it was known, isowned and op-
erated by 'W. P, Sayward, and was established
in 1858.  The present mill was built in 1878,
Mr. Sayward having a mill previous to that
time some twenty miles from Victoria. 1he
mill has a capacity of 6,000,000 feet annually,
aud is run principally for the city trade.  The
logs ate brought from along the coast for a dis-
tance of 150.miles.

The Chemainus saw mill; Croft & Angus, pro-
prictors. have & branch lumber yard at Vic.
toria, ‘The latter is the largest mill on Van.
couver island, and though not a Victorin indus-
try, may bereferred to iere.  This mill is lo-
cated at Horse Shoo Bay,on the Island railway,
gixty miles from Victoria, and has bLeen estab.
lished about fifty years. It came into the
hands of the present proprietors about four
years ago, when it was enlarged and new ma-
chinery put in. The capacity is now nbout 30,-
000,000 feet yearly. There are ulso shingle snd
latfl mills in conunection, with a capacity the
former of 40,000 and the laster of 20,000 daxly.
\tanufacturmg i done both for export aud Pro
vincial trade. The timber for the Ialand rall-
way wascut largely by this mill. . A. Har.
vison is the general agent for the mill. The
other new mills on Va.ncomer faland ave: One
at Nanpaimo, the northern terminus of the Is.
land mlway, Haslem & Lecs, proprietors;
capacity about 5 ,000,000 feet annually. Oneat
Comox, 180 miles north of Vicioria, on the
east coast; this is a small Jocal mill; Urqu-
hart Bros. are proprietors.  There is a mill at
Cowichan, which has been idle for two years,
It is owned by Wm. Sutton, of Walkerville,
Ontario, and has a capacity. of 15,000,000 or
20,000,000 feet annually. The first mill erected
on Vancouver Island was built by the Hudson'’s
Bay Co.

So much for the lumbering interest of the
Island generally.  We will now return to Vie.
toria and consider the sash and door industry.

Muirhead & Mann, manufacturers of sash,
doors, mouldings, etc., have been established
since 1870, and do & large wholesale business
in all gorts of wood manifactures usuatly turn-
ed out from an establishment of the kind.

C. C. Hayward is the owner of a sash and
door factory, with a saw mill in connection.
The sizo of the factory is 75x30 feet and the
mill 43x30 feet, and a warehouse 40x30 feet, all
two storeys high. He also carries on an under-
taking business, and both manufactures and
imports goods in the latter line.

Smith & Clarke, contractors and ship joiners,

THE VICTORIA RICE MILLS

Have been establiched in the city about two
years, and is a branch of the Alount Royal
Milling and Manufacturlog Co., of Montreal.
The establishment of this judustry in Victoria
is due.to the fact that the coast has a Chinese
population, the Celestials being the principal
customers of the establishment. The rice is
imported in the “puddy " state, that is in the
natural state, when ‘it is enclosed in a husk,
sonicthing similar to oats or barley.

The Making of Gold Laés.

One of the most singular mechanical opera:
tions imaginable is the making of gold wire for
what is known as gold lace. The refiner first
prepares a solid. rod of silver aboutan inch in
thickness : he beats this rod, applies upon the
surfuce a sheet of goldleaf, bu-nishes this down,
and s0 on, until the gold is one hundredth part
to thickness of the silver. The rod is then
subjected to a train of processes which -brings
it down to the state of fine wire, when it is
passed through holes in a steel plate lessening
step hy step in diameler. The gold never
deserts the silver, but adheres closely to it and
shares all its mutations; it is one-hundredth
part the thickness of the silver at the beginning,
and it. maintains the same ratio io the end. As

t0 the thinness to.which the gold coated rod. of
silver can be'brought, the limit depends on'the
.delicacy of human skill. It has beea calculated

Since the recont collapse of the Central Bank
theve has becn a general overhauling of accounts
all along the lino.  Man who were thought to
De secure have succumbed under the stringency
of the tiwmes, and the general curtailing of dis-
counts to tho weaker houses hus told soverely
during the Inst fow weeks.  There is no dis-
guising the fuct that we are face to face with o
quiet trado, and that present operations ave
confiied to strictly legitimate business. No
encoucagement {g, or will likely bo, given by
the banks to new business for some months to
come, unless it'be of the most justifiable char-
acter. The pressure felt so keenly in wmany
quarters just now is undoubtedly the result of
overtrading. 'Tho last fow years has witnessed
a great deal of inflation in many trades and es-
pecially 50 in the dry goods, aided and unfor-
tunately encouraged by the too lavish credit of
the banks, Iu other years whatever of hard-
ship and suffering has been felt from a specu-
lative trade in the common necessaries of life,
has heen -traceable in o great measure to the
reckless manner in which some bank managers .
distributed the sinews of war. A significarit
feature uf the import trade of the present day
is the easy credit allowed by British houses, as
compared with the caution exhibited by Awmer-
can exporiers. Americans have shown much
discrimination of late years in granting credit
to our finporters, and tharesult is that when
any. large house falls to the ground, the propor-
tion of, American crédit represented is some-
what smnall, while the British houses figure very
prominéntly. The reason for this is not far

" to seek, and-may be attributed to the prevail-
ing practice of shorter credits which is always
extending in the United States. Many of their
banks are operated by men who own about half
the capital, which naturally promotes greater
caution in their dealings.  \We scmetimes flat-
ter ourselves that our banks are richer and
stronger than those of our neighbors, but it
may be questioned whether the American cus-
tom which makes it possible for the president,
wanagér and cashier to own & very large pro-
portion of the stock, is uot in itself s very~
strong guaruntee of good management.

Retailers, whetherin town or country, will
consult their own best interests by confining
their pucchases to actual neéds. We learn, ‘on
very relisble authority, that houses in the dry
goods trade ave seclling spring goods on four
months’ credit, dating from delivery in Janu-
ary of February. Surely we have had enough
of this policy, and merchants should sternly re-
fuse to accept offers of this kind.  Let us bid
good bye to this kind of stuffing of country
stores. The caution displayed by the majority

‘of retailers is highly commendable, and if per-
sisted in, will effectually check- the disastrous
practice of over importations which ave gener-
ally believed to have caused much of the mis.
chief fror which wé now suffer.

Tt is also asserted that some wholesalers are
discouraging cash. paymeunts to save the dis--
counts. A prefercuco for paper at the present
time'is certainly nov wise, and will not assist
in reducing the country-trade to that stable and
casy condition which the best men have been
striviog after, ' :

Frem present appearances money will likely
bo tight for the needy and struggling, and the
wisdom of all who have in the- past leaned too
much on bauk succou may be soverely tested.
From now until apring merchants inust be con-
tont wjth less business aud swmaller earnings; if,
in the meantima they can readjust wmattors
thoy will pass through the ordeal wiser and
stronger men.—Z'oronte Merchan.

Russian Wheat. ’

wheat: Dear Str,—There has been sent to
you this day by mail from the Central Experi-
mental Farm, o samplo bag of spring wheat,;
which has been obtained under instruction of.
the Minister of Agriculture, from one of the
Northern Provinces of Russia. This wheat has
been ripened above latitude 58, more than 600
miles further north than the city of Ottawa,
where the sumnmer season is very short ; heace
itis oxpected that it will ripen in Canada
earlier than any of the varicties now in cultiva.
tion. You will oblige by testing this wheat and
return at the close of the season to the Central
Experinental Farm, Department of Agriculture
Ottawa, by mail, in Dbags herewith sent, a
sainple of the same as grown on your land, also
state the character of the soil on which it was
grown, the date of sowing, the time of ripening
and the yield, with any other remarks relating
to it whicn you may believe to be of iniport-
ance. Tested at the seed house at the Experi-
wental Farm, both in the soil and in the secd
tester, this grain has produced a vigorous
growth, 08 per cent. germination promptly.

Now 2§ is allowed\ for two months,
aud 3} for prompt ‘payment. Too easy credit
is o great evil in the dry goods trado of Canada,
but while it is growing in a conservative coun-
try like England, how isit to bo stopped in
Canada.

The manufacture of " catalonnes, or home-
made carpets, is an industry of considerable
extent in Quebec, but hitherto, there has exist.
ed in the province no factory for making carpets
for tho trade. The first industry of this kind
has beea started this year by Mr. Oct, Quelette,
woolen manufacturer at Pleasisville de Somer-
set. Mr. Ouclette has three or four looms work-
ing on woolen ingrain carpets, and the fiest pro-
ducts of the mill shown us are certainly very
creditable in design and quality. We wish ihe
new industry every success.—Canadian Journal
of Fabrics.’

It is oxpected that next summer will bea
muslin season. Muslin and lawn goods in all
colers are being extensively made mow by
European manufacturers. They ayo being
made in stripes, and figures and flowers, color-
ed or otherwise. Some kinds imitate the gloss
of silk, and other, have metal effect.

The Hudsorf‘ﬁay Routa,

Ture Manchester (England) Courier lately
devoted a lengthy artico to the Fudson's Bay

route. The Courier concludes from a full
investigation of evidence before it, that the
route is one which would be most beneficial to
the western portion of Canada. and that its
desirability ie unquestioned. The Courier -
further commends the matter to the attention
of British capitalists; and then concludes as
follows: ‘‘But the general fecling it is believed
will be that with the Capadian Pacific railway
running from ocean to ocean, the country can:
very well rest on its oars for a few years with- !
out in any way interfering with or postponing
the fulfillment of the destiny awaiting it in the
future.” If the writer for the Courier were’
here on the spot, and fully acquainted with
existing circumstances and the requirements
of the country, the sentence quoted above
would not have occurred. At the distance of
a fow thousand miles it is difficult to imagine
that the Great West is already in actual need

.of a second outlet for its'products, when it is

considered that it is but a few years since the
country was first opencd up to settlement by
the railway outlet which it now possesses.
Nevertheless it is true that the C.P.R. has

already-clearly. demonstrated its imability to |

handle -the rapidly incressing traffic of the
country. This year there has been almosta

.complete blackade, -and the country bhas

suffered- most severely fromthe inability of the
railways to handle the great press of traffic.

‘“ The rapid iucrease in the traffic of the
West, has demonstrated undisputably that this
country must have an additjonal outlet, if our
exports are to find a market in anything like
réasonablo time, .if indeed at all.

traffc of the country. Notwithstanding the
most superhuman efforts, the freight blockade
bas been steadily growing, uatil'on Saturday
of last week, it is estimated that over four
bundred cars were wanted for wheat alone in
~the provinco, which could not 'be furnished.
The elevator accommodation of the cointry is
filled up, and miles of grain sacks, five or six
tiers decp, ave piled up'in the open air along
the railways, waiting to be moved. A soft
spell of weather would meau the loss of many
thousands of dollars in gran so expoaed.;’ If
the Courier will consider theso facts, it will
certainly withdraw its statement to the effect
that the ‘‘country can afford to rest on its oars
for a few years,” If the Hudson’s Bay rail-
way were being pushed forward as rapidly as
possible, it could not be completed and the
route thoroughly established auy too soon for
the requirements of the country, Ta ‘‘rest on
our oars” is most dangerous advice in the
present juncture.

Paraguay.

The signing of a treaty, containing the most
favored nation clause, between Germany and
the South “American Republic of. Paraguay .is
drawing the attention of German merchants to
the great advance which has lately taken place
in the economical relations of. this industrious
people. The annual import and export trade
of Paraguay is now valued at aboyt 6,000,000
mks. The principal articles of it'npqi't are
woven .goods, especially cotton fabrics, sugar,
flour, wine and beer, iron ware, shoe ware, hard-
ware, drugs, dyes and hatr, while in the export
trade the so-called ‘Paraguay tea,” or mate,
tobacco, oranges, orange leaves, orange leaf
essence, palm oil, building wood, -railway
sleepers, and raw and dressed caltle hidesdre
of importance. Germany-dominates.the Para-
guayan market in toys, sewing machines, pianos,
and béer, and supplies & large portion of the

dzmand for- writing materials, accouut_ books,
hardware, bandkerchiefs, cotton .and linen
fabrics, iron and shoe' ware and railway planz.

Beer.

Since the order by tho Inland Revenue Deo-
partment against the browing of beer in the
Northwest there has been.considerablo public
and private discussion as to the merits or do-
merits of the order and also of the beer. Vety
many things regarding Northwest beer aro
taken for granted or stated as if granted, de-
pending rather upan the stand taken by the
person arguing than upon the facts regarding
the beer.  Ae its contribution to the discnssion
the Bull ’in has taken mcans to find out ac ex-

“ actly as may be just what Northwesd beer is

and how it is made, so that there will be some
defirite ground to go upon in discussing the ad:
vantayes or disadvantages of permitting or pro-
hibiting its manufacture and sale. It is gener.
ally alluded to as ¢ hop” beer, whichitis taken
for granted is a light and not necessarily uns
wholesome or ‘utoxicating article. Such was
the beer that was first brewed in the Northwest
when the prohibitory law was more strictly en-
forced than it has of late years. The receipt
for ite manufacture is as follows : To 4 1bs. of
pressed hops take 40 gallons of water. Boil
the hops in the water for two hours. Strain
the water off the hops into a barrel and add 20
Ibs, of sugar. Let the liguor cool to blood heat
and add a quart of hop yeast. Let it work for
twelve hours. Run it into kegs and use in 24
hours. .Such liquor will keep about two wecks
or even longer by adding a little sugar. This
liquor had the merit, if not drugged, as of
course it frequently was, of being comparatively
harmless, but it had the disadvantage of a not
very pleasant taste and of requiring & very large
quantity to make drunk come. Since the laxity
in the enforcement of the law has become par.
ticularly marked it has been replaced almoest
entirely by the following receipt: Putintoa
vat 40 1bs. crushed barley and pour over it 40
gallons of water at blood heat. Let it soak for |
six hours. ‘rake four pounds of pressed hops
and boil for two hours in 10 gallc 18 of water,
Draw the water off the barley and strain it abd
the water of the hops into a-barrel together,
and add 20 Ibs. of sugar with a quart of' hop
yeast. Allow to'worlk for twelve hours. Then
draw off into kegs and let stand 24 hours when
it is fit for use. If placed in tight kegs it will
remain good for two weeks or longer if sugar

.is added, but if bottled tightly will keop as

Iong as required. 'This beer isintoxicating and
by increasing the proportion of barley, “sugar
and hops-can he made as intoxicating as may
be desired, even without drugs. Tho difference
between-Canadian strong beer and-this brand
of -the Northwest article is that malt, which-is
sprouted barley, instead of merely crushed bur.
ley is used in -the former, -and only about half
as much barley and little'or nosugar is required
to give equal strength,—Edmonton-Bullétin.

Incontrovertible facts have recontly borne
out in every particular the charges wo made
against certnin dry goods houses in Toronto
and other western points, for the frightful
wmanner in which they bave undersold the le-
gitimate trade, for the purpose of *“ raising the
wind.” Not only have Toronto houses been
cutting prices on their own ground, but they
have at last ¢ bearded the lion in his den,” by
offering to sell goods in Montreal below what
our local houses are selling. We are aware of
un instance in which o line of ginghams, orig-
nally costing 10c. here and shipped to a western
firm, found its way back to this city, where it

was recently disposed of at jc., or at a loss of
50 per cent, upon cost. When goods ave offer-
ed at such fearful *‘cuts” below cost, they are
sim)ly sold by weak firms in order to obtain
ready fuuds that they may extend their lease
of a rotten and bankrupt existence. The
Trade Bulletin wus the first to ventilate this
ruinous cutting busine:s amongst western
houses, sud before any of the late failures in
Toronto, London, Dover, etc., had taken place,
we predicted the troubls in unmistakably bold
terms, and we still maintain that the end of it
has not yet been seen.—Montreal Irade
Buletin,

Sometbing Abont Fars.

The fur trade of Canada is a most important
interest, whether we consider it from the point
of view of the powerful and wealthy Hudson's
Bay Company, the many merchunts who trade
in and cure peltries, or the vast number of in.
dividual trappers who depend altogether or to
a considerable extent upon the capture of fur-
bearing animals for their means of maintenance.

We have just received from YW. Macnaught.
on's Coy's, New York Agents of the Honorable
the Hudson's Bay Company, their circular for
January which, as it contains a considerable
amount of valuable information, we review at
length. In the first place we are informed that
the prospects point clearly to good business and
it is therefore advisable to forward furs to mar-
ket as early as possible, in order to profit by
uny favorable circumstances that may arise
Particular stress is laid upon the advisability of
furs being assorted and graded before being
sent to market, as not only does the presence
of inferior skins among those of better quality,
diminish the attractiveness of the latter, but
renders them liable to be depreciated in value
by the purchaser. Morcover to realize the best
results, assorted furs should be graded down
according to their sizes as well as to the quahty
of their fur. No. 1 for instance is described as
a flesh colored pelt, or one that looks like fresh
sound raw meat, has a long, heavy fur, abund.
ant, thick and compact, which when blown in.
to separates down to the pelt and looks even,
fine and like silk. In a word this goes to make
up what is termned prime fur,  Furs that have
imperfections, such as inferior color, or atre old,
neglected and in poor condition, have been im-
properly handled or are suspicious appearing
are graded down one, two or three grades and
put in that grade to which their condition
makes them nearest in value.

As to the taking of furs, it should not be for-
gotten that, as the cold increases, their yuality
improves, and after three or four wceks of

best and then has the least top hair. When
furs are improperly handled they will always
bring o poor sale, while old furs of any kind
are sure to boe faded and, on being dressed, are
without life or lustre, and frequently prove to
have been move or less moth lamaged.  Mid.
winter caught furs hasve tho best color, as the
sun is not warm enavgh or gtrong enough to
fade them]while alivp and runhing; but as soon
as the mild days of early spring sets wn they be-
gin to lose color aud the fus begins to shed or
fall out. ‘I'he clearness, cleanness and lustre of
u skin add materially to its value. Trappers,
no matter upon what preteat, should avoid
tuking furs until the anindals havo had at least
 fair chance of making growth, too carly or
too late furs beingg not only a disgrace to trap-
pers and collectors, but, as we have frequently
pointed out, a wasteful and worthless slaughter.
One point to bear in mind is that fully grown
fur sosts no more to dress and manufacture
than little ones, yet they cut to better advan-
tage, yield double and henée are very much
more valuable.  Furs ought always to be trap-
ped; shot cuts the pelt and shaves off the fur,
while poisoning destroys und deadens the lus-
tre and lessens the selling price which is o most
important consideration.  These observations
which have been carefully collected ought, we
think, to commend themselves, as we nave
need to exercise more comimon s«nse and econ-
omy, it not scientific knowledge in matters that
concern this as well a3 wany other industries.
Reckless trapping and wastefuluess in dealing
with peltry cannot go on forever, We have
had by far too mueth of it.

There was a time when therc was fur lcss dis-
crimination than now with respect to the con-
dition of the skins that were offered to the
dealer, The prices which he was accustomed to
pay were sufficiently low to enable him to take
in alimost anything that was offered and muke
at the saine time enovmous profits,  The avail-
able supply has been materially depleted, prices
have been enhanced, so that he cannot put up
with what he once did.  Morecover, ulmost ev-
eryone—and most people wears furs in a cli-
ate like that of Canada—use pelts, and cach

one professes to be something of o connoisneur
and caunot hiave anything fobbed off on him.
For all these reasons, reckless taking, reckless
curing and reckless purchasing by storekcepers
are to be reprehended.  Poor furs will not pay,
the ultimate consumer will not buy them or,
if he does, is not inclined to pay much for them.
Al parties are thercfore losers. The store-
keeper when he sends or brings them to town
is disappointed us to results, and the trapper,
who frequently receives store pay, discovers
that there is o far less margin to his account
than he hadanticipated. Thus no ofie is satis-
fied and our fur bearing animals are becomng
slowly but none the less surely extinguished.
A stop ought to be put to the existing condition
of things, the trapper and the storckeecper
alike must be taught, by a determined refusal
to biy, that low quality skins have nec value,
Then the hunter will wait until the fur bearing
animals have arrived at their prime; and he
~vill not require to take so many of them to re.
alize a certain return, while the surviving ani.
mals will multiply and in their turn obtain that
maturity without which they are comparative.
ly worthless. The waste that annually éceurs
in connection with the fur trade is really enor.
mous, so many causes which ought never to be
lost sight of combinining to detract from the
value of the animals that are captured, —7'rade
