The election is over, and despite the efforts of the student unions 

of UNB and STU, education was not a significant campaign issue. 

Helicopters and NAFTA made all the headlines, justified by their 

perceived impact on the country’s economy. But will the expected 

cancellation of multi-billion dollar defense contracts leave 

money for social programs as some have hoped? What will happen 

if NAFTA can’t be renegotiated? It’s hard to say. They are questions 

which will only be answered in the upcoming years.

Educational issues, which could conceivably affect the future of 

Canada in equally significant ways, have barely been touched since 

the verdict was pronounced, and will likely be ignored further until 

some number cruncher decides the economy can only be saved by 

collecting more interest on students’ education money, or by 

eliminating the breaks students currently receive. It would be nice to 

think that conditions would improve-federal loan program 

bursaries might increase for once perhaps-but in reality we all 

understand this to be highly unlikely.

Despite the fact that students’ concerns were not numbered 

among the major concerns of the ‘voting public’ as a whole when 

they cast their ballots on Monday, it is reassuring to know that 

students are nonetheless willing to become involved in the concerns 

of the public.

The workers and residents of Transition House, and the 

needy who benefit from your support of UNICEF, may not know the 

specifics of your status at UNB, but are nonetheless appreciative for 

your generosity.

Nathaniel: Sacred gift 
of God

The second of my three sons had a birthday 
this past Sunday. It was his sixth. Anticipation 
climaxed on the eve of his “great day”. That 
he slept the night before was miraculous. 
Thankfully, even energy intensified little bod­
ies do become fatigued, given time.

A sixth birthday is no ordinary event, I’ve 
learned for the second time. In ways we adults 
may no longer folly grasp, this birthday is a 
rite of passage of sorts. For one, six year olds

They now also need two hands 
to count their birthdays. And, that additional 
candle on the cake proves no match for the

“mega” excited, as they put it. They anticipate 
their arrival, and bemoan their passing.

Some of this is a marked contrast to adults. 
Few will voluntarily divulge their age. For 
some birthdays come and go with little fan­
fare. I met someone last week who had no 
time to mark his birthday. He was too tied up 
with things, his wife was out of town, and the 
children were all out of the house. Fortu­
nately, some close friends came to the res-

other, even possibly committed to each other. 
Unfortunately such is not always the case, and 
increasingly so today.

Much worse, however, is the failure to at­
tach anything sacred to our beginning, even 
our primal (fetal) beginning. The unfortunate 
result is that our prime beginning can be dis­
pensed (aborted) at will, which is of course 
also being done increasingly. If birthdays are 
not special and sacred, are our (fetal) lives also 
not special and sacred, despite the circum­
stances?

It was Eliade that caused me, some years 
back, to reflect on some of my own earlier 
birthdays, and even some more recent ones. 
What was especially striking in that reflection 
was what parents, family and close friends 
would never fail to mention. What was never 
neglected, and quite specifically so, was a 
thanksgiving for the many years I had been 
given. But given by whom? Parents? My 
mother?

Now that I have children of my own, I have 
also gained a greater sensitivity to the sacred­
ness of a birthday. But that sacredness does 
not arise from me, or from profane, everyday 
life (as Eliade put it). The sacredness of a birth­
day — no, of life itself — derives from only 

one source.
We gave expression to that source in the 

very name we gave to our second son. We 
called him Nathaniel. It means “gift of God".

Six year olds are exuberant about birthdays 
because of special attention focused on them. 
They may not yet folly fathom their sacred­
ness. My partner-for-life and I, though ex­
hausted after an eneigy intensive day, 
theless regarded the event as sacred. This 
makes the sixth year we have been blessed, 
and entrusted, with this “gift from God". We 
prayed that we might have anothersacred day 

next year.

Mircea Eliade, the well-known historian of 

religion from the University of Chicago, saw 
birthdays as sacred days. He felt they ought 
to be celebrated as such. It was birthdays, he 
aigued, which provided the unique opportu­
nity to refit t back to one’s own “coming into 
being”.

That coming into being is most sacred. It 
is not unrelated to that which gives meaning 
to all of life. In effect, that which creates and 
sustains life in general, gives human life its 
sacredness.

Of course, we can easily reduce the origin 
of human life to the biological. We can hope 
then that at least our coming into being re­
sulted from two people enthralled with each

Fortunately, the celebrative event does not

I 
think Loggerhead is the most varied 
record we’ve done.”

Loggerhead also features some 
poignantly political lyrics, something 
that has marked the band since it’s in­
ception. “It’s just a consciousness that 
I got as a kid watching the Vietnam 
war; people burning themselves and 
spewing their guts out with pie plates. 
They used to put it in your living room. 
Music at that time had a lot to say. That 
late 60’s and early 70’s had a real es­
sence of rebellion to it.”

On first listen one might interpret

songs like ‘The Only Thing Green’ as 
decidedly anti-American. “I’m not 
anti-American, I’m just pro-Canadian. 
Guys like Lucien Bouchard say 
should have closer ties to the US.

DOA’s influence on not only the 
Canadian music scene but also the 
European, Australian and American 
scenes is far reaching. Nirvana, 7 sec­
onds, The Lunachicks, FIREHOSE as 
well as thousands of other bands have 
had the honor of opening for DOA over 
the years. “We’ve just played every­
where and played all over the world. I 
think DOA has had an influence on peo­
ple but exactly how much you’d have 
to ask those people. We’ve done a lot 
of gigs with a lot of different bands, 
lots of them not so great and some of 
them really great. Some of them were 
destined for big things, right?”

DOA’s popularity seems to be con­
sistently higher in Europe. Keighly 
explains “Things are really solid there 
for political music and for us.

Sports Staff Now that that’s over with it’s time to get on with more important things. This 

week’s discussion is on the nature of fandom. Why do people cheer for certain 

teams? Why do they cheer against other teams? Why did I, who went completely 

Neandertal over a few missed calls against the Blue Jays in the World Series last 

year, all of a sudden change my loyalties and start cheering for the Blue Jays’ 

opposition? On a larger scale the question becomes more serious: ‘Why do peo­

ple invest of their emotions as part of their sports viewing?’

The question is not so simple as: ’Why do people watch sports?’ The an­

swer to this is obvious. They watch sports for the same reason as they watch the 

ballet, figure skating, or a movie. They do so for entertainment. First and fore­

most sports are entertainment. However, with rare exceptions sports 

spectatorship does not stop at entertainment. The sports fan is not so much 

interested in being entertained as s/he is in seeing the right team win. If it turns 

out to be a good game then so much the better. The fact is, if your team loses, 

you don’t really care how good a game it was. Game four of this year's World 

Series was a classic that will be talked about for years. In its way so was game six. 

And yet I’m certain that no Phillies fan [see how quickly I divorce myself from 

the team] could care less about that. They would have far preferred to see the 

Phillies win two extremely boring, routine games. Instead, some junior high 

school kids in Philadelphia are even now - nearly a week later - going around 

their schools moping; not even taking the effort to properly dodge the bullets 

flying in their classrooms.

So it is obvious that the watching of sports involves a latge emotional com­

ponent. Why!? Why do we care that a bunch of overpaid men won the World 

Series while playing for a Canadian based team? The fact of the matter is that 

there are no Toronto natives on the Blue Jays. The only Canadian on the team is 

Rob Butler of Butlerville, Newfoundland. Butler is hardly a crucial aspect of the 

Blue Jays lineup. Other than Butler the whole team is composed of Americans, 

Puerto Ricans, and Dominicans; none of whom will be staying in Toronto for any 

appreciable length of time now that the season is over. Why should I, or you, or 

any other Canadian, care about the Blue Jays. Their fundamental raison d’être is 

not to make us happy, but is instead to put money into the coffers of Laban's 

breweries. They are fulfilling their mandate quite well.

We watch and care about sports teams because for some reason we are 

willing to suspend our knowledge that not only are the players not of the city 

they are ostensibly representing, but also often don’t give a damn about that city 

and its fans. Toronto Blue Jays were rapturous about Dave Winfield last season. 

You couldn’t mention his name without some Blue Jay fan expounding upon 

how great a person he is, and how he is such a class act, not at all like George 

Bell. And then, once the season was over, when the Blue Jays expressed their 

unwillingness to pay the big bucks to a 41 year old designated hitter, Winfield 

happily moved to another team. So quite obviously Mr. Winfield did not return 

the great love for Toronto that we felt for him.

So what? Since we are willing to suspend our knowledge of reality we have 

only ourselves to blame if we feel somehow betrayed by free agents when they 

leave our team. Not, of course, that we have any right to feel that way, but often 

this appears to be the case. We must accept the mercenary aspects of modern 

sports if we are to continue to hire outsiders to represent us in athletic compe­

tition. All Blue Jays players (exclusive of Butler) are in actuality mercenaries. 

They hire themselves out to the highest bidder, whilst abiding to a few rules 

restricting their mobility. Since the Blue Jays are among the richest of ball clubs, 

it stands to reason that they are so perennially successful.

By pretending that the players are representing Toronto in spirit, as well as 

in body, we are able to identify with them and their actions. We are able to infuse 

our own identities into the performances of the athletes. So, when they suc­

ceed, we in turn succeed as well. Since many of our lives are routine in nature an 

escape towards what we perceive as a brief moment of greatness is much wel­

comed. And when a player who exhibits qualities which we see in ourselves (or 

more often, wish we saw in ourselves) does well, then we begin to identify with 

him all the more, and feel that his performance is somehow reflective of us. 

“See," we say, “my favourite player is doing well, so 1 must be a good person as 

well." Obviously, this is not true. A fan of a player is quite apparently not a good 

person because that player does well; no more than that player’s worth as a 

person is determined by his performance. Rickey Henderson is a great baseball 

player, but in my opinion as a human being he is a recurring groin injury of a 

man.
