BILL OF DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

An Act Respecting the Baptist Convention of Ontario and Quebec.
Whereas, by an Act passed by the Pa> ament of Canada, in the forty-firet year 

of Her Majesty s reign, “ The Regular ,-aptist Foreign Missionary Society of 
I Intel lo and Quebec was incorporated for the purpose and with the powers in the

And whereas, by another Act of the said Parliament, passed in the 43rd year of 
Her Majesty s reign, “ The Baptist Union of Canada ” was incorporated for the 
purposes and with the powers in the last mentioned Act set forth.

And whereas, by Letters Patent, dated the 12th day of October, 1882, issued 
under “ The Canadian Joint Stock Companies Act, 1877,” a joint stock company 
was incorporated by the name of the “ Standard Publishing Company,” for the 
purpose of publishing a newspaper, or newspapers, for and in the interests of the 
Regular Baptist Denomination in Canada, publishing books, papers, tracts and other 
literature, carrying on book rooms ft cue sale of oligious and other books, papers 
and literature, disseminating religious literature by means of colporteurs and other 
agencies.

And whereas, the said Letters Patent provided that none of the shares of the cap! 
tal stock of the said Company should at any time be subscribed for or allotted to or 
transferred to any person not a member in good standing of some Regular Baptist 
church, and that those shares only of the capital stock sul scribed for and held by 
members in good standing of Regular Baptist churches, i. .on which there were no 
calls in arrear, should be entitled each to one vote.

And whereas, the nominal capital stock of the said Company consists of two 
thousand shares of *50 each, of which 1,197 have been subscribed and allotted, and 
803 are unallotted.

And whereas, 800 of the said shares have been paid up in full, and the said 
paid up shares are held by as trustees for the benefit of the
following denominational societies of the Regular Baptists, namely, 15-40 for the 
said Regular Baptist Foreign Missionary Society of Ontario and Quebec, 9-40 for 
the Regular Baptist Missionary Society of Ontario, 3-40 for the Regular Baptist 
Missionary Convention East, which two last mentioned bodies have united, so far 
as it was practicable for a corporated and an unincorporated body to voluntarily 
unite ; 3-40 for the Manitoba Convention of Regular Baptists, and 10-40 for the 
Society for the Relief of Superannuated Regular Baptist Ministers and the Widows

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THIRTY-SEVENTH ANNUAL REPORT OF THE REGULAR 
BAPTIST HOME MISSIONARY SOCIETY OF 

ONTARIO AND QUEBEC.

... How cou!d *e feel other than weighted down with the sense of ter­
rible responsibility, and insufficiency of ourselves for the work, with a 
population of between three and four millions in the territory which we 
are supposed, as a Home Missionary Society, to occupy ? By far too 
meagre have all our efforts been to overtake the overwhelming amount of 

. *ortthat has.1hrcr! brought to our attention. Yet we thank God that it 
has been possible for us to accomplish so much, and trust that what we 
have done may be a foundation for greater undertakings in the year and 
years to come The utmost harmony has prevailed in the Board: one 
thought inspiring them, one ambition firing them ; and while limited 
resources have prevented us entering upon many hopeful fields brought to 
our attention, by economy and judicious grouping of churches, and what 
seemed to us the best placement of men at our command, we have done 
not a little in cultivating the extensive field.

In this report we propose eschewing general observations upon mis­
sion enterprise and giving what we deem the most necessary, and, unless 
we misjudge the Society, the most desirable information regarding the 
work which has occupied us through the year. In doing this, we know 
the risk we run of seeming to be tedious. There is little room for play- 
ful fatides or poetic figures. It is a meagre record of a year’s hard work 
m the home-land by home missionaries. But for it we ask, and have a 
right to claim the devout and close attention of those who love the name 
oi Jesus and the souls of their fellow-countrymen.

The Convention territory is divided into sixteen Associations. We 
begin with the Western.

Here we have been working in Dresden, Bothwell and Florence, 
Essex Centre and Woodslee, Bethlehem and Zone, and Windsor. With 
unfeigned regret we acceded to the wishes of the Dresden church and the 
Western Associational Board, in again taking this church under our care 
and giving it help. The large depletions in its numbers necessitated it 
The cause is now hopeful, and we trust the day is not far distant when it
w!LT.

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while. It was necessary, at the beginning of the summer, to put an 
additional laborer on the field, opening up two promising stations, that 
will, we hope, work with Wilkesport, namely, Sombra and Snyder ville. 
The proposal now is that Court right and Brigden work together under 
Bro. Kelly, and that Wilkesport with the new stations have a laborer 
for itself. The Board is very thankful to be able to record what is being 
done in this part of the West. Brigden has had the faithful labors 
of Bro. Walker; he has left the field, getting nearer to Woodstock 
College, so that he may be able to attend some classes there while preach 
ing for a neighboring church. Mount Brydges, Melbourne, and Middlesex 
have kept plodding on through the year, 
much ground to get his work in. Some portions of his field are promising 
and have yielded through the year good increase ; at other places, trouble 
within the church and unfriendly elements without, have tended to dis­
courage. Material progress has been made at Mount Brydges. The 
Board thinks that the field should be encouraged to do somewhat more for 
itself, and make it lighter for the Society. There is yet much ground, 
both within and in the neighborhood of this Association, to be laid hold of. 
Although the London South church, which has been organized during the 
year, has not received money aid from your Board, to a certain extent it 
has been under its care, and your Board considers that the efforts in 
London City, in breaking out to the right hand and to the left, are among 
the most hopeful signs of missionary enterprise anywhere in the Province.

The Midland Association has been receiving aid on four fields, while 
some thought and care have been given elsewhere. Bro. Baldwin has 
had a good year at Fullarton and Sebringville. A very gracious ingather­
ing has been enjoyed at Fullarton. Progress in making the property 

attractive and comfortable has followed. Brampton and Edmonton, 
under the care of Bro. Tapscott, have been going forward. Depletions 
in the membership help to keep down the strength of Brampton ; but we 
doubt not that very shortly the field will have reached the point of self­
sustenance. St. Mary’s is doing well. It will be encouraging to many 
to hear that, under very favorable circumstances, Orangeville has been 
again opened up. Your Board feared, as proposals came to it for under­
taking work here, that the past record had not been sufficiently lived 
down to make immediate operations desirable or wise, but in this their 
fears have been disappointed. An excellent and well-located chapel has 
been secured by the brave efforts of the little oand in the place, and the 
generous help of some brethren who belong to neighboring churches. The 
church has been re-organized, and a spirit of intense hopefulness pervades 
it. Bro. Joseph Gilmour, of McMaster Hall, has been honored of God 
in helping to re-lay the foundations. We commend this cause to the de­
vout and prayerful sympathies of the Society.

In the Woodstock Association the only field that we have been 
laboring with is Norwich and Windham. Windham is now separated 
from Norwich, and intends making new connections for itself. Norwich
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Inis been deprived for a considerable portion of the year of pastoral work 
on account of Bro. Woodward’s visit to the Old Country, to obtain 
funds for the heavy debt which rests on their meeting-house. Consider- 
able progress has been made in lessening the debt, yet there rests on them 
more than enough to tax their strength for some years to come, we fear. 
The pastor has resigned the held, but it must not be allowed to suffer. A 
good pastor and preacher is a necessity here.

The foregoing was written while yet the news of Bro. Woodward’s 
early death had not reached us. The Board would now, in behalf of the 
H. M. Society, express its real sympathy with the widow and orphans. 
Our deceased brother was every inch a home missionary. He gave nearly 
all of the years he lived in Canada to weak and needy churches. A hard, 
and what would seem to some, almost impossible task, in breaking new 
ground, had charms for him. We mourn his loss.

In the Norfolk Association, Hagersville and Decewsville has given 
your Board no little anxiety. We had hoped that harmonious labors 
would have ensued from the union of these two churches, but we are 
disappointed. Whatever shape may be the best for the field to work in, 
worked it must be. It has been suggested that Hagersville and Hartford 
work together. In that
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* they would be self-sustaining. Decewsville
could find suitable connection with North and South Cayuga. ___
Associational Board’s thoughts have been directed towards the opening 
up of Port Dover and Jarvis. There is some hope concerning Port Dover. 
The brethren have been meeting regularly twice a week for the last four 
months, and have lieen receiving much encouragement and help by the 
weekly visits of Brethren Carey and Newton, who have gratuitously 
preached Sabbath about. We question whether more thoroughly needy 
work anywhere invites missionary enterprise than in laying hold of a 
large number of weak and dying churches in such an Association as 
this where, through causes other than unfavorable surroundings, decline 
and consumption have brought churches once strong and active to a state 
of all but invisibility. To plant new churches is not more our work than 
to lay hold of and revive weak and dying

Tlie old Huron Association is now divided in two. Walkerton Asso­
ciation has quite a stretch of mission ground, there lieing only two self- 
sustaining churches within its bounds, namely, Tiverton and Glammis; 
that is, out of nineteen churches, seventeen are mission. We are grieved’ 
to report that, through strife, Mount Forest had so weakened itself that 
it became a necessity for us to take it under our care. Bro. W. 8. 
\V alker, late of Galt, is now pastor. His long experience and known 
judiciousness warrant us to believe that what has been lost will soon lie 
gained. The signs for the last three months favor this hope. Walkerton 
and Hanover have settled Bro. Baker, late of Belleville, as their pastor. 
Bro. Dack has undertaken great things in connection with his field, 
Listowel and Attwood. With the concurrence of the Board, a chapel to 
accommodate about 230 people is now in course of erection at Listowel.
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Bro. A. Harris, of Brantford, generously has given $300 to help in this 
work, and beside this Bro. Dack has secured outside help to the extent of 
about $600, at the wonderfully low figure for expense in travelling of $20. 
Such economy speaks for itself The hope and intention are that the 
place will be opened free of debt. Already the undertaking bears fruit 
by larger congregations frequenting their old meeting-house. The look 
of permanence has weight with the public mind. The Board rejoices in 
the progress made on this field, and believes that not a little of it is due 
to the unselfish consideration of the Attwood church in giving Listowel 
the preference in times and services and amount of labor. A useful 
lesson could be learned by some of our mission churches which are known 
to contend for the preference for themselves, thus often hampering the 

oard in its efforts to adjust the work and times of services. Tees water 
•uid Greenock have had Bro. J. B. McKinnon laboring with them for a 
y®ar- They are much discouraged and suggest new arrangements. The 
pi.... ^ Howick and Gorrie offers little of encouragement. Bro. 
Phillips, a student, has been laboring with them during the summer. 
Palmerston and Harriston have had each a student for most of the 
summer. Harriston has been much weakened through removal of mem 
bers, at one time dismissing as many as eighteen, most of whom found 
city homes. It may be necessary to entirely change the connections 
this field. The proposal at present is to work Arthur, Farewell and 
Harriston together, giving each a service per Lord's day ; and that who­
ever is at Palmerston reach over to Howick and Gorrie. Unless great 
wisdom and care are shown, we fear we may lose ground in this neighbor­
hood ; things are in a very precarious condition. Progress has been 
made at Palmerston ; Bro. Priest has been much blessed in his work. 
Bro. Grey, late of Clinton, has been settled during the year at Kincar­
dine ; fear is entertained lest his settlement be not permanent. Clinton 
and Base Line have had the labors of Bro. Ralph Trotter and lieen much 
blessed thereby ; they are now endeavoring to settle a pastor. Wingham 
has not been enjoying regular services. At the first of January Bro. Rock, 
our missionary, resigned. Since then all effort to settle a pastor among 
them has lieen ineffective. We fear the consequences may be diminished 
interest and scattering of the membership. Your Board has urged upon 
the church certain courses which we judged would have relieved them, 
but as yet they are unsettled. A church has been organized at Farewell, 
and is now working with Arthur South. Arthur Village has lieen given

Reddick’s service for this district will be still at their disposal, so as to 
secure permanency of operations along the lines now pursued. Very 
cheering news comes to us from Belleville. Perhaps never in the history 
of the church were matters more solidly prosperous. The roll of mem­
bership has l>een revised and good additions have been made, and where 
fear and anxiety formerly prevailed both with them and us, now hope 
breaks upon us ; Bro. Mihell, late of Cheltenham, is pastor. Bro. Sowter 
has had a good year in Cramahe and Fenella ; bad crops, and in 
part of his field few supporters, have made his lot trying. The manse in 
connection with the Cramahe church has of late been burned down. 
Perhaps the most wonderful report that we have to make any remark up­
on this year, comes from Bro. Peer’s field, Norwood, Warsaw, and Drum­
mer. It seems only but yesterday when that whole section lying east of 
Peterborough, and north of Campliellford was to us an unknown country. 
To-day there are three churches and two chapels and practically both paid 
for. Within the year the membership has doubled itself, every quarter 
reporting additions. Bro. Peer’s laboriousness and consecration to his 
work, under God have contributed largely to these wonderful results. We 
thank God.

We come now to what formerly was the Eastern Convention. The 
Canada Central Association has within the year enlarged its bounds very 
considerably, taking in the ground north of Ottawa City on both sides of 
the Ottawa River. Bro. Millard has been a true home missionary. It 
would seem as if no part of the country in his neighborhood missed his 
eye. He has been the means, not only of strengthening the cause in Pem­
broke, where he has been pastor, but of opening up fields all around that 
formerly seemed closed to Baptist work A church was organized at 
Douglas, about seventeen miles back of Renfrew, and united with Dacre 
in the support of a laborer through the summer. Bro. Cashman was mis­
sionary here. In Beachburg and Cobden, Bro. Farmer co-operated with 
Bro. Millard in opening up and holding the ground. Bro. Millard has re­
signed and Bro. Farmer takes his place. Everything in our power ought 
to be done to hold the ground so valiantly and faithfully opened up. At 
Renfrew, Bro. Holbein is now meeting with encouragement. Dissension

Our brother reports an awakening and ingathering back in the 
neighborhood of the old Dalesville church, where he and Bro. Frith have 
been laboring. The friends at Eaton are taking a fresh lease of life ; 
they are moving their chapel into the village of Sawyerville and are 
looking out for a pastor. No better field is in the townships than this. 
The country through there is now being opened up by a line of road to 
connect Quebec with Boston.» We trust that the whole ground in this 
Association may have the heartiest co-operation of the local and central
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Summing up the results so far as figures can show them, our Home 
Mission churches have gathered into their membership during the year over 
1000 souls. Of these, about 650 were baptized upon a profession of faith, 
and the rest received by letter and experience. About 130 churches have 
received aid.

It rejoices us exceedingly that we can close our year clear of debt. 
We began it with about $1650 deficit. Our estimates, made at the first 
meeting of the retiring Board, were divided up among the Associations. 
The Associational Boards, in turn, divided up the amount against them 
among the churches. What we allotted to each Association and what we 
have realized, are as follows :

FROM THE FIELD.

Our whole Northern District has suffered this year by failure of crops, so 
that the help given by this Society has been more than usually necessary, 
and beneficent. While it has been the care of your Board, not to allow any 
part of the field to go back, we have specially labored to extend the work.

During last winter two colporteurs were engaged visiting from house to 
house, disusing of good literature at little more than cost price and holding 
meetings as opportunity presented. Mr. George Roy worked in the district lying 
in between Burk’s Falls and Parry Sound, and especially in the neighbor 
hood of McKellar and Dunchurch. We believe great good was accomplished 
Mr. Roy speaks in his report of the gladness with which such visits were re 
ceived, and the earnestness shown, in wishing his speedy return their way 
As a visible fruit of this work, the planting of a church in the village of Dun 
church, may be regarded. Other influences both before and after were at work 
to that end, but our colporteur’s visits spread, the seed of expectation and 
desire among the people.
North, in the Nipissing District. North Bay, South East Bay, Powassen 
and South River, were more or less gone over. It was with no little regret 
that we found we could not accede to his strongly expressed wishes, and 
put a man in Powassen, this last summer. More good seed can be sown by 
work of this kind, both by word of mouth and the sale of books, such as Run­
yan’s, Spurgeon’s and Moody’s, etc., than any of us can easily conceive. The 
demand for Bibles and good books was remarkable. The colporteur tells us of 
many families found without the Bible, think of it, and so near home. It is to 
be hoped that the new Board will find it possible to continue and extend the 
work.

During the year, our missionary, Rev. E. Bosworth, resigned in Sund- 
ridge and Burk’s Fall. This was a great loss. Connected with the work, almost 
since its beginning, we feel the lack of one right on the ground, with whom 
we can take advice. His long journeys and constant ex|>osure made him 
desire a field involving less of what must be the experience of our missionaries 
in this North country. Mr. C. N. Dewey is now at Sundridge and Burk’s 
Falls. He is acceptable to the people, and the work promises to be successful.

Bracebridge, under the pastoral care of Rev. T. 
prosper. Mr. Bingham has opened preaching stations at Draper and Port 
Carling. During the summer two have been baptized at Port Carling and one 
at Dra|>er, and the attendance is good.

Gravenhurst, for the first half of the year had Mr. Dewey as laborer, 
after his removal, student J. O’Neil took charge. The Congregations were 
unusually good on Sabbath evenings, during the summer. Our brethren here, 
suffered in the general loss of the place. Fire burnt down almost half the town 
and caused very much hardship.

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We have also given $100 to the Manitoba and N. W. Convention for work 
in that large needy and promising field.

Thus you may see that although this Society has done so much in Ontario 
and Quebec, supporting three missionaries for the year, two colporteurs, for 

weeks during the winter, and twenty-three missionaries during the whole 
or part of the sum nier, we have not been forgetful of the needs of neighboring 
Provinces. Our field truly is from Vancouver in the west to Quebec in the east.

Besides which, plans were conceived for undertaking colporteur work 
among the shanty-men of Muskoka and Parry Sound, which were subsequently 
carried into effect and give promise of gratifying results.

At the next meeting in November the question of inviting the co-opera­
tion of the Eastern Convention with us in our work, was presented for discus­
sion. Several Home Societies being already in existence amongst the Eastern 
churches, it was thought advisable to make a general appeal with a view t<> 
the establishment of others. The President of the Foreign Board was accord­
ingly consulted as to the best mode of action, who, after expressing th 
sympathy of the Eastern Convention, and stating that their hands were already 
full of Grande Ligne, suggested the names of Ottawa ladies likely to unite 
with us in our efforts. The matter was at once laid before them, with nothing 
definite to report as yet.

Upon a request from Mrs. Roney that her name be dropped from the 
list of Board members for 1888, it was moved, seconded and carried that that 
of Mrs. S. J. Moore be substituted ; also Mrs. Gregory was re-appointed to re­
present Parkdale.

Your Board has to record with much grief the death of Mrs. A. C. Baker, 
of Sarnia, one of its former members, and at a recent meeting the following 
resolution was passed :

Resolved—That the members of the Woman’s Home Mission Board hereby 
express their deep sympathy at the removal of Mrs. A. C. Baker from their 
midst, and also their heartfelt sympathy with the bereaved family and friends.

Two special meetings were called on Feb. 7th and 
consider our contemplated work among the Indians.

the chair. After prayer by Rev. A. P. McDiarmid, the minutes of the 
former meeting were read and approved.

The Anrfual Report was then read by the Secretary, Rev. James 
Grant. It indicated a year of most encouraging prosperity, at home and 
abroad.

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TWENTY-SECOND ANNUAL REPORT.

In submitting the twenty-second Annual Report of the Baptist 
Foreign Missionary Society of Ontario and Quebec, your Board desire to 
place upon record their devout gratitude to the God of Missions, for the 
signal honor of being permitted to conduct the operations of the Society 
through the year just ended. If the responsibilities of the work have at 
times been very great, these have right along lieen more than counterbal 
anced by the hallowed joy of tearing an active part in giving the Gospel 
of Jesus Christ to the enslaved and perishing sons of India.

The highest honor that can be conferred on redeemed men, is to be 
co-workers with God in the regeneration of the world.

This work is without doubt by Divine power, but as certainly through 
the instrumentality of the Christian Church.

On the Divine side there are no limitations to achievement, for 
God would have all men to be saved, and on the human side there need 
be no limitations since all power is given through Jesus Christ, We may 
therefore go forth to the work unhampered by any qualifying reflections, 
for with “ bread enough in our Father’s house and to spare,’’ and with a 
living Christ by our side to give success to our efforts, our encouragements 
are most ample.

We must never forget that the high mission of the Christian church 
is Empire—to possess every inch of territory now held by the enemy, for 
Christ its rightful King. This world belongs to Hiro--all souls are His. 
Upon us, therefore, rests the responsibility of planting His banners 
wherever the foot hath trod ; and to this we are undoubtedly called. But 
alas, how slow we have teen in pushing our conquests. The very date of 
the year, 1888, is a standing reproach to the Christian church. It is a 
standing advertisement of its delay in carrying out the good news of 
salvation to a dying world, according to the Masters last command, and 
it is so felt by the heathen themselves. It is high time that the Lord's 
command, “ preach the Gospel to every creature,” reached and rallied the 
whole church of God to the universal assembling of the Lord’s hosts, and 
the universal onset of the army against the foe.

“ Empire ” we repeat, is the word that deserves to be blazoned on the 
banner of the believing cohorts. The one immediate and imperative duty 
of every Christian is to tecome a Crusader. To bring the Gospel of Jesus 
Christ in contact with every living, human soul in the shortest possible

mission, that is evangelization.
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The District Secretaries supplied with missionary literature have 
diligently, as far as their opportunities enabled them, disseminated infor­
mation bearing upon the progress of the Gospel in heathen countries.

8*2 FOREIGN MISSIONARY SOCIETY. 1889] T
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FINANCIAL DEPARTMENT.

The Committee are thankful to report that the total receipts for last 
year have amounted to $19,281.48, the largest income ever received by the 
Society, and $4,062.26 in excess of the previous year. The Treasurer’s 
report will give a correct statement of how we stand. Many of our 
churches have increased their contributions to the Society to a very con­
siderable extent ; while not a few, we are sorry to say, do not appear to 
have given in any adequate way at all. Surely the present standard of 
Christian giving for the diffusion of the Gospel of Christ in heathen lands, 
is in no sense proportionate to either the personal claims of the Saviour 
Himself, or the resources of our churches. Right here we cannot refrain 
from expressing our gratitqde to our now venerable Treasurer, for the 
valued services rendered by him during the past year. Ungrudgingly and 
systematically he has forwarded money to India, when the treasury was 
overdrawn to the extent of thousands of dollars. Were it not for this 
practical loyalty on the part of Bro. Shenston, to the work entrusted to 
us, the operations of your Board would Lave been seriously retarded. 
Whether a Treasurer should be asked to do what our brother has done, is 
not open to question. It is not fair to him, nor indeed is it in the best 
interests of the Society.

Some new methods should be devised to reach all our people so as to 
have sufficient money in hand to carry forward our work. What is needed 
is a deeper love and loyalty on the part of each of our twenty-five thou 
sand members, to the Lord Himself ; more widely diffused missionary 
information, and more thorough and systematic organization throughout 
all the churches, for the regular collection of small gifts, weekly, quarterly, 
or annually.
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RETIREMENT OF REV. F. W. AUVACHE.

Since the last Annual Report, by peremptory medical orders, our 
brother, Rev. E. W. Auvache, has had to leave India without any hope 
of being able to return. This has been a cause of much disappointment 
to the Board, and especially to our brother himself, as well as the mission 
aries on the field. Bro. Auvache has just acquired the language of the 
people and was buckling on the harness, when the Master intimated, in a 
way that could not be mistaken, that he was totally unfit, physically, for 
the battle in that burning clime. Reluctantly, therefore, he came hack 
to us, and not wishing to be in any way burdensome to the Board, he 
sought to be released from official connection with it. Our brother, though 
very far from well, and at times suffering from fever, has begun work as 
pastor of the church in Oshawa.

Bro.. John McLaurin, we are thankful to say, is regaining his strength,
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The story of the year’s work epitomized is this : Quiet, but sure pro­
gress ; a large number of conversions ; the establishment of out-stations 
and schools ; the wide-spread preaching of the Gospel ; increased evangel­
istic activity on the part of the native Christians ; the growing indepen 
dence of the native church ; and last, but not least, the formation of a 
Home Missionary Society among the Telugus.
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COCANADA.

annFor the Cocanada held, Bro. John Craig reports as follows :
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Rev. John Craig,
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“ In reviewing the work of the year,” our brother writes, “ our first 
thought is gratitude to God for His saving mercies. During the last two 
years and nine months, since our return to India, our home and the centre 
of our work have been at Cocanada, but in the last month covered by this 
report, Akidu has been our home. Cocanada will remain under our care 
until the new men are further advanced in the study of the language. 
Meanwhile, Mr. and Mrs. Davis are assisting us in the work." He adds : 
“ It will be a happy day when each field has its missionary, to care for it 
once more.” Of the work done in Coca”ada we may mention :

(a) Building.—During the past six months the buildings have been 
put into thorough repair. Two new houses for Bible women have been 
erected, also a cook-house and a wall round the yard of the Girl’s School, 
the latter a long-felt want. Cocanada should require very little for build­
ing purposes for some time to come. The debt on the Rest House is nearly 
extinguished. The Jarvis Street Sunday School. Toronto, sent a donation 
of fifty-seven dollars, and fifty dollars were given by one of the mission­
aries.

(b) Services.—The services in Cocanada town have been kept up with 
growing attendance and interest during the year ; the prayer-meeting 
especially showing marked prosperity. The missionaries have been much 
encouraged by seeing some Hindoos at the services of the Lord’s day, and 
at the week meetings as well. Hopes are brighter than ever. Caste is 
surely melting beneath the warm rqys of the cross. The services at the 
out-stations are specially hopeful, and Sunday school work is prosecuted 
amid tokens of much encouragement.

(c) Evangelistic Work.—Abdul, the Mahoinmedan convert, Mr. Wil­
liams, and Charley, a young brother of Jonathan, the Telugu pastor, and 
the Telugu pastor himself, have been engaged in evangelistic work in

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NORTH COCANADA.

Mi**ionarie*.
Mrs. Stillwell.Rev. J. R. Stillwell,

Six Preachers, Four Teachers, One Bible Woman.

North Cocanada is still in the clay of small things, but it has latent 
possibilities of greatness. It has extent of country sufficient to satisfy 
any itinerant worker. It has numerous villages and towns, as will be 
remembered from the graphic letters which recently appeared from the pen 
of Bro. Stillwell, the missionary in charge. It has a population sufficient 
to tax the energies of a dozen missionaries, assisted by a score of native 
workers, in reaching. It is thirty miles from Samulcotta, and has three 
towns, each with a population exceeding ten thousand people, besides a 
large number of villages with a population of from two thousand to three 
thousand. There is no European missionary in any of these places—only 
an occasional visit from Bro. Stillwell himself.

Bro. Stillwell has had six native preachers stationed at four different 
points, and four teachers in as many villages, besides a Bible woman in 
Samulcotta. This is certainly a band of workers and should compass a 
large stretch of country and bring in much fruit. It must be remembered, 
however, as Bro. Stillwell writes : “That much cannot be expected of these 
native workers unless the Missionary is with them. A great deal of his 
work consists in supplying spiritual nerve and persistence of faith in his 
workers, and that in his absence it is easy for them to fall into a careless, 
non-expectant attitude."’

Bro. Stillwell has been able to make four extended tours through this 
far-stretching field, and report? that,
aging and largely indicative of future expansions.” He says, 
have been thirty-nine baptisms during the year, which, after the usual 
deductions, raises our membership from seventy-two to one hundred and 
one, a net increase of forty per cent, which rate of increase, if continued, 
would give us a membership of about three thousand in ten years hence

The several schools have been kept open during the year with encour­
aging prospects. Bro. Stillwell hopes to organize two new schools in this 
field before long.

Statistics.—Last year, seventy-two. Baptized thirty-nine. Total, 
one hundred and one.
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colporteur, twenty-nine school teachers. During the past twelve months 
this field has continued to suffer from lack of a resident missionary, but 
in June 1st, Mr. and Mrs. Craig moved to their old home in Akidu

Considerable repairing and building has taken place here during 
the past year. Although the burden of the Cocanada field rested upon 
oui brother, touring upon the Akidu field has been very extensive. In 
September of last year, he went out for a month, visited twenty villages 
and observed the Lord’s Supper with several of the mission churches. 
The second tour was made in November and lasted a month. Again in 
February Bro. Craig was out touring for two months, when about forty 
places were visited by him, a large number baptized, and the Lord s Sup- 
per observed with the churches.

While on yet another tour in June your missionary writes, “ I had 
the privilege of baptizing fourteen persons, and on the following day I 
met with the workers and transacted various matters of business with 
them.’’ He adds : “The seminary being closed during the past year, 
many of the students have helped the preachers in the work of evangeli­
zation. Ten districts have been cared for by two meu each, and three 
other districts have had one each. A colporteur and a Bible woman have 
been also actively at work. There are three ordained preachers who have 
the pastoral care of the Gunnanapudi, Assaram and Gonapavarani 
churches. Several of the preachers, though net ordained, have pastoral 
as well as evangelistic work to attend to.”

Schools._During the past year a few of the seminary students have
taught school, in some cases the preachers wife is the teacher. The 
school at Gunnanapudi reports an attendance of thirty-one boys and 
sixrean girls. Six schools near Gunnanapudi report fifty-six boys and 
ten girls. Ten schools in villages near the Kistna river report seventy- 
five boys and eleven girls. There are thirteen more schools upon the 
field, making a total of twenty-nine schools, with two hundred and fifty- 
threè scholars. Two new school houses, which are also chapels, havel 
been erected during the year.

Giving.—The Gunnanapudi church has given a ■ 
dred and eighty rupees during the year, and the five other churches in 
proportion. Bro. Craig writes : “If I am spared to work here for a time 
I hope to see these figures improve considerably.”

Special Events.—A few special events are of great interest as indi­
cating an advance on the field in various ways.
• First.—In September last a young man of the Rajah caste was bap­
tized at Cocanada. His beautiful and humble walk since his conversion 
with the church has been a matter of joy and thankfulness to the mis-
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Second.—In January last at the Association meeting in Turn, a 

Home Missionary Society was organized which has taken up for the 
present the work of securing sites in the villages, and helping the people 
to erect school houses or chapels. Since the organization a considerable
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heard of Him. Surely this appeal will not he unheeded by the 
young men of our churches. Bro. Lattamme hacks up his burning Mace­
donian cry by giving three hundred dollars of his salary toward the support 
of this other missionary—a beautiful and noble act, certainly. It may 
he that the time has come when we should re consider some of our present 
plans in giving the Gospel to India. Whether, for instance, we cannot 
send out more men at less expense. This and other matters will receive 
careful attention, we trust, from the new Board.

But why should another man go out just now, albeit that the brethren 
piteously ask for him 1 Some one will say, “ Are there not souls needing 
the Gospel in the Dominion of Canada, and even in our large cities?'' 
answer, there are unsaved souls perhaps in your house, but their destitu­
tion is not to be compared with that of the two hundred and fifty millions 
of India. These people are without saving faith in Christ ; those are 
without saving knowledge of Christ. Mark the distinction. With one 
class it is “ light unused,’ wjth the other it is “ darkness unbroken.” 
Looking at the life of the apostle Paul, and were the question before him 
for decision, where would he go to preach the Gospel ? He would go 
where “no one else would,” where there was the greatest destitution and
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Another man should go out as soon as possible, because of the great­

ness of the work soon to be accomplished. Old roads beaten hard are 
breaking up. Caste, as a religious institution, is losing ground. The tales 
of the incarnations among the Hindoos are being rejected with disgust. 
Inquiry into Christ and the Christian religion is more real than ever 
before ; and, in short, as a Hindoo passing through our cities recently 
said “ Because India is to-day a nation under conviction.” And also 
because of the reflex influence upon ourselves at home. During the second 
Punic war, when the victorious Carthagenian general, Hannibal, was in 
the heart of Italy, and threatening Rome itself, the Senate despatched a 
fleet and army to Spain, that they might, by laying siege to Saguntum, 
deal a deadly blow to Hannibal, in the rear ; and this bold venture was 
abundantly justified by the result. The Telugu country is the Saguntum 
of the Baptists of Canada.

We must be careful, however, that the men we send out to this great 
work are of the right stamp. We want men “full of faith and of the 
Holy Ghost.” We want enthusiasts. When a man begins on one side of 
the “Dark Continent” and walks to the other side, men shout out 
“ Hero ! ” but when a man of culture, social standing, a young man with 
brilliant home prospects before him, gives himself for life to the work of 
uplifting the heathen from the awful moral sloughs in which they are 
wallowing, they exclaim, “ Enthusiast ! ” Yes, just so, and we don’t want 
anv but enthusiasts. Far back in time, be it remembered, an “ Enthusiast ”
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in the van of the tight, press on to his side and bear the flag of the cross 
to the summits of the citadel of the enemy. All the Christian church 
needs for this sublime enterprise is whole-souled consecration and sancti­
fied organization.

More than six centuries ago a marvellous cathedral was projected at 
Cologne. The plan was perfected before the building was commenced. 
Then the foundations were laid, the walls began to rise. But the first 
builders have long since changed to dust. They died without seeing their 
plans realized, or their work completed. Twenty generations looked upon 
the incomplete walls, and perhaps pronounced the work a failure. And 
often do we thus look upon the work of Christ in the establishment of 
His Kingdom in the earth. His plan is ages older than the foundation of 
the world. More than eighteen centuries ago He laid in His own life and 
atoning sacrifice the sure foundation of His heavenly temple. All the long 
ages He has been raising the walls of this spiritual building. And He 
shall not fail nor be discouraged till the topmost stone has been laid in 
peace. 1

The twelfth year, has, line former years shown steady growth ; fifteen 
new Circles have been formed, some old ones have grown stronger while 
others have weakened, and alas, a few died out ; but we are thankful to 
say these last are very few. For the first time in our history, the contri­
butions have not increased. On account of changes in some of the 
Associations and the slowness of a good many Circles in reporting to the 
Directors, it has been impossible to get correct statistical returns. There 

thirteen Associational Societies. Steadfast work has been doneare now
by some of the Directors, others have only lately been appointed, so are 
new to the work. As our work on the Foreign field has greatly increased 
we look to our Circles to support us in the coming year, even more abun 
dantly than in the past. Last year we had one missionary in Jndia, next 
year we shall have four.

It is with peculiar pleasure we report a Circle formed in the English 
Church in Cocanada. Miss Hatch says : “ This Circle had a good roll of 
membership the first meeting and has increased it each month since.”

At the time of our last Annual Meeting we fully expected that Miss 
Hatch would soon have with her, one to assist, and when able take her 
place in zenana work in and around Cocanada, but Miss Alexander who 
last October sailed from Boston in company with a number of American 
missionaries, wrote in Decemlier resigning her connection with our Quebec 
and Ontario Societies, as she was alxjut to become the wife of Rev. Mr. 
Drake, American Missionary at Madras. She was married in the Coca­
nada chapel, on January 17th, and left the same day for her new home, 
where we pray that she may be greatly blessed. Cocanada, Quebec, and 
Ontario were united in regret at the loss of one who seemed in every way 
so desirable a missionary and whom we had < nosen from many volunteers, 
a year apparently lost, and the needs of our field so great. That the God 
of missions had directed her steps was our only comfort.

Miss Baskerville who has 
had over seven years experience in teaching, to take charge of our girls 
school, and Miss Stovel, after a course in the Baptist Training School.

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side—in the streets and in the villages—and the tract distribution which 
some of the workers have taken up.

“ Our monthly meetings are full of interest when we meet together 
to talk over the work and pray over it. The Bible women are my special 

I give them lessons weekly in the Old Testament, in the New, and 
from Pilgrim’s Progress, which has been translated into Telugu.

“ We have much to praise God for, in regard to the good health of 
all the workers. The work has gone on steadily and almost constantly, 
except for a few weeks during the extreme heat.

“ Upon the work and over it all, God’s face is ever shining, and His 
presence is ever near us. In the willingness of the people to hear—in 
the welcome we receive in their homes, we feel that in so far are the evil 
spirits of caste, superstition, idolatry, and of ignorance subject unto us, 
but when we bring our report to the Master we hear Him saying, 1 Not­
withstanding in this rejoice not that the spirits are subject unto you, but 
rather rejoice because your names are written in heaven. ’’

Mrs. Debeau says, “ I feel thankful to God in fulfilling His promise 
to be with me, and for the good attention the women have given me in 
very mmy instances.” Speaking of hindrance she says :

“ When I called I was told 1 mother was away, which meant, none 
of the others want to hear you. Going to the next house we had to go 
down a passage, the rooms in which were occupied by a high-caste family, 
the boy seeing I had Rebecca, the Bible woman, with me, said, ‘ Every 
one is away, hoping this would keep us from • >ssing his door. I 
answered, 11 will see for myself.’ and passing in found all the women at 
home and glad to see us. After I had read to them, Rebecca sang several 
hymns, and the attention they give to every word was pleasing, and I 
felt if they will not listen to the real Gospel, they will listen to it if sung 
to them.”

Miss Gibson writes, “ There has been one clear case of conviction 
this year, that of a young widow who had left the paths of virtue. She 
was so much troubled after hearing the Work of God but once, that she 
determined to give up her wicked life and go back to her own people 
whom she had left, although she would be treated there as an outcast. 
She had me pray with her and appeared very sad and penitent. She 
carried out her determination as far as I could ascertain, for soon after 
she left the city and went back to her own village.”

Again—“These thirty houses are not all zenanas—that is the women 
aie not all shut in—they are of nine or ten different castes (none, how­
ever are Brahmins) the Kapoo or Agicultural caste predominating. Each 
different caste have their own peculiar god or goddess, some worshipping 
tlie incarnation of the god of another caste, some the sun, some a piece of 
gold, and others a plant, and they believe strongly in fate and in the 
transmigration of souls. Some appear to be much touched with the story 
of the Cross and are always indignant with them who slew the Lord 
Jesus Christ, but do not appear to grasp the fact that those who do not 
lielieve on Him are amongst His enemies.
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is so useful that 1 wish we had ten or twenty instead of one. Anna is 
our Bible woman’s name and her village is called Artamurn ; it is only 
three or four miles from Akidu. In some cases she is received into their 
yards by caste women, who gather round her and listen to the old, old 
story. In other cases she preaches to the males.

In the Tuni Held five Bible women have been at work. Mr. Stillwell 
speaks of fhannamma as “a bright,intelligent Christian worker, who 
to be a real lieacon in so dreary a place,” and mentions several who, 
through her influence, have been brought into the light. She is almost a 
lone worker in a dreary, dark region whore all around is night. “Several 
have made a profession as the result of Channamma’s work ; but, unfor­
tunately, some of the plants withered when the sun of persecution grew 
hot. Of late, through trouble given by the villagers on account of one of 
their number becoming a Christian, she has had a trying time, but the 
clouds seim to be clearing and the sky looks much brighter now.”

“ D. Martha has been doing very efficient work in Tuni. She and 
Atchamma in company visit!Tuni and the

Ammana, who was converted through the instrumentality of I). 
Martha, “ is weakly, but doing what health and strength will permit in 
the immediate vicinity of her own village. She has had to bear much 
persecution from those in her street. During a five weeks stay in Tuni, 
Mrs. Stillwell took charge of these Bible women and their work, con 
ducting their weekly Friday prayer meetings and superintending their 
work generally.

Cocanada ( 1 inns’ School.

hrom the time of Mrs. Craig’s arrival in Cocanada until quite lately, 
when she moved to Akidu, she has taken charge of this school, having 
Miss Rachel Beggs as matron. The fee of four annas a month has, in 
almost all cases, been paid, and Mr. Craig looks forward to the time 
when the parents will gladly pay even a rupee for the privilege of having 
their children attend this scho-1. This school is under government in­
spection, and hence the regular standards are followed ; the fourth standard 
is sufficiently high for the majority of girls at present, but some pass the 
fifth, and ethers again have studied for a still higher special examination 
for women—this latter has been passed by none so far, but a class is 
being prepared this year some of whom we hope will succeed. Miss Beggs 
has not only had the general oversight of the home life of the girls attending 
the school, but has also taught them sewing and instructed them in selected 
lessons in the Bible. For instance, the miracles of our Lord were taken 
up as one subject to be thoroughly studied. The girls have greatly im­
proved in the subjects taught by Miss Beggs.

The teachers in this school are Ezra (Amelia's father), he is the head 
teacher, the second is a Hindu, and the third, Miriam, a former pupil 
Lizzie, now with Mrs. Craig, taught last term.
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we trust, bringing a rich blessing to their own souls ; for those women 
who have cheerfully given to the cause, “ The Lord loveth a cheerful 
giver,” and for the hundreds of children belonging to the Bands who are 
in this way early learning the importance of missions.

The work grows year by year, yet how little we have accomplished 
in comparison to the fields waiting to be reaped. There are yet millions 
and millions who have not yet heard of Jesus the Saviour. Time is short, 
eternity is endless. “ Let us go up at once and possess the land tor 
King Jesus, for in His might “ we are well able to overcome it, and His 
promise still stands, “ Lo, I am with you alway.”

It is with much pleasure and gratitude that we present the Report 
of the work accomplished by your Society dunng the year just closed.

The home part of the field shows slow growth in numbers—that we 
must look for, owing to its peculiar character in regard to Nationalities— 
but the interest displayed by those engaged is steadily deepening.

We have to announce the formation of three new Circles during the 
year, viz.: Sherbrooke, Grenville, and a second one at Ottawa.

A part of the field, the Circles of the churches of the Central Asso­
ciation, have formed a Missionary Association, and have chosen as their 
President, Mrs. Laing, of Perth ; Vice-President, Mrs. Emerson, of 
Wilkes port : Secretary, Mrs. Elliott, of Farmers ville. We hope and believe 
that this will conduce to greater efficiency in this part of the country.

During the year a number of our Circles have had the advantage of a 
visit from our returned missionary, Miss Frith. All speak of the great 
pleasure and profit they have received, and your Board hope that this seed 
sown may bring forth abundant fruit in due time.

For the first time your Board have been represented at the Associa 
tional Meetings, held during the year at Thurso and Coaticooke. At the 
latter place, or rather its Branch, Dixieville, a large and interesting 
ladies' meeting was held, presided over by your President, Mrs. Claxton. 
Miss Frith being present, contributed much to the interest.

On their return to Montreal, at the invitation of the ladies of Sher­
brooke, they remained to assist at the formation of the new Circle there.

One new Life Member was made by the First Baptist Church of 
Montreal. One of their members, Mrs. Radford, being the recipient. This 
makes the total number four.

At the beginning of the year, our hopes were high with regard to the 
new missionary, who sailed on the day of our last annual meeting, Miss 
Alexander, but our expectations were disappointed, and though our regret 
is great, that she did not remain with us, we wish her all success in the 
larger sphere in which her lot is no cast.

Later another missionary was chosen, Miss Sarah Simpson, to whose 
support this Society is pledged to contribute. She has had a training 
which fits her to minister especially to the sick and suffering. She, with

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FIFTY-FIRST ANNUAL REPORT.

♦(Extract* from the Report ftreettmed at the Annual Meeting, Feh. 16th, 1886).

After a careful perusal of last year's Report, and some inquiries as 
to the present state of the Mission, we come to our friends with a renewed 
confidence that they will be encouraged to continue the help to this great, 
important, and successful enterprise. It may seem to some a costly thing 
to keep up a body of evangelical workers in the midst of this multitude 
of more or less paganized Christians, to keep an open Gospel in a d ozen 
of missionary stations, to sustain a small establishment of education in a 
portion of this country, where, only a few years ago, ignorance, and espe­
cially ignorance of religious truth, was all but general ; but when we reflect 
that the cost of keeping only one family in one of our large cities surpasses 
that of all our mission work, we cannot admit that it is an expensive work.

We are called to have our share, however small, in the moulding of 
the vast population which in a few years is to till so much of this immense 
continent. We cannot now possibly measure the influence of our work on 
future generations, but we know it may be considerable. We know that 
if our souls are enlightened and enlarged by that truth from above and 
which is one day to fill the whole earth, we shall be enabled, in company 
with others, to sow the seed of that tree which is to cover our world, and 
which worldly-minded men cannot eradicate, for they die like others.

A good deal of our work has consisted in lopping off what is too bushy 
in the semi-pagan Christianity that surrounds us, and we have at times 
been blamed for that ; but in this we have followed a great example, even 
the Lord Jesus Christ. While most of our endeavors have had in view, 
we say it with all due humility, to impart the Gospel truth, as the Divine . 
Master did it, knowing that the great reformatory power is there. That 
is at the outset the most simple, the most direct, the most profound and 
the most effective way of working out a reformation. We have all of us 
applauded the eloquent protest of Father Hyacinth, and of those who call 
themselves old Catholics, and we know that their utterances and their 
actions have had their influence in the breaking up of the great power 
which has heralded itself for centuries as the only apostolical church. We 
cannot be indifferent to the bold stand taken by Dr. McGlynn,. against 
what he calls the Roman Machine, which in the name of religion crushes 
all opposition, without heart or conscience, for it is an intellectual system ; 
and to his appeal for liberty of conscience. We do not admire his bit of 
Irish eloquence, when he says that in a hundred years the bishop of Rome 
will kick with his foot the devotee who is subservient enough to attempt 
to kiss his toe ; but we see clearly there the chaotic state of the Catholic

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of organisation could be effected until after the Educational Convention 
to be held in Guelph, March 28th, should make its decision upon the 
question of Federation venus Independency, and upon the question of 
the location of the Arts Department of the University. The Senate 
accordingly appointed a committee on constitution and by-laws, and 
another on “ organization of the system of education to be adopted 
by the University,” and then adjourned to meet in Guelph, March 28th.

The Senate met in Guelph, as per adjournment, after the meeting of 
the Educational Convention. The action of the Convention fixed defi 
nitely the line of future procedure. In accordance with this action, the 
University was to be “ organized and developed as a permanently inde­
pendent school of learning, with the Lordship of Christ as a controlling 
principle ” ; the details of the organization of Woodstock College were to 
lie “ so arranged as to increase its efficiency, and thus make it one of the 
best schools of its kind in Canada ” ; and the Arts Department of the 
University was to be located in Toronto. With these three things defi 
nitely settled, the Senate wai. placed in a position to discuss, in an un 
trammelled manner, the whole problem of our educational work. The 
Committee on Organization, appointed at the former meeting, made at 
this point a partial report, which was followed by a somewhat lengthy 
discussion, in which it became evident that no real and effective progress 
could be made in the matter of organization until some one individual 
should be charged with this work. It was therefore agreed that the 
officer designated in the Charter of the University, as Chancellor, should 
be appointed, that he should be a member of the teaching staff of the 
University, and that he should be charged with the work of organizing 
the several departments of the University. At this juncture, the Senate 
addressed itself chiefly to the question of nominating a proper person to 
the Board of Governors, to be appointed as Chancellor. This question 
received the most careful consideration at the meeting in Guelph, and at 
two succeeding meetings held in McMaster Hall, Toronto, April 12th and 
26th. Dr. MacVicar was chosen to fill the position, and informally in­
dicated to the Committee appointed to communicate to him the action of 
the Senate and Board, that he would undertake the work. He entered 
upon his duties immediately, and on May 26th submitted to the Senate 
and Board his first report, which, after being slightly amended, was 
adopted as follows :

In submitting my first report on the future organization of our 
Educational Institutions, you will permit me to say that the very short

twenty-two thousand dollars, and the said three thousand dollars, shall 
revert to myself, assigns, or heirs.

I hereby authorize Dr. M. MacVicar to submit, on my behalf, the fore­
going proposition and conditions to the Senate and Board of Governors 
of McMaster University for their acceptance.
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(Signed) SUSAN M. McM ASTER.

II. That Woodstock College be organized and maintained perma­
nently, in the Town of Woodstock, as a Christian school of learning which 
will provide for males a thorough and practical general education. The 
following brief outline will indicate the nature of the organization sub­
mitted for your consideration and action :

(1) It is proposed that Woodstock College be made an institution in 
which young men, who do not intend to pursue a University Course, can 
receive such a broad, thorough and practical education as will fit them 
properly for any sphere of life-work they may select. To do this means 
that the College provide, specially, such courses of instruction and training 
as will meet the wants of artisans, farmers and business men ; hence, that 
the departments of English, Pure and Applied Mathematics, and the 
Natural Sciences be thoroughly equipped aud furnished with all modern 
appliances necessary to enable the teachers to give real practical instruc­
tion and training to .their pupils in these departments. This means, in 
short, that the College be made an institution where young men can obtain 
a first-class general education, and at the same time have many of the 
advantages of a good practical school of Technology.

(2) It is proposed, in addition to the foregoing, that provision be made 
in the College to give instruction in Classics and Modern Languages to the 
extent of embracing fully and thoroughy all the work, both pass and honor, 
prescribed for matriculation into the Provincial University.

(3) It is proposed that the requirements for admission into the regular 
of the College be equal to those prescribed for entrance into the

Provincial Collegiate Institutes, and, if thought necessary, that a prepara­
tory class be organized for the instruction of such as desire to attend the 
College, but are not able to pass the required entrance examination.

(4) To perform the work contemplated in what is proposed in (I), (2)
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and changea in the building for the Ladies’ College as may be found neces­
sary. Such improvements and changes, however, not to exceed in cost the 
amount provided for this purpose by Mrs. McMaster.

All of which is respectfully submitted,

The action of the Senate on this report was as follows :
Section I was adopted. The conditions to Mrs. McMaster’s proposition 

to found a Ladies’ College in the City of Toronto, as a department of 
M)-Master University, were adopted unanimously, except the third. This 
was adopted with one dissenting vote. Section II was adopted as sub­
mitted. Paragraphs (1), (2) and (4) under this section were slightly 
amended, but were adopted as given above. The first part of Section III 
down to the word “ teachers," was adopted. The second part was referred 
to the Board of Governors. The paragraphs under Section IV were dis­
posed of as follows : Paragraphs (1 ), (2) and (4) were adopted. Paragraph 
(3) down to the word “courses,” was referred to a Committee. The rest 
of this paragraph was referred to the Chancellor for his recommendation. 
Paragraph (5) was referred to the Board of Governors.

At this point it should be stated that the Senate, after a prolonged 
discussion of the whole subject, reaffirmed the above action at its meeting 
of July 6th. It should also be stated that the Board of Governors, at its 
meeting of May 25th, concurred in the action of the Senate on Section I 
of the foregoing report, including the conditions to Mrs. McMaster’s pro­
position, and also on Section II as amended. At a subsequent meeting 
held July 6th, the Board referred Section III to a Committee, with 
instructions to mature a plan for the improvements proposed. This Com­
mittee reported to the Board at its meeting of July 17th. The Board 
directed the execution of some parts of the report, and asked the Committee 
to report further at a subsequent meeting on the parts on which action 
had not been taken. The Committee made its 6nal report to the Board at 
its meeting held in Woodstock, Oct. 17th. A few slight amendments were 
made in this report by the Board, after which it was adopted. The report 
has such an intimate connection with the efficient execution of the line of 
work, which the Senate has marked out for Woodstock College, that it is 
necessary, in order to a right understanding of the provision made for that 
work, to place it before you in extenso, as adopted :

The former, after the most careful 
consideration by Special Committees, and by the Senate, was completed 
at the meeting of the Senate, held at Woodstock, Oct. 17th, 1888.

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SEVENTH ANNUAL REPORT OF THE FACULTY OF 
TORONTO BAPTIST COLLEGE.

To the Senate of Mr Master University
Gentlemen, -A year ago the Faculty of Toronto Baptist College 

made their last Report to an organization which has passed away, or 
rather merged its powers and duties in a body which derives its authority 
directly from the Baptist Churches of Canada and the various educational 
institutions which they support and control. Our first Report is herewith 
made to the Senate of McMaster University, which is charged with a 
wider work, and a vastly greater responsibility than ever developed on the 
former Senate. The projecting, building up, inspiring, and directing a 
Christian University, in all its departments is a work which will require 
the liest thought, foresight, patience and unstinted toil of all those whom 
Cod in His providence, calls to such honor and responsibility.

The session began amid the gloom of Senator McMaster’s sudden 
death. Instead of our usual opening lecture by one of the Professors, the 
first public exercises of the session were solemn and tender memorial ser­
vices for the founder of this Institution. In fitting words the Principal of 
this College, Dr. Rand, Principal of Woodstock College, and the Honor- 

• able John Macdonald, who has been called to fill Mr. McMaster’s place in 
the Senate of the country, set forth the character, zeal, and devotion of that 
self-made, far-seeing, energetic, industrious and successful merchant prince 
who, after long, careful and intense consideration of his responsibility to 
God “ who giveth power to get wealth,” deliberately concluding that the 
diffusion of all knowledge which has its true centre in the Cross of Christ, 
is the greatest and the safest power on earth, handed over the vast fortune 
accumulated by his long life of hard toil and patient industry, guided by 
keen insight and wide intelligence, to the denomination which cherishes 
his own profound religious convictions. What a trust for the moulding 
and uplifting of our people for uncounted generations has the late Senator 
McMaster left to the governing bodies of the University which perpetuates 
his name.
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While much good work has been accomplished during the session, its 
results are far below our desires. To a painful degree, the work has lieen 
broken into by circumstances over which we have had no control. Two 
departments suffered more or less by the temporary illness of the Profes 
sors.

The interval between 
the sessions is in no sense a vacation. It is merely a change of scene, and 
only in part a change of employment. The mission fields and churches 
and boards properly expect, efficient work, and the zeal of the students 
prompts them to do their utmost. Some of them return to their studies 
in need of, rest ; but there is no rest in the College. We have lost no 
faith in our system as the very best for the training of practical pastors, 
and for the moral strength and independence which come from a con­
sciousness of having earned their own bread. But we shall hail with great 
pleasure the possibility of some modifications of the system, by which a 
few weeks of genuine rest may be obtained for our students.

Fortunately the amount required to “ supplement ” the compensation 
for student labor, and for “ loans ” to special cases, has been smaller than 
ever this year. Since the denomination has come into possession of its 
great bequest, the opinion has prevailed, almost universally, that Un­
churches are no longer expected to contribute to Ministerial Education. 
The professors have lieen as ready as ever to present the cause, and dili 
gent efforts have been made to secure the opportunity, but only a few 
churches have been open. Unless this sentiment can be speedily changed, 
the result must prove detrimental, if not disastrous. Our students must 
live, and live free from the harassments of debt. The mission fields cannot 
pay them enough for the wants of the year, even where the most rigid 
economy is observed. The Board of Governors has decided against the 
use of the Endowment for ministerial student aid. It is to be hoped that 
this great Endowment, which one has provided for the establishment of a 
University, will prove to the churches a permanent incentive instead of a 
permanent obstacle to their generous interest in educating their ministry. 
One year of inability to meet our pledges to the students will create dis­
couragement and distrust hard to overcome.

We regret that our graduating class this year is so much smaller than 
last, but it is easy of explanation to those who consider the provi 
dential events which have conspired to decrease it. Two of those who 
should be in this class are already in India in response to the appeals of 
our Foreign Missionary Board, and others have remained away through 
family affliction or financial embarrassment. There is also a slight falling 
off in the number in attendance. This is fully accounted for by the 
removal of the First Year of the English Course to Woodstock, and to 
the efforts we have made to induce young men to attend Woodstock in 
order to obtain more adequate preliminary training. We shall not regret 
it, if for a season, the elevation of the standard for admission to our 
Middle and English Courses, shall still further reduce our numbers. The 
work in a Theological College can only be done by men who are prepared 
for it by previous study. While we must not shut our doom against 
strong, vigorous men whom God has gifted with ministerial ability, but 
who are deficient in technical education, it should be our constant aim to 
meet the manifest advance which the churches require in their pastors 
and teachers.

personal character and the soundest scholarship. This feeling is wide­
spread, and should be at once so far recognized, in my judgment, as to 

separate domestic arrangements throughout for our young ladies, 
with practice for an hour a day on the part of each in the lighter forms 
of domestic work, and separate instruction in all the elementary subjects 
of the Course of Study. When students have attained that general matu 
rity and self-control which usually accompany the pursuit of the 
advanced studies, there is doubtless an advantage to all concerned in the 

pursuit of these studies, under suitable conditions and appoint 
ments, by young men and young women in the same lecture-rooms. As 
soon as any such re adjustment, as is here referred to, shall be permanently 
made, it seems to me we shall be in a position to ensure, by diligent efforts 
such an interest in the education of our young women as shall not only 
make possible a more general attendance, but shall also supply, from year 
to year, increasing numbers desirous of pursuing the more solid courses of 
a collegiate education.

It is encouraging that the collections from churches, and individual 
donations, show a considerable increase last year over the amount received 
from these sources the preceding year. This is largely due to increased 
efforts to bring the claims of the Society more prominently before the 
churches. Year liefore last church collections amounted to #’264.57, and 
donations to #47, or a total of $311.57. Last year church collections 
were $325.10, and donations $288.07, or a total of #610.17. It is but 
just to say that of the donations #200 came from one man, a man far 
from rich, who gave to thq Society for distribution a certain percentage 
of an amount of money unexpectedly received.

The income of the Society the past year, from all sources, has been 
#2980 49, of this #1879.68 is interest from invested capital. The Treas 
urer's Statement, which will be read shortly, will show the items, and 
whence they have come.

The expenditure of the year has been $1937.65, of which $1886 has 
been paid to annuitants The Statement of the Treasurer will give the 
items of outlay in detail.

N ine old ministers, fourteen widows, and a few children under fifteen 
years of age have participated in the benefits of the Society the past year, 
in all twenty-nine persons. The. funds on hand were not sufficient to ! 
make full payment, and, as provided by the constitution, a pro rata divi- I 
sion was made of the money available. Three-fourths of what should have 
lieen paid was given to each. Those who should have received #120, got I 
#90; and where #100 should have been given, only #75 was received. I 
This should not lie so. An additional #600 would have paid the full 
amount, and the churches could have easily given that small gratuity.

The Rev. A. M Facey, for many years a benehciary of the Society, 
died last autumn. Before his death he had drawn from the funds #1414.
In his c'.d age and poverty, for he was both old and poor, this amount was 
no small relief. He had been receiving help from the Society for fourteen 
and a-half years, and received aliout #100 per anuuni for that period. One 
of the widows helped by the Society has married again, and, of 
is no longer a partaker in its benefits.

The beneficiaries for the coming year are eight ministers, and thirteen 
widows. Three of these widows have children under fifteen years of age. 
The amount in hand with which to begin the year is #1,042.84. This 
falls short by about $88.00 of what is required to meet the claims of the 
first six months, to say nothing of the incidental expenses of postage, 
commission, etc. It may lie added, however, that before next April 
another installment of interest on capital will become due. But the 
interest will not meet all claims, and the churches are looked to for the 
additional sum required, and we trust God will put it into the hearts of 
Ills people to give what is needed.

TWENTY-FIRST ANNUAL REPORT OF THE BAPTIST 
CHURCH EDIFICE SOCIETY OF ONTARIO 

AND QUEBEC.

The operations of this Society during the past year have been on a 
very limited scale, arising from the fact that very little money has been 
received by the Treasurer. We began the year with about $100 on hand, 
and have received for repayment of loans and interest $1,441.93.

We have received during the year fifteen applications for loans, but 
from lack of funds we have only been able to cover three, namely • Essex 
( entre $600, Kinmount $200, Palmerston $150, in all, $960.

Your Board felt it to be a matter of very deep regret that so many 
applications had to be declined.

In every case the loan, had the Board the means to grant it, would 
have been most helpfui and timely, and even yet wo hope funds may come 
m shortly, which will relieve the most pressing cases. We are sorry to 
say that the loans are not repaid as promptly as we could wish. At the 
present time some $3,000, in the hands of twelve churches, is overdue, in 
most cases, by three or four years. These have all been written to during 
the year, in some cases, without even the courtesy of a reply. While 
there are cases in which it may be desirable to allow the loan to remain a 
time longer than maturity, we think for the benefit of other churches 
needing the use of the money, it should be understood that loans should
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be promptly repaid as per agreement, and borrowers

[1880 18811]
agriculturists will be increased threefold ; so th-t, even without a larger 
average acreage than we had last year, the amount for export would be 
upwards of 40,000,000 bushels. Now that we are not laboring under 
railway monopoly or other disadvantages, what we desire most in this 
country is to induce people to come here to develop it; we want our 
lands settled Whatever defects or shortcomings the present Government 
may have, they are determined to use every means to secure for this Pro­
vince a large share of the emigrants leaving the older countries and our 
older Provinces ; and they are now preparing to offer every inducement 
to settlers. (The speaker further showed, by using some other maps, the 
extent of territory the people of this country would occupy if they were 
as thickly sett ed as the continent of Europe, including Russia, that is 
having a population of ninety to the square mile. The settled district 
would he estimated, measure only 24x42 miles.) Probably some will ask 
what has all this to do with the Baptist Convention 1 There is no ques 
tion that with the possibilities and advantages this country has a field for 
imuiigration, the people of other countries will come here to settle • and 
in that case the Baptist denomination, in common with the Presbyterian 
Methodist, Church of England and others, will need to have a foundation 
laid that these people may have church homes in which 
There is no greater inducement to many settlers to 
than the fact that they will possess those religi 
deem absolutely necessary.

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OFFICIAL REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE BOARD OF THE 
MANITOBA AND NORTH-WEST CONVENTION.

VOH THR YEAR ENDING JULY 14, 1888.

Dear Brethren—It is a little more than seven months ago, at the 
sixth annual meeting of our Convention, assembled in the City of Win 
nipeg, and on the 5th day of December last, that this Board took office 
by your appointment, and entered at once upon the most responsible and 
important duties that ever engaged the thought of Christian men. Filled 
with a profound sense and conviction of the immense needs and possibili­
ties of the work assigned them, your Board was not only led to deep 
reliance upon Almighty God for help and guidance, but throughout the 
year have been untiring in attention and earnest in effort to obtain every 
benefit and advance every interest helpful to the growth and prosperity 
of the Baptist missions in Manitoba and the North-West. No one can 
for a moment trace this work in its spiritual bearings and determinative 
influence upon the present rapid growth, settlement and civilization of 
this country (where the foundations of empire are being laid and the 
colossal structure of national life and greatness must shortly be reared) 
and not be impressed with the overwhelming consciousness of its solemn 
import and momentous issue. That in our success or failure we make or 
mar the future, the (unsullied) future of a Province and people the 
favored of any within the compact of our great confederation.

But weighted, as was your Board, with responsibilities such as these, 
and bereft of men and means for the accomplishment of so great a work, 
they entered with cheerfulness upon their labors and allowed no fear to 
deter them, supported and encouraged as they were in every act by the 
unanimous approval and practical sympathy of an earnest and united 
people.
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And the success which has characterized the efforts of your Board in 
behalf of the mission work of this country, under the blessing of Almighty 
<iod, is due in the largest possible measure to the warm and generous 
response of the Baptists of Manitoba and the North-West. Not only 
have they followed our labors with their sympathy and prayers, but 
through their deep personal sacrifices and even deprivation of home com­
forts our people have placed their consecrated wealth at the feet of the 
Lord Jesus, and thus provided the almost entire revenue at our disposal 
for the accomplishments of our missionary work and the achievement of 
the marvellous progress which wo now report.

Pursuant to the policy and instructions of the last Convention, your 
Board met on the 19th of December, in the City of Brandon, to receive
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ISO MANITOBA ANU THE NORTH WEST. [18H9 188W|
2. More serious is our outlook. In October next, when our student 

missionaries return to college, what is to become of the mission fields of 
Manitoba 1 Let the Baptists West and East ponder this question. 
Brethren, we dare not forsake them ; we have worked at high pressure 
this summer ; our people have nobly responded to every call, but they 
cannot longer continue it, and without more help from Eastern Baptists 
our labor for souls must cease, our fields lie at least temporarily abandoned, 
the cause of Jesus Christ suffer an irresponsible injury, and become à 
reproach even before our own eyes.

3. New fields should now he occupied. Their urgent appeals for the 
Gospel are sad when there is no relief. Think of Birtle, Carndufl', CM 
gary, Grenfel, Regina, Moose Jaw, Neepawa, Treherne, Prince Albert, 
Stonewall and Balmoral. The success of our missions already witnessed 
would lie repeated upon all these fields.
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OUR MISSIONS.

When the Dominion Board ceased operations in this country on the 
31st of Octolter last, there were then hut two mission fields being operated 
by them in all Manitoba and the North-West. Such was the depletion 
also of our ministry that the pastors of the Emerson and Morden churches 
were the only two missionaries under the employ of the former Board 
left in the country. It was therefore with vacant fields, a depleted 
ministry and an empty treasury, that your Board was called upon to 
enter upon the work of the present year.

Our missionaries now number fourteen and minister to no less than 
forty-seven congregations. This does not include the Colporteur and 
General Superintendent, whose labors are general and constant, extending 
over the entire Province and the North-West. Our missionaries are as 
follows Brethren Russell Baldwin, J. H. Doolittle, B.A., Thomas 
Doolittle, Ernest Grigg, J. W. Gregory, W. J. Haviland, W. F. Irvine, 
D. D. McArthur, I). McGillivray, J. C. McDonald, Alexander McIntyre 
Thomaa Moody, W. Murdin, A. J. Vining; Bro. R. H. Yule, Colporteur; 
Rev. John H. Best, General Missionary and Superintendent.

RESPECTIVE FIELDS, PASTORS AND APPROPRIATIONS.

1. Fields formerly occupied and still aided by your Board :__
timer ton Baptitt Church— Pastor J. H. Doolittle in charge. This is 

one of the most important missions. Pastor Doolittle is one of the oldest 
and most esteemed of our Manitoba missionaries. Baptisms during the 
year have been frequent. Important improvements have lieen made upon 
the chapel and the entire expenses borne by the church. The outlook of 
the work is most encouraging. Your Board would recommend that 
immediate steps be taken to unite the Baptist cause at the Ridge with 
that at Emerson. Such a union would give solidity and strength to the 
field. Your Board made the usual appropriation for the work of $300 
for the year.
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Morden and Manitou—Missionary pastor, W. F. Irvine, Manitoba 
College. This field is one of the brightest and best—a noble brother for 
pastor, a great work is being accomplished. It is a time of gracious in­
gathering of souls. Your superintendent has spent a fortnight in special 
work. He has baptized, on one occasion, but some are now waiting and 
many will follow. At Manitou a new chapel will soon be completed and 
opened for public worship. It is built by some half-dozen Baptists, aided 
by their friends. It is a noble tribute to Christian worth that will long 
stand to the honor of our Manitou Baptists. An out-station has been 
opened up with blessed results, and many souls have been saved by 
Bro. Irvine’s labors. A church has been organized at Manitou, and will 
apply for recognition at this convention. This field, for the first time, 
liears all the expense of missionary labor.

Shoal Lake and Strathelair.—Missionary pastor, Rev. W. Murdin. 
This field reports increasing progress and great appreciation of its pastor’s 
labors. These churches, for the first time, have pledged the entire salary 
and expense of the missionary on the field.

Rapid City Church—Missionary pastor, Bro. A. J. Vining, McMaster 
Hall. This church has tastefully completed their comfortable and com­
modious house of worship, and have met every dollar of expense. They, 
too, in addition to this, have pledged the entire support of missionary 
labor upon the field. There is every prospect that, by fall, this church 
will be able to support a permanent pastor. Our Bro. Vining has won 
golden opinions from the people.

3. Fields newly opened up and occupied for the first time by your Board :—
Long Creek Mission—Missionary pastor, Bro. D. McGillivray, Wood 

stock College. Your superintendent visited this field last February. He 
found four Breadalbane Baptist familes who pledged the full amount of 
missionary support. Since then other Baptist families, and many adher 
ents have been found, and the field is one of the most promising among 
our Manitoba missions. Bro. McGillivray is a strong man, an able 
preacher, and a judicious worker. Our only regret is that such fields have 
not been occupied sooner.

Roissevain and Killarney—Missionary pastor, Bro. H. J. Haviland, 
B.A., McMaster Hall. This also is the first summer for Baptist services 
upon this field. A more important field, and a more energetic and intel­
ligent Christian people, do not exist within the bounds of our Convention. 
The work commenced this year must, at all cost, be pushed forward to 
successful completion. A new church has just been organized in River­
side municipality, upon this field, known as the Riverside Central Baptist 
Church, and which, in another year, will require the separate services of 
a missionary. Your missionary has been indefatigable in his labors over 
this vast field. The general superintendent visited there and baptized 
five persons, organized the church, and expects to re-visit them again soon.

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Tw o chapels will be erected this summer, and at least eight churches 
will make application to this Convention for admission and recognition as 
sister Baptist churches.

Had we met in Convention three months later the most marvellous 
results would have been placed before you. Even now souls are being 
garnered all over this great missionary land, and people are waiting to be 
baptized on almost every held. But, as it is, our hearts should be filled 
with gratitude to our Heavenly Father for what our eyes have seen and 

have heard of the wonderful work of God. It becomes us also 
people, at the present moment, that we should recognize the Great 

Head of the Church, by whose spirit and presence this work has been 
accomplished. “ It has not tieen by might, nor by power, but by My 
Spirit,” saith the Lord. Never before have we been so led to trace the 

of missions to the work of the Spirit. He has been our only and 
absolute dependence.

It is beneath the mighty hand of God we would humble ourselves. 
“ Not unto us, 0 Lord ; not unto us, but unto Thy name give glory for Thy 
mercy and for Thy truth’s sake. For He hath done marvellous things ; 
His right hand and His holy arm hath gotten Him the victory.”

Your Board exceedingly regret the departure of Mr. J. B. McArthur, 
Q.C., our ex-president, and his family from this Province, to make their 
new home in Minneapolis, Minn. Their removal has caused a severe loss 
to the mission work of this country, and your Board hope that a fitting 
memorial may be made of it by this Convention.

cluding portraits and sketches of missionaries, engravings and descriptions 
of denominational institutions, make these papers invaluable to our 
schools. No other papers from this or any other country can fill their 
place or do their work ; and as the task of training the young in 
principles, and informing them as to our denominational movements, is one 
of the most important functions of our schools, we believe that these 
papers should always have the preference when selections are being made 
the price being no greater than that of less valuable publications. We 
are pleased to report that they are finding a warm welcome in the Mari 
time Provinces, and that their circulation now extends literally from 
Halifax to Vancouver. If the brethren and sisters who have the interests 
of our various missionary enterprises at heart will aid us in the introduc­
tion of these papers into every school, we shall Ire able to report next 
year a circulation double what we now record.

Our Own Paper has been very useful in conveying information on Home 
and r oreign Missions, and the cal Is for special collections in the schools for 
these objects have been heartily responded to. We have followed up this 
department of work by the introduction into the schools of mission barrels 
which the scholars take home with them and return on the dav set apart 
for the special collection. These boxes are found to contain much larger 
contributions than could be got in any other way, and we commend the 
plan to those schools which have not yet adopted it.

In April the editorial charge of our papers was, at the urgent request 
of the Committee, assumed by Mr. W. H. Huston, M. A., in addition to the 
work of the Secretaryship. With the growing circulation of the papers 
the amount of correspondence and detail work is increasing to such pro­
portions as to have become too great a task upon any individual who gi 
the spare time of a busy life without any remuneration whatever. We 
therefore trust that such steps will be taken at this Convention in reference 
to our denominational publishing house, that the detail work in connec­
tion with the issuing of our Sunday School papers may be done by that 
institution. If this lie not practicable till next year, we propose in the 
meantime, if possible, to make arrangements for the publishing which will 
transfer to others the detail work, on terms which will be of benefit to 
the Committee, who will retain editorial control of the papers, and receive 
a proportion of the profits.

We have not attempted anything during the past year in the way of 
Sunday School organization, thinking it better to concentrate our efforts 
meantime on the extension of the usefulness of our papers ; neither have 
we done much in the distribution of free literature, as we have no room or 
office m which such work can be done. We trust that our successors may 
lie able to develop these and other departments of Sunday School work.
