But while these matters
may seem all.absorbing, and while every energy
may be directed to their advancement, we ap-
prebend that the duty of the Christian stays net
here, There is also much owed to destitute dis-
“Aricts within the bounds of our Conference.

Thé success of Methodism has ever been pa-
vallel with its aggressiveness. As it has gone
forth en its high mission, preaching the Gospel
10 every creature, so the God of the Church has
sccompanied and blessed its labours ; but when
Tokewdrnineds and fear bave stayed its hands and
Palsied its efforts, a lack of life and power has
been the inevitable result. The early history of
the Connexion is fall of instances to the point,
sud the great success which has attended it in
the United States is in some degree traceable to
the same canses. Iz the old country Wesley and
his companions in toil stayed to labour and to
pray where the population was destitute of the
means of grace; and built up their societies, in
‘many instances, from the offscouring of the peo-
ple, until those places have become the praise
of the whole earth. We need only point to
Cornwall, as she was in her ignorance and sin,
and as she is with her flourishing churches and
devoted men, to show our meaning. In the new
world the missionary pioneer followed the rapid-
ly advancing footsteps of the hardy emigrant who
sought in the western wilds a new home, and as
villages and cities sprang up by lake side and
river bank, so sprang and flourished the cause of
God.

The Church in these Provinces is called upon
to make the same attacks upon the kingdom of
Satan, and to advance with the settler, breaking
the bread of life to the bungry souls around. It
may seem to some minds that the position here
assumed is unwarrantable; but if we only take
the trouble to look around us, we will soon per-
ceive how far it is borne out by fact and circum-
stance. No one denies that the industrial inter-
ests of the Provinces are progressing; that the
agriculurist is piercing into the interior, and that
on every side the miner is digging deep into the
bowels of theearth ; that hers and there commu-
nities are gathering, and villages are springing
up as in anight. The various gold fields, which
for the most part are entirely out of reach of our
stationed ministers, form a field of labour which
is already white to the barvest. The coal mines
of Cape Breton, with their ever increasing popu-
latior and continually advancing importance,
wend forth the ringing wail of Macedonia ;—
* Come over and help us.” There is now before
us a communication from a gentleman in charge
of one of these mines on that island. He writes;
—* Bomething to arrest the decline of morals is
much needed ; it is as much required by our se-
cular interests as it is our bounden duty towards
these unfortunate children of our Father in heav-
en.” This gentleman has under his immediate
‘charge more than five bundred men and boys,
end expects immediately to bave two hundred
more, making with families a total of not less
than one thousand souls. We learn also from
other reliable sources that in a circuit of fifteen
‘miles there will be during the ensuing summer
no less than three thousand persons almost en-
tirely destitute of the means of grace. These
then are open doors for us to enter, and although
difficulties may be in the way, they are not in-

The women
of America are excessively belligerent, and I was
obliged to return home without my young friend,
leaving him among the fair belligerents as a hos-
tage to facilitate my own escape.

Your readers must not expect from me an ac-
count of events and things contrary to my taste
s & Christian man. America is a grest country.
Its height and depth of vice and virtue, of folly
and wisdom, are in wondexful extremes. New
York is tremendously tal! ; it touches heaven
with one band and bell with the other. It has
the filthiest streets in all Christendom, and bet-
ter men and women are not to be found, per-
baps, out.of heaven. I saw the Devil and Mi-
chael disputing for it. I kept on the side of the
angel all the time. I saw no theatre nor Italisn
opera : no midnight assemblies nor bacchanalian
routs.—1I refused all champegne luncheens, late
cinners, and oyster suppers. The orgies of the
Cassinos had mo charms for me. 1 had heard
from our colonial press of the horrors of the Fe-
nian Brotherhood,and I made diligent search for
them. I was told to wait and see New York on
St. Patrick’s Day. I stood at the drawing room
windows of the International Hotel, Broadway,
on that day, and saw a procession two hours
long. But Paddy looked so well-dressed, so
happy, and so well-conditioned in his physique,
that I was quite sure he had left his wrongs
where be had left his rags and their tenants.
“ Hear their speeches over their dinner and whis-
key at night,” suggested a friend. I heard
spceches on St. Patrick’s eve. It was amusing.
“ The hated Saxon ;” * The Bloated Bull ;"
“ The Protestant heretic ;" * The Bloody En-
glishman ;" *“ The iniguitous throme of Bruns-
wick ;" “ The pampered Protestant Bishops fat-
tening on the spoils of our martyred fathers.”
sl came in for uproarious denunciation. * There
is nothing to fear in all this,” said I to my friend.
“ Paddy’s engine has no valves, the steam es-
capes with the smoke ; the utmost he can do
with his engine is to make it whistle horribly ;
and as it amuses him, it does not hurt us ; even
if he should be able to come thundering along
with bis five hundred thousand brethren, he
takes the precaution you bear, of sounding his
whistle. He has put vp a board—* Beware of
the train.’ ”

My object in my visit to the American States
was to see and hesr and judge for myself of the
present crisis, and to give vent to my long pent
up sympathy for my brethren in their conflict
with slavery. Much bas been said and written
on both sides of the question North and South.
The North has been traduced : the South has
been applauded. Abraham Lincoln has been
sbused ; the Confederates have been encour-
aged. Slavery has found its eloquent apolo-
gisers among us. We have harooured traitors
in our midst, and connived at the escape of raid-
ers. We bave stood on the high places of our
fancied securities and laughed in bitter irony at
the deep agony of our kinsmen. When we have
seen the North lick the dust or fly in disordered
columns from a Ball's Run before the great slave

power of modern times we have mocked : *“ Aha !

so would we bave it !I” I say “we” have seen

For the Provincial Wesleyan

Sacred Music.
No. 3.

In these Provinces we are much indebted for
sacred music in our places of worship, and in
social meetings, to what are genesally known as
Singing Schools. Nearly every winter, in rural
districts especislly, teachers of these schools may
be found itinerating from place to place, gather-
ing multitudes of young people togetber in order
10 teach them how to sing. But it often hap-
pens, that a number meet on those oecasions,
rather for amusement, than to learn to sing;
bence frequently scemes of trifling and foly,
altogether incongruous with the sacred exercise :
eo that in some localiti¢s the name’ of ** Singing
School,” is in bad repute. It is, however, but
right to remark, that in the present day, many
teachers adopt and endesvor to enforce such
rules as secure attention to duty and good order.
Oae of the most prevalent evils of these schools
is, spending too much time, in learniug tunes
unsuitable for public worship, many of which
are scarcely ever supg after the echool is over.
It also sometimes happens tha: afier & gocd

drilling one winter, the next season, a Lew
teacher, with a new tune book comes along, snd

while a new set of tumes are being learned, the

first ones are forgotten. This being repeated a
few winters, it is not difficelt to conjecture the

results. Oa the whole, we are obliged to
scknowledge, that, notwithstanding all the de-
fects of singing school efforts they bave laid the
foundation of music in our churches, particalarly

in country places. Assuming that a well trained

choir is essential to good congregational singing,
it is very important that stated meetings for

practice be observed. These meetings are gen-
erally more restricted than the singing school ;

—Official announcements
state that Sherman and Johnston had agreed
upon terms for the surrender of the latter in-
cluding all the rebel forces now under arms
against the United States.

An armistice was also agreed upon, until esch
party should consult with their respestive autho-
rities, The armistice was signed on the 18th
and the facts communicated to the Washington
Government on the 21st,

The President and Cabinet immediately as-
sembled, unanimously refused to confirm Sher-
man's action, which accorded political conces-
sions, not authorised, and despatched Gen. Grant
to Sherman’s Headquarters, with orders to re-
sume host lities forthwith, and compel Johnston
to fight or surrender, without any political cone
ditions whatever.

It is feared that Sherman’s armistice will
afford Jefl, Davis, who was with Johnston, an
opportunity to escepe into Texas.

that the peres can-open well and thoroughly ab-
sorb the lard. The liquid lard sheuld be smear-
ed over the articles to be waterproofed ot Jeast
three or four times, and sole leather oftener still.
Afterward the lard remaining visible on the out-
side should be wiped off with a rag. By this
means you may have a waterproof boot or shoe,
without the annoyance caused by most stuffs of
penetrating the leather and greating the stock-
ings. An occasional coating of hog’s lard is aleo
%0 be recommended for patent-leather boots or
shoes, as it prevents the leather from -cracking,
and if it be not rybbed in too strongly, the les-
ther will shine just as well after the grease has
been applied.— Shoe and Leather Reporter.
