A ROPE AROUND THE EARTH

A rope factory in Plvmouth, Mass.,
produces every seven hours enough rope,
varn, and binder twine to reach around
the earth. It is an enormous plant,
composed of soycrnl huge mills, as well
as a quarter-mile-long ropewalk of the
old stvle. A network of railway tracks
runs in and out through the buildings,
and cars hauled by dummy engines dis-
tribute materials and gather the finished
g(mds into the enormous storehouse,
from which trainloads of rope and
twine are constantly moving out to all
parts of the countrv.

It is difficult for Bill Jones, who uses
a dozen balls of binder twine a vear, to
realize that millions of just such balls
of twine are threaded into harvesters
each summer, and that to make this
twine hundreds of spindles are spinning
all the vear round, so fast that the e e
cannot see them

SHOULD FARMERS ‘OWN HAY
PRESSES ?

Everv farmer who raises hay in quan-
tity should purchase a hay press. Ex-
cepting the very limited market that is
right at home, there 1s no market at all
for unbaled hay. A hav press enables
farmers to put their hav into the one
form in which 1t can alwavs he sold
Baled hay 1s said to bring higher prices
than unbaled haxy The difference is
not merelv the cost of baling. Farmers
who are prepared to do their own baling
can figure on hiberal compensation for
their work and still have a nice margin
of profit on their baled hav over what
thev would receive for it unbaled. If
vou are raising hayv for market, be pre-
pared to bale 1it. Don't count vour
hay “‘made’” until vou have put it in the
condition in which vou can market it
and get the highest market price for it
The International Harvester Company
builds, along with their manv other
machines, two ha presses that are well
suited to the work of average farmers.
They are not the large power press tv pe
such as are used by large contract hay
balers. They are one and two-horse
presses that enable farmers to do their
own work. Thev do as good work as
the professional hay balers can turn out
with their belt power presses, they do it
fast enough to te satisfactorv, thev can
be operated with a very small forc e, and
