INFLUENCE OF THE SCRIPTURES.
Mablboro' Hotel, Boston, Nov. 28.

While philantropuU in this country are mak­
ing great efforts to Americanise and Christianize 
Our emigrant population, their charities do not 
emf it! home. It is gratifying to know that they 
are not forgetful of their neighbours on the North. 
A practical illustration of this was furnished on 
Hnbbath evening, in a large audience assembled 
at the Bowdoin Square Church, to listen to state­
ments of Rev. Dr. Cote, in reference to Christian­
ity in Lower Canada.

Dr. Cote is a native of the region, was formerly 
a Catholic priest, but is now connected with 
the Grand Ligne Mission among the Canadian 
French. He gave a graphic sketch of the pro­
gress of the Gospel among his people, altiibut- 
i.’ig its origin to a tingle Ilible from Boston.

Ho said about eighty years ago a family emi­
grated from Halifax to Boston. Their daughter 
Mary, a young girl, was employed by a pious 
I.idy, who gave her a French Bible. This so 
alarmed the parents, that they immediately em­
barked for Canada. But Mary carried to their 
now home that Bible, and through a very long 
life it was her companion, preserved with oft re­
peated prayer, that she might not die till she 
should understand the salvation it revealed.

She lived at Grande Ligne, and when she 
hoard the children talking of a new teacher 
that had coins there, her hope brightened.— 
She immediately sought instruction from the 
Missionary, and by his aid, she was enabled to 
understand the Gospel and embrace it. In joy 
she • tmmoned her 13 children, told them of 
her peaceful trust in the Saviour, and obtained 
from each a pledge to abandon all but that which 
was taught in the Bible. Almost a century 
she said, she had lived in darkness, but now she 
had the light of life. Four months afterwards 
she was called, as the Missionary believed, to 
join the “ general assembly and church of 
the first born." But the lustre of her reli­
gious character made such nn impression upon 
her children and neighbours, that many of 
them were led to seek an interest in the same 
Book.

In another place a few miles distant, a Bible 
had been the means of producing a great change. 
Four brothers from that place having come to 
Hinsdale, Mass., to reside, were persuaded to 
read the Bible, which resulted in the conversion 
of some of them. When the mother was in- 
f ,rmed that her sons had apostatized, she sent 
for them to come home. The oldest went, carry­
ing his Bible, but finding he c ould not persuade 
his mother, he returned. Shoitly after he left, 
the mother discovering the Bible, while her

that an; saved from gross delusions and have 
any competent" knowledge ; and that among 
those there are so few that are seriously religious, 
and truly set their hearts on heaven—I cannot 
be affected so much with the calamities of my 
own . elations or the heathen, Mahommcdan, and 
ignorant nations of the earth.—No paitol my 
prayers is so d< eply serious as that for the con­
version of the infidel and the ungodly world— 
that God’s name may be snnet Bed, and his king­
dom come, and his will be done in earth as it is 
done in' heaven. Nor was 1 ever before so sen­
sible what a plague the division of languages 
was, which hinders our speaking to them for 
their conversion ; noi what a great si r tyranny 
is, w hich keeps out the gospel from most of the 
nations of the world. Could we but go among 
Tarlais, Turks, and heathens, and speak their 
language, 1 should be but little troubled for the 
silencing of eighteen hundred ministers at once 
in England, nor for all the rest that were cast 
out here, and Scotland, and Ireland, there being 
no employment in the world so desirable, in my 
eyes, 'as to labor for the winning of such misci ­
ble souls, which makes me greatly honor Mr. 
John Elliot, the apostle of the Indians in New 
England, and whoever else have labored in such 
work."

HOPE 10R IRELAND.
It is an intciesting coincidence, that just ns the 

Rev. Alexander King, the eloquent representa­
tive of the Congregational churches in Ireland, 
after pleading successfully the cause of Irish 
missions throughout the United States, was about 
to leave our shores, the Rev. Dr- Hill and the 
Rev. Mr. Simpson, delegates from the Presby­
terian churches in Ireland, arrived on a similar 
errand of benevolence. The late horrible famine 
in Ireland, and the scarcely less terrible civil 
troubles thrpugh which that nation has rcccnt’y 
passed, have turned the attention of her philan­
thropic and Christian men to the moral causes of 
her calamities. Tney are found to lie mainly in 
the exacting and impoverishing sys^im of reli­
gion which is professed by a large majority of 
the people. For a long period, Ireland, natur­
ally one of the most fertile and salubrious por­
tions of the globe, has been going backward into 
deeper and deeper degradation, till famine anil 
crime have become the orler of the day. It has 
been more sorely oppressed by the unconsciona­
ble exactions of her priesthood, than by the grind­
ing extortion of absentee landlords. Temporal 
thrift and Popery have never yet made each 
other’s acquaintance, and they never <yill.

August 27. 1 was informed to-day llmt Dea­
con Tamo was pursued on his way to"the Moun­
tains, after a recent visit heic. hv persons in 
Tergawer who had been commissioned bv Mar 
Shimon to murder him on the road. Deacon 
Tamo received intimations of such a design.
(which came directly from the Patriarch’s house­
hold,) before be left Oroomiah. We,are thank­
ful, however to lear that this faithful servant of 
Christ was not overtaken at the place contem­
plated for the bloody deed, and h is passed on 
toward his home in safety.

August 28. Mar Shimon went to Charbnsli 
to-day ; and while there his servants fell upon 
Priest Benjamine, the teacher of a school in that 
village, as he was walking in the street, rudely 
beat him, and wounded his hand with n duk.
The ruffians then rushed to the priest’s house ; 
and, finding the door closed against them, they 
ascended the roof, tore up a portion of it. nnd 
insulted other members of the family within.
On their return to the city, the sen a»ts of Mar 
Shimon (who were partially intoxicated) entered 
the gate of our mission premises, and one of 
them fell to beating Mar Yolmnnan and his bro­
ther Joseph, and Priest Dimka, who happened 
to be silting within the gate. They were also 
proceeding to other acts of violence, when the 
cry of murder was raised, and a great crowd of 
excited Nes to nans gathered in the street in front 
of our gate ; and the prospect of a mob seemel 
so threatening that Doct. Wright went to the 
acting Governor for a guard, which was im­
mediately furnished, and the disturbance was 
thus for the time quelled. Just at the juncture 
a messenger arrived from Tabreez, bringing an 
order from the heir apparent, the ruler of Azer- 
bijan, directing the Mohammedan authorities 
here to allow no pei son to molest us, or any 
indiwdual in our employment. We trust that 
this order will contribute much to our security.

Sept. 15. The four bishops of Oroomiah, 
and nearly all the priests and deacons, nnd many 
of the leading people among the Nestorians of 
the province, are uniting in a repre en a i >n to 
the Persian government, very commendatory of 
the character, objects and labors of our mission, 
which can hardly fail strongly lo counteract the 
misrepresentations that Mar Shimon may have 
prompted the rabble of his people to make, and 
induced the Mohammadcn nobles and priesthood I 
to endorse. The cheerfulness with which the 
body of the Nestorian ecclesiastics of Oroomiah 
thus came forward to the aid of our missions at 

time when they might embarrass us by taking 
diffeient stand, is truly gratifying. It is also 

a matter of unfeigned thanksgiving to God, that 
those among the Nestorians whom we have re­
garded as pious, with scarcely an exception, 
stood by our mission nobly in the face of trial 
and reproach, and have manifested much of the 
spirit of Christ during all Mar Shimon’s violent 
career ; and many whom we do not regard as 
pious, have alio manifested a decision in favor 
of right, which we could not have anticipated 
in these circumstances—a very satisfactory 
demonstration that fight and truth have taken 
a strong and extensive hold among tb s people.

POPULAR IMPROVEMENT.
At the opening lecture ol the Montreal Mor- 

I cantile Library Association, the Governor Gen- 
\ oral, Lord Elgin, made an excellent address;

from a report of which in the Pilot, we make the 
j following extract ;—

In this age, when education is so generally 
diffused, when the art of printing has brought 

1 the sources of information so near ihe lips ol all 
w ho thirst for knowledge—in this age, when so 
many ol the secrets of nature have been revealed, 
when the impalpable and all pervading electiicily 
and the infinite elasticity of steam have been sub­
servient to the purposes of the human intellect,
—the advantages of education and knowledge, 
in a utilitaran—a commercial point of view, are 
too apparent, nnd the utter hopelessness of any 
attempt on the part either of individuals or classes 
to maintain their position in society, if they neg­
lect the means of self-improvement, are truths 
too obvious to call for dissertation ; I must say 
that it seems to me that there is less risk of our 
declining lo avail ourselves of our opportunities 
than there is of our misusing them ; 1 think there 
is less likelihood of our declining to grasp the 
treasures spread out before us, than of our laying 
upon them rash and irreverent hands, and neg­
lecting to cultivate those habits of patient inve - 
ligation, humility, and moral self-control, without 
which we have no sufficient security that even 
the possession of knowledge itself will be a blis 
sing to us. I was much struck by a passage 1 
met with the other day in reading the life of one 
of the greatest men of his age and country— 
Watt—for it stems to me to illustrate very for­
cibly the natuie of the danger to which I am 
now referring ns well as its remedy. It is stated 
in the pissage to which I allude that Watt took 
great delight in reading over the specifications 
of inventions for whicn patent right, were ob­
tained. He found that of those inventions a large 
proportion turned out to be entirely worthless 
and a source of ruin and disappointment to their 
authors. It is also stated that Watt discovered 
that, among these abortive inventions there were 
many only the development of ideas which, 
probably, when they first presented them­
selves, he had welcomed as grand discoveries, 
but which, after having subjected them to that 
rigid and unsparing criticism he felt it his bounden 
duty to apply to the offspring of his own brain, 
he found to be worthless and rejected. Now, 
unquestionably, his keen and practised glance 
enabled him to detect flaws and errors in m my 
cases where any man, less acute, might have failed 
to discover them ; but con we doubt that it was 
the moral altitude of his mind that enabled Walt 
to shun those sunken rocks on which so many had 
been wrecked—that it we.s his singlemindedness, 
his self-control and unbending devotion to truth 
which enabled him to rebuke the suggestions of 
vanity and self-interest, and, with the sternes» of 
an impartial judge, to condemn to silence even 
the offspring of bis own mind, which he regarded 
with a parent’s fondness, when they fell short of j 
that standard of perfection which he had reared. 
From this incident we may draw a most useful 
lesson, which we may apply with good effect to 
fields of enquiry far transcending those which 
science has ever opened to u«. Take, for instance 
the vast region filled with moral and social ques­
tions ; observe the wretched dangerous fallacies, 
which quacks, greedy of gain, and speculating on 
the credulity of mankind, have had the audacity 
to palm upon the world as sublime discoveries 
calculated to increase, to some vast extent, the 
sum of human happiness ; and maik the misery 
and desolation which follows when the hopes ex­
cited by these pretenders are dispelled. It is 
very often said m apology for such persons, that 
they are, after all, not deceivers ; that they do 
not ask others to adopt opinions which they have 
not heartily adopted themselves ; but apply to 
it the reasoning principle that I have been en­
deavouring to illustrate from the life of Watt, 
and we shall find, I think, that the excuse is in 
many cases, but a weak one,’ if any at all. God

Ignace (district of Quebec) for the same des­
tination ; and two of these after selling their 
lands at a loss, have departed for the plains of 
Illinois, the one carrying with him £ 1000, the 
other £800.

Extraordinary Surgical Opibatiow.— 
The Pittsburg Morning Post publishes the fol­
lowing letter, giving an account of an extraordi­
nary operation in Surgery, preformed by Dr. 
Hullihen, of Whoe'iag. Vs :

Newark, O., Oct. 96, ll«l.
A considerable sensation has lately been creat­

ed :n our town, in consequence of the result of 
an operation wbich has lately been performed 
upon Miss S——, near our place, by Dr. Hal- 
lihen, of Wheeling, V». As toe case is one sin­
gular, I will relate it as correctly as I can. The 
young lady, w hen n child, received a severe and 
extensive bum on the .jac* aed neeh, h4 Mm 
contraction resulting from H had drawn her neck 
forwards and downwards, the chin being firmly 
bound down to the breast by thick bands of con­
tracted flesh. The skin of the face was drawn 
downwards, so that her mouth was kept per­
manently open ; she was unable to close her eyes ; 
there was scarcely any appearance of an under 
lip ; and the lower jaw, in consequence of the 
constant pull upon it, was lenthened at least an 
inch nnd a half more than the upper ; the case 
presenting altogether, the most extreme defor­
mity. The deformity of the jaw was removed 
by sawing out a block on both sides, and then 
setting the projecting part back, so that the 
teeth of both ^iws came properly together. The 
drawing down of the head, face, eye lids, and 
underjuw was relieved by cutting the chin loose 
from the breast-bone, and when her head was 
raised to its proper position, the wound gaped 
open at least five inches wide, besides being about 
nine inches in length. A piece was then cut 
from the shoulders and arm sufficiently large to 
fill up this horrible wound, and brought round 
neatly secured in it ; and there it healed in the 
most beautiful manner, relieving the deformity to 
an incredible extent—one which was considered, 
heretofore, in our section of country, as beyond 
the reach of surgery.

California and its Gold Mines.—We are 
indebted to a friend in this city for the following 
extract of a letter he has just received from Mon­
terey, in Alta California, September 10th, (one 
of the latest date from that country.) “ It is 
calculated that over two millions of dollars are 
taken out of the mines in grain gold per month, 
and this sum will be more than quadrupled an­
other season. This grain gold is now shipped 
off in large quantities to Mexico, Chili, and Peru, 

rulwhere it will be coined under the insignia of 
those republics, and lost to the metafile basis of 
our own circulating medium. This gold can be 
secured to our own currency only by a mint. 
Such an institution will bring this grain gold at 
once to its intrinsic value, and sustain it tliere, 
nnd save the poor emigrants, who get it out of 
the eat th, from tlm hands of speculators. It 
will do more to cherish and sustain emigration 
than the appropriation of millions for ordinary 
purposes, and will at the same time swell im­
mensely the aggregate of our national coin. The 
head of the emigrant column for the year has 
already reached California ; they will pour them­
selves in mass into the mines. There will also 
be a large emigration from Oregon, and also from 
the Sandwich Islands ; and there will be a heavy 
tide over the isthmus, as soon as the steamers 
are on their destined track. When the wealth 
of these gold mines is really known and be­
lieved in the United States, there will not be 
waggons and steamers enough that can be spared, 
to bring the emigrants here. You are now all
incredulous; you regard our statements as the 
dreams of an exc ited imagination ; but what seems 
to you mere fiction, is stern reality ; it is not gold 
in the clouds or in the sea, or in the centre of a 
rock-ribbed mountain, but in the soil of California 
—sparkling in the sun and glittering in it* 
streams. It lies on the open plain, in the sha­
dows of the deep ravine, and glows on the sum­
mits of the mountains,which have lifted for ages 
their golden coronets to heaven. As an evi­
dence of the facility with which it is procured, 
let one or 2 facts suffice. Every sailor that now 
ships fiom a port in California gets his fifty dol­
lars per month, and but very few can be pro­
cured at these wages. An offer of one hundred 
dollars per month would be rejected by nine- 
ler.tlis ot these now engaged in the mines. They 
consider their labor there good for thirty dollars 
a day, and it often realizes them even more. Even 
the poor Indian, when you talk of hiring him, 
shakes his bug of gold in your eyes. The con­
sequence is, we have no hired laborers—no 
servants ; every man must black bis own boets. 
This is a practical democracy—no theory—no 
talking about equality : we arc all on a level by 
that great law of circumstances, which no one 
can surmount. The rounds of your ladder, it is 
true, are of gold ; but your neighbor’s ladder 
runs just as high. * * « We are proud of 
this mine—its vast extent and richness throws 

on all imports. There no longer remains a | ^ ol|ier mines into the shade. It makes the
chance of our obtaining reciprocity ns regards

The above is from the Cobourg Star, and \ 
we believe that similar impressions on the sub­
ject prevail. We are sure the recent elections 
will not in the slightest degree affect the pas­
sage of the Reciprocity Bill through Congress. 
The American whigs, it is true, wish to protect 
their manufacturers, Le.-ause they cannot pro­
duce them so cheaply as other countries ; but 
wc have no manufactures to send them, and 
could not make them so cheaply.

expense of carrying letters must be much greater 
than in the latter. For this reason, the uni.orm 
rate of postage in the United States must exceed 
that of England.

There is, however, an important offset against 
this disadvantage which should not be left out of 
view. Namelÿ, that as education is more gene­
rally diffused, and as the average circumstances 
of tho people are much bette -, the moans and the 
occasions of correspondence will be much great­
er, in proportion to the population, in the United 
States than in Groat Britain, consequently a re­
duction of the rate may he expected much more 
extensively to increase correspondence.

It has appeared to us, therefore, that the post- 
office department of the United States has mani­
fested a timidity and illib -rarity ia dealing 
with this subject, which is not in harmony with 
the usual spirit ofthat people in practical improve­
ments.

Now that this question becomes one upon

RELIOIOÜS DECLENSION AND THE

If there 
shall not be an early demonstration in its favour, 
there is much reason to fear that either the mea­
sure will he altogether defeated, or so stultified 
and disguised as to be good for nothing, in which 
case a proper reform will bo more difficult of 
attainment than ever. I hope you will keep this 
matter before your readers.

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AKiUVAL OF THJE BRITANNIA.

Ntv Tort, December «.

The steamship Britannia, Captain Laing. left 
Liverpool on the 18th of November, and arrived 
at Halifax on the 4th, leaving there at S p. m. 
and arrived off Boston harbour this morning at 
4 o'clock. She was unable to get up to her 
wharf until 8, owing to the dense tog. She had 
only 14 passengers to Boston.

In groin the market is dull, and rather a de 
cline tendency. Supplies of home as well as 
foreign are fully equal to the demand. Buyers 
feel unwilling to speculate, prices being on the 
decline. At Mark lane on Monday last, wheat 
fell two shillings per quarter.

Sales of wheat flour and Indian com very 
limited. The same feeling^prevailed in the Liver­
pool market on the following day.

Best American wheat 8s 4d to 8s 5d for white 
7s 6d to 7s 9d for red. Flour 27s to 30s SU.— 
At subsequent market, transactions were very 
languid, and if anything, were in favour of the 
purchaser.

The transactions in beef were not reported but 
the holders of pork have realised an advance of 
from Is to 2s per cwt. Sales of bacon limited 
—sales new E.istern at 32s per cwt. A consid­
erable quantity of Lard sold. In cheese a limited 
business has bien done.

The intelligence from the Coatinent during the 
week has been of the most importai t and alarm­
ing character. In the face of the prasent trouble 
in Berlin, and with the experience of the French 
revolution before him. the imbecile and sanguin­
ary despot of Austria has characterised his suc­
cess by the most atrocious and cold blooded 
murders in Vienna. Defenceless citizens are shot 
without ceremony, their houses rifled, and even 
women and children massacred. The students 
of the University, who u«ej almost superhuman 
exertions in defence of the city, arc hunted down 
like wild beasts, and executed where captured. 
These atrocities have excited general abhorrence, 
and a violent reaction of revolution is predic'cd.

The King of Prussia having cautiously waited 
the termination of the siege of Vienna appears 
anxious to follow in the footsteps of the Austrian 
Emperor.

The intelligence from Berlin is of the highest 
importance, as it announces that the King and 
the Prussian Assembly are at issue, and that the 
National Assembly could not be organised on 
the 8th ult. The King has transferred the sit­
ting of the Assembly from Berlin to Brandenberg 
At a subsequent meeting, the Assembly decided 
thatethc House would declare itself rn perman­
ence. The Burgher Guard adhere to the Assem­
bly, and opposed its removal from Berlin as it 
wou'.d endanger the iberty of the people.

A detachment stationed themselves in the 
buildings to protect the committee of 30 mem­
bers, which remained through the night. The 
Chief Police sent a message lo the commander, 
directing him to disperse the. Assembly, by not 
allowing nuy one to pass except those who went 
out. He refused to obey the order, whereupon, 
the chief issued a proclamation that the Kirg had 
resolved to call into requisition the troops of the 
line for the executing thst order.

On the 7th the King issued a proclamation 
dissolving the Burgher Guards. The city was 
declared in a state of siege. No persons w ere 
allowed to form gatherings in the streets, ar.d no 
meetings were permitted, no placards were al­
lowed to be published. The clubs were to be 
closed and arms to be delivered up. The As­
sembly met in another place at 8 o’clock, and 
re-elected Von Unrup their President, and the 
same Vice Presidents as before.

It was stated outside that they had declared 
all those opposed to them guilty of high treason. 
General W ran gel has, in all, 20,000 men, with 
64 field-pieces. Up to the evening of the 13 th, 
no actual collision had taken place, but the ut­
most excitement prevailed.

UNITED STATES.
The Secretary of the Treasury, in accordance 

with, a special Act of Congress, has transmitted 
to the Speaker of the House of Representatives, 
the Estimates for the the fiscal year ending June 
30, 1849 and 1350.

As more suitable to our space, we copy the 
following condensed vicw'of the finances from the 
New York Herald, in preference to giving the
report in full :—

“ It appears by this report, that a-'ditional ap­
propriations are requisite for the fiscal ycarend- 
ng June 30th, 1849, of $10,287,335. This in­
cludes payments to be made for the Mexican 
Government undet the treaty of peace, which, 
with the estimated expenditures made in the last 
report from the Treasury Department, will swell 
the aggregate for the year to *65,932,270. The 
estimated receipts for the same year wye $35,- 
100,000, showing an excess of expenditures of 
830,832,276. The loan made last tea-, provil- 
ed for the deficit estimated for the year ending 
June 30th, 1848, leaving the operations of the 
department for the current year fiée from pre­
vious deficicr.e" es.

"The estimât s of the expenditure for the 
year ending June 30, 1839, were based upon 
the supposiiion that the Mexican war would still 
be actively carried on, and the expenses of the 
army were therefore put down at 832,007,058, 
and the navy at 810,905,558, making an nggie- 
gate for the two items upon a war standard, 
842,012,578—an amount nearly double the an­
nual ordinary expenses of the government. As 
the war was closed before the present fiscal year 
commenced, the estimates arc, of course, far 
above the actual expenditures. The expendi­
tures on account of the army and navy for the 
year ending June 30, 1845—the year before the 
commencement of tTxe Mexican war—amounted 
to only 87,497,681; and as the departments 
have almost since the commencement of the 
present fiscal year, been reduced to a peace 
standard, the expenditures cann-t much exceed 
that sum. Suppose, however, we put it down 
at 840,000,600, which, deducted from the 
amount estimated, 842,9121578, leaves 832,912- 
578, to the credit of the treasury in the esti­
mate. This is greater than the deficiency esti 
mated, and will leave a balance on hand, June 
30lb. 1849, of 2,080,802—that is, if all the other 
items are realized according to the calculations 
made. If our deductions from these premise^ 
are correct, there will be nc farther call to 
money, and the finances of the government wil1! 
soon bo placed upon a sound and substantia
lew.

«• The expenditure for the fiscal year ending 
Jnne 30, I860, are estimated at 833,218,162 78. 
This is within our ordinary revenue, and we shall 
easily make both ends meet. If any more diffi­
culties oecur in our fi nancial affairs, they will be 
realised before the close of the present year, af-

AH 
hands hare left roe but two ; they will stray till 
the efirgo is landed and ballast in, then they will 
go. Both mates will leave in a few days, and 
tbv. I will have only the two boys, and I am 
f .rful that they will run. I have got all land­
ed but BOO barrels ; on Monday I shall get off 
ballast if the weather is good. There’s no help 
to be got at any price. The store ship that sailed 
from here ten days ago took three of my-men at 
8100 per month ; there is nothing that anchors 
here but what. loses their men. I have had a 
hard time in landing the cargo : I go in the boat 
every load. If I can get it on shore I shall save 
the freight. As for the ship, she will lay here 
lor a ’ong time, for there is not the least chance 
of getting a crew. The coasters are giving 8100 
per month. All t 2 ships at San Francisco have 
: tripped and laid up. The Flora, of New-Lon- 
don, is at San Francisco : all left. You pro­
bably have heard of the-situation of things here. 
A sailor will be up at the mines for two months’ 
work on his own account, and come down with 
from 2 cr three thousand dollais, and those that 
go in parties do much better. I have been of­
fered 820 per day to go, by one of the first men 
here, and work one year. It is impossible for 
me to give you any idea of the gold that is got 
here.

TIIE PRESIDENTS MESSAGE.
A synopsis of the message to Congress, trans­

mitted to both houses on the 4th instant, has 
reached us. It was telegraphed to the Buffalo 
papers as follows :

Fellow Citizens of the Senate and House of Re­
presentatives :
Under the benignant Providence of Almighty 

God, the Representatives of the State and the 
people are again brought together to deliberate 
for the public good. The gratitude of the na­
tion to the Sovereign arbiter of all human events 
should be commensurate with the bounteous bles­
sings which we enjoy. Peace, plenty and con­
tentment reign throughout our borders, and our 
beloved country prerents a sublime spectacle to 
the woild.

The troubled and unsettled condition of some 
of the principle European powers lias had an un­
necessary tendency to check and embarrass trade 
and to depress prices throughout all commercial 
nations ; but notwithstanding these causes, the 
United States with their abundant products, have 
felt their effects less severely Ilian anv other 
country, and all our great interests are still pros­
perous and successful.

In viewing the great events of the past year, 
and contrasting the agitated and disturbed state 

| of other countries with our trenquil and hr.ppv 
| condition, we may congratulate ourselves that 
I we are the most lavoured people on the face of 

the earth, while the people of other countries me 
! struggling io establish free institutions under 
J which man may govern himself, wc are in the 
j actual enjoyment of a rich inheritance from our 
! fathers.

While the enlightened nations of Europe are 
Convulsed and distracted by civ il war, and inter­
national strife, we settle all our political contro­
versies by the peaceful exercise of the rights of 
freemen at the ballot box. The great republican 
maxim so deeply engraved on the hearts of our 
people, that the will of the majority, constitu-

the army and navy did their whole duty and all 
are highly praised.

The result of the war tends to preserve us from 
foreign collisions, and enables us to pursue unin­
terruptedly our cherished policy, peace—with all 
nations, entangling ourselves in alliance with
none.

Vast additions have been made to our territorial 
possessions : within less than four years the an­
nexation of Texas to the Union has been consum­
mated, all conflicting title to Oregon territory 
south of 49 degree north latitude, being all that 
was insisted upon by any of my predecessors, has 
been adjusted by the treaty ; the cate of several 
territories, Recording to a repot t prrpaied by the 
commission of the general land office, frum.the 
most authentic information in his possession » liich 
is herewith transmitted, contuiuihg 1,193,061 
square miles in addition.

The acquisitions of the Ur’tcd States are now 
estimated to be nearly as large as the whole of 
Europe, and the whole extent of both the Pacific 
and Gulf of Mexico.

The addition of Sea Coast including Oregon 
is very neatly two thirds ns great ns all wc po­
ssess, before we have three great marulimc 
fr nts, making i.i whole, an extent of sea coast 
5,000 miles.

The branch mint is recommended in Cali­
fornia, and its immense advantages are fully 
argued.

The Piesident recommends earnestly that a 
regular organised territorial Government in New 
Mevico and California be established, he also ic- 
commends the Missouri compromise, and gives 
his reasons for approving the Oregon Bill. ‘Ihe 
sincere desire to preserve harmony and Union in 
deference to the acts of his predece-sorsi or 
should Congress prefer to submit the legal ques­
tion to the Supreme Court, he expresses his opin­
ion that the whole Union should cheerfully ac­
quiesce in the decision of that tribunal.

While this is our settled poiLy, 
it docs not follow that we can ever be indifferent 
spectators of the progress of liberal principles ; 
the Government and the people of the United 
States hail with enthusiasm and dvlroht, the es- 
tablishmeht of the French Republic, as we now 
hail the effort (if the State of Germany in a con­
federacy similar in many respects to our own 
federal Union. If the' g.eat and enlightened 
German States, occupying as they do a central 
and commanding position in Europe ; shall suc­
ceed in establishing such a confederated Govern­
ment, sccuiing at the same time to the citizens 
of each state, local Governments adapted to the 
peculitr condition of each, with unrcslr c ed 
trade and intercom^ with each other, it will be ,

whilst it will c.msohd tie and strengthen the pow- ...................................~ -------
er of Germany, and essentially promote the cause 
of peace ; the commerce, cit iiization. and consti­
tutional liberty throughout the world, with all 
the Governments of this continent. Our relations, 
it is believed, are now on a more friendly and 
satisfactory footing tlmn they have ever been nt 
any former time ; since the exchange nnd tatifi- 
cations of the treaty of Mexico, our intercourse 
with the Government of that Republic, has been 
of the most friendly character.

The Envoy anrl minister plenipotentiary of the 
1 ailed State* to Mexico has been received and 
accredited, and a diplomatic representative from 
Mexico of similar rank has been received by this 
government, amicable relations between which 
governments have beun happily restored and are 
destined to continue. I trust the two republics 
bolh situatep on this continent and coniignous to 
each other’s territory have every motive of sym­
pathy and interest to bind them together in one 
an ity. The most important results of the war 
with Mexico is the demonstration afforded to fo­
reign countries of the strength of America. Before 
the lale war, foreign powers entertained errone­
ous views of our physical strength, and doubted 
our ability to prosecute a war. They saw our 
standing army or peace establishment did ‘not 
exceed 10,000 men; the war has undeceived 
them ; without preparations, a volunteer army of 
citisen soldiers equal to veteran troops, equal in 
number to any emergency, can be brought into 
the field, and not only men but ammunition and 
supplies in abundance. Great praise is awarded 
to the officers and soldiers for their bravery and 
skill ; the heads of bureaux and war departinent 
are. highly consmtuided for their ability, energy 
and efficiency.
