Americans to-day must think in
terms of war, not in terms of peace.
They must be actuated by the spir-
it, “What can I do to help kill
Germans?” The pro-German spirit
whispered that when the Germans
were driven back across the Rhine,
they would be teady to make peacé.
‘“When the Kaiser comes to that
stage in his niental nrocesses.” af-
firmed Mr. Howle, “he is not go-
ing to be asked about the térms nn
which 'he .lays down’ arms.”

m Pictures of Murderous Sab-
P marine Warfare.

Vivid pictures of the murderous
‘war waged by the submarine pirates
in their invisible craft on our mer-
chant service are contained in a series
of depositions and statements which
the writer of this artiele has been
permitted to examine at the Admi.
alty. These statements are made by
officers and men of torpedoed ships.
For obvious reasons the names are
‘“‘camouflaged.” A

Here is one deposition:

‘At 3 a.m. got message Owl tor-
pedoed. Began to zigzag by ordering
the helm a-port. Almost immediate-
ly sighted a submarine right ahead
coming from starboard past. It was a
Yyery big one, and there were four or
five men around tue conning-tower.
I put the helm hard-a-starboard and
tried to ram her, but missed her by
feet, as I heard the men shouting
aboard of her. As soon as I saw 1
had missed her I sung out to the
gun’s crew, ‘Look out close on port
side,” and I put the helm hard-a-port
to bring the enemy astern.

“Almost immediately afterwards 1
heard the report of my gun,, and on
turning round saw a big bright flare-
up in the water on the port quarter,
like a big explosion. About ten min-
utes afterwards I noticed what ap-
peared to be the wake of a torpedo
passing along the port side. Observed
the bow and stern wake of a sub-
marine on the port quarter steering
parallel to us and coming on at a
good speed. Fired at her but made
no hit. Order ‘Cease fire,” as I hoped
to escape in the darkness. At 6.20
torpedoed and sunk” (with heavy
loss of life). p

In this instance two submarines
must have been acting in support of
one another. No. 1, the vessel hit,
was large, 300 feet long, with a big
conning tower, two high masts and
one large gun. No. 2, which fired
the fatal torpedo, was 150 feet long,
with raised cenire, dark green con-
ning-tower only 7 feet high, no
masts, and officers of Austrian ap-
pearance,

In another case, after the ship had
been torpedoed, about midnight the
boais eapsized, The parrator says:

““Swam tv upturned boat. After
we had been on the upturned boat
‘for some minutes & submarine ap-
peared, .which eame up close to the
port boat and hailed us to come on
board, but was told that it was im-
possible as the boats were capsized.

‘“The submarine came to the star-
board boat after we had been in the
boat about ten minutes, and came so
close that we were touching the side
of the submarine. - We asked him to
upright the boat for us, but no an-
swer was given. The submarine then
,went ahead and put his helm hard

" v, with the result that,the whole

©of the men on the upturned boat
were thrown into the water, and the
boat sent under. The submarine then
steamed away. Those in the sub-
marine must have heard that there
was a man under the upturned boat,
as they -could easily hear him
knocking.”

In one case we find a submarine
using a searchlight, the only such in-
stance in thesé depositiens. Six men
from a torpedoed ship had struggled
to an overturned boat. One of them
states: ‘“The submarine came close
to us and flashed her searchlight on
the boat and on those in the water,
and after jeering at them made off
towards the west. The submarine
was signalling with ther Morse lamp
and was answered by flashes some
distance away to the west.”

Robbery of the British is common.
After one vessel had been torpedoe
at 2 a.m. “the master was searchéd
and £22 5s., with clothes, watch, and
matches were taken from him. An
officer stated that no food was left
in the submarine, which had been six
weeks out from Helighland. The
commanding officer and No. 1 (his
first officer) spoke very good English
and mentioned that food in Germany
was very short. - The (British) mas-
ter asked how Bremen and Hamburg

were looking. No. 2 answered, ‘Very
)} depressed,” and that ‘“We should not
have been at war with England.”

If here and there we find that col-
ored crews or seamen showed signs
of panic, so that some Filipinos pre-

| ON SOUCHEZ
FRONT NOW

Hold Portion of Battle Line
Extending to the Scarpe
~  River

—e
MORALE IS SPLENDID

With the Canadian army in
France, June 4th.—From north of

Hill Seventy to the Souchez, Canada
has moved its forces until some of
the Corps holds part of the ~ line
between the Souchez and the
Scarpe. The \move was made in
less than twenty-four hours. ‘With
the infantry came the gunners and
engineers, and men of all units and
all formations that complete the di-
visional strength. Roads and rout-
es that had known only oc-
casional traffic were jammed with
marching then, their bands leading
them with guns and munition
limbers; with field ambulances;
with horse and mechanical trans-
port; with motors and lorries and
G. 'S. waggons until the roadsides
were white with dust and the coun-
tryside alive with “the shouts of
‘men, infantry, jostling artillery and
mechanical transport threading its*
way through both while staff cars
wound in some mijraculous . way
through the turmoil which was or-
der, only outwardly cloaked dn
seeming confusion. And with all
this on the roads there _were
busses crammed with infantry.
Other ‘'troops went by light railways
and tramways. The area about
Vimy was alive as it had not been
for months. Battalion headquarters
moved in the morning to find itself
in strange and uncivilized quarters
at night. ‘Brigade (headquarters
followed them. Divisional - staff
reached its permanent . destination
in the morning and by night the
G.0.C. and seletted officers were
far away in battle headquarters.

In previous. days other ' divisions
had moved out of the area hurrying
south. where Sir Julian Byng’s great
army was fighting day and night in
one of the most despérate battles of
all history.  On strange roads and
in strange places, troops marched
or were hurried forward in scores
and scores of busses or crawled by
train ‘over- burdened railways to
constantly changing destinations.
Trench fighting had given place for
the moment to what approached
open. welfare. Men billeted where
they could in farmhouses and out-
buildings, in camps or in the openh.
One division ' changed its head-
quarters three times in three days.
Brigades changed as often. Be-
wildered battalions with tired offie-
ers and tired men seemed to be
thrown from place to place - at the
whim of higher commands. But the
character of the battle was changing
every hour and part of the Canadian
corps ‘\was moving to where the Third
Army needed it most. The urgency
of the moment had drawn it out of
the Canadian command. All were
eager for the battle. It is'a strange
expression, perhaps, to say that men
were eager for what everything in-
dicated wounld be a desperate - strug-

\

turn. But there was buSiness to
brought fathers and sons out here
to the doing of it and the cause was
greater than the individual So
men moved by day and night with
their “tails in the air” as the -ex-
pression goes—which© means™ that
the Canadian Corps was co\ntident of
itself, that its morale was splendid,
that all welcomed days of action
after days of quiet and putting away
the petty things of routine, turned
to the vital things of war, .sure in
their record of ‘the past and in no
way alarmed for the future,

Yes, those who hold from the Sou-
chez to near the Searpe and the oth-
ers who moved farther south, show-
ed the same high spirft and the
same eagerness for -combat. They
were marshalling for what we ' be-
lieve to be the greatest test of the
war, and they did not fear it. Rather
—they desired it. = For over three
years some of them had played the
game—others' for lesger time. - But
from veterans to recruits, the same
8pirit 'was in them. They did not
fear their fate and marched along
the dusty highways of France—
through ruined villages that once
had been-the homes Of men and wo-
men and children and were now but
masses of rufns, some indeed ‘on-
ly marked ‘now by a-crossroad and
mounds of debris—or through other
villages, alflost untouched by war

stare at .their .guns and the women
to cheer them on—as they marched
past these things they sang. And
the song of their singing was neithsr
the Road to Tipperary nor a Hymn
of Hate but a rollicksome ; song

lonﬁ drawn out and intengive. Or
perhaps they thought for the mo-
ment of those that were far away
in Canada and Wummed Auld Lang-
Syne and My Ain_ Folk.

And Amiens was feeling the
war as it had not felt it since the
beginning." By day it was shelled;
by night it was bombed. For months
before it had been .alive with Brit-
ish troops. Within the first compact
of the battle, these troops had been
rushed up to meet the brunt of ene-
my attack. Amiens was almost en-
tirely French for a moment. It was
so when.I saw it—a place of quiet
streets and routine with .open shops
and cafes—with sun and . life and
happiness—troubled, but not grave-
ly, alarmed. Only here and there
one met some survivor of the gigan-
tic struggle going on forward. He
tells his story in a few words and
went on to find remrants of h's regi-
ment or to report at some headquart-
ers. The story was always the same,
I heard it from a Canadian belong-
ing to an Imperial unit. He was a
machine gunner. As he spoke’ the
tragedy of the war overcame the
brightness of the sun. The quiet
streets seemed unreal and the open
shops a Tantasy. Then he passec on
and the life of the continued as be-
fore. During these days, the inhabit-
ants of all forward towns and vil-
lages were - moving to the- base.
Trains were jammed with. women
and children—some. of the wounded.
The rads were crowded with troops
and transports and through the
military congestion moved slow
plodding animals that dragged heavy
peasants’ carts. The carts were load-
ed with home effects, by their sides
trudged man and wife and child.
Sorrowful but conrageous; home-
less but defiant; France was suffer-
ing another tragedy. Humble homes
lay in ruins from bembs and shells.
Tired women and children, with
tears on their faces and courage, in
their eyes were leaving their lttle
places in the sun. AH around ther2
was war. Here a new  battalion
swung along the highway. Here a
stricken reciment trudeed slowly
back to rest and reinforce. Their
faces and their clothes were caked
in dust. Their eyes were tired. They
looked old. Some among them ligyn-
ed as they walked. Others had heads
and arms bandaged, But they cheer-
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ed those who passed to the battlsd

and those who passed cheered them
givi such due as men give . to
those who have fought gloriously.

So ‘much for the ‘cities and th2
villages; the roads and the base. In
the meantime, as I have told, a Can-

adian division” has' moved in a .day
from Hill 70 to near the Scarpe. On|

the night of that move, while men
of lesser commands were undergoing
much the same experience, a Divis-
ional] Commander had started off
with selected members of his staff
for his battle headquarters.

So the divisions move and the
front wakes up after months of rou-
tine warfare, A week ago you could
have ‘stood upon the ridge with 1it-
tle danger. To-day the battery that
you visited a week ago
heavy fire and the day and . the
night are noisy with the shriek and
burst of shells. There is gas-around
and shrapnel and H.E. overhead,
and a hole in the ground is g gift
from a beneficent providence. Also,
if you park your car-where you did
a week ago you may return to find
that your driver "has departed and
that a shell hole marks the place
where the motor stood. It is a wise
man who leaves in time.

Yesterday they bplayed. To-day
they wgjts To-morrow many of them
will die. Some of them ‘have died al-
ready in the waiting. I saw their
bodies—shrouded in their blankets
as T went up the line this morning.

Can you real-
ize, Canada, how great 1is your as-
set in your sons, and how mightily
they are serving you that your name
may be high amongst the nations,
France loves your SOmS.

Said a citizen recently, “I don’t see
why potatoes are $1.90 a bag in
Ontario while they are rotting in
Prince Edward Island.”

His neighbor replied: “The rea-
son is simple. There are no freight
cars available to bring potatoes
from that market to this. The only
way to beat the price, is to grow
{oﬁﬁ own, the same as my wife and

“I don’t want to rub it in,” he con-
tinued, “or say I told you so, but
you and I could have equal sized
gardens (50 ft. deep by 40 ft.
wide). They are right next to each
other, so it is fair to assume the
soil is equally workable.

“We both have a fair amount of
spare tlme, yet I well recall that
last spring you had a lot of quiet
fun with me when I was plugging
away in the garden getting the
‘ground ready to put in vegetables.

“What has been the result?

“By a little study, and a little work,
and a disposition to langh at our
mistakes and forget our disap-
pointments, the wife and I took off
that patch all the salad vegetables
we needed during the summer, and
we were able to put into the cellar
enough potatoes, carrots, - beets,
onions and parsmps to last us nntil
the end of March.

IS WHITE MAN

Capt. A. B. Welch, Only
“Paleface” Ever Adopt-
ed Into This Indian

Tribe

P
‘Mandan, N.D., &_J‘unle 7.— (Ass0-
ciated Press)—With the passing of
Chief. John Grass, of the ‘Sioux
tribe of Indians, who recently died
at Fort Yates, the headquarters of
the Standing Rock agency, h's man-
tle falls: upon the shoulders of the
only. white man ever adopted into
the tribe. Thus Captain A. B. Welch,
of Mandan, adopted son of the wold
chieftain, 'becomes, according to
ancient customs of the Sidux, the
chief of the tribe.

The new Sioux chief, whose In-
difan name is Mato Watape, is. with
the United States Infantry in France
and ds the aide of Major General
Hunter Liggett. A grandson of
John Grass, Albert Grass, is sérving
with the same division.

Although there® were formerly
four chieftains of the Sioux, only
one line remains, and, the old chief’s
sons all being dead, Captain Welch,
by reason ‘of being an adopted son
takes precedence over a grandson in
the direct line.

" The name Mato-Watakpe is the
Sioux war name of the old chief and
means ‘“‘Charging Bear.”” When he
was adopted Captain Welch chose
this name as the one by which he
would be known among the Indians.

Although the chief of to-day has
not the same powers of the chief
of years gone by, the title still gives
him the respect of the Indians and
they recognize him as their leader.

MARRIAGE TIES
NOT BINDING N

Women of Land Made Sub-
. ject to Beck and Call
of Any Man

WORLD IS ASTOUNDED

San Francisco, June 5—Russian
women are no longer their own mis-
tresses in the matter of their rela-
tions with men, ‘according to a pro-
posed decree. They are the commun-
istic property of the men of the Rus-
sia, and unless a woman is the
mother of at least five children she
is subject to the beck and ecall of
any man. Even if she is married -t
makes no difference, for under the
new “moral code” adopted by the
Russian Soviet at Saratov, all mar-
riage ties are declared to be not
binding.
This astounding decree, the pur-
pose of which is said to be to re-
populate Russia’s devastated pro-
vinces and which makes family ties
illegal and all children the property
of the state, is causing the civilized
world to gasp. Not even the poly-
gamous “‘lateral” marriages to
which the wives of German soldiers
are subjected are more revolting to
civilization.

Almost Unbelicvable
Nothing described in the Old
Testament as the cause of the anni-
hilation of cities and people is
worse than the demands in this
startling proclamation set forth by
a body of Russian anarchists.
Men and women representing ev-
ery shade of thonght and line of en-
deavor throughout the United
States will be horror stricken by the
degradation of thought evinced in the
decree. Many have declared that the
moral women of the whole world
would rise in protest to protect
their Russian sisters from such ah-
horrent practices if they themselves
prove helpless.
A copy of the decree was brought
to San Francisco by Frank Forest, a
British engineer, who  obtained it
before sailing from Vladivostok.
The proclamation as drawn by the
Free Association of Anarchists of
Saratov, Russia, sets forth proposals
and restrictions that are almost un-
believable.

Aimed at Bourgeoise .
“The private possession of women
is hereby abolished.” are the first
startling words ~of the document.
The right of man to possess a wo-
man between the ages of 17 and 32
is abolished, the decree declares,
and then tells why in these words:
“Since the most beautiful specimens
of the fair sex have in the pastbeen
limited by marriage to the posses-
sion of the bourgeois men, the cor-
rect continuation of the human race
has been greatly impeded and great
inequalities have resulted.
According to other articles of the
nroclamation, of which there are
fifteen. the former husband shall re-
lease his wife from personal owner-
ship, but may call upon her when-
ever he wishes. All women are ex-
empted from private ownership and
are proclaimed to be .the property
of the whole community, but mar-
ried women who are the mothers of
over -five children are not affected
by this.decree. Any citizen noticing
a woman whe has not reegistered un-
der the domination of the Saratov
anarchist clubs is duty bound to re-
port ‘her to headquarters,

“Popular Propagation Fund”
Every workingman is required to
pay from his earnings two per cent.
in order that a fund called the popu-
lar propagation fund, may be rais«|
ed. Male citizens not belonging to [
the workingman’s clags will be al-
lowed the same privileges as others
have by paying 100 rubles per month
to ‘the fund. All women affected by
the 'decree will receive an allowance
of 23 rubles monthly (about $121).
from the propagation fund. All pros-
pective mothers are released from
their communistic duties for a period
of from three -months before to two
months after childbirth.

All babies one month old are to he
given over to an. asylum,-or-popu-
lar erib, where they shall be trained
and. educated until 17 years of age,
the exvense of their training to be
borne bv the propagation fund. Ev-
ery mother shall receive a bonus of
200 rubles. :
oth men and women are requir-
edBto safeguard - their health, fre-
quently submitting to medical  ex-
aminations in laboratories of health:
Women inill-health may apply to
the association for a pension.  No
woman, married or otherwise, shall
refuse to the call of any man, nq
matter what may be his social status
aside from erimimality or physical
disbarment, and all men or women
who fail to support this decree will:
be adjudged guilty of sabotage and

Italian War Dogs.

Dogs, at least some dogs, have
proved themselv 80 wvaluable for
military purposes during the present
war, that they have been added to
the equipment-of every army engaged
in the struggle. The main purpose
for which they are used is the find-
ing of wounded soldier after an ‘en-
‘gagement or skirmish in difficult ter-
ritory, so that they may be carried
to the field hospitals immediately be-
hind the lines without delay. The
dogs employed for that purpose are
carefully trained and well taken care
of, as their uséfulness depends in a
large measure upon their good phy-
sical condition and their willingness
to work. ;

. Various breeds of dogs have been
tried by the Goyernments of the bel-
ligerent nations, but only a few of
them have been found of value. The
dogs used by the Italian army in its
dificult campajgn in the mountains
are of several different breeds, with
the St. Bernard type predominating.
St. Bernard dogs have béen used in
relief work in the high Alps for cen-
turies and bhave proved themselves
hardy, eficient and trustworthy even
when working by themselves. |, The
8agacity and courage of\ the St. Bern-
ards are wonderfuk Th eem, at
times, almost, human.—Popular Sci-

ence Monthly. '
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The Making of Big Guus,

“No fewer than one hundred and
seventeen miles of steel wire are
wound on a twelve-inch gun  that
weighs thirteen and a hslf tons,” says
[a writer' in the Millgate Monthly. “In
appearance this wire, which is of the
same quality as piano wire, resembles
tape; it is onme-quarter of an inch
wide and one-tenth of an inch thieck.
It is tested to a breaking strength of
one hundred and ten tons. The wire
unwinds from a reel as the gun-bar-

' rel revolvés, and a tension of about

fifty tons to the square inch ensures
mechanical accuracy in wrappipg it
around the gun. Various parts of the
gun receive different thicknesses of
wire. At 'the breech of a twelve-inch
gun, where the chief strain comes,
there are ninety-two layers, which
give a thickness of nine and a half
inches of wire, ‘but at the muszzle
‘there are only fonrteen layers. Over
the wire ‘the gunmakers shrink' on
steel rings at white heat.. When they
cool they co ct and grip with im-
'mense force, The rifling of the barrel
is an automatic process—an example
of wonderful mechanical ingenuity,
When the gun is finished experts test
the accuracy of the rifling with plas-
tic gutta percha.”—Family Herald.

The Heat of the Sun,

Why is the- air generally much
colder a mile above the earth than
near the ground? The heat of the
atmosphere comes from the sun, but
by a somewhat inairect process. The
incoming sunbeams are only slightly
absorbed by the dry air at high levels,
and so have little effect on its tem-/
perature. [n the lower regions of the
atmosphere .there is always a con-
siderable amount of water vapor
(water in the form of gas), and this
substance has a relatively large ca-
pacity for absorbing heat from sun-
shine, ‘ Lastly, the earth  absorbs all
the heat that falls upon it, and then
gives it back, by radiation or con-
duction, to the air above it. Thus the
atmosphere is mainly heated from be-
low and not from above. Air heated
near the ground tends to rise, but it
cools rapidly in rising. As'it reaches
higher levels the pressure upon it is
less; it expands, pushing away the
surrounding air, and it uses up in
this work some of the energy that it
originally possessed in the form of
heat. This process is referred to by
scientists as ‘‘adiabatic cooling.”

This explaing why the heat of sum-
mer often seems to come up from
the- ground, rather than from the
boiling sun above.—Popular Science
Monthly.
