He is a newspaper 
publisher of long experience; he be 
came editor of the Waterloo Advertis­
er when 20 years of age, and with the 
exception of three years spent In a 
Montreal newspaper office he manag­
ed the Advertiser until 1908; in all 
he had some 30 years of experience. In 
particular, he did ft. great deal of Job 
printing, and his office had a remark­
ably good name tor some branches of 
this; for example, lawyers in places 
as far distant as Ottawa made use ot 
legal stationery printed by Mr. Par- 
malee in Waterloo, Quebec.

An official memorandum from the 
marine department states that a letter 
has been receive from Capt. Bernier 
on the Arctic, dated Chateau Bay, July 
12th. To this letter it is stated Ber­
nier has attached the following pro­
gramme of his intended voyage: From 
Chateau Bay he proposes to sail for 
Albert Harbor, Ponds Inlet. From
there he proceeds to Beechy Island; 
the next place of call will be Dealy 
Island; next Winter Harber. From
there he will gjo, to Herschell Island. 
Capt. Bernier intimates,” adds the 
departmental memorandum, "that if 
he reaches the latter place without any 
accident he will proceed direct from 
there to Victoria, B. C. The route thus 
indicated would carry Bernier’s expe­
dition through the Northwest Passage 
sought by the early Arctic navigators 
fcoss, Parry, Franklin, McClintock, and 
éthers, but which was found Imprac­
ticable for ships owing to the heavy 
Arctic Ice which seems to form a per­
petual barrier across McClure’s Strait 
between Melville Island and Banks 
Island. It was Commander Robt. Mc­
Clure of H. M. S. Investigator who in 
1854 sailed eastward from Behring 
Strait, reached the barrier at Banks 
Island. ‘ Then the crew abandoned 
the ship, and, walking over the ice to 
Beechy Island, made the Northwest 
Passage, after aJ ^fashion. Bernier has 
hopes of being able to work the Arc­
tic through this Ice blockade. Winter 
Harbor is the point at which Parry In 
1819 wintered the ships Hecla and 
Griper, and from whence in the follow­
ing spring an ineffectual attempt was 
made to cross this barrier. The North­
west Passage made by Capt. Amund­
sen three or four years ago follows a 
much more southerly course and the 
grounding of his little vessel several 
times during the voyage demonstrat­
ed the impracticability of that route 
tor anything like ordinary purposes of 
navigation. Bernier’s ambition is evi­
dently to force the more northerly 
passage which baffled ' the early Brit­
ish explorers, 
near the mouth of the Mackenzie river 
should he succeed In reaching that 
point, Bernier will be ip communica­

effort; to any sacrifice, if only so splen­
did a result can be achieved.

Census of Forest Products.
The census of the- forest products 

of Canada, to bè taken on 1st June, 
1911, will embrace square, waney or 
flat timber, logs for lumber and mis­
cellaneous. purposes.

In the first class are Included ash, 
birch, elm, maple, oak, pine and all 
Other timber cut as square, waney or 
flat, and in the enumeration will be 
reported for cubic feet and value.

Logs for lumber, which are includ­
ed in the second class, are in such 
woods as elm, hickory, hemlock, oak, 
pine and spruce. They Will be enum­
erated in the census by quantities of 
1,000 feet board measure, with value 

. in the same unit.
Miscellaneous products of the for­

est include bark for tanning, fence 
posts, firewood, hoop and hop poles, 
masts and spars, piling, pot and pearl 
ashes, railroad ties, staves, stave-bolts, 
and heading, telegraph poles (Includ­
ing telephone and other poles for elec­
tric wires) wood for pulp, and the furs 
and skins of forest animals undressed, 
and they will be enumerated by num­
ber of quantity and value.

The census of forest products will 
be taken chiefly from farmers and the

But the movement has been so steady 

' that it has been at a standstill for 14 
years. Those who have been unwiso 
ly promoting higher rates, at least 
have been more successful than those 
who wisely or unwisely have been agi­
tating for lower rates. It is curious 
that the government should not frank­
ly admit its conversion to protection­
ism, and put the low tariff advocates 
out of their doubt and misery.

“Possibly .amongst those - ‘unwisely 
promoting higher- rates,’ is Mr. W. O. 
Sea ley, Mr P„ of Wentworth, who de- 
claies that the protection on fruit and 
farm products is -inadequate. There is 
also Hon. Archie Campbell, now in the 
Senate, who entered parliament a few 
years ago as the mouthpiece of the 
market gardeners. Mr. Caldwell, for­
mer Liberal member for Lanark, has. 
also had the temerity to suggest that 
there should be higher duties pn wool­
en goods. Hon. L. Melvin Jones has 
not shown conspicuous activity in fa­
vor of the free admission of agricultur­
al Implements. It is conceivable thht 
Hon. George A. Cox Is ‘unwisely pro­
moting’ a movement to maintain the 
steel bounties.

THE G. T. P. BARGAIN.

The grain growers associations all 
through the west are demanding of Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier that the government 
build and operate the Hudson Bay 
Railway as a government enterprise.

There is this great difficulty, that 
unless and until a local traffic is built 
up the Hudson Bay Railway will be a 
line of intermittent traffic.
