FARMERS BANK OF CANADA

Toronto, March 25 —After negotia-
tions extending over a period of time,
the Farmers Bank of Qanada has just
concluded an important financial deal
with Western ' Capitalists, by which
the operations of the bank will he
largely extended in the West and on
the Pacific Coast. A namber of prom
inent Western busisess men and
financiers connected with \Baak of
Winnipeg, and British Columbia
financiers, have subscribed” for the
unsubscribed stock of the Farmers
Bank, with a view to making the latter
one of the big banks of the West. A
charter had been secured for the Bank
of Winnipeg, but had not been exer
cised. The taking up of the unsub
scribed stock of the Farmers Bank by
those behind the Bank of Winuipeg
will bring the subscribed capital of the
Farmers Bank up to $1,000,000, 1¢
is the intention to have five directors
from Winnipeg and the West, and
although the names of these gentlemen
have not been announced, a branch of
the Farmers Bank will be opened at
Wibnipeg within two or three months,
and it is the intention to open branches
in the principal places of the West so
8oon as business and capital will war-
rant these extepsions, °

Comuentary.——I. The parable stated' |
(vs. 1-6). In these verses Jesus lays the
foundation for the discourse which is to
follow. 1. Verily, verily—This empha-
sizes the importance of what he is abeut
to say. 1 say unto you—“Jesus was
talking directly to the men who had
excomumunicated the former blind man
(see chap. 9), and the application of
His words was to them as spiritual
thieves and robbers who Iu}d usurped
authority over the flock of God, as
hireling shepherds, and who had aban-
doned the sheep to wolves. The case im
hand illustrated the way they dealt
with the flock. They had reviled a poor
man instead of protecting him. They
professed to be shepherds, but they' were
pilferers and plunderers. It was a fear-
ful indictment.” By the door—In this’
lesson Jesus presents Himself as the
Door and the Good Shepherd. With
great tenderness and beauty of expres-
sion He speaks of His relations to us
as His followers. The sheep-folds of the
Fast are not covered like our stables,
but are mere enclosures surrounded by a
wall of loose stones with thorn-bushes
upon the top, but usualy an effectual
barvier against the wolves.”—Van Len-
nep. There is only one door to Oriental
sheepfolds.  Sheepfold—In the applica-
tion the sheepfold represents the true
church of“Christ. Thief...robber—A
thief endeavors to gain' his booty slyly
and avoid detection; a robber is a brig-
and prepared to do violence. 2. By the
door—Openly and boldly, with no need
to conceal his purpose.

3. The porter openeth—The Holy Spir-
it is the one who opens the door to the
shepherds; see frequent uses of this

Alford. The Holy Spirit recognizes true
shepherds by especially anointing and

ualifying them for the work of rescu-

lost men. The sheep—True Chrig-
tians. Those who, like sheep, are “inxb-
cent, trustful, teachable, obedient.”
Hear his voice—His voice is a pleasant
one. It sometimes seems severe, but it is
always in love. By name—In the East in
a flock of hundreds each sheep would
have its own name. It is said that

Cyrus and Caesar could repeat the
names of the men of their great armies.
When General Grant was colonel of a
regiment he knew every man of his com-
mand by name. - “Wonderful would be
the effect of such enduring and separate
remembrance.” Christ knows us and
loves us as individuals. Ieadeth them
out—Psa. 23. When we trust ourselves
to the leadership of our great Shepherd,
He will lead us out of our trials and

difficulties, into “greer. pastures” of

Joy. and blessing and heavenly sunshine.
4. The sheep follow him—We must fol-
low where Christ leads. “Sometimes
the beat pastures and the waters of rest
lie beyond deserts and mountains, and
rough ways lead to them; still, Jesus
leads His chosen ones there. He guides
them to the best things in life, to what-
ever will enlarge their souls, ennoble
their lives, develop their capacities, in-
crease their usefulness.”

5. A stranger will they not follow—

This is true among the sheep in the
eastern countries, and it is equally true
among God’s people. Shrewd men may
deceive for a time, but some day the
mask will be torn off by Christians
themselves,

* 6. Understood not—Aware that these
descriptions were levelled at themselves

(Matt. 21: 45; Luke 20: 19), they did
not see the exact hinge on which the ap-
plication turned.—Connor.

Such
a person seeks his own interests and
happiness, and neglects and destroys the
flock. “He sacrifices the sheep for him-
self, and not himself for tho sheep.” the
wolf—The wolf is the enemy of souls
in any of his manifold disguises, such as
persecution, heresy, worldly living, or a
low standard of morals.—Sadler. 13.
the hireling....careth not—To him the
welfave of the sheep is nothing; he is
chiefly solicitous for his own safety, his
own gain and worldly honor.

In v. 16 Jesus speaks of “other sheep”
—the Gentiles. These, he says, he “must
bring,” “and they shall become one
flock” (R. V.). The Gentiles were soon
to be brought into his church. “The
good Shepherd sweeps the world with
his thought. Here is the universal re-
lation of Jesus to sinners of allynations
and tongues.” They would become one
flock not in creed, or name, but in what
is far more essential—one in Christ, “One
in heart, one in purpose, one in the ser-
vice of God and man.”

QUESTIONS.—Whom was Jesus ad-
dressing in this lesson? How did his
words apply to the Pharisees?. In what
sense is Christ the door? What is meant
by the sheepfold? The porter? The
sheep? Who were the thieves and rob-
bers? Who was the wolf? What are
some of the elements in the “abundant”
life? Why was Christ’s death necessary?
‘What is meant by “other sheep”? In
what sense are all true Christians
“one”?

TEACHINGS—We mever can get to
heaven by deception. All real Christians
obey the voice of their Master. Hire-
lings (sinners) get their wages—.the
wages of sin—death. All true Christians
follow the same Shepherd—Jesus Christ.
Christiana trust in the Lord and lean
not unto therr own understanding. They
know it is always safe to follow where
he leads.

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS.

The Jews, to whom the parable was
spoken, were in an early day Inrgelx a
pastoral people. They were familiar
with the nature and habits of sheep,
and the dangers to which they were ex-
posed in that country. They, no doubt,
were somewhat conversant with the re-
lation the shepherd sustained to his flock
and the duties and responsibilities of
his position. In both the Old and New
Testaments divine inspiration very beau-
tifully and effectively uses sheep to rep-
resent the various characteristics and re-
lations of God’s people, and also their
natural inability to defend themselves
against their enemies that prey upon
them and the many dangers to which
they are exposed. It also uses the faith-
ful ‘shepherd to set forth in an inimitable
way -the relation God holds to his people,
with his disposition and uhility to save
and protect them from their enemies,
and also to abundantly provide for their
every requirement. In the lesson before
us Jesus represents himself in a very
emphatic and comprchensive way as “The
Good Shepherd.”

I. The good Shepherd has the greatest
measure of love for His people. (a)
“The good Shepherd giveth His life for
the sheep” (v. 11). See I. John 3, 186,
(b) He died for them,
atonement for their sins
(v. 15). See John:3, 16; Heb. 2, 9. (c)
His love and the atonement He has
made are in their nature and provi-
sions applicable to all mankind (v. 16;
John 3, 16; 12, 32; Rom. 3, 18; 8, 32;
| Ieb, 2, 9; 1. John 2, 2).

II. The good Shepherd brings 1lis peo-
| ple into a state of salvation and perfect
| security (vs. 9, 28, 20; Heb. 7, 25).
III. The good Shepherd is intimately
{ acquainted with His people (vs. 3, 27).
| He knows their dispositions and habits,
! diseases and circumstances, and has a
perfect knowledge of their every re-
quirement.
| IV. The good Shepherd “goeth before”
fand “leadeth” His peogle. How signifi-
cant, whether considered from a nega-
tive or an affirmative point of view!
{Jesus says, “Follow me” (John 21, 19).
Paul says, ‘Be ye therefore followers of
Gnd, as dear children” (Eph. 5, 1). The

BROKER ARRESTED

Charged With Conspiring to Defraud
Farmers’ Baunk.

Pittsburg, March- 30.—Harry Silver-
man, Pittsburg, representative of Miller
& Co., prominent stock brokers operat-
ing in New York and other cities, was
arrested here last night and released un-
der 815,000 bond on a charge of conspir-
acy to abstract $300,000 of the funds of
the Farmers’ National Deposit Bank.

The information was made by Wm. L.
Folds, National bank examiner for this
district, before United States Commis-
sioner Wm. T. Lindsley.

Henry Reiber, formerly paying teller
and John Young, former auditor of the
bank, are also accused in the affidavit
of being parties to the conspiracy. Rei-
ber and Young were arrested last Mon-
day on charges of embezzlement of $83,-
000 of the bank’a funus. The affidavit
further alleges that others are invilved
in the alleged conspiracy, but that their
identity is at present unknown to the
bank examiner.

A CONFESSION.

SHOOTING OF PIERRE DELERME
NEAR MONTREAL EXPLAINED.

William Sangster Gave Himself Up in
New York, and Admitted Being One
of Highwaymen Who Attacked and
Killed Young Farmer.

Montreal, March 25.—The police in
this city were notified to-night that a
man named William Sangster gave him-
self up in New York and had confessed
to a ¢érime committed near Montreal sev-
eral months ago. He stated that, with
two other men, named Peter Upson and
Joe Lamercke, he had attacked a young
man named Pierre Delerme, and had
shot Delerme when he refused to give up
his money.

The crime to which he confessed was
committed ‘on October 26. Pierre Del-
erme, a young farmer, was returning
from the market in the early evening.
The highwaymen jumped up and demand-
ed money. When Delermé offered re-
sistance he was shot twice, one bullet
entering behind the right ear. The noise
of the shooting frightened his horses,
and they ran away and were later stop-
ped by the parents of the unfortunate
young man. He was found in the bottom
of the wagon, bleeding profusely, and
barely conscious. He was taken back
to Montreal, but died shortly after. Be-
fore dying he told of the attack on him
by three robbers.

The confessioh of Sangster has cleared
up the mystery, and he will be brought
here to stand his trial. His two associ-
ates are already in prison, having been
sentenced some time ago for burglary.

FOUND HARTWICK INSANE.

James Hartwick to be Sent to Hamilton
Asylum.

London, Ont., despatch: James Hart-
wick, of Cobble Hill, the decrepit and
demented slayer of his wife, yesterday at
the Assizes was adjudged insane, He
will be committed to the asylum for the
criminally insane at Hamilton. Hart-
wick’s trial lasted just twenty minutes,
and resulted in the following verdici:

SOLD STATE 'SECRETS.

Seven Chinese Were Sentenced to Long
Terms.

Pekin, March 30.—Seven men arrested
regently, charged with trafficking in
Governmental secrets, have been found
guilty and sentenced to long terms of
imprisonment. This punishment is gen-
erally considered to be worse than death.
Natung and Liangtun Yen, members of
the Foreign Board, were on the court
that handed down the sentence.

The conspiracy against the Govern-
ment is fairly widespread, and the revel-
ations within the last few days have
ocnsiderably alarmed the court and the
administration. No less than thirty im-
portant prisoners are now being held in
custody, and it is reported that the
chief of police of the forbidden city is
among this number.

Certain men at present in the Govern-
ment service are thought to be acting
as spies against the dynasty as well as
trafficking in State secrets, and other
arrests are expected.

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Freaks of the fFu;tdy Tide.

Streams Tarn Into Navigable Rivers
Tuice a Day.

That restless pulse of the ocean, the
tide, works wonders everywhere, but in
and about the Bay of Fundy, where it
attains its greatest height, its manifes-
tations are the most varied. Here is
an arm of the ocean, from thirty to
fifty miles wide, extending for 180 miles
between the Canadian Provinces of Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick. It is pro-
longed further into Chignecto Channel
and the Basin of Minas and their many
tributaries.

Into this bay the sea pours twice every
twenty-four hours an immense volume of

. water . Theoretically there are four tides
a day, the moen and the sun eausing
two tides each. But the solar iides are
80 much larger than the lunar and so
largely merged in them that they vscape
notice,

Twice a month, however, the moon and
the sun pull together, resulting in the
unusually high spring tides. When the
pull of the sun is at right angles to that
¢t the moon, at the first and (1.«
terof the moon, the neap tides, ‘which
are always low, occur,

The rise of the tide in the Bay of
Fundy varies from 12 feet at a low neap
tide o 60 feet or more at a high spring
tide. The variation is far from regula:,
-ﬂ‘: local conditions enter into the p ‘b-
‘em.

On the Nova Scotia side of the Bay
the tide is held in check by a wall of

precipitous basaltie rocks, from 200 to |

600 feet high, known as the North Moun-
tain. From Brier Island, at the mouth
of the bay, to Cape Blomidon, nearly
200 miles, there is only one break in
this rocky barrier.

This is Digby Gut, 700 yards wide,
which leads into the beautiful Annapolis
Basin. Through this narrow opening the
‘tide rushes with great force to. spread
itself over the basin.

The Annapolis River, which if left to
Ateelf would be only a streamlet, becomes
navigable at high tide for fourteen miles.
The basin itself is caused by the contin-
ual submergence of the lower reaches of
the river bed.

The water sweeps with mighty foree
through Minas Channel into the Basin of
Minas, the same Basin of Minas which
Evangeline could see from her front
porch and in which, for all we inow to
the contrary, she paddled barefouc at
high tide. From Minas Basin the tide
reaches long fingers into the land.

Southwesterly, back toward Annapolis
Basgin, it has five river beds for its own.
Two of these, the Cornwallis and the
Habitant, are navigable for many miles
at high tide. To the southward and the
southeast are the River Avon and Cobe-
quid Bay, running deep into the land.

Watch Minas Basin and .its envirias
for a day and you will see many wonder-
ful transformations. Small streams,
some too small to merit a name, wan-
dering pettishly in a waste of mud and
marsh, turn into respectable rivers, then
at highest tide into broad estuaries;
peninsulas are cut off from the land
and become islands; broad stretches of
uninteresting mud flats are flooded
deép; the entire basin and ite many arms
fill up to their green and yellow brim
of forest and pasture, orchards and tilled

This periodical flooding of the flats
adjacent to river beds has created vast
neutral tracts which are neither sea nor
land, and which remain neither one nor
the other long enough to be of much use
as either. Two hundred years or so ago,
in the early days of the French occupa-
tion, these neutral tracte were much
more extensive.

The. French took iesue with the greedy
sea, and before the all-wise British Gov-
ernment saw fit to empty Acadia of its
settlers thousands of fertile acres, at
Grand Pre and elsewhere, had been re-
claimed. The English colonists, from
Maine and Massachusetts mostly, who
took up these lands, extended greatly
this work.

The practical elimination of the Can-
.ard River illustrates the progress that
has been made. The Frenza first buils
1 wall of mud and rock across the rises’s
upper reaches, a dozen miles or s> from
the mouth. It worked  beautifully.
They grew bolder and threw up breast-
works against the tide a few miles fur-
ther down. Success again attended their
«efforts.

Their audacity could not be contained
and .the Grand Canard dike was built
about four miles from the basin. Then
.came the English, who defied the tide to
do its utmost and built the Wellington
dike across the river bed and the marsh
almost at the river mouth.

These -successive operations have re-
«claimed bottom lands of perhaps fifteen
miles in length by from a cuarter of a
mile to two miles in width. The soil
produces a luxuriant crop of hay and
affords excellent grazing ground in the
late summer and fall. Parts of the
«dikes built by the French still remain.

The tide Jeaves the marshes which are
#till unreclaimed bare of water for peri-
ods long enough to enable a scanty
growth of salt grass to struggle up-
ward. In the late summer the Nova
Beotia farmer mows this grass, for it
makes fodder much appreciated by cat-
tle in the long winter.

But though the farmer %as his hay
he ean’t get it to the barn, for the
marsh, though it will bear the weight
of man, wiil not bear the weight of the
horses and wagons. So the salt hay is
stacked up on piles. \When winter sets
in and the marsh freezes over the farm-
er carts the hay away on sleds at his
seisure,

In the antumn months these marsyes
dotted here and there with what look

like brown huts on piles, present an odd
appearance, especial at high sprin,
tides.

An extra high tide
in the early winter will & floating
ice n%linst these haystack, knock them
off the -piling and then bear them out
to sea.

Navigation in these tidal waters has
many problems, No commander wants
his ship to repose ingloriously on a mud
flat waiting for the tide to rise 10 en-
able it to resume its journey. Yet this
often happens for the wind is more €ic-
kle than the tide.

But the mariner soon gets accustomed
to tying up to a wharf and then reing
the water go clear away from there,
leavi him inland. A steamer which
plies between Wolfville, Parrsboro and
Kingsport, on Minas Basin, follows the
schedule of the tide. Otherwise it wouvld
need to be an airship to make s land-
ings.

No need of drydocks in this part eof
the world. The barnacles haven’'t a
show when they can be scraped oif over-
night.

At Canning, which is a small port four
miles froh the mouth of the Havitant
River, is a shipyard. There is now
building there a vessel of more than a
thousand tons. If you visit the yard at
low tide you will wonder how on easth
that ship will ever get to sea, f1r there
is no sign of water anywhere bout ex-
cept a rivulet 300 yards away.
ou can step across the riv.ilet wilt-
out wetting your feet. But if - you
hang around long enough you will sce
that rivulet grow big with a sease of
its own importance and the water creep
steadily up and up the slimy banks un-
til it touches the brim. Then you will
understand the building of the ship.

Visitors who merely catch glimpses of
tidal manifestations from car windows
can.'{ away many mistaken ideas. Three
PCalifornians, a man and two women,did
the Atms,golis Valley last September by
making the journey eastward from Yar-
mouth one day, and returning on the
next. The train was passing Bridgetown,
which is at the head of mavigation of
the Annapolis River, on their return
Journey when one of the women re-
marked to her companions:

“See that ship over there in the mea-
dows. It was brought there on the rail-
road. When it is unloaded and loaded
up again the railroad will carry it back
to the water. That's what they told
m» yesterday. Isn’t it wonderful?”

Now, Nova Scotia railroads aren’t
built to carry thousand ton ships. So a
young man who, knew the country felt
it his duty to inform her that the ship
had come up the-matural way and rhat
the river was only taking a few hours’
vacation. = She scemed to think tlat
even more wonderful.

On the northern side of the Bay of
Frndy the tide is responsible for two
phernomena which get good notices in
the guide books, the reversing falls in
the harbor of St. John and the bore in
the Petitoodiac River.

The St. John River enters the harbor
through a gorge. Stand on the bridge
at the turn of the tide and you will eee
the water running both ways at once.
There is a decided fall from the river to
the harbor and a decided fall from the
harbor to the river. The effect is wvery
picturesque and very -wonderful. -Here
is. what happens.

The bed of the river is seventeen feet
highei than the bed of the harbor. At
low tide the bed of the river is twelve
feet higher than the level of the harbor.
Thus we get a fair sized waterfall.

At high tide, however, the level of the
water in the harbor is five feet above
the level of the river. So twice every
twenty-four hours the rapids are re-
versed.

The Petitcodiac River is an arm of
Chignecto Channel. About thirty miles
from its mouth it takes a decided bend.
At the bend is the city of Moncton.
Mcncton used to be known as the Bend,
but that was before it got ambitious.

A% present Moncton has three institu-
tions, the railroad sheps which the wov-
errment is building for its Intercolanial
Railroad, & steam roller which wanders
amizbly about the shaded streets ap-
parently with no other purpose theh to
scare timid horses, and the bore. Of
theae three the bore has the advantage
of immorality.

The daily papers print the time table
of thc bore’s appearance, as well as the
raiircad time tables. The bore is hard
working and conscientious and lives up
to its schedule; the railroads are hard
working, it is true, but as to schedule—
well, there is mo record of a train having
bean on time. But what odds? There’s
no hurry. Vulgar haste is left to those
benighted regions gemerally referred to
as “the States.”

But we set out to tell about the bore.
It comes up the river twice every twen-
ty-tour hours, its appearance being a
little less than an hour later each day.
Some days it is more worth looking at
thau on others, depending en whether it
is the spring or neap tide geason and on
the condition of the river itself without
the tide. Given conditions conducive to
muking a “good” bore amd a moonlit

and you will have a sight well
warth watching.

It is agreed that the best place from
awhicl to view the bore is the wharf at
the foot of Pleasant street. Ge there om

| & moonlit evening about fiftecm minutes

before the bore is scheduled to arrive.

bled. Many of the onlookers have been
deing this for years—it relieves the mo-
noteny of life in a small city. You peer
over the edge of the wharf.

—slimy, red, unlovelry. You look across
the river bed. More mud, still red, slimy,
unlovely. - Here and there are patches
of water lying#till or flowing lazily sea-
ward, The opposite bank is more than
a mile away. Nothing at all to enthuse
over in this expanse of water and mud.

Suddenly you hear a faint rumble. It
is the bore, forming some dozen miles
below you. The rumble grows louder,
finally jncreasing to a roar as of many
railroad trains passing over a bridge.

A mile or so below the bend begins.
You watch that point, and around it
comes a wall of foaming water five or
six feet high. The roar increases in
intensity. As the bore advances rapidly
the spray flashes into sight, woven by
the moonbeams into fantastic shapes.

Before you realize it the wall of wa-
ter is upon you and has passed. A few
miles further on-and it ceases to be a
bore.  The river bed is npw all covered
with water. The mud is mercifully cov-
ered up.

But you need not depart
thinking you have seen it all.
bore is but the advance agent of tie
tide which rises majestically and irresis-
tibly. 3

You may see it creep inch by inch up
the piles of the wharf. If a ship is
moored theer you may watch the water
reach her keel, then reach upward grad-
ually to the water line, until at last she
floats again in the element for which she
was intended. A few hours and you are
on the shores of a mighty river, naviga-
ble for big craft. You call to mind that
stretch of mud and you marvel.

The oldest inhabitant will tell you
that bores to-day are not what they
used to be. Nowadays it is rare when
one stretches clear across the river.

There will be a bore on one side and
just a ripple on the other, or there will
be two bores with a break of plain rising
tide between them. But years and years
ago all bores were good ones, yes, siree.
They were much higher, and their roar
was simply indescribable,

As a matter of fact, the bore is some-
times dangerous to shipping. Not many
years ago a big spring tide bore seized a
large echooner moored at the Pleasant
street wharf, tore it from its fastenings
and carried it rapidly up stream. A mile
up the river the steamer was jammed
against a bridge and the masts napped
out of her.

The bore is caused by the inward rush
of tidewater opposing the slow outward
movement of the river water. The tide as
it drives in is first wedged by the nar-
rowing banks.

It encounters the river water, pushes
it up to a flattened angle, and finally
breaks over it with a roar. Thus it ap-
pears as a huge breaker which moves
majestically onward. :

Just remember that the river bed is
about a mile wide, and you will get some
idea of the immense body of water that
comes up the Petitcodiac twice a day.

MUST FAIL.

Deadly Figures Govern Fate of Aver-
age Worker.

If you are the average American work-
er you are going to be a failure. This
isn’t a mice sort of thing to stare ome
in the face on a Sunday morning, it is
quite true, but if you were playing a lot-
tery and a lot of people had gone around
and told you that your ticket confained
,the lucky number, wouldn’t you sooner
have somebody come up an tell you the
truth—that you were not the winner—
than to'go ahead and figure how you
were going to spend the thousands that
you were going to win?

Isn’t it better to know the truth in
the beginning than to go along in happy
delusion unt)l the smzsh of expectations
and hopes comes in such a lump that
one gives way to despairt Of course.
Therefore, it is well to face the fact that
if you are an average American worker
you are not going to be a success, count-
ing success as it is counted nowadays,
with the bank book as the only fwda-
tion.

This does not mean that you eann<.
succeed, that it is imposible for you to
win your way. You can do both, of
course. But if you and your career are
represen’ ative of the general run of the
worker you aren’t going to do it. You
are not going to be a success any more
than the average lottery player is going
to be a winner, or the average human
being live to be 80 years old.

Average Player Can’t Win.

Quite true, there are winners in lot-
teries, and there are people who are 80
years of age, but the average lottery
player is not a winner, the average per-
son never gets to be 80. - So the average
worker cannot be a success; the fatal
figures make it impossible. The extra-
ordinary exception wins; the average
does nat.

Dun’s and Bradstreet’s commercial
agencies compile statistics regarding the
proportion of success and failure in busi-
iness. .Qf 100 people starting in business,
all lines, all amounts of capital consider-
ed, 95 fail and drop out. The other five,
one-twentieth of the whole number, stay
in business, and of this number an aver-
age of one, or a proportion of } in 100,
wins what may be called a success,

So in .business the average person is
doomed to failure; and the person who
is in a position either through his own
efforts ar through fortunate circum-
stances to start in business for himself
is just so much farther ahead of the
average warker as a man with some cap-
ital is ahead of the man without a cent.
He is up one stage of the hill with the
much coveted top. The percentage which
perish in the climb from the bottom to
his starting point is immeasurably larger
than that which falls from his ranks on
the way farther up.

One in 100,000 is Rich.

Qf the average worker in this country
—the best country on the face of the
earth for the worker.

One in 1,000 earns more than a “living
wage.”

One in 5,000 saves as much as his best
yvear's income.

* One in 20,000 is independent when he
“breaks down” or is “let out for old
age.” i

One in 25,000 is in a position of respon-
sibility and importance.

One in 50,000 “works into the firm.”
One in 100,000 is “rich,” thercgore “suc-
cessful.”

One in 500,000 is “a great man.”

One in 1,000,000 is satisfied—possibly.
The figures look bad, particularly
those which show the small percentags
making more than the price of a bare
existence. In reality, however, that

Refuses to S8ave Money.

Substantially he never knows want—
the average worker. His high pay,
higher than anywhere else in the world,
puts' within his reach luxuries which,
irom habit, become considered as neces-
gities. The abundance of en{ploymen't'
makes the much bruited “rainy dn‘):
nothing of a , and qu y
but a small percen lay anything up
against its arrival. It is the men who
saves who wins, and the disincligation
of the worker for saving is not bffset
even by the national spirit of anibition
which prompts him to work for a hold
on the ladder that leads to the top.

The successive rungs of the ladder, the
feat of saving a little being the first one,
weed out the great army that tries to
make the climb with increasing swift-
ness. As the rounds go higher the num-
ber that is dropped oif grows larger,
the number of those who hang on fewer.
Opportunities, not to consider the ques-
tion of ability, decrease as the altitude
increases. There are 25,000 “jobs” where
there is one “good position”; there are
50,000 chances to get on the pay-roll
where ‘there exists one to “get in the
firm.”

This does not signify 50,000 employees
to every firm; but death, accident, and
all other hampering circumstances com-
bine to necessitate the use of this num-
ber of individuals before one firm mem-
ber is produced. To fall sick and die is
not the least of the stumbling blocks in
the chances for success. And it all adds
to the total number who fail; for to die
is@po fail, obviously.

Put Not Your Trust in Maxims.

€o you can see that you are not going
to win if you are the average worker.
If vou are the extraordimary exeception
vou will do so, but if you are the aver-
;ngc you are not the exception. Is this
discouraging? Perhaps. But it is bet-
ter to realize the truth and bwid and
prepare for the future accordingly than
to put your trust in the soothing, un-
thoughtful statements of the pleasant,
bland gentlemen who assure the Ameri-
can workers that: “Everybody may win
success with hard work, economy,”
ete. Ior everybody cannot do it; not
any more than everybody can hold the
office of President of the United States,

So if you are among the average you
are going to be a failure. Is this repe-
tition discouraging? No, not in the
least. For you. know, as does the man
at the desk beside you, the man at
the counter before you, that you are not
the average worker, you are the extra-
ordinary exception, just as the next man
is, just as every ambitious American
is, the extraordinary exception, and
therefore you are going to win—like all
the rest.—Chicago Tribune.

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: The Young Woman
on the Farm

(Address by Dr. Bachus at Guelph Con-
vention.)
(The Home Journal.)

The part the young woman plays in
farm life is“of more importance than
would appear at first thought, while the
interest she takes in the affairs of the
farm adds to her happiness and the hap-
piness of the home.

The most fortunate thing for a girl
is to have been born and to have
spent her early life on a farm. There
is nothing in the world fite young wo-
men an® young men so well for the
voyage of life as childhood in the
country. It has become altogether
too much the custom of farmers to
try for the sake of the children to
move into town in order that schools
may be more convenient; but there
‘are other things more convenient stili,
and it is those other things which
more than eounterbalance the advan-
tage of being convenient to the
schools.

First of all, our young people should
be grounded in the love of home.
There should be an affection for every
lane, every tree, every brook, every
hillside in and about the home farm.
The voice of the song-birds should be
sweeter than choirs or orchestras. The
knowledge of our own domestic ani-
mals, their peculiarities and habits—of
more interest than the “shut-in crea-
tures of the Zoo.” Send the girls QO
echool by all means, but keep them “in
line with the farm home. Let the
Friday night’s return be one of rejoic-
ing and the Saturday’s tramp over
the farm, through the barne and where
not, the happiest event of the week.

Do not bring the young women up
with the idea that there is something
vulgar and unwomanly about taking
an interest in the stock on the farm.
This is a maudlin sentiment altogether
too prevalent in this country. I heard
one of our greatest professors say, “I
do not know what is the matter with
the women of Ontaric—they take no
interest in the domestic animals on
the farm, as if there were something
vulgar about it” And he added, “If
they could have seen our great Queen
Victoria selecting from her own herd
the animals for breeding purposes,
walking about in their midst, and
when from age the was no longer able
to walk about. having them fed before
her, surely they would sce that our in-
terest in these creatures is neither un-
womanly nor unbecoming.”

Let the mothers see to it that our
young women go forth from the home
trained in all tle arts of housekeeping,
but above all let themn endeavor to add
an interest to farm life by creating a
love for the domestic animals.

If life on the farm is to be made the
happiest and most lively life in the
world, the young women must not be
taught to become a domestic drudge,
,thinking only of feeding the men, but
they should learn how to make the
home a joyous place. There is mo
home in the world so homelike as the
one in the couatry. Here, instead of
each member of the family going away
in the evening, ¢ach on his own way,
the evenings are rpent together around
the fireside.

Are the present conditions of the
young women on the farm all we could
wish for? In some cases yes, and in
many others no. Our country homes are
not ideal. The mother, with her many
oares, does not always consider that her
daughters should be given some respon-
sibility, or should also have an onportun-
ity to develop their individuality. Let
the young woman have her own. room, a
place where she can be alone at times;
let her fit it up after her own ideas, and
let her feel that this room is her very
own. Nothing makes for contentment
more than this.

If we stop to consider, we will read-
ily* see that there is no greater influ-
ence fur joy in the home than can be

gsnread by the girl there. The gladness

aml . h acss  which can be scattered

by one bright, cheerful young woman
will fill the house with delight.
Among the advantages pocleugd by
the country girl over the one in the
ctiy are: Living ‘mear to nature and
learning by direct observation the
great tundamental methods of nature,
the freedom of country life with the
health-giving outdoor amusements, its
pure air, the early hours, wholesome
food and simplicity of enjoyments. The
city girl, in turn, has the advantages of
becoming familiar with social usages and
of acquiring dignity and confidence of
manner, The latest plays, léctures, miusic
and fiction are all at the hand of the
city young woman. But the songs of
our feathered chorispers should be sweet-
er than any orchestra, and the glory of
our landscapes more beautif than
painted pictures, while the “sermons in
stones” and the “books im the running
brooks” should be as interesting as fic-
tion,

One of the Most Interesting of Ant
Phenomena on Record.

Near the bank of the Guadalupe River,
I saw something green upon the ground,
and, hurrying forward, found a lovely
vine with leaves smaller than those of
the smilax, of a pale, tender green. The
vine had its root about five feet from
the trunk of a towering cottonwood
tree, and spread out on the ground four
or five inches wide, becoming a little
narrower as it approached the tree. I
could see no stems nor tendrils, so thick
was the growth; and as I drew close to
the tree I saw that the vine branched
just above the ground and went climb-
ing up the great trunk and the
branches. It grew more and more slem-
der, until, far up, I could distinguish
only a thread like line of Ten.

As I stood intently watching the deli-
cate, graceful vine, I became aware that
it was pervaded by a curious, tremulous
motion. Then I saw that the individual
leaves were not stationary. Picking up
a twig frgm the ground, I touched one
of the leaves and found to my amaze-
ment that there was a brown ant under
it about as long as my little finger nail,
Each leaf was held in the mandibles of .
an ant in such a way as to conceal the
body of the insect, and the ants were
coming down the tree. The discovery
came upon me with a shock. I had stum-
bled on a nest of umbrella ants. Books
had told me that such ants were found
in the tropics, where they carried bite
of leaves over their heads as if to pro-
tect themselves from the sun; but here,
on the banks of a Texas river, I hld
found a colony of them, shading thems
selves where there was no sun, and com-
pletely hidden by their covering of
green.

Charmed at the sight, I turned back
to call my companions, who were fishil‘
in the river. Within a few yards, I me
my husband coming to look for me. He
was even more excited over the phenom.
enon than I was, and shouted for the
others to come quickly. On investigatiom
we found that the spot where the vine
seemed to have its root was really the
opening of the ant nest. The tiny crea-
tures had by some instinct learned that
the topmost branches of the cottonwood
had put out their first small leaves.
They had climbed the immense distance
and had cut off and brought down their
leaves—to feed their young ones, we
supposed. The ants which issued empty-
jawed from the nest made a long circuit
to the farther side of the tree and
climbed up where they would not inter
fere with the leaf-bearing thousands
coming down.—“Nature and Science,” in
February St. Nicholas.

NEW VIEWS OF EARTH’S AGE.

Zoology, Says Dr. Scharff, of Dublin, Re-
constructs Its History.

The old theories of studying the for-
mer configuration of the earth’s surface
by investigation of fossil remains is to
be thrown overboard. At one of the
most important meetings of the Zoologi-
cal Congress, in the first address ever
given on the subject, Dr. R. F. Scharff,
of the Dublin Museum, Ireland, set forth
the claims of zooeography, or the evolu-
tion of continents as illustrated by the
distribution of existing animals.

Dr. Scharff said:

“I believe that’ the oldest and most
permanent forms of the earth’s surface
can be ascertained by a study of the
distribution of present forms of animal
life. By this means we may reconstruct
th: former globe and arrive at a very
certaih idea of what must have been.

“Take, for instance, the continent of
North America. Animal forms found
east of the Rocky Mountains are com-
paratively unknown on the ~western
slopes until modern times. But almost
identical forms are found in Europe—
Austria particularly. This led to the
belief that at some time or other the
continent had been connected with Eu-
rope by a strip of land, and that the part
of North America west of the Rockies
hid either been submerged and is com-
paratively new land, or else that it had
becn separated from the eastern part by

body. of water. Probably western
Nortl: America did not exist in remote
times,

“It is also known by the same means
that South and North America were not
joined together until the middle of the
tertiary period, many tliousands of years
ago, but geologically speaking very re-
cently. AVe are sure that there were
other land masses to the cast and west,
and recent investigations have shown
that Brazil and Africa were connected
by land long before North and South
America were joined, and the connecting
ridge still exists far beneath the sea.

“This fact is demonstrated by spider
and crab forms which are analogous in
South America and Africa. Indeed it
seems that in remote times southwest
Africa was not joined to the rest of the
continent, but was part of a land strip
which connected Australia, Madagascar
and South America. Analogous animal
forms in different parts of the world hint
with some certainty at a prehistoric con-
nection.”—Boston Herald.

MOSIAC FLOORS POPULAR.

Unknown Twenty-five Years Ago,
They Are Now in General Use.

Mosaic floors become quite popu-
lar in American architecture. Twenty-
five years ago they were almost un-
known; to-day they are met with ev-
erywhere, in bathrooms, vestibules,
haliways, kitchens and dining-rooms
of private residences and in hotels,
railroad statio* and public build-
ings of all sortS. In fact, many en-
terpricing merchants in our large cit-
ies have adopted a mosaic pavement
for the sidewalk in front of their
stores as a method of attracting at
tention of the passer-by. Numerous
materials have been used for ceramic
work, but the only ones which are
ha' d enough for pavements are marble
and ceramic tiling, says Cement Age.
Although marble and cersmic mosaics
have many technical and other dif-
ferences with which every architect,
contractor, builder or other person
interested in building operations
should be familiar. Marble is a nat-
ural stone, a carbonate of lime. The
marble tesserae, as the individ#al
pieces of the mosaic are called, have
to be cut and are limited in color to

occurs. Ceramic mosaic is made of
plastic clay and is a silicate of alum-
ina, to which other materials in small
quantities have been added. The cer-
amic tesserae are usually molded in
steel dies, although in art or cut cera-
mi: they are cut from strips of baked
clay. Different varieties of clay as-
sume different colors when subjected
to the fire of the kiln, and by the ad-
dition of metallic oxides, the clay
tesserae can be provided in almos*
any color, shade or tint.

The Ministry of Agriculture
has, therefore, appointed a commission
of experts to consider how best to stop
the ravages of this destructive pest. Be-
ginning in the forests of Saxony and
Bohemia, the “white nun” has gradually
spread over Moravia and Silesia, and
even down to lower Austria as well. As
the forest lands in Austfia cover some
twenty-four million acres, more than
two-thirds of which are pine woods, the
necessity for stopping this work of de-
struction is very urgent.

Heat Tests of Clothing.

An interesting experiment, made in
June by a physician, proved conclusively
that for the sake of coolness only white
should be worn in hot weather. The
physician ‘'spread out in an intense: sun-
shine a large piece of white cloth, an-
other of dark yellow, another of light
green, another of dark green, another of
blue and another of black. Then, with
the help of six thermometers, he made
the following table of the various heats
which each color received from the sun-
light: White, 100 degrees; dark yellow,
140 degrees; ‘light green, 1556 degrees;
dark green, 168 degrees; blue, 198 de-
grees; black, 208 degrees. Thus the
physician proved that, in July or Au-
gust, the man in white is a little less
than twice as cool as the man in blue,
and a little more than twice as cool as
the man in black.—Louisville Courier-
Journal.

HELD THERE LAST WEEK.

Two séssrons of the Fruit Institute
were held at Burlington on Thursday,
March 26.- There was a large attend-
ance of fruit and vegetable growers. to
hear Messrs. Johnson, of Simcoe, and
Mr. McOnlla, of St. Catharines. The
latter began by an address entitled
“Business Management for the Fruit
Grower.” Fruit growing ds a business,
apart from the mere manual work, he
said, and requires considerable. business
ability. The grower,should have a defin-
ite plan that will tuke account of the fu-
ture. There is no money in ‘swinging
aimlessly from crop to crop, but a ro-
tation is necessary to maintain and in-
crease the fertility of the land. A record

should be kept of each day’s work, and
a ‘special fruit record’ with a plan of
the orchards. The grower should have a
cash book as well and balance it once a
month, at the beginning .of each year
he should take an inventory. He should
also keep a salesbook. By this method
he can find out the leaks. Many farms
suffer from lack of capital. Put your
money into your farm rather than into
outside schemes. Success in fruit grow-
ing demands strict attention to every
detail. Concentrate your money and
work on a few acres. Employ labor by
the year as much as possible. Be absol-
utely homest in your selling, and aim at
uniformity and high quality in your pro-
duct. In the future it will be necessary
for the growers to buy and sell co-oper-
atively. A great saving can be effected
in this way. Each should help his neigh-
bor and take pride in his district. Speak-
ing of fertilizers, the mixed commercial
fertilizers are too 'expensive, it is bet-
ter to buy the materials and mix them,
and we can then apply just what we
need.

Mr. Emory, of Burlington, nextgave a
short address on strawberries. Cuf them
back to a narrow row. Plant 3 1-2 by
2 1-2 feet. Each parent plant should be
allowed to set 2 plants, keep all the
others cut off. Ha crops for 3 years and
finds it satisfactory. He covers iris ber-
ries in winter. He tried a few rows in
hills, they did not yield quite as much
as the others last season, but thinks
they will make up for that this year. He
likes to plant strawberries after melons
or tomatoes that have been well man-
ured.

Mr. Jas. Johnson spoke on “Orchard
Management.” Growers in Ontazio have

m very negligent in taking care of
their apple orchards. Prune early in the
spring. Don’t cut off big limbs, nor take
out too much centre, but thin evenly
all through the tree. Start cultivation as
soon as possible. Give orchard about 10
big loads of manure in the winter. Give
the first spraying when the buds begin
to swell. This spraying must be thor-
oughly dome. In 1903 he took a neg-
lected orchard that had never had more
than $60 worth of fruit, and sprayed
and gvorked it thoroughly, and that year
it ‘netted him $1,198. In his country at
Simcoe, unsprayed orchards had 90 per
cent. of their fruit wormy, sprayed or-
chards 85 per cent. clean. Many growers
have teo much orchard for the spraying
machines they have. The man who has
that orchard now nets $1,000 per annum
from it. A spraying outfit should not
handle more than 15 acres. We can’t use

‘too much lime: To spray an orchard pro-

perly coste 30 cents pér tree. In this
first spraying he uses 60 Ibs. lime and
20 1bs. blue vitriol to 200 gallons of wat-
er, to control the fungus spot. He likes
a power sprayer that will give a high
even pressure all the time. Compressed
power sprayers. are no good for big ap-
ple trees. The second spraying is just
before the buds break open, for the bud
moth, cankerworm, and tent caterpillar,
also fungus spot—I12 lbs. vitriol, 12
ozs, Paris green, 12 ozs. white arsenic
to 23¢ lbs. sal soda boiled together for
45 minutes, 50 lbs. lime to 200 gallons of
water. Third spraying for the codling
moth, just as soon as blossoms fall, while
the calyx is wide open, same as No. 2.

Mr. Johnson then took up strawberry
culture. He likes it to follow a well
manured corn crop: Manures again in
the fall and plows it in. In the spring
plows again, rolls and marks out 4 1-2
by 4 12 feet. Pick your plants from a
full row, and trim them off. He uses a
short spade to set the plants and two
men. Must have the plants solid and
well packed. Two men can set an acre
per day in this way. He plants about the
10th of May and cultivates at once and
right on through the season. Keep all
the blossoms off and the runners till
first July. Grows in the matted row
about 12 to 14 inches wide; sprays evrry
two weeks with Bordeaux mixture for
leaf spot. Covers in the late fall with
pea straw, seven loads to the acre, rakes
it off the plants into the row in spring

i and tramps it. Be careful in picking and

pick with stems on. He has two pickers
to the row and has the six basket ticket
system. “After picking he rows the vines
and puts the tedder on, then burns ev-
ervthing off and cultivates thoroughly.

AMr. McCalla gave an address on to-
matoes. Thoroughness in details is es-
essential to success. We must produce as
cheaply as possible. Select a variety
suitable to your ‘soil, then grow your
own seed from that. He selects his seed
from suitable vines, taking the best
fruit." For the main .crop he sows this
sced about the end of March in flat
boxes in a hot bed. At the beginning of
May he picks these out into cold beds,
4 by 4 inches apart. He sets them out
4 1-2 by 4 1-2 feet in the field, which
should be well drained. The mapure
should be put there the year befors. He
then uses a mixture of potash and phos-
phoric acid, 600 1bs. per acre. CuiY.vate
immediately after planting and keep it

{up all summer, Plant with the spade.

Pick carefully and deliver in good shape
to the canning factory. The average
yield is almost 250 bushels to the acre,
but to make a good profit we should
raise 400 bushels. He likes Chalk’s Jewel
as his main crop.

After a vote of thanks to the speak-
ers the meeting adjourned.
