BAKED CIGARS.

Before Smoking the English Dry
Out All Spirits and Niootine.

The English bake their cigars thor-
oughly in the oven until all of the mois-
ture and nicotine are dried out. , As is
well known, they have the pick of + «
tobasco orop over there, and what they
apply to the best of clgars might well
be administered to those of inferior
quality which are smoked in Ameri -a.

Here is what every smoker should
do: First, loosen the cigars in the box
and let them stand cn or near a stova
or radiator until abszolutely dry.

A moment bofore smoking wash the
cigar in_ water on the outside and
dampen well the wrapper. This may
be done at the table by holding the ci-
gar by the tip in a glass of drinking
water, taking care not to wet the filler
Then wipae the tip end before cutting it
off on the napkin. Water revives the
leaf and restores its natural flavor.

What you have previously dried out
in the oven is not water moisture. It
is the bay rum and other spirits which
arn frequently sprinkled over the ci-
gars after boxing to keep them looking
fresh. Both the wholesaler and the re-
talled often sprinkle them again before
showing them to customers. It is these
spirits that impart such a strong odor
to clothes in which cigars are carried

1 know a man (and there
are many like represenis a
big British firm He can talk in
ifussian fluently abecut the business
i of that firm, but there his conversation
stops. IHe can scarcely rea da news-
paper. On other subjects than Lis
work he has no vocabulary. yet even
this limited. accomplishment is of
enormous value t ohim, and it cost him
very little time or trouble.

There is no more foollsh mistake
tha nto believe that one can “get on”
In Russia with French. French is
spoken by diplomafists, by someé of the
higher efficials, by most educated wo-
men, by a fair number of educated
men who have also travelled. Ger-
man used-to be talked a great deal
among businéss People in the capitla
and in Moscow before the war. Now
118 use is forbidden. But outside these
i.cities and Odeesa even French and Ger-
man togethe rare useless substitutes
for Russian, as I discovered when I
travelled all over Russia four years
2g0. All who want.to do good busi
ness with Russians should be able to
talk with them in their own language;
it possible to chaff them (for the Rus-
slan is great on caaff), to chat with
them, to make friends with them.
Business and  friendship are clasely
bound together here, more closely than
tn any othe untry I know.
