POOLTHE ACADIAN has also been the experience in California 

that no co-operative has made good 
excepting with the long term contract 
so strongly worded, in the legal sense, 
that the growers who endeavor to break 
away from their agreement soon find them­
selves in a. serious predicament. As 
Sapiro puts it: “They are made to feel 
worse than if they had the measles."

EFFECT OF LOW WHEAT PRICES 
The absolute need for organization of 

the fruit business of British Columbia 
along the lines that will give the grower 
something to live on has developed dur­
ing the past ■ two years. For several 
years previous to 1821 apple production 
was insufficient to fully meet the re­
quirements of the market. For several 
seasons it was a sellers’ market. Under 
these conditions the Okanagan United 
Growers, the numerous independent 
packing and selling companies operating 
in the province, as well at shipper- 
growers, all got good prices and did well. 
Then came the 1921-22 season, with 
heavy production all over the North 
American continent and a big,.decline 
in the purchasing power Af the prairie 
people owing to poof crops and a drop 
in the price of wheat. When it became 
apparent that the prairie markets were 
not going to absorb more than 50 per 
cent, of their average requirements, the 
Okanagan United Growers practically 
abandoned that market to the indepen­
dents and rolled nearly 1,000 cars to 
New York. There they had to be stored 
all winter and storage charges ate up 
most of the profit, but returns would 
have been even worse had this fruit 
Ixrn dumped on the prairie markets.

DESTRUCTIVE COMPETITION
If things were bad for the grower last 

season,' jt/became quickly evident soon 
after Use'opening of the season now com- 

w a close that matters were going 
to be Infinitely worse. Conditions were 
not propitious for export and the United 
Growers, independents and grower- 
shippers without any semblance of con­
trol commenced dumping fruit into 
the prairie towns in unprecedented : 
quantities. A couple of respresentatives 
of the growers, who- toured the prairies 
to study the situation, on their return 
reported that the worst offenders in- 
price cutting were the grower-shippers 
who consigned their crops go dealers 
and in many instances got no returns 
whatever. Conditions were found to be 
so absolutely unsatisfactory to every­
body concerned that there was a uni­
versal demand for the creation of a 
central selling agency that could bring 
about a proper distribution of fruit and 
keep its flow towards the market down 
to the point where it could be comfortably

Methods of marketing through in­
dividual competitive firms and a v co­
operative organization lacking |$he 
strength to control distribution hiving 
failed, fruit growers and vegetable pro­
ducers of British Columbia have launched 
the first co-operative effort ever at­
tempted in Canada, based absolutely 
upon California methods and principles

As a matter of fact a wave of co-opei 
ative zeal has been sweeping over the 
province since a visit in January of Aaron 
Sapiro, the master mind of the successful 
co-operatives of California, the man who 
has been largely responsible for bringing 
what appears to be a condition of per­
manent prosperity to that state. Not 
only have the fruit and vegetable growers 
of the interior, 90 percent, strong,gone 
into a new and all-embracing co-operative, 
but the growers of small fruits o the 
lower mainland and Vancouver Island, 
the tomato growers, onion and potato 
growers and even the poultry men 'art- 
forming organizations designed to give 
them some measure of control in mark ting 

THE BIG PLAN
But of all the new organizations sp ing 

ing into existence the big co-bperatiw 
that will include 90 per cent, of the grow 
ers of tree fruits in the Okanagan, Simil 
kameen and Fraser River Valleys, as 
well as the Kootenay country, is the one 
whose operations will more particularly 
interest and effect tte people of the 
prairie provinces, whether they reside n 
in the country or in urban centres.

As stated at the outset, faulty methods 
of marketing, resulting in demoralizing 
competition that has all but put the 
fruit farmers out of business, has mad. 
it possible for the growers behind the 
movement during the last half of Feb­
ruary to sign up under five-year con­
tracts over 80 per cent, of the tonnage, 
not including absentee owners. When 
these have signed and some more of the 
growers who have been holding back 
have been induced to come in, fully 
90 per cent, of the tonnage will be under 
control.

It has been the invariable experience 
in California that it has never been 
possible to successfully launch a co-oper 
ative movement under long-term 
tracts until the growers have been re­
duced to a condition bordering on poverty.
And it is no exaggeration to say that 
75 per cent, of the growers of British 
Columbia are in that condition today 
hence their willingness tb sign sp. j|

Shingles iA NEWSPAPER S FUNCTION

There are many varying views as to what a newspaper should 
and should not be, but everybody will agree that the chief function 
of a newspaper is to print the news. It would not be a true news­
paper if it suppressed legitimate news, or colored news to misre­
present the truth or distorted it in order to injure private persons or 
the public welfare. v

A newspaper, to be worthy of public respect and confidence, 
must be fair to all, impartial and devoted to the public interest. 
Necessarily, it must be without fear of intimidation when it publishes 
the day’s news. It cannot take the dictum of anyone who wishes 
go suppress news, or distort it or misuse it for private advantage.

A request to a newspaper to suppress legitimate news is similar 
to a request to a merchant to quit selling a certain legitimate kind 
of goods. In order to succeed, a merchant must carry all kinds of 
goods within the scope of his service to the public. He cannot ac­
cept dictation from outsiders, because he must exercise his own judg­
ment or fail. A newspaper, if worthy of the name, caters to the en­
tire public, and, therefore, it must carry all the news that is fit to 
print. It is a department store of news, and it 
lues full and without adulteration.

Whenever a newspaper begins to grind a private axe, the public 
becomes aware of the imposition. Its only means of existence is the 
confidence of the public; hence, if managed properly, it refuses to 
abuse the pubUc confidence by suppressing true news, by distorting 
it or by misusing it for private advantage. Any other course is fat j 
to success.

And that is the aim and purpose of 
the one big union that will control the 
flow of ninety per cent, of the coming 
season’s crop marketwards. In the course 
of his addresses Sapiro warned the grow­
ers repeatedly to guard against the temp­
tation to endeavor to create a monopoly, 
asserting that any such effort would be 
centain to result in failure. Service to 
the growers and service to the consumers 
should, he said, be the keynote of all co­
operative effort and it is the intention 
of British Columbia growers to follow 
his advice, realizing as they do that the 
most valuable'areet they can build up 
» the confidence and good will of the 
purchasing public.

SUPPORT FROM ALL QUARTERS
Withx efficient management this big 

co-operative should be able to make 
good because it starts out with the good­
will of every institution and class of 
people that can help it along. The in­
dependent companies, practically with­
out an exception, having confessed the 
inability to control the situation and 
having lost their growers, are selling 
their packing houses to the Co-Operative 
Growers of British Columbia. A com­
mittee of the Vancouver Board of Trade 
is looking after the details of the financial 
end of the deal. The packing houses 
will be merged into a holding company 
and the half million dollars required to 
acquire them raised by the sale of pre­
ference stock. A charge of five cents 
per box cm apples will provide interest 
on the stock and establish g sinking 
fund for its ultimate redemption. When 
it is redeemed common stock for a simi­
lar amount will be issued to the grower, 
who will then own the plants.

The banks welcome the determination

gard the long-term contracts as pro- _______________
viding ample security for large advances' 
to cover the cost of marketing ahd to 
make initial advances to growers early 
in the season. They will back the new 
enterprise to the limit If it succeeds in 
stabilising the market. The transporta­
tion companies likewise are heartily 
in support of the co-operative move­
ment, believing that continuance of 
present conditions for another year or 
two spells disaster for the fruit industry, 
in which millions of dollars have been 
invested.

As the Mayflower season is just open­

ing, it would be well for those who like 
to gather this dainty little flower, to 
take heed o(_the slogan of the Society 
for the preservation of Native plants— 
a slogan which mighj well be adopted in 
Nova Scotia— “Don’t pick wild flowers; 
cut ’em." This organization is trying 
to educate people in three ideas: not to 
pick flowers at all, but to cut off the 
blossoms wanted with a knife or scissors; 
always to leave part of the blossoms so 
Hjat they may form and leave the seed 
that wilj produce next year's crop; to 
remember that there are certain flowers 
which will not stand carrying away at all. 
Speaking of the Mayflower the Boston 
Globe says: "Trailing arbutus has prac­
tically disappeared, as a result of the 
practice of those who seek far it of pulling 
up holus-bolus the long trading strands 
which run just,under the surface of thy 
ground, feeding on the moisture under­
neath. If the blossoms only were picked 
the same growth would produce abun­
dantly through the spring. Pulled up 
away from Its source of nourishment, 
the plant's day is doni^ and there is 
so much less arbutus left in existence. "

Of course, as he points out, Christian 
missions and temperance sentiment go 
hand in hand, for many of the best 
Japanese who have religions different 
from the Christian religion, have come 
to see in Prohibition great possibilities 
for the economic, mental, moral and 
pe riotic development of their country.

As everybody knows, the Japanese is 
the most intensely patriotic of all people 
Ever since Commodore Perry in 1853 
opened the' ports of Japan to the world, 
the people of that country have been 
adopting modern methods in all lines.

According to Rev. Mr. Hayes, the 
Japanese have come to see that in com­
petition with other countries they must 
cast aside everything that hinders, 
while the present tendency seems rather 

’more toward peaceful penetration of 
other countries than toward ' military 
aggregation. . It is known that there is 
a strong military party in Japan and 
in that sense also the country is awake 
to the dangers that beset a soldiery that 
is not sober.

But just look over the Prmrmci.il 
Accounts for 1921, and 1922, with an 
occasional glance at the Provincial 
taxation statutes and note how the Pro 
vinciil Government has filled this op 
pressed Province with Provincial Tax 
Gatherers.

First, there is the Provincial Lan'l 
Tax, which under the statutes of 1917 
has to be collected by the "Municipal 
Clerk of the Municipality " and "paid 
over to the Provincial Treasurer.

Under this law $31.563 was collect^! 
in 1921 and paid over to the Provincial 
Treasurer.

This was under the law of 1912, whirl'

54, raised the valuation to Two Dollar 
ner acre, thus doubling the tax making 
it $64,584 In 1922 (See Public Aeeount- 
1922, page 327.)

Then follow Game Licenses for whirl
