New York, Sept. 6.—Ferdinand Pinney
Earle was mobbed by 500 angry fellow-
oltizens of Monroe, N. Y, and his car-
ringe upset by themy when he returned

rded wife and son to Europe on the
Ryndam.

His “affinity,” whose name Earle says
is Julia Kuttner, for whom he put away
his wife, was not in Monroe to see the
artist fight for his life with the throng.
8he hurried away from Monroe yester-
day morning at 11 o’clock.

Earle escaped without serious injury,
but he was saved oniy by the efforts of
Z. Paddleford, chief of police, and Po-
liceman West Beatty, who threw them-
selves between him and the enraged men
and women who sought to reach Nim.

Armed with a heavy buggy whie Barle i
himself stood off five men who dodged
past the police and attacked him. He
dealt them blow after blow, yelling de-
fiance as he stood bareheaded in a pour-
ing rainstorm. Thomas Ryan, Farle's
coachmar, stood with him and fought
his assafiants.

Before They Got Him.

Monroe waited last night for the man
who set aside his wife for an “affinity”
with all the avidity of a crowd aawit-
ing the coming of a popular leader. A
reception committee had arranged every-
thing in advance. The road down
which Farle would have had to drive
to reack his magnificent’ ‘home was
blocked by a stout rope; mear at hand
ina field was a buckel of tar and a pil-
low of down, contributed by an enthusi-
astic housewife. Dry shavings were ready
to be touched into a blaze. And at the
station, from the time that night fell, a
crowd of several hundred watched and
waited.

As each traln pulled into the place

the: crowd would circle aronnd  the
cars, guarding each exit, and scan
each descending passenger in hope of

coming across the man who sacrificed
his wife. It was an irreverent crowd.
Itlacked little of artistic temperament
or affinities. Time was when those
gathered there were wont to do Earle
“#t least respectful homage. But to-
night they eagerly demanded of the con-
ductors:
“Have yon got Whiskers on board?”

Adown the road, to the dark turning
where the rope was stretched across,
pickets weére stationed to give the sig-
nal of Earle’s approach. But he came
not. A wiser, if not a better man, he
determined to remain in. New York,
confident that the night air of Orange
Oounty was not good for his health;
and after waiting until the last train
eame and left, the villagers gave up the
demonstration they had prepared.

But they did not abandon their pur-
pose to make Monroe too hot further
to hold Frederick Pinney Earle. Be-
lated wayfarers out in the country a
bit, not more than a mile from the
Earle estate, on toward 11 o'clock,
might have seen light streaming from
a barn, and had they entered they
would have found more than 100 of
the farmers and not.a few of the vil-

lage folk assembled in meeting; and
had they remained long enough they
would have seen the passage of a

resolution which calls on Frederick Pin-
ney Earle to betake himself, bag and
baggage, from Monroe and never return
more.

Mrs, Ferdinand P. Earle, the diseard-
ed wife of Ferdinand Pinney Earle, art-
ist, vegetarian, sonneteer, advocate of
the freedom of love, socialist and all-
around poseur, sailed for Boulogne-sur-
Mer at 2 o’clock yesterday afternoon on
the Holland-American liner Ryndam with
her two-year-old son.

But Ferdinand Earle himself did not
wait to wave a farewell as the ship was
Fullod into the stream. Blanching at the
hooting and threats of the erowd that
had gathered at the pier, a more serious

DEDICATED IN BUFFALO.

The 13th and 7th Regiments Assist in Ceremony
--Grand Military Spectacle.

PRESS CONSIDERS SITUATION
IN MORCCCO IS VERY GRAVE.

Moors Brave and Insistent and Gen. Drude Has
a Hard Time Keeping Them in Check.

Parls, Sept. 7.—The Petit Parisien de-
clares to-day that another complication
has arisen in the shape of grave disquiet
among the Senisuasen tribesmen near
Oudja and the Algerian frontier. Oudja,
which is in Morocco, has been occupied by
s French force for some months. The
military authorities, the paper declares,
are most anxious and are preparing to
send in troops from Algeria.

EXPORTS TO NEW ZEALAND,

Canada’s Trade With That Colony Has
Increased.

Ottawa, Sept. 5.—Reporting to the
Trade and Commerce Dgpartment, Mr.
J. 8. Larke notes that while Canada
largely shared in the general increase
of the trade of New Zealand for 1906,
imports to the colony from the United
States have ‘fallen off. New Zealand’s
imports from:Canada for the year were
£157,088, as against £06,119 in 1905,
while New Zealand’s exports to Canada
decreased from £51,1 to £20,815, the
falling off being altogether in direct ex
ports of wool and skins. The New Zea-
land tariff maintains the preference to
all Canadian goods except paper hang
ings; but the new tariff on cheap boots
and shoes will be almost prohibitive
amounting to about 00 per cent,

Hospital Yesterday.

Need of Increased Accommodation
Very Plainly Stated.

Congratulations and Advice to the
Thirteen Graduates.

The closing exercises for the graduat-
ing class of the Hamilton Hospital train-
ing echool for nurses were held at the
Nurses’ Home yesterday afternoon. There
was a large attendance of the friends of
the graduating class, and great interest
was taken in the proceedings. Thirteen
ycung ladies from all points in Ontario
were ful in taking dipl and
badges, and many were the words of
congratulation poured in their ears.

Rev. Dr. Nelson presented the diplomas |
to the graduates. In his address to the
young ladies, Dr. Nelson said he was
glad to be given an opportunity to eay
a few words to those who werer ready
to take their place in the world in a|
noble profession.

“Owing to the many advances made
in medicine during the past few years” |
said Dr. Nelson, “the trained nurse of to- |
day has many advantages placed at hex
disposal that were not given to the|
nurse of years ago, and for that reason |
she stands better equipped to fight the
ravages of disease than her predecessors.
Not thet the task is made any lighter,
in fact, her burdens have in all prob-
ability increased, but the trained nursg
of to-day is in a better position to stand
the hard work on account of her advan-
tages. The tasks a nurse has to under-
take are hard, and my sympathies and
prayers are with you in the life you have
now entered -upon.”

Dr. Nelson said that a nurse’'s ideal
should be thoroughness in .every detail,
be it Jarge or small.

SUICIDE'S LETTERS.

IN DYING GIANNETTI SAID HE WAS
NOT GUILTY.

But the Chief Clerk Tells a Coroner’s
Jury That the Proprietor of the
Banco Giannetti Had Issued False
Statements.

Toronto, Sept C.--Last night in tho City
Hall the Inquost on the death cof the lato
Archimedo Gilarnett! wes resumeld, wader
Coroner Clark.
No light was thrown upon the w hereabouts
of the two missing dlamond riogs which
Coronea stated Glannctii wore when he last
6éaw him & fow hours betore his death.

Rev. G. Merlino, pastor of the Itallen
church, was sworn in as {nterpreter, and read
several lotters wriften by Giannetti on the
day of his deth. One addressed to hils
brother, Marfo, in the care of an address
Sherbrooke etreet, Montreal, sald:—

My Dear Mario,—~My encmies have ruined
me. You know that all my operations have
been honest, The name of Giannetti has
always been honest, and no spot can blemish
it.’ Return' to Italy and be happye, I ehall
e¢o you in the other world.”

To bis mother in Italy he wrote:—

“Dear Mamma,—I am sick and cannot con-
tinue in the business. I dle to-night. Be
contented, 1 was born to suffer. I shall see
you in Paradige. Better to dle thau be agi-
tated and persecuted all one's life."”

PBzio Coronea, Gianmetti's late head clerk,
sald he had first worked for Glannett! at
the Fort Willlam branch, but in March last
Giannetti and he come to Toronto, and ten
days later they opened the branch hers on
Front street, They received deposits and
remittances, and ecld steamship tickets. The
deposits recefved each day were placed In
an account in the Merchants’' Bank.

Upon the inquiry being resumed, Coronea
sald he had known Giannett! in Italy, and
the statement that the Banco Glannett! was
@ branch of a wealthy Itallan bank, which
wae contained in Its prospectus, was false,
as was also the etatement that the officlals
of the bank were all men who had held
{mportant pozitions in bapks of Italy apd
America. The inquest was adjourned until
Weadpesday nizht.
