Dog Catchers Quit, But Others 
Have Taken Places.

Good Progress Now Being Made 
on Barton Street

Monthly Statement From the Trea­
surer's Office.

People who read about the dog catch­
ers being bitten yesterday and allowed 
their dogs out this morning, taking it 
ior granted that the enforcement of the 
new regulation would be dropped for the 
time being, were badly fooled. The city 
was prepared for such an emergency, 
and new dog catchers were at work to­
day. Jimmie Lindsay and his assistant, 
Shea, who had charge of the work, after 
their unpleasant experience yesterday 
afternoon with two dogs, which tried to 
eat them, decided that the dog catching 
business was too strenuous for them and 
placed their resignations in the hands of 
Secretary Barr this morning. Shea was 
badly bitten. Some alarm is felt, in view 
of the report of the Dominion analyst 
oil two heads sent to Ottawa two or 
thiee weeks ago. These dogs were de­
clared to be suffering from rabies. It is 
likely that the dog which bit Shea will 
be killed and the head sent away for ex­
amination. One of the dogs captured 
the other day was so vicious that it had 

- to be killed as soon as it was taken to 
the pound. The city officials say that 
the police will shortly be instructed to 
summon people who allow their dogs to 
run at large.

City Engineer Macallum announced 
this morning that it was not likely that 
any changes would be made in any of 
the detriments under his control until 
the fall.

The chief feature of the forenoon

IS ACCUSED
OF THEFT.

Insurance Collector Arrested at 
Instance of Company.

A Bunch of Toronto Boozers in 
Police Court

Robert Horcus Had Forgotten 
His Name When Called.

John Stout, 33 Simcoe street west, wu 
arrested last night by Detective Coulter 
and Constables Gibbs and Aikin on a 
warrant sworn out by the Union Life 
Assurance Company, charging him with 
theft. Stout has been in the employ of 
the complainant for three months and 
during that time nothing occurred that 
would lead them to think that he was 
anything but honest.

Crerar appeared lor the defendant and 
asked that bail be set as low as possible. 
"Four hundred dollars is the smallest I 
can give,” said the Magistrate.

Robert Horcus, a vacuous-faced indi­
vidual with no address, was charged by 
P. C. Elliott with absence of grey mat­
ter. When the Sergeant called out his 
name the prisoner had apparently for­
gotten that it had any connection with 
him, as lie sat in the dock, serenely un­
conscious of the proceedings, and had to 
be told to stand up before he paid any 
attention.

P. C .Elliott said that he was walking 
a round on Janies, near Burlington street, 
last night, talking to himself and be­
having in a generally peculiar manner. 
He told the constable that he had just 
got out of jail in London.

“What is wrong with you?” asked the 
Magistrate, turning to the prisoner.

“Nothing, do you think there is any­
thing wrong with me?” enquired Horcus, 
with a pitying aspect.

Turkey and Greece Both Want th«

Paris, June 9.—THe Cretan situa­
tion is causing considerable disquiet­
ude in Europe. The protecting powers, 
Great Britain. Franc*, Russia and Italv, 
have decided to keep their engagement 
to evacuate the island on July 31. Tur­
key has served notice that after that 
date the island, while preserving its au­
tonomous regime, must return to the 
Turkish flag, and she js prepared to go 
to war on this issue.

11 lly. or any male over 18 years old. may 
homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta.

ART SCHOOL 
PRIZE NIGHT.

Hamilton Declared lo Have Best 
School in Province.

An Honor to the City and Useful 
Institution.

Prizes and Certificates Presented 
and Exhibition Opened.

There was a large attendance at the 
Hamilton Art and Technical School last 
night to witness the distribution of pric­
es to the successful competitors and to 
sec the excellent work done by the stud­
ents of that institution.

Jjl.„the absence of the president, ltev. 
S. Lyle, D. D., Mr. Adam Brown, vice- 
president, took the chair. Ilis address 
to the audience was full of vim and 
spirit in upholding the honor of the 
school as an educational institution and 
voicing the merits of the work done by 
those in training there. Many young 
men and young women, who had gradu­
ated from the school, had. become illus­
trious in many parts of the United 
States and Canada, who were not only 
a credit to the institution, but to the 
city of Hamilton itself. He expressed 
his wish that it might continue as it 
had done in the past to cultivate the 
higher tastes of the young people of the

Several other lovers and prominent 
men of art also spoke.

Mr. C. W. Jefferys, vice-president of 
the Ontario Society of Artists, said the 
\sork in this school was well worth com­
ing to see. The examples of work done 
were evidence pf a live and active intel- 
lig< nee. The citizens of Hamilton might 
well command the continuance of the in­
stitution. lie hoped the school would 
go on in all sincerity, as it had done in 
the past. He considered the work done 
here showed more life and progress in 
many ways than the school in Toronto 
to which lie was attached. This, lie 
thought, was the real live and active 
silmol of the province. If the citizens of 
Hamilton should drop it, they would be 
losing a distinction well worth posses-

Mr. John Russell reiterated the state­
ments made by the previous speakers. 
What the city fatliers and the art, men 
say are entirely two different tl^/igs. 
The children of the city would enjoy art 
more than the fathers, because they 
(the children) arc artists, lie did not 
believe that a young country could af­
ford" to sacrifice art. It is a national 
inheritance anil surely after 23 years of 
hard labor by a few they were not going 
to see the last of this work. The works 
on the walls of this school might well 
grace the traditional walls of two con­
tinents. He maintained that this was 
one of the best equipped art institutions 
of North America, and there is money 
enough in this city to carry it on.

Mr. Acton Bond, one of the judges on 
architecture, said he had never seen in 
all the schools lie had visited, in various 
parts of tlie world, as good results as in 
this one. He noticed that the audience 
was made up largely of ladies, who, lie 
hoped, would prevail Upon the city fath­
ers to continue the grant. He noticed 
in visiting numerous arc schools . that 
those showing good results had strong 
men at the head and felt that the good 
results obtained in this school were 
largely due to the fact of having a 
strong presiding personality. He con­
gratulated his hearers on having the 
man they had as principal, and advised 
them to do all they could to keep him 
and the school.

Principal Neyland said that no city 
was worthy of the name of "Greater 
City” which couldn’t boast of having an 
art school. Art has a comereial as 
well as an athletic value, and after com­
mercialism has died out art still re­
mains— the pictures of artists will live 
an through £.J agios. One of the men 
who was present, Mr. Russell, had done 
more to advertise the city than all the 
money spent by the citizens in making 
it the greater Hamilton. He had notic­
ed the criticism against the work done 
by the school, but this always came 
from those who know least about it. 
Now that the opportunity was given 
those very people would not take the 
trouble to come and sec the work done, 
which all people who are interested in 
the welfare, of the city should do.

After his address he proceeded to pre­
sent the prizes to the winners.

i ; ,n of a sort of Confederation Act to 
Mieir government. This arrangement 
would permit of each church carrying 
ou its work as usual, hut all would work 
in concert and along one general line 
of policy. There would he no frittering 
away of effort, overcrowding of looali 
ties would he as much frowned upon as 
neglect; economy of effort would be'se­
cured; it is even suggested that a 
healthy spirit of emulation would tell 
in the results achieved. The oneness of 
interest to which such a federation 
would lead might be expected to bring 
the Church organizations and their peo­
ple closer together, making real organic 
union easier a few years hence. The 
majority of the Assembly, however, de­
clared for immediate steps toward or­
ganic union. and decided to send down 
the report of the joint committee, set­
ting forth the basis proposed, to the 
presbyteries, sessions and congregations. 
At present., this will he merely for pur­
poses of information. The joint com­
mittee proposes that the voting upon 
this basis take place in the three 
churches simultaneously. The Methodist 
General Conference does not meet until 
September of next year, therefore, the 
matter cannot he submitted to the peo­
ple of that denomination until after 
that time. The General Assembly of 
next year will, no doubt, again take up 
the matter. It is one in which there is 
no call for haste. It requires the most 
careful consideration that the end reach­
ed may ho for the lasting benefit of all 
ccnccrned.

When the cow has been judged healthy 
and fit. to contribute her milk to the 
supply of the public she shall then he 
taken to her owner, placed in a city sta-* 
ble close to the consumer, and her milk 
will be obtained under rules and regula­
tions that, shall make for the purity of 
the product.

The nearer the animal is to a con­
sumer the shorter will be the lapse of 
time between the yielding and the con­
sumption of the milk and the effects 
will be infinitely better.

This system of regulating the milk 
supply has been in operation in Buenos 
Ayres with the most gratifying results.

The death rate of infante from summer 
com pi ai ht there is only a trifle more 
than one-half of that of Chicago, and 
the most, potent influence in keeping 
this mortality low is the good grade of 
milk supplied there.

The ideal milk, says Dr. Evans, is “the 
pure, sanitary, non-art i facial ly treated 
product of healthy, well-tended cows. 
That, is what we should aim to secure. 
Dr. Roberts is on the right track. It 
may not be possible to get a full supply 
of such milk at once, hut. we should 
not relax efforts in that direction. If 
we can get enough for the babies at 
first the demonstration furnished will 
have an excellent effect, both as to the 
possibility of getting a pure article and 
ns to the great good resulting there­
from- It will educate dairymen to the 
importance of the matter. It will show 
them that with but little added trouble 
or expense the public may be well serv­
ed. In a short time poor milk will be 
rare; impure milk will be shunned as it 
should be. Pasteurization still remains, 
to be used if found necessary; but it 
should not have to be regarded as 
routine measure. The milk delivered to 
the consumer should be safely assumed 
lo be pure and clean.

Interesting, isn't it, to hear the Lon­
don Free Press, a warm Hydro advocate, 
warning the municipalities, Hamilton in 
particular, that the Hydro scheme is an 
undertaking “enormously great, and is 
not without its hazards"? That is not 
the seductive song sung to induce the 
confiding ratepayers of this city to go 
out and vote for it!

HAMILTON MILK SUPPLY.
The question of a pure milk supply is 

one to the importance of which the pub­
lic mind is becoming properly aroused. 
The awful tale of infant death in the hot 
months of summer has not failed to 
attract the attention of intelligent ob 
servers, and the natural inference, that 
such an article of food necessity while 
much more quickly deteriorated in sum­
mer temperatures is subject to deterior­
ation under ordinary conditions at all 
times, has not been hard to make. It 
has been amply demonstrated in vari­
ous places—notably in Rochester, the I 
ease of which we dealt with recently— 
that it is possible to secure a pure milk i 
supply, and that by so doing a great 
saving of infant life may be effected. If 
we omit entirely the beneficial results 
to the grown-up—and they are indisput- 

• able the doing away with the awful 
sacrifice of the innocents each summer 
is alone surely worth many times the 
cost involved.

Our Medical Health Officer and Board 
of Health have been giving earnest study 
to the matter and have been possessing 
themselves of all the available data on 
the question, with a view to adopting 
means to improve the local milk sup­
ply, and particularly during the hot 
months of summer. Dr. Roberts is an 
advocate of pure milk in preference to 
pasteurized milk—and we think the 
weight of evidence and the facts of ex­
perience are in his favor. In Toronto a 
controversy has been going on between 
Prof. Amyot, of the Provincial Health 
Board, and Dr. Sheard, the city Health 
Officer, the former arguing for pasteur­
ization, the latter for seeking a pure 
supply. Prof. Amyot appears to think 
purity in supply is not to be obtained, 
and that the one thing remaining to be 
done is to destroy all germ life in the 
milk by heat. Dr. Sheard dissents; and 
indeed it seems to be too early to admit 
that pure milk cannot be had, and that 
we muai be content to start with a

YOUNGSTOWN 
GOES WET.

Ohio City Voted Yesterday in Fiyor 
of Siloons.

Small Majority in Part of the Coun­
try For the Dry».

Billy Sunday in Cimpiign- 
Shoet» Up Parade.

Youngstown, Ohio, June 10.—The anti- 
saloon forces in Ohio suffered a- bitter 
defeat yesterday, when Youngstown, 
with 80,000 inhabitants, and the remain­
der of Mahoning county, voted in special 
election to retain the saloons. The vote 
in the eighty-four city and county pre­
cincts was: “Wet" 11,232; “dry" 9,263. 
In the county, where much was expected 
by the anti saloon forces, only 708 ma­
jority was secured. Only one ward in 
the city, the fourth, gave a “dry" ma­
jority. It went anti-saloon by 59 votes.

Ten thousand persons packed them­
selves into the public square last night 
and cheered bulletins showing the par­
tial election returns. The principal 
.■'treets were made unsafe by processions 
of automobiles running at high speed 
and filled with yelling men. The entire 
police force of' eighty men was kept on 
duty all night to prevent disorder.

Strenuous work had been done by both 
sides on the closing day, but the "drys” 
have held the centre of the stage, except 
6or the short time it was occupied by 
J. F. Littleton, armed with a .44 Colt re­
volver, a belt of cartridges and a quart 
of whiskey. He made his appearance at n 
second-storey window of a house oppo­
site the Court House just as the "dry" 
parade was disbanding. The revolver 
barked four times. The children, the 
preachers and the women who were 
marching to influence the voters again*', 
the saloon, broke ranks and fled. ('apt. 
James Nicholas and three policemen 
rushed to the room and overpowered 
Littleton. The man is in the lock-up. 
He said that he just wanted to mix 
things up a bit. Fortunately lie fin’d 
into the air. This was the only disturb­
ance during the parade.

The Rev. “Billy" Sunday got here for 
the finish. He addressed 7,000 men and

women in the afternoon and 10,000 men 
the night before the vote. While he was 
going after the liquor traffic in the big 
tent, the Rev. Arthur W. Higby, an Epis­
copal rector, of Canton, O., was orating 
for the wets at the Park Thehtre. His 
audience was about one-fourth the size 
of Sunday's.

Former Hamilton Man Celebratea 
His Golden Wedding.

Yesterday afternoon Mr. and Mrs. 
John N. Lake, of 175 Park road, Rose- 
dale, Toronto, formerly of this city, en­
tertained their friends in their new 
residence, commemorating the fiftieth 
anniversary of their marriage. The 
house was profusely decorated with 
palms and flowers, and Mr. and Mrs.

~~ QUESTION OF SALARIES.
The afternoon was spent in a mission 

which no good man preaches from his 
own pulpit, or occupies very much of 
llie time of the Assembly. It was the 
mission of the “loaves and fishes.” The 
truth is that the Assembly had never 
been so seized of the facts, or got oft" 
“its Sunday-go-to-meeting clothes” to do 
something, however disagreeable it was. 
There was criticism, but not the so- 
called higher criticism, yet there never 
were more myths like ugly ghosts stalk­
ing about, the myths of a something 
t liât was supposed to be a salary, which 
proved to be both unhistoric and fic

The discussion began over an overture 
from the Presbytery of Calgary, which 
reads ns follows:

Firstly—To take into consideration 
the whole matter of guaranteeing in full 
the salaries of home missionaries and to 
issue the same for the information of 
the Synod, the results of their delibera­
tions, with reasons set forth for the 
conclusions reached.

Secondly—In the meantime to lake 
particular pains to clearly and fully in 
form all missionaries at the time of 
their appointment as to the terms upon 
which they are engaged.

Mr. Short wished to avoid retailing 
for the public the private affairs of 
many western missionaries, hence his 
opening address did not contain any de­
tails, but simply explained the bill, and 
wished the Assembly to make it a rule 
in the church. Mr. Peter Henderson,

would Knock the Home Mission out of 
business.

Rev. A. E. Camp, “the Soo”: “I do nor. 
have any personal cottjMaints, but I 
want to sav that those men are just as 
full of self-sacrifice, and will bear suf­
fering as long as anyone. The overture, 
only places the responsibility of raising 
the salary upon other shoulders than 
the minister.

Dr. Bryce objected to getting frantic 
over something which had been more or 
less true for a generation, and in the 
moment of enthusiasm, pitch something 
upon them which nobody understands.

Principal MacKay: “One of my stu­
dents was promised the usual amount 
from the field. It was not paid, and he 
had to go and drive a stage to raise 
money enough to continue his studies. 
The overture only proposes some differ­
ent system, and we ought to try it.”

Rex. Geo. Mason, Dunbar: “Every 
word that has been uttered here is true, 
but the remedy is too swift.. The Church 
has not the means. Ivet it go down to 
Presbyteries and give time to make ar­
rangements."

Rev. J. M. MacNamara, Drayton: 
“This is as important an item of busi­
ness as ‘union.* [He was one of the 
young men who recorded their dissent.] 
No one has any animosity, for young 

lineii both love and honor their superin­
tendents.

Mr. A. L. Fortune, Enderby, B. C.: “I 
have seen missionaries who when they 
landed had to live on dried salmon, and 
live in a wigwam with a band of Indians.

Rev. J. W. S. Lowry, of Fitzroy Har­
bor, Ont., a keen looking young minister 
from the centre of the ehureh asked lib­
erty to offer one question to Dr. Mac- 
Queen: “You have said that it is usually 
an incompetent man who cannot get his 
salary. I want to ask, even if that state­
ment be true, is that an honest way for 
congregations to dispose of the matter?” 
In the confusion no answer was given.

Rev. A. T. McIntosh, Pipestone, Man.: 
‘Meesther Moderator”—and the fair, 
strong, plucky young Celt did not need 
to tell us that he had heard the Mace­
donian cry. His appearance does not 
show that’it has enriched him, although 
by education and aptitude he could suc­
ceed in this land. He did not complain, 
but reminded the Assembly that “minis­
ters in the West had wives and chil-

Licut.-Col. McCrae contended that 
somebody out west was to blame for this 
state of affairs. It was either due to 
congregation-; who were disgusted be­
cause some were trying to homestead 
and preach at the same time. Or that 
worthy cases had not been reported by 
their Presbyteries to the Home Mission 
Committee. “As a member of that body 
I want to say that we have never failed, 
in my knowledge, to stand by efficient 
men. We will pay up to the last cent. 
The blame is that the Presbyteries have 
not sent, down the facts.”

Rev. J. S. Shortt, of Calgary, closed 
the debate.

The mover and seconder tried to rem­
edy the evil with such a “public in­
quest” as this. There are times when 
even the church has to exhume dead 
facts, and bear the scrutiny and the ver­
dict. This might have been prevented if 
the moderate request of the overture 
had been promptly accepted. But when 
the whole case was examined, Mr. Shortt 
did speak out and seldom has such good, 
honest truth been laid before judge or 
jury. Ho said; “We in the west have 
had hot times in our Presbyteries over 
such matters. I have refused, however, 
to support in this house anything that 
would resemble an impeachment, of the 
Home Mission Committee. But I want 
to say, in answer to Dr. E. 1). Mc­
Laren and Dr. MacQueen, that the 
blame, or even the responsibility, rests 
with the conveners of Presbytery. We 
do not appoint the men to their fields, 
we do not go hunting for all kinds of 
men and give them charges .How can 
we be responsible for the payment of 
those whom others have so sent us. I 
want to say we have many a time sent

appeals to the Horae Mission Commit­
tee, but they, as far as we know, were 
only smothered.

EVENING SESSION.
The audience thronged the church for 

the evening service. Nothing has sur­
passed it at this Assembly. There was 
both the anger of a righteous God and 
the grace of a. crucified Redemer pro­
claimed. - Because the committee on 
moral and social reform is a militant 
organization, and that of evangelism a 
work of peace and life.

Professor Pidgeon, late of Toronto, 
hut now appointed a member of the 
staff in Westminster Hall, Vancouver, 
presented the report on moral and social 
reform. He said: I want to speak about 
the materialistic basis of many of our 
statutes. The fish of a fishery and the 
cattle of a field are heavily protected 
by law, but the moral character of girls 
and boys hardly sheltered. To maim 
cattle is punishable with 14 years in 
prison, but to prostitute a young life 
has only two years of penalty. The sen­
timent behind our laws is wrong. The 
material ia safeguarded, but the moral 
and spiritual life wide open. It is high 
time that our legislators were given to 
Understand that such an omission is 
taken by the public to mean either in 
competence or partnership with evil.

There is a craze for technicalities. For 
example, it has been held that the law 
regarding gambling in a “room, house 
or office" does not apply where there is 
no desk or where the operator moves 
around from place to place in the room. 
The time is come when people are not 
going to. be “held up” in the meshes ot 
technicality, and righteousness go unjus­
tified.

Here Dr. R. Campbell raised the point 
of order that the argument, was going 
“far afield” because judges do not- make 
laws, only interpret, them. But Dr. 1’id- 
geon said, “well, l Have said all I wanted 
to speak,” and the audience applauded 
him. “We have,” he. proceeded to point 
out., “in our country no political heroes. 
Our public men are not opposed to 
moral reform, will only move when pub­
lic opinion works up such strength that- 
they feel bound to do something. We 
have no Lincolns with their deadly 
earnestness, but many Douglasses who 
dodge around and never face the ques­
tion. We aim, therefore, at education 
and united support. The church is go­
ing to be behind the man who fights on 
the frontier. The business of wrongdo­
ing will bo made illegal. The comjwict 
between the law of Canada and evil- 
doing is to be broken. The corrupter 
of morals is going to be robbed ot bis 
standing in the laws of the land.

DR. SHEARER’S ADDRESS.
Dr. J. G. Shearer made a very effec­

tive speech. His voice is quite distinct 
and he always has something to say. He 
said : Regarding the enforcement of law 
it is aimed Vo take it awn y from the 
local to Provincial authorities. The 
Mounted Police of the Northwest, with 
their military discipline and removal 
from local pressure, are the ideal to­
wards which we arc moving. The sub­
ject of amusements is now very much 
alive. Our laws arc more loose than 
those in the United States. It is time 
that the ears of our Government were 
ringing with righteous indignation, that 
Canada is exposed to the. riff-raff driven 
over the line. Although I had a year 
ago in my possession assurances that the 
law requesting race track gambling 
would be amended at. this session, 'the 
reason of that failure is now given to 
be the strong opposition in certain quar­
ters against it.

MOVED AMENDMENT.
Dr. John Pringle then gave notice ot 

the following amendment to the résolu-

“That the Assembly deplores and con­
demns the evils in our political life ot 
to-day, which are rapidly lowering the 
moral sense, of our people, urges upon 
its ministers and people the duty of 
earnestly and courageously combatting 
these evils by voice and vote wherever 
they manifest themselves, and proclaim­
ing the truth that righteousness exalt- 
eth a nation and sin is a reproach to 
any people.”

UN EVANGELISM.
Dr. C. W. Gordon (Ralph Connor) then 

introduced the subject of evangelism. 
This was his first appearance before the 
House. He is a “great Gordon,” though 
no more like an orator than a bright 
rivulet resembles a snow-capped mount­
ain. Yet there is a great charm about 
the mau and his message. He said: * “No 
evangelist who knows his business is do­
ing anything if he tries to do his work 
without the aid of the gospel singer. 
There must be something to attract The 
attention of men. God bless the drum 
if it can do this. When we get the ear 
we can keep hold and drive the truth

WARNING NOTE.
The Next Twenty Months May be 

Critical For Britain.

Signs of Times Justify Anxiety 
Says Mr. A J. Balfour.

Mr. J. A. Macdonald Sick of the 
Loyalty Cry.

London, -lune IX—(C'.A.P.)—Referring to 
the resolution introduced at the Imperial 
Press Conference in favor of compulsory 
national service, the Chronicle says the 
good sense of the meeting, assisted by 
the excellent advice of Mr. Balfour and 
the rousing speech of*Mr. J. A. Macdon­
ald, declined to put any resolution to a

The Daily News remarks that “you 
cannot parade even the finest enthus­
iasm day after day without a certain 
loss in its quality. If all the speakers 
at the Press Conference would take the 
expression of these things as sufficiently 
uttered, and jhen proceed with what 
they really have to say, the speeches 
would be more valuable.”

The Imperial Press Conference re­
sumed the discussion of imperial de­
fence this morning, Mr. Arthur J. Bal­
four presiding. Lord Roberts and Mr. 
Haldane were present. A grave note 
was again evident in the speeches of 
the home statesmen.

Mr. Balfour, in opening, declared that 
all local defence necessarily was sub­
ordinate to imperial defence, and sub­
ordinate from the viewpoint of the 
particular localities themselves, and 
not only from the viewpoint of the 
empire. (Applause.)

Dealing first with the military aspect 
of the question, he laid down two 
propositions:

(1) All the forces of overseas states 
should be under the control of those

(2) They should be organized on a 
common basis.

Respecting the navy, he would not 
regard as useless any local attempt at 
naval defence, but anything in the 
nature of coastal protection should be 
rigidly subordinate to fleet action. (Hear, 
hear.) The fate of the empire would 
be dej>endent upon fleet superiority. 
That superiority must be shown in 
home waters. If there was to be an 
Armageddon, it would take place in the 
Derman Ocean, the English Channel, or 
perhaps the Mediterranean Sea.

Mr. Balfour continued: “Anybody 
who reads the signs of the times will, 
1 think, agree with the weighty words 
of Lord Rosebery and Sir Edward Grey 
and will recognize that no man can now 
speak of imperial defence without some 
note of anxiety—not panic. There is no 
question of panic, but we have to look 
round at the gathering forces and 
armaments of possible foes and the 
strategic import of possible eombina-

Mr. Balfour next humorously re­
marked that the British nation was 
fond of saying about itself that it was 
not a nation, but it wished to be. In 
this regard, however, he looked' forward, 
not perhaps without anxiety, but with 
high, cheerful courage towards the 
dangers which might menace the rni-

lle urged that responsibility lay upon 
all. (Applause.)
CANADA WILL TAKE HER SHARE.

Mr. J. S. Brierly, of Montreal, who 
followed, assured the conference that 
Canada was willing to take her share 
in imperial defence, consistent with 
the maintenance of her autonomy. 
These two elements were not inconsis­
tent. (Hear, hear.) He expressed pleas­
ure at the recognition by home statesmen 
that overseas states must l>e allowed 
full control of their own affairs, and in 
answer to the question asked yesterday, 
if the Admiralty had ordered Canadian 
warships to South America, and the 
Canadian •Government refused to send 
them, what would happen ? he said: 
Well, they would not go. But it was 
a supposititious question. He could not 
imagine, if the needs of the• empire de­
manded them, that the ships would not 
Ik* sent. (Applause.)

Mr. Brierly then combated the idea 
that Canada had been lacking in the 
matter of imperial defence.

Mr. Haldane, the War Secretary, 
addressed himself particularly to the 
necessity of homogeneity in the mili­
tary forces of the empire, with due 
regard for the local needs and local con­
trol. He said the next twenty years 
would be critical years in the*history 
of the empire.
SITUATION NEEDED CLOSEST AT 

TENTION.
Ivovd Roberts thought the next 20 

months, and not 20 years, were the im­
portant time for the Empire. The situ­
ation demanded the closest attention 
of all patriotic men. The question is 
whether we had the spirit and foresight 
to maintain the Empire. The growth of 
the overseas States made them objects 
of envy to other nations. We must be 
prepared for common effort and common 
sacrifice. He desired to correct one idea 
prevalent overseas, namely, that pre­
paration for defence meant the inculca­
tion of a spirit of militarism. A long 
soldier's life had made him a man of 
peace, but discipline, which made a 
man a competent defender of his 
country, -equipped him best for rival

thti in each self-governing dominion that 
systematic and universal training of the 
male population should be strenuously 
advocated.
PROTEST FROM MR. MACDONALD.

CHURCH UNION.
REV. HUGH PEDLEY'S ADDRESS 
AT CONGREGATIONAL MEETING.

New Plan is Presented by the Execu­
tive—The Union Decides to Apply 
for Incorporation.

Toronto. June 10.—The Congrega­
tional Union of Canada formally open­
ed its third annual meeting last night 
in the Western Congregational 
Church, when the Chairman, Rev. 
Hugh Pedley of the Emmanuel 
Church, Montreal, gave his inaugural 
address. Mayor Oliver conveyed the 
welcome of the city to the Visiting 
delegates in a brief address. He ap­
proved strongly of the Church union 
idea, which he hoped would material­
ize in the near future. Rev. J. W. 
Pedley, pastor of the Western Church, 
gave a specific address of welcome 
on behalf of his church and of the 
Congregational body of Toronto.

The speaker traced the history of 
the Roman Catholic Church, and 
showed wherein its claim to uni­
versality had not been well-founded, 
although it was the nearest approach 
to such a condition yet achieved. 
“But.” lie said, "the old Catholicism 
rested on authority; a new one is 
coming which is based upon freedom. 
The great difficulty is found in the 
problem's magnitude. Yet Canada, 
the United States, and the British 
Empire are instances of national 
catholicity, with one national con­
sciousness, of which freedom is the 
measure.

The first session of the Union took 
place in the morning, with Rev. Hugh 
Pedley in the chair. The report, of 
the immigration department, read by 
Rev. F. J. Day, Montreal, showed that 
the Congregational Church does much 
to lighten the burdens of willing im­
migrants. Agents are maintained at 
the ports at Montreal and St. John, 
N. B., and all newcomers are referred 
to the Bond Street Church offices, 
under Rev. Byron H. Stauffer, pastor 
of that church.

The Executive Committee presented 
a statement of the new missionary 
policy of the Congregational Church, 
making the following recommenda­
tions:—Fi. .ly. the opening of new 
churches in Montreal, Toronto. Otta­
wa and other centres; secondly, to 
welcome newcomers through the Con­
gregational immigration agencies in 
Montreal and St. John, N.B., and to 
maintain the present Swedish work ; 
thirdly, to develop work in the west 
from' the existing centres in Winni­
peg and Vancouver, and to secure the 
appointment of a western superin­
tendent in the near future.

The report of the General Mission 
Fund, presented by Mr. C. R. Black. 
Treasurer of the fund, showed total 
receipts of $15.748.15, and a balance 
on hand of $2,556.66; Shurtlcff Mis­
sion Fund, receipts $2,255; Church 
Extension and Buidling Fund, re­
ceipts $3,998.98, balance $2,033.98; 
George Robertson Evangelistic Fund, 
receipts $1.656.56, balance $1,563.07

It was decided that the Union, 
which is the governing body of the 
t hurch in Canada, apply for incor­
poration. A provision, which does 
not affect, individual churches, limits 
to $500.000 the amount of propertv 
which the Union can hold.

The afternoon session took the form 
of an open conference on Sundav 
schools and Young People's Societies. 
Rev. Jv H. Tippett, who has just re­
moved to Hamilton from Montreal 
was in charge. An informal discus­
sion on topics of interest to schools 
and societies took place.

ON UNION.
Montreal Conference Takes Sympa­

thetic Attitude.

Pembroke, June 0. — The Montreal 
Conference concluded at noon to-day. 
Contrary to expectations, Dr. Work- 
man's case did not come before the Con­
ference in any way.

soo GATES 
CARRIED OFF.

Foir Gates of Saalt Ste. Marie 
Canal Broken.

One Vessel Sunk, Another Ashore 
and Others Damaged.

Water Rushing Through the Canal 
—Take Long Time to Fix.

Sault Ste. Marie, Ont., June 9.— This 
afternoon the Canadian Soo locks were 
practically put out of commission by 
one of the worst accidents that ever 
happened in marine circles in the Soo 
or vicinity. At present the water from 
Lake Superior is pouring through in a 
torrent, and it will probably be a month 
before the locks are again available for 
marine trade. Three boats, the Assini- 
lioia, of the C. P. R. line; the Perry G. 
Walker, of the Gilchrist fleet, and the 
Crescent City all figured in the accident. 
The overflow of water threatens to 
wash out the piers at the foot of the 
locks. At 2 this afternoon the Assini- 
boia was in the locks, bound down ; she 
was followed by the Crescent City; all 
figured in the accident at the upper 
gate. The Walker was coming up the 
river, presumably to lock through on an 
up trip. Just as the Crescent was en­
tering the canal, and before the gates 
could be closed at the upper end, the 
Walker crashed into the lower gates, 
breaking them and allowing the Assini- 
boia and Crescent to rush down with the 
overflow of water.

CRASHED INTO CRESCENT.
The Assiniboia missed the Walker, 

barely grazing her side, but the Crescent 
dashed into her aud received a hole in 
her side six feet square. The Walker 
was also considerably damaged. The 
Crescent anti the Assiniboia proceeded 
to the Michigan side, where both now 
lie. The Assiniboia seems to have suf­
fered minor injuries, while the Crescent 
is lying on the bottom. The Walker 
reached the centre of the river and 
grounded, and" was later towed to the 
Michigan side by two tugs. Her in­
juries are not yet known.

THE TOWN EXCITED.
The entire town is excited this even­

ing over the accident, and hundreds 
have visited the canal to look at the 
scene. The water is pouring through 
in torrents, and unless the flow is 
stopped at once property below the 
canal will suffer. When the boats came 
down after the accident they travelled 
at fifteen miles per hour through the 
lock, and it is a miracle that they es­
caped as easily as they did.

PASSENGERS ON ASSINIBOIA.
Passengers on the Assiniboia are not 

yet aware how closely they came to 
death. Had the boat turned turtle in 
the locks not a soul would have escaped.

A movable dam at the head of the 
locks it lieing placed in position at 
the present time in an endeavor to have 
the locks repaired, but since it lias not 
yet. been tried there is some doubt as 
to its effectiveness. The four large gates 
have been swept away, and there remain 
only the frail emergency gates, which 
are not of much use, providing the dam 
refuses to work.

MOLTEN IRON
Carried Six Men to Death at 

Wheeling, W. Va.

Wheeling. W. Va., June 9.—In a hor­
rible accident here to-night at least six 
men were burned to a crisp, four fatally 
injured and ten seriously hurt. Thirty 
others had narrow escapes. Shortly af­
ter 8 o'clock a "slip” occurred in one of 
the furnaces of the Wheeling Steel tfc 
Iron Company. A force of workmen, 
numbering fifty, were gathered about 
the furnace making ready to drill in for 
the 9 o’clock cast. Without a moment’s 
warning there was a terrific roar and 
great masses of molten iron spurted 
from the furnace, sweeping down the 
workmen.

Twenty or move were caught in the 
onrush. Six men are known to have 
been caught by the hot iron, and their 
bodies burned to a crisp. Fourteen 
others were badly mutilated. Arms 
and legs were burned off, and some 
were showered from head to foot with 
white-hot metal. All the men were for-

Frederick Zimmerman, manager of 
the furnace, was seriously burned in at­
tempting to save some of the men from 
death. As one man was swept past him 
in the stream of molten iron, he reached 
forth and grasped the poor fellow's arm, 
which parted from the body, and the vic­
tim sank to a fiery death.

What caused the accident has not 
been definitely decided.

Young French Inventor Has New 

Airship.

Paris, June I). — The interests of 
French aviators have been focused of 
late, on the doings of the young aero­
naut, Herbert Latham, who has been 
flying at Mourmclon-Le Grand in a 
monoplane. Following up his perform­
ance of three days ago, when he re­
mained in the air for one hour seven 
minutes and 45 seconds. M. Latham 
made a series of brilliant flights yester­
day evening, in which his machine de­
monstrated considerable stability in the 
face of a fifteen-mile breeze. He showed 
also good general control and facility 
to change from one altitude to another. 
His height ranged from 15 to 30 yards. 
Latham's machine suggests a bird. It 
has two rigid wings a foot thick in thé 
centre and tapering into flexible fins, 
designed to give stability. The space 
between the two layers of canvas is 
water-tight, and is calculated to insure 
safety should the machine fall int*> wa­
ter.

BARGAINING WITH TAFT.

Income Tax Advocates Havi Made a 
Proposition.

Washington, June 9.—After a con­
ference at the White House yesterday 
between President Taft and Senator 
Aldrich, it was stated that the Senate 
Finance Committe would consent to 
placing a two per cent, tax upon the 
net earnings of corporations if the sup­
porters of the income tax amendments 
would accept it and withdraw their pro­
position. This suggestion, it is declared, 
came from President Taft, and was de­
signed to prevent a split in the Republi­
can party over the income tax feature.

Mr. Aldrich communicated the plan to 
Senators Cummins and Borah, who, as 
the lenders of the progressive Republi­
cans, have favored the Cummins income 
tax amendment. These ^Senators con­
sulted with their colleagues, ant) as a re­
sult the plan was repudiated by them.

IN PEACHES.

Fruit Prospects Are Good In Spite 
of It.

15 MEN BURIED.
COLLAPSE OF A BLAZING BUILD­

ING AT HALIFAX.

Fireman James Tynanu Taken Out 
Dead, and Fourteen Others Re­
ceived Inuriee More or Less Sejri- 
ous—Loss $30,000.

Halifax, June 0.—Une fireman was 
killed, fourteen more were injured and 
thirty thousand dollars’ damage was 
done by a fire that wiped out the ship­
ping department of the Nova Scotia 
Furnishing Company this afternoon. 
When the fire was 1 icing gotten under 
control the whole structure collapsed, 
and fifteen men were entombed in the 
ruins. That the foundations of the 
building had lx*en undermined by the 
construction of a building next to it, is 
the explanation now advanced by the 
collapse.

James Tynan, of No. 4 steamer, was 
taken out dead, crushed under the joists 
of the second floor; fourteen other men 
who were more or less badly injured 
were hurried to the Victoria General 
Hospital in ambulances, but all of them ! 
were able to go to their homes to-night.

Some of the firemen were on the roof I 
and others inside when the building col- j 
lapsed. There was a sudden quiver, the j 
walls shook, and then with n grinding 
(•rush the building crumpled towards the 
south, before the eyes of the horrified 
spectators. Men on ladders in front of 
i lie building were pitched head first into 
the ruins. When the debris settled there 
came an instant hush over the scene 
which a minute before presented a cou­
tlast of sounds that always accompany 
a fire. Six engines stopped pumping al­
most instantaneously, the streams ceas­
ed to flow, and where a moment before 
there had been belching clouds of dense, 
black smoke there were nothing but a 
few w isps of steam. For an instant the 
hush lasted, then, with axes, saws and 
grapples, the uninjured men attacked 
the debris.

Two or three minutes elapsed before 
the first man was taken out. They 
came in quick succession until finally 
only Tynan remained unaccounted for. 
He had been at work with the plaster 
hook on the first floor of the building. 
The man who had been in with him had 
wriggled his way out of the debris, and 
lie pointed out where Tynan had been 
working.

Grapnels were attached to the roof, 
end. aided by hundreds of willing hands, 
this was pulled away. Then Tynan was 
discovered pinned underneath the second 
floor. He was terribly crushed and 
burned. The victim was 38 years old, 
and leaves a widow and five children.

The cold and wet spring has uudqÉb 
edly provided the right conditions 'Tor 
the appearance and rapid growth of the 
“curl leaf" ou peach trees. This has 
attacked the orchards in curious streaks 
and in one or tWo instances orchards 
that have not been sprayed, have to 
some extent, escaped its ravages, which 
has led some unthinking persons to 
say that “spraying with lime and sul­
phur for curl leaf is no good."

This is very far from being the case, 
however. Curl leaf is a fungus disease, 
and spraying remedies for fungus dis­
eases arc preventive and not destructive. 
To make a success of spraying, the right 
mixture must bo applied at the right 
time and iu* the right way. And if these 
three “rights" are not all attended to, 
the result is only a partial success.

In order to get the full benefit of the 
lime and sulphur spray for curl leaf, 
it must be applied very early in the 
season before the buds have unfolded. 
Here is where a great many growers fell 
down this year. They applied it too late 
to get the full benefit. A magnificent 
object lesson as to this can be seen in 
Mr. J. Wesley Smith's large orchard, ly­
ing just north of the main road, one 
mile and a half west of Winona post of­
fice. This orchard is just a little way 
northeast of Mr. E. D. Smith’s jam fac- 
torv, and fruit house. Two-thirds of this 
orchard was sprayed with the right 
home-boiled mixture in the right way 
at the right time—very early in the 
spring, by Mr. Smith, who is one of the 
most prominent, as well as one of our 
most careful growers. The result is. that 
that portion of the orchard, consisting 
of several varieties, some of which are 
those most subject to curl leaf, is al­
most entirely free from the disease. The 

: foliage on the trees presents a fine 
; healthy appearance, aud they are carry­
ing a heavy load of peaches. One-third 

| °f the orchard, however, was not spray- 
, od till about ten days later than the 
I rest, and on it the curl leaf is pretty 
I bad. About a dozen trees were left un- 
| sprayed altogether, and they again arc 
I *n 3,1 infinitely worse condition than 
I those which were sprayed late.
' 1 his goes to show that where the con­
ditions of soil, etc., are alike, that 
immense benefits accrue from applying 
this remedy rightly prepared, in ‘ the 
right way and at the right time.

Precisely the same thing can lie wit­
nessed in orchards of Mr. T. H. P. Car­
penter, also one of the prominent grow­
ers, and in a good many other orchards 
as well, here and in other places.

In spite of the prevalence of this dis­
ease the prospects for a good yield of 
peaches is fairly good. as most sprayed 
orchards have sufficient good leaves to 
carry the bulk of their crop, although 
they may lose some, which they can well

Plums ami pears are setting well, so 
far. Small fruits are looking well, and 
there is a fair prospect for apples.

Grapes have been injured to some ex­
tent by the late spring frosts, cspccial- 
ly Niagaras, Delawares, Vergennes and 
the Rogers varieties. The Concord lias, 
however, almost entirely escaped.

The citizens of Hamilton can therefore 
be prepared to expend what little mon­
ey they may have left, after paying Hy­
dro-Electric power expenses, in the pur­
chase of fruit.

Conference.

Pembroke. June 9. — It. is a most tin 
fair statement of the position of Mont­
real Conference’s attitude on the tem­
perance question to print a big heading 
as the Mail “and Empire does to-dav 
saying that ‘The three-fifths clause is up­
held as fair.”. The report goes on to

How a Heroic Miner Rescued His 
Mate From a Terrific Death.

Cobalt, June 9.—On Saturday night 
the management ami staff, of the Nova 
Scotia mine tendered a banquet to Thos. 
Riley, a miner, on the eve of It is de­
parture for the Emerald Isle for a three 
months’ vacation. On May 11 Thomas 
Riley and his partner were sinking a 
winze some 75 feet in depth from the 
main, shaft at the Nova Scotia." Having 
loaded the round of holes, a seven-foot 
fuse was used, and ordinarily this would 
have allowed the men to reach the next 
level in safety, requiring as it would 
about seven minutes before the explo­
sion. Evidently the fuse was defective 
and haste liecame necessary. When the 
men had been hoisted about ten feet 
Daniel Sullivan, Riley’s partner, in some 
way fell from the bucket down to the 
bottom of the winze, where the explo­
sion would shortly take place. Riley did 
not hesitate a second, though life and 
safety were above and a terrible death 
was probably below. He rang to the en­
gineer to send the bucket down again, 
and, reaching the bottom grappled with 
his dazed companion, even using his 
teeth on Sullivan’s clothes to• get, him 
into the bucket, lie finally succeeded 
in landing him safely at the next sta 

. tion. Both men were badly injured. 
Sullivan being hurt about the head., 
while Riley sustained an injury to his 
right arm that will require three months’

f The banquet in Riley’s honor was at 
tended by one hundred and fifty em­
ployees of the mine and friends. Imme­
diately after the supper Manager Bilsky 
on behalf of tlie^rompany and employees 
presented Mr. Riley with a purse of sil­
ver, amounting to $157, together with 
the company’s choque for his time in 
full from the date of the accident. Mr. 
Sullivan, the other injured man, also re­
ceived his pay cheque in full.

In addition to the purse of silver 
Riley was presented with a medal, with 
the following inscription engraved: “Pro 
sented to Thomas Riley by the Nova 
Scotia Mine, Cobalt, for bravery in sav­
ing the life of Daniel Sullivan. May 11. 
1909.” The medal was made of solid sil­
ver from the mine.

A communication was read by Mana­
ger Bilsky from Mr. F. M. Wilmot, man­
ager of the Carnegie Hero Fund Asser­
tion at Pittsburg, wherein full particu­
lars of the accident and rescue were re­
quested in order that the Carnegie As­
sociation take up the matter at once, 
and reward Riley for his act of heroism. 
Mj\ Bilsky is also in communication 
with the Royal Humane Society.

Montreal.—At the Canadian Pacific

A feature of the trade to­
day was the strong undertone to the 
market for cattle and prices scored a 
further advance of 1-4 to l-2c per pound, 
which was due to another small run and 
the scarcity of good to choice beeves. 
The demand was good from local buyers, 
as they all wanted some beef to carry 
them through for the balance of the 
week, and a fairly active trade was done. 
A few extra choice steers sold at 7 to 
7 1-4 c per pound, making a new high 
record price, and the indications are 
that, unless supplies increase materially 
in the near future, they will go still 
higher, as the number of cattle coming 
forwardjust now is not sufficient to fill 
the requirements of the trade. Choice 
steers sold at 6 1-4 to 6 3-4c; good at 
5 1-2 to 5 3-4c; fair at 5 to 5 1-4c ; and 
common at 4 to 4 3-4c; good cows at 5 
to 5 l-2c; and lower grades at 3 to
4 l-2c, and bulls ranged at from 3 to
5 l-2c per pound. Owing to the in­
creased offerings of sheep and lambs, 
a weaker feeling developed in the mar­
ket, and prices declined. At the reduction 
the demand was good, and sales of 
sheep were made at 4e per lb., and lambs 
at $3.25 to $5 each. The supply of calves 
was also large, and prices ruled lower, 
with a fair' demand at $1.50 to $6 each, 
as to quality.

WENÏÂSH0RE.
Spanish Vessel With Over 500 

Passengers on Beard.

New Y’ork, June 10.—A large steamship 
which ran on the bar a mile west of the 
Point of Woods life saving station, on 
Long Island, at 8 o’clock last night, was 
identified early to-day ns the Antonio 
Lopez, a Spanish steamer from Genoa 
and Naples, for New Y’ork, with 526 pas­
sengers and a crew of 135. At daybreak 
the Lopez was lying 1,000 feet off shore, 
with a list, to starboard of seven degrees.

Crews of life-saving stations in the 
vicinity have not been able to reach the 
Lopez because of the high seas and the 
heavy mist, but it was said that the 
vessel was in no immediate danger.

A wrecking tug from this city reached 
the steamer early to-day, and passing a 
line to the Antonio Lopez, endeavored 
to pull the steamer off the beach. The 
sea was still running too high to make 
a transfer of the passengers immedi- 
atcly feasible, even if there were any 
vessel nearby of sufficient capacity to 
receive them.

The passengers are being transferred 
in life boats to the wrecking tugs. The 
sea is so heavy that no attempt will be 
made to bring the passengers ashore 
until the weather moderates, 
i J ttCr k°Pcz !*y on a sand bar about 
1.0(H) feet off shore when the wreck was 
d.«-covered by Edward Baker, son of Cap- 
tain Charles Baker, captain of the Point 
of Woods life saving station. Captain 
Baker was absent, but his son took 
charge, and soon assembled a. volunteer 
corps of fishermen. Several attempts 
were made to launch the lifeboat, but 
the surf was running too high on the 
beach and the vessel lay so far from 
the shore that the life savers were un­
able to shoot a line over her to set up 
the breeches buoy apparatus.

A request was forwarded to New York 
city for wrecking tugs, and within a few 
hours two of them reached the scene 
and passed lines to the stranded steamer. 
They were unable to move her. and the 
Lopez then hoisted signals asking that 
small boats be sent from shore to take 
off the passengers, who were frightened.

After daybreak Acting Captain Baker 
and his men got several surf boats 
launched, and the transfer of the passen­
gers to the wrecking tugs began. Women 
and children were taken first, and the 
men followed. The rescue work pro­
ceeded regidlf.

“TAKE OFF 
Y0URHATS.”

Women Got Mid When Asked to 
Take Off Their Hats in Church.

Rev. Mr. Crews Talks to Women in 
Mission Meeting.

Men Lift Their Hats on All Occa­
sions—Are Spoiling Women.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Guelph, Ont., June 10.—After compar­

ing the life and trials of the women of 
China to that oi ease and pleasure of 
the women of Canada, Rev. W. H. Crows, 
before the Women’s Missionary Society 
convention at Knox Church last evening, 
expressed the grave fear that there was 
the danger of Canadian womanhood 
being spoiled by courtesies from the men, 
and in return he said when the men 
asked the women to take off their hats 
in church they got mad. A man meets 
a woman on the street and he takes off 
his hat to her, no matter how cold the 
weather. In a street car he gives his 
seat to her, no matter how tired he may 
be. Sometimes he gets thanks; some­
times not. Men take women to the skat­
ing rink or the opera and then out to 
supper. The bill may run high, but 
they do the right thing by the ladies. 
She lets him do it, and sometimes boasts 
of what he has spent on her. This goes 
on all the time, and when the women 
arc asked to remove their hats in church 
for the benefit of the men they get

Mr. Crews has been active ill the anti­
hat campaign in Guelph, aud lie spoke in 
all seriousness last night, lie said, not 
only because of the danger of Canadian 
womanhood being spoiled, but because 
he had been warned that he was likely 
to lose what little popularity lie might 
have in the church, should lie continue 
in his views.

Remains of Archbishop Duhammel 

Laid at Rest To-day.

Distinguished Company of Church 
Dignitaries and Others Present.

mains of Archbishop Joseph Thomas Du­
hamel were laid to rest in the Ottawa 
Basilica, the church which was for so 
many years the contre ol lus beneficent 
activities.

KETCHEL THE GOODS.
O'Brien Almost Out in 

3rd Round.

Referee’s Interference 
Saved Him.

Montreal Beat Torontos 
Again Yesterday.

Philadelphia. June 10.—Stanley Kct- 
chel earned the right to have the first 
chance at Jack Johnson, heavyweight 
champion, by practically stopping Jack 
O’Brien in the third round at the Na­
tional A. C. here last night. Ketchel 
rushed the fight from the moment the 
first gong rang, lie kept at close quar­
ters, hammering away with fearful 
punches, which broke through O’Brien's 
defence and made the latter run. So 
aggressive was Ketehel that O'Brien had 
no time to try his quick, jabbing tactics. 
He poked a few lefts into lvetchel’s face, 
and for the moment the latter wobbled. 
But, as in the recent battle in New 
York, Ketchel paid no attention to these 
blows and continued to bore in like a 
bulldog and practically beat him down.

The arena was crowded, even the 
standing room was all taken up. The 
gross receipts were said to be more than 
$12,000. There were nearly 4.000 in the 
house when the first preliminary boat 
was put on.

O’Brien entered the ring at 10.20 
o’clock and received a rousing welcome. 
Ketchel followed a moment later and 
was wildly cheered. O'Brien examined 
the bandages on Stanley's hands and 
pronounced them all right. Ketchel 
laughed as he sat down and began to 
dr a tv—on The gloves. He looked eoel 
and self-possessed. Before they shook 
hands, Dr. B. F. Roller, of Seattle, was 
introduced, with the statement that he 
was anxious to meet the winner. The 
fight by rounds.

Round 1 Ketchel began boring in with 
terrific swings, lie reached the body 
with a right and shot a left for the jaw, 
which O’Brien blocked. O'Brien began 
<o run away from lvetchel’s rushes after 
that, but the latter followed closely and 
O'Brien clinches. A hard left swing 
caught O’Brien over the right eye for 
first blood, and another clinch, in which 
Ketehel hammered the kidneys. O’Brien 
they stood off arid jabbed Ketchel in 
the face with his left, but Ketehel came 
again with a fierce rush that made Jack 
take the defensive. Ketehel's round.

Round 2- Ketehel dashed in with a 
drive into the stomach. O'Brien danced 
away and met Ketehel's rush with left­
handers in the fare. Ketehel bored in 
again and was jarred1 with left and right 
on the head. But Ketehel came again 
with terrific swings, which made O’Brien 
run away. I hen. as Ketchel bored in 
again, O’Brien jabbed him in the mouth. 
Ketehel rushed in and with a left on the 
jaw he made Jack reel. Then a right 
put O’Brien down for six seconds. Ket­
chel scored another knockdown, and 
O’Brien was on the floor at the bell.

Round 3—Ketchel rushed like a tiger. 
He caught O’Brien .on the jaw with a 
left, and Jack reeled into the ropes. 
Ketehel sailed in like a cyclone, and 
with punches on the neck and jaw he 
had the (Quaker on the ropes. O’Brien 
was game and fought hack, but he did 
not have a rhnnee with the Michigan 
Li"ii. Then Ketchel rushed in full tilt 
and with a tremenc'/us right-hand swing 
lie caught O'Brien squarely on the jaw. 
O'Brien staggered like a ‘drunken man 
and clutched the ropes to save himself. 
Another wallop in the stomach made him 
double up. while a smash on the neck 
sent, him to the floor in a heap. O'Brien, 
still game, struggled to his feet. He was 
tottering and unable to defend hiinsclf. 
Before Ketehel could finish him, how­
ever. Referee McGuigan interfered and 
Ketchel walked to his corner in triumph.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT OF FIGHT.

Philadelphia, June 10.- Stanley Ket­
chel, the middleweight champion, last 
night defeated Jack O’Brien in the third 
round, thus accomplishing a feat that 
•lack Johnson, the heavyweight cham­
pion. failed to accomplish in six rounds 
some three weeks ago. The fight was 
stopped in the second minute of the 
third round, after O'Brien had been 
knocked down twice in the second and 
once in the third, and was almost unable 
to raise his hands to defend himself.

The fight, was a whirlwind affair from 
the start to the finish. Ketehel went 
after O'Brien from the tap of the gong, 
and showed that he was determined to 
catch him and achieve a knockout. He 
devoted his attention to O’Brien body 
until he had drawn the latter's guard

down, and then he sent in a crashing 
right in the second round that scored 
the first knockdown. O'Brien got up 
gamely, but went down flat on his back 
a few moments later from a right and 
left on the jaw.

In the second round another terrific 
right put O’Brien on his back for five 
seconds.

The third round was a desperate at­
tempt by Ketchel to end the fight quick­
ly. lie went after the tired O’Brien 
and in his anxiety to land a knockout 
was wild. He pinned O'Brien to the 
ropes and sent in a shortarm left-hand 
blow to chin that put O’Brien against 
the ropes hopeless. O’Brien kept his 
head, however, and clinched and hung 
on to save himself. Ketehel fought him­
self loose from O'Brien's clasp and 
swung right and left on the almost help­
less O’Brien. He staggered about grog- 
gily. and Referee Jack McGuigan. evi­
dently fearing that O’Brien might be 
seriously injured, stopped the contest. 
O’Brien was disposed to protest this 
action, but thought better of it and left 
the ring.

London, June 10.—The Imperial Press 
Conference has brought its business ses­
sions to a temporary close and the dele­
gates will spend the next fortnight in 
sightseeing. They will be present, among 
other things, at the naval review at 
Spithead next Saturday, in which 140 
warships will take part. The conference 
will reassemble on June 25th to receive 
the report of the committees. The clos­
ing session this morning was devoted to 
literature of journalism. John Morley, 
who presided, turned from the militar­
ism that has marked the previous meet­
ings and put forth the claim that the 
English tongue was a stronger and more 
enduring bond of imperial union than 
anything else, a thousand times strong­
er than the achievements of soldiers and 
sailors and the statesmen who had di­
rected them.

Her Glah, the owner of the house, 22 
Hunter street east, testified that lie 

.•parated tho two men and ordered 
impson out of the house. He saw the 

blood on Wallace’s breast.
The prisoner asked him if he saw Wal­

lace punching him. Witness said he 
thought perhaps Wallace did do some 
punching, but couldu’t say for sure.

Wilfrid David said he was upstairs 
on the morning of the stabbing, just 
across the hall from the room. Hearing 
dishes falling on the floor, he jumped 

-3!1K ran into the room and found Wal­
lace holding his breast from winch 
blood was running, at that time Simp­
son wasn’t in the room.

Sergeant Pinch told of finding Wal­
lace lying on the bed, stabbed. Being 
informed of the offence, he went to 152 
John street south, and arrested Simp­
son. He found the knife with which pri­
soner had done the stabbing. Simpson 
was somewhat under the influence of 
liquor at the time and refused to be 
taken without a warrant, consequently 
force had to be used.

Constable McDonald gave evidence j 
that prisoner, while on his way to the 
cells said he hoped Wallace would die 
as it was his fault that his wife was 
away from home and spending her time 
in Wallace’s rooms.

-Mrs. Simpson, wife of the prisoner, 
swore that she went away from home 
on Saturday evening,- and upon return­
ing home her husband refused to let her 
in, so she and her children spent the 
night with Wallace. About 9 o’clock on 
Sunday morning Simpson came and she 
hid, as she was afraid of him. He went 
away and came back later and when the 
fight started she ran out of the room.

1 he prisoner was then given an oppor­
tunity to tell his story. He said lie did 
not deny his wife and children admission 
into his home. When they did not re­
turn lie suspected that they had gone to 
W allace’s rooms. In the morning his boy 
came to him and told him his mother 
was drinking at Wallace’s and asked 
him to go and get her. and at once went 
to get his wife. Wallace told him she 
was not there, so he went out and com­
plained to a policeman and also went 
to Magistrate Jelfs to get protection 
against this kind of thing. These paid 
no heed to him, so he returned to get 
his wife a second time. On both occa­
sions lie said Wallace had called him 
names and abused him. The last time 
Wallace had attacked him and in the 
fight he stabbed him. 
fTlm case was given to the jury at 1

This afternoon the jury brought in 
a verdict of guilty and the prisoner was 
sentenced to three months’ imprison­
ment.

Dearth of Teachers In England.
Ju a memorandum accompanying the 

new regulations for the preliminary edu­
cation of elementary school teachers, 
which come into force on Aug. 1 next, 
.Sir Robert L. Murant, permanent secre­
tary ut the Board of Education, states 
that it is necessary to call the serious 
attention of local education authorities 
to the doubt whether the number of 
bursars and pupil teachers now bein*»- 
brought annually into the earlier stages 
of the teaching profession is stiffiuient to 
maintain a supply of adult teachers ade­
quate to the needs of the elementary 
schools of the country.

After referring to the marked decrease 
during recent years in the number of 
buys and girls entering upon bursarship 
and pupil teachership in England—the 
number last year being only 8,586 
against 10,359 in t.he previous year—Sir 
Robert says that the number of boys and 
girls brought into the early stages of 
the profession this year, in order to se­
cure the country against a deficiency of 
adult teachers in 1912, should be about 
14,000, or rather more than half as 
many again as were admitted in 1908. -

PIGEONS AS MESSENGERS.

Carry Packages and Xetters Between 
Australian Lighthouses.

Pretty pigeons of Australia carry 
packages and messages between Hobart 
and Maatsuyker ls-land lighthouse, a 
distance of about seventy-five mill's. 
Last November they called a physician 
for a lighthouse attendant and probably 
saved his life. Three birds arc liberated 
with messages every three weeks, and 
when accident or illness occurs three 
additional birds are set free. Twelve 
birds in all are used for the service. 
While messages have not always readi­
ed theit* destination, the service lias 
nevertheless been highly satisfactory. 
Tho messages are written on a piece of 
paper tied under the bird’s wing; but 
tile marine board lias in view some cel­
luloid cases which may be adjusted un­
der the wird’s wing and in which a good 
deal of information might be carried.

The birds are fed on gray peas of 
good quality, get plenty of grit and 
fresh water and are kept thoroughly 
clean. They are also allowed at their 
station plenty of oportunitv for needful 
exercise. That Maatsuyker ’Island light­
house which has a most isolated posi­
tion, could secure a physician "from 
Hobart sixteen hours after lie had been 
sent for by pigeon post has suggested 
important posibilities for more general 
use of homing pigeons for such service. 
Trophies are to be provided for . hom­
ing competitions, so as to eitcourage 
owners to breed the best descriptions 
of carriers. There are about 20,000 of 
these birds in Australia.
