AN INDUSTRIAL CENSUS |
The Government has dedfiled toj
take an industrial census of Canada
this fall. A postal census of manu-
facturers for the year 1915 was taken
last year, forms being mailed to over
50,000 names. This census showed
that the total product of manufac-
turers in 1915 was $1,392,516,954, com |
pared with $718,353,603 in 1905.
The industrial census that will be
taken will, of co:trse,'be much more
thorough and elaborate. At preeentl
an industrial census is taken at the
same ti as tho census oI
tion, ete., is tabulatcd. This has prov.
ea in the past unsctisfactory and in-
complete. The chief reason is lhut‘
the census enumerators have mo
riuch work and too many forms to
fill out and are not men specially |
trained for taing an industrial cen-
sus. It has therefore been decided
to divide the  ensus work. The reg-
u'ar census of ropulation, origins of
the p-eople, ete., 2long with the agri-
cultural census, will take ;lace as in
the past, every teon rears, the ncxt
census being due in 1921. The indus-'
trial census will be taizen by special
nrmerators and mid-way of the or-|
dinary census, but also every ten;
vears. This will have the advantage'
of not throwing all the work of a de-
cade on the branch at one time. In
addition to the derennial industrial,
census there will likely also be an|
annual postal census so as to keep
the figures reasonakly up-tod-ate.

OUR TRADE INCREASED |

There appears to be ample evid-
ence to justify the ctatement that|
the Canada-West Indles trade agree-|
ment which was entered into in|
1912 as a result of negotiations carl
ried on by Sir George TIFoster has
been the means of increasin; the|
trade between the two countries to
a considerable degree. The latest|
report of the Trade and Commerce
Department, just issued, shows that
the effect of the treaty Is especially
noticeable in the imports of certain
articles of Canadian produce into the
Islands that are parties to the agree-
ment. The latest West Indies figures
available are those of 1915 and they
show that from 1912 to 1915 the im-
ports from Canada to the Barbadoes,
ritish Guiana and Trinidad, the
three largest colonies involved, have
been increased 85 per cent. while the
imports from the United States dur-
ing the same ‘period have been only
6 per cent.

The preference has greatly benefit-
ted the trade with Canada in articles
such as boots and shoes, butter
cheese, condensedm flk ,cordage, fish
flour, lumber, oats, paints and colors,
pager, potatoes and soap.

The four products which have been
particularly affected by the treaty
have been fish, flour, oats and lum-
ber. In these products there has been
a remarkablé transference of trade
from the United States to Canada.
From 1912 to 1916 the exports of fish
from Canada to the West Indies in-
creased 62 per cent. while thé Ameri-
can export of the same articles dé-
creased 36 per cent. The inerelise in
Canadian flour exports has been no
less than 195 pe rcent. whlie the Afh-
roased. 64.per cet.

Now if it is neceszary to buy West-
ern Oats this spring the
farmers should not forget
to ask their dealer for Canada
Western No. 1 Seed Oats. No. 2 Oats
or feed oats should never be sown for
the risk is too great. A great crop
may be harvested but more often a
great crop of weeds in the resuit.
Some feed oats sold to the farmers
on the North Shore last spring con-
tained about 1000 noxious weed seeds
per pound, and most of these were
mustards.

In addition to this list for Western
Seed, Mr. Shaffer has a car of P.
E. Island coming. Last year this
man handled a lot of Island Seed’
Oats, so the farmers around Black:
ville seem to be more fortunate in
this regard than most farming sec-
tions.

Farmers when buying seed Oats
should be sure they are buying seed
oats, and mot some poor, unclean
seed. If a farmer gets oats and is a
little suspicious of them, he should
send in a pound or two to the Seed
Branch, Ottawa, Ont., and they will
tell him what kinds and how many
weed seeds they contain if any, and
the percentage of germination.

By using good seed the farmers of
New Brunswick can easily increase
their production by twenty per cent.
