CAMERON BLOCK,

Home Training.
BY REV. J M. FLEMING, 0. 8. A.

Daring the past few years serions 
efforts have been made to impress on 
parents and guardians the necessity 
of more oarefal home training. 
Societies of various kinds have been 
organized to teach women how to 
train children. An abundance of 
literature is at present published 
and placed in the hands of the 
nnrses and mothers, filled with 
suggestions and principles which, 
if followed, will without donbt cor­
rect, in thie regard, and to some ex­
tent. remedy an unsatisfactory 
state of affairs. Large suma 
of moneyare being expended with 
the cne apparent object in 
view of refining, elevating and 
educating the child. The state sayr: 
“ If you give me the child and re­
pose implicit confidence in my treat­
ment I will train him up until ho 
will astonish and charm you by his 
many accomplishments. You need 
not be over-anxious about him, 
since I possess a panacea for all ills, 
and their is no possibility of failure. 
Follow my instructions in every de­
tail and success will crown yonr 
efforts. ”

The foolish mother innocently 
surrenders her darling to the guard­
ianship of the state, and calmly 
awaits results. It never enters her 
mind that this boy has a right given 
him by God to a mother’s care and 
love. The duty of bringing np 
children can not be shifted on the 
shoulders of others without the 
gravest detriment to their minds 
and souls. The disposition of so 
many mothers to throw such a holy 
responsibility on others is to be 
viewed with alarm. We are not 
surprised at irreligious women 
shrinking from suoh a constant 
and often tedious labor, but wo are 
greatly surprised at the little atten­
tion that many Catbolie mothers 
bestow -on the training of their 
children. A generation of children 
is now advancing into manhood and 
womanhood that will, I fear, be a 
menace to the peace and happiness

The saddest spectacle anyone can 
witness is a perverted or spoiled 
child. God has given that child in­
to the custody of his parents to 
nourish, to develop and prepare for 
heaver; and the parents are robb­
ing him of his rightful inheritance.

We all are largely the creatures 
of oiroumatanoee. If the child is 
trained to habita of truthfulness, 
honesty, and piety, there is nothing 
that can uproot them. While rid­
ing on the train a short time ago, 
I happened to become engaged in 
conversation with a prominent non- 
Catholic business man. Among 
other things he said: “ 1 admire 
the consistency and elevating influ­
ence of the Catholic Church’s moral 
teachings. She has never been 
tempted to deviate from the mission 
which she believes she has received 
from Christ. When, however, it 
comes to practice, which, in my 
judgment, is the real tesvof excell­
ence, it would seem that a discre­
pancy can be detected. In my 
dealings with Catholics extending 
over a period of nearly half a cen­
tury, I find that, although they pos­
sess many commendable char­
acteristics, they are lacking in many 
respects. Many of them are not 
strictly honest or reliable. They 
will lie and dissimulate to a great 
degree. They have not a lofty com­
prehension of duty, and consequent­
ly they will work only under the 
master's eye. I do not say they 
are more so than any other sects, 
but I claim that if the definite 
teachings of your Church were 
practised, all ■ those objectionable 
features would be obliterated. ”

New British Premier.
As will be seen in our news 

column the Marquis of Salisbury 
has resigned the Premiership of 
Great Britain and has been suc­
ceeded by Hon. A. J. Balfour, 
First Lord of the Treasury and 
Government Leader in the House 
of Commons. Salisbury’s resig­
nation of the Premiership had 
been anticipated for some time. 
His advanced. age and somewhat 
impaired health rendered this in­
evitable. Lord Salisbury was 
born in 1830 and is consequently 
72 years of age. He was a sec­
ond son and therefore not the di­
rect heir to his father’s title and 
estates. He was elected to the 
House of Commons in 1853 and 
his political career would have 
been achieved there had not his 
elder brother died shortly after 
the date in question. This was 
followed by the death of his fath 
er in 1858. In consequence of 
this, the present Marquis left the 
Commons and took his seat in the 
House of Lords. His has been 
the longest continuous Pre 
miership since that of Lord Liver­
pool in 1827, and his three Pre- 
mierships together are longer 
than the aggegate term of any 
other British Prime Minister. 
The new Premier, Hon. A. J. Bal 
four, is a nephew of Lord Salis­
bury, his mother being a sister of 
the Marquis. He was born in 
1848 and first entered the House 
of Commons in 1874. He has 
been a Privy Councillor since 
1885. He has held many impor 
tant offices, among otheis, Chief 
Secretary for Ireland from 1887 
to 1891. He has been Govern 
ment Leader in the House 
Commons and First Lord of the 
Treasury since 1895. He is 
scholarly gentleman and is the 
author of several learned works 
Another announced retirement 
is that of Sir Michael Hicks-Beach 
Chancellor of the Exchequer, 
Other changes may follow, but

Even our 
domestic cups and saucers, cur­
tains, clocks, etc., were not good 
enough for the Intercolonial, and 
in the Auditor General’s report, 
we find recorded payments to 
United States firms for such arti­
cles.

SIR WILFRIDS COLD RECEPTION.
Friends of Sir Wilfrid Laurier 

complain that, the Canadian pre­
mier is not meeting with a recep­
tion in England commensurate 
with his importance. The fact 
that the premiers of Australia and 
New Zealand Messrs. Barton and 
Seddon, are more sought after 
than Sir Wilfrid is a hard pill 
for the letters adnsSrew toswallow. 
No doubt they exited Sr Wil­
frid to rival King Edward VII 
as the cynosure of the coronation. 
Butthey shouldjremember that, in 
1897, Sir Wilfrid deliberately and 
utterly misrepresented Canadians, 
when he stated we did not want 

" mutual preference.” Of course 
he has had to correct himself, and 
one of the qualities that a British- 

demands of a public man is 
frankness. Deception, although 
practised with a view of securing 
a Cobden medal, is not likely to 
be overlooked by an Englishman. 
Sir Wilfrid talked like a school­
boy in 1897, and he is now reap­
ing his empty harvest. He has 
no chance to secure a preference 
for Canadian goods in the British 
markets, and according to the 
cabledespatches, will return empty 
handed. He has lost to Canada a 
market which means a loss to 
farmers, particularly those of the 
great West, of millions upon 
millions of dollars. Sunny ways 
are no longer effective.
NATIONAL REVENUE AND EXPENDI­

TURE.
Approximate figures for the 

Dominion fiscal year which closed 
on Monday of last week show that 
the net public debt increased dur 
ing the year by three and a quar 
ter million dollars.

Suchh the net result bf a year 
of almost .unparalel

effected. The quantity placed in 
the hands of the government was 
10,000 tons, and the transaction 
recalls a most extaordinary tale 
of Hon. Q. Blair’s woeful incapa­
city as a railway magnate. Mr. 
Blair made a contract for 125,000 
tons of steel rails involving the 
expenditure of millions of dollars, 
and when asked for information 
was unable to tell Parliament 
whether or not he had signed an 
agreement with Mr. Clergue. Then 
it was found that 25,000 tons of 
rails were to be delivered anually, 
for five years. The first install­
ment was due August 1st, 1901, 
and the price agreed upon was 
1132.60 per ton. The rails were 
not forthcoming, and 15,000 tons 
were purchased in England at $7 
per ton less than the Clergue 
quotation. Mr. Blair thereby 
blundered into a saving of $105,- 
000. Then instead of refusing the 
remaining 10,000 tons due from 
last year, or taking them at 1902 
prices, he announc.ed his intention 
of paying the full $32.60 per ton 
for that quantity. What does this 
mean ? At the present time steel 
rails are quoted in New England 
at $26.75 per ton; in New York 
at $28 per ton; and by Mr. Clergue,
I &3# per ton. Canada is therefore 
paying for the 10,000 tons purch­
ase, $58,500 more than she would 
in the English markets; $46,000 
more than in New York; and $26, 
000 more than Mr. Clergue is ask­
ing from outside buyers. This is 
what Mr. Blair describes as run­
ning government railways on a 
business basis.

(Kitchener and I and some more of nsj 
until he ie tired and weary and I am 
somewhat ditto. He hae run hie race, 
finished his course—and put up a very 
good fight, making allowances for some

this war earlier only that one little 
reason prevented—the Boers wouldn’t 
let me. In my last letter I think I 
told yon I waa going on outpost duty. 
I went, and did not get back to my 
regiment till three months later. Tnat’a 
a good while to stay on ontpost duty. 
I wae mity glad ‘toheu at last I got re­
lieved. The Boera also probably felt 
relieved when I left them.I would like 
to tell all about my experiences with the 
Boere but I guess you’ll have to wait 
till I get home for the full particklare. 
I’m going to rite a whole volume 
and call it “Life among tbe Liberty- 
Loving Boers, or,Why lam still Alive.” 
With tbe proceeds from the sail of this 
book I expect to make enough money 
to purchase a good steam yacht and 
take a tour around the world, and after­
wards settle down and live on my 
money, etc. If at any time I should 
fall abort of fnnde all I’ll have to do 
iwill be to deliver a lecture on what I’ve 
done towards finishing the Boer war 
and what I've Been in my tour of thr 
world.

I expect to leave for Canada next 
week. I have somewhat tired of South 
Africa. Yon wouldn’t believe how I 
have changed since coming out bear. 
Why, my old commander, Gen. Pole- 
Vanlton didn’t recognize me when I 

along the lines with about a 
dozen Boer prisoners. Even my old 
friend Bill Jones didn’t recognize me 
although I suppose the newspapers 
must have bad my picture printed 
pretty often, same aa they did when 
Winston Churchill wae taken prisoner. 
When I was a prisoner the Boere kept 
a pretty strict watch upon me. Still I 
had lota of chances to rhn away, but as 
the Boera are counted pretty sure shots 
with a rifle I thot I wouldn’t put 
tbem.to any unnecessary bother on my 
account. So I let them see I waa con­
tented with my lot even tbongh p’raps 
I hadn’t a nawfnl lot to be contented 
with. The Boera during my captivity 
kept trekking from place ~-to place. 
(It being impossible to trek otherwise.) 
Tbe last place they kept me in wae an 
old atone blockhouse, which bed once 
been occupied by the British and after­
wards abandoned. One morning I waa 
awakened earlier than usual by hear 
ing some noiae^it,was a shell expied- 
ing against the wall. The British had 
returned to destroy the blockhouse. 
The Boera all started jabbering together 
in Dutch and ev’ry one grasped a rifle. 
I thot it would be a grate chance for 
me to distinguish myself, so I cot bold 
oo a rifle too and alipped out the door 
before they had hardly time to notice 
me. I then pushed back the haap and 
before yon could eay Jack Bobison I 
had them all prisoners. The next 
thing I knew a crowd of Tommies came 
up and captured me, thinking I was a 
Boer. I tried to explain to them that 
I waa not but they only told me to 
keep quiet. Then some more of them 
came np and captured all the Boers 
inside the fort. Yon can imagine how 
pleased the Boere were when they eaw 
that I waa also a prisoner. Before we 
left, tbe commanding officer ordered 
the old blockhonee to be destroyed and 

detached some en­
gineers to attend to 
the job. One of the 
men while tearing 
ont the big atones 
with a pick, fonnd 
a document hidden 
in a crevice which I 
bad placed there. 
(I don’t mean that I 
placed the crevice

JOHNSTOWN, Pa., Jnly 10 —Johns­
town has again been visited by an ap­
palling dieaster. It is only less fright­
ful than the awful calamity of May 31, 
1889, in coet.of life, bnt in its terrible 
coneeqnences it has brought the 
shadow of sorrow into hundreds of 
homes made desolate by a mine explo­
sion which took place in the Cambria 
Steel Co. rolling mill mine nnder 
Westmount Hill at 12.30 o’clock this 
afternoon.

The mining officials of the Cambria Co. 
stated the explosion waa one of fire­
damp.

The survivors who have esdaped 
from the depths of the mine describe 
the condition to be frightful. Outside 
of the “ Klondike ” the mines are safe 
and uninjured. Within the fatal lim­
its of the mine the havoc wrought by 
the explosion are snch ae to beggar de­
scription. Solid walls of masonry 
three feet through were torn down as 
though barrels of paper. The roofs 
of the mine were demolished and not 
a door remains standing. In the face 
of these difficulties even the most 
heroic efforts towards rescue may well 
seem hopeless.

Miners who left the mine by way of 
the Mill Creek entrance brought hor­
rible stories of crawling over the dead 
bodies of their comrades.

The mine is one of the largest coal 
mines in the United States, according 
to the statement of officials. From the 
entrance in the hill across the river 
from the point to the one at Mill Creek 
is a distance of three and three-quarter 
miles.

Johnstown, Pa., July 12.—At 1 
o’clock this morning, it can be stated 
that of the 600 men supposed to 
have entered the month of the Rolling 
Mill mine of the Cambria Steel Com­
pany Thursday morning 143 are 
known to be dead and 22 rescued. 
Four hundred, so the mine officials 
claim, escaped when the explosion oc­
curred, leaving 88 still to be account­
ed for. Some of these, according to 
those in charge of the rescue work are 
dead, bnt the majority they claim 
have escaped.

Two members of the relief party 
said upon leaving the mine shortly af­
ter 1 o’clock this morning, 62 
bodies were loaded on cars ready to 
be brought out the first thing after day 
light.

life, she would be arraigned before a 
oriminioal court, in accordance with 
the new statute. At that he looked 
well pleased ; however he paced to 
and fro in the room muttering, to 
himself for a while, then he stopped 
in front of me and said :

Mr. St. Barbe, you must know 
that all these tricks and stratège ms 
to which diplomatists like your uncle 
have recourse, I loathe from my 
heart, for I hold with the precepts 
of the Gospel, which says ; Let your 
epeeèti be yea, yea, no, no ; and that 
which is over and above these is of 
evil."
