The Meaning of Christ-
mas Day.

By The Very Rev. Thomas J.

The season of Advent has drawn
once more to its close, and the
mystic exaltation of soul which
the Christian religion annually
nourishes in its adherents finds
its fulfiment and reward in the
birth of that Infant for whose
coming Time and Humanity were
8o long consumed with hope and
expectation. In these weeks the
Holy Church has been putting be-
fore us day by day the most sub-
lime thoughts, the longings of the
Prophets, the acknowledgments
of sin, the echoes of despair, the
lessons of history, the admissions
of experience. All the paths of
life have been converging upon
that little Crib at Bethlemen ; all
that poet or philosopher or critic
ever imagined of true or beautiful
or desirable, seems now to take
being and shape on the threshold
of that poor manger. With an
infinite skill the Offices of the
Church bring out the hoplessness
in the average heart, the blindness
in the average mind, the moral
stagnation in the average society
at the time of the Birth of Christ.
There is nothing in the tragedy
of Sophocles or Shakespeare so
grandiose, so sternly true and
solemn, so heart-gripping as the
daily phases by which during
these weeks the Church unrolls
the meaning of the Old Testament
from the Creation to the Nativity.

First and only one of msnkind, He was
Himself asperfect as His teaching.
And He; gave to Hisnsw—and
perfect law its flrmest support
in the commentary of His own life
and Death, In His Law there is noth-
ing imperfect, confused, false sensual,
and narrow as in the Law of Mahomet;
nothing fondamentally immoral as in
the Law of Baddhs ; nothing of he low
rationalism of the Law of Confucins.
It is po Law of men, for it is nothing
less than the original Voice of God heard
by Adam in the Creation, made known
by Mosees from Mount Sinai, reiterated
by the prophets, made plain and certain
for all by Jesus Christ. All other laws
are like sign-posts, directive; the holy
Law saves us, and makes us what it in-
dicates,—*‘ C Emmanuel, our King and
our Lawgiver, the Desired of the
Nations, their Savior, come and save
us, O Lord Onr God } ”

COMMUNION WITH MANKIND.

The true teacher must feel with and
for disciples. And so, when Christ
would be born to teach all mankind to
rise above itself, and to be again like
the image of God once impressed on
Adam and Eve, He entered into the
most intimate relations with Humanity.
Most men are poor, unbappy, pitiable ;
it is only the few who are otherwise,
nor is their lot a certain one. So Jesus
was born in 8 wretched manager and
bore every pang and whip of poverty
and sorrow ; He was weak and lowly
and dependent, that He might teach us
how to look on all these things,
might leave to the most helpless of our
race the strong supporting philosophy
of a Divine Example, might glorify and
sanctify these nsrual conditions of our
birth and training. Then again, in all
men there is a spring or source of rebel-
lion againet law and order that make
for the things above. Hence, sin and
itsa consequences. In vain bhad the
Father imposed the stern ceremonial
repressive, Law of the Old Testament.

The one people to whom e gave it,
dowered with promises and prophecies
and miracles, again and again shook
off ite yoke ae smothing unbearable.
Bat the little Infant in the Crib brings
s new Law, the Law of Love,—Himsslf,
the very source of Goodness. From His
Person through endless ages there flows
an unspeakable charm that warms life
like a fire and draws like a magnet, and
sweeps us upward to Him like a mighty
wind. Now, we have not only the
Divine Example, toat touch stone of
right and wrong, of good and bad, but
in the heart of every man of good will
there is planted the conscions tendency
to observe the new law, with the power
to do so.

THE PROPHETIO SOUL OF HUMANITY.
This day, nineteen hundred years
ago, they were killing fat beeves about
the altars of the Temple, and repeating
the solemn promises of the Lord that
He would rend the heavens and rain
down the Just One. Something, too,
was stirring the hearts of men at Rome
ard in the Orient lands. A Virgil sings
his mystic lines, thateven yet seem the
highest flight of human hope in days of
despair. And kings, wise men from the
East, are even now bending over the
Infant God, with the traditional homage
of their mysterious lands. One blame-
less man, one stainless maiden, are thers
and the damb beasts, in mute testimony
to their Maker. Thus was the New
Law proclaimed, the New 8chool of Life
opened, not in the smcke and thunder
of Sinai, but in the stilliness of a cave,
in the depths of winter, in the remote-
ness of a Semitie hilltown ; nevertheless
before the representatives of Creation,
animate and inanimste; before the
young and the old, the rich and the
poor, the Jew and the Gantile, the East
and the West. One day men will say
of the new Teacher that He rpeakes as
one having power. It is because He
begen to study human life at the lowest
rung of theTadder. One day an emper-
or will stand agast at the tenacity of
His disciples not to be shaken by fire
orsword or any contumely. It is be-
cause their Lawgiver squared His pre-
cepts with the deepest lines of the human
heart, and crowned their observation
with the satisfaction of its holiest im-
pulses and emotions,

LIGHT AND TRUTH V8. SHADROWS AND
LIES,

external power, the power of Satan, the
source of temptation and disorder, the
irrepressible root of rebellion.

Away from the
hilltops of Jud=a the world itself was a
prison house and life the portico of
death. The heathen society was leagu-
ed against them and their one tenure,
the belief in one God and in His Moral
Law. Peopleahad raged and kings had
thundered, and tribee-and nations had
hurled themselves on the chosen people
in the interests of idolatry. But the
hope in the Redeemer, in the Liberator,
was unshakable as a rock, and seemed
to cast itg roo}s deeper with every re-
VOrse.

Men of the West like Pythagoras

and the Temple. A new light falls on
the pages of the Old Law from the Crib
of Bethlehem. There is indeed a new
Captain, a'new Liberator, but no longer
from the thraldom of Egyptian or As-
syrian or Greek. This new Captain
comes o break the gates of hell, to free
the souls of men from their real op-
pressor, whom as yet they only dimly
recogniss. Heis an Emperor of Truth
againet an Emperor of Lies. He lays
open the system of shams and frauds
and deceits by which the hearts of men
had been ensnared and their eyes made
blind to the truth. Henceforth the
natare of man’s true enemy i8 known ;
80, too, his habits, his home, his means
of warfare. Pharoah and Ptolemy,
Babylon and Tyre, are henceforth only
sumbols of s spiritual enemy, of apirit-
usl strongholds temptation and sin.

FAILURE OF PHILOSOPHY AND SUPER-

STITION.

In this double conflict with the fore es
within and without himsell, man was
being ground as wheat between the
upper and the nether millstones. He
did not understand the terms of the
struggle, and his best efforts, both in
the Law and outside of the Law went
for nanght. From many & heart in
those days went up the cry of the
Apostle, *“ Unhappy me ! who shall free
me from the hody of this death?”
Philosopby had vainly tried to furnish
some men with an anchor in the sea of
doubt and opinion. The face of
Supersiition had changed again and
agsain, bat its painted lips were power-
less to reveal a secret they did not
possess. Ambition had stalked over
the wide world in the persons of Greek
and Roman and Carthaginian generals
but only to leave behind the stillness
and solitude and the peace of universals
ruin. For s _time a semblance of hap-
piness was set up,—the peace of Rome,
made up of all the crushed hearts and
hopeless sorrows of the world, and
therefore carrying in itself the response
of death. Already Epictetus could ex-
claim: ‘O Cmsar, in thy peace what
woes L suffar | Was it not high time
that the Prince of Peace should at least
appear and reveal the secret of the
divine dealings of God with man? No
wonder that as the hour of the Nativity
approaches, Holy Church cries outin
maternal anguish.

““0O King of Nationg, O Emmanusl,
Oar King! O the desired of all peoples,
Thou Corner-stone, which dost make
the twain to be one, come and save
mankind which Thon has created from
the dust!”

Truly. He made the twain to be one
whep He healed 8o potently the evil
bias of our hearts and the perverse
darkness of our minds ; when He called
Himself the S8on of God and accepted
the name of Friend of Sinnara; when
He took the title of King of the Jews
and yet sent His Apostles to the ends
of the earth ; when He ate whith pub-
licsns and sinners and rebmked the
proud and lofty Pharisees. He made
the twain to be one when He ignored
the narrow lines of nationality and
created a Heavenly Fatherland, in
which all men could hold a citizanship
that transcended whatever was highest
in the political world made by men
Truly He was the Corner-stons of Unity
when He proclaimed the henceforth
ineradicable principles of the Father-
hood of God and the Brotherhood of
Man. Through long and pai«fal ages
some men like the Btoics had coma
within sight of these holy prineiples,
bat their insight, their suspicions were
only velleities, rude mental sketches of
an Utopia beyond the grasp of Human

ity. The people were sunk in a
Malebolge of sin and wrong and
ignorance ; their rulers were men of

blood and iron, skilled in the sole logic
of despotism,—the logic of the sword.
[he Birth of Jesus changed all this
What wonder that a tradition soon
arose to the effect thata fountain of oil
broke forth in the heart of Rome on the
night of Christ’a birth and flowed for
days in unbroken sweetness to the
Tiber! It was a symbol, say ancient
Fathers, of the source of Joy and Bene-
diction henceforth opened in the heart
of that larger city, the City of God.

A NEW AND PERFECT BROTHERHOOD.
Traly our Brother was born to-day,
and with Him we too are born into the
sweet bond and union of Brotherhood
Perhaps by the lapse of ages and the
very commonness of the Christian name,
we have ceased to be moved by the
mighty concept that liese in the Birth
of Jesus Chriat among men, as a man
with a real human nature and manner.
1t was our Maker, our Governor, our
final Judge, who this day put on flesh
compressed the fires of His Godbead,
and entered the cycle of our poor life.

What Organization Has
Done for the Cathe-
lics of Germany.

Writing of the great Ostholic
Congrees held s few months ago in
Strasburg, Germsdvy, oorrespon-

At this Congress forty thousand
delegates of the federated societies
of the German Empire paraded the
streets with banners and musie.
The whole city was decorated, papal

In 1871 there
were only fifty—eight Oatholios in
the Reichstag, representing 720,000
electore, In 1903 there were more
than 100 representing 1,800,000
electors—today they are really the
raling msjority in the oomatry, and
the emperor understands this per-
feotly. What makes the great
strength of these Cutholic Federa-
tions is that tbey represent all classes
of society, princes, nobles, bourgeoir
and workmen, whereas the Socialiste
a8 a rule are recrunited in the same
clags. The Prince d’Arenberg re=-
newed the usual protestation agains:
the ooconpation of Rome, and the
Bishop of Strasburg rejoiced in the
fact that in epite of the devastation
of the Frenob Ravolation, the ancien:

Strange Marriage Case.

The strange osse of Swifte vs.
Swifte, the decjsion in which wase
given recently by ibe Irish Master
of the Rolls, has reaulted in a verdict
for the defendamt. The crucial
point in the osse was whether »
marriage contracted in Austris be-
tween & Protestant and Ostholic and
solemnized by a Catholio priest wae
valid in Britain, The Master of the
Rolls beld it wss. Perhaps the
most interesting ciroumstance in the
case was the glimfpee siorded of the |
Penal Laws, on whioh the" plaintiff

‘marrisge.

The remarks of the Master of the
Rolis on the Peoal Laws are worth
republishing. He said in part :

The writ in the presentaction was
issued om the 3rd of February, 1904,
The first gnestion that arose was
obviously as to the marriage in Aus-
tria with the Baroness. The oer-
tificate that had been produced was
conolusive proof that it wascelebrat-
ed in the only way that would bhave
been Iswful in Austris, and the evi-
denoe of the two Austrian lawyers
who had been examined, Dr. De
Griex sad Dr. Krenn, was that that
certificate would be socepted in an
Austrian oourt a8 evidenoce of a mar-
risge. legally concluded ; that thero
was absolutely no machinery in
Austria then and even at the present
day by which s marrisge legally
celebrated between a Catholio and 8
non-Catholio conld be dissolved, and
that sach a marriage could only be
apnulled on grounds that exiated
beforé@irisge. The disability that
was relied on by the plaintiff was
oreated by the 19uh George II,,
chapter 13, an Irish statate of the
year 1745, whicli was in foree in the
year 1833. Its first. sbotion reoited |
that the law then existing to prevent
Popish priests from celebrating mar-
risges had been found to be ineffec-
taal. A previous statute had made
it » hanging matier for the priests.
The section then provided that afier
the 1t of May, 1746, any marriage
celebrated by & Popish priest and a
person who had been or professed to
be a Protestant within twelve months
before the celebration, or between
two Protestants, should be absolutely
null aod void to sll intents and pure
poses, without any prooess, jadg-
ment, or septence of law whataver.
There could be no doubt that the
Austrian marrisge was_ oelebrated
by s Roman Oatholic priest. But
some restriotion must be imposed on
the language of this section. It
contained no reterenmce to the local-
ity in which the marriage was cele-
brated; but it manifestly gave no
power to avoid marriage between
the subjects of foreign States over
whom this country had no jurisdie-
tion. It muet receive a ratiousl
interpretation, No doubt if the
priest had celebrated the marriage
in Ireland he would have been within
the enactment. But that was not
the present case. The aot was (o
prevent Popish priests from ocele-
brating marriages bat not to prevent
Protestante and Catholics from con=-
tracling marriage. Such marriage
bad always been lawful in Ireland.
Even the oruelty of the Irish native
Parliament never dreamt of render-
ing them illegal per se. Ithad been
stated tbat this Aot was part of a
code. That was quite true, but the
code dealt exclusively with snbjects
of the King and with the celebration
of marriages within the Kingdom of
Ireland. The 12tk George the 1lat,
pessed in 1723, made the celebration
of such marziages.penal and s felony,
but it did oot snpal them. It did
oot say that the marrieges should
be null and void ; it made it penal
on the part of the clergymen whbo
ocelebrated them. From the code
it was to be deduced tbat mixed
marringes were discouraged and
were rendered void after the lat of
May, 1748, if celebrated by a Popish
priest; but that did not extend to
marrisges celebrated abrosd. Ob
the contrary, marri ges celebrated
abroad bad been slwsys perfeotly
good and valid if uoinipeashable on
some other ground. He was there
fore of opinion that the marriage of
the 3rd of February, 1833, wag per-
feotly vaid.

Samples of Ehoice Grain

for the Improvement
of Seed.

Dear 8ir,—By instruction of the Hon.
Minister of Agriculture another dis-
tribation will be made this season of
samples of the most productive sorts of
grain to Canadiap farmers for the im-
provement of seed. The stock for
distribution is of the very best and has
been secured 1nainly from the excellent
.cropg recently bhad st the brsnch
Experimental Farms at Indian Head,
Sask., and at Brandon, Man. The
distribution this spring will consist of
ssmples of oats, spring wheat, barley
Indian corn (for ensilage only) and
potatoes. - The quantity of oats to be
s ent this year willbe 4 lbs, and of
wheat or barley § lbs.,, sufficient in
each case to sow ome-twentieth of an
acre. The samplee of Indian corn and
potatoes will weigh 8 1bs., as heretofore.
A quantity of each of the following
varieties has been secured for this
distribution :—

Osats.—Banner, Wide-Awake. Abun-
dsnce, Thoussnd Dolias, Improved
Ligowo, Goldfinder and Waverley.

Wheat.—Preston, Red Fife, Percy,
Stanley, Haron, Laurel and White Fife.

Barley.—Sir.rowed. —Mensury, Od-
eess, Mansfield, Clande snd Royal.
Two--rowed .—.Standwell, [nvincible,
Canadian Thorpe and Sidney.

Indian Corn (for ensilage) —Early
sorts, Angel of Midnight, Compton’s
Early and Longfsllow; later varieties,
Selected Leaming, Early Mastodon and
White Cap Yellow Deat.

Potatoes.—Carman Fo. 1, Early
White Prize, Rochester Rose, Uncle
Snﬁ, American Wonder, Bovee, Early
Andes and Late Paritan.

Every farmer may apply, but only
one sample can be sent to each
applicant, hence if an individual re-
ceives a sample of oats he cannot also
receive one of wheat, barley or potatoes.
Lists of names from one jndividual, or
applications for more than one sample
for one household cannot be entertain-
ed. These samples will be eent free of
charge throngh the mail.

Applications shogld be addressed to
the Director of Experimental Farms,
Ottawa, and may be sent in any time
before the 1st of March, after which the
lists will he eloged, 80 that all the
samples asked for may be sent oatin
good time for sowing. Parties writing
sbould mention the sort of variety they
would prefer, with a second sort as sn
alternative, and should the available
stock of both these varieties bé exhanst-
ed, somse other good sort will be sent
instead. Those applying for Indian
corn or potatoes will please bear in mind
that the corn is not available for dig-
tribation until March or April, and that
potatoes csnnot be mailed from here
antil danger from frost is transit is gver.
