“I received letters asking for
endorsation of many, subjects and
it is a long established ~practice
of .mine, whether the claimant
is a Liberal or "fory, not to gn-
dorse anything unless I know the
parties who address the commun-
ication, I did not know the gen-
tlemen, althou0h I presume - they
were reputable men.
