InterEsTINGTO PHOTOGRAPHERS. —A Te-
cent invention in Newark is calculated to
work a great change in photography. By
it all kinds of photographs are taked under
the guslight as successfully as by the aid
of the brightest sun. The apparatus re-
senbles a sort of a miniature Turkish
dome standing on_the floor, about 6 ft
high, 5 ft wido and 64 ft long. In front
of this stands a camera, and within a chair
and steadying apparatus. Near the top
and at the 1oft hand front of this structure
is a clock lamp for burning and feeding
the miagnesium wire that furnishes the
light for the art purposes required in pho-
tography. tn taking a picture the subject
enters the aear of the structure and seats
himself. The camera is adjusted, the
